California’s Education Department
released student test scores showing a
statewide decline that nearly wiped out
the academic progress made since the
state overhauled how it funds educa-
tion in 2014.

The gist of the scores, the most
extensive measure so far of the
COVID-19 pandemic’s impact on stu-
dent achievement: The percentage
of California students meeting state
math standards plummeted 7 percent-
age points to 33%, and the percentage
meeting English language standards
dropped 4 percentage points, to 47%.

Some scores for students of color

and those from low-income house-
holds dropped less dramatically than
their counterparts, an indication that
the state’s funding formula, which
sends more money to high-needs dis-
tricts, worked to soften the blow of two
years of disrupted learning.

As if to prove that pandemic learn-
ing loss is not just a California
problem, officials released the state
data to the public on the same day that
results of a different test, nicknamed
the Nation’s Report Card, revealed
an unprecedented score dive among a
sampling of students nationwide.

Gov. Gavin Newsom swiftly issued
a press release headlined “California
outperforms most states in minimizing
learning loss....” Various state officials

credited the state’s investments in sum-
mer school and other recovery efforts
for minimizing the blow to pupils. Yet
the national test, in contradiction to the
state test, indicated that the achieve-
ment gap among students of color
widened in California.

“California focused on keeping kids
safe during the pandemic,” Newsom
said in a statement, “while making
record investments to mitigate learning
loss and transforming our education
system.”

The test upon which the Nation’s
Report Card is based is older and was
given to only about 4,000 California
students, while the state’s Smarter
Balanced tests are administered every

long meandering trail and
two new playgrounds.

As part of a residential
development agreement
(RDA), KB Homes agreed

to build the approximate
23-acre natural setting
park along Arcade Creek
which runs diagonally

said. The development is
a 260-home project by KB
Home, consisting of three
communities.

A 100-year flood plain
associated with Arcade
Creek in the middle of
the project area where

CITRUS HEIGHTS, CA (MPG)
- At the October 27 meet-
ing, the Citrus Heights City
Council considered a pro-
posed Sunrise MarketPlace
Overlay Zoning Code
Amendment, which would
establish more specific
land use guidelines for
parcels within the Sunrise
MarketPlace Property and
Business Improvement
District (PBID) area.

The overlay wouldn’t
change the underlying land
uses of Shopping Center
and Limited Commercial,
but it would modify the
allowable uses to exclude
new development of car
repair, car washes, gas sta-
tions, storage facilities,
taxi or ambulance dis-
patch centers, and other
vehicle-centric businesses.
However, existing busi-
nesses with these uses
would not be affected,
nor would their ability to
expand their businesses or
transfer ownership. The
overlay would only pro-
hibit the development of
new businesses with these
uses within the area.

Citrus Heights is built-
out and there is limited real
estate available for rede-
velopment, so the City
wants to encourage uses
that are compatible with
the vision of local resi-
dents, who want to see
more shopping, dining,
and entertainment centers
where they can gather. The
overlay would help support
that vision, which aligns
with the City’s goal of
revitalizing Citrus Heights
as a premier destination
within the region.

Community Develop-
ment Director Casey
Kempenaar explained that
the majority of traffic along
Sunrise Blvd. are pass-
through commuter trips.
Allowing new gas stations,
car washes, etc. would just
continue that trend. And he
pointed out that there are
already a lot of established
gas stations and other vehi-
cle-centric businesses
along the corridor, so addi-
tional similar businesses
wouldn’t add anything
new for the community
to enjoy. But approving
the overlay would encour-
age new development
that meets the community

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German Rotary Student Enjoying - Studlent Test Scores Plunge
Local High School Classes

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - For stu-
dents between 15 and 18.5-years-old who
have wondered about living in another
country, learning another language, or
experiencing a new culture, applying for
the Rotary Youth Exchange (RYE) pro-
gram provides an excellent opportunity to
do so.

This year, members of the Citrus
Heights Rotary club have welcomed one
high school student from Germany.

Lea Park-Kim, communications and
public engagement manager for the Citrus
Heights Water District is the Rotary Club
chair for the RYE program this year.

RYE is under the umbrella of Rotary
International, a humanitarian service orga-
nization with a global network of 1.4
million members. RYE sends over 9,000
high school students on Rotary’s long-
term and short-term exchange programs
each year and has unmatched support for
students, families, and host families, Park-
Kim said

It is the policy of the Rotary Youth
Exchange that the last name of the student
studying abroad not be used, nor a photo-
graph in publications for the safety of those
students participating, Park-Kim said.

Theresa, who grew up just outside
Bremen, Germany began her junior year at
Del Campo High School in Fair Oaks on
August 11. She took a lunch break from
school to attend a recent Rotary Club lun-
cheon where she was interviewed. She will
live in the homes of three different families
during the current school year.

“My older brother earned a Rotary
Scholarship to study abroad several years
ago and very much enjoyed the experience.
I wanted to do the same,” Theresa said.

She said her own opportunity to par-
ticipate in the Rotary Exchange Program
had to wait until pandemic protocols were
eventually lifted, and she was free to travel
for overseas study.

Theresa said her first choice for overseas
study was North America-Canada, fol-
lowed by Portugal and then Japan.

“I highly recommend the program,” she
said. She was excited to learn that she had
been selected to study in the United States,
and her school destination would be in
northern California.

While she said she misses her family
back home in Germany from time to time,
Theresa said she’s able to keep in touch
with many of her friends through social
media telling them about her experiences
in Citrus Heights, and the new friends she
has made here. She said she has a support-
ive relationship with her host family here
who have made her feel welcome.

“I keep in touch with my family back
home by cell phone and by text,” she said.

“The opportunity to study in the United
States has taught me to be more confident
as I get to know people,” she said. In all,
she’s taking four classes, Spanish I, Arts,
English III and choir in the block schedule
offered at Del Campo.

“I’ve had to adjust to a different kind
of school schedule than I was used to in
Germany,” she said. “Here, classes are
more relaxed, and there were more elec-
tives to choose from.”

Like most of her peers, Theresa said
she’s enjoying the plentiful choices for
fast food around here, typically which
are not as common where she grew up in
Germany, popular music and the oppor-
tunity to follow school sports and spirit
activities on campus at Del Campo.

Rotary scholarships valued at over
$24,000 are available to cover room,
board, tuition, and monthly stipend for the
student typically enrolled in the program.

RYE is a two-way exchange between
Rotary Districts. For the 2022-2023 school
year, Rotary District 5180 sent five stu-
dents from the Greater Sacramento area to
Germany, Belgium, Italy, and Taiwan.

Local host families, including the fam-
ilies of the students that left for their
exchange program, have welcomed
seven students from Belgium, Germany,
Denmark, Taiwan, and Italy. Students will
stay with between 2 and 4 families and get
an in-depth experience of the culture in
their host country.

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spring to virtually all Californians in grades
three through eight and grade eleven. The
states set those tests, prompting some crit-
icism that they encourage “teaching to the
test”. The goal of those Smarter Balanced
tests: to measure how well students
have mastered the state’s Common Core
standards.

The initial reluctance of state officials
to promptly share the Smarter Balanced
test data raised questions about whether
elected state schools superintendent Tony
Thurmond and others were trying to mini-
mize the impact of bad news landing before
voters cast November ballots.

“Democrat policies get an F,” Senate GOP
leader Scott Wilk of Lancaster declared in
a statement. “It is no wonder these scores
were kept under lock and key. They are a
clear referendum on the failed policies
advocated by the governor, legislative lead-
ers, and the state superintendent of public
instruction for years — not just during the
pandemic. After shuttering schools for the
better part of two years, student failure is on
steroids.”

In spring of 2020, the first year of the
pandemic, the state canceled its testing. In
2021, only one in four eligible students took
the tests because not all students were back
on campuses. In 2022, nearly all eligible
students participated, making these results
a key data point for understanding wide-
spread pandemic-triggered learning loss in
California.

There had been concern that the pandemic
would completely undercut California’s
efforts to close a persistent achievement
gap among certain groups of students. The
results show that all students and econom-
ically disadvantaged students dropped
the same 4 percentage points in English
language arts, although that leaves eco-
nomically disadvantaged students lagging
their peers, with just 35% meeting stan-
dards. The rates for English learners and
students with disabilities both dropped less
than a single percentage point, from 12.8%
to 12.5% and 16% to 15% respectively.

For math, rates for economically disad-
vantaged students actually dropped slightly
less than the average drop for all stu-
dents, falling 6 percentage points but still
resulting in an abysmal 21% meeting stan-
dards. English learners went from 13% to
10%. Students with disabilities went from
13% to 11%.

When separated by grade level, third-
grade students saw the largest drops in
both subjects. In 2019, 48.5% of third grad-
ers met English language arts standards.
Compare that to 42.2% in 2022, a 6.4 per-
centage-point decline. For math, the rate for
third graders meeting standards dropped by
6.7 percentage points.

Megan Bacigalupi is the executive direc-
tor of CA Parent Power, a parent advocacy
group that rallied parents to fight for school
reopenings earlier in the pandemic. She said
these scores aren’t just the reckoning for
prolonged school closures but a wake-up
call for parents. California’s test scores were
always abysmal, and they couldn’t afford to
sink any lower, she said.

“We’re not a state that’s performing well,
so for kids to backslide ... We were never
in a good place,” Bacigalupi said. “What I
hope is eye-opening to parents is that, guess
what, prior to all this, our kids weren’t doing
that well.”

The Local Control Funding Formula
gives additional money to school dis-
tricts and charter schools for their English
learners, foster children and students from
low-income households. Districts with
high percentages of students who fall into
at least one of these student groups get an
additional pot of money called a “concen-
tration grant.”

The state’s funding model also gives dis-
tricts more control over how they spend their
money. Lance Christensen, who’s running
against incumbent state superintendent Tony
Thurmond, said the state needs to play an
even smaller role.

“The state has done enough to destroy our
kids’ education,” he said. “I think the state
needs fewer education programs and more
getting out of the way.”

But this surge of funding won’t last for-
ever. And the recent increases to state
education funding might not be enough to
make up for the disappearance of the fed-
eral money.

Bacigalupi, the parent advocate, said
there’s been little explanation to parents
when it comes to how districts are spending
this money. She said the lack of transpar-
ency has been an alarming trend throughout
the pandemic, from the rationale behind pro-
longed school closures, to even the release
of these test scores.

“It’s a pattern that parents are very aware
of when it comes to public education,”
Bacigalupi said. *

development was prohibited.

Construction of a paved entrance into
the new Mitchell Village Park was recently
finished behind the PetSmart store on
6434 Sunrise Boulevard in the Sunrise
Marketplace. Once open to the public, the
new park will also be accessible from Fair
Oaks Boulevard.

On the Sunrise Boulevard side of the park
entrance, pedestrians will soon walk by a
signature feature of the park trail, the face of
a 30-foot-tall silver American eagle which
is set against a background of burnt orange
and magenta.

The giant mural, completed in May,
which features the word “Destination”
in giant white letters was painted by art-
ists Michael Connors and John Hamrick
of STUDIOXMC in Reno, Nevada as part
of the Sacramento-based Wide Open Walls
mural festival.

“The property is currently under the con-
trol of KB as they continue to develop and
build the park,” Mitchell said. Most tree
canopy work has been completed, and many

of the new plantings have been completed.

Homes in Mitchell Village are accessible
through a roundabout off Arcadia Drive and
also from Fair Oaks Boulevard, just south
of the Heather Downs apartment complex.

The trail is accessible via multiple courts
and streets within the housing develop-
ment. Mitchell confirmed the nature trail
will connect to the future Arcade-Cripple
Creek trail. Groundbreaking of the new
Arcade-Cripple Creek trail is scheduled for
November 1.

KB Home Regional Vice President of
Public Relations and Communications Craig
LeMessurier said family friendly amenities,
will include two picnic areas, a drinking
fountain and two playgrounds.

14-year old Juvenile Found Shot
on Lawn on Lenore Way

vision for Citrus Heights and would entice
more people to stop in the city and spend
their money here.

The City conducted extensive public
outreach about the proposed overlay, and
Kempenaar said the majority of nearby res-
idents and businesses support the plan.
This was demonstrated during public com-
ment as Kathy Morris with the CHASEN
Neighborhood Association and Jodi Ash with
the Area 11 Neighborhood Association both
spoke in favor of the overlay, stating that
their members want to see shopping, dining,
and entertainment developed in the area. The
residents believe there are already enough
gas stations and car washes along the corri-
dor and bringing in more would only increase
traffic congestion and push the city further
away from becoming a regional destination.

Many other letters of support for the over-
lay were also submitted to the Council from
various community members and other
Neighborhood Associations.

However, Phil Jarrett, the owner of the
former China Buffet restaurant (on the west
side of Sunrise Blvd. between Madison and
Greenback), said prohibiting car washes and
other vehicle-centric businesses will keep
buildings vacant and allow them to become
a haven for the homeless. He said that earlier
this year he was moving forward with a plan
to lease his property to WaterFly Car Wash
for a new car wash location, and he said
the overlay proposal was “created because
of the car wash project.” He said that while
he understands that people want restau-
rants, shops, hotels, and farmers markets,
he believes a lot of that will be built through
the Sunrise Mall redevelopment and that the
city could use another car wash. “If you pass
the overlay as it is, ’'m afraid the homeless
issue’s going to get worse on my property,”
he said.

Trevor Knight, owner/operator of
WaterFly Car Wash, which has an existing
location along Sunrise Blvd. in Fair Oaks,
disputed any concerns about car washes, stat-
ing that they are environmentally friendly
because they recycle their water, and they
do not increase traffic congestion since the
majority of members live within a few miles
of the location.

Al Fox, a former member of the City
Council and the Planning Commission and
a current City Council candidate said, “We
should be the destination people want to go
to.” He said that with “smart planning,” the
overlay will help build the city as an enter-
tainment and economic destination.

Susan Baker spoke on behalf of the El
Tapatio Mexican Restaurant, which is in the
same parking lot as the former China Buffet.
Baker said that sales are up in their restau-
rant, and their customers would stay in the
area after meals if there were more to do
nearby. She said that a car wash will do noth-
ing to improve the area or entice people to
stay and spend their money in the city. She
also said there is a parking lot covenant
agreement between all the adjacent parcel
owners that would limit any potential devel-
opment into the parking lot for a car wash.

During Council comments,
Councilmember Bret Daniels said, “It’s huge
for me, huge, to put a restriction or take the

ability away from a property owner to do
anything with their property they want to
do within legal bounds. ... Making a deci-
sion to do such a thing weighs really heavy
on my heart. And I’'m still not absolutely sure
which way I’m going to go on this.” He said,
“This is America. You should be able to do
with your property what you want to do with
it. The government shouldn’t be able to tell
you what to do with your property.” And he
pointed out that prohibiting this use would be
a “financial detriment to this property owner
if he isn’t allowed to develop his property in
this way. ... We can’t take this lightly, when
we’re doing this to somebody who is the
legal owner.”

But Daniels said he does want to see this
area become a premier destination, with
hotels, entertainment, and fine dining estab-
lishments: “The bottom line is the carwash
doesn’t fit, and I think that’s kind of a given.”

Councilmember Steve Miller agreed, stat-
ing that he was struggling with the same
issues of balancing the rights of the owner
with the needs of the community. He met
with Mr. Jarrett and is concerned that the
overlay makes it more difficult for prop-
erty owners of vacant locations to fill those
spaces. But he agreed that a car wash sur-
rounded by restaurants “doesn’t seem
compatible.” And while a restaurant or sim-
ilar establishment would be the ideal fit
for that space, he said the owner is having
trouble attracting restaurants because the
building needs extensive repairs after dam-
age from transients over the last few years.
Miller was leaning toward opposing the over-
lay, but after reading all the letters of support
from community members and adjacent busi-
ness owners, he understands the need to keep
the location as a restaurant, brewhouse, or
entertainment center to cultivate the desired
atmosphere along that corridor. He said he
could support the overlay if the Council com-
mitted to creating a grant or loan program to
help revitalize vacant properties and attract
desired uses.

Vice Mayor Tim Schaefer also met with
Mr. Jarrett and said he struggles with the idea
of restricting an owner’s right to do some-
thing on their own property, but on the other
hand he has to consider whether allowing
that use is a “detriment” to the adjacent prop-
erty owners, “because it certainly changes
the direction of where that development
goes.” After listening to “our taxpayers and
residents and business owners, I will be sup-
porting this overlay,” he said.

Councilmember Jeannie Bruins agreed
with the comments of her fellow coun-
cilmembers. She had spoken with Mr. Jarrett
and knows he is trying to do what is best for
his family, but she said the Council has to
“weigh the interests of the community and
the long-term effects.”

Mayor Porsche Middleton concurred:
“We have to leverage and understand what
the community wants and what’s been said
and what they desire, versus what a property
owner wants and needs to have done with his
property.” She said the City will continue to
have conversations about potential grant pro-
grams and other ways to support property
owners in redevelopment.

The proposed overlay was approved unan-
imously by the City Council. *

Extended Until Spring

Sac County News Release

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) -
Sacramento County has been funding and
operating Project Roomkey (PRK) since
April 2020 in response to the COVID-19

pandemic.

The program started out as four motels
with 522 prevention rooms and 41 medi-
cal isolation trailers. While the program
has been slowly paring down as the pan-
demic has lessened, there are still nearly
200 people sheltering in the remaining

two motel locations.

As the ultimate priority of ramp-
ing down PRK has been and remains to
be safe and stable exits for participants,
the Sacramento County Department of
Human Assistance (DHA) will be extend-
ing the leases with the remaining two
motels until early next year. This exten-
sion will also allow for continued access
to isolation units for unsheltered persons
referred in from hospitals.

The PRK COVID Response Team,
including staff from the County, City
of Sacramento and Sacramento Steps
Forward, along with community-based
housing providers, are actively working
with the remaining 200 participants to
stay active with the housing process. This
includes helping them with documents
needed for rental applications and to
secure critical resources such as funding
to help pay for down payments or furni-
ture, making relationship connections to

estranged family members, or return to
residency help for those that have family
in other parts of the country.

Project Roomkey by the numbers: Total
guests served in motels: 1,920; Total
guests served in isolation trailers: 250;
Total exits to Housing: 497; Total exits
to temporary destinations or institutions:
698; Total exits to other destinations/
death: 975; Guests reporting Chronic
homelessness: 41%.

Earlier in the day, U.S. billion-
aire entrepreneur Elon Musk, who acquired Twitter and had criticized the company
for limiting freedom of expression, hinted that he finalized the purchase by tweeting,

PayPal reinstates $2,500 misinformation penalty

27 Oct 2022 | Online payments giant PayPal has quietly readopted a wildly
unpopular policy allowing it to fine users $2,500 every time the company believes
they violated its terms of service with transgressions as vague as publishing “harm-
ful, obscene, harassing or objectionable” messages. While PayPal had removed the
offending policy from its terms of service earlier this month after widespread out-
cry and calls to boycott it, users noticed a variation of the text had returned on
Wednesday and took to social media to call the company out. Under the revised
terms of service, merchants who “receive funds for transactions that violate the
Acceptable Use Policy” are warned they will be on the hook for $2,500 for every
violation of that policy, with the funds being deducted from their accounts at
PayPal’s sole discretion.

U.S. diesel shortage worsens — Supplies of the fuel are at a
14-year low amid a ban on imports from Russia,
portending further price spikes

26 Oct 2022 | U.S. diesel shortages are spreading along the East Coast amid a ban
on imports from Russia, raising fears of further surges in prices for the fuel as con-
sumers brace for the winter heating season. Mansfield Energy, one of the nation’s
major fuel distributors, instituted emergency measures on Tuesday and warned its
customers that carriers were being forced to visit multiple terminals in some cases to
find supplies, delaying deliveries. With shortages spreading from the Northeast to the
Southeast, the company advised customers to give 72-hour notice for their orders to
avoid having to pay above-market prices.

U.S. citizens were given secret Covid ‘decree violation’ scores

25 Oct 2022 | Voter analytics firm PredictWise harvested location data from tens
of millions of US cellphones during the initial Covid lockdown months and used this
data to assign a “Covid-19 decree violation” score to the people associated with the
phones. These Covid-19 decree violation scores were calculated by analyzing nearly
two billion global positioning system (GPS) pings to get “real-time, ultra-granular
locations patterns.” People who were “on the go more often than their neighbors”
were given a high Covid-19 decree violation score while those who mostly or always
stayed at home were given a low Covid-19 decree violation score. Not only did
PredictWise use this highly sensitive location data to monitor millions of Americans’
compliance with Covid lockdown decrees but it also combined this data with fol-
low-up surveys to assign “Covid concern” scores to the people who were being
surveilled. PredictWise then used this data to help Democrats in several swing
states to target more than 350,000 “Covid concerned” Republicans with Covid-
related campaign ads.

Poll Shows 71 Percent Say U.S. Heading in Wrong Direction
3 Weeks Ahead of 2022 Midterms

25 Oct 2022 | With fewer than three weeks to go before the 2022 midterm elec-
tions, a new poll shows about three-quarters of Americans believe the United States
is on the wrong track. About 71 percent of voters said the United States is headed in
the wrong direction, and only 20 percent said it’s on the right track, according to a
poll by Hart Research Associates and Public Opinion Strategies for NBC. Pollsters
noted that it is the sixth out of seventh of such polls where the wrong track answer
has been higher than 70 percent. In the same vein, some 20 percent of respondents
said they believe the U.S. economy will get better over the next year, 26 percent
said it will remain about the same, and 50 percent say it will get worse. The 50-per-
cent figure is the highest number on the question dating back to 1994. “These
are really difficult numbers for Democrats, and they have had them for months,”
Bill MclInturff, a Republican pollster who works with Public Opinion Strategies,
told CNBC.

‘The CDC should not be treating kids in low-income house-
holds as lab experiments’ - SC attorney general joins other
attorneys general opposing CDC’s COVID-19 vaccine for kids

22 Oct 2022 | South Carolina Attorney General Alan Wilson is joining 11 other
attorneys general calling on the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) not to include the COVID-
19 vaccine on the list of child immunizations. The state chief legal officers slammed
the ACIP for two votes taken at the October 2022 meetings this week, which
occurred prior to the close of the public comment period. Joining Attorneys
General Wilson and Jeff Landry of Louisiana in this letter to the CDC are the attor-
neys general from the following states: Alabama, Arizona, Arkansas, Florida,
Indiana, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, Oklahoma, and Texas. “It’s import-
ant for South Carolinians to remember that this is a CDC recommendation. The
CDC does not have the power to require this vaccine nor should it,” said Attorney
General Wilson said in a release. “This is a state decision, and I will oppose any
effort to add the COVID-19 vaccine to the list of shots that children must get to go to
school.”... “The COVID-19 vaccine does not provide the same protection against
life-threatening illnesses. Instead, it could put more kids at risk instead of pro-
tecting them, which is the purpose of the VCF,” wrote the attorneys general in the
letter. “The CDC should not be treating kids in low-income households as lab
experiments. Nor should pharmaceutical companies be allowed to use low-in-
come families as cash cows.”

Companies are making climate pledges they don’t have the
capacity to keep, Microsoft President Brad Smith says

26 Oct 2022 | Companies are on the hot seat to respond to climate change like
never before, but most corporate leaders don’t have the tools necessary to meet
those pledges, said Microsoft President Brad Smith last week at the inaugural
Breakthrough Energy Summit in Seattle. “By our count, 3,470 companies around the
world have signed up for a climate pledge,” said Smith. “That shows that an aware-
ness and good intentions have literally spread around the world. Now, what’s bad:
there does not yet exist the capacity for most -- for almost any company -- to, with
confidence, turn that pledge into the progress that has been promised.” Smith was on
stage at the conference hosted by Breakthrough Energy, the climate-innovation com-
pany launched by [Great Reset dirt-bag] Bill Gates. Smith likened the gap between
good intentions and executable change to corporate pledges about diversity, which
he’s been looking at for the past couple of decades. *

CDAA News Release

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - The
California District Attorneys Association
(CDAA) wants the prison system (CDCR)
to explain why it is releasing violent
prisoners who haven’t earned sufficient
rehabilitation credits early from prison.
In some cases, they have re-offended and
committed even more serious crimes.

To qualify for release, prisoners are
supposed to earn credits for good behav-
ior under Prop 57, but that often does
not appear to be the case. In a series of
reports, Julie Watts of CBS News revealed
the process by which CDCR is releasing
prisoners is hidden from the public, arbi-
trary, and dangerous.

“They’re doing it in secret because they
don’t want to be called out,” El Dorado
County District Attorney Vern Pierson
told CBS.

“The public has a right to know what
these people are doing to rehabilitate
themselves,” said Yolo County District
Attorney Jeff Reisig.

Watts reported that Sacramento mass
shooting suspect Smiley Martin had ear-
lier been denied parole after a fight with a
fellow inmate and other criminal activity
while behind bars. Yet because his domes-
tic violence conviction did not qualify as
a violent crime, the CDCR deemed him
qualified for early release. A year after

he was denied parole, police said Smiley
was caught on camera opening fire into a
crowd of gang rivals near the state capitol.

“CDAA calls upon CDCR officials to
immediately explain the system for releas-
ing violent criminals—especially those who
have not fully engaged in rehabilitation
programs.” said Greg Totten, CDAA Chief
Executive Officer. “It needs to stop now.
This is not reform. This is an anti-trans-
parent experiment that is gambling with
public safety.”

SB 1391, a separate piece of legislation
related to Prop 57, also frees prisoners,
specifically those who were juveniles con-
victed of crimes as adults.

One possible beneficiary is convicted
murderer Daniel Marsh who said he got
“an exhilarating feeling” after he stabbed
an elderly Davis couple 120 times to
death. He may now be eligible for early
release, according to the Davis Enterprise.

Marsh was just days shy of his 16th birth-
day at the time of the double homicide. He
was sentenced to 52 years to life in prison,
but he could get out after only serving 10
years. The case is being heard by the Third
District Court of Appeal in Sacramento.

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Hornets Thrill Homecoming Crowd in Win

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - For
the second consecutive week,
Sacramento State football left
fans at Hornet Stadium on the
edge of their seats before pre-
vailing with a dramatic victory.
On Saturday, Asher O'Hara spun
over the goal line with 1:46
remaining and the defense got
the stop it needed in the Hornets'
31-28 win over Idaho in front of
17,241 Homecoming fans.

The victory improved No. 2
Sacramento State to 8-0 over-
all and 5-0 in the Big Sky
Conference. The No. 14 Vandals
dropped to 5-3 overall and suf-
fered their first conference
loss (4-1).

After Idaho erased a 17-point
deficit, Sacramento State got
the ball back with just over six
minutes to play, trailing 28-24.
The Hornets turned to their
ground game where quarter-
back Asher O'Hara and running
backs Cameron Skattebo and
Marcus Fulcher accounted for
all 75 yards on the way to the
game-winning touchdown.
O'Hara had the first three runs
during the drive to take the ball
to the Vandal 45. Skattebo then
had rushes of 5, 3 and 8 yards.
O'Hara converted a 3rd-and-2
and after Fulcher rushed for 8
yards, O'Hara set up 1st-and-
goal at the 8 with a 5-yard rush.

Skattebo received the carry on
first down and was ankle tack-
led at the 2-yard line. The team
turned back to the sophomore
on second down, but he was
met at the line of scrimmage.
After Idaho used its final time-
out, O'Hara kept it himself with
a 360-degree spinning leap into
the end zone for his 14th rushing
touchdown of the game.

Idaho had 1:48 remaining with
a chance to tie the contest with
a field goal or win with a touch-
down. The Vandals picked up 18
yards on first down with a pass
from Gevani McCoy to Jermaine
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Sacramento State senior quarterback Asher O’Hara dlves into the end zone for the game-winning touchdown during a 31-28 win against No. 14 Idaho on

Jackson. Sacramento State
stuffed a run for a 1-yard loss on
the ensuing play and the second
and third down passes landed
incomplete. Facing 4th-and-11,
McCoy was strip sacked by
Armon Bailey and the ball was
recovered by Ayodele Adeoye to
secure the win.

Sacramento State finished the
game with 299 rushing yards
against an Idaho defense which
had allowed only 78 rushing
yards per game against FCS
teams this season. Skattebo tal-
lied 137 on 17 carries (7.9 ypc)
to earn his fourth-straight 100-
yard game and O'Hara added
129 yards. The team's passing
game had its lowest output of
the year, finishing 8-0f-19 for 92
yards and two touchdowns with
two interceptions.

Sacramento State jumped
out to a quick lead, taking the

opening drive and marching
80 yards for a touchdown. The
points came on a 31-yard strike
from Jake Dunniway to Chris
Miller for his first receiving
score of the year. Those points
were the only ones in the first
quarter and the Hornets added to
their advantage with a 26-yard
field goal from Kyle Sentkowski
early in the second period.

Idaho got on the board with
a 16-yard rush from Elisha
Cummings to cut the defi-
cit to 10-7 but Sacramento
State answered with a 13-play,
75-yard drive with 1:36 left in
the half to take a 17-7 lead into
halftime after a 7-yard run from
Fulcher.

The Hornets tacked on seven
points midway through the third
quarter when O'Hara scrambled
and then threaded an 8-yard pass
to Pierre Williams in the back of
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the end zone.

Idaho quickly erased the
17-point deficit with three unan-
swered touchdown passes all of
which were caught by Hayden
Hatten. The first came with
2:54 left in the third quarter on
an 11-yard pass from McCoy.
The Sacramento State defense
recorded a huge third-down sack
on the last play of the third quar-
ter, but the offense turned it over
on its first play of the fourth
quarter.

The Vandals methodically
drove 67 yards on 12 plays with
Hatten catching a 4-yard pass
in the middle of the end zone.
Sacramento State started its next
drive with a pass over the mid-
dle of the field that was juggled
by the receiver and intercepted
by Idaho. The team then needed
just four plays to travel 45
yards and take the lead with an

McCoy completed 18-0f-33
passes for 207 yards and three
scores with Hatten leading
all players with seven recep-
tions for 113 yards and three
scores. The Vandals used a bal-
anced run game which pounded
out 144 yards led by Anthony
Woods and Cummings who each
had 62.

Bailey matched his career
high with nine tackles, includ-
ing a career best three sacks.
He became the first Hornet to
have three sacks in a game since
George Obinna had three at
Idaho in 2017.

Sacramento State will next
play at Weber State on Saturday,
Nov. 5, at 12 p.m. PT. The
Wildcats defeated Montana on

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California’s Chronic Housing
Shortage Explained

At its best, journalism
sheds light on important
issues in hopes that a more
informed public will press
officialdom to confront and
resolve them.

California’s chronic
shortage of housing is one
such issue and two very
recent articles, one in the
Los Angeles Times and
the other in the New York
Times, delve into how the
crisis developed and why
dealing with it is extraordi-
narily difficult.

The Los Angeles Times
details its city’s history of
encouraging sprawling sin-
gle-family neighborhoods
while packing the poor into
confined neighborhoods,
where deadly diseases such
as COVID-19 run rampant.

It begins with the death
of Leonardo Miranda, “who
rented a shed and shared
the kitchen, bathroom and
dining room in the main
house.”

After COVID-19
attacked Miranda, “it spread
to a man who slept on three
red cushions in the laundry
room. Then to a grandfather
and grandson who wedged
two mattresses into one
room. By the time COVID-
19 was finished with the
three-bedroom home,
shared by eight, Miranda
and the grandfather were
dead.”

The article continued,

“More homes are over-
crowded in Los Angeles
than in any other large U.S.
county, a Times analysis of
census data found — a sit-
uation that has endured for
three decades, with no sign
of abating.

“In places like the Pico-
Union neighborhood, where
Miranda lived, generations
of families squeeze into tiny
apartments. Construction
workers, seamstresses and
dishwashers live in close
quarters. Day laborers bunk
with half a dozen or more
strangers in living spaces
intended for one or two
people.

“Within these con-
fines, COVID-19 advanced
without mercy: orphan-
ing children, killing
breadwinners and shattering
families.”

One of the article’s most
poignant passages describes
how the city’s “leaders
bulldozed Mexican neigh-
borhoods in Chavez Ravine,
forcing out thousands with
the promise of new, low-
cost, public housing to meet
the needs of a city explod-
ing in population after
World War II. Then real
estate interests exploited
the communist paranoia
of the Red Scare to defeat
the housing projects, and
instead, the city gave the
land to the Dodgers for a
stadium to entice the team’s
move from Brooklyn.”

By happenstance, the
New York Times article by
Ezra Klein picks up where
the Los Angeles Times’
article ends. Klein lays out
in detail why current state
and local government poli-
cies make it so infuriatingly
difficult to build the low-in-
come housing that would
relieve deadly overcrowd-
ing and the homelessness it

spawns.

In 2016, Klein notes, Los
Angeles voters approved a
$1.2 billion ballot measure
to build 10,000 new apart-
ments for the homeless
and Mayor Eric Garcetti
boasted, “The voters of
Los Angeles have radically
reshaped our future, giving
us a mandate to end street
homelessness over the next
decade.”

However, “Six years
later, neither the mandate
nor the money has proved to
be nearly enough. In 2016,
Los Angeles had about
28,000 homeless residents,
of whom around 21,000
were unsheltered (that is,
living on the street). The
current count is closer to
42,000 homeless residents,
with 28,000 unsheltered.”

The 2016 ballot measure
produced just 3,357 units
“and the most recent audit
found the average cost was
$596,846 for units under
construction — more than
the median sale price for a
home in Denver. Some units
under construction have
cost more than $700,000 to
build.”

Klein details the
impediments to build-
ing cost-effective housing
and concludes, “This is the
paradox of housing devel-
opment in Los Angeles and
so many other cities. The
politics of the affordable
housing crisis are terrible.
The politics of what you’d
need to do to solve it are
even worse.”

Both articles should be
mandatory reading in the
Capitol

Self-government must not be an abstract
ideal, but must be a reality, and we must be unceasing
in our efforts to make it more effective and more
respected by our people.”

In striving to follow Justice Kennedy’s advice in the City of Rancho
Cordova, Ken worked hard to turn the page on the city’'s past of too
much crime and neglect by the County. During 10 years on the City
Council, he was Mayor twice. Although California has almost 500
cities, Ken quickly became known and respected for his skills and
collegiality in the League of California Cities, and in just 4 years
was advanced to its number two officer statewide.
