of leadership studies, | used to ask each of my graduate classes to respond

Source of drinking water
The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled
water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs,

and wells. As water travels over the surface of the land or
through the ground, it dissolves naturally-occurring minerals
and, in some cases, radioactive material, and can pickup
substances resulting from the presence of animals or from
human activity.

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably
be expected to contain at least small amounts of some
contaminants. The presence of contaminants does not
necessarily indicate that water poses a health risk. More
information about contaminants and potential health effects
can be obtained by calling the EPA’s Safe Drinking Water
Hotline at 800- 426-4791.

Contaminants that may be present in source water include:

Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which
may come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems,
agricultural livestock operations and wildlife.

Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which
may be naturally occurring or result from urban storm water
runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and
gas production, mining or farming.

Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety
of sources such as agriculture, urban storm water runoff, and
residential uses.

Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and
volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of industrial
processes and petroleum production, and can also come from
gas stations, urban storm water runoff, and septic systems.

Radioactive contaminants, which can be naturally

occurring or be the result of oil and gas production and mining
activities.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, EPA
prescribes regulations which limit the amount of certain
contaminants in water provided by public water systems. FDA
regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water
which must provide the same protection for public health.

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants
in drinking water than the general population. Immuno-
compromised persons such as persons with cancer undergoing
chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ
transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or other immune system
disorders, some elderly and infants can be particularly at
risk from infections. These people should seek advice about
drinking water from their health care providers. EPA/CDC
guidelines on appropriate means to lessen the risk of infection
by Cryptosporidium and other microbial contaminants are
available from the Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800-426-4791).

If present, elevated levels of lead can cause serious health
problems, especially for pregnant women and young children.
Lead in drinking water is primarily from materials and
components associated with service lines and home plumbing.
We cannot control the variety of materials used in plumbing
components. When your water has been sitting for several
hours, you can minimize the potential for lead exposure by
flushing your tap for 30 seconds to two minutes before using
water for drinking or cooking. If you are concerned about
lead in your water, you may wish to have your water tested.

Source Water Location

The City of Chicago utilizes Lake Michigan as its source water
via two water treatment plants. The Jardine Water Purification
Plant serves the Northern areas of the City and suburbs, while
the South Water Purification Plant serves the southern areas of
the City and suburbs. Lake Michigan is the only Great Lake that
is entirely contained within the United States. It borders lllinois,
Indiana, Michigan and Wisconsin, and is the second largest
Great Lake by volume with 1,180 cubic miles of water and third
largest by area.

Source Water Assessment Summary

The lllinois EPA implemented a Source Water Assessment
Program (SWAP) to assist with watershed protection of public
drinking water supplies. The SWAP inventories potential
sources of contamination and determined the susceptibility
of the source water to contamination. The lllinois EPA has
completed the Source Water Assessment Program for our
supply. Further information on our community water supply’s
Source Water Assessment Program is available by calling
the City of Chicago, Department of Water Management at
312-744-6635.

Susceptibility to Contamination

The lllinois EPA considers all surface water sources of
community water supply to be susceptible to potential
pollution problems. The very nature of surface water allows
contaminants to migrate into the intake with no protection
only dilution. This is the reason for mandatory treatment
for all surface water supplies in lllinois. Chicago's offshore
intakes are located at a distance that shoreline impacts are
not usually considered a factor on water quality. At certain
times of the year, however, the potential for contamination
exists due to wet-weather flows and river reversals. In addition,
the placement of the crib structures may serve to attract

waterfowl, gulls and terns that frequent the Great Lakes area,
thereby concentrating fecal deposits at the intake and thus
compromising the source water quality. Conversely, the shore
intakes are highly susceptible to storm water runoff, marinas
and shoreline point sources due to the influx of groundwater
to the lake.

2018 Voluntary Monitoring

The City of Chicago has continued monitoring for
Cryptosporidium, Giardia and E.coli in its source water as part
of its water quality program. To date, Cryptosporidium has not
been detected in these samples, but Giardia was detected in
2010 in one raw lake water sample collected in September
2010. Treatment processes have been optimized to provide
effective barriers for removal of Cryptosporidium oocysts and
Giardia cysts in the source water, effectively removing these
organisms in the treatment process. By maintaining low
turbidity through the removal of particles from the water, the
possibility of Cryptosporidium and Giardia organisms getting
into the drinking water system is greatly reduced. .

In 2018, CDWM has also continued monitoring for hexavalent
chromium, also known as chromium-6. USEPA has not yet
established a standard for chromium-6, a contaminant of
concern which has both natural and industrial sources. Please
address any questions or concerns to DWM'’s Water Quality
Division at 312-742-7499.

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The economy—where do we stand?

Tariffs, and their effects on future earnings, are the unpredictable scenario

ith the first quarter earnings already in the

books and showing overall a steady trend

the chances of an earning recession, (defined
as two consecutive quarters of year-over-year earnings
decline), has drastically reduced. The reported earnings
from QI and the declarations of changes to forward
estimates can be classified as good, considering that
following the market decline during the last of quarter
of 2018 expectations were much weaker.

Tariffs are the unpredictable scenario and its effect
on future earnings. If the addition of further tariffs is
imposed it could hinder the chances of further growth
in earnings during the second half of the year. Further
escalation of the tensions surrounding the trade talks
with China could provide more negative sentiment with
investors and also begin to impact investment decisions
by fund managers.

Stock valuations remain modest and are in line with
the average readings that we have seen over the past
several decades. The S&P 500 Index PE (price-to-
earnings) ratio currently stands at 16.4, which is slightly
above the average of 16 (25 year average). These
indicators show that although we are in the tenth year

of this bull market, the end is not imminent. However
stock market volatility might remain elevated and we

will continue to monitor the conditions of the markets
in order to make any necessary adjustments along the

way. @
