CARMICHAEL, CA (MPG) - 
In 27 years on US soil, 
Romanian-born Carmen 
Micsa has hardly let grass 
grow under her Nikes. 
She and husband Catalin 
have raised two kids; she’s 
gained a Master’s degree 
in English and established 
a thriving real estate bro-
kerage. She has personally 
sold more than 600 houses, 
built two homes, run 14 
marathons and written 
three books.

“I’d get bored if I only 
did one thing,” says the 
48-year-old. “I believe 
everyone has many gifts 
and passions to pursue.”

When she and her elec-
trical engineer husband 
bought a first home in 
Carmichael, she was oper-
ating a senior residence. 
Catalin wondered if his 
capable wife could be a 
realtor. “I’ll give it a try,” 
she decided. She hauled 
their infant Sophia to busi-
ness meetings. “My clients 
didn’t mind,” she recalls. 
“Some even asked me to 
bring my baby. I had no 

choice; back then, I didn’t 
have childcare. Happily, 
little Sophia just lay in her 
stroller and slept.

“I found I liked real 
estate. No two deals were 
the same and I met all 
sorts of people. I always 
gave an honest opinion. 
If a house wasn’t right 
for my buyer, I said so. 
Clients sensed I wasn’t 
about money; I was there 

to help them.” Her Fair 
Oaks Boulevard broker-
age, Dynamic Real Estate, 
now employs 22 agents. 
The dynamic owner feels 
her family (Sophia is now 
15 and son Alex is 16) is 
testimony to the American 
dream. “Carmichael’s my 
little slice of paradise,” 
she says. “We’re so grate-
ful for doors that opened 
for us here. We could never 

have achieved this life in 
Europe.”

The health fanatic took 
up tennis with a vengeance 
at 30. This activity courted 
many life questions, so 
she self-published a Zen 
approach called ‘Change 
your Grip on Life through 
Tennis.’ It’s a steady seller 
among tennis and fit-
ness-lovers. At 40 she

CARMICHAEL, CA (MPG) - Pioneers 
Charles Deterding and Ancil 
Hoffman helped lay a Veterans Hall 
cornerstone in 1951. Beyond that 
date, few upgrades benefited the 
Carmichael Recreation and Park 
District facility. Bearing a $50,000 
price tag, a long-overdue facelift 
began last year.

The hall will reopen this spring 
with fresh landscaping, indoor lock-
ers, air-conditioning, dry-walling, 
a new furnace and a complete paint 
job. Brightest embellishment will be 
21 dual-pane windows, installed with 
funding from Sacramento Municipal 
Utility District.

SMUD’s $21,000 “Shine” grant 
was recently awarded to Carmichael 

Parks Foundation. The utility giant 
assists selected non-profit projects 
that improve energy use in public 
buildings. State-of-the-art windows 
will not only please veteran groups; 
the 3500 sq ft complex accommo-
dates preschool programs, auto club 
meetings and fitness classes. Its 
rooms are also available for rent. 

“I’ve taught exercise groups here 
for over 30 years,” notes Parks 
Foundation President Sharon Ruffner. 
“In all that time, we’ve not been able 
to open a window for fresh air. The 
fragile old wood frames were sealed 
shut. Everyone‒from tiny tots to 
seniors who meet here–will appreci-
ate all these renovations.”

The project began last year when 
Carmichael Rotary Club members 
dug in for landscaping. Their dona-
tion and matching funds from Rotary 

International yielded $5000; this 
will also build display cases for vet-
eran memorabilia. Carmichael Park 
District provided matching cash for 
this and the SMUD donation.

Though the utility district is annu-
ally inundated with funding requests, 
Ruffner attributes the Foundation 
windfall to the variety of age and 
interest groups that will gain from 
SMUD’s contribution. “Our Park 
District is one of very few that 
doesn’t benefit from a property tax 
assessment,” she explains. “We 
were overjoyed to get this grant. Our 
renovations honor an historic build-
ing and the veterans who served 
our county.”

Foundation and Park District plan a 
project-completion celebration before 
summer. Carmichael Veterans Hall is 
located at 5750 Grant Avenue. � H

Sacramento 
Rescinds Local 
Health Orders

Sacramento County 
News Release

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - In alignment with 
the State, effective imme-
diately Sacramento County 
is rescinding the July 26 
health order requiring all 
individuals to wear face 
coverings indoors and the 
Jan. 6 health order direct-
ing all public meetings be 
held virtually. 

As per the California 
Department of Public 
Health (CDPH) order, 
all unvaccinated individ-
uals will continue to be 
required to wear face-cov-
erings in all indoor public 
settings. Statewide indoor 
masking requirements 
regardless of vaccina-
tion status will remain in 
effect for public transpor-
tation; healthcare settings; 
congregate settings like 
correctional facilities and 
homeless shelters; long-
term care facilities; and in 
K-12 schools and childcare 
settings. 

Public Health continues 
to recommend the use of 
masks in public settings as 
an effective tool to prevent 
the spread of the virus, 
especially in crowded set-
tings. Continuing to mask 
indoors remains the saf-
est way to protect those 
who are unable to be 
vaccinated. 

Please remember some 
individuals may continue 
to wear masks in pub-
lic spaces for a variety of 
reasons, even if they are 
vaccinated, and as man-
dates or advisories fade. 
Someone may be immu-
nocompromised, prefer 
to wear a mask, or have 
a family member who 
is immunocompromised 
or too young to be vac-
cinated. Please be kind 
and conscientious of 
your fellow community 
members and the deci-
sions they make to protect 
themselves.

Vaccinations continue 
to be the most effective 
tool in slowing the rate 
of spread and mitigat-
ing severe symptoms of 
COVID-19.

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA 
(MPG) - Members of the 
Sacramento Tall Club (STC) 
affiliated with Tall Clubs 
International (TCI) are seek-
ing outstanding eligible high 
school seniors throughout 
Sacramento, Yolo, Placer and 
El Dorado counties to apply 
for their competitive annual 
academic scholarship.

While scholarship applica-
tion materials were provided 
to county board of election 
departments in the four coun-
ties by STC in January, the 
club is taking an extra step 
this year to ensure that it gets 
the general word out to inter-
ested high school seniors 
throughout the geographical 
region, said Barbara Kerrin, 
STC scholarship chair.

“There are dozens of 
private and public high 
schools within the Northern 
California region whose stu-
dents can and should apply,” 
Kerrin said. “By distributing 
information broadly to the 
communication department 
of county boards of educa-
tion throughout the region, 
we avoid any individ-
ual high school districts of 

accusing us of favoritism.”
Every year, Sacramento 

Tall Club awards academic 
scholarships to qualified and 
talented high school seniors 
who meet the tall club height 
requirements (at least 5’10” 
for women and 6’2″ for 
men.) The annual STC schol-
arship award is dedicated in 
memoriam of former STC 
members many of whom 
were big supporters of young 
scholars and their many tal-
ents and merits. Scholarship 
amounts can vary year 
to year.

Part of the scholarship 
application for each young 
person is to write an essay 
titled “What being tall 
means to me.”

“Their essays are quite 
reflective and thoughtful 
about the personal chal-
lenges we as tall people, 
often face,” Kerrin said.

Completed typed essays 
and all application materi-
als submitted by area high 
school students graduating 
in the 2021-22 school year is 
March 1, said Barbara Kerrin, 
STC scholarship chair.

Loca l  STC schola r-
ship winners also compete 
for annual scholarships 

awarded by both Tall Clubs 
International (TCI) and by 
the non-profit Tall Clubs 
International Foundation. 
Annually, the TCI Foundation 
awards additional multiple 
student scholarships of up to 
$1,000 each.

While grade point aver-
age and test scores are 
especially important schol-
arship evaluation criteria, so 
too are participation in school 
activities and community 
involvement, Kerrin said.

“Just being tall doesn’t 
alone qualify you,” she said.

G e n e r a l  m e m b e r -
ship itself in the social 
Sacramento Tall Club itself 
is open to men that are over 
six feet and women that are 
nearing that mark.

Ekaterina (Katia) Griffin, 
a graduate of William and 
Marian Ghidott i  Early 
College High School in Grass 
Valley was one of three 2020 
STC scholarship winners. 
Griffin attends the University 
of California San Diego 
and is studying chemical 
engineering.

In 2019, Nicole Hensley, 
a graduating senior from 
Bella Vista High School 
in Orangevale received a

from the Sacramento Tall 
Club scholarship award and 
was a Tall Club International 
(TCI) scholarship winner.

“We wish all our applicants 
all the best in the preparing of 
their applications, and in their 
overall scholarship search,” 
Kerrin said. The 2020 STC 
scholarship winner will be 
notified later in March by the 
club membership.

Kerrin said all signed 
STC scholarship applica-
tions should be submitted 
with a good headshot photo, 
preferably a senior grad-
uat ion  photo .  Par t ia l 
app l i ca t ions  a re  no t 
accepted.

“If you want to know 
whether or not your STC 
scholarship application has 
been received, you MUST 
send in a self-addressed 
stamped envelope,” Kerrin 
said. “We will not answer 
any requests via email to 
whether we have received an 
application or not.”

Scott Jones

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - 
The Sacramento County Board of 
Supervisors voted on February 15th, to 
declare a shelter crisis in Sacramento 
County as an important step towards 
implementing the Board’s directions to 
open and operate sanctioned encamp-
ments (called “Safe Stay Communities”). 

While adoption of the proposed dec-
laration will allow staff to move with 
expediency on site selection and 
development for proposed Safe Stay 
Communities and most sites will not 
require additional legal review by the 
Board, staff will bring all sites to the 
Board for input on site appropriateness 
before initiating construction. 

In addition, staff will work with the 
Supervisor in whose district the site(s) 
are located in to develop a community 
engagement plan for each site.

In the FY 21/22 County Budget, the 
Board directed staff to pursue non-tradi-
tional options for providing sheltering, 
including use of sleeping cabins, cre-
ation of safe parking opportunities, and 
use of other shelter options. The benefits 
of such options include:

They offer non-congregate shelter-
ing, which is not only more private for 
the occupants but is easier to prevent the 
spread of disease, including COVID-
19; They allow for sheltering of diverse 
populations as they present, including 
couples and those with pets; They are 
quicker and less expensive to build than 
traditionally built facilities; They are less 
permanent than traditionally built facil-
ities, allowing a short-term solution in 
one community and relocation/re-use of 
the facilities at other sites as needed.

Staff is working on development of 
construction and operational plans for 
multiple potential sites for Safe Stay 

Communities that could consist of tem-
porary sleeping cabins, safe parking 
spaces or other emergency facilities. 
Each community will include on-site 
security, sanitation services and sup-
portive services aimed at transitioning 
people out of unsheltered homelessness.

Additionally, the County is con-
tinuing to enhance the breadth and 
depth of outreach and services offered 
in encampments throughout the 
County, including the development of 
Encampment Services Teams that reach 
out directly to people living unsheltered. 
These Teams will also serve as outreach 
points to bring unsheltered into the safe 
stay communities and provide them with 
deeper connections to County behavioral 
health services, connection to benefits 
like CalFresh, CalWORKs, Medi-Cal, 
etc., linkages to longer-term shelters, and 
flexible funding to help support individ-
uals’ transition into permanent housing. 

Ultimately, all sites should be consid-
ered as a stepping stone to stabilize and 
support individuals on a pathway to per-
manent housing. 

While stable and affordable housing 
with appropriate services and support are 
ultimately what ends homelessness, safe 
stay communities afford the opportunity 
to provide immediate safe and hygienic 
locations for people experiencing home-
lessness to live and access services.  
They also provide a consistent location 
for service providers and outreach work-
ers to engage on a more regular basis 
with occupants. 

Additionally, by targeting those living 
unsheltered in the immediate vicinity of 
the communities, it is anticipated that the 
communities will create broader com-
munity benefits including a reduction in 
trash and debris, the mitigation of envi-
ronmental and health hazards, and the 
ability to restore land previously occu-
pied by unsanctioned encampments to 
its intended use.

started running. “I ran half a mile and 
I thought I’d need an ambulance to get 
home,” she laughs. “In my first year 
as a runner, I finished the California 
International Marathon. I’ve since 
done marathons in Boston, New 
York, Chicago, London, Utah and 
Southern California. I’ll do Berlin this 
September. In shorter events, I choose 
charity runs where I can give back. 
Next year, in the Tokyo Marathon, I’ll 
be helping environmental causes.”

Something else happened along 
the road: she became a poet. “I 
noticed amazing things and found 
myself forming phrases about them 
in my mind.” she says. “Sometimes I 
quickly took a photo so I could think 
about it later.” Micsa’s muse is most 
creative on American River Parkway. 
“Ideas flow out of me with the flow 
of the river,” she considers. “I run and 
therefore, I write.” This symbiosis 
was the root of her 2020 publication 
titled ‘The Poetics of Running.’

Though marathons are long, Micsa 
favors brief poems and stories. Haiku 
(a Japanese short poetry form) is a 
frequent medium. Her ‘Orange Orb’ 
leaped from an Ancil Hoffman Park 
sunrise into her 2021 book. “Sliver of 
sunrise/ the sun paints the still trail/ 
the jack rabbit leaps.”

ger verse called ‘Poetry in Motion’ 
she describes her jog to creativity: 
“When I first became a runner/ I dis-
covered dancing words/ that floated 
freely in my mind/ and filled my soul 
with serenity. When I first became a 
poet … all I needed were my running 
shoes/ to take me outdoors in nature/ 
where words, images and ideas/ were 
so easy to capture.” Micsa’s new book 
“Morsels of Love,” was hatched by 
the pandemic. “With all the social 
distancing and our fear of hugging, I 
felt we all needed love,” she consid-
ers. “This book is a gift of love to my 
readers.”

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California Releases 
Extreme Heat Action Plan

California Natural Resources Agency 
Press Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - With cli-
mate change driving greater extremes 
in weather, the California Natural 
Resources Agency and Governor’s Office 
of Planning and Research, together with 
state agency partners, today released a 
draft Extreme Heat Action Plan to protect 
communities around the state. This action 
plan outlines a strategic and comprehen-
sive set of state actions to adapt and build 
resilience to extreme heat.

California’s best climate science proj-
ects that every corner of the state will be 
impacted in years and decades to come 
by higher average temperatures and more 
frequent and severe heat waves. Extreme 
heat threatens public health and safety, 
economic prosperity, and communities 
and natural systems, with profoundly dis-
proportionate consequences for the most 
vulnerable Californians.

The development of the draft action 
plan was initiated through the state’s 2021 
update to California’s Climate Adaptation 
Strategy, during which the need for an 
up-to-date comprehensive, interagency 
approach to extreme heat was identi-
fied early on. To meet this need, the state 
committed to updating the 2013 report 
“Preparing California for Extreme Heat 
Guidance and Recommendations.”

The substance and organization of the 
Extreme Heat Action Plan was guided 
by extensive public engagement. In addi-
tion to input received through ten regional 
workshops and numerous consultations 

with California Native American tribes, 
the state held an Extreme Heat Workshop 
Series to gather recommendations on pri-
ority state actions and areas of focus for 
the action plan. The final workshops in 
this series will be held on January 24, 
2022 to solicit feedback on this draft.  

The draft action plan identifies existing 
and recommended state actions to address 
extreme heat, and identifies eight areas of 
near-term focus: Implementing a state-
wide public health monitoring system to 
identify heat illness events early, moni-
tor trends, and track illnesses and deaths; 
Cooling schools in heat-vulnerable com-
munities and support for climate-smart 
planning; Accelerating heat readiness 
and protection of low-income households 
and expanding tree canopy in commu-
nities most impacted by extreme heat; 
Protecting vulnerable populations through 
increased heat risk-reduction strategies 
and codes, standards, and regulations; 
Building a climate-smart workforce 
through training partnerships and appren-
ticeships in jobs and careers that address 
extreme heat; Increasing public awareness 
to reduce risks posed by extreme heat; 
Supporting local and regional extreme 
heat action; Protecting natural systems, 
including fish and wildlife, from the 
impacts of extreme heat.

Attorney’s Office, the Sacramento Police

gram is being offered virtually.

The academy was created to improve 
communication, foster a better understand-
ing and develop relationships between 
members of the criminal justice sys-
tem and our citizens, including those 
from different ethnic, cultural and faith-
based communities. Since the start of the 
academy in 2002, there have been 21 grad-
uating classes with approximately 1,190 
participants.

Debt consolidation is 
basically a loan that com-
bines all your debts into 
one single payment. Sounds 
like a great idea at first, 
right? But then you find out 
the lifespan of your loans 
increase, and that means 
you’ll stay in debt even 
longer than before. The 
low interest rate that looks 
so appealing in the begin-
ning usually goes up over 
time, too. Stretching out the 
amount of time you’re pay-
ing off debt, plus adding 
interest, is just dumb.

Debt settlement com-
panies are awful. These 
crummy outfits will charge 
you a fee, then promise to 
negotiate with your creditors 
to reduce what you owe. In 
most cases, they take your 
money up front, do a bad job 
“negotiating” your debt and 
leave you responsible for 
what’s left.

A home equity line of 
credit (HELOC) is also a bad 
idea. With a HELOC, you’re 
borrowing against your 
home. On top of that, you 
risk losing your house if you 

can’t pay it back on time. All 
these plans are really just 
gimmicks that only treat the 
symptoms of your money 
problems. They never help 
you address the root issue of 
why you landed there in the 
first place. Personal finance 
is always 80% behavior, and 
20% head knowledge. You 
have to change your behav-
ior if you want to make a 
lasting, positive impact on 
your finances!

Gov. Gavin Newsom’s 
administration is very gin-
gerly lifting the restrictions 
on personal behavior that 
were imposed to counter 
the omicron surge of 
COVID-19 – particularly 
the requirement to wear 
masks inside public places.

It’s the latest wrinkle 
in two years of Newsom 
decrees alternatively tight-
ening and then loosening 
behavioral controls to deal 
with the pandemic and 
comes as the governor 
focuses on getting himself 
re-elected to a second term 
this year.

His re-election prospects 
are high, given the lack – so 
far – of a viable Republican 
opponent, the state’s very 
blue political orientation 
and his easy defeat of a 
recall attempt last year.

That said, Newsom’s 
overall popularity is less 
than impressive, as two 
recent statewide polls 
found, with crime and 
homelessness the most ero-
sive factors in his public 
standing.

The first poll, conducted 
by the Public Policy Institute 
of California in January, 
gave Newsom a 56% 
approval rating among all 
adults, markedly lower than 
his high water mark of 65% 
in May 2020 but also mark-
edly higher than his low of 
44% in September 2019.

The second, conducted 
in February and released 
on Tuesday by the 
Institute of Governmental 
Studies at UC-Berkeley, 
puts Newsom’s approval 
rating among registered 
voters at 48%, just slightly 
higher than his low-
est rating of 46% a year 
ago. Significantly, 47% 
of voters disapprove of 
how he has performed as 
governor.

“Contributing to voters’ 
more mixed assessment of 
the governor are growing 
concerns of how Newsom 
is handling several fes-
tering problems, such as 
homelessness and crime, 
that are now plaguing the 
state,” Mark DiCamillo, 
director of the Berkeley-
IGS poll,  said in an 
analysis.

“For example, two in 
three voters (66%) now 
rate Newsom as doing a 
‘poor’ or ‘very poor’ job 
in his handling of the issue 
of homelessness. This is up 
12 percentage points from 
2020, the last time the poll 
made an assessment.  In 
addition, a 51% majority of 
voters also downrates the 
Governor’s performance 
on crime and public safety 
issues, up 16 percentage 
points from 2020.”

The poll confirms that 
Californians are increas-
ingly worried about a 
recent uptick in crime, 
both violent and property 
offenses, and are increas-
ingly fed up with the 
inability of Newsom and 
other politicians to deal 
effectively with homeless-
ness that has manifested 
itself in squalid encamp-
ments throughout the state.

Two recent crimes in the 
Sacramento area even indi-
cate that the two issues 

could be joined in the 
minds of voters. A young 
woman was kidnapped 
in suburban Sacramento 
and brutally murdered, 
allegedly by a homeless 
man living in the American 
River Parkway. A young 
mother was placing her 
two children in the car after 
they had visited a park in 
East Sacramento when she 
was attacked and beaten, 
allegedly by a man living 
in a nearby homeless camp.

Newsom knows that 
these two issues are big 
downers for him and 
has uttered many recent 
denunciations of crimi-
nal activities, particularly 
smash-and-grab robberies, 
and promises to clean up 
urban blight.

Again, Newsom is no 
danger of being unseated 
this year. But if crime and 
homelessness continue to 
be seen as failures, they 
will stain his guberna-
torial legacy. Moreover, 
they could adversely affect 
his fellow Democrats in 
down-ballot contests.

Both of the Sacramento 
crimes will be prosecuted 
by Sacramento County 
District Attorney Anne 
Marie Schubert ,  who 
is challenging Attorney 
General Rob Bonta, a 
Newsom appointee, and 
calling for a tougher atti-
tude toward crime.

Republicans intend to 
make crime a centerpiece 
of their campaign to regain 
control of Congress and 
with several California 
seats up in the air, it could 
be a decisive factor.

At the Pharmer’s Market, Patients 
Suffer While Middlemen Profit

Imagine a visit to the 
local farmer’s market. 
When you’re about to 
pay the farmer for some 
fruit, a man in a suit and 
sunglasses interrupts the 
exchange and offers to 
negotiate a discount with 
the farmer.

Cool, right?

Not so fast. The man 
in the suit didn’t tell you 
who the discount was for. 
He gets the fruit for less, 
to be sure, but sells it on 
to you for the original 
price. He keeps the differ-
ence between his purchase 
price and yours. You’ve 
received no benefit‒and 
the farmer received far 
less than the price he’d 
listed.

Oh, to be that man in 
the suit!

Of course, that’s not 
your typical farmer’s mar-
ket exchange. But that 
is how prescription drug 
sales work. And the suited 
man is called a pharmacy 
benefit manager.

P B M s  s e r v e  a s 
go-betweens for drug 
m a n u f a c t u r e r s  a n d 

insurers, helping the latter 
design prescription drug 
plans and negotiate prices. 
PBMs secure considerable 
rebates, discounts, and 
other payments from phar-
maceutical companies.

A recent report from the 
Berkeley Research Group 
found that the majority of 
drug spending isn’t going 
to the firms that develop 
and manufacture those 
drugs. Rather, it’s going to 
entities within the supply 
chain like PBMs, hospi-
tals, and health plans.

There’s also evidence 
that middlemen are the 
primary reason that spend-
ing on prescription drugs 
is going up.

Between 2019 and 
2020, total gross spending 
on branded medications 

increased 6.4% ‒some 
$31 billion. Payers includ-
ing  p l an  sponso r s , 
insurers, the govern-
ment, and PBMs received 
35% of that increase‒
the largest share of any 
player in the market. 
Altogether, these entities 
received over $140 bil-
lion in brand-medicine 
spending in the form of 
discounts, rebates, and 
other payments from phar-
maceutical companies that 
were intended to lower the 
cost of drugs.

Sha r ing  d i scoun t s 
directly with patients 
could save between $145 
and $800 per patient annu-
ally. If all rebates were 
shared at the point of sale, 
patients could save $57 
billion over 10 years.

Yet those savings rarely 
make their way to indi-
viduals at the pharmacy 
counter. Even as overall 
drug spending rises and 
middlemen rake in cash, 
millions of Americans 
can't afford their prescrip-
tion medicines.

This is proof of a bro-
ken system. But it need 
not be.

PBMs must be held 
accountable for their 
role in prescription drug 
spending. Lawmakers 
can consider requir-
ing that prescription 
drug rebates be shared 
with patients at the point 
of sale. Employers can 
demand that their insurers 
and the PBMs with whom 
they work rebate the dis-
counts they secure to their 

beneficiaries at the phar-
macy counter.

Ultimately, the stakes in 
this “pharmer’s” market 
are more than your weekly 
produce‒they can dictate 
whether someone is able 
to access medication. In 
other words, this market 
dysfunction is a matter of 
life and death.

Millions of dollars 
have been stolen from innocent, trusting 
Americans.

	The IRS will send you a letter not a 
phone call regarding your IRS account 
and will not send you an email, text mes-
sage or reply to anything on social media 
about your personal tax information.

	Below are 5 tell-tale warning signs to tip 
you off…is it or is not the IRS calling you?   
1.	IRS will not call you to demand immedi-

ate payment about taxes you owe without 
first mailing you a bill.

2.	 IRS does not demand that you pay taxes 
without giving you the chance to question 
or appeal the amount they say you owe.

3.	IRS does not require you to use a certain 
payment method for your taxes, such as a 
prepaid debit card.

4.	IRS does not ask for credit or debit card 
numbers over the phone.

5.	IRS does not threaten to bring in local 
police or other law-enforcement to have 
you arrested for not paying.

•	 Immediately hang up. 
•	 Report to the local law authorities that 

you have received a phone call which is a 
scam. Treasury agents are catching fraud-
sters throughout the United States who 
have defrauded millions from distraught 
Americans.

Social Security/COVID-19 SCAM:
In March 2020, local Social Security 

offices closed to the public due to COVID-19 
concerns. However, Social Security employ-
ees continue to work. Social Security will 
not suspend or decrease Social Security 
benefit payments due to the current 
COVID-19 Pandemic. Any communication 
you receive that says Social Security will do 
that is a scam, whether you receive it by let-
ter, text, email, or phone call.”

1.	Threaten you with benefit suspension, 

arrest, or other legal action if you do not 
pay a fine or fee.

2.	Promise a benefit increase or other assis-
tance in exchange for payment.

3.	Require payment by retail gift card, cash, 
wire transfer, internet currency, or prepaid 
debit card.

4.	Demand secrecy from you in handling a 
Social Security-related problem.
	Please be extremely alert when talking 

to telemarketers because one wrong move 
and you can lose your personal identity to a 
scammer.
