SACRAMENTO REGION, CA 
(MPG) - The Sacramento 
Life Center has received 
grants of $10,000 from 
American River Bank 
and $5,000 from Kelly 
Foundation to provide 
free health care, resources 
and needed items for 
Sacramento-area low-
income pregnant women 
and new moms as the 
COVID-19 pandemic con-
tinues into 2021.

“Because of the pan-
demic  and  resu l t ing 
unemployment, we are 
seeing double the num-
ber of patients needing 
items from our baby needs 
closet, as well as increased 
demand for our free mater-
nal health care during and 
after pregnancy and Medi-
Cal sign-up assistance,” 
said Marie Leatherby, exec-
utive director, Sacramento 
Life Center. “We are grate-
ful to Kelly Foundation and 
American River Bank for 
recognizing the needs of 
pregnant women and new 

moms in our community 
during this trying time and 
giving so generously.”

The Sacramento Life 
Center provides free health 
care services, including 
pregnancy tests, STI tests, 
ultrasounds, well woman 
exams and more. Every 

woman who comes into the 
center meets with a patient 
advocate to determine 
resources and supports 
needed, from housing to 
food and clothing. For 
pregnant women who do 
not have health insurance, 
patient advocates help 

them enroll in Medi-Cal’s 
Presumptive Eligibility 
for Pregnant Women so 
they can have coverage 
when they go to a clinic 
for prenatal care. The cen-
ter provides low-income 
pregnant  women and 
new moms with supplies 
needed during pregnancy 
and for up to two years 
after birth, including pre-
natal vitamins, formula, 
diapers, wipes, baby clothing 
and more.

The Sacramento Life 
Center’s mission is to 
offer compassion, support, 
resources and free medical 
care to women and cou-
ples facing an unplanned 
or unsupported preg-
nancy. The Sacramento 
Life Center’s licensed Sac 
Valley Pregnancy Clinic 
includes a primary clinic 
and mobile clinic that pro-
vide all services for free, 
including pregnancy tests, 
STD tests, ultrasounds, 
patient advocacy for men 
and women, education 
and resource referrals. In

CARMICHAEL, CA (MPG) - Realtor and 
Carmichael Honorary Mayor Izzy 
Delancey is helping to keep the San 
Juan School District food closet 
stocked. The dynamic grandmother 
mixes business with humanitarianism 
to deliver groceries to the pantry that 
helps more than 2000 local families.

Using her office (Trillium Real 
estate headquarters on Marconi 
Avenue) as a drop-off point, Delancey 
has gathered four big truckloads of 
food since Christmas. Though the 
drive is only for non-perishables, her 
call for frozen meat filled the San 
Juan closet freezer on St Patrick’s 

Day. “Most people gave us frozen 
chicken,” says Delancey. “One com-
pany brought in 30 pounds of it. 
Along with other donations, we got 
more than 50 pounds of meat.”

San Juan District Student Support 
staffer Reham Nawar applauds the 
effort: “We can’t expect children to 
do well at school when they are hun-
gry,” she says.  “Seeing how much 
the people have donated through Izzy 
shows me what a caring and loving 
community this is.”

At a time when many realtors are 
rushed off their feet, Delancey -AKA 
‘busy Izzy’- is continuing her out-
reach indefinitely. “Our industry 
is flourishing right now,” she says. 
“But plenty of people are not doing 

so well. What better time to give 
back?” Carmichael born and bred, 
the La Sierra High School graduate 
became aware of the closet’s needs at 
the end of last year. “I heard through 
Facebook that their food supplies 
were nearly exhausted,” she explains. 
“I was raised in a family with nine 
kids. Our mom didn’t speak good 
English and some people found her 
hard to understand. But she had a soul 
to serve. She taught us how important 
it was to help others.” Though the 
Ybarra family never went without, 
disaster struck when Izzy was ten and 
their father -a contractor and truck 
driver- was away from home. Their 
mom was robbed at K-Mart. “All

Got a Room 
or House for 
Short-Term 

Rental?

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
- Got a room or a home 
you want to list, or 
are listing, on Airbnb 
or a related service? 
Sacramento  County 
would like to remind 
homeowners that prior 
to accepting guests, 
short-term/vacation rent-
als require a permit and 
a business license, and 
they must register to pay 
transient occupancy taxes 
for visitors.

Short-term/vaca-
tion rentals are defined 
by stays of less than 30 
days. Sacramento County 
updated its regulations 
in 2018 to clarify that 
houses and apartments 
cannot be used exclu-
sively for short-term/
vacation rentals. Rentals 
must be an “accessory 
use” to the property, 
meaning the owner must 
live in the house for at 
least six months of the 
year. 

T h e  B o a r d  o f 
Supervisors adopted this 
requirement to make sure 
short-term rentals do not 
disrupt neighborhoods and 
to limit traditional rental 
units from being con-
verted to short-term use.

Stays of 30 days or 
longer do not require a 
permit.

If you are using your 
primary residence as a 
short-term rental, or are 
thinking of taking the 
plunge, please follow 
these steps: 

Review the guidelines 
and application mate-
rials for a Short Term 
Rental Permit; Apply 
for a General Business 
License. You will need 
to set up an account 
with the Department of 
Finance to complete the 
application. Please do 
not submit until after you 
have received your Short 
Term Rental Permit; 
Register with the Tax 
Collector’s Office for 
Transient Occupancy Tax 
returns once you have 
your business license.

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Water Users Urged 
to Reduce and Conserve 
During Dry Conditions

State Water Resources 
Board

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) 
- As dry conditions per-
sist throughout California, 
the State Water Resources 
Control Board mailed early 
warning notices to approx-
imately 40,000 water right 
holders, urging them to 
plan for potential shortages 
by reducing water use and 
adopting practical conser-
vation measures.

Reservoir and groundwa-
ter levels are significantly 
below average, and despite 
recent storms, snowpack is 
only 58% of average as of 
March 10. After two years 
of below average precipita-
tion, officials don’t expect 
the April 1 snow survey to 
reveal significant improve-
ment in the water supply 
outlook this year. April 
1 is typically the peak of 
California’s snowpack, 
which in an average year 
provides 30% of the state’s 
water supply.

“Planting crops and 
other decisions that are dic-
tated by water supply are 
made early in the year, so 
early warnings are vital,” 
said Erik Ekdahl, dep-
uty director for the Water 
Board’s Division of Water 
Rights. “These letters give 
water users time to pre-
pare and help minimize the 
impacts of reduced sup-
plies on businesses, farms 
and homes.”

Agricultural water users 
can implement practical 
actions now to improve 
their drought resilience, 
including reducing irri-
gated acreage, managing 

herd size, using innovative 
irrigation and diversifying 
water supply portfolios. 
Urban water users can 
conserve by putting in 
drought-resistant land-
scape, reducing outdoor 
irrigation and replacing 
older house fixtures and 
appliances with more effi-
cient ones.

Additionally, all divert-
ers are legally required to 
report their annual water 
use to the State Water 
Board. Accurate and timely 
reporting of information 
is crucial to managing the 
state’s water resources.

In preparing for poten-
tial droughts, the State 
Water Board partners with 
multiple state, local and 
federal agencies, including 
California Department of 
Water Resources, Fish and 
Wildlife, the U.S. Bureau 
of Reclamation, Bureau 
of Land Management, 
U.S. Forest Service, Tribal 
governments and water 
management organizations. 
Staff will continue to coor-
dinate as it monitors the 
situation and engage more 
frequently with water users 
if conditions continue or 
worsen.

Current drought con-
ditions can be found on 
the National Integrated 
Drought  Informat ion 
System website.

The State Water Board’s 
mission is to preserve, 
enhance and restore the 
quality of California’s 
water resources and ensure 
proper allocation and 
efficient use for the ben-
efit of present and future 
generations.� H

Second Installment of Property Taxes Due April 12
Sacramento County News

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - The deadline 
for paying the second installment of 
your 2020-2021 Sacramento County 
property taxes is coming up very 
soon. Payments are due no later than 
April 12, 2021. Late payments will 
incur a 10 percent penalty plus a 
$20.00 cost for each tax bill. Partial 
payments are not accepted.

Payment must be received in the 
Tax Collector’s Office by 5 p.m. on 
April 12, 2021, or either postmarked 
or paid through our website by April 
12, 2021. The Tax Collector also 
wants to remind property owners 
to include the appropriate install-
ment payment stub from the tax bill 
or website, or write the parcel num-
ber of the property on the check 
being submitted to make sure that 
you receive proper credit for the 
payment. 

Payment may be mailed to P.O. 
Box 508, Sacramento, CA 95812-
0508. Be sure to mail your payment 
early enough to ensure a timely post-
mark and avoid penalties.

Making Payments - Property 
taxes may be paid by e-check or 
credit card through Sacramento 
County’s  Property Tax Bil l 
Information System or over the tele-
phone at 1-844-430-2823, using the 
14 digit parcel number. For a conve-
nience fee, a contractor will process 
your credit card payment if you 
elect to pay the annual property tax 

bill using this method. This con-
venience fee is not revenue to the 
County. There is no fee to make a 
payment via e-check. To avoid pen-
alties, transactions made either on 
the internet or over the telephone 
must be completed before midnight 
on the payment pay by date. Debit 
and credit cards will be processed as 
a credit transaction, and therefore the 
convenience fee will apply.

Please plan ahead and do not wait 
until the last minute to make your 
payment. If you are unable to get 
through on the internet or telephone, 
causing you to miss the payment 
deadline, penalties will NOT be 
waived. Please verify your data 
entry very carefully when making 
online payments. If your payment is 
rejected by your financial institution 
FOR ANY REASON, you will be 
charged a $53.00 return payment fee 
as well as penalties if your payment 
is rejected after the due date.

If you use your bank’s Online 
Bill Pay service, a paper check will 
be printed and mailed to the Tax 
Collector. Because the check is sent 
without a payment stub, please enter 
the parcel number, current year’s bill 
number and installment being paid 
in the online account number field 
for payment identification. The date 
on the check issued by your bank is 
considered the postmark, make sure 
you are aware of the bank's timeline 
on issuing the check. Some banks 
take 5 to 7 business days before the 

check is issued, and penalties will 
apply if the check is dated after April 
12, 2021.

How to Obtain Information 
About Your Tax Bill - If you have 
not received a tax bill, you can 
obtain your tax bill information and 
payment stubs (coupons) at the Tax 
Collector’s website, over the auto-
mated telephone system, or by 
contacting the Tax Collector’s Office 
at (916) 874-6622.

Sacramento County offers an 
online email subscription service for 
property tax information to receive 
e-mail notifications when the annual 
secured property tax bills are avail-
able each year and reminders before 
the first and second installments 
delinquent dates. This service is pro-
vided at no cost to subscribers. Visit 
the Sacramento County Homepage 
and enter your email address or 
mobile number under the “Connect 
with us” header, located at the bot-
tom right-hand of the page. 

For additional information about 
property taxes, the Sacramento 
County Tax Collector’s website pro-
vides answers to the most common 
questions from taxpayers regarding 
property taxes and links to tax bill 
information and online payments.

Failure to receive a tax bill does 
not relieve the property owner 
of their liability to pay taxes in 
a timely manner or give the Tax 
Collector reason to cancel penal-
ties imposed for late payment. � H

In-person Learning Has Begun at SJUSD
San Juan Unified School District

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - 
Sacramento County has officially reached 
the red tier of the state’s COVID-19 risk 
assessment system. This means that start-
ing the week of March 22, students in 
grades TK-12 have the option to return 
to in-person learning in a hybrid format. 
Students in early childhood education 
programs (infant/toddler and preschool) 
have the option to return to in-person 
learning starting April 5.

“Our staff have been preparing for the 
return of our students and staff to class-
rooms,” said Superintendent Kent Kern. 
“We have put many safety measures in place 
to protect everyone’s health and are excited 
to have finally reached the point where we 
can safely return to on campus learning.” 

Students choosing to return to in-per-
son learning will be served in a hybrid 
model to meet state capacity restric-
tions. Students will be assigned to groups 
A or B. On Mondays and Tuesdays, 
group A will attend in-person in the 
morning while group B and those who 
remain in distance learning will receive 
remote instruction in the afternoon. On 
Thursdays and Fridays, the schedule 
repeats but with group B attending in-
person in the morning. Families choosing 
to remain in distance learning will be 
assigned to group C. 

Families wanting to change their stu-
dent’s selection between the in-person 
model and distance learning, homeschool 
or independent study should contact their 
school office as soon as possible. While 
schools will attempt to honor family 
requests, limited space may be available 
preventing a move between models. 

The district has developed a welcome 

packet for families, which includes 
reminders on safety practices as well 
as guidance on safety rules and policies 
put in place specific to the pandemic. 
Schools will also be sharing school 
site-specific information, such as daily 
schedules and drop-off/pick-up proce-
dures with families in the coming days. 
We ask that families review these docu-
ments and reach out to their school office 
with any questions.

Several plans have been put in place to 
ensure the safe return of our students and 
staff onto campus. The latest version of 
the San Juan Unified COVID Safety Plan 
is now posted at www.sanjuan.edu/covid-
safetyplans. Site-specific safety plans can 
be found on each school’s website. 

We recognize that a return to in-person 
learning is a big change for our students 
and school campuses will look very dif-
ferent. Families are invited to view a 
video that highlights some of the changes 
students will see around campus. We 
encourage families to have a conversa-
tion with their students about the extra 
safety measures that have been imple-
mented, such as the use of face coverings 
and physical distancing, to protect stu-
dents and staff as they return to campus. 

Additionally, planning is already 
underway at our school sites to offer ori-
entations for our students, especially 
for new students and those students at 
the transition years such as kindergar-
ten, entering middle school and our high 
school freshmen. Student orientations 
will either be held virtually or in-person, 
depending on the school community’s 
needs. In addition, virtual parent orienta-
tions will be held to inform parents of the 
safety measures that will be in place at 
our schools. � H

the money she had to look after us was in 
her purse,” explains Delancey. “We didn’t 
know what to do. But the newspaper ran a 
story about what happened to us. Dozens 
of people came by our driveway with food 
and money. It was almost Christmas and 
they even brought us presents. It resonated 
in my soul that so many strangers cared 
about us.”

The realtor promoted her 2020/21 
food campaign via Facebook, flyers and 
Chamber of Commerce friends. Donations 
have filled the Trillium lobby ever since 

and some Samaritans provided cash for 
grocery purchases. “I’m so grateful to all 
the generous folk who stepped up to help,” 
says Delancey. “It’s my mission to con-
tinue keeping the closet filled, to the best of 
my ability. It’s in my blood to help others.”

Watt Avenue and A Street 
Homicide under Investigation

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - At 2:32 
p.m. on Sunday, March 21, 2021, the 
Sacramento County Sheriff’s Office 
Communications Center received a 
call from a citizen near the intersection 
of Watt Avenue and A Street in North 
Sacramento stating that someone inside 
a vehicle had been shot.

Deputies arrived at the intersection and 
found a male victim with multiple gun-
shot wounds and began administering 
medical aid. Metro Fire arrived, con-
tinued CPR then transported him to a 
nearby hospital where medical staff later 
pronounced the adult male deceased.

CSI arrived and collected evidence.  
Homicide detectives interviewed wit-
nesses and are still investigating. 
No suspect information is available. 
No other information is available at 
this time.

The identity of the victim in this case 
will be released by the Sacramento 
County Coroner’s Office after identifica-
tion and notification of next of kin.

Learn about Drug 
and Alcohol Facts

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - Teenagers 
and scientists across the United States are 
taking part in “National Drug and Alcohol 
Facts Week®” March 22-28, 2021. The 
weeklong health observance is organized 
by the National Institute on Drug Abuse 
(NIDA) and the National Institute on 
Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (NIAAA), 
both part of the National Institutes of 
Health. The goal of the observance is for 
teens to feel comfortable to ask questions 
about drugs and alcohol and to get scien-
tific answers from experts.

While drugs can put a teenager’s health 
and life in jeopardy, many teens are not 
aware of the risks. Even for those teens 
who do not abuse drugs, many have friends 
or family who do, and they are often look-
ing for ways to help them.  

Let’s Shatter Three Drug and Alcohol 
Myths According to NIDA! 

Myth: Cannabis is legal in California, so 
I shouldn’t worry if a teen is experiment-
ing with cannabis use.

Fact: Cannabis can be addictive and can 
have long-term effects on teens’ brains, 
which are still developing. Studies have 
shown links between cannabis use and 
psychosis, anxiety and depression.  These 
are important reasons why recreational use 
of cannabis is only legal for adults age 21 
and over in California.

Myth: White youth drink less alcohol 
than other groups their age.

FACT: A greater proportion of 
California students who are white report 
having consumed alcohol at least four 
times more.

While substance use disorders are not 
more common in communities of color, 
people of color are less likely to access 
treatment.  That’s because communities 
of color have faced longstanding discrimi-
nation, institutional racism and barriers to 
insurance coverage.

Myth: Using tobacco is a normal part of 
growing up

Fact: Fewer than one in eight California 
students report using tobacco, so NOT 
smoking actually is far more popular.

Sacramento County Substance Use 
Prevention and Treatment Services would 
like to remind the community of their pre-
vention and treatment services for youth 
and families.  The program contracts with 
an array of community-based service pro-
viders throughout Sacramento County 
including outpatient treatment, medi-
cation-assisted treatment, withdrawal 
management (detoxification), residential 
treatment, perinatal services, and sober liv-
ing environments/recovery residences. 

“We want teens to have the opportunity 
to learn what science has taught us about 
drug and alcohol use, abuse and addic-
tion,” said Lori Miller, Division Manager, 
Substance Use Prevention and Treatment, 
Sacramento County. “There are so many 
myths about drugs and alcohol cluttering 
our popular culture. National Drug and 
Alcohol Facts Week® is for teens to get 
honest answers about drugs so they can 
make good, informed decisions for them-
selves and share accurate information with 
friends.”

Farm Bureau Supports Reintroduction 
of Agricultural Immigration Bill

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - 
Saying it would provide 
mutual benefit for farm-
ers, ranchers and their 
employees, the California 
Farm Bureau applauded 
the reintroduction of fed-
eral legislation to improve 
agricultural immigration 
programs.

California Farm Bureau 
President Jamie Johansson 
said the organization 
is committed to work 
for passage of the Farm 
Workforce Modernization 
Act,  reintroduced by 
Reps. Zoe Lofgren, D-San 
Jose, and Dan Newhouse, 
R-Wash.

“We were early support-
ers of the Farm Workforce 
Modernization Act when it 
was originally introduced in 
2019, and we’re pleased to see 
its reintroduction,” Johansson 
said. “Reform of federal 
immigration law continues 

to be a top priority for the 
California Farm Bureau, and 
this bill would create mean-
ingful changes that would 
ease chronic employee short-
ages and recognize the value 
of farm work.”

The original bill won 
passage from the House 
of Representatives in late 
2019, based in part on the 
support of more than 300 
agricultural groups and 
companies.

“The Farm Workforce 
Modernization Act earned 
bipartisan support at that 
time by addressing both 
current and future needs 
for agricultural employ-
ers  and employees,” 
Johansson said. “Its rein-
troduction will stimulate 
ongoing discussions about 
immigration policy. Its 
passage would improve 
agricultural visa pro-
grams and accommodate 
immigrant agricultural 
employees already in 
the United States, while 

e n h a n c i n g  b o r d e r 
security.”

Johansson said the bill’s 
reintroduction comes at 
a particularly important 
time, as farmers and their 
employees maintain agri-
cultural production during 
the COVID-19 pandemic.

“Long before the pan-
demic, we recognized 
the people who work 
on California farms and 
ranches as essential to reli-
able supplies of healthy 
food and farm products. 
The pandemic has only 
underscored the impor-
tance of assuring the 
people who work on farms 
and ranches can do so with 
the security of legal immi-
gration status,” he said.

The California Farm 
Bureau works to protect 
family farms and ranches 
on behalf of nearly 32,000 
members statewide and as 
part of a nationwide net-
work of nearly 5.6 million 
Farm Bureau members.� H

California and The Political Food Chain

While the relationships 
among the various levels 
of American government 
are often cooperative, 
always lurking in the 
background is what one 
might characterize as a 
political food chain.

Officials plot con-
stantly to impose their 
will on counterparts occu-
pying lower links of the 
chain while avoiding sim-
ilar efforts by those above 
them – all in the name 
of better governance, of 
course.

We’re seeing one exam-
ple of the syndrome now in 
the efforts of California’s 
legislators and Gov. Gavin 
Newsom to confront 
California’s housing crisis. 
They want to compel local 
governments, particularly 
cities, to make more land 
available for high-density 
housing to serve low- and 
moderate-income families, 
and override local zoning 
laws that favor single-fam-
ily homes on large lots.

Local officials tend to 
view the state’s efforts as 
heavy-handed, one-size-
fits-all violations of their 
traditional rights to control 
land use and thus shape 
the atmosphere of their 
communities. But advo-
cates of state intervention 
say it’s needed to over-
come not-in-my-backyard 
resistance that discrimi-
nates against the poor and 
the non-white.

As state officials strive 
to impose their will on 
local governments, they 
often resist the federal 
government’s efforts to 
do the same on states. 
California’s former attor-
ney general ,  Xavier 
Becerra, filed more than 
100 lawsuits against the 
federal government dur-
ing Donald Trump’s 
presidency, many of which 
asserted the principle 
of states’ rights to resist 
decrees from Washington.

Becerra now heads the 
federal health and wel-
fare agency and can be 
expected to crack the whip 
on any states that resist 
federal policies in the pro-
grams he manages. That’s 
how the food chain works; 
it’s not personal animosity, 
just institutional jousting 
for control.

The recently enacted 
$1.9 trillion “stimulus” 
that Becerra’s new boss, 
President Joe Biden, 
pushed through Congress 
provides another exam-
ple. It gives state and local 
governments $350 billion 
in aid, supposedly to make 
up for revenue losses 
during the COVID-19 
pandemic. But one provi-
sion prohibits recipients 
from using the windfall 
to reduce taxes, and that 
has generated criticism 
from state officials of all 
ideological stripes that it 
interferes with their ability 
to manage their finances.

In California, politi-
cians and interest groups 
on the left say it could pre-
vent them from reducing 
tax burdens on the poor, 
such as expansion of the 
earned income tax credit, 
and small businesses.

State Finance Direrctor 
Keely Bosler told Treasury 
Secretary Janet Yellen in a 
letter that strictly applying 

the tax cut prohibition 
would “limit a state’s 
ability to adopt policies 
that support federal goals 
and could thus constrain 
the economic benefits 
that were intended by 
the authorization of these 
funds.”

“We’re trying to pro-
vide additional relief to 
businesses that took it in 
the teeth during the reces-
sion,” H.D. Palmer, a 
spokesperson for Bosler’s 
Department of Finance, 
said. “We don’t want to 
go down that road until 
we’ve got further clarifi-
cation from Washington.”

California business 
groups, meanwhile, say 
that the tax cut ban would 
undermine efforts to 
restore two business tax 
breaks that the state sus-
pended last year when it 
appeared that COVID-
19 would devastate state 
finances. With state rev-
enues now running more 
than $14 billion over-esti-
mates, business leaders 
say that the tax breaks, 
which amount to more 
than $4 billion a year, 
should be reinstated.

The business-backed 
California Taxpayers 
Association and 16 other 
state taxpayer organiza-
tions also sent a letter to 
Yellen seeking clarity 
on what states can and 
cannot do under the tax 
cut language. The stim-
ulus law gives her the 
authority to make those 
decisions in a classic 
example of how the inter-
governmental food chain 
works.

Dear Toni:
I have decided to 

retire when I turn 
65 in June and 
will need to enroll 
in Medicare Parts 
A and B. My hus-
band, Seth is 70 
and he enrolled in 
Medicare Parts A 

and B when he turned 65 and remained on 
my company benefits due to having health 
issues.

He has recently began taking heart meds 
for blood clots and his cardiologist’s office 
manager expressed concern over my hus-
band’s insurance changes from group 
insurance to Medicare since he may have 
to have serious medical needs.

Please explain how we enroll in our 
Medicare plan. Thanks, Sheila from 
Tulsa,OK

Hello Sheila:
When you enroll in Part B the wrong 

way or may be too soon, it can cause you 
to not qualify medically for the Medicare 
Supplement you desire.

Medicare provides special rules for 
employees or spouses who are “still work-
ing” and are covered by an employer 
group health insurance. 

Sheila, I know how worried you are 
about Seth’s health issues but there 
is a Medicare answer to his Medicare 
Supplement enrollment.  He enrolled in 
Medicare Part B when he turned 65 over 5 
years ago and he must answer underwrit-
ing questions to qualify for a Medicare 
Supplement.

Therefore, enrolling in Part B, the cor-
rect way, when “still working” full-time 
with true company benefits is so impor-
tant. Not only to keep from receiving 
a Medicare Part B penalty, but also to 
be able to enroll and be accepted in any 
Medicare Supplement/Medigap plan due 
to medical underwriting.

Seth may not be able to pass Medicare 
Supplement underwriting due to heart 
issues. There is a Medicare Supplement 
rule which can keep him from answering 
underwriting questions. 

S	ince he is leaving your company bene-
fits, he qualifies for the 63-day guaranteed 
issue period to apply for a Medicare 

Supplement/Medigap plan without med-
ical underwriting.  He will need your 
company benefit termination letter to 
prove to the Medicare Supplement plan 
that he is in a guaranteed issue period.

	With guaranteed issue, an insurance 
company must:
•	 Sel l  you a  Medigap/Medicare 

Supplement policy. “You have the right 
to buy Medigap/Medicare Supplement 
plan A, B, C, F, K or L that’s sold in 
your state by any insurance company.  
Seth is not eligible for Plan G with guar-
anteed issue plans since his Medicare 
Part A began prior to January 1, 2020.  
Those that Medicare Part A begins after 
January 1, 2020 are eligible for Plan G 
not Plan F or C for a guaranteed issue 
plan.

•	 Cover all your pre-existing health 
conditions.

•	 Cannot charge you more for a Medigap/
Medicare Supplement policy, regardless 
of past or present health problems.
	Sheila, I have great news for you! You 

are “turning 65” and have a less stressful 
Medicare enrollment than Seth because 
you are in your Medicare Supplement/
Medigap Open Enrollment Period and in 
the Medicare & You handbook it states, 
“The best time to purchase a Medicare 
Supplement/Medigap policy is during 
your Medigap Open Enrollment Period. 
This 6-month period begins on the first 
day of the month in which you are 65 or 
older and enrolled in Medicare Part B. 
After this enrollment period, you may not 
be able to buy a Medicare Supplement/
Medigap policy.  If you are able to buy 
one it may cost more.”

America does not realize that enroll-
ing in Medicare Part B is as valuable as 
GOLD and should be treated with kid 
gloves. Take your time and explore your 
Medicare plan options. Remember to 
discuss your Medicare needs with your 
medical providers to assist in finding a 
Medicare plan.
