CARMICHAEL, CA (MPG) - Teri
O’Sullivan’s heart soared when she
tossed the first ball on Carmichael
Park’s new bocce courts. “It was
amazing to feel my brother and I got
this done for our mother,” she says.
“I’ve been out there several times
since -- and I’ve organized a big gang
to play next week. There’s been lots
of excitement ever since those con-
struction fences at last came down. I
know some Special Olympics bocce
players in our area. It’s great they’ve
now got a place to practice.”

Two sideline benches are engraved
with a fond sentiment from her mom:
“My famiglia (family) and friends —
you were the most important part of
my life. Enjoy Bocce!”

A daughter of Tuscan immigrants,

Shirley Pennington Simi was a
Carmichael livewire who died in
2018. She and friends had lobbied
long for the Mediterranean sport to
be introduced to their local park; her
estate contained a $5000 bequest
to get the ball rolling. “Mom was a
huge fan of anything that reflected her
Italian heritage,” explains O’Sullivan.
“She loved that bocce was something
families did when they got together.
It’s a multi-generational game and
people with disabilities can play, too.”

Shirley’s dying wish lit a fire under
her two kids. “Mom was a 4 foot, 8
inch, 85-pound powerhouse, who
never let anything stand in her way,”
recalls O’Sullivan. “We wanted her
wish fulfilled.” She and brother Todd
Pennington (an Orange County con-
struction consultant) spearheaded
fundraising to boost the estate
bequest. Shirley’s old friends from

Alameda High School were gen-
erous supporters. A 2019 party at
Carmichael’s Italian Cultural Center
employed Tuscan food, wine, music —
and bocce demonstrations — to coax
even more donations. Costs were
further funded by Carmichael Park
District and the Carmichael Parks
Foundation.

The $165,000 project broke ground
last summer. COVID-related delays
made for slow progress and though
the pandemic ruled out an open-
ing celebration, a steady stream
of enthusiasts has since judged
the synthetic-surfaced lanes per-
fetto. “Everything’s great quality,”
approves benefactor O’Sullivan.
“Park staffers are out there every
morning blowing away leaves and
twigs. I wish mom could be here to
see this, I know she’d have clapped

Curbside Collection Rates
Increase on March 1

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA
(MPG) - A rate increase
will take effect March 1
for residents of the unin-
corporated county who
receive curbside garbage,
recycling, and green waste
service.

Rates will increase
by $5 per month for the
30-gallon, 60-gallon, and
90-gallon garbage cart
sizes. The standard level
of service includes one gar-
bage cart (size chosen by

the customer), one recy-
cling cart, and one green
waste cart. An additional
increase of $5 per month
will take effect Jan. 1,
2022.

The increase — the first
in 10 years — was approved
on Jan. 12 by the County
Board of Supervisors and
will only partially offset
the increased cost to col-
lect and process residential
recycling and green waste
material that is collected
curbside.

The table below pro-
vides a breakdown of the
approved rates:

The price for a 30 gallon
Garbage Cart is currently
$19.95 but will be $24.95
effective March 1, 2021.
An additional increase of
$5 per month will take
effect Jan. 1, 2022 pro-
jected to be $29.95.

The price for a 60 gallon
Garbage Cart is currently
$23.55 but will be $28.55
effective March 1, 2021.
An additional increase of

$5 per month will take
effect Jan. 1, 2022 pro-
jected to be $33.55.

The price for a 90 gallon
Garbage Cart is currently
$30.76 but will be $35.76
effective March 1, 2021.
An additional increase of
$5 per month will take
effect Jan. 1, 2022 pro-
jected to be $40.76.

The Board of
Supervisors also doubled
the monthly rebate amount
available to eligible low-
income customers through

the Solid Waste Lifeline
Rate Assistance Program.
Effective March 1, the
rebate amount will increase
from $5 per month to $10
per month.

Specialty Team
Deployment
of Body-Worn
Cameras
Announced

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA
(MPG) - The Sacramento
County Sheriff’s Office
is pleased to announce
that effective February
15, 2021, the special-
ized units of Gangs,
Homeless Outreach and
North Problem Oriented
Policing (POP) will be
equipped with body worn
cameras. After a process
that started with field-test-
ing cameras in 2017, and
officially requesting fund-
ing for body cams in 2018,
our body worn program
has finally begun. This
pilot program approach
allows the sheriff’s office
to study and evaluate the
effectiveness, as well as
the technology, data stor-
age and best practices.

The Sacramento County
Sheriff’s Office is com-
mitted to an ongoing
partnership with our com-
munity to provide the
highest level of service
based on trust and trans-
parency. In addition to
our in-car camera Sys-
tems which have been
utilized for over a decade,
the implementation of
the body worn cameras
will allow deputies to
document incidents and
interactions and obtain
evidence during inves-
tigations. In terms of
evidence collection, body
worn cameras and in-
car cameras provide an
invaluable record of state-
ments, physical evidence,
and timeline of events dur-
ing crimes in progress and
other critical incidents.

Additionally, the sher-
iff’s office will be able
to review the video foot-
age to debrief critical
incidents and use the cam-
era footage as a training
tool to keep officers well
trained and prepared. We
embrace this valuable tool
and are proud of our dep-
uties’ professionalism as
they provide service to
the Sacramento County
Community.

We are on track for a
full deployment of body
worn cameras by June
2021. The agency wide
distribution of body-worn
cameras for deputies will
enhance safety, increase
accountability, reduce
County liability and
advance prosecution. %

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Wounded Heroes Documentary Brings Hope to Our Military,
First Responders, and Everyone Battling Post Traumatic Stress

CHICAGO, IL (MPG) - New
film shines a light on bold
new alternative non-drug
treatments and programs
that heal the wounds
of PTS

In the Wounded Heroes
Documentary due out
March 5th, 2021, PTS suf-
ferers are finally getting
their voices heard as they
speak out about their mis-
treatment by the healthcare
system, the medications that
are making them worse, and
the amazing new proven
therapies that are giving
them back their lives.

An alarming statistic by
the Department of Veterans
Affairs report anywhere
from 17 to 22 veteran sui-
cides every single day.

Many feel it does not
need to be that way.

After learning about this
statistic and the serious side
effects of overmedicating
veterans, California film-
maker, Michael Gier, went
on a mission to find suc-
cessful alternative non-drug
treatments that restore lives
from the destruction of PTS.

“Post-Traumatic Stress
among our veterans is a
serious problem,” said Gier.
“Most are given prescrip-
tion medications, or drug
cocktails as many call them,
some of these prescriptions
are black labeled with seri-
ous side effects.”

Gier, who traveled all
over the country interview-
ing veterans, military brass,
politicians, doctors, and
other experts, said many
veterans feel medication
is just a band-aid over a
wound that will never heal.

“Our veterans deserve so

courteous to all in

much more than just a band-
aid and that is what inspired
me to create this film,”
said Gier.

Wounded Heroes
Documentary is a 3-year
passion project, funded pri-
marily by Michael Gier and
his wife Terri Gier, and fea-
tures life changing options
that give those suffering
from PTS hope, potentially
saving lives.

“These men and women
served our country for years
and the best we can do is
give them drugs; some as
many as eighteen dif-
ferent prescriptions, forty
pills a day?!” said Gier. “I
knew there had to be better
options.”
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In the film, Gier
interviews health care pro-
fessionals who are using
alternative therapies that
have been successfully
proven to dramatically
decrease their patients' med-
ication or help them become
completely PTS prescription
free.

Gier said by creating the
film he wanted to bring as
much awareness as possible
about these life changing
treatments and that every-
one suffering from PTS
needed to know there were
other options out there
for them.

“These aren’t just ther-
apies that can help our
soldiers and veterans,” said
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Gier. “Firefighters, police
officers, and first responders
all deal with PTS, and even
more people from all walks
of life are being affected by
Covid-19. These can benefit
them too.”

Veterans reported
the alternative treat-
ments helped change their
lives significantly for the
better and went from con-
templating suicide to finding
happiness and gratitude in
their daily lives.

“I feel alive again, I feel
rejuvenated, I feel like a sol-
dier again.”

Dr. Shauna Springer,
Ph.D., known as “Doc
Springer” in the military
community, is one of the
nation's leading experts on
trauma, military transition,
and close relationships. She
has become a trusted Doc to
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countless warfighters across
the country and has gained
the respect of warriors of
all ranks. Her unique role
has given her a deep under-
standing of warrior culture,
and the warfighter.

Dr. Springer is a proud
advocate of the film.

“The feeling that Post-
Traumatic Stress is a “life
sentence” is killing war-
riors — and people across
America. Many have given
up, but they need to know
that there is life beyond
trauma — not just sur-
vival, but a good life — a
connected, emotionally ful-
filling life. Wounded Heroes
presents this life chang-
ing story of hope,” said Dr.
Springer.

CITRUS HEIGHTS, CA (MPG) - Believing the
COVID shutdowns are an opportunity
to turn the State’s current direction, the
Citrus Heights Chamber of Commerce
hosted a Reopen CAL NOW gathering
on Monday, February 15, to represent
the economic segments still affected.

The event featured local commu-
nity and business leaders speaking at
the commercial block at 7010 Sunrise
Blvd., Citrus Heights—right next to the
R Vida Cantina Mexican Restaurant.
Kevin Miles, co-owner of the din-
ing establishment joined the 30 people
attending:

“We’ve been dealing with this all
year, but after you put people in a cor-
ner,” Miles said, “I could not look at
the employees in the face and tell them
they are all being laid off... so I took
the decision to stay open.”

Miles expressed his gratitude to the
City of Citrus Heights for its efforts
in being included in the Great Plates
Program: “without [that] our business
could not have survived.”

Event organizer, Arcade realtor
Lilian Fulton, told the crowd that the
trickle-down effect had been devastat-
ing to many: “Parents are not capable
of teaching new math to their children,

some have not received unemployment
checks since June and July, and all that
some have for socializing is Zoom!”

Citrus Heights Chamber of
Commerce president Amanda Camacho
commented, “None of us could have
been prepared for how the COVID shut-
down has affected businesses from the
local mom-and-pop shops to national
franchises... but I am glad we came out
today to discuss... the next steps for our
community.”

Also attending the meeting was
elected Sacramento County Fourth
District Supervisor Sue Frost. She said
that, as before, good data has been very
hard to obtain from the State. Most of
the information she sought was not
available, too hard to understand or did
not answer her questions.

“There is a very loose requirement
for COVID deaths, and hospitals are
receiving money for every COVID
death,” she said, “this really makes us
question the data.”

Assemblyman Kevin Kiley
(R-Rocklin) supported the group and
gave his view that Governor Newsom’s
handling of COVID-19 highlighted and
“amplified all that was already wrong
with California” from political parti-
sanship to the teachers unions and Big
Business. *

Planning to Travel Internationally?

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - If you are plan-
ning to travel internationally please be aware
beginning Jan. 26 changes will be made to the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC) (CDC) travel mandates.

Effective January 26, 2021 the CDC will
require all international air passengers enter-
ing the United States (including U.S. citizens
and Legal Permanent Residents) to present a
negative COVID-19 test, taken within three
calendar days of departure, or proof of recov-
ery from the virus within the last 90 days.
Airlines must confirm the negative test result
or proof of recent recovery for all passen-
gers prior to boarding. Airlines must deny
boarding of passengers who do not provide
documentation of a negative test or recovery.

Alaska, American, jetBlue, Southwest,
Aeromexico and Volaris offer nonstop flights
between SMF and destinations throughout
Mexico. Please visit our website or contact
the airlines for more information about flights
https://sacramento.aero/smf/flight-and-travel/
airlines.

her hands and said bravo, mia famiglia!”

Park planning allows for four courts.
Though funding has so far enabled only
two, more will likely follow. O’Sullivan
also envisages picnic tables so families
can round off meals with bocce — just as
they do in Italy. “Spring is just around the
corner,” she says. “A game of bocce gets
you out in the fresh air and you can still
observe social distancing.”

Though the sport is contested seriously
at Special Olympics level, she notes most
casual players indulge for camaraderie.
“You can learn the rules in 10 minutes and
be proficient in ten more, says O’Sullivan.

“It’s a fabulous way to get outside, enjoy
your friends and have a blast.”

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|s Buying a Second Home on Your Surge in Sacramento-Area New Home

2021 To-Do List?

Owning a second home can provide
retirees — or even younger families — a
mountain retreat or a house at the beach
for those family vacations or quick week-
end getaways.

But if buying a second home is on
your list of New Year’s resolutions for
2021, be sure to consider all the upsides
and downsides before committing, says
Patrick Rush (www.patrickrushtfa.com),
CEO of Triad Financial Advisors and
the ForbesBooks author of Gain Big
and Give Back: Financial Planning with
Intention.

“Many retirees end up regretting it,”
Rush says. “They feel they are forced to
go to that second home every weekend
just because they spent so much on it. A
vacation property or second home can
certainly provide a lot of joy, but it rarely
works out financially.” That doesn’t stop
people from buying them, though.

The National Association of Home
Builders estimates that Americans own
about 7.4 million second homes, which
is about 5.6 percent of the total housing
stock.

“People tend to purchase a second
home either as a rental property or a
vacation home, which they might also
rent for part of the year,” Rush says. “But
unless you’re in a hot real estate mar-
ket, the return on investment usually isn’t
worth the hassle. There are better ways of
growing your money.”

Rush says a few things to know about
investing in a second home include: Real
estate doesn’t automatically mean
easy money. People mistakenly believe
real estate provides a guaranteed return,
but that’s not always true. Rush recalls
one client who, over Rush’s vehement
objections, withdrew all of his retire-
ment money to build an expensive
second home. The client was certain the
house would pay off, but he eventually
was forced to sell it for half his invest-
ment. Consider the overall impact on
your life. Most people don’t have end-
less streams of money, even if they have
done well for themselves financially. So,
a splurge in one area often requires a sac-
rifice in another. “If you want the second
home, then perhaps an Alaskan cruise

won’t be in the budget,” Rush says. “It
comes down to what your priorities are.”
Upkeep can become overwhelming.
People tend to overlook the ancillary
costs that make owning a second home
expensive, Rush says. Take those into
consideration as you make your decision.
“Property taxes, homeowners association
dues, insurance, and maintenance start to
add up,” he says. “Renting the house out
when you aren’t using it does provide an
income stream, but managing the prop-
erty and dealing with tenants is a hassle.
You can hire a property manager, but that
has its own disadvantages.” Renting can
work just as well. While it might feel
exhilarating to own a mountain home in
North Carolina or a Pacific Ocean beach
house, Rush says another option is simply
to rent a place for a week or a weekend
whenever you’re in need of a getaway.
None of this means a second home is
always a mistake, Rush says.

One client whose parents died and left
her a generous inheritance wanted to
invest the money in a beach home. Rush
warned her of the potential pitfalls. She
teared up. She agreed it might not be the
best financial decision, but when she and
her sister were growing up, their parents
took them every summer to Sunset Beach
on the North Carolina coast. She wanted
to continue that tradition for her children,
her sister, and her sister’s children.

“It was a reminder that it’s not always
about the numbers,” Rush says. “You
have to weigh the return on investment
against the emotional benefit. Financially,
it wasn’t the best choice, but to her, it
meant so much more. It was about keep-
ing her parents’ memories alive. Some
things truly matter more than money.”

Mike LaFortune, senior
development director for
Easton Development and
the BIA’s 2021 Chairman,
said January was the
eighth month in a row
with sales higher than the
previous year and shows
demand for new homes
in the region remains
unabated.

“Sacramento-area resi-
dents are taking advantage
of extremely low inter-
est rates and new home
designs that meet the
needs for working at
home and online learn-
ing, and we also continue
to see a steady stream of
prospective buyers com-
ing from the Bay Area
as more companies are
committing to allowing

employees to work from
home,” LaFortune said.
“As more new designs
hit the market to meet
those needs even better,
we expect the strong new
home market will continue
for some time.”

But while new floor-
plans are being offered,
the number of new homes
actually being built
remains well below cur-
rent demand, let alone the
number needed to begin
attacking the shortfall in
new homes that the region
has experienced for many
years, warned Michael
Strech, the BIA's President
& CEO.

“While single-fam-
ily construction ramped
up in December across
our region, for the year
housing starts were
-actually slightly lower
than in 2019 with 7,328
permits issued, according
to the just-released report
from the Construction
Industry Research Board.
That’s just slightly higher
than the number of new
homes sold during the

year,” Strech said.

“In the long run, to meet
the need for housing and
maintain affordability
we will need to continue
a steady pace of build-
ing, which will require
cooperation from our
local officials to approve
new communities and
issue building permits.
Fortunately, most local
officials understand the
need for more housing
but it’s an issue we will
be watching closely in the
years to come.”

Prosecutors Feud over Criminal Sentencing Laws

The starkest aspect to
California’s evolution from
a relatively conservative
state into a blue bastion
has been an evolving atti-
tude toward crime and
punishment.

In the 1980s and 1990s,
California became a
national leader in increasing
penalties for crimes large
and small, symbolized by a
three-strikes-and-you’re-out
law calling for life impris-
onment of repeat offenders.
Not surprisingly, despite
construction of many new
prisons, they became hor-
rendously overcrowded
with inmates.

However, as California
made its almost 180-degree
political turn to the left over
the last couple of decades,
attitudes about crime also
evolved, culminating in
legislative acts, ballot mea-
sures and administrative
policies that repealed or
softened the state’s sen-
tencing laws. The number
of felons locked up in state
prisons has dropped by at
least one-third in recent
years.

That said, what sup-
porters call “criminal
justice reform” is not uni-
versally accepted. Some
law enforcement officials
believe it’s gone too far and
has contributed to recent
upticks in violent crime
— a conflict now rippling
through the state’s local dis-
trict attorneys.

In 2020, George Gascon,

who had been district attor-
ney of San Francisco,
challenged and defeated
Los Angeles District
Attorney Jackie Lacey and
immediately issued new
operational rules that down-
played punishment.

He prohibited his depu-
ties from seeking the death
penalty, prosecuting juve-
niles as adults, attending
parole hearings or seek-
ing “enhancements” that
increase a defendant’s
prison term. The union rep-
resenting those deputies
sued, alleging that Gascon
was ordering them to vio-
late criminal laws, and won
an initial judgement.

What really blew
up the conflict politi-
cally was support from
the California District
Attorneys Association
(CDAA) for the union posi-
tion. In its supporting brief,
the District Attorneys said
Gascon’s orders meant that
“the voices of victims fall
silent and the might of the
state has failed its most
vulnerable.”

Last week, Gascon
resigned from the organiza-
tion with a two-page letter
that he posted on Twitter,
accusing the association of
being racially insensitive,
closed-minded about crimi-
nal justice reform and even
corrupt.

“CDAA continues to
be a member organization
solely for those willing to
toe the ‘tough on crime’
line,” Gascon wrote. “For
the rest of us, it is a place
that fails to support us, our
communities, or the pursuit
of justice.”

Gascon and several other
like-minded district attor-
neys have founded their
own group, the Prosecutors
Alliance of California, to
push for criminal justice
reforms. It includes Gascon,
San Joaquin County’s Tori

Salazar, Chesa Boudin of
San Francisco and Contra
Costa County’s Diana
Becton.

Gascon’s election and the
burgeoning conflict with
more traditional prosecutors
is part of a larger phenome-
non — a nationwide effort by
left-of-center organizations
to change criminal justice
policies one election at a
time.

Billionaire businessman
George Soros is a major fig-
ure in the campaign, having
donated millions of dollars
to reform-minded candi-
dates. The movement has
scored some victories, such
as Gascon’s election, and
also suffered some losses,
such as a failed challenge to
Sacramento County District
Attorney Anne Marie
Schubert.

The conflict also col-
ors Gov. Gavin Newsom’s
selection of a replacement
for Attorney General Xavier
Becerra if he is confirmed
as the federal health and
human services secretary.

Newsom seemingly sup-
ports the criminal justice
reform movement. He spon-
sored a ballot measure to
make marijuana legal, has
sped up reductions in prison
populations and declared a
moratorium on executions.

He could appoint a new
Attorney General sympa-
thetic to the Gascon-led
faction, such as Oakland
Assemblyman Rob Bonta,
but such a move would
carry some political risk.
Were Newsom to face a
recall election this year, as
seems likely, opposition
from police and prosecutors
could be a critical factor.
