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Valley Fever 
Cases in 
California 

Remain High

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA 
(MPG) - The California 
Department of  Public 
Health (CDPH), in collab-
oration with local health 
departments, is reminding 
the public and healthcare 
providers that Valley fever 
cases typically peak in the 
fall.

Since 2014, there has 
been a steady increase in 
the number of Valley fever 
cases in California. In 2018, 
more than 7,500 Valley 
fever cases were confirmed, 
and early case counts for 
2019 indicate that Valley 
fever activity remains high. 
As of November 19, over 
7,000 likely cases have 
been reported. Incidence 
is particularly high in the 
Central Valley and Central 
Coast regions of California, 
including Kern, San Luis 
Obispo, Kings, Fresno, 
Tulare, Monterey, and 
Merced counties.

“People who live, work, 
or travel in areas where 
Valley fever is common 
are at higher risk of getting 
infected, especially if they 
work outdoors or partici-
pate in activities where soil 
is disturbed,” said Dr. Sonia 
Angell, State Public Health 
Officer and CDPH Director. 
“If you have symptoms that 
include cough, fever, or dif-
ficulty breathing for more 
than a week, we encourage 
you to talk to a healthcare 
provider.”

A person can help reduce 
the risk of infection by 
avoiding breathing in dirt or 
dust in areas where Valley 
fever is common. In these 
areas, when it is windy out-
side and the air is dusty, stay 
inside and keep windows 
and doors closed. While 
driving, keep car windows 
closed and use recirculating 
air conditioning, if avail-
able. If individuals must be 
outdoors, they should con-
sider wearing a properly 
fitted mask (such as an N95 
respirator mask) when the 
air is dusty, and avoid dis-
turbing the soil whenever 
possible.

Valley fever, also known 
as coccidioidomycosis, or 
“cocci”, is caused by breath-
ing in the spores of a fungus 
that grows in the soil and dirt 
in certain areas of California. 
The fungal spores, which 
are too small to see, can be 
present in dust that gets into 
the air when it is windy or 
when soil is disturbed, such 
as through digging during 
construction. This fungus 
usually infects the lungs and 
can cause respiratory symp-
toms including cough, fever, 
chest pain, and tiredness. In 
most people, the infection 
will go away on its own, 
but anyone who has these 
symptoms for more than a 
week should see a doctor or 
healthcare provider.

CARMICHAEL, CA (MPG) - Realtor, activ-
ist and long-lashed grandmother of 
five, Izzy Delancey (63) will wear the 
Carmichael Honorary Mayor sash for 
2020.

An annual Carmichael Chamber of 
Commerce tradition, the campaign 
generated months of ruthless fund-
raising. Victor DeLancey recently 
accepted a bouquet of roses and 
promised a year of high-octane 
commitment. “I hope to bring the 
community together through fun 
Chamber events,” she projected. Her 
service will follow in the footsteps 
of Mayor Kelli Foley, owner of the 
Trillium Real Estate brokerage on 
Marconi Avenue. 

The mayoral title carries no power 
but guarantees much civic ribbon

$3000.  Half of this sum will assist 
the Carmichael Parks Foundation. 

“Supporting How 2 Love our Cops 
really made an impact on my life,” 
says DeLancey. “I want to keep 
bringing community awareness to the 
cause. Law officers are not just peo-
ple in uniform. They’re our neighbors 
and friends. They deserve as much 
loyalty back from us as they give to 

our community.”
The entrepreneur was one of nine 

Hispanic-American siblings. Schools 
were never more than a few minutes’ 
walk from their Garfield Avenue 
home; Isabel Ybarra began education 
at Our Lady of Assumption and later 
hiked to La Sierra High, where stu-
dents named her 1974 Homecoming 
Queen. Braniff Airways recruited 
her as a flight attendant and she later 
founded a beauty product supply 
company in Houston, TX. With 120 
employees, Hair Products of Texas 
held major distribution rights for the 
states of Texas and New Mexico, 
but the owner relinquished the com-
pany to return to Carmichael and 
support her aging parents. Here she 
reinvented herself as a real estate pro-
fessional. She also met and married 
sales representative Jeff DeLancey.

While anyone can get Valley fever, those 
most at-risk for severe disease include peo-
ple 60 years or older, people who are African 
American or Filipino, pregnant women, 
and people with diabetes or conditions that 
weaken the immune system.

Employers with employees working out-
doors should train workers about Valley fever 
symptoms and take steps to limit workers' 
exposure to dust, such as watering down soil 
before digging.

The State of California is taking action to 

raise awareness about Valley fever by allo-
cating $2 million in the 2018-2019 budget to 
plan, develop, launch and evaluate a Valley 
Fever Awareness campaign that CDPH will 
launch in the coming months. Governor 
Gavin Newsom has also approved a bill to 
require construction employers engaging in 
specific work activities in counties where 
Valley fever is endemic to provide aware-
ness training about Valley fever to their 
employees.

bad news? Your renter 
would be right next door. 
It would be a necessity to 
have very clear boundar-
ies in your relationship. 
Otherwise, some peo-
ple will come knocking 
on your door at midnight 
expecting you to change 
a light bulb or something 
silly like that. The trick 
to being a good landlord, 
especially for a rookie, is 
learning how to balance 
being firm with people, 
while still being fair and 
kind.

Another thing to con-
sider is the purchase of 
a duplex in general.

The Trump adminis-
tration is planning one 
of the biggest changes to 
Medicare in decades.

The draft rule would 
effectively bring socialist 
drug price controls to the 
United States. The change 
would threaten patients’ 
health and discourage 
companies from funding 
experimental treatments for 
deadly diseases.

T h e  r u l e  i m p a c t s 

Medicare Part B, which 
covers drugs adminis-
tered via shots and IV drips 
in hospitals and doctor’s 
offices. Most cancer treat-
ments, for instance, are 
covered through Part B.

Part B drugs cost more 
in America than in coun-
tries like Canada and the 
United Kingdom, which 
impose strict price con-
trols on prescription drugs. 
If bureaucratic agencies – 
such as Canada’s Patented 
Medicine Prices Review 
Board – deem a drug too 
expensive, they refuse to 
cover it.

Apparently, the Trump 
administration thinks these 
countries have the right 
idea. Officials believe that 
tying Medicare reimburse-
ments to the average prices 
paid for drugs in a handful 
of foreign countries, where 
price controls are common, 
would reduce Part B drug 

spending.
Americans have little to 

gain and much to lose from 
statist price controls.

Drug development is 
risky. It can take decades 
and cost a staggering $2.9 
billion to develop a new 
medicine. Most experi-
mental drugs never even 
make it out of the lab. 
Manufacturers fund future 
research with the revenue 
from just a handful of suc-
cessful products.

The rule would make 
drug development far less 
appealing. If the potential 
return on investment were 
capped, companies would 
have little reason to spend 
billions trying to develop 
new medicines.

History shows us what 
happens to drug develop-
ment when price controls 
are employed. Europe was 
a hotbed of drug innovation 
in the 1970s, producing 

over half all drugs world-
wide. But European nations 
gradually ramped up price 
controls in the ensuing 
decades.

U.S. leaders resisted 
that temptation – which 
explains why America now 
attracts 75 percent of global 
biopharmaceutical ven-
ture capital investments 
and develops more than 
half of the world’s medi-
cines, while Europe invents 
a mere third of drugs.

Price controls may yield 
some short-term savings, 
but they would cost patients 
dearly in the long run.
