“If you like
helping others and can ride a bike, these
get-acquainted rides provide opportu-
nities to hear, see and experience what
bike patrollers do,” said Recruiting
Adviser Tim Viall.

treatment is not typically

covered by health insurance,
and Moya herself incurred a
cost of $50,000 for one sur-
gery. It can also be difficult
to diagnose. According to
Columbia University Irving
Medical Center, in early
Lyme disease the test is neg-
ative 50-65% of the time.
This is difficult news for an
illness that must be treated as
early as possible for success.
Known as “the great imi-
tator” due to its penchant
for being diagnosed as other
illnesses first, some have
claimed to achieved remis-
sion, but for most Lyme
patients like Moya, the
condition is chronic and
lifelong. Her Lyme dis-
ease has broken through
her brain barrier and also
reached her heart. As a for-
mer marathon runner and
track coach, her days are
now physically limited.
“Your whole day is really
just going through your
protocol,” Moya shares,
explaining that life with
Lyme disease includes pills,
treatments, and definitely a
nap. “I can’t do what I used
to. I am usually limited to a
couple of outings per day.”
While the doctors never
determined exactly how
or where Moya contracted
Lyme disease, she has
made it her mission to pro-
tect others from a similar
experience. While she has
spent portions of the past
four years traveling to San
Rafael for further treat-
ment, she is also furthering
the spread of information
and awareness wherever
she can here at home. Lyme
Fight Foundation holds
workshops and speak-
ing engagements, provides
medical and tick testing

resources, and arranges
peer mentoring. The group
is also holding a gala
on September 30 at the
Gibbons Community Center
in Carmichael.

When asked what was the
biggest reward of running
Lyme Fight Foundation,
which consists of just her-
self and three women on
an executive board, she
says it’s been the opportu-
nity to talk with others who
are dealing with Lyme dis-
ease, and the relief in their
voices to find someone who
understands. The biggest
challenge?

“Getting people to real-
ize how serious it is and to
understand,” says Moya.

Locals would be wise
to listen to her. The
Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito
and Vector Control District
have discovered ten times
more ticks than usual in
2023, including even on the
beaches of San Francisco,

which isn’t a typical place
to find them. Such an unex-
pected surge in the tick
population is exactly why
Moya continues her Lyme
Fight Foundation work,
even when she struggles to
feel healthy most days.
“Everybody need[s] to
know what [is] out there,”
she said, “where you can
go for treatment. .. and have
ticks tested if you find one.”
If you would like to get
involved with Lyme Fight
Foundation, the nonprofit
is always looking for vol-
unteers and donors. Besides
the upcoming Gala, the
group can be found hold-
ing a Lyme awareness rally
at the Capital, serving the
community at river cleanups
and at local races including
the California International
Marathon. You can visit

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Medicaid Enrollment to Plummet. Newsom’s Plan Could Strip Services
What Beneficiaries Need to Know

Millions of Americans
will soon lose Medicaid
coverage, as some pan-
demic-era provisions that
kept people continuously
enrolled in the program
expire.

But those who find
themselves newly ineli-
gible for Medicaid have
plenty of other options
for affordable coverage.
Licensed, professional
agents and brokers can
ensure they secure health
plans that meet their
needs and budget.

The looming exodus
from Medicaid is a prod-
uct of the Families First
Coronavirus Response
Act, which Congress
passed in March 2020.
It offered additional fed-
eral funding for Medicaid
as long as states did not
disenroll anyone from
the program for the dura-
tion of the public health
emergency.

This continuous cov-
erage provision, and the
enhanced federal fund-
ing, swelled Medicaid’s
rolls. Total enrollment
in December 2022 was
85 million — up from
approximately 64 million
in February 2020.

This past December,
Congress gave states
the green light to review
the eligibility status of
people enrolled in their
Medicaid programs
beginning in April. States
have 12 months to return
to “normal,” pre-pan-

demic eligibility and
enrollment rules.

The federal govern-
ment will gradually scale
back the extra Medicaid

dollars it has been send-
ing to the states " — until
that enhanced match dis-
appears entirely at the
end of this year.

As a result, millions of
people may have to find
new health plans. The
Department of Health
and Human Services
estimates that up to 15
million people may lose
Medicaid and CHIP
coverage.

About 45% of this
group — 6.8 million peo-
ple — will likely remain
eligible for Medicaid.
They’ll just need to
reconfirm their eligibil-
ity for the program with
their state Medicaid
agency.

Many beneficiaries are
unaware of this require-
ment. They may ignore
phone calls or letters
from the state seeking
to verify their eligibility.
Or they may have moved
and neglected to update
their address with the
state. In the end, they can
be purged from Medicaid
without knowing.

About 8.2 million
Medicaid enrollees will
need to find replacement
coverage. Many will be
able to do so through
work. HHS projects
that about 5 million will
migrate from Medicaid
to employer-sponsored
insurance.

Another 2.7 million
will likely be able to
get subsidized coverage
through the Affordable
Care Act’s exchanges.
More than 60% of
that group, HHS esti-
mates, could qualify for
zero-premium plans.

Of course, it can be dif-
ficult to wade through all

the insurance options on
the exchanges — or to fig-
ure out how to confirm
eligibility for Medicaid.

Licensed, professional
agents and brokers can
help these millions of
folks weigh their health
insurance options. They
have the knowledge and
expertise to assist peo-
ple with re-enrolling
in Medicaid, if eligible
— or to claim all the sub-
sidies to which they may
be entitled through the
exchanges. Better yet,
their services are gener-
ally free for consumers.

According to the most
recent data from the
Centers for Medicare
and Medicaid Services,
agents and brokers
account for 71% of
exchange enrollees.
Consumers find their
advice extremely valu-
able. A study from the
Urban Institute found
that 80% of adults
who received external
information about the
exchanges said insurance
agents and brokers were
more helpful than other
resources.

As states begin to cull
their Medicaid rolls, it’s
critical that those who
have relied on the pro-
gram over the last few
years understand all the
affordable health insur-
ance options that remain
available to them. Agents
and brokers can ensure
that they do.

A major proposal from Gov. Gavin
Newsom to overhaul the state’s behav-
ioral and mental health system is likely to
take nearly $720 million away from ser-
vices provided by county governments
annually, according to a new analysis
from the Legislative Analyst’s Office.

Although that money would be reallo-
cated within the system, in part to house
homeless individuals with severe men-
tal illness and addiction disorders, the
report authors note that Newsom and key
legislators supporting the proposal have
neither provided a complete justification
for the changes nor have they published
an analysis on how the changes may
“negatively impact current services.”

“Consequently, as the Legislature
considers the proposal, we recommend
asking the administration certain ques-
tions to assess whether the proposal is
warranted,” the report states.

Newsom wants the Legislature to put
his proposal before voters next year in
tandem with a $4.68 billion bond mea-
sure to add psychiatric treatment beds.
It would change how the state allocates
money under the Mental Health Services
Act, which levies a 1% tax on income
above $1 million to fund behavioral
health services.

Homelessness has become one of the
most high-profile challenges plaguing
California, increasing 32% in the past
four years. Newsom, who promised to
reduce homelessness, announced his
intent during his State of the State tour
to divert nearly one-third of the state’s
Mental Health Services Act money to
help address homelessness.

Since that time, local behavioral health
providers and county officials have criti-
cized the proposal because of its potential
to cut services and pit mental health pro-
grams against homeless services. The
state has spent more than $20 billion on
housing and homelessness since 2018.

Supporters, meanwhile, say reprior-
itizing how the money is spent is long
overdue in light of the growing needs of
the state’s homeless population as well as
the addition of new funding sources for
mental health programs.

In a statement, Newsom’s Deputy
Communications Director Brandon
Richards said “upsetting the status quo”
was necessary in light of California’s
changing health care needs.

A recent study from UC San Francisco
found that two-thirds of homeless indi-
viduals experience mental health
conditions, although income loss is the
driving force behind the state’s home-
lessness crisis.

“What’s more upsetting is watch-
ing people continue to suffer on the
streets with ineffective interventions and
inability to access much needed treat-
ment,” Richards said. “A California
behavioral health system of care that
is more focused, more transparent, and
more accountable for results is what all
Californians deserve and what this his-
toric reform aims to achieve.”

Roughly one-third of the county men-
tal health infrastructure in the state is
supported by the Mental Health Services
Act, which was approved by voters in
2004 as a ballot initiative. Substantial
changes to the act, like the ones Newsom
proposed, require voter approval. Last
year the tax generated about $3.8 billion.

Critics of Newsom’s proposal say the
new analysis bolsters their argument that
the changes will result in significant cuts
to current programs, particularly those
that support children.

Newsom’s office has so far “danced
around” how much money would be

cut, said Adrienne Shilton, a lobbyist
for the California Alliance of Children
and Family Services, which represents
behavioral health providers in every
county. The report is the first to quantify
how the proposal would impact pro-
grams statewide.

“We’re seeing in real dollars what the
impact would be,” Shilton said.

The analysis estimates spending on
current programs would be reduced from
$1.34 billion to $621 million under the
plan.

The report identified a number of key
changes and unanswered questions for
the Legislature to consider in Newsom’s
plan:

*Reduced flexibility: Counties would
have less flexibility to determine how
money is spent. Based on current expen-
ditures, counties would be required to
increase spending on housing by $493
million and on “full-service partner-
ships” by $121 million. “Full-service
partnerships” include intensive wrap-
around services like case management,
housing and employment support as well
as clinical care.

*Program cuts likely: In order to meet
spending targets and caps, counties
would likely need to reduce spending on
current programs including “outpatient
services, crisis response, prevention ser-
vices, and outreach.”

*Less independent oversight: The
proposed restructuring moves much of
the program implementation and over-
sight authority to the Department of
Health Care Services. The change “sig-
nificantly limits” the independent
oversight of the current Mental Health
Services Oversight and Accountability
Commission.

Sacramento Mayor Darrell Steinberg,
who helped author the original law and
who has been a key supporter of the
changes, said the law was always meant
to prioritize “the plight of people liv-
ing with serious mental illness on our
streets.”

“It’s appropriate, in fact, it’s necessary
to set priority status,” Steinberg said.

Steinberg and Newsom'’s office also
contend that the state has invested heav-
ily in the mental health safety net in
other ways, including changes to the
Medi-Cal system and a $4.4 billion
one-time infusion into the Children and
Youth Behavioral Health Initiative.

“It’s no longer a funding source that
stands alone,” Steinberg said. “(Now),
the opportunity is to weave all these
pieces together so that everyone has
access to care, and nobody is left out or
left behind.”

Still, advocates say it is premature to
assume those investments have had a
positive impact and that many have not
yet been implemented. In an opposition
letter, Lishaun Francis, senior director
for behavioral health at Children Now
said the state “has yet to demonstrate
that it has delivered” on its promises and
that the proposal deprioritizes children
and youth.

Advocates also say those funding
sources, particularly Medi-Cal, won’t
reimburse for the non-clinical programs
like classroom interventions and family
resource centers that have historically
been supported by the Mental Health
Services Act. Medi-Cal is the state’s
health insurance program for extremely
low-income Californians.

“Families need flexibility,” said
Christine Stoner-Mertz, chief execu-
tive officer of the California Alliance of
Child and Family Services. “We need
community-designed practices, and we
haven’t been successful in doing that
with just Medi-Cal.” *

To Fight Impaired Driving

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) -The California
Highway Patrol (CHP) announced on
June 26, 2023, more than $19 million
in grant funding to 71 California law
enforcement agencies, crime laborato-
ries, and nonprofit organizations to help
address the dangers of driving under the
influence of alcohol and/or drugs. Law
enforcement recipients receiving the
education and toxicology grants include
Sacramento County District Attorney
Laboratory of Forensic Services, Arrive
Alive and Sacramento County District
Attorney Crime Lab.

The grants are the result of Proposition
64, the Control, Regulate and Tax Adult
Use of Marijuana Act, which tasked the
CHP with administering grants for edu-
cation, prevention, and enforcement
programs to help communities combat
impaired driving. Money is also avail-
able to crime laboratories conducting
forensic toxicology testing. Funding
for the grants comes from a tax on the

cultivation and sale of cannabis and can-
nabis products sold in California.
“Communities throughout California
will benefit greatly from the disburse-
ment of these grant funds intended
to help make California’s roadways
safer for all who use them,” said CHP
Commissioner Sean Duryee. “The
money will be used to help enhance traf-
fic safety by educating the public on the
dangers of impaired driving, remov-
ing impaired drivers from the roadway
through enforcement operations, and
advancing research on the issue.”
Fifty-four recipients of law enforce-
ment grants will use funds to address
impaired driving within their communi-
ties. In addition to traditional impaired
driving enforcement, funds will also
be used for drug recognition evalua-
tor training to enhance their respective
agency’s ability to detect drug-impaired
drivers. Additionally, funding will allow
for public outreach campaigns, including
educational presentations and commu-
nity events. *

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - On July
17, 2023, a jury found a for-
mer California state correctional
officer guilty of perjury in con-
nection with a federal grand jury
investigation into a conspir-
acy to cover up an assault of an
inmate, U.S. Attorney Phillip A.
Talbert announced. Following a
three-day trial, Brenda Villa, 32,
of North Highlands, was found
guilty of one count of perjury.

According to the court
records and evidence presented
at trial, Villa was a correctional
sergeant supervising other offi-
cers at California State Prison
— Sacramento (also known
as New Folsom State Prison
or CSP-Sacramento) when
correctional officer Arturo
Pacheco unlawfully assaulted
an inmate under color of law.
Following the assault and the
inmate’s death, the California
Department of Corrections and
Rehabilitation (CDCR) initiated

an internal investigation. As
the CDCR internal investiga-
tion proceeded, a federal grand
jury began investigating federal
criminal charges in conjunc-
tion with the Federal Bureau
of Investigation and the U.S.
Attorney’s Office.

Villa was called to testify in
front of the grand jury about
her role and the actions of her
fellow officers in covering up
the unlawful assault. Villa lied
under oath to the federal grand
jury investigating the incident.

This case is the product of
an investigation by the Federal
Bureau of Investigation with
assistance from the California
Department of Corrections and
Rehabilitation. Assistant U.S.
Attorneys Michael D. Anderson
and Rosanne L. Rust are prose-
cuting the case.

Former correctional officers
Arturo Pacheco and Ashley
Aurich pleaded guilty and were
sentenced to 12% years and 21
months in prison, respectively.

Villa’s sentencing will be

scheduled in front of U.S.
District Judge William B. Shubb
at a future court hearing. The
next hearing in the case is on
Monday, July 24, 2023. Villa
faces a maximum statutory pen-
alty of five years in prison for
perjury and a $250,000 fine. The
actual sentence, however, will
be determined at the discretion
of the court after consideration
of any applicable statutory fac-
tors and the Federal Sentencing
Guidelines, which take into

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Leqislation Introduced to Protect American Farmland
and National Secunity Sites from Foreign Adversaries

WASHINGTON, DC (MPG)
- On July 12, 2023,
Rep. Mike Thompson
(CA-04) and Select
Committee on Strategic
Competition between
the United States and the
Chinese Communist Party
Chairman Mike Gallagher
(WI-08) introduced
bipartisan legislation to
strengthen and expand pro-
tections around national
security sites, critical infra-
structure, and farmland.

“Protecting national
security and food secu-
rity go hand in hand in
our region — which is why
it is vital to know who
owns land around national
security sites,” said Rep.
Thompson. “The bipar-
tisan legislation I am
introducing with Chairman
Gallagher will help iden-
tify foreign actors who are
seeking to purchase land
near military installations
while maintaining food
security throughout our
country.”

Flannery Associates has
spent nearly $1 billion
over the last five years to
become the largest land-
owner in Solano County.
The land purchases go
up to the fence of Travis
Air Force Base, the home
of the largest wing of the
Air Force’s Air Mobility
Command.

The United States
Department of the
Treasury Committee on
Foreign Investment in the
United States (CFIUS) is
an interagency committee
authorized to review cer-
tain transactions involving
foreign investment in the
United States and certain
real estate transactions by
foreign persons, in order
to determine the effect of
such transactions on the
national security of the
United States. However,
there are significant gaps in
the current process.

The Protecting U.S.
Farmland and Sensitive
Sites From Foreign
Adversaries Act would:

Give CFIUS jurisdic-
tion over all land purchases
(with exceptions for real
estate in urban areas and
single housing units) by
foreign adversary entities;
This would avoid a repeat
of the “FuFeng incident”
where, despite a clear
national security concern
to a military installation
in North Dakota, CFIUS
claimed it was unable to
even review (let alone
block) the transaction
because the land was out-
side the scope of CFIUS
jurisdiction;

Authorize CFIUS
to consider U.S. food
security, including via

biotechnology acquisition,
as a factor in its national
security reviews and
require the Secretary of
Agriculture have a vote in
CFIUS reviews of transac-
tions that involve farmland
or agriculture technology;

Establish a “presump-
tion of non-resolvability”
by CFIUS that raises the
approval threshold for
CFIUS transactions by a
foreign adversary entity
purchasing near sensitive
sites (e.g., major military
sites, acknowledged intel-
ligence facilities, etc.);
CFIUS will be required to
review these transactions
with the presumption that
the national security con-
cerns cannot be resolved.

Mandatory CFIUS filing
for foreign adversary enti-
ties making land purchases
near sensitive sites. This
will ensure CFIUS remains
apprised of ongoing real
estate purchases by foreign
adversary entities;

Expand the list of sen-
sitive national security
sites designated for CFIUS
jurisdiction; Require
CFIUS to expand the list
of sensitive national secu-
rity sites to all military
facilities, acknowledged
intelligence sites, national
laboratories, and defense-
funded university-affiliated
research centers, critical
telecommunication nodes,
and more. Current CFIUS
regulations only cover a
limited number of sen-
sitive sites, and does not
include all military facili-
ties, national laboratories,
and other sites. CFIUS is
also limited to sensitive
sites that are US govern-
ment property.

The bill is led by
Rep. Mike Thompson,
Chairman Mike Gallagher,
Reps. John Garamendi
(CA-08), Dan Newhouse
(WA-04), Ed Case (HI-

If you owned a watercraft or an air-
craft, owned a business with assessable
fixtures and/or equipment, or leased
equipment on January 1 of this year and
you do not receive a tax bill by August
10, 2023, please contact the Unsecured
Property Tax Unit at 916-874-7833; avail-
able between the hours of 9 a.m. and 4
p-m., Monday through Friday, excluding
holidays.

Failure to receive a tax bill does not
excuse delinquency nor allow the tax
collector to cancel penalties or collec-
tion costs.

Payments may be made by mail or in
person at the County Tax Collector’s

Office located at 700 H Street, Room
1710, Sacramento, CA 95814; open
between the hours of 8§ a.m. and 5 p.m.,
Monday through Friday, excluding
holidays.

Property taxes may also be paid
online by e-check or credit card with the
Sacramento County Property Tax Bill
Information System website.

Unsecured tax bills issued in July of a
given year are due by August 31 of that
year. Payments remitted by mail must be
postmarked by the due date to avoid pen-
alty. Any payment submitted after the due
date is considered delinquent and subject
to additional fees.

Upon delinquency, a 10% penalty and
collection cost will be added. DMV reg-
istration may be withheld on watercraft
when delinquent unsecured property taxes
are reported. If a tax bill remains unpaid
after October 3, 2023, additional collec-
tion costs and monthly penalties at the rate
of 1.5% will be added to the base tax. %

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The Impending Implosion

California may force large businesses to disclose climate impacts

Corporations have

for years graded them-
selves on climate change,
at times marketing
themselves as environ-
mental stewards while
failing to fully disclose
their emissions.

Now California
is considering hold-
ing corporations more
accountable: If approved
by the Legislature and
Gov. Gavin Newsom,
two bills would make
California the first state to
require large corporations
to disclose their green-
house gas emissions and
report their risks from cli-
mate change.

One bill — already
approved by the Senate
— would force about
5,300 U.S. corporations
earning more than $1 bil-
lion and doing business
in California to annually
report their global emis-
sions of carbon dioxide
and other gases that con-
tribute to climate change.

Another bill that won
Senate approval would
require more than 10,000
companies with revenues
exceeding $500 million to
detail how climate change
poses financial risks to
their operations, not just in
California, but around the
world.

From Amazon and Bank
of America to McDonalds,
Chevron and General
Motors, any company
that meets the revenue
thresholds selling or pro-
ducing goods or services
in California would have
to comply with the two
wide-ranging measures.

The legislation would
force companies to
reveal their complete car-
bon footprint, even the
emissions coming from
the consumers who use
their products. The laws
would inevitably lead
to highly publicized
“top polluters” lists that
make major corpora-
tions more accountable
— and uncomfortable
— since their full role
in causing climate
change and its impact
on their finances would
be exposed.

From Amazon and Bank
of America to McDonalds
and General Motors, any
company that meets the
revenue thresholds would
have to comply with
the two wide-ranging
measures.

The goal is to provide
a more complete picture
of the tons of global gases
that large companies are
responsible for and how
their company is affected
by the warming climate,
according to the legisla-
tors who introduced the
two bills.

“This is basic trans-

parency,” said Sen. Scott
Wiener, a Democrat from
San Francisco whose
SB253 would mandate
emissions reporting for
billion-dollar compa-
nies doing business in
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California. “It’s import-
ant to know which
corporations are walk-
ing the walk, especially
as we see corporations
that market themselves
as green.”

Leading the oppo-
sition are California’s
Chamber of Commerce
and two consortiums of
large and powerful indus-
try groups, including the
Western States Petroleum
Association, which rep-
resents oil companies,
the Western Growers
Association and an associ-
ation of stockbrokers and
investment bankers.

The business groups
say the emissions esti-
mates could be inaccurate,
resulting in misguided
public policy, while put-
ting an onerous burden on
companies. The bill “will
generate a lot of misinfor-
mation,” said CalChamber
lobbyist Brady Van
Engelen.

In addition, Van
Engnelen called the other
bill that mandates cli-
mate-related financial risk
reports “a gold-plated
exercise in gathering
information.”

The reports would
include vulnerabilities to
shareholder value, con-
sumer demand, supply
chains, employee safety,
loans and other economic
threats that may be ampli-
fied by changing climate
and more extreme weather
events.

“Reporting regimes are
kind of the wild west of
the climate policy world,”
Van Engelen said. “These
reports aren’t free, it’s not
like you just get to press
‘control P’ and have a
report.”

Sen. Henry Stern, a
Democrat from Calabasas
said his climate risk
reporting bill, SB261,
would not be a burden on
industry because it adopts
an internationally recog-
nized standard for risk
reporting and levels the
playing field for corpora-
tions that already disclose
climate risks to their busi-
nesses. Stern said he is

working with the Chamber
to address its concerns.

After both bills won
Senate approval, they
will next be heard by
the Assembly’s Natural
Resources Committee in
the coming weeks.

Wiener authored a sim-
ilar emissions bill that fell
four votes short of passage
on the last night of last
year’s legislative session.
He made some conces-
sions to ease the burden on
companies.

California already has
a law requiring some
companies — power com-
panies, industrial facilities
and fuel suppliers — to
report greenhouse gases
emitted exclusively in
the state. But these new
legislative efforts would
substantially broaden that.

California is respon-
sible for less than 1% of
global greenhouse gases,
with transportation the
biggest source, followed
by industrial emissions,
power plants and agri-
culture. Total emissions
in the state declined 14%
between 1990 and 2020
— but have likely grown
since that initial pan-
demic year, when many
businesses shut down and
people drove less, accord-
ing to the Air Resources
Board.

“Unfortunately, there’s
no place that’s affected
(by climate change) more
directly than California,”
said Steven M. Rothstein,
a managing director with
Ceres, a nonprofit sustain-
ability group that supports
both measures. “So the
basic idea is that if you’re
running a business, you
want to have good infor-
mation about your risks
and your opportunities.”

Economic activity has
long been the princi-
pal driver of the world’s
changing climate, and
over the last two decades,
organizations have sought
uniform standards for
reporting corporations’
emissions and the risks
they face from rising tem-
peratures. The United
Kingdom already requires
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companies to report
their emissions and the
European Union will
begin requiring compa-
nies to track emissions
next year and report them
in 2025.

The Biden administra-
tion’s U.S. Securities and
Exchange Commission
has proposed standards
that would require pub-
licly traded companies to
report verified greenhouse
gas emissions and report
climate-related finan-
cial risks. The issue has
become political: Florida
Gov. Ron DeSantis, a
Republican, signed a ban
in May on investment
practices that take environ-
mental and social concerns
into account; President Joe
Biden vetoed a similar bill
earlier this year.

California’s propos-
als would have more
impact because they
would require private
companies to comply and
they would have more
stringent emissions report-
ing requirements, said
Catherine Atkin, a climate
attorney who formed the
group Carbon Accountable
to advocate for the bill.

“The SEC is pursu-
ing rulemaking on this,
but it has been a little
rocky. It’s unclear where
exactly that’s going to
land, so it’s really import-
ant for California to lead,”
Wiener said.

The new policies come
as major corporations
seek ways to promote
themselves as green and
socially responsible. Out
of the top 500 U.S. com-
panies that are publicly
traded, 92% report about
their activities related
to environmental and
social issues, accord-
ing to the Governance &
Accountability Institute.

The reality, however,
is that facing few actual
mandates, companies can
selectively report their
emissions and portray
themselves favorably,
leading in some instances
to greenwashing.

Businesses would have
to report not only the tons
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of gases they emit globally
from their operations and
energy use, but also from
less direct sources, such as
emissions from their sup-
ply chains, contractors and
use of their products.

These less-direct
sources, called “Scope
3” emissions, have raised
the concerns of business
groups. A 2021 article
in the Harvard Business
Review said such proto-
cols could lead to the same
emissions being reported
multiple times by different
companies, a critique that
CalChamber echoes.

Harvard professor Robert
Kaplan, one of the paper’s
authors, said California
lawmakers should allow
companies to exclude emis-
sions that come from the
use of their products.

“Companies have virtu-
ally no control over how
their customers use their
products and services,” he
said. “But they have a great
deal of control over the
emissions in the products
and services they purchase.”

Wiener said he “com-
pletely disagrees,”
calling the protocol the
“gold standard” for report-
ing greenhouse gases.

“Alternative account-
ing systems are totally
inappropriate for under-
standing each individual
corporation’s carbon emis-
sions — which is the
whole point of SB253,”
Wiener said. He said
corporations need to
“understand their own
individualized carbon
emissions...to shape their
supply chain, which can
account for over 90% of
their overall emissions.”

Matthew Fisher,
whose software com-
pany Watershed estimates
emissions for businesses,
said it is relatively
straightforward. The com-
pany’s clients include
delivery app DoorDash
and the restaurant chain
sweetgreen.

“The regulations
that you see around the
globe... all say a very
similar thing, which is,
estimates are fine,” said

Fisher. He said the com-
pany can pretty easily
“give a high-caliber esti-
mate” with just company
data, “without needing to
go to your supply chain.”

Van Engelen, the
California Chamber of
Commerce lobbyist, said
the emissions report-
ing requirements could
result in smaller or mid-
sized businesses losing
contracts with the larger
corporations because those
smaller companies might
not have a full account of
their own emissions.

What’s more, he said,
businesses of all sizes
might be reluctant to
expand their operations
because emissions might
be counted against them.

Under Wiener’s bill,
the emissions disclosures
would need to be inde-
pendently verified by an
outside auditor, and busi-
nesses would pay an
annual fee of up to $1,000
to cover state administra-
tive costs.

Of the 5,300 U.S. cor-
porations that would have
to report their emissions,
about 73% are private
companies, according
to Ceres. Many publicly
traded companies already
report climate risks in their
financial disclosure reports.

The other bill would
require the companies to
report their financial risks
by adhering to rules cre-
ated by The Financial
Stability Board, an
international financial reg-
ulatory body. About 80%
of the 10,400 affected
companies would be pri-
vate, according to the
sustainability group Ceres.

The debate comes as
climate change is lead-
ing to more heat waves,
swings between droughts
and floods, wildfires,
and hurricanes. As of
June 8, the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration had con-
firmed nine disasters
exceeding $1 billion in
impacts this year. The
annual average over the
previous five years was
18, compared with only
eight each year from
1980 to 2022, adjusted for
inflation.

Researchers recently
reported that greenhouse
gas emissions are worsen-
ing California’s wildfires,
according to a recent study
by academic researchers in
Spain and California.

Stern said his
bill is aimed at get-
ting corporations to
be honest about these
new realities.

“This is about get-
ting the corporate and
financial sector to look
at things that are very
material and conced-
edly quite inconvenient,”
Stern said. “None of this
is going to necessarily be
good news. ‘Oh, there are
more wildfires than ever,
there is more drought
risk than ever.” Those are

all uncomfortable
truths that we are
wrestling with.” *
