SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - If
vaping is touted as less harmful than
smoking, the habit is not healthy for
waterways.

With the popularity of e-ciga-
rettes, e-debris is new age trash in the
American River. In the short distance
between Sunrise Bridge (Fair Oaks)
to Ancil Hoffman Park (Carmichael)
riverbeds and banks have lately
yielded thousands of plastic vape
cartridges.

These contain lithium batteries and
cocktails of nicotine, oils and flavor-
ings inhaled by vapers.

The river not only supplies drink-
ing water for millions of humans. Its

pollution also impacts fish and a mul-
titude of wildlife species. Pollution
also impacts fish and thousands of
wildlife species. “Batteries contain
highly toxic chemicals and acids,”
explains California Department
of Fish and Wildlife Fisheries
Supervisor Nick Bauer. “In stag-
nant water, these and vaping residues
can accumulate and become more
concentrated. They can leech into
sediment and be consumed by organ-
isms living in the water.

“All river wildlife is potentially
affected because harmful chemi-
cals tend to bio-accumulate as they
move up the food chain. The contain-
ers eventually wash downriver to add
to the huge amount of plastic in the
Pacific Ocean.”

California Wildlife Encounters
rescuer Ken Nuckolls considers e-de-
bris “the new environmental hazard
plaguing our waterways.”

“Arsenic, lead, chromium and
nickel in lithium batteries are known
carcinogens,” he says. “Ingestion of
lead kills our native eagles. It only
takes a particle the size of a rice grain
to be fatal for them.”

Notes diver Matt Spruitenburg:
“Five years ago, we seldom found
vaping apparatus... Now we see it
everywhere. These items are dis-
posable, so when they’re finished,
some rafters just toss them. Dumping
trash in the American River is illegal.
There are garbage cans in landing
areas. Rafters can surely hold their

Man Indicted
for Sexual
Exploitation
and Child
Pornography

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - A
federal grand jury returned
a three-count indictment
today against Sam Moss
Kerfoot, 27, of Carmichael,
charging him with sexual
exploitation of a minor,
distribution of child por-
nography, and possession
of child pornography, U.S.
Attorney Phillip A. Talbert
announced.

According to court doc-
uments, in April and May
2022, Kerfoot sexually
abused a minor and pro-
duced visual depictions of
the minor engaged in sex-
ually explicit conduct. In
addition, Kerfoot is alleged
to have distributed child
pornography in April 2022
and possessed child por-
nography in June 2023.

This case is the product
of an investigation by the
Sacramento Valley Hi-Tech
Crimes Task Force Internet
Crimes Against Children unit
including the Sacramento
County Sheriff’s Office, with
assistance from the Federal
Bureau of Investigation
and Homeland Security
Investigations. Assistant U.S.
Attorneys Emily Sauvageau
and Alstyn Bennett are pros-
ecuting the case.

If convicted of the
charges as alleged, Kerfoot
faces a minimum statu-
tory penalty of 25 years
in prison, a maximum of
50 years in prison, and a
$250,000 fine for sexual
exploitation of a minor; a
minimum statutory penalty
of 15 years in prison, a max-
imum of 40 years in prison,
and a $250,000 fine for
distribution of child pornog-
raphy; and a minimum of 10
years in prison, a maximum
of 20 years in prison, and
a $250,000 fine for posses-
sion of child pornography.
Any sentence, however,
would be determined at the
discretion of the court after
consideration of any appli-
cable statutory factors and
the Federal Sentencing
Guidelines, which take into
account a number of vari-
ables. The charges are only
allegations; the defendant is
presumed innocent until and
unless proven guilty beyond
a reasonable doubt.

This case was brought
as part of Project Safe
Childhood, a nationwide
initiative launched in May
2006 by the Department
of Justice to combat the
growing epidemic of child
sexual exploitation and
abuse. Led by the United
States Attorneys’ Offices
and the Criminal Division’s
Child Exploitation and
Obscenity Section, Project
Safe Childhood marshals
federal, state, and local

Virtual and in-person
race options are available, and
adult registration begins at $35.
Strollers are allowed in the
untimed races, but dogs in stroll-
ers are not; all pets are asked to
stay at home.

If you’re willing to drive a bit
farther, there is the Elk Grove
Gobble Wobble. This fun event
features a 5K race, a Fun Run
(1/4 mile) for kids, food, music,
raffles, vendor booths, and a fun
zone. Virtual and in-person race
options are available for the 5K.
Registration is $10 for the kids
fun run, $20 for the virtual 5Kk,
and $30-$50 for the in-person 5K
(depending on registration date).

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2023 Legslative Recap: The Good,
the Bad, and the Ugly

The 2023 legislative ses-
sion officially came to
an end this month as the
Governor’s deadline to
sign or veto bills passed
on October 14, 2023. In
total, this legislative year
saw 1,046 bills land on
Governor Newsom’s desk
and he signed 890 of them
into law. Here is a sum-
mary of the good, bad, and
ugly legislative outcomes in
2023 that will go into law in

January:

The Good

SB 14 (Grove) -
Combating Human
Trafficking

This hard-fought piece of
legislation will make human
trafficking of a minor a seri-
ous felony in California.
Many may find it hard
to believe that it wasn’t
already, but prior to this bill
passing this crime did not
fall under our state’s Three
Strikes law. After passing
with unanimous bi-partisan
support in the State Senate,
SB 14 was killed in the
Assembly Public Safety
Committee earlier this year.
Thanks to enormous public
pressure and bipartisan out-
cry, the committee re-voted
and rightfully moved the
bill forward.

SB 799 (Portantino) -
Vetoed by the Governor

This bill to provide unem-
ployment insurance benefits
to striking workers passed
out of the Legislature
despite a strong coalition
of opposition. Thankfully
Governor Newsom refused
to sign it into law stating
in his veto letter that “now
is not the time to increase
costs or incur this sizable
debt.” The state’s unem-
ployment insurance (UI)
fund is currently over $18
billion in debt to the fed-
eral government. California
employers are on the hook
to pay back this loan after

years of mismanagement
by the state, a problem the
Legislature refused to fix
when it had a budget sur-
plus. SB 799 would have
further exacerbated the sit-
uation with our Ul system.

Many Bills Harmful to
Public Safety Defeated

Sometimes good news
comes in the form of defeat-
ing bad bills. A number of
bills that would have made
our communities less safe
were killed at different
stages of the process. These
included legislative efforts
to defund school resource
officers (AB 1299), ban the
use of police canines (AB
742), prohibit consensual
searches (AB 93), prohibit
enforcement of low-level
infractions (SB 50), expand
eligibility for early release
from prison (SB 81), allow
parole consideration for
criminals sentenced to life
in prison (SB 94), and allow
felons to vote from prison
(ACA 4).

The Bad

Lack of Progress on
Fentanyl Crisis

Putting a stop to the
fentanyl crisis that is kill-
ing over 100 Californians
per week, including high
school students in our com-
munity, needs to be one of
the state’s top priorities.
While the Legislature did
pass a number of bills relat-
ing to fentanyl education,
it failed to increase penal-
ties on the dealers trafficking
fentanyl into our neighbor-
hoods. They even killed a
bill I coauthored to require
Naloxone (medicine that
rapidly reverses an opioid
overdose) in every school.
Much work remains to be
done to address this crisis
and I look forward to push-
ing for greater change in the
coming year.

Failure to
Proposition 47

At the beginning of the
legislative year, I intro-
duced AB 75 to reform
Proposition 47 and restore
some accountability in our
criminal justice system.
Prop. 47 (infamously named
the “Safe Neighborhoods
and Schools Act” when it
passed in 2014) reduced a
number of felonies to mis-
demeanors and contributed
to an increase in retail theft
across the state. My bill

Reform

would have brought back
harsher penalties for serial
theft offenders, but it was
defeated in the Assembly
Public Safety Committee
along with other efforts to
reform Prop. 47.

Passed Legislation that
will Cost Consumers

The Legislature passed
two minimum wage bills
that will further increase the
cost of living for California
families. AB 1228 creates
a $20 minimum wage for
fast food workers, while SB
525 creates a $25 minimum
wage for healthcare work-
ers. The latter bill will result
in increased healthcare costs
for consumers, while poten-
tially decreasing healthcare
access in the parts of our
state where hospitals are
already struggling to stay
afloat.

The Ugly

Taxpayers Under Fire

The Legislature simultane-
ously passed a constitutional
amendment to reduce the
vote threshold for local tax
increases (ACA 1) and a
constitutional amendment to
increase the vote threshold
for passing taxpayer protec-
tions (ACA 13). No matter
how high our taxes get in
California, it never seems to
be enough. Instead of mak-
ing it easier to increase taxes
in our state even further, our
Legislature would be wise to
get a handle on its propen-
sity to overspend. Voters will
have the opportunity to make
their voice heard on these
measures at the ballot box in
2024.

It is an honor to be your
representative and I look
forward to continuing the
fight for policies in the
Legislature that protect the
interests of the families, tax-
payers, and small businesses
in our community.

Fatal Collision with Pedestrian
on Highway 99

CHP News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - On October 19th,
2023, at approximately 8:02 p.m., CHP-
South Sacramento units responded to a
vehicle versus pedestrian traffic crash that
occurred on southbound Highway 99, north
of 12th Avenue.

Upon arrival, preliminary investiga-
tion indicates that a 2003 Dodge Ram
pickup, driven by a 47-year-old male from
Sacramento, was observed by a witness
weaving in multiple lanes on southbound
Business 80 from Arden Way to E Street.
The driver of the Dodge was then seen to
sideswipe a large- or medium-size truck tow-
ing a car-hauler/trailer in the number-two
lane just south of N Street, causing minor
damage to the left side of the Dodge. The
witness stated that the impact was so minor
that the truck/car-hauler driver may not
have felt it as he continued southbound on
Highway 99.

The driver of the Dodge followed the
other truck and came to a complete stop in

front of it on southbound Highway 99, north
of 12th Avenue in the middle of the num-
ber-two lane. The witness reported that the
driver of the Dodge, who was the solo occu-
pant and driver, got out and confronted the
other driver at his driver's-door window. The
witness then saw the truck/car-hauler acceler-
ate rapidly to go around the Dodge, knocking
down and running over the driver/pedestrian
of the Dodge with its rear trailer tires.

The witness was not able to obtain a
license plate on the other vehicle as he
stopped to help the struck driver/pedestrian.
The driver of the Dodge was conscious and
alert at the scene and transported to a local
hospital. The Sacramento County Coroner
notified CHP-South Sacramento that the
driver had succumbed to his injuries during
surgery. The name of the driver of the Dodge
will be released by the Sacramento County
Coroner's Office when next of kin is noti-
fied.

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Another Wet Winter Looms. California Needs Social Security Matters

To Get Sertous Ahout Water Management

Oct. 1 is the beginning of
what hydrologists call the
“water year.”

Historically, California’s
reservoirs are near their
lowest levels by this point
after months of being drawn
down, mostly to irrigate
fields and orchards, during
the state’s precipitation-free
summer.

This October is quite
different.

Last winter’s heavy rain
and snow storms, generated
by a series of atmospheric
rivers, filled reservoirs even
as dam managers fully
opened their gates to send as
much water downstream as
possible.

So much rain and snow
fell in the southern San
Joaquin Valley that Tulare
Lake, once one of the
nation’s largest natural lakes,
was recreated, and threat-
ened the town of Corcoran.

Virtually every reservoir
in the state contains more
than 100% of their historic
storage levels at the begin-
ning of the water year. The
biggest ones, such as Shasta
and Oroville, are close to
three-quarters full even after
giving farmers their full
quotas of irrigation water
during the growing season.

Hydrologists and mete-
orologists, moreover, are
telling Californians that
they may see a repeat in

to a phenomenon known as
El Niflo, and it potentially
could surpass last winter’s
storms.

El Nifio is a warm current
that often results in huge
amounts of Pacific Ocean
water being sucked into the
atmosphere and delivered to
land as rain and snow.

“The anticipated strong El
Nifio is the predominant cli-
mate factor driving the U.S.
winter outlook this year,”
Jon Gottschalck, chief of
the operational prediction
branch at NOAA’s Climate
Prediction Center, told the
Los Angeles Times.

He and other weather
scientists predict that
California and other Western
states will see above-aver-
age precipitation and some
believe it could surpass the
1997-98 winter when floods
and mudslides killed 17
Californians and caused $1
billion in property damage.

“It’s only been seen three
times previously in the his-
torical record,” Stephen
Yeager, project scientist
with the National Center
for Atmospheric Research,
told public radio station
KQED. “We are looking at
the potential of a major sea-
son-long event that could
impact people and their
livelihoods.”

The prospect of another
heavy precipitation winter
is both uplifting to a state
that had experienced sev-
eral years of drought prior
to last winter and a little
frightening.

Mostly, it’s another warn-
ing to Californians — and
particularly their politicians
— that it’s beyond time to
take the state’s water situa-
tion seriously and become
more proactive on both flood
protection and water storage.

after years of dithering,
some significant progress
is being made on rational-
izing water management in
California. A few days ago,
federal and local water
officials announced the
approval of a project that
would expand storage in the
San Luis Reservoir, a major
off-stream facility in the
Pacheco Pass.

San Luis absorbs
water from the California
Aqueduct that’s not cur-
rently needed and releases
it on demand. It has the
capacity to store 2 mil-
lion acre-feet now and
the new project will add
another 130,000 acre-feet of
capacity.

It’s one out of a flurry of
storage projects now in the
works, including another
off-stream reservoir on the
west side of the Sacramento
Valley called Sites. That
project has been kick-
ing around for decades and
is finally gaining political
approval and serious com-
mitments of money.

Off-stream storage avoids
the environmental issues of
dams that plug rivers, such
as Shasta and Oroville, and
adversely affect fish and
other wildlife.

State water authorities
believe that, with climate
change, California will
receive more of its precip-
itation as rain, rather than
snow. It’s critical, therefore,
that we have storage, both
above-ground and in aqui-
fers, to replace the natural
reservoir of the Sierra snow-
pack as it recedes.

The message is finally hit-
ting home.

My Birthday is on the First of the Month;
When Should | Claim Social Security?

Dear Rusty: 1 will be
62 on November first
and I have chosen to
take my benefits early.
I know that my bene-
fit will be less than it
would be if I waited and
that does not concern
me, but I don’t want to
be without income for
a long period of time. |
know that if my birthday
is on the first or second
of the month, then I can
draw that month. Does
that mean that when I
turn 62 on November
1st that I can receive
my first check on the
second Wednesday of
November? And should
I select November as the
month I’d like my ben-
efits to start? I also read
that I would be paid the
month following the
month I select, hence
my confusion. Signed:
Confused Senior

Dear Confused:
There are a few differ-
ent Social Security rules
which come into play
in your specific circum-
stance which are likely
creating your confusion.
First, since you will be
62 on November first,
you will first become eli-

starting with the month
of November. Those born
on the first or second of
the month are eligible for
benefits for that entire
month, whereas those
who turn 62 later in the
month wouldn’t be eli-
gible for benefits until
the following month.
To claim benefits, you
must be 62 for the entire
month and, because your
birthday is on the first,
your first month being 62
for the entire month will
be November, and that
is the month you should
specify as your bene-
fit-start month on your
application.

The next thing to be
aware of is that Social
Security pays benefits in
the month following the
month those benefits are
earned. That means that
your November benefits
will be paid in December.
The exact payment date
is determined by the
recipients birthday —
born before the eleventh
of the month, SS pay-
ments are made on the
second Wednesday; born
between the eleventh and
twentieth of the month,
payments are received on
the third Wednesday of
the month; and for those
born after the twentieth
of the month, payment
is received on the fourth
Wednesday. Thus, since
you were born on the
first of the month and
are claiming benefits to
start in November, your
first Social Security pay-
ment will be deposited
in your bank account on
the second Wednesday
of December, and all

Security payments will
be made on that same
second-Wednesday
schedule.

You can apply for your
Social Security bene-
fits up to 4 months prior
to the month you wish
them to start, and SS rec-
ommends you apply at
least 2 months prior to
allow time for processing
your application. On the
application, they will ask
which month you wish
your benefits to begin,
and you can indicate
November to get your
earliest possible payment
in December. Actually,
you can simply select
the following option on
the Social Security ben-
efit application: “I want
benefits beginning with
the earliest possible
month and will accept an
age-related reduction,”
which will accomplish
the same thing.

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Hells Angels Members Arrested
for Attempted Murder

Sacramento County Sheriff's Office
News Release

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - At
approximately 9:20 a.m. on Saturday,
July 8, 2023, deputies from the
Sacramento County Sheriff’s Office
responded to a residential neighborhood
on Laurel Oak Way in Fair Oaks to the
report of a shooting. Deputies arrived on
scene and located an adult male shot in
the stomach. The victim was transported
to the hospital and ultimately survived
his injuries.

Deputies and detectives from the
Sheriff’s Gang Suppression Unit (GSU)
determined the shooting was gang-mo-
tivated and the victim was targeted.
The investigation revealed four San
Francisco Hells Angels Motorcycle
Club members were responsible for
the shooting. Detectives obtained arrest
warrants for Valentino Venezia, Dominic
Venezia, Ederic Llarena, and William
Kibblewhite.

Detectives, FBI San Francisco SWAT,
FBI Sacramento SWAT, Central County
SWAT, Daly City SWAT, FBI Safe-
Streets, and CDCR Special Services
Unit (SSU) executed a seven-location
search warrant related to the shooting.
All four suspects were subsequently
taken into custody. The search war-
rants yielded 15 firearms, approximately
$112,000 in cash, and Hells Angels gang
indicia and intelligence documents.
Valentino and Dominic Venezia were
booked into the San Francisco County
Jail; Ederic Llarena was booked into the
Contra Costa County Jail; and William
Kibblewhite was booked into the San
Mateo County Jail. All four were
charged with PC 664/187 (Attempted
Murder); PC 245(a)(2) (Assault with a
Deadly Weapon); PC 246 (Shooting at an
Occupied Vehicle); PC 182.5 (Criminal
Gang Conspiracy); and PC 186.22
(Gang Enhancement). All four sus-
pects were scheduled to appear in court
in Sacramento on October 27, 2023, at
3:00 p.m. *

My wife and I are both 36
years old, and we have two
children. Our son is six, and
our daughter will be four
next month. We’ve been
walking through the Baby
Steps, and we should have
our home paid off sometime
next summer. We realized
the other day the one thing
missing from our financial
picture is life insurance. We
both work outside the home.
She makes $60,000 a year,
while I make $80,000 a year.
At our age, and in our cur-
rent situation, do you think
we should we get 20-year or
30-year level term life insur-
ance policies?

Dear Clay,

You guys are doing a great
job of getting control of your

finances and planning for
the future. Speaking of the
future, do you plan on hav-
ing more kids? If you do,
you might want to go with
30-year policies. If you’ve
decided two are enough, then
based on your present situa-
tion I think 20-year policies
would work out fine.

I recommend folks have
10 to 12 times their annual
income in life insurance cov-
erage. That means you’d
need between $800,000 and
$960,000 in coverage, while
your wife needs a policy in
the $600,000 to $720,000
range. But let’s take a deeper
dive into all this.

Your kids will be in their
mid-twenties in 20 years.
Ideally, they both should
have finished college by that
time, or at the very least, be
working and living on their
own. If you continue to fol-
low my plan, you and your
wife will have paid off your
home in a few months and
be completely debt-free.
And, you’ll have been sav-
ing 15% of your income for
retirement over those 20
years. On average, that alone
should give you more than

a half-million dollars for
retirement.

Do you see where I'm
going with this, Clay?
Eventually, you two will
become self-insured by get-
ting out of debt, staying out
of debt and piling up cash.
So, if you’ve got $500,000
or more in a retirement fund,
no debt and your children are
grown and out of the house,
even if you or your wife
were to die unexpectedly at
that point, the other would
still be taken care of and in
great shape financially.

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) -
Secretary of State Shirley N. Weber, Ph.D.
delivered the keynote at the Future of
California Elections (FoCE) Conference
at the Hyatt Regency in Sacramento.
The conference brought together eclec-
tions officials, election reform advocates,
researchers, organizers, and other stake-
holders to discuss key topics in voting and
elections, build relationships, and together
begin to imagine a future for our elections
that better serves all voters.

Weber said that, while California has
made significant advances increasing voter
registration on a large scale and making
voting easier and more accessible, more
needs to be done to outreach to these new
voters to help them cultivate habits of

voting.

“As elections officials, we will never be
satisfied not only when every eligible per-
son is registered to vote, but when every
registered voter actually shows up to vote.
We must inform voters of the when, where
and how of voting. But there is one thing
that keeps us from being successful for
the health of our democracy and to have

California

sustained participation - we must remind
voters of the “why” of voting.”

Weber said it’s imperative that elections
officials convey to voters that participation
in voting is an exercise of their power to
take control of their lives and to help their
families, neighborhoods and communities
flourish. She also exhorted California to
revive the spirit of the Civil Rights era’s
Freedom Summer, where hundreds of vol-
unteers went to Mississippi in the summer
of 1964 and risked arrest and violence to
register Black voters and to educate them

on how to exercise the franchise.

“There is too much at risk and too
many people who died for women’s right
to vote. There has been so much sacri-
fice to let it atrophy. As elections officials
and advocates, we must make sure that we
undertake the necessary task of educating

the public on why voting matters.”

Weber made it clear that in order to
translate policies for increased registration
into expanded participation in an environ-
ment where democracy is under threat,
lawmakers must prioritize sustained
investment for voter education.

“If the state believes in it, they need to
fund it.” she said. *

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Melissa Hayden Dreams Big for Homeless Animals

CITRUS HEIGHTS, CA (MPG) - “To
me, nothing’s been done yet,”
said Melissa Hayden when asked
about her accomplishments
as a rescuer of local animals.
Despite forming an active res-
cue group, being recognized by
City Council, and being in the
process of getting a new animal
shelter off the ground, Hayden
is humble.

She doesn’t believe in recog-
nition until her ultimate dream,
a shelter within Citrus Heights
opens its doors. “I really don't
want recognition until we’re cut-
ting the ribbon,” she said.

Despite her selfless outlook,
Hayden does indeed deserve rec-
ognition. Having been raised
on a farm, she has always loved
animals and held a passion to
help them.

“When you’re having a bad
day,” she recently reflected,
“the animals don’t care. When
they see you, they are happy to
see you.”

After Hayden made the move
from the mountains to the more
suburban Citrus Heights, she
was surprised to see cats every-
where. From a mother cat with
her kitten litter in a roof gut-
ter, to cats discovered dead in
the street, Hayden was stunned.
While her hometown contained
exclusively indoor cats due to
risk of mountain lions and other
predators, here in the city she
grappled with the concept of
cats being let out, and more so
with the dangerous risks they
faced like fast moving traffic.

“I was really confused as to
how this was happening and
going on,” she said. “I started
asking around.”

Her research took her to
local pet stores and Sacramento
Animal Control, where she
learned a lot about both out-
door and feral cat life, and how
inaccessible certain things like
microchipping and shelter spots
could be. After taking in a feral
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and  detached garage.

cat she developed a close bond
with, she found it difficult — and
expensive — to get him chipped.
The price tag was $360 plus a
wellness visit at the vet, which
only increased costs further. It
was clear to Hayden that if she
felt the price was steep, low-in-
come and homeless pet owners
stood no chance.

She also discovered that some
services like microchipping were
not fully done locally.

“I'd like to see some things we
have outsourced (come locally
to Citrus Heights) — our animals,

our people, our community —
we need to do more. Whether
we get a shelter here or a TNR
program.”

TNR stands for “trap, neuter,
release,” and it has been a large
part of Hayden’s passion project
— a local neighborhood cat and
dog rescue. She started by rescu-
ing loose dogs, and then included
working with trapping feral cats
as well as reuniting those with
owners.

The only starting resource
she had was Lost & Found pet
groups on Facebook.

“We said this is really hard
because on Facebook you aren’t
getting to that dog fast enough.
How can we make this more suf-
ficient for the animals?” Hayden
stated.

After working with a couple
of neighbors, they started a mass
text for their own neighborhood,
so whoever was available at that
time could jump into action.
There are currently 10 people on
the action team, and if anyone
sees a lost or loose animal, they
text the group. Hayden noted that
the group’s demand ebbs and

flows with the seasons — holidays
like the 4th of July are busiest,
with their small squad sometimes
rescuing upwards of three pets in
a day.

Hayden would like to see their
group modeled in different areas
of Citrus Heights and beyond.

“I really hope that each and
every neighborhood would start a
group. Similar to a Neighborhood
Watch, but for animals.”

Hayden’s involvement with
a TNR program led to over 100
spayed and neutered cats, and
her neighborhood TNR has com-
pleted five and counting. She
recently went before the City
Council to propose a fully func-
tioning animal shelter after
learning of Animal Control’s lim-
ited hours and resources.

“We are such an independent
town. We have our own police
force — we are really independent
from Sacramento for the most
part...It doesn't make sense to
me that if we are so independent
in our city why we don’t have an
animal shelter,” Hayden said.

Plans are underway to change
that, thanks to Hayden’s vision
and drive. Now Hayden and her
team begin working through per-
mitting and all the red tape that
comes with building something
so complex.

“I want somewhere for animals
to go to that is safe and away from
cars and traffic — a safe spot to
rest while waiting for their own-
ers,” said Hayden when asked
about her future dream. “My hope
for the future is to help our com-
munity have better access to help
rescuers. To help the low-income,
homeless, and disabled to have
better access to facilities for spay
and neuter and chips.”

Hayden welcomes anyone who
is interested in helping Citrus
Heights’ animal population to get
involved. And, as a team player,
she also requested her fellow res-
cuers be mentioned in this story.

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - This is
a good time to make sure residents know
what to do in case we have a repeat of last
January's storms.
It is important for you to know the flood
risk to your home or business. After years
of drought, the floods of 2023 were a stark
reminder about the County's location in a
floodplain. The County's Department of
Water Resources has information to help
residents understand the threat flood-
ing may pose to property. Go to www.
stormready.org and click Flood Zone
Information to learn more about your
flood risk.
If you live in a flood zone, you can
reduce the potential for damage to your
property by being proactive.
1.Before the rain falls, remember to
clear storm drains of leaves and debris
to ensure the water freely flows away
from your home. Clogs can cause
localized flooding to streets that could
eventually back up to your doorway.

2.1f you come across street flooding, call
3-1-1 to have County crews come out
and clear the clogs.
3.Don't drive through flooded streets.
Turn around, don't drown!

4.1f you see items dumped into nearby
creaks, call 3-1-1 and report it. It's
important to clear those areas before
the rain to avoid problems.

Even in non-disaster years, nearly
20 percent of flood insurance claims in
Sacramento County come from moder-
ate to low-risk areas. Residents can obtain
flood insurance if their homes or busi-
nesses are not in the mapped floodplain. If
unchecked, localized flooding can cause a
lot of damage. If you live in an area prone
to flooding, consider talking to a qualified
insurance agent about flood insurance. It
takes 30 days for flood insurance to take
effect, so don't wait.

Did you know that Sacramento County
takes part in a special Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) program

that helps reduce the cost of flood insur-
ance? Through FEMA, residents living in
a designated Special Flood Hazard Area
can save about $446.00 per year on the full
cost of a standard flood insurance policy.

Take the time to develop an evacuation
plan for you and your family. This plan
will be useful for any potential disasters,
including fires. It's not too early to decide
where you will go and what you should
take.

What do you take if you need to leave?
Remember the “five Ps" you should have
ready to go if you need to evacuate:

1. People and pets

2.Papers (important documents)

3. Prescriptions (medication, eyeglasses,

hearing aids)

4. Pictures (Irreplaceable memories)

5. Personal computer

Also, have a designated meeting place
in case your family is separated. Visit
Stormready.org to view evacuation maps
as well as the region's flooding history.

Need sandbags? On November 1,
Sacramento County will open two
sandbag locations for residents in the
unincorporated area. For those who live
in a flood prone area, this will offer up the
chance to grab sandbags prior to the rainy
season. The County supplies the sand
and bags, but bring a shovel. There is a
20-bag limit per visit.

Do you live near a creek or stream?
Follow the rise of nearby streams with
the Water Resources Rainfall and Stream
Level Information System at www.sac-
flood.org. This system monitors 47
different waterways in the County. If you
live by one, it's one way to keep an eye
on how high the water is rising.

You can also receive evacuation notices
during flood threats by signing up to
Sacramento Alert. This Countywide
system, run by the Office of Emergency
Services, will keep you informed about
potential flooding or other emergen-
cies threatening your neighborhood.

SAFE Hosts Interactive Financial Literacy Workshop at Sac State

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) -
With fewer than 1.5 percent of
California students receiving
any guaranteed financial edu-
cation in schools, SAFE Credit
Union is stepping in to fill the
gap with a new program that
lets teens and young people
learn first-hand the sort of finan-
cial decisions they’ll make as
adults.

SAFE recently brought its
new Budget Cents program
to California State University,
Sacramento students. The col-
lege’s Associated Students
Incorporation (ASI) partnered
to host the event.

“The lack of financial edu-
cation can lead to young
adults making mistakes that
can impact them for years,”
says SAFE Credit Union
Vice President of Community
Relations and Financial
Education Rebecca Delmundo.
“Helping young people learn
positive spending and budget-
ing practices can position them
for a better future, especially
when it comes time for those
major life milestones like buy-
ing a house, new car, or starting
a family.”

“It’s just those sort of insights
that Sac State students could
benefit from,” said Sasha
Margulies, marketing coordi-
nator with ASI. “I think it’s a
wonderful opportunity for stu-
dents to come learn how to
manage their finances, what
they should be doing to prepare
for the real world while in col-
lege and set themselves up for
success after they graduate.”

Budget Cents is targeted to
teens and young adults learning
to become financially indepen-
dent. The simulation provides
real-life scenarios giving stu-
dents a better idea of financial
decisions they’ll make when
living on their own. Students
are given a persona that

includes a job, income, family
size, and debt level. They then
visit various stations that repre-
sent major expenses, including
housing, vehicles, childcare,
and entertainment.

SAFE representatives help
students with their budget and
provide feedback to the students
at the end of the simulation. The
goal is to see whether students
successfully budgeted their
money while ensuring they are
not overdrawn and have money
left for savings.

“What surprises students
the most during the simula-
tions without a doubt is how
much things cost,” SAFE Credit
Union Financial Wellness
Manager Hector Madueno
said. “When we built this pro-
gram, we looked at data for the
Greater Sacramento area. So,
when they are running through
it, they’re going to see actual
housing costs, the actual costs
of food or dining out.”

Greater Sacramento region.
“We believe that providing

individuals with the knowledge

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It's Getting Out of Hand

California’s poverty rate
climbed in the first quarter of
2023, the latest quarter measured
by the Public Policy Institute of
California. Poverty increased
from 11.7% in 2021 to 13.2%,
the institute said, with 5 million
people living in poverty.

Safety net programs played a
major role in recent shifts in the
state’s poverty rate.

During the pandemic, the fed-
eral government expanded such
social safety net programs as
tax credits for families with
children and emergency food
assistance, which lowered pov-
erty rates nationwide. Poverty
rates jumped when those expan-
sions expired late last year and
earlier this year, said Caroline
Danielson, a researcher at the
institute.

“We’re seeing an uptick in
poverty. That’s not because the
economy is worse— it’s actually
improving— but it’s because we
temporarily, using federal funds
mainly, had expansions of safety
net programs,” she said.

About 3.2 million more
Californians would be in poverty
without any safety net programs,
Danielson said. Expanded
CalFresh food assistance alone
kept 1.1 million people out
of poverty in the first quarter
of 2023, when that expansion
expired, the report said.

Latinos make up about half of
Californians living in poverty,
despite being 39.7% of the pop-
ulation. By comparison, about
10% of white Californians live
in poverty.

Child poverty leaped from
9% in 2021 to about 14% in
early 2023, largely due to the
expiration of social safety net
expansions. In 2019, the child
poverty rate was about 18%.

Senior Californians also expe-
rienced a higher poverty rate at
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CalMatters/CatchLight Local

15%, compared to about 13%
for adults ages 18 to 64.

Poverty rates also varied sig-
nificantly by region, with San
Diego and Los Angeles counties
experiencing the highest pov-
erty rates, about 15%, while the
Central Valley and Sierra coun-
ties experienced the lowest,
about 11%.

A big reason for that,
Danielson said, is the high cost
of living in Southern California
counties and demographic dif-
ferences among the regions. Los
Angeles and San Diego coun-
ties have high populations of
Latino and immigrant communi-
ties that experience higher rates
of poverty.

The Public Policy Institute’s
California Poverty Measure
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includes such things as the value
of government assistance and
a region’s cost of living, which
the federal poverty rate does not
consider.

Social safety net programs
make less of a dent on poverty
in counties with higher costs
of living. That’s because poor
Californians in these counties
may earn incomes too high for
federal poverty thresholds and
so don’t qualify for as much aid.

For example, researchers
found that social safety net pro-
grams reduced poverty the most
in inland areas, where poverty
rates are lower. Without the pro-
grams, poverty would be 14.4
points higher in the Central
Valley and Sierra region, but
only 4.3 points higher in the Bay

Area, the report shows.

The Public Policy Institute
looked closer at working
Californians and found that
most Californians in poverty
are working and even full-time
employment didn’t keep some
residents from poverty.

More than 8 in 10 of
California’s 1.3 million working
poor were employed year-round;
nearly half worked full time and
37% part time. Part-time work-
ers had higher poverty rates than
full-time workers.

Workers in service indus-
tries — janitors, landscapers,
cosmetologists, housekeepers
and other service jobs — and
workers in agriculture tended
to experience poverty at higher
rates than other labor sectors.
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People in building and grounds
maintenance, for example, have
a 20% poverty rate, followed by
workers in food preparation and
service who endure a 16% pov-
erty rate.

The report also highlights how
the working poor spend their
money. They cohabit with fam-
ily members to make ends meet;
82% of Californians in pov-
erty live with other adult family
members.

People use most of their earn-
ings for everyday expenses and
bills. On average, working poor
adults make $28,000 annually.

Danielson said this under-
scores the need for policies that
increase wages and improve
training and educational oppor-
tunities for the working poor. *
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
