SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - 
Every year, thousands of 
people are seriously injured 
or killed statewide in vehi-
cle crashes caused by 
distracted drivers – crashes 
that are 100% preventable. 
To address the problem, 
the California Highway 
Patrol (CHP) is launch-
ing a statewide “Distracted 
Driving Education and 
Enforcement for Adult 
Drivers” traffic safety 
campaign, boosted by a 
$350,000 federal grant.

The yearlong education 
and enforcement initiative 
continues through Sept. 
30, 2024. Throughout the 
year, the CHP will conduct 
at least 90 enforcement 
operations targeting adult 
distracted drivers.  In par-
allel with a CHP program 
targeted at teen drivers, 
the adult distracted driv-
ing campaign also includes 
300 adult traffic safety pre-
sentations statewide.

“The CHP encourages 
drivers to make the con-
scious decision to drive 
distraction free every 
time they get behind the 
wheel of a vehicle,” said 
CHP Commissioner Sean 
Duryee. “Every distrac-
tion, even for just a few 
seconds, increases your 
chances of being involved 
in a crash. Ultimately, it is 
never worth the potentially 
devastating consequences.”

With multiple modes 
of communication and 
instant entertainment, cell 
phone use is the biggest 
driver distraction. Between 
2019 and 2021, there were 
a total of 6,343 fatal and 
injury crashes within CHP 
jurisdiction stemming from 
distracted driving. During 
those same years, CHP 
officers issued more than 
200,000 citations to driv-
ers violating California’s 
handsfree law.

Some of  the most 
common types of adult dis-
tracted driving includes 
texting, talking on a cell 
phone, eating, groom-
ing, operating a navigation 
system, and adjusting the 
radio.

Public education and 
increased enforcement 
are designed to encourage 
drivers to recognize the 
dangers of distracted driv-
ing and reduce the number 
of people impacted by 
this reckless, preventable 
behavior.

Funding for this program 
is provided by a grant from 
the California Office of 
Traffic Safety through the 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration.

The mission of the CHP 
is to provide the highest 
level of Safety, Service, 
and Security. � H

RANCHO CORDOVA, CA (MPG) - All 
aboard the Santa Train! 

Members of the Sacramento Valley 
Live Steamers Railroad Museum 
(SVLSRM) welcome the public to 
ride their annual Santa train, weather 
permitting, during the first and sec-
ond weekends of December at Hagan 
Community Park in Rancho Cordova. 

Club members also help kick off the 
holiday season with their participation 
in the 23rd Annual Rancho Cordova 
Community Tree Lighting at Village 
Green Park at 3141 Bridgeway 
Drive from 4 to 7 p.m. on Sunday, 
November 26 when a special train 
for young riders will loop around the 
brightly lit community tree. 

Upcoming run times for the Santa 
Train at Hagan Community Park 
are 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. on Saturday, 
December 2, and Sunday, December 
3, and the following weekend, 
Saturday, December 9 and Sunday, 
December 10th. The SVLSRM 
museum is located at 2197 Chase 
Drive, just past the petting barn in the 
rear of Hagan Park.

The Santa Experience train ride 
is $8 per person. Children, ages two 
and under, ride free with a paid adult 
ticket. Advance tickets can be pur-
chased on the SVLSRM web site at: 
www.svlsrm.org/

Personal keepsake photographs 
taken with Santa Claus are free. 
Guests will receive a login and pass-
word to an online gallery where they 

can later view and download their 
digital photos.

“This is the largest fundraiser for 
the SVLSRM each year,” said club 
president Andy Berchielli. 

Over the two weekends, well over 
2,400 riders and visitors, both young 
and old, are expected to visit Santa, 
he said. “It’s also a lot of hard work 
and a lot of fun.”

“Our Santa Train is a yearly event 
that many have made their tradi-
tion,” Berchielli said. “We continue 
to make small changes to improve 
the flow and wait time of our guests,” 
he said. 

This year, tickets are being sold for 
three individual trains which will pull 
five cars each around the 6,300-foot

SacRT Celebrates Its Light Rail Modernization Project

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - 
The Sacramento Regional Transit 
District (SacRT) recognized a sig-
nificant milestone on November 
8, 2023, with the celebration of 
the Light Rail Modernization 
Project and groundbreaking cer-
emony for Folsom 15-minute 
light rail service. This ground-
breaking marks the beginning of 
construction for the passing track 
near Glenn/Robert G. Holderness 
Station, a pivotal step in enhanc-
ing the transit experience for 
Folsom area riders.

Starting January 2024, con-
struction will require a temporary 
light rail service disruption 
between Historic Folsom and 
Iron Point stations. To mini-
mize inconvenience, SacRT will 
offer shuttle bus service during 
this period, ensuring riders can 
still access the impacted stations. 
For park-and-ride users, Iron 
Point Station will serve as the 
primary boarding point for down-
town-bound trains. Construction 
is expected to last approximately 
six months.  

Upon completion, the new 
passing track will allow for 
15-minute light rail service fre-
quency, compared to 30-minutes 
today, for Hazel, Iron Point, 
Glenn/Robert G. Holderness and 
Historic Folsom stations. Also, 
the new low-floor light rail trains 
will begin service along the 
Gold Line.

“As we embark on this trans-
formative journey, we recognize 
the temporary disruptions and 
inconvenience this may cause 
our riders,” said SacRT General 
Manager/CEO Henry Li. “We are 
working diligently to streamline 
the construction process and pro-
vide alternative transit options to 
mitigate any inconvenience for 
our valued passengers.” 

“This construction project 
represents a significant leap for-
ward in our efforts to modernize 
Sacramento’s transit system,” 
said SacRT Board Chair and 
Sacramento County Supervisor 

Patrick Kennedy. “The 15-min-
ute Folsom light rail service will 
not only reduce travel time but 
also enhance the overall com-
muter experience, aligning with 
our commitment to providing 
efficient and accessible public 
transportation.”

“Efficient public transporta-
tion is a keystone for economic 
development ,  educat ional 

opportunities and a healthier 
future,” said Congresswoman 
Doris Matsui. “Earlier this year, 
SacRT was awarded a $45 mil-
lion federal grant to advance the 
purchase of new low-floor light 
rail cars that will greatly improve 
accessibility and support more 
frequent service to the last seven 
miles of the Gold Line. We are 
excited to see the Light Rail 

Modernization Program come 
to fruition.” 

“The Sacramento Regional 
Transit Light Rail Modernization 
Project extension to Folsom 
will provide residents with 
more options to travel through 
the Capital region, create jobs 
and boost the local economy, 
and increase safety by reduc-
ing traffic on local highways,” 
said Congressman Kevin Kiley. 
“I am glad to support this proj-
ect that will help residents of the 
Sacramento area, and I look for-
ward to seeing the completed 
project in the coming years.”

“We are now on the path to 
alleviating congestion and creat-
ing a more efficient, accessible 
and sustainable transportation 
network for our community, 
thanks in part to the Solutions 
for Congested Corridors grant 
from the state in 2018, which 
secured $20 million for this 
transformative project,” said 
A s s e m b l y m e m b e r  K e v i n 
McCarty. “I’m thrilled to see 
the positive impact it will have 

on the lives of our residents. 
Together we are shaping a 
brighter, more connected future 
for Sacramento.”

The Light Rail Modernization 
Project, including the addition of 
new low-floor trains and station 
platform modifications, under-
scores SacRT's commitment to 
sustainable, state-of-the-art pub-
lic transportation solutions. 

SacRT is currently in the 
testing process for 17 new low-
floor trains, which were built 
at Siemens Mobility in south 
Sacramento. SacRT has an order 
of 36 trains with the option to 
purchase up to 76. SacRT has 
also been actively modifying sta-
tion platforms along the Gold 
Line to meet the height require-
ments of the new low-floor 
trains. The trains are expected to 
be in service on the Gold Line by 
summer 2024.

main line loop which is festively deco-
rated by club members to enhance the 
holiday train ride experience.

An operating G-scale garden loop lay-
out also gives youngsters a close-up view 
of scale model operating engines and pas-
senger cars as they patiently wait to board 
each passenger train.

In advance of the event, club members 
including train crews, engineers, con-
ductors, station masters, and operations 

managers will be busy getting the main 
line ready.

“It’s an event I look forward to each, 
and every year,” he said. “Our Santa trains 
put everyone throughout the community, 
and all our club members, fully in the hol-
iday spirit.”

SVLSRM began in 1965 and trackwork 
was completed with a ceremonial Golden 
Spike ceremony in 1973. Track and 
guest improvements have continued ever 
since with new features added each year, 
Berchielli said. Live steam engines carry 
passengers through wooded areas and the 
nearby American River. The railroad also 
features wooden trestles, a 40-foot truss 
bridge as well as a girder deck bridge.

offices throughout the state.
“The newly sworn officers exhibited 

remarkable dedication and determina-
tion throughout their training.  They 
have proven themselves ready to take 
on the responsibilities and challenges of 
law enforcement, ensuring the safety and 
well-being of those who live and visit 
California,” said CHP Commissioner 
Sean Duryee. “We are proud to welcome 
them as part of the CHP family.”

 At the CHP Academy, cadet train-
ing starts with nobility in policing, 
leadership, professionalism and eth-
ics, and cultural diversity. Cadets also 
receive instruction on mental illness 
response and crisis intervention tech-
niques. Training also includes vehicle 
patrol, crash investigation, first aid, and 
the apprehension of suspected viola-
tors, including those who drive under 

the influence of alcohol or drugs. Cadets 
also receive training in traffic con-
trol, report writing, recovery of stolen 
vehicles, assisting the motoring pub-
lic, issuing citations, emergency scene 
management, and knowledge of various 
codes, including the California Vehicle 
Code, Penal Code and Health and Safety 
Code.

A new class of more than 100 cadets 
will begin their 26-weeks of training at 
the CHP Academy that same day, bring-
ing the total number of cadets in training 
to nearly 350.

In June 2022, the CHP launched a 
multi-year recruitment campaign to 
recruit and hire 1,000 officers. If you

Niello Responds to the Acceleration 
of the Sites Reservoir Project

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - Senator Roger 
Niello (R-Fair Oaks) released the fol-
lowing statement regarding Governor 
Newsom’s announcement to accelerate the 
Sites Reservoir Project:

“As we prepare for another wet winter, 
it is imperative to continue pushing water 
storage projects forward for California’s 
future,” said Niello. “Even though the ben-
efits of the Sties Reservoir have been clear 
from the beginning, the project has unnec-
essarily been on hold. While we are still 
multiple approvals and years away from 
the construction process, I am pleased 

to hear that the Sites Reservoir project is 
finally getting the chance to move forward 
in an expeditious manner.”

Currently, much of the rainfall 
California receives is not captured. As 
proposed, Sites Reservoir will be a 1.5 
million acre-foot reservoir located in the 
Sacramento Valley west of Maxwell and 
will capture storm-related runoff and a 
portion of storm-related flood water to 
increase water supply in drier years.

Sacramento County is proud to be 
home to more than 84,000 veterans. As 
this vital segment of our population con-
tinues to increase, Sacramento County 
Veterans Services, part of the Department 
of Human Assistance, encourages veter-
ans to take advantage of the available 
benefits and resources that are in place to 
not only assist veterans but family mem-
bers and dependents. 

Benefits range from disability com-
pensation (due to injuries/illness 
resulting from service-related activities) 
to VA Pension, which is monthly finan-
cial assistance to low-income, wartime 
Veterans over the age of 65 and/or those 
who are “totally disabled.” Surviving 
spouses may also receive benefits. 

We assist local veterans in apply-
ing for benefits offered through the 
U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs, 
the State of California and local 

government entities.
Veterans Services is also responsible 

for administering the College Fee Waiver 
Program for Veterans' Dependents. This 
program is afforded to spouses, unmar-
ried surviving spouses, and children 
of service-connected disabled or ser-
vice related deceased veterans. Eligible 
dependents are not required to pay 
"mandatory system wide" tuition and 
fees while attending either a California 
community college, a campus of the 
California State University (Cal State) 
system, or a campus of the University of 
California (UC) system. This program 
not only provides eligible dependents 
with the incentive but also the opportu-
nity to pursue their goals.

What went wrong at EDD? 
An Investigation of its Managerial Meltdown

In theory, we humans 
practice politics as a pathway 
to governance – providing an 
array of laws, regulations 
and services to protect and 
otherwise enhance the lives 
of the governed.

In pract ice,  pol i t ics 
often – too often – become 
all-consuming exercises that 
bear only the faintest rela-
tionship to governance. Case 
in point: the U.S. Congress.

An aspect of that discon-
nect is the eagerness of those 
in office to build their images 
by constantly offering up 
proposals for new laws, ser-
vices and programs while 
ignoring whether earlier 
laws, services and programs 
that officialdom birthed are 
performing as promised.

Often they are not, but 
even when informed about 
the shortcomings of design 
and/or implementation, offi-
cials tend to minimize or 
brush aside the criticism, 
fearing that acknowledge-
ment would be a sign of 
weakness. Management and 
oversight just don’t have the 
political sex appeal of some 
shiny new notion that prom-
ises boundless benefits.

Examples of the syn-
drome abound, particularly 
in a state as large and diverse 
as California.

The state’s bullet train 
project is certainly one. 
Billions of dollars have 
been consumed and various 

structures have been built 
but the project has become 
a zombie, something that’s 
neither alive nor dead.

Oroville Dam is another. 
It was poorly designed and 
shoddily constructed in 
the 1960s and those who 
managed it knew of its 
deficiencies, particularly 
spillways that couldn’t han-
dle Feather River flows from 
extraordinary storms.

But the interest groups 
that provided financial sup-
port for the dam in return 
for water were evidently not 
willing to spend the money 
necessary to make it safe.

Officialdom didn’t make it 
a priority, even when safety 
issues were raised in 2005 
during the dam’s relicensing. 
In 2017, it came extremely 
close to a collapse that 
could have killed thousands 
of people.

There are many oth-
ers but the poster child for 
governmental dysfunction 
has to be the Employment 
Development Department, 
which imploded during the 
COVID-19 pandemic as mil-
lions of Californians lost 
their jobs and needed unem-
ployment insurance benefits.

EDD managed to simul-
taneously deny countless 
unemployed workers of the 
life-sustaining benefits to 
which they were entitled 
and parcel out countless bil-
lions of dollars in benefits to 
clever fraudsters.

A preview of EDD’s 
dysfunctional tendencies 
was felt during the Great 
Recession a decade earlier 
and the state’s watchdogs, 
the state auditor’s office and 
the Legislature’s budget ana-
lyst, issued timely warnings 
of potential disaster. But 
three governors and hun-
dreds of legislators couldn’t 
be bothered to fix them and 

the result was cruel chaos.
In the aftermath of the 

near-catastrophe at the 
Oroville Dam, an exhaus-
tive and damning analysis of 
what went wrong was com-
missioned. EDD deserves 
similar scrutiny.

After a year of painstak-
ing research and interviews, 
CalMatters investigative 
reporter Lauren Hepler has 
written a four-part series that 
delves into what happened 
and why. She also catalogs 
the pain that EDD’s mana-
gerial collapse imposed on 
people who needed unem-
ployment insurance benefits 
when the state shut down 
their jobs.

“Once COVID hi t ,” 
the series’ foreword sum-
marizes, “public records 
and interviews reveal that 
California’s system was ini-
tially friendlier to scammers 
than to many real workers 
– and then the state got so 
aggressive that many work-
ers struggled to prove their 
own identities. New finan-
cial reports requested by 
CalMatters show that amid 
the chaos, the EDD and its 
unemployment payment 
contractor Bank of America 
split a half a billion dol-
lars in revenue, though the 
bank says it ultimately spent 
more to cover fraud losses. 
Another large EDD contrac-
tor, Deloitte, made more than 
a quarter of a billion dollars 
on tech contracts and emer-
gency contracts to build 
systems that state reports 
say buckled during the 
pandemic.”

Will it be fixed or will 
EDD melt down again when 
another recession hits?

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A Solar Nightmare
As rooftop solar debate flares, builders, landlords 

and renter advocates are taking sides

California isn’t short on lofty 
goals: Lawmakers have vowed to 
zero out the state’s carbon emis-
sions by 2045, build 2.5 million 
new homes by the end of the 
decade and swap gas-burning 
appliances with electric ones in 
7 million homes over the next 12 
years. 

Now California’s chief utility 
regulator is considering a new 
rooftop solar policy that a chorus 
of critics say will make it harder 
for the state to meet any of those 
ambitious targets.

On Oct. 12, the California 
Public Utilities Commission 
will vote on whether to reduce 
the payments that owners of 
solar panel-equipped apartment 
buildings receive for the elec-
tricity they generate on their 
rooftops. The decision could 
mirror an overhaul that the com-
mission adopted late last year 
for sun-powered single-fam-
ily homes and is part of a larger 
battle among environmentalists 
and energy policymakers over 
the role that individually-owned 
solar panels should play in the 
state’s planned divorce from fos-
sil fuel-derived energy.

In both cases, the new rules 
only apply to new customers.

Supporters of the rule change 
— the state’s major electric util-
ities chief among them — argue 
that the new proposed rates, 
which vary over the course of a 
day, better reflect the actual value 
that rooftop solar panels provide 
to the electrical grid while offer-
ing a fairer shake to customers 
who don’t have the luxury of liv-
ing beneath solar panels.

The new pricing system is 
also designed to encourage prop-
erty owners to  pair solar panels 
with batteries, which can store 
up solar energy in the middle of 
the day when it’s abundant and 
cheap and dispatch it when the 
grid needs it most after the sun 
sets and when the CPUC’s pro-
posed adjusted rates are higher.

But a notably diverse coali-
tion of California interest groups 
have banded together to argue 
otherwise. Landlords, tenant 
rights organizations, affordable 
housing advocates, environmen-
tal nonprofits and the building 
industry — which rarely all agree 
— now say that the policy would 
only “eviscerate” the multifamily 
solar market. 

What’s more, they argue, the 
proposed change runs counter to 
a host of ambitious policy goals 
that California lawmakers have 
set out to combat climate change, 
air pollution and the affordable 
housing crisis.

“This proposed decision 
seems to go right in the oppo-
si te direction,” said Bob 
Raymer, technical director at 
the California Building Industry 
Association, a lobbying group 
that opposes the regulatory over-
haul. “It’s nuts. I’ve been doing 
this stuff for over 40 years and 
this one is just baffling.”

If this argument sounds famil-
iar, a version has played out in 
public once before. 

In December, the commission 
cut the payments that home-
owners with rooftop solar arrays 
receive by roughly 75%. The 
decision came after months of 
debate, with both sides claiming 
to speak in the interest of clean 
energy and economic justice.

Previously, utilities were 
required to pay homeown-
ers roughly the retail rate for 
electricity produced by a photo-
voltaic array and exported back 
to the grid. Utilities have long 
chafed at that arrangement, join-
ing organized utility workers and 
even some environmental groups, 
in arguing that the more cost-ef-
fective way to supercharge clean 
energy production is to focus on 
utility-scale (read: big) projects. 
That’s opposed to the disag-
gregated fleet of photovoltaic 

arrays, found disproportionately 
on the homes of the well-to-do, 
who were able to skimp on the 
costs of grid maintenance and 
upgrades, effectively shunting 
that onto everyone else’s monthly 
bills.

The CPUC agreed with that 
argument and replaced that retail 
tariff with a much lower, adjust-
able fee. 

That’s more or less what 
is being considered this time 
around for apartment building 
owners, but with one highly con-
tested difference. 

Even with these lower 
payments, single-family home-
owners with solar can still boost 
the benefit of their array by 
using the electricity they gener-
ate on site. Every kilowatt hour 
“self-consumed” is a kilowatt 
hour that the homeowner doesn’t 
have to pay in high retail prices. 
That can add up to significant 
savings.

But under the proposed over-
haul for apartment dwellers, no 
such savings would be allowed. 
All of the electricity generated 
would count as an “export” to the 
grid and get compensated at the 
lower wholesale rate. Likewise, 
all electricity used by the resi-
dents of that apartment building 
would need to be purchased from 
the utility at retail. For account-
ing purposes, there would be no 
“self-consumption” allowed.

For rooftop solar companies, 
the lack of a “self-consumption” 
provision for apartment buildings 
amounts to an existential threat.

Ivy Energy, a San Diego 
company that sells software to 
multifamily landlords hoping to 
offer their tenants solar power, 
argued to the CPUC that the rule, 
if adopted as proposed in August, 
“would eviscerate the economic 
value proposition” for multi-
family solar “rendering all new 
projects infeasible and unfinance-
able, and effectively result in a 
collapse of the multifamily solar 
market.”

Both the state’s major inves-
tor-owned utilities and the CPUC 
say that coming up with a way 
to account for self-consumption 
to apartment buildings, where 
different residents are using dif-
ferent amounts of electricity at 
different times and would require 
different levels of compensation, 
would be a technical nightmare 
to administer. They argue that 
it would be costly to build out, 
raises potential privacy concerns 
between renters and their land-
lords and would result in billing 
so convoluted that no resident 
could possibly use it to predict 

the cheapest time to run their 
dishwasher. 

“Illogical and convoluted” is 
the term used in a joint letter to 
the CPUC by Southern California 
Edison, Pacific Gas & Electric 
and San Diego Gas & Electric.

But just because such a sys-
tem would be hard to implement 
doesn’t warrant upending the 
entire industry that has built itself 
up around the old system, said 
Bernadette Del Chiaro, executive 
director of the California Solar & 
Storage Association. 

She pointed to the single-fam-
ily solar market as a telling 
example. Since the new policy 
went into effect, she said, the 
number of residential solar proj-
ects in the pipeline has dropped 
at least 40%. 

“But we’ve gotten ourselves in 
this situation where we’re almost 
touting the single family ver-
sion” of the policy, she said. “It’s 
still not going to be a great thing, 
but at least it’s not sudden death. 
Which is what this is.”
In Opposition: A Big Tent

As the CPUC mulled the deci-
sion over the summer, a disparate 
collection of interest groups 
flocked to the rooftop solar 
industry’s defense, but for differ-
ent reasons. 

Builders oppose anything 
that makes solar less financially 
attractive because the California 
Energy Commission, another 
state agency, now requires 
virtually all new residential con-
struction to come equipped with 
solar panels. 

Throwing a wrench into the 
economics of rooftop solar also 
complicates the statewide push 
to go electric, to the chagrin of 
property owners and the entire 
electrification industry. 

“Solar is one of the biggest 
revenue streams for a landlord 
asking ‘Why should I invest all 
this money in a heat hump, a new 
hot water system?’” said David 
Chanin, co-founder of FutureFit 
Partners, a company that helps 
house and apartment owners 
make those investments. “Under 
these new rules I have pretty seri-
ous concerns that entire building 
electrification projects just won’t 
pencil out anymore.”

And while the overhaul for 
single-family solar users mostly 
directly affected homeowners, 
it’s apartment-dwelling renters 
who are likely to be most affected 
by the current decision. 

The current system “really is 
the only mechanism we have 
for a lot of low-income people 
living in multifamily housing 
to get solar and clean energy,” 
said Andrew Dawson, a lobby-
ist with the California Housing 
Partnership, a nonprofit that 
advocates for affordable hous-
ing. “For electrification purposes, 
solar is really important to make 
sure that people’s bills don’t 
increase significantly.”

Other programs do exist to 
help lower income Californians 
go green. The state’s Solar on 
Multifamily Affordable Housing 
program provides financial 
incentives for property owners 
to invest in new panels and is 
funded under a different formula. 
But that program’s coverage 
is patchy across the state, said 
Dawsom. 

Andrea Barnier with Self-
Help Enterprises, a low-income 

housing provider in Visalia, said 
only 15 of the organization’s 40 
multifamily projects will be insu-
lated from the policy change 
through that state program. For 
the remaining sites, and all future 
apartment projects, she called the 
new rule a potential “deterrent to 
all-electric design.”

In a filing with the CPUC, the 
state’s three investor-owned util-
ities note that multifamily solar 
is still a relatively rare phenom-
enon in California. At last count, 
just 217 residential facilities 
across the state make use of the 
program, along with 513 other 
mixed residential and commer-
cial sites. 

But with the state vowing 
to simultaneously turbocharge 
apartment construction, electri-
cal vehicle purchases and the 
jettisoning of gas stoves and hot 
water heaters, critics say that 
while supporting distributed solar 
may not be vital now, it will be in 
the near future.

“As climate impacts like rising 
heat continue to increase, there 
is an ongoing need for grid inde-
pendence and alternate energy 
solutions from batteries during 
rolling blackouts and emergen-
cies, so this also impacts our 
ability to develop resilient com-
munities,” said Barnier. 

A Coming Political 
Dust-Up?

It may only be a matter of time 
before this argument gets dragged 
out of the highly-technical and 
mostly overlooked corridors of 
the CPUC and into the broader 
realm of partisan politics. 

In  July,  the Cal i fornia 
Democratic Renters Council, 
a coalition of tenant rights, 
pro-housing and environmen-
tal justice advocacy groups, 
sent a letter to the CPUC’s five 
commissioners. It decried the 
proposed regulatory change 
that “would force renters to buy 
all of their power from the util-
ity even when it is generated on 
their own rooftop” and “discrimi-
nate against renters by not giving 
them the same fair treatment as 
single-family homeowners.” 

Though many observers expect 
the CPUC to ultimately vote for 
the overhaul next week, the 
breadth of the coalition that has 
mobilized against it might be dif-
ficult for other state lawmakers to 
overlook, said Raymer with the 
building industry.

“From a political standpoint, if 
this gets passed the way it’s pro-
posed, I think the Legislature will 
be right back in 2024 addressing 
this,” he said. � H

Medicare’s Annual Election Period, 
(“AEP”) for Part D Prescription Drug Plans 
and Medicare Advantage plans runs from 
October 15 th until December 7 th . During 
AEP eligible Medicare enrollees can join or 
change a Medicare Advantage (Part C) or Part 
D drug plan. Enrollees can also “disenroll” 
from a Medicare Advantage plan and return 
to Original Medicare (Parts A/B) and join a 
drug plan.

Here is a timeline to assist you in navigat-
ing this important Enrollment Period and to 
help you avoid coverage surprises:

September
Your current Medicare Part D drug plan 

or Medicare Advantage plan is required 
to send you an Annual Notice of Change 
(“ANOC”) notice. It’s important that you read 
this notice as it contains important informa-
tion about changes to your plan for the 2024 
Plan Year. The “ANOC” notice will advise you 
if the plan premium is changing or if there 
are changes to the drug formulary, provider 
network and/or plan benefits. It can be a 
mistake to assume the plan you have this year 
will remain the same next year. Take the time 
to review your “ANOC” notice!

October 1 st
Sometimes referred to as the “marketing” 

period or “shopping” period, October 1 st 
is when the 2024 Plan Year information is 
released and companies can begin market-
ing Medicare’s Annual Election Period Fast 
Approaching plans. This is a good time to 
review options for your prescription drug or 
Medicare Advantage coverage for 2024. Since 
plans can and do change, it’s a good idea to 
confirm that your current plan continues to 
cover your prescriptions well and to meet 
your needs for the upcoming year.

October 15th Until December 7 th
This is when you can actually submit an 

enrollment if you want to enroll in a plan or 
to change plans for 2024. December 7 th is a 
hard deadline. Your ability to change Part D

AEP is also a time when you can “disen-
roll” from a Medicare Advantage plan and 
return to Original Medicare (Parts A/B) and 
join a Part D drug plan.

If you’re also intending to enroll in a 
Medicare Supplement (aka Medigap) plan 
when returning to Original Medicare during 
AEP, keep in mind that enrollment in a Medi-
care Supplement may not be guaranteed. You 
may have to answer health questions to enroll 
in a Medicare Supplement outside of limited 
guaranteed issue periods. An experienced in-
surance agent can be valuable if you’re want-
ing to leave your Medicare Advantage plan 
and get a Medicare Supplement. Failing to do 
things properly and in the right sequence can 
end up creating a deficit in your medical cov-
erage. The services of an independent agent 
are free to consumers.

A Word on Medicare Commercials
During AEP the airways are flooded with 

commercials pitching Medicare Advantage 
plans and all the free benefits you’re missing 
out on. These commercials often tout benefits 
that are only offered in specific areas or to 
select segments of Medicare enrollees. They 
entice you to call and once you call they’ll try 
to enroll you in a plan quickly over the phone. 
Exercise caution if you call one these large 
call centers.

Being proactive about your Medicare cov-
erage during the Annual Election Period can 
go a long way to helping you avoid coverage 
issues and to feel confident in your coverage 
selections for 2024.
