WOODLAND, CA (MPG) - 
Voting for a U.S. President 
in a primary election is part 
of the process of determin-
ing who will represent their 
political party in the gen-
eral election. Voters who 
registered with a politi-
cal party choose who will 
be the nominee among the 
candidates from their polit-
ical party.

 Voters who did not 
register with a qualified 
political party or declined 
to state a party affiliation 
are considered “No Party 
Preference” (NPP) voters. 
NPP voters who take no 
action will receive a pri-
mary ballot without the 
contest or candidates for 
U.S. President.

 This week, the Yolo 
County Elections Office is 
mailing postcards to vot-
ers registered as “No Party 
Preference,” or NPP. Voters 
who believe they are 
impacted are encouraged to 
re-register to vote to make 
sure that their records are 
up to date before the March 
5,  2024, Presidential 
Primary Election. “We 
want to inform our vot-
ers that if you received 
this No Party Preference 
(NPP) postcard and would 
like to vote for a presiden-
tial candidate next March, 
you need to take action to 
either request a cross-over 
ballot or re-register with 
your preferred party,” said 
Assessor/Clerk-Recorder/
Registrar of Voters, Jesse 
Salinas. The specific action 
needed by NPP voters will 
depend on the party of 
your preferred presidential 
candidate.

 If a No Party Preference 
(NPP) voter wants to vote 
in the presidential primary 
for a candidate with the 
Green, Peace and Freedom, 
or Republican parties, the 
voter must re-register with 
that specific political party 
because these parties are 
not allowing cross-over 
voting this election. To 
re-register to vote online, 
go to RegisterToVote.
ca.gov. or complete a paper 
Voter Registration Card.

If an NPP voter wants to 
vote in the presidential pri-
mary for a candidate with 
the American Independent, 
Democratic, or Libertarian 
parties, the voter may 
re-register with that spe-
cific political party or

Diversion and Collaborative Court Programs

WOODLAND, CA (MPG) 
- Yolo County and its part-
ners are coming together 
this holiday season to host 
celebrations of the remark-
able achievements of the 
Mental Health Diversion 
( M H - D i v ) ,  M e n t a l 
Health Court (MHC), and 
Addiction Intervention 
Court (AIC) programs. 
These innovative initia-
tives, designed to address 
the needs of commu-
nity members within the 
criminal justice system 
and grappling with men-
tal health or substance use 
disorders, have demon-
strated significant positive 
outcomes. Recent data 
highlights reductions in 
arrests, jail bed stays, 
local hospital bed stays, 
and Department of State 
Hospitals bed days as a 
result of these programs. 
Those who have suc-
cessfully completed one 
of these programs have 
attributed their personal 
growth, improved well-be-
ing, and the restoration of 
their relationships to these 
interventions. 

 For over a decade, 
multiple Yolo County part-
ners, including Deputy 
District Attorney Jonathan 
Raven, have dedicated 
their efforts to individu-
als whose serious mental 
health or substance use dis-
orders contributed to their 
commission of crim-
inal offenses. With a 
focus on reducing future 
involvement with the 
criminal justice system, 
and improving personal 
and community health 
outcomes, Raven, who 
recently announced his 
retirement from Yolo 
County, remains com-
mitted to advocating 
for similar programs 
statewide.

 “As he retires from 
service in Yolo County, 
Jonathan Raven’s finger-
prints will be left on every 
modern mental health 
diversion and collaborative 
court program currently in 
use in the local criminal 
justice system,” said Yolo 
County District Attorney 
Jeff Reisig. “His passion 
and commitment to this 
important work has been 
invaluable.”

Launched in January 
and funded by the Yolo 
C o u n t y  C o m m u n i t y 
Corrections Partnership 
(CCP), the Mental Health 
D i v e r s i o n  p r o g r a m 
(MH-Div) is a collabora-
tive effort involving the 
District Attorney's Office, 
Public Defender’s Office, 

Probation Department, 
Sheriff’s Office, the Yolo 
County Superior Court, 
and CommuniCare+OLE. 
Operating on a mini-
mum 1-year court-based 
treatment and monitor-
ing system, the program 
provides individualized 
treatment plans focus-
ing on physical, mental, 
and emotional well-be-
ing. The MH-Div program, 
which is currently at capac-
ity with plans to expand, 
has already supported 38 

individuals with their treat-
ment needs. 13 individuals 
have successfully com-
pleted outpatient substance 
use disorder treatment 
and an additional 4 have 
completed residential treat-
ment. Representatives 
from the Public Defender's 
Office praised the grad-
uates and the program’s 
commitment to supporting 
individuals on their path to 
healing and flourishing in 
society.

 Yolo County Public 
Defender Tracie Olson 
stated, “Jonathan Raven’s 
influence in these collab-
orative programs will be 
missed. The success of 
MH-Div, MHC and AIC is 
a testament to the human 
capacity to rehabilitate and 
these programs would not 
exist without his vision and 
support.”

 “Congratulations to 
Jonathan Raven on his 
retirement. Throughout 
his career in Yolo County, 
Jonathan has distinguished 
himself as an outstanding 
leader,” said Yolo County’s 
Chief  Adminis t ra t ive 
Officer Gerardo Pinedo. 
“Among his many accom-
plishments, Jonathan has 
supported the District 
Attorney in creating an 
environment that fosters 
diversity and inclusion at 

all levels of the organiza-
tion. While we will miss 
Jonathan at the District 
Attorney’s Office, we are 
excited to see him take on 
his new statewide lead-
ership role where he will 
continue to promote excel-
lence in our criminal 
justice system.”

Mental Health Court 
(MHC) and Addiction 
Intervention Court (AIC) 
are specialized 18-month 
collaborative court pro-
grams for adults whose 
commission of an offence 
was the result of their men-
tal health or substance use 
disorder. Developed by the 
Court, Public Defender's 
Office, District Attorney’s 
O f f i c e ,  P r o b a t i o n 
Department, and Health 
and Human Services 
Agency, MHC provides 
intensive mental health ser-
vices, and AIC addresses 
substance use and co-oc-
curring mental health 
disorders. Both programs 
have led to decreases in 
arrests and jail bed days.

MHC was established 
to address the increas-
ing number of mentally ill 
defendants cycling through 
the courts and jails. It fol-
lows the Forensic Assertive 
Community Treatment 
model where partici-
pants get individualized 
weekly intensive services. 
The team provides partic-
ipants with wrap-around 
treatment which includes 
a focus on mental health, 
substance abuse, hous-
ing, vocational training 
and education, and overall 
wellness.

AIC was established as a 
proactive response to sub-
stance use disorder among 
the community, and it 
guides participants through 
four  phases  empha-
sizing rewards and a 
restorative justice com-
ponent in the last phase 
where participants spend 
4-6 weeks recounting 
their crime and its circum-
stances, acknowledging 
harm caused, and work-
ing towards healing. 
Graduation criteria ensure 
sustained progress, requir-
ing participants to engage 
for a minimum of 18 
months, maintain sobriety, 
secure employment, and 
participate in restorative 
justice processes.

Yolo County remains 
committed to supporting 
individuals on their journey 
to recovery and community 
reintegration, emphasizing a 
holistic approach to rehabili-
tation. For more information

Blue Christmas Fills Hearts
Shop with a Cop Takes Kids on a Holiday Spree

WEST SACRAMENTO, CA 
(MPG) - Holiday cheer 
was overflowing in West 
Sacramento this weekend. 
On Saturday, December 
9th, West Sacramento’s 
annual Shop with a Cop 
took place. Thirty children, 
with ages ranging from 
8-17, were given $200 to 
go Christmas Shopping at 
Walmart with a member of 
the West Sacramento Police 
Department, a member of 
the Yolo County Sheriff’s 
Deparment or Yolo County 
District Attorney’s Office.

The group met at Collin’s 
Teen Center, where the kids 
all received a Shop with a 
Cop T-shirt, and they met 
their partners. Everybody, 
adults and children alike, 
were super excited. West 
Sacramento Police Chief, 
Rob Strange got up and 

spoke how much the Police 
Officers love this program, 
and how much they all 
truly enjoy interacting with 
the community in this way. 

“This time of year is 
obviously important to a 
lot of us. It’s a time to take 
pause to give thanks and 
to help serve. That’s what 
we’re doing here today. We 
hope we can really help; 
we hope that every day, but 
in times like this we really, 
truly hope this is something 
that fills hearts, changes 
beliefs or opinions some-
times and at the end of the 
day, we just hope it’s fun!” 
said Chief Strange.

The kids who are cho-
sen to participate in this 
program have often been 
involved in the criminal 
justice system in some way. 
Sometimes they are direct 
victims, their parents are 
direct victims, they saw or 

heard things, or they are 
known in the community 
and need a little extra love 
around the holidays. The 
program is not advertised 
like the toy drive. The chil-
dren are chosen from the 
Police and DA’s office.

The kids were loaded up 
into vans and cars and in 
a long caravan of Police, 
Sheriff and private cars, the 
group headed to Walmart 
with full lights and sirens. 
Many of the kids had a 
plan as to what they were 
planning on buying. Most 
of them bought presents 
for family members for 
Christmas, or for friends 
that they knew would not 
otherwise be receiving gifts 
this year.

When  the  ca ravan 
arrived at Walmart, the 
employees lined up out-
side the door, creating a 
pathway for the cops and 

shoppers to enter through, 
as they applauded. Walmart 
had decorated shopping 
carts for the kids to use. 
The program entered and 
exited through the garden 
area, so as not to disturb 
the other customers.

The kids were each 
given $200, and if any 
of the kids went over by 
a few dollars, each time 
that happened, that offi-
cer or DA employee 
reached into their own 
pocket and covered the 
balance without think-
ing twice about it. It was 
truly heartwarming to 
watch. Even Yoda, the 
Police K9 was involved 
and helped his partner for 
the day. After shopping 
was complete the group 
returned to the teen cen-
ter to wrap gifts so that 
no surprises were ruined 
before Christmas. .� H

traffic stops. She explained 
how they try to get as much 
information about the 

situation and the people 
involved prior to contact 
with the person. This is 
because the person may 
have priors with being 
armed, assaulting an offi-
cer, resisting, violence, or 
many other things. 

The Mayor also spoke 
about the Police, at any 
one time, have multiple 
calls for service. By gath-
ering as much information 
as possible, it helps them 
to be able to prioritize the 
calls. Deputy Chief Meeks 
pointed out that though 
they always try to pri-
oritize, at any moment 
something can change 
about one of those calls, 
that can change it all.

Meeks also tried to 
answer Melbourn’s ques-
tion about the military 
tools being used to de-es-
calate. Meeks explained 
that quite often when some-
one hears that K9 is going 
to be released, they will 
stop and give up. He also 
said that if someone has a 
shotgun and the heavy duty 
military assault vehicle 
pulls up, the person real-
izes that the shotgun is no 
match and will also give 
up. “This is exactly what 
we want in both scenar-
ios,” Meeks said.

“SILENT NIGHT” REVENGE THRILLER; 

“BYE BYE BARRY” ON AMAZON   

A Film and TV Review by Tim Riley

“SILENT NIGHT” RATED R
“Silent Night” is a well-known 

Christmas hymn dating back to the early 
19th century.  The movie of the same 
title might be considered a Christmas 
film in the same vein as “Die Hard,” 
only it is even more violent.

Legendary director John Woo, known 
for his operatic style of action sequences 
and rarefied imagery, made his mark on 
schematized action thrillers with his 
Hong Kong hits “A Better Tomorrow,” 
“Hard Boiled,” and “The Killer.”

Imagining John Woo directing a “John 
Wick” film is not a giant leap, consid-
ering his style would seem to have 
influenced that franchise, and with this 
film one of the production companies, 
Thunder Road, is best known for pro-
ducing the franchise that Keanu Reeves 
made so thoroughly entertaining.

The holiday season informs the film 
mainly because on the night before 
Christmas, a traditional suburban 
American family is preparing to spend 
a pleasant day together, unaware of 
a brewing tension between two rival 
gangs that will change their lives in a 
horrifying and desolate manner.

As Brian (Joel Kinnaman) and Saya 
(Catalina Sandino Moreno) Godlock 
enjoy playing in the front yard with 
their young son, local gangs are racing 
down the street firing automatic weap-
ons at each other, never mindful that a 
stray bullet would harm someone unin-
volved with a turf war.

Struck by a stray bullet, the young 
boy is collateral damage in a city seem-
ingly rife with out-of-control crime 
sprees.  The child does not survive 
and the mourning takes an irreversibly 
harmful toll on the parents.

With the notable exception of empa-
thetic Detective Dennis Vassel (Scott 
Mescudi), Brian finds the flawed polic-
ing system seemingly indifferent to 
bringing deserved justice for the prema-
ture death of a boy.  Not surprisingly, 
Brian vows to take revenge.

The main villain is gang leader Playa 
(Harold Torres), whose tattooed face 
and bald head make him look as vicious 
as any MS-13 gang member that terror-
izes rivals and innocent civilians alike.

While Brian immediately hunts down 
and locates a handful of the culprits, 
his confrontation with Playa leaves him 
severely wounded and on the brink of 
death.  Yet, his will for revenge becomes 
unstoppable.

Spurred to violent action, Brian’s 
desire to avenge the death of his son 
recalls what the fathers in Death Wish” 
and “Taken” endured to overcome their 
pain to punish the criminals.

A good deal of the film is focused on 
Brian’s training regimen, given that he’s 
just a regular guy until he hones lethal 

skills.  While there is brevity in the dia-
logue, violent retribution does all the 
talking and that be enough for action 
fans of a brutal revenge story. 

“BYE BYE BARRY” 
ON AMAZON PRIME

One thing certain in this year’s sea-
son of pro football is that the Carolina 
Panthers have been eliminated for a 
spot in the National Football League 
playoffs.  

Usually, the Detroit Lions are also-
rans, as they have not won a 1991 
season playoff game since they won 
the division game by beating the Dallas 
Cowboys in a lopsided victory.

One of the star Lions players at the 
time was running back Barry Sanders 
who played for ten seasons with the 
team and is now the subject of Amazon 
Prime’s documentary “Bye Bye Barry.”

This feature-length documentary 
reveals in intimate detail the unprece-
dented journey of the running back who 
led the league in rushing yards during 
four seasons.  One of the giants of the 
sport, Sanders displayed a style and flair 
that has arguably never been replicated.

His record-breaking career at both 
Oklahoma State, where he won the 
Heisman Trophy in 1988, and with the 
Detroit Lions created a standard that 
will be celebrated forever, and maybe 
not emulated by others with much 
success.

Ten years into his Hall of Fame 
career, it was only a matter of time 
before he broke Chicago Bears running 
back Walter Payton’s record for most 
rushing yards.  Sanders gained 15,269 
rushing yards, the most ever by any 
NFL player in a 10-year span.

But in his prime, at the peak of his 
game, Sanders did the unthinkable.  
At age 31, in the summer of 1999, he 
walked away from the game, never 
to return.  Few retirements have ever 
been so shocking.  And none with more 
intrigue.

Twenty-four years after the surprising 
decision to depart from the sport, NFL 
Film joined the 55-year-old Sanders 
and his four sons on a trip to England 
to explore his career, revisit his upbring-
ing, and tackle one of the greatest 
mysteries in sports history.  Why did he 
retire when he did?

The documentary reveals the contro-
versy over Sanders’ retirement, which 
came abruptly with a faxed statement 
and a departure for London right before 
the start of training camp.  It would 
not have been his style to hold a press 
conference.

F o o t b a l l  f a n s  s h o u l d  e n j o y 
“Bye Bye Barry” for the great foot-
age of his amazing speed and agility 
on the field, and the interviews with 
teammates, his family and cameos of 
celebrity fans like Tim Allen and Jeff 
Daniels, among others.� H

Politicians Refused to Fix California’s Boom-and-Bust 
Tax System. They Now Face a $68 Billion Deficit

It is truly amazing – and 
not in a good way – that 
California’s politicians 
cannot grasp a phenome-
non that has plagued state 
finances for years, known as 
“volatility.”

It’s this: The state budget 
is extraordinarily dependent 
on personal income tax rev-
enues, most of which comes 
from a relative handful of 
upper-income taxpayers 
whose incomes vary year 
to year because much of it 
comes from investments.

When the affluent make 
lots of money, the state 
treasury overflows with rev-
enue, but when the economy 
falters, incomes and tax rev-
enues fall. Unfortunately, 
because politicians have 
short attention spans, they 
tend to increase spending 
when revenues surge, only 
to face deficits when they 
inevitably decline.

The syndrome’s peaks 
and valleys have become 
more severe because depen-
dence on the wealthy has 
increased, economic cycles 
have become more acute and 
windfalls tend to be spent on 
services that are politically 
difficult to adjust, such as 
public schools, health care 
and aid to the state’s poor 
families.

Actually, California pol-
iticians do grasp volatility. 
That was demonstrated 
11 months ago when Gov. 

Gavin Newsom proposed 
a 2023-24 budget that 
addressed what he said was 
a $22.5 billion deficit just 
eight months after he had 
boasted of a $97.5 billion 
surplus.

“No other  s ta te  in 
American history has ever 
experienced a surplus as 
large as this,” Newsom 
had bragged in May 2022, 
thus encouraging his fellow 
Democrats in the Legislature 
to sharply increase spending.

When Newsom acknowl-
edged the looming deficit 
last January, he blamed rev-
enue volatility, displaying 
a chart showing big swings 
in income taxes on capital 
gains and saying it “sums 
up California’s tax structure, 
sums up boom and bust.”

G a b e  P e t e k ,  t h e 
Legislature’s budget ana-
lyst, revealed last week that 
accumulated deficits for the 
2022-23, 2023-24 and the 
forthcoming 2024-25 fis-
cal years, based on spending 
commitments already made 
and current and projected 
revenue, are $68 billion.

“Largely as a result of 
a severe revenue decline 
in 2022 23, the state faces 
a serious budget deficit,” 
Petek told the Legislature. 
“Specifically, under the 
state’s current law and 
policy, we estimate the 
Legislature will need to 
solve a budget problem of 
$68 billion in the coming 
budget process.”

Moreover, Petek’s office 
projects deficits in the neigh-
borhood of $30 billion a 
year for the remainder of 
Newsom’s governorship.

So it’s not that Newsom 
and legislators don’t know 
about the corrosive effects 
of volatility – it’s that 
they, like their predeces-
sors, are unwilling to do 

what’s necessary to counter-
act it: overhaul the revenue 
system.

When volatility first 
became a major prob-
lem during the Great 
Recession, then-Gov. Arnold 
Schwarzenegger and leg-
islative leaders created a 
commission to suggest 
remedies. Chaired by busi-
nessman Gerald Parsky, the 
commission held months of 
hearings and finally, on a 
divided vote, recommended 
the state reduce its depen-
dence on income taxes and 
shift to a revised form of 
sales tax.

The report was bur-
ied as soon as it reached 
the Legislature.  When 
Jerry Brown returned to 
the governorship in 2011, 
he persuaded voters to cre-
ate a “rainy day fund” that 
would absorb some reve-
nues during boom times and 
cushion the impact of future 
downturns.

The fund now has about 
$24 billion and a separate 
school reserve has $8.1 bil-
lion. At best, reserves would 
cover less than half of the 
$68 billion deficit and none 
of the $90 billion in pro-
jected deficits for the three 
following years.

It’s certainly better to 
have those reserves than 
not, but they are incom-
plete responses to volatility 
and that a judicious, even 
gradual, overhaul of the tax 
system is still the best solu-
tion, as politically difficult as 
that may be for a Legislature 
dominated by left-leaning 
Democrats.

Procrastination will only 
make the problem worse.
