GALT, CA (MPG) - The orga-
nization that makes an
annual measurement

of homelessness in
Sacramento County is
looking for volunteers in
Galt.

(PIT) Count, organized

by Sacramento Steps
Forward, will take place
throughout the county
over two days, coming
to the south county on
Jan. 25, from 5 p.m. to 11

WILTON, CA (MPG) - Trustees
with the Reclamation District
800 (RD 800), which main-
tains the Cosumnes River
levees, discussed some wel-
come news at their monthly
board meeting at the Wilton
Community Center on Dec.
21.

The United States Amy
Corps of Engineers (Corps)
will provide the district “a
free bunch of data” after
it surveys the levees and
banks on the north side of the
Cosumnes River. It will then
make recommendations to
mitigate the risks.

The California Department
of Water Resources (DWR) is
creating a hydraulic model of
the river between Michigan
Bar and Twin Cities Road,
which should make it easier
to predict future flooding.

Both projects should help
secure future funding. As
of the meeting, the district
was $7.975 million in the
red. Most of that stems from
emergency repairs to the
levees after the January 2023
storms.

RD 800 maintains and
repairs 34 miles of privately
owned levees along the
Cosumnes River between
Rancho Murieta and
Freeman Road off Dillard
Road in Wilton and Freeman

Road off Grant Line Road
in Sheldon. The funding
to maintain the levees at a
10-year flood standard comes
from an assessment district
that generates only $514,000
a year.

Corps survey

During his engineer’s
report, Patrick Ervin said that
he, attorney Rebecca Smith,
President Brian Takamori,
and Trustee Leland Schneider
have been talking to two rep-
resentatives from the Corps
and DWR about participating
in a pilot study. Over the next
10 years, the Corps plans to
put together a national data-
base of all private levees in
the nation with an assessment
of their conditions and risks.

Smith said RD 800 was
included in the pilot study
with several other small dis-
tricts in California after a
district in Louisiana dropped
out. “We just happened to be
in the right place at the right
time,” she said.

Ervin said the Corps has
limited resources since it is
a pilot program and could
only commit to two days of
inspections on the levees.
“So, obviously with this dis-
trict, they can’t do the entire
thing in two days because
it is too extensive,” he said.
“What we have settled on
with them is the north side
levees in the interest of
time.”

Galt High
Begins
Ist Library
Update
Since 1911

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt High
School this month has
begun the first renova-
tions to its library since
the school’s founding in
1911.

One of the biggest
aspects of the transfor-
mation has been weeding
out old books, Galt High
Principal Kellie Beck
said.

“The library since
we’ve opened has not
been revamped,” Beck
said. “We’ve just been
collecting books on the
shelf, but there’s not
been a weeding process.
Obviously over time, you
can imagine books get
old and deteriorate and
they need to be pulled
from the library.”

Through partnering
with the Follett School
Solutions, GHS staff
have been able to weed
out or clear from the
inventory more than
4,000 books, Beck said.

“At the time, we
had about 9,000 or so
books,” Beck said. “Then
(Follett) went through all
the books ... (and) deter-
mined that almost 100%
of the books needed to
go. But that does not
make sense to completely
get rid of all those books.
So we just decided if
(books are) over 20 years
(old) ... then we would
get rid of them. We went
through and weeded out
about 5,000 books.”

With a removal of a
large selection of books,
there is a plan in place
to rebuild the library’s
stock, Beck said.

“Right now the goal
is to get more books,”
Beck said. “So we’ll
use money that we get
from the site or money
we have allotted to
the library to get more
books. That will be a
process over time to
replenish it with things
that kids will want to
see.”

Beyond remov-
ing older books, the
library is also going to

be refurnished to better

adapt to a modern learn-
ing environment.

“There should be
couches in there,” Beck
said. “There should be
places (where) kids can
sit ... and little areas
where kids could have
study groups and do stuff,
but (where) everything’s
on wheels so you can
change it around.”

The changes hopefully
will encourage students
to make more use of the
library as a resource and
space to actively study,
said Galt High Librarian
Beth Siegalkoff.

“I like this (new design)
better because it resem-
bles Liberty Ranch (High
School),” Siegalkoff said.
“It resembles that as far
as wide open spaces,
and I know that’s the
up-and-coming thing to
do.”

Even with the culling
of thousands of books,
the library remains a
place to find not just
entertainment, but truth,
Siegalkoff said.

“My concern was
when they got to the his-
tory of it,” Siegalkoff
said. “Because the old
history is the truth. You
don’t get that online
because I get some-
body’s opinion when
they’re rewriting. We
have books in here
that are ancient, over
100 years old. You can
always go to a public
library to get the truth.”

The renovated library
will help students suc-
ceed and encourage them
to work harder, said Galt
High English teacher
Jonathan Jonas.

He added, “I think that
open spaces are more
inviting. I like that when
you’re now sitting in
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the middle of that room
that it feels more open
because they took away
all those, like, larger
stacked areas. It just
feels less old. I think
we’re making progress
in the right direction.”

Some freshmen are
eager to see the com-
pleted renovations.

“l am excited,”
Annaliese Bowman said.
“Changes to the library
might bring more people
to come and hang out at
the library. Once every-
thing’s done, I plan on
visiting even more.”

With all these steps
in the right direction,
Siegalkoff said the
library is going to bet-
ter serve the younger
generation.

“I want to leave this
place as good as I found
it,” she said. “So if this
is part of it, then that’s

what we’re gonna do.” %

After the survey, the Corps will pro-
duce a report outlining the deficiencies
in the RD 800 north levees with an esti-
mate of what it will take to get them up
to par.

Director Mark Hite asked whether
up to par would mean a 100-year flood
standard. Smith said their contacts at the
Corps and DWR don’t expect to get any-
where close to that. The goal of the risk
assessment and recommended mitiga-
tions “may be bringing everything up to
a five of 10 years,” she said.

Nonetheless, Ervin and Smith both
said the Corps will be providing the dis-
trict “with a bunch of free” data that it
has never had before. While the district
has some levee locations that have been
surveyed during repairs, it will now have
a breadth of survey data it never had
before. The Corps survey was expected
to take place mid-January.

President Brian Takemori asked if any
of the Corps work would help the south
side of the river, where Wilton and parts
of Sloughhouse are located.

Smith said their DWR representa-
tive also had been pushing the Corps to
do both sides of the river, but the Corps
will want to preserve their resources. If
the Corps surveyed both sides, “It would
cover less than the entire system,” Ervin
added.

Smith said the board could use the
$500,000 state planning grant that State
Senator Roger Niello secured for the
district in 2023 to do some of the same
work on the south side. “You will want
to maximize that because half a million
dollars will go really fast,” she said.

Schneider said another part of the
issue is access, which logistically is eas-
ier on the north side of the river. He said
the Corps is considering a drone sur-
vey “So they would be able to grab both
sides, but that is not a guarantee,” the
trustee said. “Another thought was that
once we get them here, they might want
to keep on going.”

DWR modeling

Turning to the DWR plan to model
the river, Ervin said he was going to
meet with three of the developers after
the meeting to show them to some sites
for ground verification of their model.
However, because of the difficulty of
access on the south (Wilton) side due to
recent rains, they would view some of it
from the north bank.

“I said if you guys want to walk 1,000
feet through trees and mud, go ahead. But
I think we can see some off the sites from
the opposite side.”

The engineer will also take them to the
huge Bradley Road break on the north
side. It’s been repaired.

Ervin said DWR expects to wrap up the
hydraulic model by February. He hopes it
will include additional elements such as
the hydrology of Deer Creek.

“One of the things we talked about

in the meeting is to be able to use that
model as a planning tool to better predict
flows...focusing our resources on raising
the elevation and clearing (the channel as
much as we can, ” he said.

Trustee Dave Utterback told Ervin said
he should talk to DWR about dredging
the massive amount of sand and sediment
that has accumulated in the river chan-
nel. “They don’t need to raise it, they just
clean it out,” he said.

Ervin told him that DWR can use a spe-
cial kind of aerial flight equipped with
“something like a green laser” that can
penetrate the water and see the sentiment,
“which is crazy. I didn’t even know that
existed,” he said.

Ervin also touched on potential for
future funding. He said the DWR rep-
resentative with whom they have been
working was a strong advocate of RD 800
going through the Corps process. That
will mean the district can now quote the
Corps as saying the district levees need
a lot of work, which the district has been
telling the state for years with no effect.
Hopefully, that will translate into DWR
regularly funding RD 800 levees.

“It’s all good,” Irvin added. "The state
is now putting more resources into the
district than they have forever.”

Finances

The financial report by accountant Perla
Tzintzun-Garabay made it evident why
the district is in dire need of more fund-
ing. She said the updated amount owed to
the Bank of Stockton is $7,475,000. It had
been $7,975,000 until the board autho-
rized a $500,000 payment in November.
Most of that money came from the
National Resource Conservation Services
(NRCS) a division of the Department of
Agriculture.

NRCS agreed to partially fund two
repairs on Lee School Road and Fig Road
after the 2023 storms. Of the $1.9 million
cost to fix both levees, NRCS reimbursed
the district about 75%, Ervin is seeking
reimbursement from the California Office
of Emergency Services to pay the bulk of
the district’s 25% cost share.

Ervin also reported he had nearly
completed the voluminous submittals
required to seek approximately $5 mil-
lion in FEMA reimbursement for another
$5.5 million in repairs. However, the dis-
trict has no guarantee of getting the funds.
In the past, FEMA refused to fund a
levee repair project that it had previously
approved.

Funding for district operations comes
from an assessment district that generates
only $514,000 a year. RD 800 was already
in the red about $2 million before the
January 2023 storms.

The district borrowed more money to
make extensive emergency repairs after the
new storms broke the levee in three loca-
tions and caused massive erosion at a dozen
levees on both sides of the river. The total
cost of the flood repairs was $6.5 mil-
lion. *

forward said in its call

for volunteers. “We
need volunteers (18 and
up) to help us count
people experiencing
homelessness (PEH)
across Sacramento. By
volunteering, your con-
versations with PEH can
help us increase public
awareness about issues
PEH commonly face,
learn about their service
needs, and better guide
our community’s home-
lessness response and
resource allocation.”
According to
Sacramento Steps
Forward, more than 500
people participated in
the last PIT in February
2022. At the time, in the

county overall, the non-
profit found that nearly
9,300 people were expe-
riencing homelessness
on a single night, which
indicated a “signifi-
cant” increase over 2019
numbers.

The count primarily
calls for people to can-
vass designated areas,
tallying and interview-
ing homeless people;
assistance is also needed
at deployment centers,
where volunteers meet
their teams and receive
assignments.

Galt residents who
would like to canvass
in Galt should select the
Elk Grove deployment
center during the regis-
tration process, said Kim

Winters, Sacramento
Steps Forward’s commu-
nity impact director.

Volunteers are required
to complete a training
session over Zoom on
Jan. 17.

No special experi-
ence is needed to join,
Sacramento Steps
Forward said. “All that is
needed is a willingness to
help, an open heart, and a
few hours of your time.”

GALT, CA (MPG) - The Galt Youth
Commission worked on plans for upcom-
ing projects, including two designed to
promote interaction between the city’s
younger and older residents.

The commissioners set their Senior
Technology Project, which would have
commissioners help older adults with
technology and internet questions, for
the afternoon of March 12. The decision
passed by a 9-0 vote. The commission
planned to set the venue and exact time at
its next meeting.

Ag Pass Program to Assist Farmers
During Disasters

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA
(MPG) - Last winter’s floods
took a devastating toll on
the Sacramento area’s agri-
cultural industry. More
than $38 million in losses
were reported by area
farms. That loss of revenue
included damaged crops,
dead livestock, and damaged
infrastructure.

When the flooding struck,
commercial agricultural
producers were forced to
evacuate. In many cases,
animals and equipment that
couldn’t be loaded onto trail-
ers and moved were left
behind, while crops were
also left unprotected. Once
out of the area, farmers were
not allowed back in until the
water receded. There wasn’t
a system in place to show law
enforcement who belonged
and who didn’t during the
crisis.

The Sacramento County
Department of Agriculture
recognized this issue that
farmers and ranchers faced
by leaving, and with the
assistance of the County
Office of Emergency
Services, have developed a
program to assist the local ag
industry with a way to allow
them back in to protect their
farms and livestock during a
disaster.

The Board of Supervisors
has approved the County’s
first Ag Pass Program.
Ag Pass will be activated
during a declared disas-
ter that allows, when safe,
the ability for coordinated
re-entry of commercial agri-
cultural producers to an
evacuated area through col-
laborative pre-incident
planning, coordination, and
implementation.

The County held a series
of community meetings to
discuss how to create the
new program to allow quali-
fied agriculture and livestock
producers safe passage to
their properties. The Ag
Pass Program provides guid-
ance and direction for local
governments and non-gov-
ernmental organizations on
how to safely allow accred-
ited agricultural workers
back onto their property
to assess their businesses.
To become part of the Ag
Pass Program, commer-
cial agricultural producers
will need to register through
the Sacramento County
Department of Agriculture,
Weights, and Measures.

Under the program,
County accredited members
will be limited to perform-
ing only those functions and
tasks that have been deter-
mined essential for the
support of commercial oper-
ations to lessen the impacts

of economic loss or to pro-
vide auxiliary support to
peace officers and emergency
personnel in locating water
sources and access routes.

The Ag Pass coverage is
limited to registered commer-
cial agricultural operations
under the Sacramento County
Agricultural Commissioner’s
Office. An initial application
for the Ag Pass will require
Primary Pass holders to out-
line all critical tasks and
require an approximate num-
ber of personnel.

“This pass does not give
any special privileges or
authorization to disre-
gard the direction of public
safety officials or force any
employees, laborers, farm-
hands, or members of the
public, regardless of their
immigration status, to dis-
regard the orders of any
public safety official,” said
Chris Flores, Sacramento
County Agricultural
Commissioner.

Agricultural producers
are encouraged to contact
the County Department of
Agriculture to learn more
about this new program.
Applicants must take train-
ing from the County before
an Ag Pass is issued. All
passes must be renewed
annually.

Training classes are
expected to begin in early
2024. *

Today we celebrate the rich
culture and history, health
benefits and soothing qual-
ities of tea. According to
Checkiday.com, the drink-
ing of tea may date back
almost 5,000 years.

According to legend, it
was first drunk in China in
2737 B.C., when Emperor
Shen Nong accidentally
imbibed it, after tea leaves
blew into his boiling water.
Tea went from being a
medicinal beverage to a
casual beverage in a short
time.

It has long been tied
to Britain. But it wasn’t
until the 17th century that
it become popular there,

when the upper class began
drinking it. By the late
19th century, it was pop-
ular with all British social
classes. Water is the only
drink that is more popu-
lar than tea. Four out of
five Americans drink tea,
and the United States is the
third largest importer of tea
in the world behind Russia
and Pakistan.

Today’s holiday is ded-
icated to hot tea, but only
15-25% of tea that is sold
in the Unted States is hot
tea, served plain or with
milk; sugar, honey are
often added. Tea comes
from the Camellia Sinensis
plant. The main types
of teas are black, green,
white, dark, yellow, and

oolong. They all come
from the same plant. Their
difference lies in how
they’re processed.

Tea leaves begin to oxi-
dize after they are picked.
White tea is the least oxi-
dized. Green tea is more
oxidized, and black tea is
the most oxidized. Dark
tea is fermented after it is
manufactured. Black tea
is overwhelming favor-
ite of Americans, although
green tea has been gaining
in popularity.

Besides true tea, there
also is herbal tea made
from herbs or plants, such
as chamomile, mint and
hibiscus. Tea contains
a high concentration of
flavonoids, bioactive com-
pounds with antioxidant
properties that may help
neutralize free radicals
that cause chronic disease.
Black tea is especially ben-
eficial for cardiovascular

health; it may reduce
the risk of heart disease,
heart attack and stroke.
Finally, tea improves cog-
nitive performance and has
numerous soothing quali-
ties.
