GALT, CA (MPG) - Presenting
the city of Galt’s annual
comprehensive financial
report, the city’s finance
head told Galt City Council
members about increases in
revenue and expenses, and
discussed the first income

from the Measure Q sales
tax. Council approved a
request for bids on Walker
Community Park upgrades.

Finance Director
Matthew Boring said the
report had received an
unmodified opinion from
the city’s auditor, with no
findings. This means that
the auditor considered the

data to be fairly presented
and had identified no cor-
rections, which Boring
called “the gold standard.”
The report was also com-
pleted within the required
six-month timeframe,
which he said has not hap-
pened in several years.
The city’s net position
in the fiscal year 2022-23

rose to $245.5 million, an
increase of close to 7%
over the previous year.
Total revenue increased
by $8.5 million or 16%,
while total expenditures
increased $7.7 million or
20%.
Boring said some of the
rise in income was caused

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - At its
Jan. 17 regular meeting,
the Cosumnes Community
Services District (CSD)
board of directors received
the annual comprehensive
financial report for 2023.

Finance Director
Nou Vang said CSD’s
auditor had issued an
unmodified opinion on the
report, meaning that the
data included in the doc-
ument is fairly presented
and reliable. She said the
auditor recommended per-
forming more reviews of
finance data to reduce the
number of adjustments
during the audit. A staff
report said the auditor
identified 20 adjustments
that the district then
corrected.

In fiscal year 2022-
23, CSD revenue reached
nearly $138.4 million, an
increase of $22.5 million
or 20% over the previous
year. Expenses also rose,
to $119 million, which
is $19.8 million or 20%
higher than the previous
year.

The largest portion of
the district’s income, close
to 44%, comes from prop-
erty taxes, with charges for
services making up the next
largest chunk, 37%. Public
protection accounted for 58%
of CSD’s spending, and 32%
went to parks and recreation;
general government made up
the remaining 10%.

Vang considered the prop-
erty taxes and charges for
services for highlights, as
both increased notably over
the previous fiscal year, prop-
erty taxes by about 8% and
charges by about 20%. She
also pointed to jumps in
development fees and capital
assets, and growth in the dis-
trict’s reserve fund.

Looking at challenges fac-
ing CSD, Vang said that the
district’s liability for pension
and other retirement benefits
had grown by $150.9 million.
She said this was caused by
a number of factors, such as
inflation, the fact that people
are living longer, and the fact
that CalPERS, the public-em-
ployee pension plan, reported
a loss on its investments.

Vang said pension liability
is a “moving target number”
that can go up or down based
on how well CalPERS’
investments pan out.

“Overall, I'm really

installation of a tampon dispenser in a
boys bathroom at least one of the dis-
trict’s campuses.

Four people asked that the dispenser
be removed from the boys bathroom at
Lake Canyon Elementary School. One
speaker advocated to keep them.

The dispenser, and others in girls bath-
rooms, were installed to comply with a
state law passed in 2021. Assembly Bill
367 requires schools in grades 6-12 “to
stock the school’s restrooms with an
adequate supply of free menstrual prod-
ucts ... available and accessible, free
of cost, in all women’s restrooms and
all-gender restrooms, and in at least one
men’s restroom, at all times.”

Speaker Matthew Ward said keeping
the dispenser would “eliminate the dis-
tinction (between boys and girls)” and
that it implied that students who were
not biologically male were using the
boys bathroom. He and other speakers
encouraged the board not to comply with
the law.

Speaker Veronica Kaufman said she
understood community opposition, but
she said it is important to provide tam-
pons due to poverty among students. She
said lack of access to menstrual products
disproportionately harms the health of
women and girls, transgender men and
boys, and nonbinary people. *

GALT, CA (MPG) - The board of educa-
tion for Galt Joint Union Elementary
School district agreed at its Jan. 17 reg-
ular meeting to fund design work for the
replacement of portable classrooms at
Vernon E. Greer Elementary School.

Superintendent Lois Yount said the
portables are used for the expanded
learning program. While she said they
are safe to use, the district has not
upgraded them “because we knew they
needed to be removed.”

Staff recommended hiring 19six
Architects for the architectural work,
at a cost of about $86,000. The money
would come from expanded learning
funds.

Yount said the next step would be to
contract with a company to build new
portables. Based on conversations with
manufacturers, she said the earliest the dis-
trict would receive the buildings would be
in late 2024 or early 2025. She projected
that the construction might be completed
by summer 2025. She estimated that the
full project would cost $450,000.

The trustees approved the item
unanimously.

During public comment, sev-
eral speakers voiced opinions on the

by the city recognizing the
last of its pandemic-relief
grant from the American
Rescue Plan Act. The rise
in expenses was mainly the
result of work on capital
projects.

The city’s assets and lia-
bilities also increased, by
4% and 19% respectively.
Boring said pension obliga-
tions account for the rise in
liabilities, due to low invest-
ment returns at CalPERS, the
public-employee retirement
plan.

The first revenues were
recorded for the Measure Q
sales tax, approved by Galt
voters in 2022; the 1-cent
tax intended to supplement
parks and recreation funding
brought in about $1 million in
2022-23, Boring said, mak-
ing up roughly a quarter of
the total sales tax collected.
He said the Measure Q
money was collected over the
final three months of the fis-
cal year, which ended in June
2023. While that amount
suggests a potential annual
revenue of $4 million, Boring

to be higher.

“That should also increase
going forward,” Boring told
Council Member Shawn
Farmer. “There’s still some
lag and some retailers not
collecting that (the Measure
Q sales tax).”

He added that the city’s
sales tax consultants mon-
itor for compliance among
businesses.

Vice Mayor Rich Lozano
commended the Finance
Department’s work, saying
the city is in a better financial
position than it was several
years ago, particularly in the
amount of money available
in the general fund. He also
voiced interest in hearing
what can be done to address
a decrease in Galt Market
revenue.

Council accepted the
report by a 4-0 vote. Council
Member Kevin Papineau was
absent.

With the city set to receive
a grant covering half of
the money to complete the
next phase of the Walker
Community Park upgrades,
city staff asked Council to

design the project.

The Phase ITA upgrades
will add three baseball/
softball diamonds and an
expansion to the parking lot,
as well as a new bathroom
and landscaping.

The city was awarded
a $2.65 million grant by
the state Land and Water
Conservation Fund, which
accounts for half of the
expected price tag; the
city must come up with
the remaining money.
Deputy Director of Public
Works John Griffin said the
specific application necessary
to start construction would
take months to complete.

Assuming the grant money
is provided in June this year,
he said the documents could
be finished by May 2025,
and the construction contract
awarded in September 2025.
He said construction could
finish by October 2026.

Council approved the
request for proposals with
a 4-0 vote. They identified
Park Capital Funds, Measure
Q and the general fund as
sources for the city’s half of

COMMUNITY BRIEFS Local Parents of Deceased

Veteran Sue VA

Editor’s Note: This article
includes discussion of sui-
cide.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - An
Elk Grove couple say their
son, a filmmaker and actor
who served in the military,
was let down by the mental
health care available for vet-
erans, leading to his death
by suicide in 2018. They are
seeking a remedy in court
with a lawsuit against the
U.S. government.

Carlos Lopez Sr. and
Juanita Lopez told the
Citizen that they believe their
son, Carlos Lopez Jr., died
as a result of post-traumatic
stress disorder (PTSD). They
memorialized him with a
celebration of life at the
Crest Theatre in Sacramento,
showing a student film he
wrote, produced and starred
in about the effects of PTSD
on veterans.

The Laguna Creek High
School graduate enlisted in
the Army in 2002, months
before the U.S. invasion of
Iraq, leading to service in
Baghdad, Najaf and Fallujah.
This was followed by time in
Kuwait as a civilian contrac-
tor and then an additional
tour of duty in Afghanistan.
In all, his family said he
served more than 37 months
in combat zones.

After being honorably
discharged in 2010, Carlos
Lopez Jr. attended Cosumnes
River College to study acting
and theater. He then moved
to Los Angeles to pursue a
film and television career,
finding work in multiple
movies and TV shows.

In addition, Lopez was
diagnosed with PTSD and
other conditions.

Years later, in 2018, fol-
lowing a series of visits with
U.S. Veterans Administration
(VA) mental health care pro-
viders, he took his own life.
His parents advocated for
recognition of the emotional
anguish they experienced
as a result, writing letters to
Presidents Donald Trump
and Joe Biden, and attempt-
ing to press the issue with the
VA internally. In 2021, they
found a law firm willing to
represent them in court, and
they filed suit.

The first trial date in the
U.S. District Court for the
Central District of California
is scheduled for Jan. 30.

Seeking Treatment

In February 2018, Lopez
began to seek mental health
treatment. According to
court documents filed on
behalf of the Lopezes, he
made an unscheduled visit
to a VA medical center in
Los Angeles complaining of
“low motivation, thoughts of
death, and depression.” The
psychologist who saw him
referred him to a second psy-
chologist the next month.

He reportedly told the sec-
ond psychologist that he was
experiencing symptoms like
guardedness and intrusive
memories from combat. At
a follow-up appointment, a
neurologist prescribed gab-
apentin for Lopez, to ease
back pain. After one more
appointment in May, the next
meeting with the second psy-
chologist was scheduled for
three months later.

Lopez showed up at the
medical center before then,
on June 19. According to
plaintiff filings, he said he
had “frequent nightmares
that were ‘so real that he
can’t distinguished [sic]
between real and not real,’
and worries that he is a ‘bad
person’ and ‘capable of
doing awful things.””

The psychologist who had
treated him back in February

determined that he was at
low risk of harming himself
or others.

Five days later, on June
24, 2018, Lopez died by
suicide. He was 35 years
old. The coroner’s report
found no drugs or alcohol
in his system; the coroner
reportedly did not test for
gabapentin.

The Lopezes are argu-
ing that the VA engaged in
medical malpractice while
treating their son, result-
ing in his death, and mental
anguish for his parents.

They said the VA appoint-
ments, several of which
lasted less than 30 minutes,
were too short to get a proper
sense of Lopez’s mental
state. They felt he should
have been placed under an
involuntary psychiatric hold.

Additionally, they pointed
to the fact that gabapentin’s
listed side effects include
thoughts of suicide.

Carlos Lopez Sr. told the
Herald that the medication
“enhanced” his son’s dis-
tress. The Lopezes said their
son called them and other
family members in the days
before he died, saying he
was having nightmares and
couldn’t sleep. However,
Juanita Lopez said, they
didn’t “connect the dots.”

The Government’s
Response

In its defense, the gov-
ernment has asserted that
the Lopezes cannot prove
any breach in the standard
of care by the doctors who
treated Carlos Lopez Jr. and
that “there was there was no
indication or evidence that
Mr. Lopez was actively sui-
cidal or homicidal” in the
time leading up to his death.
It argued that “an unknow-
able number of events” could
have affected Lopez’s mental
state in the five days between
his final appointment and his
suicide.

The defense made these
statements in a filing on Dec.
11, 2023.

Regarding the possibility
of an involuntary psychiatric
hold, the government said it
would show, through expert
testimony, that Lopez did not
meet the criteria for such an
action when he met with the
psychologist.

It asserted that gabapen-
tin is a common choice for

treating neuropathic pain and
does not create significant
suicide risk. It also said that
there is no advice against
prescribing gabapentin to a
patient who has been diag-
nosed with PTSD. Further,
the government said there
was no evidence Lopez had
been taking the medicine as
prescribed.

“Plaintiffs also only offer
speculation that Gabapentin
played a role in Mr. Lopez’s
death,” the defense said.
“Moreover, there is no evi-
dence of Gabapentin in Mr.
Lopez’s body at the time of
his death.”

A Bigger Issue

Juanita Lopez said it
angered her to learn that vet-
erans taking their own lives
is a broader problem. An
article on veteran suicide that
included her son’s death and
those of other servicemem-
bers particularly struck her.

The suicide rate among
veterans was 33.9 per
100,000 people in 2021,
according to data from the
VA. The rate for nonveterans
was roughly half that of vet-
erans, at 16.7 per 100,000.

The Lopezes said it is
important to them to say that
their son died from PTSD.
They said the VA should
have doctors perform a more
careful psychiatric assess-
ment when a patient first
comes in, and take more
decisive action to protect
veterans who indicate a risk
of suicide.

In his self-produced
film, “PTSD: An American
Tragedy,” Carlos Lopez
Jr. plays a soldier, Victor
Martinez, who, after serving
a tour of duty in Afghanistan,
returns home with severe
trauma. Innocuous sounds,
like a kitchen timer, trig-
ger flashbacks to the
battlefield, and he copes
with nightmares and stress
by drinking and doing drugs.
He becomes violent with his
wife and a close friend. The
movie ends as Victor takes
his own life.

Lopez’s interest in film
was evident during his Iraq
service, when he would send
his parents videos showing
his experiences. His cel-
ebration of life featured a
screening of “PTSD: An
American Tragedy.”

His parents told the
Citizen that they planned to
testify at the Jan. 30 hearing.

“When a veteran goes to
war and all that, they don’t
go alone,” Juanita Lopez
said. “There’s a whole fam-
ily behind them, spiritually;
maybe not physically, but
that’s what happens. And
when people die like this,
you think, ‘There’s no cause
for it happen this way. He
survived his tours of duty.
Why can’t he survive his
civilian life?"” *

There have been
some political efforts
to change that, with the
Legislature recently con-
sidering proposals, and a
2024 ballot initiative in
the works. However, the
grant, says Delmundo,
represents how SAFE
and others in the region
dedicated to providing
financial education ser-
vices are stepping in to
fill the need now.

Delmundo says that
young people especially
can benefit from finan-
cial education programs
since mistakes they may
make early in life can
affect them long into
adulthood.

“It just takes one
missed payment to harm
a credit score,” she
says. “I’ve seen a lot of
young people get bur-
ied in credit card debt
while also tackling pay-
ing off student loans.
I’m a strong propo-
nent of helping people
learn how to handle the
finances they have now

so they can achieve their
future financial goals.”

SAFE offers its own
financial education ser-
vices through free
webinars available to the
public as well as work-
shops to employers and
organizations. It also
offers its no-cost Budget
Cents interactive simu-
lations to high schools
in the region, where stu-
dents get a first-hand
look at the real-life
expenses they’ll face
as adults. SAFE’s high
school branch program
works closely with three
area high schools to
house a branch at each
and provide supportive
financial education for
the students who staff
the branches and their
fellow students.

“There are a lot of us
working to fill the finan-
cial education gap,” says
Delmundo. “And we
are all keenly aware of
how many people truly
want this information.
This grant helps us help
others providing this
service.”

SAFE conducts four
grant cycles each year as
part of its overall philan-
thropic program that also
includes direct giving,
scholarships, sponsor-
ships, and volunteerism.

Sometimes I gave in, if the
class finished their assign-
ment in time. Garcia was a
leader even then and would
encourage his classmates to
perform their PE duties in
due haste so they could kick
the ball around longer.

When asked what his
strategy is Garcia responds
that he waits for the oppor-
tunity. “I don’t really have
a strategy,” said Garcia.
“I wait for a good time to
score and if it is not com-
ing, patience is key until the
goals come.”

Galt Principal Kellie Beck
is impressed with everything
Garcia is accomplishing.
“I am incredibly proud of
Miguel and his accomplish-
ments on and off the soccer
field,” said Beck. “He is so
fun to watch. What most
people don’t know is what

an amazing young man
he is off the field. Miguel
has overcome some diffi-
cult times in his life, yet he
never gave up on himself or
the love of the game of soc-
cer. That is what is most
admirable to see in a stu-
dent athlete. I will miss him
when he graduates but his
record and legacy at Galt
High will live on and so will
his impact on those around
him.”

Believe it or not, Garcia
has not scored at every game
this season. He has how-
ever assisted every game.
