ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Elk
Grove Fine Arts Center and
the Elk Grove Chamber of
Commerce recognized the
center’s move into a new
space, with a ribbon-cut-
ting ceremony on Jan. 18.
The event was an opportu-
nity to thank the center’s
supporters and discuss its

plans.

Darrci Robertson, the
gallery manager and cura-
tor, said the fine arts center
will seek permission to cre-
ate a mural at the location,
9020 Elk Grove Blvd.,
Suite 101.

“We all envisioned a
place to show our art-
work here in Elk Grove
because it’s really import-
ant to bring the arts to Elk

Grove,” Robertson said.
“We have this big city, and
they need to see us.”

Vice President Peggy
Forseth-Andrews said
that the fine arts center
shows what people with
a common purpose can
accomplish.

CSD Board Reviews Finance Report

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - At its
Jan. 17 regular meeting,
the Cosumnes Community
Services District (CSD)
board of directors received
the annual comprehensive
financial report for 2023.
Finance Director

Nou Vang said CSD’s
auditor had issued an
unmodified opinion on the
report, meaning that the
data included in the doc-
ument is fairly presented
and reliable. She said the
auditor recommended per-
forming more reviews of
finance data to reduce the
number of adjustments

during the audit. A staff
report said the auditor
identified 20 adjustments
that the district then
corrected.

In fiscal year 2022-
23, CSD revenue reached
nearly $138.4 million, an
increase of $22.5 million
or 20% over the previous
year. Expenses also rose,

to $119 million, which
is $19.8 million or 20%
higher than the previous
year.

The largest portion of
the district’s income, close
to 44%, comes from prop-
erty taxes, with charges for
services making up the next
largest chunk, 37%. Public

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - An
Elk Grove couple say their
son, a filmmaker and actor
who served in the mili-
tary, was let down by the
mental health care avail-
able for veterans, leading
to his death by suicide in
2018. They are seeking
a remedy in court with a
lawsuit against the U.S.
government.

Carlos Lopez Sr. and
Juanita Lopez told the
Citizen that they believe
their son, Carlos Lopez Jr.,
died as a result of post-trau-
matic stress disorder
(PTSD). They memorial-
ized him with a celebration
of life at the Crest Theatre
in Sacramento, showing a
student film he wrote, pro-
duced and starred in about
the effects of PTSD on
veterans.

The Laguna Creek High
School graduate enlisted in
the Army in 2002, months
before the U.S. invasion
of Iraq, leading to ser-
vice in Baghdad, Najaf
and Fallujah. This was fol-
lowed by time in Kuwait
as a civilian contractor and
then an additional tour of
duty in Afghanistan. In all,
his family said he served
more than 37 months in
combat zones.

After being honor-
ably discharged in 2010,
Carlos Lopez Jr. attended
Cosumnes River College
to study acting and the-
ater. He then moved to
Los Angeles to pursue a
film and television career,
finding work in multiple
movies and TV shows.

In addition, Lopez was
diagnosed with PTSD and
other conditions.

Years later, in 2018,
following a series of vis-
its with U.S. Veterans
Administration (VA)

protection accounted for 58%
of CSD’s spending, and 32%
went to parks and recreation;
general government made up
the remaining 10%.

Vang considered the prop-
erty taxes and charges for
services for highlights, as
both increased notably over
the previous fiscal year, prop-
erty taxes by about 8% and
charges by about 20%. She
also pointed to jumps in
development fees and capital
assets, and growth in the dis-
trict’s reserve fund.

Looking at challenges fac-
ing CSD, Vang said that the
district’s liability for pension
and other retirement benefits
had grown by $150.9 million.
She said this was caused by
a number of factors, such as
inflation, the fact that people

are living longer, and the fact
that CalPERS, the public-em-
ployee pension plan, reported
a loss on its investments.
Vang said pension liability
is a “moving target number”
that can go up or down based
on how well CalPERS’
investments pan out.
“Overall, I'm really
pleased with how we ended
out the fiscal year. This really
highlights our commitment
being trusted stewards of
public funds,” Vang said.
Director Pete Sakaris
asked Vang whether CSD is
prepared to handle the ups
and downs in its pension lia-
bilities. Acknowledging that
it is “tough” to manage the
changes, Vang said the dis-
trict is on a 20-year plan with
CalPERS to pay down the
obligations, and that may

sometimes mean increasing
its contribution. She said dis-
trict staff are reviewing the
current arrangement. Sakaris
asked for a presentation on
the pension agreement.

The directors commended
Vang and staff for their work.

In addition, CSD rec-
ognized two former
committee members and
two retired Cosumnes
Fire Department chiefs.
Lisa Robinson and Gloria
Lambert-Hector served
on the Parks Advisory
Committee for more than
three years. Former fire
chiefs Tracey Hansen and
Michael Laughlin were
honored after having been
inducted into the California
Fire Chiefs Association Hall
of Fame.

Parents Outraged Over 4-Hour Daily Commute to Middle & High School

Parent Coalition News Release

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - Middle
and high school students from the
South Rancho Cordova and Rancho
Murietta/Sloughhouse areas are
being forced to attend overcrowded
schools in Elk Grove. These schools
are too far away from home, giving
them 11- hour school days, average 4
hour-commute and wait times before
and after school—often unsupervised,
often preventing them from participat-
ing in extracurricular activities.
Parents of these children are out-
raged that their middle and high
schoolers are having to leave for the
bus stop at 6:45 AM to attend school
that starts at 8:30 AM, and don’t get
home often until between 4:30- 5 PM.
That’s before school sports or club
meetings, giving them barely enough

time to do homework.

Parents who are able to carpool or
drop off/pickup their children typ-
ically have a 90-minute commute
and often begin lining up for pick-up
about 1pm—2.5 hours before school
gets out. The traffic then gets so bad
that children are unable to be picked
up for afternoon doctor’s appoint-
ments, leading to kids being taken out
of school at lunch and missing a full
half day for an appointment, instead of
the typical hour to 1.5 hours. Traffic is
often double-parked, blocking fire and
police routes, and for those with dis-
abilities, they’re unable to park near
school to pick up their children.

-“Even on early out days, the bus

still runs a normal day schedule. That
means children do not get dropped off
until two hours after school gets out!”

He has exactly 1 hour
to do homework and eat dinner before
we have to leave at 5:30 to get to
practice by 6:00. At 7:30, I load my
7 and 4 year old back into the car to
make the hour long pilgrimage to
pick up my son from Pleasant Grove
at 8Pm. We do not arrive back home
until 8:30.”

-“My daughters WERE attending
KAMS & PGHS. I pulled them out
and enrolled them at SAVA Elk Grove
in 2022 (charter school), due to: bath-
room closures, daily drive, bus issues,
inability to participate in school
activities and tutoring because of bus
and transportation issues.”

medical appointment in Folsom at
4pm, Albiani is out at 3:20, I arrived
at 2:45 presuming I could park rea-
sonably, wait a bit before I called her
to the office. I am 9 months pregnant
and when I arrived, I wasn’t able to
park anywhere to walk to the office
and I could not even turn in to get
close to the school. I called the office
and was told this is typical. I had to
get out and knock on car doors to
move to the side to let me out of the
line of traffic to go park off campus
and walk to the office.”

mental health care pro-
viders, he took his own
life. His parents advo-
cated for recognition of
the emotional anguish they
experienced as a result,
writing letters to Presidents
Donald Trump and Joe
Biden, and attempting to
press the issue with the VA
internally. In 2021, they
found a law firm willing
to represent them in court,
and they filed suit.

The first trial date in
the U.S. District Court
for the Central District of
California is scheduled for
Jan. 30.

Seeking Treatment

In February 2018, Lopez
began to seek mental health
treatment. According to
court documents filed on
behalf of the Lopezes, he
made an unscheduled visit
to a VA medical center in
Los Angeles complain-
ing of “low motivation,
thoughts of death, and
depression.” The psychol-
ogist who saw him referred
him to a second psycholo-
gist the next month.

He reportedly told the
second psychologist that
he was experiencing symp-
toms like guardedness and
intrusive memories from
combat. At a follow-up
appointment, a neurologist
prescribed gabapentin for
Lopez, to ease back pain.
After one more appoint-
ment in May, the next
meeting with the second
psychologist was sched-
uled for three months later.

Lopez showed up at the
medical center before then,

on June 19. According to
plaintiff filings, he said he
had “frequent nightmares
that were ‘so real that he
can’t distinguished [sic]
between real and not real,’
and worries that he is a
‘bad person’ and ‘capable
of doing awful things.””

The psychologist who
had treated him back in
February determined that
he was at low risk of harm-
ing himself or others.

Five days later, on June
24, 2018, Lopez died by
suicide. He was 35 years
old. The coroner’s report
found no drugs or alcohol
in his system; the coroner
reportedly did not test for
gabapentin.

The Lopezes are argu-
ing that the VA engaged in
medical malpractice while
treating their son, result-
ing in his death, and mental
anguish for his parents.

They said the VA
appointments, several of
which lasted less than 30
minutes, were too short
to get a proper sense of
Lopez’s mental state. They
felt he should have been
placed under an involun-
tary psychiatric hold.

Additionally, they
pointed to the fact that gab-
apentin’s listed side effects
include thoughts of suicide.

Carlos Lopez Sr. told
the Herald that the med-
ication “enhanced” his
son’s distress. The Lopezes
said their son called them
and other family mem-
bers in the days before he
died, saying he was having
nightmares and couldn’t
sleep. However, Juanita
Lopez said, they didn’t

“connect the dots.”

The Government’s
Response

In its defense, the gov-
ernment has asserted that
the Lopezes cannot prove
any breach in the standard
of care by the doctors who
treated Carlos Lopez Ir.
and that “there was there
was no indication or evi-
dence that Mr. Lopez was
actively suicidal or homi-
cidal” in the time leading
up to his death. It argued
that “an unknowable num-
ber of events” could have
affected Lopez’s men-
tal state in the five days
between his final appoint-
ment and his suicide.

The defense made these
statements in a filing on
Dec. 11, 2023.

Regarding the possi-
bility of an involuntary
psychiatric hold, the gov-
ernment said it would
show, through expert tes-
timony, that Lopez did not
meet the criteria for such
an action when he met with
the psychologist.

It asserted that gabapen-
tin is a common choice for
treating neuropathic pain
and does not create sig-
nificant suicide risk. It
also said that there is
no advice against pre-
scribing gabapentin to
a patient who has been
diagnosed with PTSD.
Further, the government
said there was no evi-
dence Lopez had been
taking the medicine as
prescribed.

“Plaintiffs also only
offer speculation that
Gabapentin played a
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role in Mr. Lopez’s
death,” the defense said.
“Moreover, there is no
evidence of Gabapentin
in Mr. Lopez’s body at
the time of his death.”

A Bigger Issue

Juanita Lopez said it
angered her to learn that
veterans taking their
own lives is a broader
problem. An article on
veteran suicide that
included her son’s death
and those of other ser-
vicemembers particularly
struck her.

The suicide rate among
veterans was 33.9 per
100,000 people in 2021,
according to data from
the VA. The rate for non-
veterans was roughly
half that of veterans, at
16.7 per 100,000.

The Lopezes said it is
important to them to say
that their son died from
PTSD. They said the
VA should have doctors
perform a more careful
psychiatric assessment
when a patient first
comes in, and take more
decisive action to protect
veterans who indicate a
risk of suicide.

In his self-pro-
duced film, “PTSD: An
American Tragedy,”
Carlos Lopez Jr. plays a
soldier, Victor Martinez,
who, after serving a tour
of duty in Afghanistan,
returns home with severe
trauma. Innocuous
sounds, like a kitchen
timer, trigger flashbacks
to the battlefield, and he
copes with nightmares
and stress by drinking

and doing drugs. He
becomes violent with his
wife and a close friend.
The movie ends as Victor
takes his own life.

Lopez’s interest in
film was evident during
his Iraq service, when
he would send his par-
ents videos showing his
experiences. His cele-
bration of life featured a
screening of “PTSD: An
American Tragedy.”

His parents told the
Citizen that they planned

the first and third
Wednesday of the
month.

Has anyone ever tried to end a dis-
cus-sion with you by declaring, “The
Bible is clear on THIS issue”?

Normally, they bring the Bible into a
controversial argument about abortion,
hell, homosexuality or the role of women.
Sometimes they really go off the rail
declaring the Bible to be clear about who
you should vote for.

The whole scenario reminds me how
I’ve heard that same certainty-approach
in history. In fact, this weekend of Martin
Luther King’s birthday is a good time to
remember that the Bible is astoundingly
clear on a topic we’ve long discarded.

The Bible allows the enslavement of
people. And I’m not talking about a few
obscure proof texts.

On his blog, theologian and Mennonite
pastor Michael Pahl demonstrates how
easy it is to find at least seven Bible

passages that directly endorse slavery.
(Exodus 21:2-11; Leviticus 25:44-46).
Slave ownership carried God’s blessing
in Genesis 12:16; 24:35; Isaiah 14:1-2.

Pahl finds clarity in the New Testament
commanding slaves to obey their mas-
ters “in everything” (Ephesians 6:5-9;
Colossian 3:22-4:1; 1 Timothy 6:1-2;
Titus 2:9-10; 1 Peter 2:18-20).

For sure the Bible is good on slavery.

“Chaplain,” you ask, “How can you
endorse such a horrific thing?”

Oh, you know I’m not writing to
endorse slavery. And neither does Pahl.
Abolitionists won this argument by
estab-lishing a clear biblical foundation
against slavery.

But MLK Day might be a good
time to examine our own hearts to see
how oppressive Christians can be with
Scripture.

For instance, we’ve been sure of God’s
position on things like war.

We’ve raised the Christian flag and
sung, “Onward Christian Soldiers. Yet
we’ve squelched solid biblical arguments
from those who profess pacifism.

And yes, we’ve found biblical support
for the subservient role of women while
overlooking the deafening roar of women
who find equality throughout the Bible.

How about the death penalty? While
the Bible seemingly supports it, many
denom-inations have scripturally opposed
1t.

And on the hottest of topics like abor-
tion and sexuality, you’ll hear honest
Christians cite compelling biblical argu-
ments on both sides.

One has to wonder, if the Bible is
iner-rant “without error or fault in all its
teaching” as evangelicals proclaim, why
haven’t we found agreement on all of
these things?

Don’t worry. I’m not trying to discredit
the Bible. But it’s a fair warning that
sometimes “Biblical Clarity” can become
blinding.

True clarity can only be found as we
read and search the Scripture for the heart
of Jesus’ message -- in the same way we
did with slavery in the mid 1700s.

That’s when John Newton, an infamous
slave-ship-captain-turned-preacher, really
read the Bible and became convinced that
God was clearly opposed to slavery.

Finding God’s mercy, he clearly
ignored Bible verses and reached for the
heart of Jesus when he penned “Amazing
Grace” to accompany his sermon on New
Year’s Day, 1773.

The message is bursting with grace and

has become an anthem for religious and
nonreligious alike.

Amazing grace! how sweet the
sound, That saved a wretch; like me!
I once was lost, but now am
found, Was blind, but now I see.
While we find inspired answers in the
Bible, we can also consider it a question
book asking some very good questions.
We must remember that it was written
by dozens of authors struggling with the
issues of their day. And the Bible invites
us to struggle too.

I like the way Pahl concludes his blog
on this topic.

“The next time we hear someone talk
about the ‘clear teaching of Scripture’ ...
think about this: the Bible is at least as
clear on slavery, yet thank God, we no
longer believe that slavery is God’s will.
We’ve read the Bible, and we’re follow-
ing Jesus.”

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EGPD Arrest Suspect with Gun
at Local Basketball Game

ELK GROVE (MPG) - During
a boys basketball game
a Cosumnes Oaks High
School Jan. 19 Elk Grove
Police officers received
information that person at
the game was armed with
a handgun. According
to a police news release,
when the officers, during
a time out in the third
quarter of the Wolfpacks
game against Sheldon,
approached the 18-year-old
male. He tried to run away,
but he was caught by a
police K9 outside the gym.

Officers recovered a
handgun and, according to
EGPD, there were no inju-
ries to anyone except the
suspect who was bitten by
the K9. Then numerous
police personnel arrived,
asked fans to stay in the
stands while several people
were searched. The basket-
ball fans, teams and school
officials were told to stay
in their seats and not leave.
Two other suspects were
detained at the scene and
ultimately released at the
conclusion of the investi-
gation, according to Elk
Grove Police.

“It was a little chaotic

but the police did their job
and made sure everyone
was safe,” Cosumnes Oak
Patrick Roth texted me
Saturday.

Dominik Warda (no res-
idence given) was booked
into the Sacramento
County Main Jail where he
is being held and is inel-
igible for bail on several
firearm-related charges as
well as resisting arrest and
for an outstanding warrant.

“A commendable
instance of teamwork
among the community,
school officials, Elk Grove
Police officers and
Sacramento County
Sheriff’s deputies to ensure
the safety of everyone
involved,” police wrote in
their post on Facebook.

But, Roth knew the
game could not be resumed
and thus it went into the
scorebook as a forfeit
to the Huskies. Sheldon
was leading 55-35 at the
time. The loss dropped
Cosumnes Oaks to 12-9,
2-4 in the Delta League,
but perhaps lingering even
more over the heads of
not just this team but oth-
ers locally is the question,

“What do we have to do
now to insure safety?
Search everyone com-
ing into games? Use metal
detectors?”

I have a question sim-
ilar to this sitting on the
email inbox of people at
the EGUSD offices. We
await the school district’s
response. I will keep you
updated as we await reac-
tion or comment.

In an era where uncer-
tainty exists, it’s refreshing
to hear how quick local
law enforcement took care
of business when a threat
existed. Give the K9 who
made the “arrest” a nice
treat for a job well done.

New Head Coach of CRC Mens Swimming
has Olympic Experience

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) -
Sacramento native Terry
Peyton has been named
the new head coach of
the swim and dive pro-
gram at Cosumnes River
College, the athletic
department announced
in a November news
release.

CRC Athletic Director
Collin Pregliasco said
Peyton’s Sacramento
roots and passion made
him a perfect candidate
for the job. Peyton said
he coached a club swim
team at CRC from 1983
until the late 90’s.

“What’s very clear
with Terry, not only does
he have an amazing pas-
sion for swimming, but
he’s extremely well con-
nected,” Pregliasco said.
“He is a tactician, and an
amazing coach. We are
extremely lucky to have
him.”

CRC has never had a
men’s swimming team
in its 53-year history.
Coach Peyton said he is
now in charge of build-
ing the program from
scratch. He said he was a
gifted swimmer through
his childhood, and that
experience led him into
coaching.

Peyton said he grew
up in the pool. He
was nationally ranked
throughout his child-
hood and broke a national
record as part of a relay
team. He claims anyone
can join the swim team,
even if they can’t swim.

“Even if they don’t
race, they’ve learned a
lifelong skill,” Peyton
said.

Peyton attended
Cordova High School,
where he was a two time
All-American securing
his place in the Sports
Hall of Fame for the City
of Rancho Cordova. He
also earned a spot in the
Sacramento Chamber
of Commerce Hall of
Fame for his success at

American River College.

Peyton got into coach-
ing during his junior year
of high school. Peyton
attributes his love for
the sport from his time
coaching.

“The coach at Arden
Hills asked me to stay
after practice one day and
help him work with the
little kids, Peyton said.
“When I graduated, he
said I should go out and
get my own team. [ was
fortunate because of my
swimming background
and brief time as an assis-
tant coach, I landed a
head coaching job right
out of high school. I was
the youngest Head Coach
in US Swimming.”

Peyton has over 40
years of coaching expe-
rience. He swam for and
coached with many elite
swimmers, such as for-
mer US Olympic coach
Sherm Chavoor, who
coached eight Olympic
gold medalists, and gold
medalist Jeff Float.

Gus Nicola, who has
coached with Peyton for
the past six months said,
“You can’t teach that

(elite), you can only live
it.”

Getting kids through
and graduating his ath-
letes is a big motivator,
Peyton claims.

“If I can hold onto
the kids for another two
years and get ‘em over
the hump to that four-
year school, then we’ve
done something pretty
special,” Peyton said.

Peyton said he ran his
own painting business on
top of coaching, which
made for a lot of long

days.
“It’s absolutely crazy,”
Peyton said. “I do

14-hour days on a regular
basis. I got into painting
from a colleague of mine.
I joined up with him.”

Peyton said his hir-
ing at CRC created an
opportunity to retire from
painting.

“I have a couple of cli-
ents that I still take care
of, because they’ve been
with me forever, but I’'m
not taking on any new
work anymore,” Peyton
said.

Family-life and father-
hood caused him to take

a break from coaching
between 1999-2014.

“I didn’t want to leave,”
Peyton said. “Being a
coach is really hard on a
family life because you’re
never home in the eve-
ning, and you leave in the
early morning. I missed it
terribly, and when I had
the opportunity to get
back into it I jumped at
the chance.”

Peyton said adver-
sity and health made him
grow up fast.

“I have a handicapped
brother who I started tak-
ing care of,” Perry said.
“There were some really
tight times. My col-
lege years were a fog of
fatigue.”

A love for swimming,
high energy and desire for
success is what should be
known of Coach Peyton,
Pregliasco said.

“High energy and he
loves what he does,”
Pregliasco said. “His
passion for each of his
athletes to develop them,
take care of them, to
make sure they’re suc-
cessful in everything they
do.” *

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Long-Time Football Coach Hoskins
Announces Retirement

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - In a football off-sea-
son when high profile professional and
college coaches such as Bill Belichick,
Pete Carroll and Nick Saban stepped away
from their jobs, it seems almost natural
that perhaps the most proficient football
coach in and around Elk Grove, Dave
Hoskins, announced this week after 57
seasons, he was retiring.

The former coaches could easily be
regarded as the greatest coaches of all
time in the pros (Belichick) and college
(Saban). Locally, Hoskins might have also
earned the “GOAT” label amongst local
football coaches, with perhaps an apology
to guys like Ed Lombardi, who won 134
games at Elk Grove and was a co-head
coach with Hoskins in those terrific 1997
and 1998 teams, T.J. Ewing at Monterey
Trail and Joe Cattolico at Pleasant Grove,
who is now at Granite Bay.

Hoskins started his career at Christian
Brothers and got his first head coaching
job in 1977 at Valley.

Hoskins liked sharing the head coach-
ing duties are he arrived at Elk Grove and
joined up with Lombardi. And, he did so
very well, too, alongside Mike Clemons,
after Lombardi left to coach in Clovis in
2000. Hoskins and Clemons lost the 2000
Sac-Joaquin Section Division I champion-
ship to a young Mike Johnson at Lincoln
of Stockton. But the next season they
grabbed the Section banner in a convine-
ing win over Fairfield.

In later years came Rick Messer and
Jeff Carlson to be co-head coaches of the
Thundering Herd with Hoskins. After the
2007 season Hoskins stepped down and,
eventually, one of his assistants, Chris
Nixon, took over at Elk Grove.

Hoskins, though, couldn’t stay away
from the sidelines. He went to Sacramento
City College and was the Panthers’ offen-
sive line coach for a few years. Then
Hoskins returned to the high schools
and spent time on the coaching staffs
at Christian Brothers, Cosumnes Oaks,
Franklin and, last season, at Pleasant
Grove.

The last couple seasons one could tell
age was getting to Hoskins. His knees
and other ailments were making it diffi-
cult to even walk from the locker room
to the football field. Last season he was
supported by a cane much of the time.
But, go and greet Hoskins and he would
smile and reply to the “How are you?”
question, “I’m dark, tall and handsome.”

After talking with Hoskins, one
couldn’t help but walk away with a
smile on their face.

Ask some of his co-coaches, such as
Jeff Carlson.

“What can you say about a legend?
Well I will try,” he wrote in an email. “I
would not be the coach I am today with-
out his mentorship. He will be missed

on the practice field, in the weight room
and on Friday nights. I was honored to
have coached and teach alongside him
for many years.”

Dan Davis, the current Florin football
coach spent several years as an assistant
coach under Hoskins.

“Coach Hoskins is one of kind,”
Davis wrote in a direct message. “He
mentored a lot of players and coaches,
he is willing to share what he knows.
I enjoy our talks and his time when-
ever we get together to talk football or
family.”

Kalan Robinson, who played for
Hoskins in 1995 and 1996 at Valley, said
both he and his brother were honored to
be coached by him.

“Coach Hoskins was an awesome
coach,” Robinson wrote in an email to
the Citizen. “He knew how to get the
best out of us. He was funny and serious
at the same time. I still quote his one
liners to this day! ‘Hello Death!” When
there is a big hit, or ‘I was born at night
but not last night!” But I really appre-
ciated him personally. He was not only
my coach but my older brother’s. And
he coached with my Father at Sac City.
He had respect for my Father that fell on
hard times in life but pushed my brother
and I like we were a part of his own.”

It’s going to be an empty sideline
without Dave Hoskins being there. He
says he’ll miss it, too.

“Working with the kids, the play-

rs,” he said recently. “I’ve had about
eight kids start in the NFL and they just
worked so hard.”

He then talked glowingly about
Kenny Wiggins, a 2006 graduate of
Elk Grove who spent ten seasons in the
NFL, most of it with the Chargers.

“He just wouldn’t give up,” Hoskins
said. “He learned to play three posi-
tions; center, guard and tackle. He was
so versatile they wouldn’t get rid of him
because he was so valuable as a backup
or a starter.”

Others who learned the sport under
Hoskins and went onto the pros
include Charles Mann, Eason Ransom,
Lance Briggs, Matt Kopa and Ryan
Dinwiddie. Dinwiddie is currently the
head coach of the Toronto Argonauts
of the CFL. Briggs was a seven-time
all-pro NFL linebacker in Chicago.
Ransom played for Hoskins at Valley
and eventually was a San Francisco
49er.

As far as his teams Hoskins said his
undefeated Elk Grove team in 1998 was
the best.

“I had some teams that were com-
parable but not as good as that team,”
he said. “The 1970 Christian Brothers
team won the Metro Conference for the
first time. We were loaded with kids that
year. We had seven kids sign Division I.
But, that was more individuals than that
’98 team. That was a real team.” *
