GALT, CA (MPG) - The
Galt District Chamber

Police: Theft Suspect
Had 100 Pieces of Mail

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt
Police Department on Jan.
28 announced the arrest
of a suspect in recent mail
thefts, saying they had found
roughly 100 pieces of mail
during a search of the man’s
vehicle.

In a post on social media,
police said they arrested

Randyll Wilson, 40, of
Sacramento in a traffic
stop; during the stop, police
learned he was on proba-
tion. According to activity
records, the traffic stop
occurred on the 28th at 12:10
a.m., at the intersection of
Carol Drive and Ayers Lane.

“During a probation
search, about 100 pieces
of mail addressed to multi-
ple addresses in Galt were

located,” the social media
post read.

Jail and court records
showed Wilson was arrested
on felony charges of iden-
tity theft and receiving stolen
property, as well as charges
of driving with a suspended
license and an unregistered
vehicle. He had a warrant for
his arrest stemming from a
2021 DUI case in which he

failed to appear at hearings.

As of Jan. 29, Wilson was
being held at Sacramento
County Main Jail and was
listed as ineligible for bail.
His arraignment was set
for Jan. 30.

“This arrest is a
reminder to check your
mail daily, avoid send-
ing checks or cash, and
promptly report any mail
theft to us,” the department
concluded. *

GALT, CA (MPG) - The board
of education for Galt
Joint Union High School
District reviewed the
district’s annual finan-
cial report for fiscal year
2022-23 at its Jan. 18
regular meeting. It also
received an update on the
proposed state budget and
discussed the possibility
of reinstituting Galt High
School’s sports hall of
fame.

A representative of
the district’s auditor,
Crowe LLP, said the firm
had issued an unmodi-
fied opinion on two of
three reporting catego-
ries: financial statements
and federal awards. This
means that the data are
presented fairly and
Crowe identified no
corrections.

The auditor gave a
qualified opinion for the
reporting on state awards.
The representative said
that, in a sample of stu-
dents, Crowe found one
student who was improp-
erly classified in the free
and reduced-price lunch
program, an error that,
once extrapolated to the
full district, lowered true
state funding by $43,000.
The final report used the
corrected number, and the
district said it would add
checks to verify lunch
program membership.

The Crowe repre-
sentative commended
the cooperation of dis-
trict administrators and
schools.

Chief Business Official
Douglas Crancer gave
a summary of the Gov.
Gavin Newsom’s bud-
get proposals related to
education, which will
inform the district’s bud-
geting process. Crancer
said the governor’s plan
was intended to protect
education funds despite
an anticipated $37.9 bil-
lion shortfall due to low
tax revenue. The proposal
includes pulling $13.1
billion from reserves
and $5.7 billion from the
Public School System
Stabilization Account.
The government is not

Kari Markel said she was pleased to

have the move-in process completed.

“We’re hoping to grow with getting
an events coordinator, just growing the
chamber in general,” she added, noting
the office would be a good base of oper-
ations for Community Relations Director
Kat Seabolt.

University of California Online

When Spaans Once
Baked for Roosevelt

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG)
- Secretary of State
Dr. Shirley N. Weber
announced that the
proponent of a new ini-
tiative was cleared to
begin collecting peti-
tion signatures on
January 10, 2024.

The Attorney General
prepares the legal title
and summary that is
required to appear on
initiative petitions.
When the official lan-
guage is complete,
the Attorney General
forwards it to the pro-
ponent and to the
Secretary of State, and
the initiative may be
circulated for signa-
tures. The Secretary
of State then provides
a calendar of dead-
lines to the proponent
and to county elections
officials. The Attorney
General’s official title
and summary for the
measure is as follows:

Establishes New
“University Oof
California Online.”
Initiative Constitutional
Amendment.

California’s public
higher education sys-
tems — University of
California, California
State University, and
California Community
Colleges — currently
offer courses in person
and online. This mea-
sure would amend the
California Constitution
to require creation of
an online public univer-
sity named “University
of California Online”
with two divisions:

one providing online

courses for credit
towards an academic
degree, open to anyone
who pays tuition; and
one providing free pub-
lic access to all online
courses not for credit.
Requires tuition for
for-credit courses to be
based on their cost, and
additional fees for most
out-of-state students.
Requires state treasurer
to issue bonds to fund
University of California
Online, repaid from
tuition. Summary of
estimate by legislative
analyst and director of
finance of fiscal impact
on state and local gov-
ernments: Operating a
new public online uni-
versity could cost in
the hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars to low
billions of dollars annu-
ally. All of the cost is
to be covered through
student tuition revenue
generated by the new
university. The mea-
sure is not intended to
have any direct fiscal

impact on state or local
governments. (23-0034)

The Secretary of
State’s tracking num-
ber for this measure is
1975 and the Attorney
General’s tracking num-
ber is 23-0034.

The proponent of the
measure, Boyd Roberts,
must collect signatures
of 874,641 registered
voters (eight percent
of the total votes cast
for governor in the
November 2022 general
election) in order for
the measure to become
eligible for the ballot.
The proponent has 180
days to circulate peti-
tions for the measure,
meaning the signatures
must be submitted to
county elections offi-
cials no later than July
8, 2024. The address
for the proponent is
237 San Joaquin Street,
Laguna Beach, CA
92651.

Asked
if Roosevelt was the only Democratic
president he ever supported, Spaans
mused, ‘Well, yes, I think he was.”” %

proposing any cuts or deferrals for edu-

cation programs.

Crancer cautioned that there is a lot
of risk and volatility in state tax revenue
and said he had a “bad feeling” about the
fact that the state is dipping into its rainy-
day fund.

In response to a request from Trustee
Patrick Maple to consider reviving the
Galt High School athletic hall of fame,
Superintendent Lisa Pettis asked the
board members discussed how the district

works with connected organizations.
Pettis said that Placer and San Joaquin
county educational institutions that
administrators looked at usually require
these entities to be nonprofits — or part
of a larger nonprofit like the local booster
club — and separate from the district.

The earliest American
reference to Groundhog
Day can be found in a
diary entry by store-
keeper James Morris, dated
Feb. 4, 1841, of Berks
County, Pennsylvania:
“Last Tuesday, the 2nd,
was Candlemas Day, the
day on which, according to
the Germans, the ground-
hog peeps out of his winter
quarters and if he sees his
shadow he pops back for
another six weeks nap, but
if the day be cloudy, he
remains out, as the weather

is to be moderate.” So there
you have it. Do we really
want to trust a rodent’s sleep
habits to see whether there
will be six more weeks of
winter?
