SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - Sacramento 
Superior Court has implemented elec-
tronic filing or e-filing for civil and 
probate cases effective Jan. 16, 2024.

“E-filing will enhance the efficiency 
and accessibility of court filings for 
court users and legal professionals,” said 
Presiding Judge Bunmi Awoniyi.

With e-filing, parties in civil and pro-
bate cases may submit documents to the 
court through an approved service pro-
vider listed on the court’s website.

For civil cases, use of e-filing will be 
optional until July 1, 2024, at which time 
it will become mandatory for litigants 
represented by attorneys. Self-represented 

parties in civil cases will be exempt from 
this requirement, but may file electron-
ically in addition to filing documents 
at the counter, utilizing drop boxes, or 
postal services.

For probate cases, attorneys and 
self-represented parties are exempt from 
the mandatory electronic filing require-
ments set to take effect on July 1, 2024 
but are encouraged to utilize e-filing 
in addition to filing documents at the 
counter, utilizing drop boxes, or postal 
services.

Documents submitted electronically to 
the court will be reviewed and processed.

“The court looks forward to provid-
ing a more convenient and streamlined 
process for Civil and Probate cases,” 
Awoniyi said. � H

tures. The Secretary 
of State then provides 
a calendar of dead-
lines to the proponent 
and to county elections 
officials. The Attorney 
General’s official title 
and summary for the 
measure is as follows:

Amendment. 

California’s public 
higher education sys-
tems — University of 
California, California 
State University, and 
California Community 
Colleges — currently 
offer courses in person 
and online. This mea-
sure would amend the 
California Constitution 
to require creation of 
an online public univer-
sity named “University 
of California Online” 
with two divisions: 

one providing online 
courses  for  c redi t 
towards an academic 
degree, open to anyone 
who pays tuition; and 
one providing free pub-
lic access to all online 
courses not for credit. 
Requires tuition for 
for-credit courses to be 
based on their cost, and 
additional fees for most 
out-of-state students.

impact on state or local 
governments.

The Secretary of 
State’s tracking num-
ber for this measure is 
1975 and the Attorney 
General’s tracking num-
ber is 23-0034.

The proponent of the 
measure, Boyd Roberts, 
must collect signatures 
of 874,641 registered 
voters (eight percent 
of the total votes cast 
for governor in the 
November 2022 general 
election) in order for 
the measure to become 
eligible for the ballot. 
The proponent has 180 
days to circulate peti-
tions for the measure, 
meaning the signatures 
must be submitted to 
county elections offi-
cials no later than July

ExtraMile Convenience Store, Mayor 
Bobbie Singh-Allen said, “The prop-
erty is not a member of the American 
Petroleum and Convenience Store 
Association,” and she did not recuse 
herself. 

In 2021, Council approved a proj-
ect to construct a Chevron gas station 
with an ExtraMile Convenience Store 
and attached carwash, located at 
9299 Bond Rd. Construction is near-
ing completion, and the owner is 
now requesting approval of a Public 
Convenience or Necessity (PCN) for 
a Type 20 alcohol license to sell beer 
and wine for off-site consumption.  

California Department of Alcoholic 
Beverage Control (ABC) requires 
approval of a PCN by a local juris-
diction if the business is located in an 
area overconcentrated with licenses 
for alcohol sale—defined by ABC as 
more than three licenses within a cen-
sus tract. There are already four active 
alcohol licenses in that census tract, 
for the following businesses on Elk 
Grove Florin Rd.: Bel Air Market, 
Bond Market, and Elk Grove Florin 
Road ExtraMile Convenience Store. 
The Elk Grove Florin Road ExtraMile 
currently holds two licenses because 
they recently upgraded to a Type 21 
license to sell liquor in addition to 
beer and wine. They will be surrender-
ing their initial license—so the Bond 
Road ExtraMile would then be the 
fourth license, if approved. 

When considering the PCN, it is 
up to the City Council to determine 
whether the public convenience or 
necessity will be served by allow-
ing the sale of alcohol at a business. 
Factors they can consider include the 
proximity and number of other busi-
nesses already selling alcohol, as well 
as the business’s proximity to schools, 
playgrounds, and residential neighbor-
hoods. Currently, the closest business 
selling alcohol is Bond Market, about 
a mile to the west. Pleasant Grove 
High School is a little more than half 
a mile to the east, and Van Doren Park 
is about half a mile to the southwest. 
Residential neighborhoods are in close 
proximity, and approval of the license 
could prove to be a convenience for 

those residents, as they would be 
able to fuel their vehicle and pick up 
snacks, essential grocery items, and 
beer or wine without having to make a 
separate trip to another business. 

The Elk Grove Police Department 
determined that approval of the 
license would likely not result in 
increased calls for service and found 
no public safety reasons to oppose the 
approval. The applicant submitted an 
extensive security plan and is commit-
ted to implementing ongoing security 
training, as well as various measures 
to reduce loitering at the site and to 
ensure responsible sales. Alcohol sales 
would also be time restricted, with no 
sales after 2:00 AM.

Leslie Burnside with Barghausen 
Consulting Engineers, spoke on 
behalf of the applicant: “This is a 
very responsible operator” who cur-
rently owns seven convenience stores 
in California and has been in the busi-
ness for 33 years. Burnside said her 
client has “a very clean record at the 
ABC.”

During Public Comment on this 
item, Michael Monasky spoke again, 
this time expressing surprise and dis-
appointment that the mayor did not 
recuse herself. He said it doesn’t mat-
ter whether the applicant is a member 
of the APCSA or not— “What matters 
is the appearance. … If you had just 
stepped down, you would have had 
four votes here and this would have 
just gone through. But no, you chose 
to stay up there and defy the definition 
of ethics. … I don’t understand what 
you don’t understand about this, and 
why you’re still sitting there.” 

Monasky addressed the other coun-
cilmembers as well: “I don’t hear 
anybody else on the dais saying I’m 
right, so I assume all of you agree with 
her. … Apparently this Council is con-
fused by this or unwilling to move.” 
Monasky said, “You’re blowing off 
the people, is what you’re doing.” 

The Council voted unanimously 
to approve the PCN for an alcohol 
license for the Bond Road ExtraMile 
Convenience Store. 

The next meeting of the Elk 
Grove City Council is scheduled for 
February 14, 2024.   � H

Editor’s Note: The fol-
lowing is a commentary, 
as the opinions of the 
author do not reflect the 
Elk Grove Citizen’s ide-
als or concepts.

 The Biden admin-
i s t r a t i o n  r e c e n t l y 
announced the f i rs t 
10 drugs that will be 
subject to price con-
trols under Medicare 
as part of the Inflation 
Reduct ion Act .  The 
president celebrated the 
occasion, saying, “We 
took on Big Pharma and 
special interests... and 
the American people 
won.”

“Won?” The next gen-
eration of American 
patients will not feel 
like they “won” when 
they’re stuck waiting 
even longer for effec-
tive treatments -- if 
those treatments ever 
materialize.

Price controls invari-
ably lead to shortages 
in the short term – 
and warp the financial 
incentives that underpin 
drug research and devel-
opment in the long term.

His to r ica l ly,  d rug 
companies have worked 
to bring medicines to 
market as quickly as 
possible. The sooner 
patients started taking 
a drug, the sooner the 
drugmaker could begin 
to recoup the more than 
$2 billion, on average, it 
spent developing it.

Af ter  a  t rea tment 
hit the market, firms 
rout inely  conducted 
additional research to 
see if it was effective 
against diseases other 
than the one it  was 
approved to treat. If that 

research proved success-
ful, companies applied 
for approval to treat 
these additional “indi-
cations” and marketed 
the drug to additional 
groups of patients.

This strategy helped 
bring countless new 
treatments to patients 
who didn’t have any 
other options. Since 
2003, the Food and 
Drug Administration has 
approved more than 90 
follow-on indications 
for orphan drugs, which 
treat rare diseases. The 
majority of cancer treat-
ments from 2006 to 
2012 were approved for 
at least one follow-on 
indication – roughly 
40% of which were a 
different cancer subtype.

Unfortunately, thanks 
to the IRA, discover-
ies like these may soon 
be fewer and farther 
between.

The law’s price con-
trols are dressed up as 
“negotiations’’ between 
Medicare and drug-
makers. If a drugmaker 
declines to accept the 
government’s offer, then 
it faces an excise tax of 
up to 95% on the drug in 
question’s sales or must 
withdraw all its prod-
ucts – not just the one 
subject to negotiations 
– from Medicare and 
Medicaid.

These  p r i ce  con-
trols will significantly 
shorten the period in 
which pharmaceutical 
companies can recoup 
their  investments in 
research and develop-
ment. That’s particularly 
true for small-molecule 
drugs – typically pills 
– which can be hit with 
price controls under the 
IRA after just nine years 

on the market.
Biologics – usually 

injections or infusions 
– aren’t subject to price 
controls until 13 years 
after approval.

Roughly half of a 
medicine’s sales are 
made after year nine, 
in years 10 to 13. So 
it’s only rational that 
some  d rug  compa-
nies would adjust their 
research, development, 
and launch strategies 
accordingly.

Some may wait to 
seek approval  unt i l 
they’ve zeroed in on the 
largest patient popula-
tion possible – even if 
they’re confident they 
could get approval faster 
for a smaller group of 
patients with a different 
disease.

The  IRA i s  a l so 
scrambling drug com-
panies’ incentives to 
do fur ther  research 
into follow-on indica-
tions. Devoting time and 
money to find out if a 
drug can treat another 
disease may not make 
financial sense once the 
nine-year price-control 
clock has started.

Patients will be the 
ones who pay the price 
for treatments delayed 
or never developed in 
the first place. That’s not 
a win for the American 
people.

ELK GROVE (MPG) - A move 
to build stadiums at high 
school campuses in the 
Elk Grove Unified School 
District which don’t have 
any is building steam now 
that the district has begun 
writing a new facilities mas-
ter plan.

According to its website, 
“Elk Grove Unified School 
District has engaged PBK 
Architects to assess exist-
ing facility conditions and 
assist in the development 
of a District-wide Facilities 
Master Plan (FMP). Once 
established, the FMP will 
provide valuable insight 
regarding both current and 
future facilities and infra-
structure needs and will 
serve as a guide for deci-
sion-making and capital 
planning.”

The district and PBK have 
held community input meet-
ings the past few weeks 
and another one is planned 
Jan. 31 at Franklin. On Jan. 
25, such a gathering was 
at Elk Grove High School 
and quite a number of those 
in attendance were from 
Pleasant Grove High School, 
including soccer coach 
Rich Moorhouse, athletic 
director Scott Gradin and 
principal Taigan Keplinger. 
They made it clear it was 
time for their school, now 20 
years in existence, to have 
their own stadium.

“Our attendance area is 
200 square miles and so hav-
ing to travel to play a home 
game, so we have to come 
up with a bus to travel,” 
Gradin said at the meeting. 
“And, some of our parents 
live 30 minutes away and 
to ask them to drive another 
15 minutes to a stadium that 
isn’t even on our campus? 
It feels like we’re invading 
their territory. Yes, we share 
a stadium, but Sheldon feels 
as though it is their stadium. 
It’s more than just a game 
for us, it becomes a much 
more complicated event.”

Currently, Pleasant Grove 
shares a stadium at Sheldon 
High School. The Eagles 
play their home football 
games there. A year ago the 
District built them a football/
soccer field with artificial 
turf and a “Mondo” track on 
its campus. This past sum-
mer lights were installed and 
for the first time Pleasant 

Grove is playing soccer 
games on its campus and is 
hosting track meets. In years 
past they had to schedule 
around Sheldon’s soccer and 
track teams on the Sheldon 
campus.

“When it comes to the 
schools with stadiums and 
those without stadiums 
there is a huge difference in 
the amount of support and 
school spirit,” Moorhouse 
said. “That stadium brings us 
all together on game nights, 
whether it’s track, soccer. 
It’s much easier to come to 
your own school that go to 
(Cosumnes River College) 
or another school. The num-
ber of students who actually 
participate go up when the 
activity is on your campus.”

Echoing those sentiments 
were parents such as Susan 
Swenson, whose son gradu-
ated from Pleasant Grove in 
2022.

“Those schools with sta-
diums have more connection 
and its odd to have your 
homecoming at Sheldon 
High,” Swenson said.

Moorhouse added each 
high school having its own 
stadium allows the school 
to generate revenue from 
advertising which can’t hap-
pen in a shared-stadium 
arrangement.

It’s been the same issue 
for Laguna Creek’s out-
door athletic teams. Football 
for many years was played 
at Elk Grove High School, 
but in recent years they’ve 
played home games at 
Cosumnes River College. 
Same thing with soccer. 
Football coach and math 
teacher Jason Eres repre-
sented Laguna Creek at the 
Jan. 25 meeting and said 
there was more than just 
putting up bleachers in con-
structing an on-campus 
stadium.

“The stadium would 
require the bathrooms, the 
tickets, snack bar, facili-
ties and security issues like 
‘Where do we enter?’” Eres 
said. “At Laguna, every 
game we played this year 
was really an away game. 
Every game every kid had 
to get out of school early 
because they had to go away 
to play a home game. So 
every game our kids had to 
miss class because it wasn’t 
a home game and they had 
to travel.”

Football/soccer fields 
w i th  a r t i f i c i a l  t u r f , 

scoreboards and lights are 
now at all nine EGUSD 
comprehensive high school 
campuses. However, stadi-
ums exist only at Elk Grove, 
Monterey Trail, Sheldon and 
Cosumnes Oaks campuses.

EGUSD Chief Facilities 
Officer Susan Bell told the 
gathering at Elk Grove High 
School that it was important 
for all requests for upgrades 
of school facilities be made 
known at this time via the 
District’s website where 
there’s an online survey. All 
the input gathered will be 
compiled by PBK Architects 
and a new facilities mas-
ter plan would be written, 
according to Josh Jackson, 
who chaired the community 
gathering Jan. 25. 

Jackson said his com-
pany began work on this 
master plan in November, 
2023, and he expects they 
will make recommenda-
tions to the EGUSD Board 
of Trustees in March, 2024. 
He said whatever proj-
ects the Board approves 
for construction will then 
have to be paid for by either 
a potential school bond, 
which voters would have to 
approve, or apply for state 
matching funds, or both.

The last facilities mas-
ter plan the District drew 
up was in 2015. It was 562 
pages in length and that 
resulted in Measure M, 
the first general obliga-
tion school facilities bond 
measure ever brought by 
EGUSD. It was placed 
on the 2016 ballot, voters 
approved the measure and 
$476 million was raised 
for improvements in exist-
ing school buildings and 
grounds.

Other current facilities 
needs expressed at the Jan. 
25 meeting included the 
request to remove all tem-
porary classrooms across 
the District, some of which 
have been in use more than 
25 years, and replace them 
with permanent structures. 
Several teachers at the meet-
ing described the struggles 
with teaching in the “temp” 
classrooms. 

Also mentioned by those 
in attendance were areas of 
campuses where fencing is 
insufficient along with con-
cerns that some schools 
have safety issues with auto-
mobile traffic, particularly 
before and after school ses-
sions. � H

ELK GROVE (MPG) - Elk 
Grove High School spent 
halftime of its boys basket-
ball game Jan. 27 to honor 
one of its most likeable 
alumnus, Kenny Wiggins. 
The 6-8, now 270-pounder, 
was remembered for his 
11 seasons in the National 
Football League. The school 
encased his No. 79 San 
Diego Chargers jersey and 
hung it on the south wall of 
the Cartwright Gym, along-
side those of Lance Briggs 
(Chicago Bears), Adrian 
Ross (Cincinnati Bengals), 
Bill Cartwright (Bulls, 
Knicks and Herd basket-
ball) and Stephanie Lopez 
(Olympic soccer).

“It’s been a dream ever 
since sitting in the corner of 
the Cartwright (Gym) when 
Lance and Adrian got their 
jerseys retired,” Wiggins 
said. “I was, like, ‘I want to 
be there one day.’”

Wiggins  s igned  an 
undrafted free agent contract 
out of Fresno State in 2012 
with the 49ers. He was on the 
practice squad that season, 
the year San Francisco went 
to the Super Bowl. Next sea-
son he was on the Baltimore 
Ravens’ practice squad. In 
2014, while on the then-
San Diego Chargers practice 
squad he had his chance and 
suited up for a game. The 
next year, 2015, Wiggins 
placed in all 15 games and 
started eight times at guard. 
He played tackle in 2016 
and in in 2017 was a starting 
guard for the Chargers all 16 
games. In 2018 he signed as 
a free agent with Detroit and 
played three seasons starting 
in 13 games. He finished his 
career in 2021 with the New 
York Giants.

Ironically, Wiggins was 
too big a kid to play Jr. Herd 
football. In those days there 
was a maximum weight limit 
in the youth football leagues.

“Maybe that helped me 
a little bit and kept some 
miles off the whole body,” he 
quipped.

Wiggins, his wife Jenn and 
their two boys live on five 
acres in the Fresno area and 
owns a few small businesses. 

Elk Grove principal Rudy 
Ortega, Jr., was Wiggins bas-
ketball coach in 2006 and 
said he has plans to honor 
more Herd alumni very soon, 
particularly the guys who 
played or are still playing 
Major League Baseball.
