GALT, CA (MPG) - The Galt
Planning Commission
commented on the scope
for an environmental
report on a waste trans-
fer facility proposed by
Cal-Waste Recovery
Systems.

The meeting started

with the selection of
officers, and the commis-
sioners reelected Chair
Jeff Hood and Vice Chair
Dan Denier to their posts.

The waste transfer
facility, to be located on
the same city-owned par-
cel of land where the
water treatment plant is,
would include stations
designed to store organic

waste, construction mate-
rials and other kinds of
waste. Cal-Waste has
previously said the facil-
ity would allow it to
consolidate the city’s
trash, buffering the com-
pany from the shifting
rates of out-of-town
landfills and processors.
Members of the pub-
lic could also drop off

household hazardous
waste there instead of
traveling to Elk Grove.
At the meeting, Public
Works Director Mike
Selling said the facility
is also a response to the
state’s organics-recycling
mandate. Cal-Waste’s
location on Industrial
Drive is “boxed in with

Earn High

Interest

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt
City Council received
an update on the city’s
finances at its Feb. 6
regular meeting. The
treasurer said that, in
the first half of the fis-
cal year, Galt earned the
highest amount of inter-
est he has seen in his
time with the city.

City Treasurer Shaun
Farrell began his quar-
terly report with a look
at the local economy.
He said that 12 houses
were sold in Galt during
January, at a median
price of about $503,000
and an average price of
about $519,000.

The city’s unem-
ployment rate reported
by the Employment
Development Department
was 6.4%, compared to
Sacramento County’s
overall rate of 4.7%.

In the six months
from July to December
2023, Galt’s investments
returned close to $1.9
million in interest, which
Farrell said was “the
highest amount of inter-
est that we ever have as
long as I’ve been sitting
in this chair.” The num-
ber has been boosted by
elevated interest rates,
and he said earnings
would decrease when
interest rates eventually
come down.

Farrell said that as his
thoughts on potential
interest rate changes had
shifted since his previ-
ous presentation, when
he said that the Federal
Reserve might do one
more increase.

“During those three
months, a lot of num-
bers have come in
— employment num-
bers, inflation numbers
— and that’s not the
thought anymore,”
Farrell said, adding that
the Federal Reserve
chairman has indicated
an intent to keep inter-
est rates in place for the
time being.

He told Council that
he is attempting to
balance the higher inter-
est rates in the short
term with long-term
investments.

In keeping with
Council’s preference for
local investment, Farrell

no room for expan-

sion” to handle organic
waste, he said, which
led to consideration of
using about 24 acres of
land near the water treat-
ment plant, north of Twin
Cities Road and west of
Highway 99.

Selling noted that
the rent payments from
Cal-Waste to the city
would offset trash rate
increases.

Rod Stinson, vice
president of consulting
firm Raney Planning &
Management, described
the process of creating
an environmental impact
report, which gives time
for the public and reg-
ulators to review and
comment on a project’s
effects. He said the report
will focus on how the
facility would impact the
area’s hydrology, noise
levels, transportation and
water quality. Public com-
ment is open on the scope
of the report, and future
comment opportunities

will be provided as the
process continues.
Stinson confirmed for
Commissioner Bonnie
Rodriguez that hours
of operation would
be considered in eval-
uations of noise and
traffic. Rodriguez also
noted potential con-
cerns from Caltrans about
trucks using Twin Cities,
which is a state highway.
Denier voiced related
concerns about how
truck traffic, and users
of the household hazard-
ous waste facility, would
affect the road. The vice
chair asked to see plans
to ensure the facility does
not pollute water flow-
ing to the Cosumnes
River.

During updates on res-
idential development
and the state-mandated
housing element of the
general plan, Bitz said
the city has 3,146 sin-
gle-family dwellings and
97 multifamily-dwell-
ing units that have been
approved but not yet
built. According to the
state Department of
Finance, the city’s pop-
ulation is about 25,557.
She noted that 2023
was the busiest year for
homebuilding that the
city has seen in a long
time, with 180 construc-
tion permits issued.

Community Development
Director Craig Hoffman
said some of those houses
were delayed from 2022
because of rising interest
rates, but he expected to
see overall higher build-
ing rates in 2025 and
2026 as various develop-
ments start construction.

46 points in a single game,
as well as 594 points in the
previous season. As of the
meeting, she had a career
total of 1,537 points. (She
had a game scheduled after
the presentation.)

Heroism of 4 Chaplains Remembered

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Elk Grove veter-
ans organizations held a ceremony on
Feb. 3 to honor the sacrifice of four mil-
itary chaplains who lost their lives during
World War II.

The Elk Grove American Legion,
Marine Corp League and Veterans of
Foreign Wars hosted the event at District
56. They remembered George Fox,
Alexander Goode, Clark Poling and John
Washington, who were stationed on the
transport ship SS Dorchester off the coast
of Greenland on Feb. 3, 1943, when it was
torpedoed and sunk by a German sub-
marine. The four tried to maintain calm,
helped distribute life jackets and led
the ship occupants in prayer, eventually
going down with the ship. Of the 904 men
aboard, 203 were rescued.

They each came from a different reli-
gious tradition: Fox was Methodist,
Goode was Jewish, Poling was Catholic,
and Washington was a member of the
Reformed Church in America.

Also commemorated was Charles
David Jr., an African American Coast
Guard steward who rescued many of the

survivors in the frigid water, later dying of
pneumonia.

Chaplains from the U.S. Marine Corps
League, the American Legion and VFW
read information on the five men’s lives
and work. *

and John Washington, as well as Charles David Jr.

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It seems that whenever pas-
tors preach to a sparse crowd,
they often begin by quoting
Matthew 18:20. However,
they remove the verse from its
context to passively express
their disappointment for the
low numbers.

“This reminds me of what
Jesus said,” they’ll jest. ““For
where two or three are gath-
ered in my name, I am there
among them.””

During my years as a
hospital chaplain, I often
paraphrased this verse to con-
vey my frustration for yet
another staff meeting.

“Wherever there are two
or more chaplains gathered
in his name, there will be a
chaplain staff meeting.”

Nevertheless, our hospi-
tal staff meetings at Sutter
Medical Center could occa-
sionally be interesting.

They were led by our
Spiritual Care supervisor,
Lisa Nordlander. Lisa was a
petite, fiftyish woman who
supervised a staff consisting
of a secretary, three full-time
chaplains and six chaplain
interns.

One day, she sent out a
message: “All hands on deck
for a joint meeting of staff and
interns.”

A few hours later, we
assembled in a conference
room where I’d like to tell
you we looked like Jedi
Knights perched on chairs
waiting for divine wisdom
from Obi-Wan Kenobi.

But on this particular day,
things took a surprise turn
when Lisa tossed white plas-
tic bags on the table and asked
her chaplains to each claim

one. Taking the bags, we
spilled their contents onto the
table — a toothbrush, tooth-
paste, mouthwash, tongue
brush and dental floss.

Ooohh kaaay. The supervi-
sor’s husband was a dentist,
but given her professional
demeanor, product endorse-
ment seemed a little beneath
her.

“This is a friendly
reminder,” she managed to
say among the giggles, “that
good dental hygiene is a part
of good spiritual hygiene.”

Yes, apparently when
it comes to spiritual care,
oral cleanliness is next to
godliness.

Lisa continued her teaching
moment. “We work in close
quarters,” she said, struggling
to smother her erupting smile.

“Chaplains often whisper
to nursing staff and lean close
in their patient visits. These
patients may be sensitive to
certain odors, so please make
sure you are well acquainted
with these products.”

I can tell you we all
searched the faces around the
table, wondering which chap-
lain inspired Lisa to bring the
toothbrushes.

Was it our Catholic priest
who drank too much coffee?

Was it I, the one who loved
the cafeteria onion rings?

Was it the new intern
snacking on tuna crackers?

We all had a side-split-
ting laugh over Lisa’s artful
presentation of such a per-
sonal matter, but I couldn’t
help but remember a gather-
ing of 12 — the Last Supper
when Jesus predicted one of
his disciples (Judas) would
betray him.

Like the disciples who
muttered, “Is it I, Lord?”
we chaplains blew into our
cupped hands, taking a quick
whiff and wondering, “Is it
me, Lisa? Am I the reason

you are saying this?”

There are times in our
exchanges with people
that we become pretty sure
something stinks. On those
occasions, what is our first
reaction? Do we lean close to
our friends and examine their
smell first? Or do we check
our own breath?

We’re not perfect and we
certainly won’t always smell
perfect, but our imperfection
gives us two choices.

We can deny it and make
others suffer or we can cel-
ebrate that we are all in the
same boat. We’re all human
and we all have the potential
to, well, there’s no other way
to say it... stink.

The truth is, we are pretty
human and the spirit we
breathe on people may not
always be the freshest one.

It’s something we should
keep in mind as we enter the
Lenten season. Take a hard
look at yourself, check your
spirit. Examine your inten-
tions. And question your
motives.

Ask yourself, “Am I the
one who has caused the
problem?” or “Am I the one
who holds the solution?”
These must be among the
first questions we ask when
we smell something not quite
right.

Which leads me to my
final paraphrase of Matthew
18:20 — “Wherever two or
more are gathered in his
name, there will always be
imperfections.”

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About 400 Wilton,
Herald Customers
Lost Power In Storm

SACRAMENTO REGION,
CA (MPG) - The winter
storm that hit Northern
California a week
ago Sunday brought
eight-plus hours of
65-plus mile per hour
winds, according to a
Sacramento Municipal
Utility District (SMUD)
representative, and
power outages to about
400 Herald and Wilton
customers.

The storm caused
extensive damage across
the region and to SMUD
equipment. Much of the
damage was caused by
downed trees, according
to SMUD public infor-
mation specialist Sofia
Gutierrez.

“At the height
of the storm, dam-
age caused power
interruptions to 200,000
customers. We’ve
restored power to all but
252 customers and expect
to have all remaining
outages restored today,”

Gutierrez said a week
ago Thursday.

In the Wilton/Herald
area last Thursday, 20
customers remained
without power at six
scattered outages.

“We’ve had more than
80 crews out working
24/7 since Sunday and
they’ll continue to work
around the clock until
power is restored for all,”
the SMUD public infor-
mation specialist said.

Safety is a top prior-
ity at the electric utility
organization, according
to Gutierrez.

How can residents
be prepared for future
outages?

Gutierrez encourages
customers to prepare and
store a storm emergency
kit in an accessible place.
The kit should include a
fully-charged cell phone,
laptop and external bat-
tery banks; flashlights;
battery-operated clock;
extra batteries; manual
can opener; supply of
water; battery-operated
radio; charged internet

hotspot; food and
blankets.

When you lose power,
SMUD advised, check to
see if the lights are out
in neighboring homes
and report the outage(s)
to SMUD at smud.org/
outages or at 888-456-
SMUD (7683).

Another weather
reminder that Gutierrez
stressed is to stay away
from all downed power
lines. The power lines
carry powerful elec-
trical currents that can
cause severe injury or
death if you come in con-
tact with it. According
to the Electrical Safety
Foundation, up to 35 feet
of the ground around the
power line could be ener-
gized. Do not remove
tree limbs or other
debris from power lines.
Tree limbs and other
objects can also conduct
electricity.

If a power line is
down, Gutierrez said,
immediately call 888-
456-SMUD (7683) or
9-1-1. *
