Whi l e  d i s cove r ing 
Burrowing Owls can be 
a challenge, Paulette’s 
experience and time in 
the desert have taught her 
where to look. Her entrée 
into photography started as 
a pandemic hobby in 2020, 
and she has never looked 
back. 

“They are so amazing 

to photograph,” said 
Donnellon, who loves bur-
rowing owls so much she 
can often be found wear-
ing an owl necklace, “Their 
eyes, they are just full of per-
sonality, and I really enjoy 
photographing them.”

The winning image was

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, 
CA (MPG) - On February 
14th, Sacramento County 
District Attorney Thien 
Ho announced a set-
t l emen t  w i th  Ques t 
Diagnostics, Inc., resolv-
ing allegations that the 
diagnost ic  laboratory 
company unlawfully dis-
posed of hazardous waste, 
medical waste, and pro-
tected health information 
at its facilities statewide. 
As part of the settlement, 
Quest Diagnostics will be 
required to pay nearly $5 
million for penalties, costs, 
and supplemental environ-
mental projects and make 
significant changes to its 
operations and practices 
at its California facili-
ties. Attorney General 
Rob Bonta, DA Thien 
Ho and the district attor-
neys of Alameda, Los 
A n g e l e s ,  M o n t e r e y, 
Orange, Sacramento, San 
Bernardino, San Joaquin, 
San Mateo, Ventura, and 
Yolo Counties are a part of 
today’s settlement.

The settlement is the 
result of over 30 inspec-
tions conducted by the 
district attorneys’ offices at 
Quest Diagnostics labora-
tories and Patient Service 
Centers (PSCs) statewide. 
During those inspections, 
the district attorneys’ 
offices reviewed the con-
tents of Quest Diagnostics’ 
compactors and dump-
sters and found hundreds 
of containers of chemicals, 
as well as bleach, reagents, 
batteries, and electronic 
waste; unredacted medical 
information; medical waste 
such as used specimen con-
tainers for blood and urine; 
and hazardous waste such 
as used batteries, solvents, 
and flammable liquids. 
The unlawful disposals 
are alleged to violate the 
Hazardous Waste Control 
Law,  Medical  Waste 
Management Act, Unfair 
Competition Law, and 
civil laws prohibiting 
the unauthorized disclo-
sure of personal health 
information.

After being notified 
of the investigations, 
Quest Diagnostics imple-
mented numerous changes

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - 
Caltrans announced a $127 
million agreement with 
Stadler Rail, Inc. for six 
more zero-emission, hydro-
gen-powered passenger 
trainsets, building upon an 
earlier order to deliver the 
first four hydrogen-pow-
ered intercity trainsets in 
North America, further-
ing California’s standing 
as a world leader in clean 
transportation. 

The trains will help 
California adapt to climate 
change by strengthening the 
state’s zero-emission pas-
senger rail capabilities. The 
first trains are expected to 
enter revenue service in 
2027. The trainset design 
will make them more effi-
cient, lighter weight and more 
affordable than traditional 
locomotive-hauled coaches. 

The purchase is funded 
through Governor Gavin 
Newsom’s historic $10 
billion, multiyear zero-emis-
sion vehicle package, 
which included $407 mil-
lion for the California State 
Transportat ion Agency 
(CalSTA) to purchase or 
lease state-of-the-art clean 
bus and rail equipment and 
infrastructure.

The first trains will oper-
ate between Merced and 

Sacramento on the future 
Valley Rail service – an 
expansion of the existing 
Altamont Corridor Express 
(ACE) and Amtrak San 
Joaquins services that will 
eventually connect with the 
first section of California’s 
high-speed rail service. 
The trains will also be 
demonstrated on corridors 
throughout the state in coor-
dination with intercity and 
regional rail partners. With 
this option order, there are 
19 option trainsets remain-
ing on the base contract that 
Caltrans signed with Stadler 
in October 2023.  

“California continues to 
lead the way to a cleaner, 
more connected transporta-
tion system,” said California 
Transportation Secretary Toks 
Omishakin. “By expanding 
our fleet of hydrogen-pow-
ered passenger trainsets, we 
are showing we are serious 
about deploying innovative 
and sustainable transporta-
tion options for the people of 
this state.”

“These clean-energy trains 
are the future,” said Caltrans 
Director Tony Tavares. 
“California is building a cli-
mate-resilient transportation 
system that will help every 
community move around the 
state in a safe and sustainable 
way.” 

The vehicles will be based 

on Stadler’s successful Fast 
Light Intercity and Regional 
Train (FLIRT) concept, 
extending work done with 
the San Bernardino County 
Transportation Authority 
to develop self-powered 
multiple-unit trains using 
zero-emission hydrogen fuel 
cells without the need of a 
separate locomotive. 

“We are very proud to be 
providing additional hydro-
gen trains to the California 
State Transportation Agency 
and Caltrans. With our mul-
tiple units, we are jointly 
driving the decarboniza-
tion of rail transportation in 
the U.S.,” said Stadler CEO 
Martin Ritter. “We thank 
CalSTA and Caltrans for their 
trust and look forward to 
deepening our partnership.” 

Cal i fornia  cont inues 
to build momentum in its 
nation-leading effort to 
harness clean renewable 
hydrogen power, critical to 
cutting planet-warming pollu-
tion and expanding the clean 
energy economy statewide. 
Caltrans’ purchase of the 
first four trainsets in October 
came one day before the 
U.S. Department of Energy 
announced California will 
receive up to $1.2 billion as 
one of the country’s hydrogen 
hubs to accelerate the devel-
opment and deployment of 
clean renewable hydrogen. �H

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - Californians 
to Reduce Homelessness, Drug 
Addiction, and Theft announced 
February 2nd that they have collected 
another nearly 100,000 signatures from 
California voters totaling over 300,000 
to place the Homelessness, Drug 
Addiction, Retail Theft Reduction Act 
on the November 2024 ballot.

“We continue to see an out-
cry of overwhelming support from 
Californians of every political affilia-
tion and geographic region across the 
state demanding for change that will 
improve community safety and hold 
repeat offenders of theft and serious 
drug crimes including those involving 
fentanyl accountable,” said campaign 
chair Greg Totten who is also chief 
executive officer for the California 
District Attorneys Association. 

“Californians want to feel safe in 
their neighborhoods and when they 
shop, and this initiative amends Prop 
47 to effectively hold individuals 
accountable for repeat crimes of theft 

and serious drugs like fentanyl while 
making sure individuals receive and 
complete drug and mental health treat-
ment they need,” added Totten.

A survey of likely California 
voters found that 70% of voters sup-
port the title and summary of the 
Homelessness, Drug Addiction, Retail 
Theft Reduction Act. The overwhelm-
ing support was consistent across every 
demographic and geography includ-
ing the Bay Area and Los Angeles. 
Furthermore, 89% of likely voters 
support amending Proposition 47 for 
stronger penalties for those engaged 
in repeated retail theft and trafficking 
hard drugs like fentanyl. The measure 
also includes incentives to complete 
drug and mental health treatment for 
people who are addicted to hard drugs. 
The survey was conducted online from 
November 8-November 13, 2023, with 
a margin of error of +/- 2.28%.  

To qualify the measure for the 
November 2024 ballot, the law 
requires 546,651 valid signatures.

I learned this lesson 
recently, when a floral 
clerk asked me which 
day I needed the flowers.

Suspecting a trick 
question, I answered 
cautiously. “Valentine’s 
Day, the actual day.”

That’s when he offered 
an economics lesson. 
Apparently, Valentine’s 
Day roses are cheaper if 
you don’t buy them on 
the actual day.

I pointed to his sign 
advertising $10 roses, 
and he added a “but” 
– roses delivered on 
Valentine’s Day jump to 
a steep $70.

“Hmmm,” I mused as I 
walked backward toward 
the door like a sheriff 
cornered by some bad 
guys.

Man! I thought. How 
much is love supposed to 
cost?

S c r i p t u r e  d e f i n e s 
love’s highest price: 
“Greater love has no 
one than this, that he 
lay down his life for his 
friends.” (John 15:13)

That  pr ice  makes 
$70 roses seem like a 
bargain.

However, I have met 
people who’ve shown 
that kind of love, either 
deliberately or acciden-
tally. Several years ago, 
I sought to comfort the 
family of a 17-year-old 
boy who had been pro-
nounced dead after our 
emergency room staff 

The Hefty Price of Love
had done everything they 
could to save him.

Employed inside a 
popular water park, he 
and his co-workers were 
playing after-hours vol-
leyball when one of the 
employees decided to see 
how far he could shimmy 
up a light pole.

As the light pole began 
to sway, the climber 
jumped clear. But when 
our patient saw the pole 
continuing to descend 
toward the gamers, he 
shoved his friend out of 
danger.

It was at that moment 
the young man caught 
the pole in outstretched 
hands. Tragically, the 
pole had lost its elec-
trical ground and our 
patient fielded 220 volts. 
From that moment on, 
neither his grieving life-
guard friends, nor the 
v a l i a n t  p a r a m e d i c s 
were able to encourage 
another breath from this 
hero.

A s  t h e  d o c t o r s 
explained the events of 
the boy’s heroic sacrifice 
to his grieving parents, I 
struggled for the words 
that would begin some 
kind of closure. I noted 
how remarkable it was 
that their son had given 
his life for his friend, 
naively referencing John 
15:13.

The mother thanked 
me k ind ly  fo r  the 
“sentiments,” adding sar-
donically she was sure 
her son’s heroics would 
be a comfort someday, 
but right now she would 
beg my forgiveness for 
wishing it was some 
other boy in that morgue 
instead of her son.

For love to be com-
plete, the sacrifice has 
to be accepted. The 
friend whose life had 
been saved undoubtedly 

accepted the sacrifice, 
but the mother of the boy 
who made it could not. 
Knowing she had reared 
a brave son who would 
“lay down his life for his 
friends” didn’t ease her 
pain.

Not yet anyway.
M e a n w h i l e ,  b a c k 

in the shop of roses, I 
was contemplating the 
same principle. No mat-
ter the sacrificial cost of 
roses, my love can only 
be fulfilled if my wife 
accepted equal part in 
that sacrifice.

After leaving the flo-
rist shop, I called my 
wife. “You know I love 
you more than $70, 
right?”

“Yeah,” she said, her 
answer unsuccessfully 
masking her suspicion. 
“I suppose so.”

“Valentine’s Day roses 
are $70!”

“That’s crazy,” she 
s a i d ,  r e l e a s i n g  a n 
exhausted breath. “Forget 
about it!”

“But you know I love 
you more than that, 
right?”

“Yes,” she cooed. “I 
know you love me more 
than that.” Then she 
paused. “You can buy 
me roses for my birthday 
next month — they’ll be 
cheaper then.”

And with that com-
ment, we reached an 
agreement on this year’s 
market price of love.

I am amazed how precise 
Curlers are when curl-
ing stones and brushing 
the paths on the ice on the 
way to the targets. Their 
balance and body stretch 
to release the stones are 
almost acrobatic. No noise 
is made during the curl-
ing of the stones and only 
positive comments are 
made. So, the next time 
you are channel surfing 
through the 150 channels 
on your television, and 
you see the sport, Curling, 
stop and watch the game. 
It can be addictive.

And wouldn’t you 
know, I can’t remember 
the name of the variety. 
I would love to plant 
some Rosemary, Cilantro, 
and Basil, but the birds 
seem to enjoy them too. 
I still have time to form 
a plot plan. Maybe I will 
go walk the isles of the 
plant nursery to see what 
inspires me. Sometimes I 
get so inspired I get more 
than I can truly handle. 
Fortunately, my family 
helps me out. However, 
if this weather doesn’t 
start cooperating, there 
will be no garden because 
it is too wet, too cold, 
and that does not make 
a happy garden. But at 
least we have bees. They 
fly over from the fully in 

bloom almond orchard. 
They are all over the 
Camillia, the flowering 
succulents, Cyclamen 
and the few daffodils just 
starting to bloom. I bet 
they are going to make 
some yummy wildflower 
honey. The darker honey, 
the stronger honey taste.

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - 
Department of Alcoholic 
B e v e r a g e  C o n t r o l ’s 
(ABC) catering authori-
zation applications are 
now available online for 
the first time, permitting 
users to complete the 
form within minutes.

“We are excited to 
bring an online method 
for licensees to apply and 
pay for the most common 
application submitted 
to the department,” said 
Licensing Division Chief 
Jaime Taylor. “Catering 
authorizations are used 
for selling and serving 
alcohol at many types of 
events, from weddings 
to large scale music fes-
tivals. Our new online 
applications will make 
the process much sim-
pler and faster, providing 
an enhanced service to 
Californians who are 
applying for a catering 
authorization.”

Catering authorizations 
allow licensees with an 
active caterer’s permit 
to sell alcoholic bever-
ages for consumption 
during events approved 
by ABC. Applicants must 
have an ABC Online 
Services account with the 
License Administrator 
role. Applicants can sub-
mit their application, 
pay with a credit card 
or eCheck, and upload 
required documents or 
approvals.

To qualify for the 
online authorization, the 
event must be more than 
five days but not more

than 60 days from the 
application date. Users 
can submit and pay for 
events online for up to 
three consecutive days 
if each day has the same 
number of attendees and 
hours during which alco-
hol is served. If the dates 
are not consecutive, or 
if the number of attend-
ees and hours are not the 
same, each day must be 
submitted and paid for as 
a separate event.

There is a limit of 36 
catered events per year 
at any given location. 
This limit applies to all 
Caterer’s Permits (Type 

58), including those held 
by club licenses (Type 50, 
51, and 52). An exception 
may be made to exceed 
36 catered events if the 
licensee can clearly estab-
lish that additional events 
are in the best interest of 
the State and necessary to 
satisfy substantial public 
demand. Exceptions can 
be requested at a local 
ABC District Office.

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) 
- New home sales in 
the greater Sacramento 
area started off with a

to bring its 
facilities into 

compliance with California law, includ-
ing hiring an independent environmental 
auditor to review the disposal of waste at 
its facilities and modifying its operating 
and training procedures to improve its 
handling, storage, and disposal of hazard-
ous waste, medical waste, and personal 
health information at all four laboratories 
and over 600 PSCs in California.

The settlement resolves the allegations 
above and requires Quest Diagnostics 
to pay $3,999,500 in civil penalties, 
$700,000 in costs, and $300,000 for a 
Supplemental Environmental Project 
to support environmental training and 
enforcement in California. The settle-
ment also imposes injunctive terms, 
including requirements that Quest 
Diagnostics maintain an environmental 
compliance program, including hiring 

a third-party waste auditor, and report 
annually on its progress.

“This settlement is the result of a suc-
cessful collaboration between District 
Attorney’s Offices and the state Attorney 
General’s Office to protect California’s 
environment and its health consum-
ers,” said Sacramento County District 
Attorney Thien Ho. “Thanks to the 
joint efforts of our Consumer and 
Environmental Protection Unit and 
prosecutors across the state, the finan-
cial penalty and permanent injunction 
will deter Quest Diagnostics from vio-
lating hazardous waste, medical waste 
and protected health information laws. 
Sacramento County will receive a total 
of $259,440 from the settlement, which 
will reimburse the cost of prosecuting 
this case and increase the enforcement of 
consumer and environmental protection 
laws.” � H

In this first article, we suggest the first 
steps in addressing this very difficult 
stage of life. 

Nothing is more difficult or emotion-
ally painful than confronting the truth 
of a family member or loved one being 
affected by dementia or Alzheimer’s 
disease. If you’re newly arrived at this 
point, it’s hard to see beyond the sad-
ness, overwhelming responsibility and 
the anticipated downward progression 
happening to a person you love.  

How you approach this situation, 
and your ability to think about it differ-
ently, can have a truly positive effect. 
Here are five things to consider as first 
steps: 

1. Think holistically. 
- Our first impulse is to think solely 

of the impact of dementia on the per-
son we know and love, and this often 
leads to a feeling of loss coupled with 
huge responsibility. The best outcomes 
start with considering how dementia 
affects the entire family and making 
decisions that preserve the quality of 
life for everyone. 

2. Don’t leap to conclusions. 
- We all make assumptions about 

what we ‘should’ do as caring children, 
spouses, or siblings. But dementia is an 
illness of individuals, and one solution 
isn’t right for everyone. Give yourself 
the time and space to explore multiple 
options, to set aside assumptions, and 
to resolve different ways of thinking 
among your family. 

3. Find the good. 
- Your relationship with your loved 

one will change. But ‘different’ doesn’t 
mean ‘negative’. In the words of one 
professional who works with demen-
tia-affected people every day: “When 
I’m working with people who have 
dementia, I assume that we can do all 
the same things we’d do with any other 
person. We just do them differently.” 

First Steps

Finding things to enjoy together and 
understanding how to adjust activities 
to suit your loved one will make the 
most of the time you spend together. 

4. Help them stay engaged. 
- Self-isolation is one of the 

most common traits of people with 
dementia. Research confirms that 
involvement in social, mental, and 
physical activity is a huge factor 
in determining the progression of 
dementia. Giving your family mem-
ber the opportunity to stay engaged 
should be a primary consideration in 
your planning. 

5. Have honest conversations. 
- Be straightforward in discussing 

the right timing, situation and support 
you’ll need for your family and your 
loved one. Focusing on quality of life 
for your entire family will be the best 
guide for you. Bring this concern to 
the forefront of conversations both 
within your family and as you start to 
speak to advisors, resources, care pro-
viders and senior living communities. 

These are the first steps. In future 
articles, we’ll address what you should 
look for in a Memory Care commu-
nity, how to handle the transition from 
independence to full-time care, what 
engagement means for a person with 
dementia, and finally, ways to main-
tain or regain your relationship with 
the person you love. � H
