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Skate Park, Waterslide OK'd for Bids

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt City
Council on Feb. 20 agreed
to seek bids for renova-
tions to Galt Skatepark
and a replacement for the
Chabolla Aquatic Center

waterslide.

City Council followed
a recommendation from
city staff and the Parks and
Recreation Commission to
pursue a permanent con-
crete skate park. Citing
concerns about cost and
height, council members

opted for a 30-foot water-
slide, rather than a taller
option.

Galt Skatepark
The existing modular
skate park’s features have
exceeded their planned
lifespan, according to staff,

and are no longer safe for
use.

“(The existing equip-
ment) had outlived its life,”
said Armando Solis, parks
and recreation director
and acting city manager.
“There were rust holes

Hollywood Production Films
Upcoming Movie in Galt

GALT, CA (MPG) - The stars
came out in the daytime on
Feb. 25, as a movie whose
cast includes Leonardo
DiCaprio, Sean Penn and
Regina Hall filmed at
Harvey Park and Galt High
School.

Although the produc-
tion has been shrouded
in secrecy — no title or
synopsis has been offi-
cially announced — it has
attracted intense interest as
it films on-location around
Northern California.

Production vehicles
lined E Street, Second
Street and Third Street,
and the sidewalks around
Harvey Park were closed
to the public. Third Street
closed at noon, and most of
the afternoon filming took
place in the space between
the park and the railroad
tracks.

Groups of curious
onlookers gathered on
the far side of the streets
around the park, hoping to
catch a glimpse of one of
the celebrities or get some
insight into the filmmak-
ing process. Every person
approached by the Herald
had learned of the shoot
through social media posts.

“It’s been all over social

Request

GALT, CA (MPG) - At their
Feb. 15 meeting, the trustees
of the Galt Joint Union High
School District discussed
how best to allocate profes-
sional development funding
and sought more informa-
tion on inspection of school
facilities.

Trustee Dennis Richardson
asked for individual discus-
sion of three items on the
consent calendar. Consent
items are generally approved
as a group and anticipated to
be uncontroversial.

Two of the items provided
for two district staff mem-
bers — a food service worker,
and an operations and mainte-
nance worker — to attend the
California School Employees
Association’s Paraeducator
Conference in Ontario,
California. In their applica-
tions, the two said they wanted
to learn new techniques to bet-
ter serve students. The costs
of travel, lodging and regis-
tration for both workers, as
well as a substitute for the
maintenance employee, were
estimated at $3,200 total.

Richardson questioned why
the staff members were being
considered for the conference
when they are not paraedu-
cators, who assist teachers in
classrooms. He also felt that
the board was being asked to
“rubber stamp” the expense,
saying registration for the con-
ference had already closed.

Chief Business Official
Douglas Crancer said the
conference is for all school
employees who “have inter-
actions or impact on ... our
students.” The conference
website says the event is
“open to all classified staff.”

Crancer added that the food
service employee told him
that “there was value ... in
terms of how to interact with
students in the lunch line.”

Richardson said he would
prefer sending someone who
works in a classroom, and he
favored denying the request.

“My concern is that we
would be sending people that
have direct contact with stu-
dents in the classroom, not
in the lunch line waiting
while they’re picking up their
lunch,” Richardson said. “So I
think that this is not something
that we should be doing.”

Trustee Melissa Neuburger,
who works for the Sacramento
County Office of Education,
spoke about “how important it

media,” Christina Tapia
said, explaining that one
of her daughters wants to
be an actress. “She was the
one that was like, ‘Mom,
they closed off all the
streets. Can we please go
try to find them?’”

Her daughter, Selah,
described hearing rumors
of the movie shoot.

“We heard it from a
bunch of friends. It was
going around,” Selah
said. “Some people were
like, ‘Oh yeah, Leonardo
DiCaprio’s coming to
Galt.” And I love Leonardo
DiCaprio. He’s one of my
favorite celebrities.”

Selah and sister, Rikki,
hoped to see DiCaprio
delivering lines or recre-
ating a shot from his 2013
movie “The Great Gatsby,”
in which he raises a glass
of champagne.

Maria Fernandez and
Michael Tam were waiting
nearby. Fernandez, a Galt
resident, remarked on the
event’s rarity for the city.

“It’s kind of exciting
because nothing really
happens here in Galt that
exciting, so I feel every-
one’s excited for it,”
Fernandez said.

And Tam said, “I want
to see what the process is,
maybe catch a glimpse of
whoever’s coming in ...
and hopefully see some
action scenes.”

The production
involved its fair share
of action; at one point,
Penn filmed several takes
of a scene in which he
was led into a chain-link
cage with a rifle at his
back. Meanwhile, doz-
ens of extras ran out of

the Harvey Park base-
ball field into a semitruck.
DiCaprio was also
present, at one point
rehearsing a scene that
involved throwing an
object on top of the cage.

Other stars seen on set
included Hall and sing-
er-songwriter Teyana
Taylor.

The city of Galt posted
on social media that “a
special event” would
involve simulated gun-
fire between 10 p.m. and
3 am.

Paul Slaviero, who
lives in San Jose, hap-
pened to be visiting
in-laws in town when he
learned of the movie. He
told the Herald why he
and his wife decided to
watch the filming.

“He’s one of the great-
est actors. ... You take a
look at Ben Affleck and
Leo DiCaprio and some
of the others, they’re
the legacy now of great
actors, who carry on the
torch of what Hollywood,
and what great acting, is
all about. And here he is
today. And I’m thinking
that’s exciting for me to
take my time to stay here
to watch this,” Slaviero
said.

The film is written and
directed by Paul Thomas
Anderson, who has also
written and directed
movies such as “Boogie
Nights” and “There Will
Be Blood.” Warner Bros.
is the distributor.

Reached for com-
ment before the Galt
filming date, a represen-
tative told the Herald,
“For the safety of our
cast and crew, we would

like to refrain from doing
any media until after our
scheduled filming. Thank
you for understanding.”

The production popped
up in Humboldt County
from late January to
early February, and
filming moved to the
Sacramento area starting
on Feb. 3, with shoots at
the Sacramento County
Administration Building
and the Sacramento
County Superior Court
building, and, on Feb.
6, near the Bob Hope
Theatre in Stockton.

The city of Galt
acknowledged the film-
ing directly in a Feb. 26
social-media post.

“First off, we would
like to extend our sincer-
est appreciation to Warner
Bros. Pictures for choos-
ing Galt as a filming
location for their upcom-
ing movie! It is such an
honor to have our small
town showcased as part
of this project,” the post
read. It thanked residents
for their patience, as well
as staff with the police,
parks and recreation, and
public works departments
for their work during and
before filming.

On the day of filming,
some spectators crowd-
ing the sidewalks in the
afternoon experienced
the movie shoot close up,
when a production crew
member approached and
began recruiting individ-
uals to be extras for the
evening scenes. Tapia,

The third item was a
contract for a firm to per-
form the annual Facility
Inspection Tool (FIT)
inspections, visual evalu-
ations of school sites for
items that need repair or
other corrections. District
staff said this would be the
second time using an out-
side inspector; previously,
the work was done in-house.

While Richardson felt the
$2,500 price tag was not a
big expense, he questioned
hiring out the work when the
district has staff “qualified”
to carry it out.

Amna Javed, who man-
ages district facilties, said an
external inspector can give
an “unbiased opinion” on
the state of facilities.

“In previous years, we

listed our facilities in good
repair. I don’t know if we
can justify that, you know?”
Last year, Javed said, the
inspector found more than
300 deficiencies. Many of
the problems involved air
fresheners, power strips and
ceiling tiles, Javed said, con-
tinuing that most of these
have been corrected.

Trustee Patrick Maple
supported the item, speaking
about the value of having a
third-party check. Neuburger
felt the outside service was
valuable but suggested not
using it every year.

The board authorized the
contract by a 4-1 vote, and
Richardson again cast the
lone no vote. Maple thanked
Richardson for starting the
discussions. *

GALT, CA (MPG) - The Galt
Community of Character
Coalition has presented
its 2024 Caring and
Compassion Award to
Liberty Ranch High School
Assistant Principal Tony
Lara. It made the presen-
tation at the Feb. 15 board
of trustees meeting for Galt
Joint Union High School
District.

The character coali-
tion presents awards every
other month recognizing
six character traits that it
wishes to promote in the
community.

Coalition member Mari
Martinez read a nomi-
nation narrative at the
meeting, praising Lara’s
“unwavering commit-
ment to helping others
with genuine empathy and
kindness.”

Martinez noted that he
has served the Galt com-
munity for 28 years,
including six years with
Galt Police Department
and 20 years working at

all three of Galt’s high
schools.

“His genuine compas-
sion, coupled with his
unwavering commitment
to making a positive differ-
ence on campus and in the
community and in the lives
of each student, serves as
an inspiration to us all.
Tony Lara is a true asset
to the Galt community and
a genuine role model of
caring and compassion,”
Martinez read.

Lara was nominated by
Georgina Cantero, who
runs the school district’s
Transition Partnership
Program.

Cantero told the Herald
that she first became famil-
iar with Lara six years ago,
as a parent of a student,
when he was organizing
the school’s migrant pro-
gram. Cantero then worked
with Lara during summer
school.

“All the times I would
see him, he was very eager
to help parents and stu-
dents. ... He’s always on
the right path,” Cantero
said when asked why she

nominated Lara. “Every
time I ask him any ques-
tions or tell him I have any
concerns about a student or
a teacher’s performance, he
always takes care of it. He
will give the right direc-
tion, the right instructions.
He motivates students,
motivates parents.”

Cantero said she has seen
this kind of work from him
throughout the years she
has known him. She com-
mended Lara’s willingness
to go above and beyond his
official duties to help par-
ents and students.

“I told him one time, ‘I
just want to be like you, Mr.
Lara, how you can control
yourself, manage yourself,
be so professional.’

“Even though some-
times I know he’s mad, he
still controls himself. He’s
always professional and
does the right thing and
gives the right orientation,”
Cantero said. “So when I
saw the announcement (for
the Caring and Compassion
Award nominations), I said,
‘No, it’s for him.’ I didn’t
think twice.” *

California Burrito Will Move Into Burger King Building

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt
Economic Development
Manager Amie Mendes
recently gave updates on
changes to the local busi-
ness landscape, including
clearing up some rumors
on the fate of the Rite
Aid building on Twin
Cities Road and Carillion
Boulevard.

Speaking at the Feb.
20 Galt City Council
meeting, Mendes said
the building is “tied up
in bankruptcy with Rite
Aid and so the property
owner is not able to put
the property up for lease.
That building cannot
be marketed yet for any
retailers at this point.”
Mendes said she wanted
to clear up online rumors
that the site was being
considered for a new use.

“We have been in
close contact with the
property owner and the
broker who will be rep-
resenting the building,”
Mendes continued. “We
will be marketing it at an
upcoming trade show in
Monterey in a couple of
weeks but really at this
point, hopefully around
March, we should have
some movement on that.”

Mendes also spoke
about the Burger King
location that was recently
vacated on Fairway
Drive. She said it is
now being subleased by
California Burrito Co.
The Mexican-food chain
is moving into two other
Burger King locations
owned by the same fran-
chisee, Mendes said.

“Having all three of
(the locations) go to one

user, I think, was finan-
cially more feasible for
the property owner,”
Mendes said.

California Burrito will
apply to make some
improvements at the
site with plans to open
in the next three to four
months, according to
Mendes.

Mendes also said that
Consolidated Fabricators
Corp. would close its
location on Live Oak
Avenue in the industrial

area, after being acquired
by a company based in
Washington state.

“I’ve been in contact
with the broker and made
sure to put a push-off for
sales tax and job cre-
ation,” Mendes said.

The 50,000-square-
foot property is for lease,
Mendes said, and it rep-
resents an “opportunity”
for the city since it offers
a large office and a large
yard.

OK'd for Bids

in it. We had an inspector come out and

we kept it alive as long as we could, and
as soon as it became unsafe, we had to
remove them.”

The park has been closed to the public
since last year. Although staff had orig-
inally proposed getting new modular
features, members of the public advocated
for a concrete skate park.

City Council considered such an option
at its Feb. 20 meeting. The concept was
designed by consulting firm American
Ramp Co. based on the results of an
online survey and a community meeting
last September.

The new design would more than dou-
ble the park’s footprint and extend it east
to Chabolla Avenue, giving users access
to the aquatic center bathrooms. Deputy
Director of Public Works John Griffin
said the design by American Ramp Co.
included many of the features that resi-
dents wanted.

One popular feature, a bowl, was left
out, Griffin said, because it would have
taken up too much space. Instead, the
design has a halfpipe feature that curves
around a corner, as “a similar feature that
allowed for other components that the
community desired.”

Griffin said the park would give space
for skaters to work on their tricks and for
beginners to learn how to skate.

The concrete option is estimated to
cost $2.55 million total, compared with
$620,000 for a modular replacement. While
the concrete skate park has a higher upfront
cost, Griffin said, it will cost less to main-
tain over time.

Funding would come from three
sources: $620,000 from the city’s remain-
ing American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA)
pandemic-relief funds, $1.28 million from
park capital funds and $650,000 from the
Measure Q sales tax that voters passed in
2022.

Construction would be scheduled for
completion in summer 2026.

“The skate park that we have is really just
a temporary thing,” Councilmember Shawn
Farmer said. “It was never intended to last
as long as it did. It was like the little spare-
tire doughnut that you put on your car. It’s
only intended for a temporary and we drove
100,000 miles on that little doughnut tire.”

Skate park user Arthur Lopez spoke
during public comment, saying the park
should allow scooters and bikes in addition
to skateboards. Lopez said that “the com-
munity ... is more than 50% scooters.” He
also asked that the skate park be opened,
even with the reduced number of structures.

“It’s always locked up and we have
nowhere else to ride, so when we go out
riding at spots around town, we get into
trouble with cops or owners of businesses
and stuff,” Lopez said. “But we’re not
allowed to go into the skate park either. It’s
trespassing.

“The city has come up to us and told us
to leave, and then cops have told us they’d
rather us go to the skate park than go to the
schools,” Lopez said. “So it’s like we’re not
wanted anywhere at the moment.”

City Council discussed the possibility of
looking for a different location but didn’t
pursue the idea. Staff said adding a siting
step could extend the project timeline by
six months and Solis said most alternative
sites are too close to residential areas.

The concrete skate park was approved
for bids by a 5-0 vote.

Gora Waterslide

The replacement waterslide’s height at
Gora Aquatic Center was a major consider-
ation for City Council. The city’s consultant
provided three options at 18 feet, 30 feet
and 40 feet in height. The original slide is
18 feet tall. The Parks and Rec Commission
initially tied between the 30-foot and
40-foot options but it eventually recom-
mended the latter. Out of 71 respondents
to a community survey, the majority of
respondents (about 44%) voted for the
40-foot slide.

City staff recommended going with the
30-foot slide instead, noting that it would
cost $300,000 less than a 40-foot slide with
an estimated construction cost of $800,000.
The full process of designing and building
the 30-foot option is estimated to total $1.2
million.

City Council members expressed con-
cerns about installing a 40-foot slide.
Farmer cited survey comments stating a
waterslide that high might be too scary for
younger children.

“I chose option two (30 feet) as it pro-
vides a more exciting ride compared with
option one (18 feet). Knowing my kid’s
option three (40 feet) would have been too
high for my son when he was a kid,” one
comment read.

Galt Vice-Mayor Rich Lozano favored
the 30-foot option. He noted that the prices
of the options were not mentioned in the

survey.

“I, too, think for all the reasons stated
that the 30-foot is probably more appropri-
ate and I want to listen to the community
but I would agree that, if price tags weren’t
attached, then that ... certainly for me
would have made a big difference,” Lozano
said.

City Council members also predicted that
the taller slide would stick out compared to
surrounding structures.

“I definitely think that (the 30-foot slide)
is really the only feasible thing for the
space that we have and the audience that
we intend to use it,” Councilmember Kevin
Papineau said.

“It reminded me that when we do homes
that we can’t put two-story homes next to
one-story homes; (there has) to be some
kind of transition,” Councilmember Jay
Vandenburg said. “A 40-foot structure
seems to be kind of out of step with the
structures and buildings around it.”

Two public commenters urged City
Council to focus on the project’s cost and
to look for more savings. Council pre-
viously allocated $250,000 in American
Rescue Plan Act money for the project and
the remaining $950,000 would come from
Measure Q. Council has passed a resolution
stating its intention to spend the Measure Q
revenue on budget shortfalls in parks and
recreation and in landscaping.

Resident Harry Wenzel noted the differ-
ence between the original American Rescue
Plan Act allocation and the current cost
estimate.

“Everything just costs so much now, OK?
... There’s all different kinds of beasts out
there but the beast that’s the worst is ones
where you say you accept, well, everything
just costs so much,” Wenzel said. Wenzel
asked for more detail on how staff reached
the total price and recommended a slide
manufacturer that he said offered cheaper
options.

Resident Chris Brossman urged greater
transparency in cost reporting for city proj-
ects. He referenced the projected annual
revenue of Measure Q.

“The citizens of Galt have blessed us
with $4 million a year to spend toward
this (budget crunch). You guys are going
through $4 million like drunk sailors,
to repeat my comment of earlier years,”
Brossman said.

Farmer defended City Council’s
approach to spending, saying he is very
“conscious about money” during meet-
ings. He noted that the final price would
depend on bids and whether City Council
decides to accept one.

The Galt Council unanimously
approved the 30-foot slide for bidding.

In Other Business

City Council hired Chris Erias as the
interim city manager while the city looks
for someone to fill the role permanently.
Erias worked for the city for 15 years,
becoming community development direc-
tor in late 2016. He left in 2020 to lead the
city of Manteca’s Development Services
Office.

He replaces former City Manager
Lorenzo Hines Jr., who resigned on Feb. 2,
after serving nearly three-and-a-half years
in office.

Interim City Attorney Frank Splendorio
said Council’s priorities in selecting Erias
were “continuity of services” and “conti-
nuity of government.”

Erias is returning to the city for a min-
imum one-year term that can be extended
until a permanent city manager is hired.
He will have a salary of $17,400 a month,
as well as benefits including medical, den-
tal and vision coverage, and a $300 per
month car allowance.

Council also awarded a contract to
develop the city’s parks and recreation
master plan to consulting firm RHAA.
Barbara Lundburg of RHAA said the
development process is expected to take
about 12 months, with multiple outreach
events and opportunities for public com-
ment. *

Folks occasionally
ask me how they too
might become a hospital
chaplain.

Some seem to hope I'll
say they need only attend
five Monday nights of
training in a local church,
and they can start making
the big bucks.

The five-week program
works for many volunteer
positions, but for a chap-
lain career, college and
graduate school is required.
“But wait, there’s more,” |
tell them.

Before they can bring
home a chaplain paycheck,
they must be accepted into
something called Clinical
Pastoral Education. CPE is
a one-year internship pro-
gram at a teaching hospital
where wanna-be chaplains
work forty-hour weeks.

I began CPE in the fall
of 1990 at the University of
California Davis Medical
Center in Sacramento. The
training involved multi-
ple chaplain requests from
the emergency room to
visit with the victims of
violence, accidents, and
illnesses.

Many of the calls related
to something medical folk
called “risk-related behav-
iors.” The most common
high-risk behaviors include
violence, alcoholism,
tobacco use disorder, risky
sexual behaviors and eating
disorders.

While some patients
avoided return visits by
making lifestyle changes,
others made numerous
returns. Such patients were
often called “Frequent
Fliers.”

One of our “Fliers”

No Laughing Matter

arrived one hot summer
afternoon strapped to a gur-
ney and screaming “Oh,
God, it hurts! You gotta
get me something for the
pain.”

Orderlies wheeled the
woman into a treatment
room where a nurse pep-
pered her with triage
questions. Just outside the
room, a few staff members
erupted into full-blown guf-
faws and horselaughs.

“Hey,” I called to a par-
ticularly tall, balding nurse,
“Why are you guys laugh-
ing at that lady? That isn’t
cool. I think she heard
you.”

The nurse laughed some
more, taking my upbraid-
ing in better stride than I’d
expected.

“Were you here last
week?” he asked.

“No. I was on vacation.”

“Then you wouldn’t
understand,” he said,
shaking his head at his
“uniformed” chaplain.

“This lady was here last
week with such convinc-
ing pain that we put her on
an intravenous morphine
drip,” he said.

“Still not funny,” I said.

He continued his account
by telling me how the
woman had excused herself
for a brief smoke and failed
to return to the ER.

“Campus police found
her hitchhiking in her
hospital gown on the bou-
levard out front. She had an
IV needle in one arm while
holding the morphine bag
with the other,” he said.

“Why would she ...?”
My puzzled voice faded to
barely audible from inside
my naive cocoon.

“She wanted to sell our
morphine, Chaplain,” he
said, reversing the upbraid.

I studied the mop-
streaked floor between his
feet as I felt the currents of
emotions swirling about us.

I had to admit that I saw
the humor in the case but
laughing at the woman’s
condition felt like a sellout
to the gallows humor emer-
gency-room workers often
used to insulate themselves.

Jesus once encountered
a woman with real pain,
unlike our patient. She had
an incurable blood disorder
that drained her of energy,
money and dignity. Her
search for a physician’s
cure only made her situ-
ation worse. By the time
she came secking Jesus,
she was looking only for
a human touch, a caring
touch.

I learned a lot that year,
but this event, more than
most, taught me that while
not every patient sought
healing, Jesus demon-
strated that everyone
deserves a caring touch.

As I approached the hos-
pital gurney and offered our
patient a prayer, I did my
best to also bring her the
human touch she deserved.
A few minutes later, a car-
ing doctor referred our
patient quality psychiatric
care in a rehab facility.

Unfortunately, not
everyone will accept a car-
ing touch. This time, she
laughed at us.

A few moments later, she
left our ER against medi-
cal advice, without drugs
or a hospital gown — only
a prayerful touch from her
hospital chaplain.
