ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) -
Cosumnes Community 
Services District (CSD) 
has increased the projected 
revenue from the city of 
Elk Grove’s Measure E 
sales tax, adding an antic-
ipated $1.65 million to 
that fund’s income. Staff 

reported the bump in 
income at the board of 
directors’ March 6 regular 
meeting, during a presen-
tation on midyear budget 
changes and budget per-
formance in the fiscal 
year’s second quarter.

The district operates on 
a two-year budget; the cur-
rent one was adopted in 
June 2023. The midyear 

amendments allow CSD to 
adjust for unforeseen eco-
nomic situations and, in 
this case, new accounting 
recommendations.

“I am very happy to 
report that we have some 
increased opportunities 
with Measure E,” budget 
manager Jillian Chavez 
said. She added that “the 
increased revenue is 

currently designated as 
an increase to reserves, 
and the district will hold 
a board workshop to con-
sider future uses.”

The 1-cent sales tax 
passed by voters in 2022 
provides income shared 
by Cosumnes Community 
Services District and the 
city of Elk Grove to fund

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - An 
Elk Grove children’s book 
author at A Seat at the 
Table Books reading on 
March 8 shared with chil-
dren and parents how her 
godson eats with a gastric 
feeding tube.

Chivaun Oldes’ new-
est book, “Ollie’s Eating,” 
explains why her godson, 
Oliver, has a gastric feed-
ing tube, aka a “G-tube,” 
which is a tube inserted 
through the abdomen into 

the stomach. A person with 
a G-tube can receive nutri-
tion through it.

“Ollie has two belly but-
tons,” the book begins. 
“When Ollie was small, 
he had to spend time in the 
hospital, with tubes on his 
nose and his mouth. They 
were to help him breathe 
but they made it hard for 
him to learn to eat and 
drink.”

After the reading, Oldes 
led children in an activity 
in which they drew their 
favorite foods.

Speaking to the Citizen, 

Oldes said Oliver was 
born with a genetic muta-
tion that required him to be 
tube-fed after birth and he 
didn’t develop a swallow-
ing refl ex.

“He does OK, and he 
does also eat food by 
mouth … but we also have 
the G-tube as a backup just 
because the goal is always 
a healthy child and not that 
he’s quote-unquote ‘nor-
mal.’” Oldes said. “And 
that’s really the goal of my 
book is that this is a per-
fectly normal thing.”

Edie Xiong, Oliver’s 

mother and Oldes’ friend, 
said it was diffi  cult to fi nd 
books specifically about 
children with G-tubes.

Xiong recalled saying 
how she wanted a book 
explaining what it’s like 
to have a G-tube and why 
Oliver has one, questions 
that both mother and son 
face.

“And I was like, ‘Well, 
you know, I do write chil-
dren’s books. I could 
probably just do that for 
you,’” Oldes said. “And so 
I made ‘Ollie’s Eating.’”

CSD Foresees Extra $1.7M 
From Measure E

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) 
- Rep. Doris Matsui, 
D - S a c r a m e n t o ,  a n d 
Galt resident Tom Silva 
appear favored to advance 
to the general  elec-
tion for California’s 7th 
Congressional District, 
according to ballot counts.

The March 5, 2024 
Pres ident ia l  Pr imary 
Election results at last 
update showed the two 
ahead by a strong margin. 
In California’s top-two 
primary system, the top 
two vote-getters in March 
progress to the general 
election in November.

Matsui has received the 
majority of votes counted 
so far, 55.9%; and Silva, a 
Republican, followed with 
32.6%. David Lee Mandel, 
a Democrat, with 11.5%, 
was in third-place.

District 7 includes Elk 
Grove, as well as much 
of southern Sacramento 
County and parts of Yolo 
and Solano counties. As 
of press time, the three 
counties last updated their 
results on March 12. 

The three counties 
reported that they had 
counted about 78.6% of 
the estimated total ballots 
submitted. It isn’t clear 
how many of the remain-
ing ballots contain votes in 
the congressional election.

County elections offi  ces 
have until April 4 to fi nal-
ize their vote counts. 
Sacramento County’s 
website says it expects to 
certify its counts on April 
2.

In Elk Grove’s other 
loca l  p r imary  e lec -
tion, Assemblymember 
Stephanie Nguyen, D-Elk 
Grove, had a large lead 
over Vinaya Singh as 
they compete for the 10th 
State Assembly District. 
Nguyen, a Democrat, 
received 67% of the vote, 
in her reelection bid. 
Singh, who is running as 
a Republican, got 33% of 
the vote.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - The 
spring term (the months 
preceding the school win-
ter break) are often the 
toughest for high school 
students: The weather is 
cold, the sun sets early, and 
moods are low. However, 
Cosumnes Oaks High 
School ASB students are 
working to uplift spirits 
within the school commu-
nity with fun, school-wide 
events. During the third 
week of February, COHS 
spread messages of love 
and positivity by hosting a 
Kindness Week.

Kindness Week is a stu-
dent-led initiative that 
COHS hosted during the 
week of Valentine’s Day. It 
serves to remind students 
of the holiday’s meaning 
in our lives — not just for 
romantic love, but for the 

value of friendships and 
self-love as well.

The festivities started 
on Tuesday, when ASB 
students created kind-
ness notes and spread 
them throughout campus. 
Students who found the 
special purple heart notes 
redeemed them for candy 
at lunch. 

Sen ior  c lass  Gov. 
Catherine Phan, a key 
organizer of the project, 
shared more about the 
festivities.

“(Tuesday) was based 
on the movie ‘Love, 
Actually,’” she said. 
“There’s a line from the 
movie where it’s like (‘If 
you look for it, I’ve got a 
sneaky feeling you’ll fi nd 
that love actually is all 
around’). So to … emulate 
that, we all spent a week 
writing sticky notes. … 
We wrote over 200 sticky 
notes in our group … 
maybe even more.”

The ASB students met at 
school early in the morn-
ing and posted these notes 
around campus.

“So then people as they 
went around school, they 
would fi nd that love actu-
ally is everywhere. And 
it would be like posi-
tive notes or like self-love 
quotes or like motivation,” 
Phan said.

One example of a quote 
was a lyric from “Crooked 

Smile” by J Cole: “Love 
yourself, girl, or nobody 
will.”

A TikTok video at tik-
tok.com/t/ZTLLDNGgh 
(case sensitive) shows the 
various messages these 
notes included.

Other events through-
out the week included 
Kindness Rock Scavenger 
Hunt — finding painted 
rocks around campus 
and turning them in for 
candy — a food fair, and 
Valentine’s Day card 
decorating. 

Students made cards for 
friends and family at an 
outside table during lunch.

“You need to love your-
self and also be open and 
willing to love other peo-
ple around you,” said 
Raamis Malik, another 
key organizer of Kindness 
We e k .  “ A n d  y e a h , 
Valentine’s Day is very 
much (about) couples and 

stuff  like that, but there’s 
also platonic love, love 
between your friends and 

family and … loving your-
self. So we wanna promote 
that in Kindness Week.”

“The world just could 
always use a little bit more 
kindness,” said Phan.  H

Xiong said it is “amazing” 
to fi nally have a book that 
presents life as a child with 
a G-tube.

“It’s hard to explain to 
people sometimes because 
it’s so normal to me,” 
Xiong said. “He’s been 
this way since he was born. 
It’s great to know that the 
book is going to help peo-
ple understand that it’s not 
a huge thing. It’s just a lit-
tle bit diff erent and he still 
does amazing things.”

Oldes has written three 
other books, “My ADHD 
Monster,” “My Inattentive 
ADHD Monster” and her 
first book, “My Anxiety 
Monster.” The anxiety 
book was inspired by her 
daughter’s struggles with 
anxiety.

When Oldes’ daughter 
was feeling anxious, “she 
started visualizing this 
monster in her head and 
she told me what it looked 

like, and it sounded really 
scary. So I went on this 
campaign to draw it cute so 
it was less scary.”

Oldes taught herself how 
to use a digital art program 
and drew the monster for 
her daughter. The author 
has illustrated all her books 
herself.

“And then we started 
writing a little book about 
it and then she wanted to 
hold that book in her hand, 
so I published it for her,” 
Oldes said. 

Other parents with 
young children showed 
interest in the book, too, so 
she began to sell it.

Oldes said the number 
of individuals who relate 
to each of her books was 
larger than she expected.

“Incredibly, as I’ve dis-
covered with every book 
I’ve written about chil-
dren so far, when you do 
something that you think 
is really special interest, 

people will come out of 
the woodwork to be like, 
‘Oh, me too, me too.’ … 
Sometimes those experi-
ences that feel very niche 
and special interest are 
very universal experiences 
that nobody has just taken 
the time to recognize,” 
Oldes said.

The reading was the 
fi rst event organized by A 
Seat at the Table’s recent-
l y - f o r m e d  n o n p r o f i t 
arm, A Seat at the Table 
Community Initiative. The 
group aims to promote 

“fi ve pillars” in Elk Grove: 
education, literacy, skill 
bui ld ing ,  communi ty 
development and mutual 
aid.

Brent Burfield, who is 
the community initiative’s 
operations manager, said 
he was “excited” by the 
reading event. He said the 
nonprofit would ease the 
process of raising money 
for its programs.

“We can now do things 
like fundraise for free 
books for fi rst-graders, so 
it just makes a lot of our 
community-based work 
much easier to actually 
implement,” Burfi eld said.

One upcoming event is 
an Earth Day-themed read-
ing on Second Saturday in 
April, along with plants or 
seeds for children to take 
home.

When director Peter 
S a k a r i s  a s k e d  h o w 
Cosumnes Community 
Services District predicts 
the growth in Measure E 
revenue, General Services 
administrator Amanda 
Chehrezad said the district 
relies on a contractor used 
by Elk Grove.

“It was a surprise that 
it (Measure E revenue) 
is coming in as high as 
anticipated, and it is really 
directly related to how well 
the economy is doing,” 
Chehrezad said. “And 
so as we see fluctuation 
within the economy, this 
revenue will be affected 
at a much more direct and 
quicker pace than our tax 
revenue from the county, 
so we will definitely be 
monitoring it closely, but 
at this point, we are mir-
roring what the city is 

recommending in terms of 
revenue projections.”

In the General Fund, 
s t a f f  r e c o m m e n d e d 
reclassifying $1.5 mil-
lion in projected revenue 
to comply with auditor 
recommendations.

The proposed budget 
lowered the anticipated 
general fund revenue from 
nearly $100 million to 
$98.5 million, a reduction 
of about $1.5 million. 

Chavez noted that the 
main contributor was 
the reclassification of 
state and federal grants, 
and community facili-
ties district revenue and 
expenses. They will now 
be accounted for in a sep-
arate fund, rather than as 
part of the General Fund.

Expenses will  also 
decrease, from $107.7 mil-
lion to $105.8 million, a 
drop of nearly $1.9 mil-
lion. She attributed this to 
the same fund reclassifica-
tion that affected revenues, 

as well as savings on 
employee pay due to turn-
over and vacancies.

Chavez said the district’s 
recent accomplishments 
include a more holis-
tic approach to budgeting 
that “supports the orga-
nization as a whole,” the 
addition of new admin-
istrative positions, and 
higher-than-anticipated 
revenue from Measure E 
and an intergovernmental 
transfer program with the 
state.

A major challenge is 
increasing costs for main-
tenance and cost of goods 
and personal protective 
equipment. In addition, 
Chavez said, the district 
is struggling to keep up 
with administrative tasks, 
an issue that she expected 
to ease as the new admin 
positions are filled.

High turnover, union 
negotiations, and the 
impact of a compensation 
study are also presenting 

challenges, Chavez said.
“The district wants to 

offer competitive wages 
and must find a balance 
with long-term sustainabil-
ity,” the budget manager 
said.

Cosumnes Fire plans to 
complete initial recruit-
ment for its firefighting 
explorer program at the 
end of 2024, Chavez said.

Responding to a ques-
tion from director Orlando 
Fuentes, Fire Chief Felipe 

Rodriguez said the depart-
ment is working on getting 
a charter from Boy Scouts 
of America. He said the 
program is a way for 
students to consider a fire-
fighting career, which he 
said could enhance diver-
sity at the department.

“That is an opportunity 
for the young women and 
men of our community to 
learn a little bit more about 
becoming a firefighter and 
understanding what it takes 

to be a firefighter, so we’ll 
open it up to our own high 
school juniors and seniors 
hopefully here in the fall,” 
Rodriguez said. He contin-
ued that participants can 
eventually spend time at 
fire stations and participate 
in ride-alongs; they can go 
on to become interns in 
college, “on their way to 
become a firefighter.”

The board unanimously 
accepted the two budget 
reports. H

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - Sacramento County 
Public Health (SCPH) 
has confirmed one case 
of measles in a child who 
was seen at the UC Davis 
Medical Center Emergency 
Department between noon 
and 5 p.m. March 5.

Unvaccinated persons 
or those with unknown 
vaccination status who 

were in the UC Davis 
Medical Center Emergency 
Department during the 
aforementioned time are at 
risk of developing measles 
from seven to 21 days after 
being exposed. 

Individuals possibly 
exposed should follow 
three steps.

The first step is to 
review their immuniza-
tion and medical records 
to determine if they are 
protected against measles. 

Individuals who have not 
had measles infection pre-
viously or who have not 
received thee measles 
immunization might not be 
protected from the measles 
virus. 

These individuals should 
talk with a healthcare 
provider about receiv-
ing measles ,  mumps 
and  rube l l a  (MMR) 
immunization.

The second step is to 
contact by phone or email 

and notify their health care 
provider as soon as pos-
sible about a potential 
exposure if they are preg-
nant, an infant, have a 
weakened immune system 
and/or are not immunized, 
regardless of vaccination 
history. 

Do not go to your pro-
vider in-person or go to the 
emergency department for 
potential exposure.

The third step is to mon-
itor themselves for illness 

with fever and/or an unex-
plained rash from 7 to 
21 days after their expo-
sure (the time period when 
symptoms may develop); if 
symptoms develop, stay at 
home and call a healthcare 
provider immediately. 

If you become ill enough 
that you need to seek med-
ical attention in person, 
please wear a mask and 
inform the registration 
staff that you have had a 
measles exposure so that 

appropriate isolation can 
occur in the healthcare 
setting.

UC Davis Medical 
Cen t e r,  Sac r amen to 
County Public Health 
(SCPH) and Public Health 
and Health Departments 
in surrounding counties 
are contacting identified 
patients to assess their 
immuniza t ion  s ta tus 
and provide guidance to 
individuals who were 
exposed.

The National Spectrum 
Strategy requires the 
NTIA and DoD to co-lead 
additional studies of the 
lower 3 GHz band to 
evaluate opportunities 
for private-sector access 
while ensuring vital fed-
eral mission capabilities 
are preserved. A compre-
hensive study of the lower 
3 GHz band will help 
maximize efficient use 
of our nation’s spectrum 
resources.

“ N T I A d e v e l o p e d 
the National Spectrum 
Strategy consistent with its 
statutory role as the sole 

agency responsible for 
authorizing Federal spec-
trum use,” the lawmakers 
continued.

 “For the lower 3GHz 
band studies, the NSS 
directs NTIA and DoD 
to jointly establish pro-
cesses  tha t  promote 
the pillars and strategic 
objectives of the NSS, 
consistent with the guid-
ance in the Presidential 
Memorandum.”

As bipartisan lead-
ers of the Subcommittee 
on Communications and 
Technology, the lawmakers 
seek important clarification 
from the agencies on how 
this process will move for-
ward.

California 's  biggest 
problem is up for debate. 
Sadly, there are many 
contenders vying for that 
dubious distinction. But 
instead of focusing on 
the problems, we need to 
be focused on solutions. 

Without rank, here are 
five chronic California 
problems where state lead-
ership has completely 
failed and one simple idea 
for each to help improve 
governance and boost our 
quality of life.

Budget: This budget 
year, California faces a 
nearly $40 billion defi cit.  

To avoid such massive 
shortfal ls ,  Cal ifornia 
should adhere to the state's 
"Gann Limit," a law passed 
by the voters in 1979 that 
l imits annual budget 
growth to a combination 
of population growth and 
infl ation. The Gann Limit 
is ignored or avoided by 
legislative trickery, but it 

provides a simple struc-
ture that would avoid the 
massive budget growth 
that contributes to mas-
sive deficits whenever 
state revenues drop. Gann 
addresses California's 
spending problem.

H o u s i n g :  O n e  o f 
many reasons housing 
is so expensive is exces-
sive government fees, 
which can run as high as 
$135,000 for building a 
single-family residence. 
Right now, an El Dorado 
County man is battling 
these fees in his Sheetz 
v. County of El Dorado, 
California case currently 
before the US Supreme 
Court. I hope he wins, but 
the state doesn't need to be 
forced into fairness by a 
court decision. Developer 
fees serve a specific pur-
pose but have morphed 
into a revenue source for 
governments. They should 
all be reviewed to ensure 
they are meeting their pur-
pose only and not as a 
backdoor funding source 
for general government 
operations. This could help 
lower housing costs.

Crime: California’s 
empowered criminals do 
not fear punishment and 
retailers are paying the 
price. Governor Newsom 
just recently witnessed 
this himself at a Target 

store. Thieves can afford 
to be cavalier, and casually 
stroll out of stores with 
arms full of merchandise 
because we've essentially 
eliminated punishment for 
shoplifting anything under 
$950 in value. I’m encour-
aging Californians to 
sign the petition to repeal 
Prop. 47 that has wreaked 
havoc on our state and give 
prosecutors the ability to 
charge smaller retail thefts 
as felonies once again.

Insurance: The only 
thing leaving the state 
faster than its residents 
might be its insurers, who 
are pulling out of all or 
some of California’s mar-
kets seemingly by the day. 
California must repeal 
Prop. 103 and make it 
easier for insurance com-
panies to adjust rates and 
off erings. 

While this may lead to 
some price increases in 
the short term, providing a 
framework for more insur-
ers to write policies here 
will lead to more com-
petition, more choice, 
and more options for 
consumers.

Homelessness:  This 
problem may be most 
e m b l e m a t i c  o f  t h e 
California Way, where tax-
payers pay the most but get 
the least. Cities in some of 
the state's most beautiful 

and valuable areas have 
been overrun by a perma-
nent cadre of homeless, 
many of whom are obvi-
ously mentally ill and who, 
by their own admission, 
are addicts.  The state must 
dramatically expand the 
concept of forced care in 
Governor Newsom's "Care 
Court" proposal, to pro-
mote the health and safety 
of the homeless, but also to 
reclaim our streets, parks, 
and sidewalks for their 
intended purposes.

President Reagan once 
said there are no easy 
answers, but there are sim-
ple answers. 

And it won’t get bet-
ter overnight. California 
holds all the promise it 
ever did and it can again be 
a national leader in all that 
is right and good. It has 
been in decline, but this 
can all be turned around 
by showing the political 
will to implement simple 
ideas that would reverse 
some of the state's chronic 
problems.  

With the right choices, 
our future is bright.

Five Solutions to Some of California’s Woes

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) -
Caltrans today announced 
a $127 million agreement 
with Stadler Rail, Inc. for 
six more zero-emission, 
hydrogen-powered pas-
senger trainsets, building 
upon an earlier order to 
deliver the fi rst four hydro-
gen-powered intercity 
trainsets in North America, 
furthering California’s 
standing as a world leader 
in clean transportation. 

The trains will help 
California adapt to climate 
change by strengthening 
the state’s zero-emission 
passenger rail capabili-
ties. The first trains are 
expected to enter reve-
nue service in 2027. The 
trainset design will make 
them more effi  cient, lighter 
weight and more aff ordable 
than traditional locomo-
tive-hauled coaches. 

The purchase is funded 
t h r o u g h  G o v e r n o r 
Gavin Newsom’s his-
t o r i c  $ 1 0  b i l l i o n , 
multiyear zero-emission 
vehicle package, which 
included $407 million 
for the California State 
Transportation Agency 
(CalSTA) to purchase or 
lease state-of-the-art clean 

bus and rail equipment and 
infrastructure.

The fi rst trains will oper-
ate between Merced and 
Sacramento on the future 
Valley Rail service – an 
expansion of the existing 
Altamont Corridor Express 
(ACE) and Amtrak San 
Joaquins services that 
will eventually connect 
with the first section of 
California’s high-speed 
rail service. The trains will 

also be demonstrated on 
corridors throughout the 
state in coordination with 
intercity and regional rail 
partners. With this option 
order, there are 19 option 
trainsets remaining on the 
base contract that Caltrans 
signed with Stadler in 
October 2023.  

“California continues to 
lead the way to a cleaner, 
more connected trans-
portation system,” said 

California Transportation 
Secretary Toks Omishakin. 
“By expanding our fleet 
of hydrogen-powered pas-
senger trainsets, we are 
showing we are serious 
about deploying innovative 
and sustainable transporta-
tion options for the people 
of this state.”

(BHS) provides pro-

CORE provides spe-
cia l ty  mental  heal th 
outpatient services at 
11  s i t e s  th roughout 
Sacramento County.   In 
addition to these sites, 
services are delivered in 
the community, wherever 
requested. Each CORE 
site has a co-located peer 
run community wellness 
center, which is open to 
any Sacramento County 
adult seeking meaningful 
activities. 

CORE sites have the 
capacity to serve 7,700 
throughout the system at 
any point in time.

Mental Health Urgent

While persons experi-

encing homelessness that 
have mental health treat-
ment needs can access any 
of the County’s behav-
ioral health services and 
programs, there are spe-
cific teams and programs 
designed to serve the 
unique needs of these 
clients. 
Full-Service Partnerships 
(FSPs)

FSPs provide individ-
ually tailored intensive 
services for clients who 
are most at risk – includ-
ing those experiencing 
homelessness and have 
a serious mental illness. 
Clients receive inten-
sive case management 
and mental health services 
as well as HUD funded 
housing subsidies. Not 
all persons that are living 
with a mental illness and 
are homeless qualify for an 
FSP. 

Currently there are 12 
FSPs capable of serving a 
total of 2,751 eligible indi-
viduals – with availability 
for 379 additional clients 
– many of which are ear-
marked for seniors and 
transitional aged youth 
(TAY).

The County also has 
and is expanding three 
programs for those who 
meet medical necessity 
(Medi-Cal), have a men-

In addition to men-
tal health services, FIT 
can also assist with hous-
ing services and support. 
FIT serves approximately 
9,000 youth annually with 
outpatient mental health 
services that includes 
flexible dollars for pre-
venting or helping resolve 
homelessness.
Homeless Engagement 
and Response Team 
(HEART)

Staffed with counselors 
and peers HEART uses a 
phased approach to help 
encampment and shelter 
residents enroll in needed 
behavioral health services 
and support. 

From rapport building 
to offering basic services 
to building enough trust 

to offer behavioral health 
assessments and eventu-
ally, referrals – the timeline 
for these phases can be 
weeks or years. 

The team's goal is to 
reach enrollment phase so 
that encampment and shel-
ter residents will consent to 
and can obtain the behav-
ioral services they need.

PSH units offer long-
term stable housing and

Nonsensical Prayer Slams into Reality

 I learned this from a cancer patient 
who once told me that her prayers no lon-
ger made sense. She had stage-three breast 
cancer and wondered aloud whether it 
was crazy to ask God to heal her after the 
cancer had progressed into this advanced 
stage.

I was tempted to spout the "chaplain 
answer," the answer that would gush with 
god-speak. 

Instead, to this very scared mom on our 
oncology unit, I admitted what I knew to 

be true: I knew nothing.
"I'm not sure that God is looking for 

dialogue from us that makes sense," I said, 
"because I'm not sure we are expected to 
be doing sensible things at a moment like 
this."

Looking for sensible words in our 
prayers can be as senseless as expecting 
patterns in the wind. "Sensible" prayers 
are our attempt to fi nd a formula or to cast 
a holy spell with which we make God do 
as we wish.

We've invented all kinds of prayer sys-
tems, but in the end, the only thing that 
gets us through the hardest times are the 
prayers that resonate in our hearts.

When it comes to the language of 
prayer, God uses the human heart as a uni-
versal translator by which he is best able 
to hear us. The prayers we express at a 
time like this don't always align with sen-
sible theology.

Jesus suggested that the best way to fi nd 
alignment with spiritual things is to fi nd a 

closet in which to pray. 
 I love how The Message translates 

Jesus' words from Matthew 6:6:
 "Here's what I want you to do: Find 

a quiet, secluded place so you won't be 
tempted to role-play before God. Just be 
there as simply and honestly as you can 
manage. The focus will shift from you 
to God, and you will begin to sense his 
grace."

 The gist of the teaching is: When it's 
just you and God in the closet, you have 
no witnesses. You needn't care what your 
prayers sound like. The only thing that 
will matter is that God hears you.

All of which tells me that whether it is 
backing into a parked pickup or hitting 
the wall of reality, the prayers of a fearful 
heart will always fi nd the ear of a loving 
God.

By the way, I was able to open the trunk 
by following the method of many a TV 
evangelist. I placed one hand on the ailing 
part of the car and one hand on my Bible 

and just "beeeelieved." 
 Sadly, the trunk lid bounced back on 

my head. You should have heard my knot-
headed prayer then.

So, may I just say that should you 
decide to visit our church, we have two 
parking lots. 

You might prayerfully consider parking 
in the rear parking lot, away from the sil-
ver Camry.

 “Early in the fall, coach 
Terry let it slip that he 
was working on this proj-
ect,” Rinaldi said. “It was 
total surprise and gratitude 
but it felt like a lot espe-
cially with how busy he is 
and I don’t know that I’m 
deserving of this but it’s 
awesome. I never expected 
anything like this.” 

Terry said his respect for 
Rinaldi dates back to his 
days at Woodland when 
Terry fi rst started coaching, 
and he would coach against 
him, and even back then, 
he was considered one of 
the best.  

“He’s always been one 
of the best coaches in the 
area, if not the best,” Terry 
said. “The last couple of 
years being able to teach 
with Rob, get to know him 
and we became friends 
so when he retired, and I 
started coaching on this 
fi eld, I thought of how he 
built this place so out of 
respect, this fi eld should be 
named after him.”

R i n a l d i ,  a  1 9 8 2 
D a v i s  H i g h  S c h o o l 

graduate, went on to play 
baseball at  the University 
of California at Davis and 
began his coaching career 
in 1988 at Woodland as 
the JV coach, and became 
the Varsity head coach 
in 1988, according to a 
Sacramento Area Baseball 
Hall of Fame social media 
post. 

At Woodland, Rinaldi 
coached for 13 years and 
won 310 games, six league 
titles and a section cham-
pionship. In 2005, Rinaldi 
became the fi rst head coach 
in the history of new-
ly-opened Pleasant Grove 
High School’s baseball 

program where he went on 
to add 197 more wins to 
his total, as well as three 
league titles. 

As mentioned in the 
online petition, in 2005, 
Rinaldi rallied commu-
nity support to build better 
facilities, as initially the 
field at Pleasant Grove 
consisted of just a chain 
link fence backstop to then 
building a hitting complex, 
bleachers, planting trees 
providing shade for fans 
and an outfi eld fence. 

The process to get the 
field named after Rinaldi 
began a year ago, Terry 
said. 

“We started the process 
about a year ago, so he gets 
the recognition and the 
honor of this community 
forever,” Terry said. 

Soon, the scoreboard 
will go up with Rinaldi’s 
name. 

Many signs were made 
and hung around the fi eld 
with messages of appreci-
ation and love for Rinaldi, 
where he took part in a 
ceremony that included 
him throwing out the fi rst 
pitch to catcher Howard 
Johnson, who was on the 
fi rst squad in the history of 
the Eagles from 2005. 

The stands were packed 

at the inauguration of “The 
Rob” as administrators, 
parents, former players, 
family and friends couldn’t 
miss this honor for Rinaldi, 
although it hasn’t quite 
sunk in for Rinaldi that 
players and coaches can 
now call their home field 
“The Rob.”

 “It’s weird, I have to be 
honest, but really cool,” 
Rinaldi said. “One of the 
greatest honors you can 
have is your name being 
associated with where you 
worked and it’ll be here for 
a long time, if not forever.” 

This is a new addition to 
Rinaldi’s many accolades, 

and being given this honor 
was emotional for him. 

“These are all things you 
don’t think about, but once 
they start getting men-
tioned (the accolades) it 
adds up to a whole bunch 
and then you remember 
living through it and it was 
emotional for me,” Rinaldi 
said. “Especially having 
Woodland here, I spent 17 
years there and all their 
coaches played for me, so 
it ranks right up there with 
anything.” 

As Rinaldi mentioned, 
his fi eld can be there for a 
long time so when students 
walk by, or players come 
onto the fi eld for the fi rst 
time, Rinaldi wants them 
to look up and have peo-
ple who knew him to pass 
on the good memories of 
his life. 

“Whether I taught them 
in school or on the baseball 
fi eld, I hope they can talk 
about their experiences and 
I hope they know I really 
care for them and that 
they’re happy to see my 
name up there,” Rinaldi 
said. 

The Eagles went on to 
take a convincing win over 
the Wolves with a score 
of 11-1 by mercy rule 
in six innings with Alan 
Quirarte-Guzman going 
3-4 with two singles, a 
double and 3 RBI’s, Nolan 
Underwood going 1-3 with 
a single, hit by a pitch 
and 2 RBI’s, while Justin 
Dougan got the win going 
three innings and seven 
strikeouts without allow-
ing a hit, and fi nishing out 
was Maddox Ali who went 
three innings, giving up 
two hits, allowing one run 
with four strikeouts.  H

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) -
Following the weekend, 
both J.D. Davis and Arik 
Armstead are looking for 
new l teams after their time 
in San Francisco. 

Davis was placed on 
waivers after the Giants 
had signed their new third 
baseman, Matt Chapman, 
while Armstead chose 
free agency after failing 
to agree on a restructured 
contract resulting in his 
release. 

The Elk Grove High 
School alumni was unex-
pectedly placed on waivers 
on March 9, where now 29 
teams could pick up his 
contract, which was a sur-
prise to many as it seemed 
like Davis would be great 
trade bait for the Giants. 

In 193 games for the 
Giants, Davis slashed 

.251/.333/.431 where he 
played 116 games at third 
base while spending some 
time at fi rst base, DH and 
the outfi eld. It looked like 
Davis was gearing up for 
his second full season as a 
Giant, then stepped in Matt 
Chapman. 

It was reported late 
March 1 that Chapman had 
agreed to a deal with the 
Giants, re-uniting the two 

Cal State Fullerton Titans 
once more. The issue here 
for Davis, once again, was 
having to move as a result 
of Chapman joining the 
team, although it wasn’t to 
a diff erent position but to a 
new organization this time.

Both  as  f reshmen, 
Chapman took over the 
third base position as the 
future two-time platinum 
glove award winner would 

force Davis to play the 
outfi eld, fi rst base and des-
ignated hitter (DH).

Davis would’ve had a 
chance to compete for a 
spot at fi rst base but with 
Lamonte Wade JR. (116 
games at the position in 
2023) being the primary 
fi rst baseman and Wilmer 
Flores (61 games at the 
position in 2023) as the 
backup this looked bleak.

“I would love to be a 
starter,” Davis said last 
week to reporters at spring 
training. “I would love to 
be a third baseman. That’s 
been my dream. That’s 
something that I have 
lived through the last year 
and a half, being so close 
to home, playing in my 
backyard and wearing that 
Giants jersey and being a 
starting third baseman.”

At the time, there’s only 
speculation as to where 

Davis will land.
As for Armstead, the 

49ers were looking to 
restructure the Pleasant 
Grove High School alum’s 
initial 5-year $85 million 
deal that he signed in 2020 
as his cap hit is $28.53 
million after coming off 
a season where he had 27 
tackles and fi ve sacks. 

If immediately released, 
the 49ers would save 
$2.492 million due to a 
dead money charge of 
$25.86 million although 
they could save $18 mil-
lion against the cap if 
released after the June 
1 designation to spread 
remaining money in the 
future. 

The 49ers rewarded 
Armstead in 2020 follow-
ing the 2019 season where 
he had 10 sacks and 54 
total tackles with 11 tack-
les for loss.  

Armstead battled plan-
tar fasciitis throughout his 
time with the 49ers which 
led him to only play 9 
games in 22’ season and 12 
in 23’ season and prompted 
him to play through a torn 
meniscus that Armstead 
acknowledged after Super 
Bowl LVIII. 

Despite the injury, 
Armstead had a sack in the 
Super Bowl. The now for-
mer defensive tackle (DT) 
for the 49ers is second in 
career sacks in the organi-
zations’ postseason history.  

This leaves the 49ers 
with two defensive tackles 
and fi ve defensive linemen 
at this time, after releas-
ing their longest tenured 
player. 

At this time, there’s no 
information as to when 
Armstead will be offi  cially 
released and he will test his 
worth in free agency.  H

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - For 
more than two decades, 
Elk Grove resident Maria 
Kang has been training and 
infl uencing individuals for 
better fi tness. 

Kang is the “No Excuse 
Mom” and the “No Excuse 
M o m ”  o r g a n i z a t i o n 
founder. Well-known in the 
Elk Grove community for 
being a fi tness trainer and 
infl uencer, Kang has more 
than 72,000 Instagram 
followers and 282,000 
Facebook followers. Many 
followers have done plenty 
of challenges that the pro-
gram promotes, such as 
the “Step Challenge” and 
the “12-Week Challenge,” 
Kang said.

The “No Excuse Mom” 
community started in Elk 
Grove in 2009 after her 
fi rst son was born, accord-
ing to Kang. Since then, 
Kang said, the community 
has “hundreds of groups” 
in  var ious  countr ies 

following the same pro-
gram she created in Elk 
Grove.

“The biggest thing that 
we promote is commu-
nity, self-love and creating 
an action plan that requires 
accountability,” Kang said. 
“I teach my students all 
the methods that I do and 
wrote in my book, ‘The No 
More Excuses Diet,’ such 
as journaling activity, food 
intake and creating a plan.”

Kang said she taught 
an aerobics class when 
she was 16 and a Laguna 
Creek High School stu-
dent. Four years later, she 
was a trainer at the 24 
Hour Fitness location on 
Center Parkway. 

“I have lived in Elk 
Grove since 1990,” Kang 
said. “Prior to training 
people, I was a part of a 
racquet club and I used to 
beg my mother to get me 
a membership there when 
I was 13. So I’ve always 
loved movement.”

One of Kang’s primary 

motivations in her fitness 
journey was her moth-
er’s health condition and a 
genetic disposition that ran 
in her family, Kang said. 

Aside from fi tness, Kang 
also teaches breathwork 
and meditation through the 
SAC Breathwork website 
at the UPLIFT Therapeutic 
Movement and Wellness 
studio. Kang recommends 
meditating because “it’s 
important for the mind and 
also important to observe 
their words, thoughts and 
actions.”

“After more than 20 
years of being in the fi tness 
industry, what I understand 

more fully is the more sub-
conscious programming 
that people need to over-
come more than anything 
else,” Kang said. “You can 
give someone a program 
for a number of weeks but 
they can go back to their 
habitual mental and phys-
ical programming because 
of how their body is bio-
logically set up. I believe 
in breathwork.”

Another venture Kang 
participates in is build-
ing care homes for the 
elderly. Kang said that her 
family has been involved 
with Sacramento Care 
Homes since 2000 when 

her parents started the 
fi rst facility when she was 
in college. Currently, the 
family business has 25 
facilities.

“I have been an Elk 
Grove citizen since 1990,” 
Kang said. “I was president 
of Franklin Elementary 
School, I was a peer leader 
at Joseph Kerr Middle 
School, I was a cheer-
leader at Laguna Creek 
High School and I gradu-
ated with two degrees at 
UC Davis. I feel like I am 
‘so Elk Grove.’”

Legislative Republicans Call on A.G. Bonta to Investigate PaneraGate

SACRAMENTO, CA 
(MPG) – On Mar. 4, 14 
addit ional  legislat ive 
Republicans joined the 
call for Attorney General 
Bonta to investigate the 
appearance of misconduct 
in the crafting of carveo-
uts to Assembly Bill 1228 
to benefi t one of Governor 
Newsom’s major cam-
paign donors. AB 1228 
increased the minimum 
wage for fast-food work-
ers to $20 dollars an hour, 

with a specifi c exemption 
that reportedly benefits a 
Panera Bread franchisee 
who is a longtime acquain-
tance  and donor  of 
more than $220,000 to 
Newsom’s campaigns. 

“If the Governor helped 
exempt one of his larg-
est political donors from 
a bill that harms small 
businesses, the people 
of California deserve to 
know,” said Assemblyman 
Josh Hoover (R-Folsom). 
“Our leaders cannot be 
allowed to hide behind the 
veil of legislative ‘sausage 
making.’ They must be 

held to a higher standard.”
“This arbitrary carve out 

smacks of pay-to-play pol-
itics and should be looked 
at seriously to determine 
if that’s indeed what hap-
pened,” said Senator Scott 
Wilk (R-Santa Clarita). 
“Clearly, it was a bad 
bill to begin with. This is 
just another example of 
why people are so fed up 
with their government in 
California.”

Last week, Assembly 
R e p u b l i c a n  L e a d e r 
Gallagher (Yuba City), 
Senate Minority Leader 
Brian Jones (San Diego), 

and Assemblyman Joe 
Patterson (R-Rocklin) sent 
a letter to Attorney General 
Bonta requesting an inves-
tigation into this possible 
pay-to-play deal. Attorney 
General Bonta, who says 
he received the first let-
ter sent last week, has yet 
to respond to Republican 
lawmakers. 

“The governor has a 
history of abusing his 
executive power with 
backdoor deals like he did 
with Kaiser. Californians 
deserve to know the truth,” 
said Senator Brian Dahle 
(R-Bieber). “He holds the 

highest offi  ce in this state 
and should be leading by 
example, not recusing him-
self and dismissing it as 
just ‘sausage-making.’”

“I opposed AB 1228 
when it came before me 
because it was poor pol-
icy,” said Assemblywoman 
Diane Dixon (R-Newport 
Beach). “Unfortunately, 
overregulation of small 
and large businesses, like 
this law enacts, will lead to 
more small and large food 
serving businesses leaving 
California for states that 
support business success 
and job growth.”  H
