ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - In hopes of an 
end to confl ict, the Interfaith Council 
of Elk Grove on March 18 held a 
prayer vigil for peace.

Attended by representatives 
of multiple faiths, the event out-
side Elk Grove City Hall was the 

council’s second. The fi rst was held 
in November 2023 in response to the 
Hamas attacks in Israel on Oct. 7 and 
the ensuing Israeli invasion of Gaza.

Council President Mark Jansson 
said the continuing war and other 
confl icts around the world prompted 
the decision to hold another vigil.

Jansson noted Elk Grove’s high 
degree of cultural and religious 

diversity, saying the council believes 
that there is a better chance of sur-
viving global strife “if we stand for 
peace, if we make a claim for good 
will toward men.”

Jansson cited humorist Will 
Rogers’ quote, “I never met a man 
I didn’t like,” proposing a variation: 
“I never met a man or woman that I

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - At the 
March 13 meeting, the Elk 
Grove City Council issued 
a proclamation recognizing 
March as Women’s History 
Month, which honors and 
celebrates women’s contri-
butions throughout history. 
Mayor Bobbie Singh-Allen 
read, “Women have played 
critical roles in history and 
continue to serve as lead-
ers, securing women’s 
rights and creating a fair 
and just society for all.”

City Council presented 
the proclamation to Raquel 
Williams, vice chairwoman 
of the Wilton Rancheria 
Tribal Council. Singh-
Allen said that Williams 
“has been involved in her 
culture, ceremonies and 
celebrations from a young 
age. Her love for her fam-
ily, people and culture is 
evident in all aspects of 
her life.” Singh-Allen said 
the council appreciates 
Williams’ “commitment 
to the community and our 
city.”

Williams accepted the 
proclamation “on behalf of 
our tribe, on behalf of the 
nation, on behalf of indig-
enous women, women of 
color, and also just that role 
that we play as pillars in 
our communities and pil-
lars of our family.” 

"Thank you to the 
women that kept me here. 
Thank you to our lost and 
loved ones,” said Williams. 
“But also too, thank you 
to the women that brought 
you guys here today and 
that helped raise you guys 
and helped shape and mold 
you guys, for the better-
ment of my community. … 
I honor the works that you 
do.”

S i n g h - A l l e n  s a i d , 
“We sincerely appreci-
ate the friendship and the 
partnership.” 

During Public Comment 
on this item, Elk Grove 
resident Michael Monasky 
brought up the city’s fi nan-
cial relationship with 
the Wilton Rancheria 
Tribe, relating to the Sky 
River Casino project 
currently under construc-
tion in Elk Grove.  In 
2016, a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) was 
executed to arrange $132 
million in funding from 
the Tribe to the community

Prayer Vigil Urges Peace 
in Elk Grove, Middle East

SACRAMENTO REGION, 
CA (MPG) - An Elk Grove 
mother’s goal to protect 
youth from drug addiction 
took another step toward 
reality on March 16 and 17 
with a pickleball tourna-
ment and fundraiser.

The tournament  a t 
Cosumnes River College 
raised money for Logan’s 
Little Warriors, the non-
profi t organization founded 

by Kerrie Hill in memory 
of her son’s death from a 
drug overdose. Hill aims 
to open a camp that would 
help children discover their 
talents and avoid addiction.

With plenty of signups, 
the tournament kept the 
college’s pickleball courts 
busy over the St. Patrick’s 
Day weekend, with men’s, 
women’s and mixed divi-
sions, as well as singles 
and doubles.

Mackenzie Buchanan, 
the nonprofi t organization’s 

operations manager, said 
the tournament had nearly 
sold out its competition 
spots. With the organi-
zation’s rapid progress 
toward its goal of opening 
a camp, “there’s no doubt 
that this is going to hap-
pen,” Buchanan told the 
Citizen.

Logan’s Little Warriors 
wants to help guide youth 
toward healthy life choices, 
according to Buchanan.

“A lot of the people 
in Kerrie’s community 

who’ve been attracted to 
the cause have always told 
us, ‘It was that one person 
when I was younger that 
made that difference and 
I didn’t go down this path 
or even when I did, I had 
someone to help me out.’ 
So that’s what we’re trying 
to do,” Buchanan said.

Hi l l ’s  son ,  Logan 
Hugentobler, died on Feb. 
7, 2022 from an accidental 
fentanyl overdose. He had 
been sober for 10 years, 
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over the course of 20 years 
to benefit the city of Elk 
Grove, Elk Grove Unifi ed 
School District and local 
nonprofi t organizations. 

Monasky said he is not 
against a proclamation 
honoring Williams or the 
tribe but that it was inap-
propriate to use Women’s 
History Month to provide 
that opportunity since most 
women are not providing a 
revenue steam to the city: 

“I disagree with this 
kind of glad-handing that 
the city does. All the hugs 
and kisses and everything, 
fi ne — you can do that but 
please do it as recognition 
of the tribe or recognition 
of the individual but not of 
Women’s History Month. 
… I think most people 
who struggle in the world 
and have to put food on the 
table and take care of chil-
dren, the greatest burden of 
which is taken by women, 
would disagree with this 
kind of action.”

City Council also issued 
a proclamation recognizing 
March as American Red 
Cross Month to honor the 
organization for the help 
they provide to communi-
ties in times of crisis.

 Councilmember Darren 

Suen read the proclama-
tion, stating that Red Cross 
volunteers “make a lifesav-
ing diff erence in people’s 
darkest hours” and “lead 
with their hearts to serve 
people in need.” The proc-
lamation was accepted by 
volunteers from the local 
Red Cross in the California 
Gold Country Region. 

During Public Comment, 
Monasky spoke again 
to express disappoint-
ment  wi th  the  Ci ty 
Council for this proc-
lamation, pointing to 
allegations from 2016 that 
the American Red Cross 
uses more of the charita-
ble donations it receives 
on internal expenses than it 
had reported. 

Monasky said while the 
local volunteers should be 
commended for their work, 
he has serious concerns 
about the organization. 

“I think the glad-handing 
that happens here is embar-
rassing,” said Monasky. 
“It’s an embarrassment.” 

Deputy City Manager 
Kara Reddig updated 
City Council about the 
city’s Enhanced Winter 
Sanctuary, a temporary 
facility that offers shelter 
to individuals during the 
winter as well as providing 

social services, resources 
and help to fi nd permanent 
housing. The city worked 
with Roseville-based non-
profit The Gathering Inn 
to run the Sanctuary and 
the partnership has proved 
successful. 

The Enhanced Winter 
Sanctuary will now run 
through the end of April: 
“Careful spending has 
generated savings for the 
program, which will help 
keep the doors open for 
another month. 

By providing this addi-
tional time, we hope to 
empower more individuals 
to make a smooth transi-
tion to stable and secure 
living” said Reddig.

Keith Diederich, pres-
ident and chief executive 
officer of The Gathering 
I n n ,  p r a i s e d  C i t y 
Council for implement-
ing the Enhanced Winter 
Sanctuary: “That is com-
munity taking care of 
community.” He thanked 
all the donors and volun-
teers who helped make this 
season such a success, say-
ing “You guys have a great 
city.” 

Tina Green, a resident 
who now has secure hous-
ing, offered an emotional 
thank you to The Gathering 

Inn for “their commitment 
to helping me. If it wasn’t 
for them, I wouldn’t be 
where I’m at today.” 

Danny Snyder also 
shared his success story. 
He experienced homeless-
ness due to high rent prices 
and a lost job. “They took 
me in and helped me. They 
gave me food, a place to 
stay, counseling. … I’m 
housed now, and things are 
looking bright right now. 
So, I’m pretty excited. I 
just want to tell every-
body, thank you for what 
you guys have done down 
there.”

Singh-Allen said, “It’s 
hard to not shed a tear 
here. We are so proud of 
you. We want to thank The 
Gathering Inn, and hearing 
these success stories, this 
is what it’s all about. … 
We’re just so proud of the 
work that’s happening over 
there. … You have been a 
godsend to our city. Truly.”

For the 2023-2024 win-
ter season, the Enhanced 
Winter Sanctuary has been 
located at the city-owned 
property that is the future 
site of the new Elk Grove 
Library (9260 Elk Grove 
Blvd.).  Construction on 
that project will start later 
this year, so the Sanctuary 

will need a new location 
for the next winter season. 

City Council considered 
the appointment of a new 
member to serve on the 
Sacramento Environmental 
Commission, after cur-
r e n t  m e m b e r  E r i c 
Rivero-Montes announced 
he would not be available 
to continue serving in that 
role. 

The city received two 
applications for the posi-
t i on ,  f r om Michae l 
Monasky and Eugene Lee. 

During his comment 
period, Monasky said that 
most people don’t realize 
the negative effects that 
public policies can have on 
their individual lives.

 He expressed deep con-
cerns about the health of 
society, but said, “I don’t 
expect to be appointed 
by this mayor and this 
Council, but that’s my take 
on public health. … I don’t 
see much hope for public 
health.”

Eugene Lee said that 
as an Elk Grove resi-
dent, he knows it is a good 
place to raise a family. 
He said, “Better futures 
require intentionality and 
effort. Creating healthy 
and sustainable commu-
nities requires the same 

intentionality from our 
local government lead-
ership and our diverse 
residents and businesses. I 
believe in contributing to 
the work to support a sus-
tainable tomorrow, and 
that it is worthwhile. And I 
would be proud to use my 
time and experience to help 
make that happen.” 

Lee detailed his pro-
fessional environmental 
experience, including lead-
ing energy efficiency and 
clean energy equity pol-
icies for the California 
Energy  Commiss ion . 
He has also worked as 
an energy inspector to 
improve home efficiency 
in Sacramento County 
and is currently serving as 
the Elk Grove’s Climate 
Ambassador. 

Singh-Allen said, “You 
bring a wealth of expe-
rience and knowledge 
that would be just an 
amazing voice represent-
ing this great city on the 
commission.” 

City Council agreed and 
Lee was selected to serve 
in the position. 

The next meeting of the 
Elk Grove City Council is 
scheduled for March 27.  H

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - The 
Cosumnes Community 
Services District’s Parks 
Advisory  Commit tee 
received updates on multi-
ple local parks at its March 
12 regular meeting.

John Ebner, a parks 
and recreation program 
manager, began his pre-
sentation with Glenn and 
Jessie Beeman Park, say-
ing the district wants to 
revitalize the park.

Located on Sharkey 
Avenue, behind the Elk 
Grove Unified School 
District offices, the park 
includes the renovated Gil 
Albiani Recreation Center.

“Now we’re up to the 
point where we want to 
revitalize Beeman Park,” 
Ebner said. 

The project would be 
funded, Ebner said, by 
various sources, includ-
ing pandemic-relief money 
from the American Rescue 
Plan Act, Measure E dol-
lars and local lighting and 
landscaping district funds.

“It needs a little work. 
There’s defi nitely the play-
ground structure that needs 
to be replaced and we’re 
going to add a few ame-
nities in terms of making 
it a lot nicer, including 
adult exercise equipment,” 

Ebner said.
He said a barn on the 

site would remain standing 
in the first round of ren-
ovations, due to funding 
limitations.

In addition, the revi-
talization would aim to 
improve sight lines in the 
park. Addressing concerns 
about the fate of pear trees 
at the park, Ebner said they 
would probably be taken 
out and replaced with new 
pear trees. The plan for the 
park was developed with 
public input at community 
meetings.

Cosumnes Community 
Services Board President 
Jim Luttrell said the site 
needs attention.

“It’s a mess. (I) don’t got 
to that site very often, but 
when I went over there … 
I looked around, and it’s in 
need,” said Luttrell, who 
serves as a board liaison 
for the committee.

The project is expected 
to break ground in spring 
2025, Ebner said, with an 
opening in late 2025 or 
early 2026.

Revitalization work at 
Town Square Park, adja-
cent to Laguna Town Hall, 
has been delayed by drain-
age issues exacerbated by 

recent rainstorms, Ebner 
said. He anticipated that 
the project would finish 
in the next two to three 
weeks.

Commit tee  member 
Hollis Erb said the neigh-
borhood has been waiting 
since before the COVID-
19 pandemic for the park 
to be revitalized.

The removal of some 
vegetation “opened it up, 
and it made the whole 
park look huge,” commit-
tee member Linda Rivera 
said. “Before, it was kind 
of claustrophobic.”

Renovations at Rotary 
Grove in Elk Grove 
Regional Park have been 
delayed by a month 
because cross beams for 

the project had been manu-
factured incorrectly, Ebner 
said. He hoped the work 
would be completed by 
mid-April, as the district 
has planned a volunteer 
appreciation event at the 
site in late April.

Other parks and facil-
ities discussed included 
the planned Unity Park, on 
Wayne Heintz Street in the 
Crooked Creek neighbor-
hood; CORE Recreation 
Center, which is under 
construction at Morse 
Community Park; and 
McConnell Park.

The meeting was the fi rst 
for newly appointed mem-
bers Bret Bartholomew, 
Ashley Bergen and Alicia 
Rios. District staff said 

they were pleased that 
the committee now has 
10 members; they hope to 

increase the membership to 
represent some more bene-
fi t zones.  H

Council Honors Women’s History, Extends Sanctuary

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Elk 
Grovians spent a mild eve-
ning last Friday learning 
energetic dance moves at 
the city’s inaugural Latin 
Night Market.

Scores of individuals 
turned up at District56 for 
the free lesson in the basics 
of salsa and bachata. 

Area company Dance 
on the Edge organized the 
event, which is scheduled 
to return monthly through 
November, excluding July.

Dance on the Edge 
c o - f o u n d e r  J e s s e 
Rodriguez said the group 

aims to “activate” com-
munity spaces with the 
lessons and they are free to 
keep the lessons accessible 
for all public members. 

“Our whole mission is to 
do public events, to basi-
cally bring the community 
together, to teach a salsa 
lesson, a bachata lesson, 
kind of just share our love 
for the dance,” Rodriguez 
told the Citizen, later add-
ing, “What we’re doing is 
we’re creating that spark 
in people and we just want 
to share what we have with 
other folks.”

As the start time for the 
lessons approached, cou-
ples and small groups of 

people practiced their salsa 
moves. Then, instructors 
from Yemayá Salsa Dance 
Co. came forward and led 
warmup dances. Yemayá’s 
staff  also gave the lessons.

Susana  Rodr iguez , 
Yemayá’s offi  ce manager, 
said she hoped participants 
would see “the fun that it is 
to dance.”

“What I always say is 

that everyone starts as a 
beginner. No one’s born a 
dancer, so I think the fear 
of people is always that 
fi rst step,” she said. “And 
to me, dance is just a fun 
way to interact with peo-
ple. There’s no age limits. 
There’s no boundaries as 
far as socioeconomic sta-
tus or anything like that. 
You’ll see that everyone 
dances with each other, 
regardless of age, race, 
socioeconomic level, etc. 
And it’s just fun.”

Each lesson lasted 30 
minutes, with the students 
learning the basic steps, 
along with turns, box steps 
and other moves to cre-
ate variety. The instructors 
also explained ways to add 
personality to movements 
beyond getting the foot 
placement right.

And after practicing a 
few moves, the attend-
ees followed the instructor 
in dancing to Latin songs 
such as “El Beso Que No 
Le Di” by Romeo Santos 
and Kiko Rodríguez, 

“Como una Estrella” 
by Victor Manuelle and 
“Lotería” by Prince Royce.

Jesse Rodriguez said the 
dance lessons help individ-
uals form new connections.

“What happens is a lot 
of friendships are devel-
oped from this,” he said, 
noting that this happened 
when the group held vir-
tual events during the 
COVID-19 pandemic. “So 
same principle here, bring 
people together, develop 
friendships and we hope 

they have a great time.”
The Latin Night Market 

series continues at 5 p.m. 
on April 19, May 17, June 
21, Aug. 30, Sept. 20, Oct. 
4 and Nov. 1. District56 
is located at 8230 Civic 
Center Drive.

When Sacramento changed 
its plan to demolish a homeless 
encampment on a vacant lot on 
Colfax Street, instead offering the 
homeless occupants a lease, activ-
ists and camp residents celebrated 
it as a win.

The first-of-its-kind deal, which 
allows the camp to remain in place 
and govern itself without city inter-
ference, was held up as a model 
Sacramento could replicate at 
future sites. Other cities, including 
San Jose, have said they’re consid-
ering similar models, putting the 
success or failure of this encamp-
ment under the microscope. 

A year later, Sacramento has not 
managed to reproduce the concept 
and has no plans to. Residents of 
the camp, who lack electricity or 
running water, complain they feel 
forgotten. And the county district 
attorney, claiming the site threat-
ens public safety, has demanded 
the city clear the camp or risk 
prosecution. 

Those troubles highlight the 
logistical and ethical dilemmas 
that come with setting aside out-
door spaces for homeless residents 
to go when there aren’t enough 
beds indoors. And it comes at a 
time when officials across the 
state increasingly are turning to 
this last-ditch solution as they face 
mounting pressure to clear encamp-
ments away from sidewalks, parks, 
schools and other high-traffic pub-
lic areas. 

“The fact that people have a 
place where they can legally exist 
and not be threatened with arrest, 
not be run off and have to lose 
their belongings, where they can 
go to the bathroom with dignity, 
where there’s trash pickup so they 
don’t have to live in a place where 
there’s trash all over, where service 
providers can find them regularly 
and they aren’t going to lose con-
tact with people as they work their 
way to housing — those are all 
good things,” said Eric Tars, senior 
policy director of the National 
Homelessness Law Center. “But it 
would be even better if they were 
doing them indoors.”

They Got A Lease, And They 
Make Their Own Rules

Camp Resolution,  as the 
Sacramento camp is known, was 
started in 2022 by Sharon and 
Joyce Jones — a married couple 
in their 50s who found themselves 
homeless for the first time late in 
life. More than four-dozen people 
now live there, some in new-look-
ing Bullet trailers provided by the 
city, and others in cars, tents and 
more dilapidated trailers and RVs.

Some residents have taken pains 
to make it more homey: Two potted 
plants hang from the hitch of one 
trailer, chickens roam the lot, and 
Sharon and Joyce are putting in a 
garden, using pallets to make raised 
planter beds. 

“We try to make it as comfort-
able as possible,” Joyce said, “but 
sometimes it’s impossible.”

Shortly after Joyce and her com-
munity occupied the city-owned, 
formerly vacant lot in 2022, city 
workers determined the camp was 
unsafe and needed to be demolished 
— as often happens in Sacramento 
and throughout California. But 
that’s where the story takes an 
unusual turn. Residents of the 
camp, and their supporters, showed 
up in force to a city council meeting 
and persuaded council members to 
delay the sweep. About six months 
later, the city signed a lease allow-
ing the camp to remain in place. 

The lease, which advocacy group 
Safe Ground Sacramento signed 
on behalf of the Camp Resolution 
residents, was an experiment. 
Generally, similar programs are 
run by nonprofits contracted by a 
city. They often impose curfews, 
no-guest policies, sobriety require-
ments and other rules on residents. 
In exchange, they offer social ser-
vices such as counseling or help 
finding permanent housing, and 
amenities such as showers and 
bathrooms. 

“They don’t think people experi-
encing homelessness are capable of 
governing themselves,” Tars said.

Camp Resolution is different. 

What Are They to Do?
Sacramento gave a homeless camp a lease as an experiment

Safe Ground Sacramento, which 
leases the property from the city 
for free, takes a hands-off approach 
that lets residents run the camp and 
write their own rules. The city gave 
the residents a handful of residen-
tial trailers, set up portable toilets 
and a hand-washing station, and 
provided dumpsters and ongoing 
trash pickup. But that’s it.

Many activist groups laud that 
model as a best practice, saying it’s 
important to let the residents run, or 
at least help run, their own camp.

“When individuals in these 
encampments have a sense of own-
ership, then it can really lead to the 
camp being a place that they take 
pride in and that they are trying to 
keep in as good condition as pos-
sible,” Tars said. “It gives a sense 
of responsibility to others in that 
community.”

It also means minimal overhead 
for the city: The trailers provided 
to Camp Resolution residents 
came from the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency at no cost to 
the city of Sacramento, and adding 
the camp to the city’s existing con-
tract for trash pickup didn’t add any 
additional expense. 

But in the case of Camp 
Resolution, it also means residents 
are left to fend for themselves. The 
city doesn’t provide electricity or 
running water. Community mem-
bers donate food, some residents 
have generators, and a nonprofit 
used to bring a trailer with show-
ers every other Sunday — but they 
recently stopped. 

“It’s not going very well,” Joyce 
said. “I think that (the city) should 
do a little bit more.”

The Camp Resolution lease says 
the city would provide up to 33 
trailers. Residents ended up receiv-
ing just 16. But 51 people live at 
the camp, meaning some people 
sleep in tents, in their cars or in 
dilapidated trailers and RVs that 
leak in the rain and have sprouted 
mold. 

The city wouldn’t comment 
on the trailers — or anything else 
— citing a pending threat of pros-
ecution from the county District 
Attorney’s Office. City officials 
recently sent 40 trailers to a new 
safe sleeping site they opened on 
Roseville Road, which also has 

plumbed toilets and showers.
Several of the Camp Resolution 

residents are elderly, and some 
have serious medical issues that 
make living without reliable power 
and water difficult. One woman, 
who recently turned 60, is on dial-
ysis and gets around on an electric 
mobility scooter that she leaves 
parked outside her trailer.

Most of the residents are women, 
some of whom wouldn’t feel 
safe on the streets by themselves. 
Jeanne Gillis, 53, was cooking 
ground turkey over an open flame 
outside her trailer on a recent 
Wednesday. Gillis, who used to 
work as a medical patients’ advo-
cate, lost her housing two years ago 
when she got sick with lupus and 
could no longer work. She’d never 
been homeless before and didn’t 
know what to do — so Sharon and 
Joyce took her under their wing. 
Now she’s part of their tight-knit 
community.

“Thank God for everybody. 
Because it’s hard,” she said, tearing 
up. “I don’t think I’d be here if it 
wasn’t for everybody.”

Camp Resolution Faces
Legal Threat

Camp Resolution also faces 
an outside threat — Sacramento 
County District Attorney Thien 
Ho has demanded that the city 
close the camp. His office sent a 
letter to the city and Safe Ground 
Sacramento in November labeling 
the site a public health hazard. The 
site is contaminated by toxic chem-
icals left over from when it was 
used as a vehicle maintenance yard

and held underground storage tanks 
for diesel and gasoline, he said. It’s 
not safe to camp on the contami-
nated soil, according to his letter. 
But only half of the site is paved, 
while the other half is bare dirt — 
and people live on both sides. 

Ho’s office did not set a spe-
cific deadline for the city to clear 
the encampment, leaving it unclear 
exactly what, if anything, will come 
of his threat.

When asked about Ho’s next 
steps, Sonia Martinez Satchell, 
a spokesperson for the District 
Attorney’s Office, indicated prose-
cution is still on the table. 

“To date, the City has failed to 
move the unhoused off this toxic 

waste site,” she said in an emailed 
statement. “We will not waver from 
our commitment to protect pub-
lic safety for all.  As outlined in 
our letter, all available actions and 
recourse remain available.”

But camp residents and the 
advocates working with them say 
they’ve heard nothing but silence 
from the District Attorney’s Office 
since the November letter. That 
means the fate of those living at 
Camp Resolution is still up in 
the air.

Tim Swanson, spokesman for 
the City Manager’s Office, said the 
city can’t comment on any aspect 
of Camp Resolution because of the 
pending threat of prosecution. 

Sharon and Joyce aren’t con-
cerned — they claim the camp isn’t 
on the portion of the site that’s con-
taminated. Ho’s letter is just an 
excuse to try to kick them off the 
property, they said.

Sanctioned Homeless 
Encampments In California
Faced with a massive short-

age of affordable homes, desperate 
city officials across California are 
considering opening places where 
unhoused people can legally set up 
tents. The move could give them 
more power to clear encampments 
from around parks, schools, down-
town zones and other high-profile 
areas. That’s because unless cit-
ies have somewhere for displaced 
unhoused residents to go, the 2018 
appellate case Martin v. Boise lim-
its the extent to which they can 
clear encampments. That could 
change soon, as the Supreme Court 

has agreed to take up the case and 
will hear arguments next month. 
But for now, cities’ hands remain 
largely tied if they lack enough 
shelter beds.

Safe sleeping sites take many 
different forms — and have a range 
of price tags. In August, after the 
city stalled in its attempts to open 
safe sleeping sites, Sacramento 
City Manager Howard Chan sin-
gle-handedly tried to identify 
locations for the projects. He ini-
tially said Camp Resolution could 
be a model for future sites — 
because it cost the city so little to 
run, it would allow the city to open 
more sites than if they used more 
expensive models. 

Instead, the city in January 
launched its next safe sleeping site, 
on Roseville Road, with more ser-
vices, more oversight and a greater 
cost — $3.2 million per year. The 
site has 60 rudimentary tiny homes 
and 40 trailers and is governed by 
a nonprofit contracted through the 
city. 

But, due to an anticipated budget 
shortfall for the coming fiscal year, 
the city has no plans to launch addi-
tional safe sleeping sites, Swanson 
said. At a committee meeting last 
month, city staff predicted that 
by next year, the city’s budget for 
homeless services would be short 
$11 million. By the 2025-26 fis-
cal year, they expected to be short 
nearly $39 million.

Life At Camp Resolution
There are about 800 people 

on the waitlist to get into Camp 
Resolution, according to Sharon 
and Joyce. Only six people from 
the camp have moved out and into 
permanent housing, they said. Just 
on the other side of the gate that 
separates Camp Resolution from 
the rest of the world, a group of 
people live in a cluster of cars 
parked haphazardly on the side of 
the road. Across the street, some-
one has erected a makeshift shack. 
RVs that serve as stand-in homes 
line the road. 

Inside the gate, Sharon and Joyce 
tend to have the ultimate say in 
what goes, though there’s also a 
council that meets on Thursday 
evenings to discuss camp issues. 
Things don’t always go smoothly.

Last year a neighbor’s dogs 
attacked Sharon and sent her to the 
hospital with multiple bite injuries. 
That led to new rules at the camp 
about pets. But Sharon and Joyce 
say it’s hard to actually enforce the 
rules they impose. 

“We need more structure,” 
Sharon said. 

As they showed off the different 
parts of their community, Sharon 
and Joyce expressed disapproval of a 
trash pile in the middle of the camp.

“That can go in the trash can,” 
Joyce said. It didn’t take long. A 
few minutes later, residents could 
be seen picking up the garbage and 
carrying it to a nearby dumpster.

Hill said. Hugentobler 
planned a trip to visit his 
father, brother and girl-
friend, Hill said, and he 
called his girlfriend after 
work, saying he was going 
to get dinner and call her 
back.

“And he never called her 
back,” Hill said. 

Hugentobler was 40 
years old. 

Hill raised the question 
of how he could go from 
“the happiest he’d ever 
been to making that deci-
sion to use again.”

She had already planned 
to start a youth camp, 
Kerrie Pines Youth Camp, 
for a long time. But the 
camp name changed when 
Hill learned of her son’s 
death.

“Two years ago, on Feb. 
7, when I got that phone 
call and Logan was gone, 
I thought about Mothers 
Against Drunk Driving,” 
Hill said. “I thought, ‘I 
don’t know how to do this. 
I don’t know how to bury 
a child…’ And after a com-
plete, utter meltdown for 
probably 30 (or) 40 min-
utes, I’m like, ‘His name 
has to go on. I have to give 

meaning to this.’”
Logan’s Little Warriors 

wants to find a location for 
the camp, either an existing 
campsite or land to build 
on.

Hill said she wanted to 
serve youth facing difficult 
times, such as teen moth-
ers, and youth who are 
aging out of foster care or 
struggling with their gen-
der identity.

“Our mission is to make 
a difference in the world 
one kid at a time, and 
we’re going to do that by 
teaching them how to man-
age emotions, like ‘What 
do you do when life hurts? 
How do you manage that? 
‘Hill said. “Give them a 
place just to turn so they’re 
not turning to drugs and 
alcohol.”

The camp will also have 
a focus on “goal setting,” 
Buchanan said, explain-
ing that many camps focus 
on a specific subject. The 
Logan’s Little Warriors 
camp will offer a variety of 
activities to help children 
find their skills.

“What if you never had 
the resources and you just 
don’t know what you’re 

good at yet. You’ve just got 
to try it,” Buchanan said.

In addition, the camp 
vision includes an animal 
sanctuary, due to Hill’s 
love of caring for animals.

Asked what she wants 
others to know about her 
son, Hill said, “He loved 
everybody. And he was one 
of those people; everybody 
loved Logan.”

Hill remembered giving 
him money to buy a snack 
from a convenience store, 
only to find he had given 
it to a man who needed 
something to eat.

At Hugentobler’s cele-
bration of life, Hill said, 
those whom he had spon-
sored in their own efforts 
to stay sober shared their 
gratitude.

“There were hundreds 
of people in the room and 
so many of them stood up 
that I didn’t even know and 
they said, ‘I wouldn’t be 
here if it wasn’t for Logan. 
He changed my life,’” Hill 
said.

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There have been times that I’ve been 
found napping in my offi  ce.

My chaplain response to that is, “No, 
I’m not napping. This is my prayer time.”

 That’s because in reality, I may be 
doing both – napping and praying. 

I call this time my “ABC prayer nap.”
 The meditative technique follows the 

Jewish tradition of acrostic prayers where 
each line of the prayer starts with a con-
secutive letter of the alphabet. It’s a bit 
like playing Theological Scrabble.

 I have three prayers I can choose from 
(limit, one per nap.) Each prayer begins 
with one of these three introductory 
phrases.

 1. God, help me to be …
2. God, thank you for …
3. God, forgive me for being …
 As I ease back in my offi  ce recliner, I 

choose one of those opening phrases fol-
lowed by a request that starts the alphabet.  
For instance, the fi rst phrase might begin, 
“God, help me to be Assuring. Followed 
by, “God, help me to be a Benefit to 
others.

 The second ABC prayer follows the 
advice of an old hymn: “Count your bless-
ings, name them one by one. Count your 
many blessings, see what God has done.”

 These are prayers in which I thank God 
for my Children or something intangible 
like my Dreams. Each letter stands for 
whatever word fl oats into my mind that 
inspires an “attitude of gratitude.”

 My fi rst and second prayer formats are 
meant to be inward and restorative. I try to 
do one prayer phrase per breath, so they 
bring sleep quickly.

 However, the third prayer,  “God for-
give me for being …” goes deeper, helping 
me face my own inadequacies.  

 During one recent nap, I voiced this 
prayer fairly quickly until I got to three 

letters not commonly used – I, J and K.
The letters had me searching my con-

science for what I needed to ask. I 
remembered my wife commenting about 
the time I spent on the phone away from 
our family.

“God, forgive me for being Inattentive. 
Help me to be attentive and remember 
where you’ve placed me in the moment.”

Since I had justifi ed my phone usage as 
important business, I found it necessary to 
also ask God to “Forgive my desire to be 
Justifi ed. I don’t like being wrong. I like 
being right and just – sometimes at the 
expense of my relationships.”

 The next letter was much harder. 
“Forgive me, Lord, for Killing. Forgive 
me,” I prayed, “for the times I’ve killed – 
or at least squelched – the image of God I 
saw in others.”

 This word was inspired by a hard 
saying from Jesus. Recorded in the mod-
ern translation of the Bible called “The 
Message,” it reads:

 “I’m telling you that anyone who is so 
much as angry with a brother or sister is 
guilty of murder. Carelessly call a brother 
‘idiot!’ and you just might fi nd yourself 

hauled into court. Thoughtlessly yell ‘stu-
pid!’ at a sister and you are on the brink 
of hellfi re. The simple moral fact is that 
words kill.”

 When I use the fi rst two prayers, I’m 
usually asleep before I’m halfway through. 
However, the forgiveness prayer will often 
keep me awake as I work through the 
entire alphabet.

 But like most naps, these ABC naps 
often keep me awake a bit past my eve-
ning bedtime. These are the moments I’ve 
tried to explain to my wife how my “pray-
ing” is keeping us both awake.

 “Hmm,” she says, “Maybe next time 
you should reverse the alphabet. Start with 
“Z” and ask God to ‘Forgive my desire to 
be so Zealous.’”

Strong Serves

ELK GROVE (MPG) - In a 
dominant pitching perfor-

ELK GROVE (MPG) - The 
Elk Grove Thundering 
Herd were a game away 
from sweeping the Jesuit 
Marauders in a season 
series for the first time 
since 2017, yet the wait 
will continue as they 
dropped the final game 
away from home on March 
15 by a score of 8-3.

The Herd struggled 
to throw strikes in the 
final game of their first 
league series of the sea-
son, according to head 
coach Joe Bellotti, which 
resulted in eight runs, 10 
hits and a home run from 
the Mauraders. 

“I just don’t think we 
were throwing enough 
strikes early on in the 
count and we were behind 
a lot and these guys (the 
Marauders) are too good 
for us to be pitching from 
behind but it’s something 
we’re going to have to 

figure out,” Bellotti said. 
In the first two games in 

the series, where the Herd 
took game one by score 
of 11-4 and game two by 
11-3, pitchers gave up a 
total of seven runs, 14 hits, 
totaling 12 strikeouts and 
not allowing a home run. 

Offensively the Herd 
couldn’t match what they 
did in the first two games 
as they put up 11 runs and 
11 hits in each of the two 
first games while in the 
final game the Herd totaled 
three runs and 8 hits 

Although they couldn’t 
match themselves offen-
sively, this isn’t due to 
what the Herd hitters 
were lacking, but what 
the Marauder pitchers 
were doing, according to 
Bellotti. 

“I think we just have to 
tip our hat to Max Weisner 
(starting pitcher for Jesuit) 
as he’s been doing this for 
a while as a three year var-
sity guy and he did his 

job,” Bellotti said. “He 
shut us down although we 
could’ve had some bet-
ter at-bats but sometimes 
that’s how it goes and they 
did a really good job today 
and that’s how it goes 
sometimes in the Delta 

where we face a lot of 
good teams and on any day 
it could flip on you quick.”

Despite the lack of runs, 
sophomore Tristen Bartlett

Sacramento  au thor 
Jemuel Johnson’s new 
book, “21 Wonders (That 
You Don't Know),” tells 
the tale of influential 
figures that time has for-
gotten, including Nikola 
Tesla, Benjamin Banneker 
and John Brown. 

Johnson also wrote the 
romance novel, “And The 
Tears Revived" in 2013, 
and a collection of sus-
pense tales, “Needles" in 
2021. 

Now, he has added 
historical accounts, recog-
nizing heroes of the past to 
his repertoire. 

"21 Wonders (That You 
Don't Know)” revolves 
around 21 unsung revolu-
tionaries of yesteryear. 

“I'm essentially giving 
them their flowers. Isn't 
that a wonderful thing?" 
Johnson said.

He is proud to provide 
recognition to those who 
did not necessarily receive 
it in their lifetime or ever 
for that matter.

ysis treatments, Johnson 
receives inspiration by 
hearing and observing how 
everyone's life counts and 
the desire that others have 
to share their perspectives. 

 "It's an excellent way to 
meet new faces constantly 
in a private setting and 
receive massive amounts 
of information from people 
from all over the world,” 
Johnson said.

Johnson focuses on spe-
ciality sales and corporate 
bulk orders, and has a col-
laboration with Forever 21.

Abdul-Azeez said one of 
his roles as a religious 
leader is to bring con-
solation to community 
members who are looking 
at adversity.

“The challenge that 
I’m facing in the last few 
months is, ‘What do I do if 
someone came to me and 
that person has severe mel-
ancholy? What do I say to 
them when I have the same 
melancholy in my heart?’” 
said Azeez, a co-founder 
of Tarbiya Institute, which 
has locations in Elk Grove, 
Natomas and Roseville.

“If someone came to me 
needing consolation, what 
do I say to them when I 
need the most amount of 
consolation? What do I do 
when someone comes to 
me seeking meaning, wis-
dom — what does God 
intend behind all this — 
and I myself don’t know 
the answer to that?” he 
said.

Azeez said he knows 
many people who have lost 
relatives in the conflict, 
saying 85 family members 
of a dear friend have been 
killed.

Difficult times test peo-
ple’s mettle, said Azeez, 
adding that there is a con-
stant flow of bad news.

“Yet we still have to 
find a way out of this, as 
humanity, as people of 
faith.,” Azeez said. “We 
still have to find a way to 
believe in God’s provi-
dence. We still have to find 
a way to still aspire for a 
just resolution, to believe 
in the depth and profundity 
of hope, in the goodness of 
human beings.”

Azeez said it is import-
ant to “not allow ourselves 
to be swept away and over-
taken by evil and overtaken 
by violence and overtaken 
by blood.” He encouraged 
the vigil audience to trust 
God and that he hopes the 
U.S. government will be “a 
true arbiter of peace.”

Rabbi Chaim Groner 
of Chabad of Elk Grove 
spoke about the importance 

of finding common ground.
“I believe that there are 

times in life that God tests 
us,” Groner said. “We can 
only guess what the test is 
but it’s logical that the test 
in today’s day and age is to 
find commonalities.

“There are many differ-
ent opinions, and … there’s 
a lot of passion out there 
from both sides. And the 
test, I believe nowadays, is 
to find good in each other 
and I’m echoing what was 
said but it’s to find the joy 
and the hope that is there. 
It does exist. And when 
we focus on what connects 
instead of what divides 
us, and when we focus on 
what brings us together 
rather than what tears us 
apart, this is the beginning 
to the end of all conflicts.”

Groner concluded by 
reciting Hashkiveinu, a 
Hebrew prayer.

“Father, let us lie in 
peace. Our king, raise us 

up to a good life in peace. 
Spread over us the shelter 
of your peace,” the prayer 
began.

Other speakers included 
Bhavin Parikh of the 
Elk Grove Diversity and 
Inclusion Commission, 
Roman Catholic Deacon 
Paul  Friedrich,  Bess 
Brewer of the Center for 
Spiritual Awareness, the 
Rev. Amanda Sheldon-
Park of Field of Hope 
United Church of Christ 
and Julius Garga of the 
Baha’i Community of Elk 
Grove.

E lk  Grove  Mayor 
Bobbie Singh-Allen invited 
Azeez and Groner to stand 
beside her as she spoke. 
She mourned the approxi-
mately 1,200 people killed 
in the Hamas attack and the 
nearly 32,000 people killed 
in Gaza, saying that “they 
deserved to live in peace.”

“There is so much anger 
out there and it’s hard not 

to be angry … I’m angry 
too. I share that anger. But 
for us to have true peace, 
it starts right here. … It is 
right here with my broth-
ers to my right and my left, 
who need our love now 
more than ever.”

Singh-Allen encouraged 
listeners to think about 
how they could make their 
communities better.

“We have to be able 
to talk to each other and 
share and learn from our 
collective suffering. This 
is not an either-or. Pain 
and suffering is humanity, 
everybody. It’s all of us,” 
Singh-Allen said.

Pointing to the Sikh con-
cept of chardi kala, “eternal 
optimism,” the mayor said, 
“We know there are so 
many dark days but with 
every sunset, there is a 
sunrise, a beautiful day of 
hope, and that’s that light, 
that hope, that sunshine we 
have to carry.” � H
