WEST SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - West
Sacramento’s State of the City
address listed a litany of achieve-
ments, such as being home to a
Major League Baseball team.

Mayor Martha Guererro began
her 2024 address on June 25 at
an afternoon brunch in the City
Hall Galleria, thanking the West
Sacramento Chamber of Commerce

for hosting the annual event “despite
the challenge of the day with incredi-
ble grace and flawless execution.”

After the mayor started with doz-
ens of city goals met and ongoing,
she began with the West Sacramento
Community Academy, a 35-mem-
ber resident group who attended a
free seven-week course for citizen
self-advocacy.

Next, the mayor detailed active
projects for the fire and police

department, saying, “Our goal to
increase public safety has always
included the safety of our first
responders and improving the condi-
tions they work under.”

Next, the mayor detailed citywide
fire and police station upgrades for
all first responders who “are a crit-
ical component contributing to the
overall health and safety of the com-
munity,” which makes the “rest and

Decades-Long Development Continues

WEST SACRAMENTO, CA
(MPG) - They call it grand
for a reason.

Nearly three decades
in the making, the Grand
Gateway Master Plan is a
walkable, mixed-use des-
tination that ties together
the Bridge District,
Washington District and
West Capitol Avenue, the
central business corridor.

Since acquiring the
property in the early
1990s, beginning with
the acquisition of nui-
sance and blighted uses,
Economic Development
and Housing Project
Manager Mark Polhemus
said West Sacramento has
strategically redesigned
surrounding roadways to
create additional develop-
able land from former State
Route 275 right-of-way.

“In 2013, the city has
secured state and local
grants to further the city’s

System

Enhances
Food Safety
and Public
Health

WOODLAND, CA (MPG) - The
Yolo County Department
of Community Services’
Environmental Health
Division held its inaugural
Food Safety Forum on June
10, which was attended by
dozens of food industry
stakeholders, academics,
non-profit organizations,
and residents. The Forum
provided updates on how
the Environmental Health
Division, in collaboration
with its partners, is work-
ing to protect and enhance
residents’ quality of life
by identifying, assessing,
mitigating, and preventing
environmental hazards.

To protect residents,
Yolo County implemented
a placard system in July
2017. This system, praised
by residents and business
owners alike for its sim-
plicity and effectiveness at
the recent forum, uses dif-
ferent colors to make safety
inspection results easily
identifiable and to highlight
an establishment’s level of
accountability for patrons’
wellbeing. The placards
are posted in clear view
of patrons entering a food
facility. Inspection reports
are accessible online at
www. YoloCounty.org/
InspectionReports or by
scanning a QR code on the
placards.

The color-coded
placarding system commu-
nicates inspection results
as follows:

Green (PASS) — No
more than one major vio-
lation observed, which
is mitigated or corrected
during the inspection.

Yellow
(CONDITIONAL PASS)
— Two or more major vio-
lations observed and
mitigated or corrected
during the inspection, but
inspectors will return for a
follow-up.

Red (CLOSED) — Any
major violation posing an
imminent health hazard
that cannot be mitigated
or corrected during the
inspection.

placarding system ensures
consistency and serves
as an effective commu-
nication tool to inform
the public about all food
facilities in Yolo County,”
said Michelle Bilodeau,
Environmental Health
Program Coordinator.
“This initiative empowers
residents to make informed
decisions and feel confi-
dent about the safety of
their food choices.”

These placards indicate
the number of critical risk
factor violations a food
facility receives during
health inspections. There
are five major risk factors
related to food safety prac-
tices within the retail food
industry that contribute to
foodborne illnesses:

Hygiene — Not washing
hands or working while
sick.

Food Temperatures

— Hot foods must be 135
degrees Fahrenheit or
above, and cold foods
must be held at 41 degrees
Fahrenheit or less.

Inadequate Cooking —
Undercooked foods.

Contamination -
Washing and sanitizing
utensils and food contact
surfaces.

Unapproved Food
Sources — Foods made in
home and/or unpermitted
kitchens.

There are a handful of
retail food facility permit
types that do not receive
a color-coded placard.
Cottage food operators
(CFOs), who are allowed
to make some non-per-
ishable baked goods
like cookies in a home
kitchen, do not receive
a placard. Similarly,
food booths at tempo-
rary events do not receive
color-coded placards

at this time. However,
all permitted retail food
facilities receive a paper
permit, which consum-
ers can always ask to
see. The permit to oper-
ate should be posted in a
visible area for consumer
assurance. Knowing that
a facility is permitted pro-
vides peace of mind, as
it signifies that the estab-
lishment has undergone
thorough inspection and
complies with health and
safety regulations. This
permit underscores the
hard work and diligence
of our inspection team in
ensuring food safety and
protecting public health.

Legendary Locomotive
Makes 19 Whistle Stops

Big Boy No. 4014 Features Public Display Days in Roseville

NORTHERN CALIFORNIA
REGION (MPG) - Union
Pacific’s legendary Big
Boy No. 4014, the world’s
largest operating steam
locomotive built to con-
quer mountains, will make
19 whistle-stops in five
states this summer during
its 2024 Westward Bound
Tour from Wyoming to
California.

In addition, this mighty
steam locomotive will be
on public display for two
days in Roseville (nearby
Placer County) from July
12 to July 13. The display
days offer an up-close look
at the 1.2-million-pound
marvel along with the
“Experience the Union
Pacific” rail car, a cap-
tivating walk-through
exhibition that provides
a unique glimpse into the
rich history of railroading.

Northern California res-
idents will also be able
to see the steam locomo-
tive in Oroville during a
whistle stop on July 11,
tentatively scheduled from
2:15 to 2:45 p.m. at Old
Depot, 2181 High St.,
Oroville. (Check https://
www.up.com/heritage/
steam/schedule/index.htm
to make sure the train is on
time.)

Big Boy history

Twenty-five Big Boy
locomotives were built
for Union Pacific to haul
freight over the steep grade
of the Wasatch Mountain
Range in Utah during
World War II. Eight were
preserved after the loco-
motives were retired six
decades ago, but only Big
Boy No. 4014 is still in
operation.

During World War II
Union Pacific operated
some of the most modern
and powerful steam loco-
motives ever built. Among
them were the famous “Big
Boys,” the largest steam
locomotives in the world.
Working with them were
the “800-class” high-speed
passenger locomotives, as
well as hundreds of older
class steam engines. Union
Pacific’s steam legacy
continues today with the
preservation and operation

reset” improvements long
overdue.

The Public Works
Department also received
upgrades, including relo-
cating the Municipal
Corporation Yard Facility
from its current location on
South River Road to West
Capitol Avenue, which is
on the city’s western edge.

“With this state-of-
the-art facility, public
works teams will have the
increased capacity to main-
tain city infrastructure and
to respond to increasingly
severe weather events that
threaten the safety of resi-
dents,” she said.

Speaking of threat,
through a partner-
ship with Sacramento
Rebuilding Together, the
West Sacramento Safe at
Home program, seniors
receive the free installa-
tion of safety supports such
as grab bars, ramps, light-
ing and other necessities to
feel secure.

Road improvements
followed safety and qual-
ity of life, with the mayor
saying conditions are a
“deep frustration.”

Guererro said the city’s
Neighborhood Pavement
Preservation Program was
created to preserve and
maintain local residential
roadways to extend their
service life.

The mayor thanked
Congresswoman Doris
Matsui for her support,
which helped secure $2.6
million in funding for
the Sacramento Avenue
Complete Street Plan,
which will improve the
safety, walkability, and
aesthetics of Sacramento
Avenue as a fitting gateway
to the Bryte and Broderick
neighborhoods.

“Again, we owe
Congresswoman Matsui
a deep gratitude for her
advocacy and support of
improving our levee sys-
tem,” Guererro said, noting
more than $210 million
for flood protection and
levee maintenance helps
secure the city against
more commonplace, severe

weather events.

Guererro’s detailed list
of parks and trail proj-
ects took up much of her
speech, with one upgrade
more successful than the
next.

“The $7.8-million fully
funded West Acre Park
Project is currently in its
final stages of concept
design with construction
set to begin this year,”
Guererro said, adding that
a new skate park, sports
infrastructure, and reflex-
ology and meditation paths
are in the future.

While the audience
offered light applause for
transportation measures,
including the Enterprise
Bridge Project and
VIA Downtown Transit
Expansion, the mayor’s
mention of the Oakland
A’s earned the loudest
applause.

“Now let’s talk about the
excitement we all feel for
the upcoming 2025 base-
ball season and a Major
League team moving in,”
she said. “The Athletics
are excited to work with
the River Cats and the
A’s to guarantee fans
from all over the region a
great time will be had in
West Sacramento.

The A’ relocation means
more business with local
stores “gearing up for an
expected influx of fans
from all over the region to
help mine and explore new
opportunities on the eco-
nomic front.”

According to Guererro,
affordable housing will
remain a top concern.
The new Infill Impact Fee
Reduction Program pro-
vides fee reductions for
development projects that
utilize the city’s urban
infill areas.

“Depending on the proj-
ect specifics, reductions
can go as high as 60%
for residential projects
and 44% for all other use
types,” Guererro said. “The
fee reductions will launch
as a three- to five-year pilot
program to incentivize
infill development.”

After nearly 16 years of

wading through economic
downturn and recession,
the Liberty Master-Plan
Project will assist the
community’s most vulner-
able senior residents with
apartments, townhomes,
and attached and detached
homes. Additionally, the
mayor was” thrilled to
announce a new Comcast
agreement” offering a
fiber-rich network to
West Sacramento.

“This will be a
game-changing invest-
ment beginning with the
Broderick and Bryte neigh-
borhoods,” Guererro said.

The mayor, citing a
Bloomberg Philanthropies
report, said the next gener-
ation of West Sacramento
residents is key to the
community.

“Up to 84% of youth
around the globe are
worried about the increas-
ing impact of climate
change,” Guererro said.
“As one of 100 may-
ors across the globe to
receive the $50,000 micro-
grant, we are partnering
with Breath California to
gather ideas to make the
greatest impact.”

Youth are also priori-
tized with the Home Run
program and paid intern-
ships, noting the hundreds
of applicants and 36 local
businesses and organiza-
tions that requested interns
for 2024.

Guererro said that no
success would have been
possible without the
“incredibly skilled, inno-
vative and talented” city
staff who helped make
the council’s dreams
come true.

As for her peers,
Guererro said, she greatly
appreciates the council’s
“willingness to serve” and
asked them to stand to be
recognized. But most of
all, the mayor said, it is the
community that deserves
recognition.

“Thank you most of
all to the community for
all you do to make West
Sacramento a warm and
welcoming place to live,”
Guererro said. *

constructed pedestrian,
cycling, transit and parking
improvements,” the vision
supported the development
of 137 affordable hous-
ing units for West Gateway
Place Phase 1 and 2.

Funds also made it pos-
sible to acquire the Old
Town Inn and Rodeway
Inn sites to provide
interim supportive emer-
gency housing services
for residents experiencing
homelessness.

“Over time, the Grand
Gateway Development
area has expanded, provid-
ing the opportunity for a
larger development with a
greater range of opportuni-
ties,” Polhemus said.

According to Polhemus,
West Sacramento is using
state grant funding to
update Grand Gateway’s
planning and design
policies to reflect cur-
rent physical and policy
conditions.

“This work will enable
the city to streamline the
development approval pro-
cess so future developers
can plan and build the site
efficiently,” he said.

In the “grand”
scheme, the develop-
ment will include a mix of
income-restricted afford-
able and market-rate units.

“This will be in addi-
tion to 137 affordable units
currently existing or under
construction in the West
Gateway Place apartment
developments, located on
Tower Bridge Gateway,”
Polhemus said. “The city
anticipates the develop-
ment team to add over 400
total units, with 25 per-
cent of those designated

as affordable, with rent
limits set at or below
80 percent of the Area
Median Income.”

The project manager said
the high-quality units with
income-based rents reflect
the city’s commitment to
producing affordable and
market-rate housing adja-
cent to job centers and
high-quality public ame-
nities, including the River
Walk and expanding trails
network.

“In this development
area alone, the city has
leveraged local funds to
secure millions of dollars
of state and regional grant
funds to improve pedes-
trian, bicycling, and transit
facilities and contribute
towards the West Gateway
Place affordable units,”
Polhemus said.

It’s not just about the
housing; streets constitute
a significant part of the
region.

“We’re continuously
pursuing grants to improve
our street network to
remove barriers to alterna-
tive transportation modes,
like walking or cycling,”
Polhemus said. “Together,
our housing and transpor-
tation network investments
result in a more sustainable
and equitable community.”

What makes the project
unique is a new hotel.

“It will benefit from the
growing list of regional,
statewide and national
attractions happening in
the Greater Sacramento
core, such as sporting and
entertainment events at
Sutter Health Park and the
Goldenl Center, the Farm-
to-Fork Festival, Ironman
and more,” Polhemus said.

Another feature that
makes the development
even more grandiose is
SKK Development’s eye
for art.

“They are integrating
public art and destination
features into this project
and expand on the city’s
public art strategy and
investments in the sur-
rounding Bridge District
and Washington District
neighborhoods,” Polhemus
said of the developer
who created the Mansion
Apartments and the Press
@ Midtown Quarter.

“UrbanCore Development,
the project’s affordable
housing developer, also
has a strong portfolio of
high-density urban devel-
opments in Sacramento and
the Bay Area,” Polhemus
said. “Locally, they’ve
developed the 180-unit
Cannery Place and 118-unit
Eviva Midtown projects
in Sacramento.”

Among all the Grand
Gateway Development
construction over the years,
what remains the same is
the commitment of numer-
ous City Council bodies to
the long-term vision.

“These kinds of proj-
ects take a long time
to materialize. We’ve
acquired and cleaned up
these properties to make
them suitable for resi-
dential and experiential
uses,” Polhemus said.
“This site is an amaz-
ing opportunity for
the city to expand the
investments and devel-
opments happening in the
Bridge and Washington
Districts to West Capitol
Avenue, which we hope
will continue.” *

Not Just a Bump

Dear Dave,

I’'m currently on Baby
Step 2 of your plan, and
I’m six months away from
being debt-free, except for
my home. Recently, I’ve
run into an issue with my
sister, who has a good job,
but continually makes poor
choices with money. Over
the last six months, she has
also asked to borrow mon-
ey from me and others in
our family several times,
including again yesterday.

How do you
think I should approach her
about this?

Handling issues like this
can be complicated, es-
pecially when family or
friends are involved. But
honestly, I think you should
just tell your sister the

truth. Keep it simple. Let
her know you’re trying to
get out of debt and change
the way you handle your
finances, so you don’t have
extra money sitting around.
Explain to her, too, that part
of this is you’re not playing
around with debt anymore,
and this means you won’t
be loaning or borrowing
money again.

Make sure you do this
with a kind spirit, James.
Most people in your sister’s
position already know deep
down that they’re making
bad decisions. So, it’s im-
portant that you talk to her
in a gentle, caring way. See
if you can get her to talk
about what’s really going
on with her money. You
could even let her know
you might consider giving
her some money as a gift
if you had any extra lying
around—and you knew she
was in control financial-
ly. But you’re not really
helping someone who’s fi-
nancially incompetent, or
just plain immature, when
you give them cash or even
loan them money.

You’re not helping
someone if you participate
in their misbehavior with

them, so you’ve got to look
at the big picture in situa-
tions like this. Your sister
hasn’t just hit a hard time,
with lots of unexpected ex-
penses or a job loss. Right
now, her behavior with
money isn’t just a bump in
the road, it’s a lifestyle.

Sometimes you have to
love someone enough to sit
them down, and tell them
the truth. Even if it’s fam-
ily, that can also mean say-
ing no and telling them it’s
time to straighten up and
start acting right.

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Social Security Matters

Grieving Husband Asks About His
Survivor Benefits

Dear Rusty: My wife
died May 4, 2024. I noti-
fied Social Security,
and they have removed
the direct deposit made
to my joint checking
account on May 8§, 2024.
What are my options
now for obtaining any
benefits from my wife’s
Social Security account?

Signed: Grieving
Husband
Dear Grieving

Husband: Please accept
our sincere condolences
for the loss of your wife.
Rest assured that we’re
here to assist with any
Social Security questions
you may have at this dif-
ficult time.

FYI, a person must
live the entire month to
be eligible for SS bene-
fits for that month (Social
Security benefits aren’t
paid for the month a per-
son dies). For this reason,
and as a matter of stan-
dard protocol, Social
Security instructed the
bank to return any pay-
ments received for your
wife after her death. This
is often referred to as the
“claw back” rule.

In some circumstances,
however, Social Security
“claws back” money

which rightfully belongs
to the deceased, as they
did in this case. Your
wife’s Social Security
payment received on May
8th was her payment for
the month of April, and
she was fully entitled to
that payment because
she lived for the entire
month of April. I sug-
gest that you download,
fill out, and submit Form
SSA-1724 to your local
Social Security office to
recover that May 8th pay-
ment, which rightfully
belongs to your wife’s
estate. Note that the bank
will automatically return
any future SS payments
received for your wife.

As your wife’s surviv-
ing spouse, you are also
entitled to a one-time
lump sum “death benefit”
of $255, which you can
request by calling your
local SS field office (get
the number at www.ssa.
gov/locator), or by calling
1.800.772.1213. During
that call you can also
explore whether you are
entitled to any additional
SS benefit as a surviving
spouse.

If your wife’s monthly
SS retirement bene-
fit was more than your
current monthly SS ben-
efit, you will be entitled
to receive her higher
monthly amount instead
of your own smaller
amount (FYI, if you hav-
en’t yet reached your own
full retirement age your
survivor benefit will be
reduced). And if you are
not yet collecting your
own SS benefit, you have
the option to claim your
survivor benefit from

your wife first while
allowing your personal
SS retirement benefit to
continue to grow, up to
maximum at age 70 if
you like.

Just be aware that if
you haven’t yet reached
your full retirement age
(FRA) and you are still
working, any SS benefit
you take before your FRA
will be subject to Social
Security’s “earnings test”
which limits how much
can be earned before they
take away some of your
SS benefits. The 2024
annual earnings limit is
$22,320 (changes annu-
ally) for those who claim
prior to the year they
attain full retirement age,
and SS will take away $1
of benefits for every $2
over the annual limit. The
“earnings test” no longer
applies after you reach
your full retirement age.

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Did Political Bias Actually Influence California
Court Ruling on Anti-Tax Ballot Measure?

When the California
Supreme Court unani-
mously declared a week
ago that a highly con-
troversial tax limitation
measure could not appear
on the November ballot,
its proponents immediately
cried foul.

They alleged that a court
dominated by Democratic
appointees had acted with
political motives rather
than legal reasoning, rul-
ing that The Taxpayer
Protection and Government
Accountability Act was a
revision of the state con-
stitution and could not be
proposed through a citi-
zen’s initiative.

“Clearly, the state
Supreme Court has now
sent a signal that they are
part of the progressive
agenda in California, that
we are a one-party state
in California and there is
no independent judiciary
in California anymore,”
Rob Lapsley, president of
the California Business
Roundtable, a major spon-
sor of the measure, told
reporters.

In a statement, Jon
Coupal, president of the
Howard Jarvis Taxpayer
Association — another
sponsor — was equally
critical, saying, “The seven
justices of the Supreme
Court yielded to the wishes
of the political branches
(and) put politics ahead of

the state Constitution.

“It is now obvious
that all three branches of
California’s government —
executive, legislative and
judiciary — believe the
government may decide
how much money it needs
and raise taxes accord-
ingly, and the voters may
not constrain them.”

Given their back-
grounds, it’s reasonable to
assume that most if not all
of the justices may person-
ally dislike a measure to
redefine many fees as taxes
and put very strict limits
on state and local govern-
ments’ ability to increase
them. But did that cause
them to block the measure
and cloak their bias in a
blizzard of legal language,
as the sponsors claim?

The justices seemingly
anticipated that its motives
would be questioned,
stressing “the limited
nature of our inquiry” very
early in their ruling.

“We do not consider or
weigh the economic or
social wisdom or general
propriety of the initia-
tive,” Justice Goodwin
Liu declared, adding, “The
only question before us
is whether the measure
may be validly enacted by
initiative.”

A careful reading of the
51-page decision acquits
Liu and his colleagues of
alleged ideological bias.
It’s evident that in drafting
the measure, proponents
overreached by making
very fundamental changes
in California’s governance
system, amounting to a
revision of the Constitution
that can only be proposed
by the Legislature or a con-
stitutional convention.

The court said the
measure’s most obvi-
ously revisionist aspect

would have compelled the
Legislature to submit any
tax increases to voters for
ratification, thereby impair-
ing legislative taxation
powers that have been part
of the state’s structure for
its entire 174-year history.

“No speculation regard-
ing potential future
consequences is needed
to conclude that the
(Taxpayer Protection Act)
is a revision on its face,”
Liu wrote. “The mea-
sure would fundamentally
restructure the most basic
of governmental powers.
The TPA would exclude the
levying of new taxes from
the Legislature’s control by
requiring voter approval of
all such measures.”

Some critics have sug-
gested that the current
court would have invali-
dated Proposition 13, the
iconic 1978 property tax
limitation measure. But Liu
also addressed that, writ-
ing that Prop. 13’s changes
“operate functionally
within a relatively narrow
range to accomplish a new
system of taxation which
may provide substantial
tax relief for our citizens.
We decline to hold that
such a limited purpose can-
not be achieved directly by
the people through the ini-
tiative process.”

In other words, had the
Business Roundtable and
Coupal’s group proposed
less sweeping changes in
taxing authority, such a
measure may have sur-
vived the legal challenge
that Gov. Gavin Newsom,
the Legislature and local
governments mounted.

Given the legal uncer-
tainty in California about
who can levy what taxes
on which activities, a clari-
fying ballot measure would
be welcomed. *

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First-Ever California Adopt-a-Pet Day Finds Homes for 3,609 Pets

CalAnimals
News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - California Animal
Welfare Association (CalAnimals), the
San Francisco Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals (SF SPCA) and
the ASPCA (The American Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals)
announced the results of the first-ever
California Adopt-a-Pet Day, with 3,609
pets adopted into loving homes on June
1. The day-long event included more than
170 animal welfare organizations across
the state working collaboratively to nearly
double the original goal of finding homes
for 2,024 pets. The ASPCA provided funds
to cover the cost of the adoptions at partic-
ipating shelters so that they were free to
the public.

Of the 3,609 total pets adopted on
California Adopt-a-Pet Day, there were
1,977 cats, 1,541 dogs, and 91 others,
including rabbits, guinea pigs, and other
small animals.

One of the pets matched with a loving
family was a dog named Nelly, a 3.5-year-
old mastiff mix, who had been in the care
of Friends of the Alameda Animal Shelter
(FAAS) for 1.5 years after originally arriv-
ing at the shelter as a stray. Described by
shelter staff as being sweet and shy, Nelly
was finally matched with an adopter on
California Adopt-a-Pet Day after San
Ramon resident, Sahiba Singh, traveled 40
minutes to meet Nelly after seeing her on
the shelter’s social media. Within a cou-
ple of minutes of meeting, Nelly, who
normally takes a long time to warm up

Nelly, now nicknamed Nelly Bean, was
quickly adopted by Singh and is happily
settling in to her new home.

“Her little lopsided face is perfect. She
jumped out at me immediately. I read that
she was shy and needed a quiet home. We
have that. I had to meet her,” said Singh.
“She’s so happy here, and we love her so
much. We’re going to give her a lifetime
of reasons to wag.”

“I’'m overwhelmed with gratitude by the
number of Californians that visited their
local shelter on June 1, and am thrilled
to find that for many, this was their very
first time adopting a shelter pet,” said Jill
Tucker, CEO of CalAnimals. “Our shelters
are overcrowded with a variety of won-
derful animals just waiting for people to
come and meet them, and it is our great-
est hope that members of the public will
visit shelters first when they are ready for
a new pet. | want to thank all the shelters
for participating in this wonderful event to
promote adoptions and extend my sincere
gratitude to the ASPCA and San Francisco
SPCA for making this event possible.

First Mosquito Sample Tests Positive for West Nile Virus in Yolo County

& Vector Control District

YOLO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - The
Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito &
Vector Control District announced
on June 26 that the first mosquito
sample of the season has tested
positive for West Nile virus in
Yolo County. The mosquito sam-
ple was collected near the town
of Dunnigan and follows the
detection of a dead bird that also
tested positive for the disease in
Woodland in June.

“This is a clear sign that West
Nile virus activity is spreading,”
said Gary Goodman, district man-
ager. “At the same time, West Nile

virus activity continues to grad-
ually increase as more dead birds
and mosquito samples collected
from Land Park and other areas
throughout the city of Sacramento
also tested positive the same
week. With the warmer tempera-
tures we’ve seen recently, West
Nile virus activity is steadily ris-
ing. We are heading into one of the
hottest months of the year and it’s
extremely important that residents
continue taking proper precau-
tions to protect themselves from
mosquitoes.”

Last year in California, there
were 433 confirmed human
cases of the disease, including 19
fatalities.

In response to the recent find-
ings, the district will continue
to monitor all West Nile virus
activity through widespread mos-
quito trapping and testing as well
as perform ground treatments
in areas where positive mosqui-
toes have been found to quickly
decrease populations and protect
public health.

Another ongoing concern is
the spread of invasive mosqui-
toes throughout the district. Aedes
aegypti were detected for the first
time within district boundaries in
2019 and Aedes albopictus were
first found in 2022. This year, inva-
sive mosquitoes have already been
found in different areas throughout

the district. Invasive mosquitoes
aggressively bite during the day
and pose a significant health threat
because they can transmit danger-
ous viruses including Zika, dengue
fever and chikungunya.

Could AI Reject Your Resume? California Tries
to Prevent a New Kind of Discrimination

California regulators
are moving to restrict how
employers can use artifi-
cial intelligence to screen
workers and job applicants
— warning that using Al
to measure tone of voice,
facial expressions and
reaction times may run
afoul of the law.

The draft regulations
say that if companies use
automated systems to
limit or prioritize appli-
cants based on pregnancy,
national origin, religion
or criminal history, that’s
discrimination.

Members of the pub-
lic have until July 18 to
comment on the proposed
rules. After that, regula-
tors in the California Civil
Rights Department may
amend and will eventually
approve them, subject to
final review by an adminis-
trative law judge, capping
off a process that began
three years ago.

The rules govern
so-called “automated
decision systems” — arti-
ficial intelligence and
other computerized pro-
cesses, including quizzes,
games, resume screen-
ing, and even advertising
placement. The regulations
say using such systems to
analyze physical character-
istics or reaction times may
constitute illegal discrim-
ination. The systems may

el -

not be used at all, the new
rules say, if they have an
“adverse impact” on can-
didates based on certain
protected characteristics.

The draft rules also
require companies that
sell predictive services to
employers to keep records
for four years in order to
respond to discrimination
claims.

A crackdown is nec-
essary in part because
while businesses want to
automate parts of the hir-
ing process, “this new
technology can obscure
responsibility and make
it harder to discern who’s
responsible when a person
is subjected to discrimi-
natory decision-making,”
said Ken Wang, a pol-
icy associate with the
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California Employment
Lawyers Association.

The draft regulations
make it clear that third-
party service providers
are agents of the employer
and hold employers
responsible.

The California Civil
Rights Department started
exploring how algorithms,
a type of automated deci-
sion system, can impact
job opportunities and auto-
mate discrimination in the
workplace in April 2021.
Back then, Autistic People
of Color Fund founder
Lydia X. Z. Brown warned
the agency about the harm
that hiring algorithms
can inflict on people with
disabilities. Brown told
CalMatters that whether
the new draft rules will

offer meaningful protection
depends on how they’re
put in place and enforced.
Researchers, advo-
cates and journalists have
amassed a body of evi-
dence that AI models can
automate discrimination,
including in the work-
place. Last month, the
American Civil Liberties
Union filed a complaint
with the Federal Trade
Commission alleging that
resume screening soft-
ware made by the company
Aon discriminates against
people based on race and
disability despite the com-
pany’s claim that its Al is
“bias free.” An evaluation
of leading artificial intel-
ligence firm OpenAl’s
GPT-3.5 technology found
that the large language

model can exhibit racial
bias when used to auto-
matically sift through the
resumes of job applicants.
Though the company
uses filters to prevent the
language model from pro-
ducing toxic language,
internal tests of GPT-3 also
surfaced race, gender, and
religious bias.

Protecting people from
automated bias under-
standably attracts a lot of
attention, but sometimes
hiring software that’s mar-
keted as smart makes
dumb decisions. Wearing
glasses or a headscarf or
having a bookshelf in the
background of a video job
interview can skew person-
ality predictions, according
to an investigative report
by German public broad-
cast station Bayerischer
Rundfunk. So can the font
a job applicant chooses
when submitting a resume,
according to researchers at
New York University.

California’s proposed
regulations are the latest in
a series of initiatives aimed
at protecting workers
against businesses using
harmful forms of Al

In 2021, New York City
lawmakers passed a law
to protect job applicants
from algorithmic discrim-
ination in hiring, although
researchers from Cornell
University and Consumer
Reports recently concluded
that the law has been inef-
fective. And in 2022,

the Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission
and the U.S. Justice
Department clarified that
employers must comply
with the Americans with
Disabilities Act when using
automation during hiring.

The California Privacy
Protection Agency, mean-
while, is considering draft
rules that, among other
things, define what infor-
mation employers can
collect on contractors, job
applicants, and workers,
allowing them to see what
data employers collect and
to opt-out from such col-
lection or request human
review.

Pending legislation
would further empower
the source of the draft
revisions, the California
Civil Rights Department.
Assembly Bill 2930 would
allow the department to
demand impact assess-
ments from businesses and
state agencies that use Al
in order to protect against
automated discrimination.

Outside of govern-
ment, union leaders
now increasingly argue
that rank-and-file work-
ers should be able to
weigh in on the effective-
ness and harms of Al in
order to protect the pub-
lic. Labor representatives
have had conversations
with California officials
about specific projects as
they experiment with how
to use Al *
