Quality
of Life is
Top Goal,
Manager
Says

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt’s
interim City Manager
Chris Erias is looking for-
ward to completing his
career in the same city
where he spent 15 years
overseeing planning.

Erias spoke with the
Herald about four months
into his yearlong contract
to discuss his approach to
the role and what brought
him back to Galt after
three-and-a-half years in
Manteca.

Erias first began work-
ing in the city of Galt
Community Development
Department as a planner in
2005, eventually becom-
ing the department head.
In 2020, he left to become
Development Services
director for the city of
Manteca. Following the
resignation of former Galt
City Manager Lorenzo
Hines this past February,
Galt City Council hired
Erias on an interim basis.
He will fill the position
for a minimum of one year
and the city can allow the
appointment to be renewed
for additional one-year
terms.

When Erias sat down
with the Herald, he had
recently finished his first
time overseeing the city
budget process. City
Council passed the two-
year budget on June 18.

Erias said some of the
work had been completed
under Hines, so much of
his work involved choos-
ing how to present the
budget to City Council and
how to explain funding
requests. He said that City
Council was “a joy to work
with through that process.”

Asked about his goals
as interim city manager,
Erias said his main focus
is implementing the pol-
icies of City Council. He
praised City Council’s
Strategic Plan, which
explains the councilmem-
bers’ main priorities.

Three priorities that
stand out to him are main-
taining and improving
quality of life, cultivating
staff and developing the
economy.

Big Boy History

Twenty-five Big Boy
locomotives were built
for Union Pacific to haul
freight over the steep grade
of the Wasatch Mountain
Range in Utah during
World War II. Eight were
preserved after the loco-
motives were retired six
decades ago, but only Big
Boy No. 4014 is still in

operation.

During World War I,
Union Pacific operated
some of the most modern
and powerful steam loco-
motives ever built. Among
them were the famous “Big
Boys,” the largest steam
locomotives in the world.
Working with them were
the “800-class” high-speed
passenger locomaotives, as
well as hundreds of older
class steam engines. Union
Pacific’s steam legacy
continues today with the

preservation and operation
of'its historic fleet: No. 844
and No. 4014.

begin a probationary period of on-the-job
training.

Of the academy class, two are U.S.
Marine Corps veterans. The vast major-
ity are from Elk Grove or the Sacramento
arca. Rodriguez said that 15 of the fire-
fighters’ positions are funded with money
from the city of Elk Grove’s Measure E
sales tax.

Rodriguez expressed confidence that
the new firefighters would “honor tradi-
tion and protect lives.”

Elk Grove Fire Department, one of the
predecessors of Cosumnes Fire, hosted its
first academy 25 years ago, Deputy Chief
Dan Quiggle said. Retired Capt. Mark
Pascual graduated in that first class, and
his daughter, Ashley Pascual, was one of
the graduates on June 27.

Quiggle spoke about the commitment
that it took for the graduates to undergo
the months of training.

“They’re going to continue to demon-
strate that commitment to themselves, to
the community that we are here to serve,
and to their fellow firefighters,” Quiggle
said.

Family support is essential for a fire-
fighter, Quiggle continued. Regardless
of the graduates’ family situations before
joining, he said, “you now have the
Cosumnes Fire family in your life and
your commitment to that family and that
family’s commitment to you are criti-
cally important for you to be successful
as a firefighter, as a paramedic and as a
person.”

Jim Luttrell, board president of the
Cosumnes Community Services District
and a former firefighter, encouraged
the graduates to always take promotion
exams, take notes on their experiences
and remember that they represent the fire
department.

Graduate Michael Bates received
an award for physical fitness, having
recorded the best time on an obstacle
course testing a variety of firefighter skills.

Nicholas Zagyi was named as the acad-
emy valedictorian; Academy Director
Capt. Joel Burke said Zagyi hadn’t failed
any written test or skills assessment.

“We began this journey with a common
goal: become firefighters, firefighters that
had to serve our communities and pro-
tect lives and property with courage and
dedication,” Zagyi said. As we embark

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Police Arrest Driver After
Chase in Stolen Truck

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt Police arrested a man
June 25 on charges of possessing a stolen
truck after he led police on a vehicle chase
near downtown.

On that morning, according to Capt.
Richard Small, Galt Police Department
dispatch received an alert, through the
city’s Flock license plate reader system,
flagging a stolen work truck that entered
the city from the south.

An officer reportedly found the truck
near the intersection of H Street and Olive
Court.

“They tried to conduct a vehicle stop
and the vehicle took off,” Small said.

The chase went north on Fourth Street
and then west on West C Street, accord-
ing to Small.

Police said the driver, identified as Jose
Arriaga, 29, of Sacramento, struck an
uninvolved driver and then a tree near the
end of West C. He then fled on foot before
being arrested, according to police.

Small said the uninvolved motorist
reported pain but declined to be trans-
ported to a hospital.

Arriaga was charged with receiving a
stolen vehicle, hit-and-run with injury,
driving under the influence, felony reck-
less evading, driving with a suspended
license and resisting arrest, according to
jail records. As of June 26, he was being
held at Sacramento County Main Jail with

bail set at $500,000.

Small said the truck was stolen from the
Arden Arcade area.

“Every vehicle pursuit is inherently dan-
gerous,” Small said, “and our officers are
required by law and by training to always

drive with due regard for public safety.
That’s standard.”

Small said this pursuit, like others, is
subject to a review to determine whether
personnel followed policy or need addi-
tional training. *

Wilton Lavender Farm to Hold Picking Event

GALT, CA (MPG) - Love the
scent of fresh-picked lav-
ender? Time is running out
to gather your own bundle
at Wilton Family Lavender
Farm.

The farm at 9050
Tavernor Road in Wilton
offers “U-pick” days on
weekends from May to
June, while its laven-
der crop is in bloom. But,
due to high forecast tem-
peratures, July 6 and 7 are
likely to be the last U-pick
days of the season.

The farm and its
Lavender Market, stocked
with a range of laven-
der products, will be open
from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Visitors are provided
with shears and advice on
how to harvest lavender,
and the farm charges $10
per bundle gathered.

Co-owner John Case
said the farm cultivates 13
varieties of lavender, each
with different properties.

For example, some pro-
duce more essential oils
while others are better
for culinary applications.
Lavender hydrosol, which
the farm distills from
the plants alongside the
essential oil, has cleaning
applications.

Case said lavender and
its products have five main
uses: aromatherapy, as
an antibacterial, promot-
ing healing, as a cooking
ingredient and as a bug
repellent.

“It’s a wonderful plant
and there’s probably a lot
more diverse uses for it
than you’d find with other
types of herbs and flow-
ers,” Case said.

The lavender field slopes
down a gentle hill, with the
lavender planted in rows
labeled by variety. Guests
told the Citizen that they
enjoyed the aroma of lav-
ender in the air.

Sara Studley, who was
visiting with her daughter,
said she was interested in
visiting a lavender farm for

about a year. The Wilton
farm made for a conve-
nient day trip compared
to farms in places such as
Apple Hill.

“We use lavender,”
Studley said. “We use the
oils, so it’s kind of nice to
see where it come from
and where it starts.”

Studley shared a tip that
Case gave her for picking
lavender, which is attrac-
tive for bees.

“He said, ‘Shake the
bush first and the bees will
just find another place.’
So for those people who
are bee-timid, there are
strategies.

In addition, when cutting
the lavender stalks, Case
advised putting the shears
down where the leaves
start. He suggested rubbing
a little between the fingers
to smell the oil, which has
a different aroma between
varieties.

He recommended keep-
ing lavender bundles in a
dry vase. Once the bun-
dle dries out, the buds can
be gathered by agitating
the bundle and used for
potpourri.

The farm has been in
operation for about five-
and-a-half years. Case said
his wife and fellow owner,

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It's the World's Smallest Swimsuit

According to the History Channel web-
site, on July 5, 1946, French designer
Louis Réard unveiled a daring two-piece
swimsuit at the Piscine Molitor, a pop-
ular swimming pool in Paris. Parisian
show girl Micheline Bernardini modeled
the new fashion, which Réard dubbed
“bikini,” inspired by a news-making
United States atomic-bomb test that took
place off the Bikini Atoll in the Pacific
Ocean earlier that week.

Years before, in the 1930s, European
women first began wearing two-piece
bathing suits that consisted of a halter top
and shorts, but only a sliver of the midriff
was revealed, and the navel was vigilantly
covered.

In the United States, the modest two-
piece made its appearance during World
War II, when wartime rationing of fab-
ric saw the removal of the skirt panel and
other superfluous material. Meanwhile,
in Europe, fortified coastlines and Allied
invasions curtailed beach life during the
war, and swimsuit development, like
everything else nonmilitary, came to a
standstill.

In 1946, Western Europeans joyously
greeted the first war-free summer in years,
and French designers came up with fash-
ions to match the liberated mood of the
people. Two French designers, Jacques
Heim and Louis Réard, developed com-
peting prototypes of the bikini.

Heim called his the “atom” and adver-
tised it as “the world’s smallest bathing
suit.”

Réard’s swimsuit, which was basi-
cally a bra top and two inverted triangles
of cloth connected by string, was in fact
significantly smaller. It was made out of
a scant 30 inches of fabric, and Réard
promoted his creation as “smaller than
the world’s smallest bathing suit.” Réard
called his creation the “bikini.”

In planning the debut of his new
swimsuit, Réard had trouble finding a pro-
fessional model who would deign to wear
the scandalously skimpy two-piece. So he
turned to Micheline Bernardini, an exotic
dancer at the Casino de Paris, who had no
qualms about appearing nearly nude in
public. As an allusion to the headlines that
he knew his swimsuit would generate, he
printed newspaper type across the suit that
Bernardini modeled on July 5. The bikini
was a hit, especially among men, and
Bernardini received some 50,000 letters.

Before long, bold young women in
bikinis were causing a sensation along
the Mediterranean coast. Spain and Italy
passed measures prohibiting bikinis on
public beaches but later capitulated to the
changing times when the swimsuit grew
into a mainstay of European beaches in
the 1950s. Réard’s business soared, and
in advertisements he kept the bikini mys-
tique alive by declaring that a two-piece
suit wasn’t a genuine bikini “unless it
could be pulled through a wedding ring.”

In prudish America, the bikini was suc-
cessfully resisted until the early1960s,

when a new emphasis on youthful liber-
ation brought the swimsuit en masse to
United States beaches. It was immortal-
ized by the pop singer Brian Hyland, who
sang “ltsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow
Polka Dot Bikini” in 1960, in the teen-
age “beach blanket” movies of Annette
Funicello and Frankie Avalon, and by the
California surfing culture celebrated by
rock groups like The Beach Boys. Since
then, the popularity of the bikini has only
continued to grow.

I can remember how scandalous we
thought those girls and women were
when they wore bikinis to the beach in
the early 1960s. And then it was our turn.
My friends and I were 17 years old, and
we thought we were something special
wearing a few strips of cloth, strutting
our stuff. Of course, we wouldn’t dare
cover up, so we got sunburned in the
most uncomfortable places. And the days
of fashion before common sense prevail
today. The generation of today wears a
thong bikini. And of course, sunscreen.

maintain and improve the
quality of life of the peo-
ple who live, work and
do business in the com-
munity. And so that is the
No. I goal of government,
regardless of level,” Erias
said.

Professional develop-
ment for staff comes in
the form of promotional
and training opportunities,
as well as addressing the
city’s level of compensa-
tion, according to Erias.

“We all understand that
Galt will never pay what
the bigger cities do; we
just can’t afford that. But
we always try to close
the gap,” Erias said, com-
mending the pay decisions
that City Council has made
in union negotiations.

On economic devel-
opment, Erias wanted to
bring more businesses to
Galt “that provide the ame-
nities that people want so
they don’t have to leave

town to go out to eat, to go
out to shop.”

Drawing in businesses
also provides the city with
more revenue, Erias said.

Erias said he envisions
concluding his career in
Galt. He had been plan-
ning to retire after working
in Manteca but delayed his
plans for the Galt role.

Erias described his
decade and a half in Galt
Community Development
as “something of a happy
accident.”

He started out work-
ing for the Sacramento
Housing and
Redevelopment Agency
and then, searching for
a growing community
to spend just a couple of
years in, settled on Galt.

“When I was hitting my
two years (in 2007), the
market tanked, so there
was really nowhere to go.
So I always say 1 got stuck
in Galt but it was the best
thing that ever happened.

And Galt offered things
that I didn’t think about
until T got here.”

Erias said the city’s
small size allowed him
to follow projects from
start to finish, rather than
needing to specialize in a
narrow part of the process.

“Here in Galt, you get
a little bit of everything,
so I’ve just come to really
love the town,” Erias said.

Erias remarked on the
ways in which Galt is the
same as it was when he
left. The population was
estimated at about 25,800
in 2023, just a little larger
than in the 2020 Census.
He had expected it to be
approaching 30,000.

“Even though we’re
building homes and getting
units, I think it under-
scores that demographic
of how many people are
in a household has really
changed,” Erias said. He
was pleased to see some
housing projects that he

had worked on coming to
fruition.

One “fun” aspect of
coming back was recon-
necting with many of the
people Erias knew during
his first time with the city.

“l know and worked
with a lot of the staff that
are currently here. A lot of
the community members
that have been around for a
while, they’re still here. So
it’s really good to see there
hasn’t been much change
there,” Erias said.

The time in Manteca
helped prepare Erias to
become city manager.
As development services
director, Erias said, he
managed a limited number
of professionals who then
oversaw their own divi-
sions, which he compared
to a city manager directing
department heads.

“I think the transition
from community devel-
opment director in Galt
to development services

director in Manteca, then
interim city manager in
Galt is kind of a good tran-
sition and helped prepare
me for this position,” Erias
said.

With a background in
development, Erias said,
he looks at Galt through a
“planner’s lens,” thinking
about where the city will
be in the next few years
and decades.

“To me, though, that’s
a good thing so we don’t
make decisions on a short-
term basis. We’re always
looking for the long-term
interest for the city of
Galt,” Erias said.

Erias added that he aims
to maintain a broader view
of the city, balancing his
interest in development
and other areas.

Asked about city gov-
ernment’s role in residents’
everyday lives, Erias
pointed first to everyday
quality-of-life duties, such
as ensuring clean drinking

water and reliable sewage,
“things probably most peo-
ple, including myself, take
for granted because you
don’t think about because
it is a big operation and
it takes a lot to keep it
functioning.”

Besides public safety
and recreation opportuni-
ties, Erias also cited efforts
to keep the city clean,
an area he said the city is
working on improving.

“Those are things we
intend to improve on and
are currently working on,”
Erias said.

Erias said the city’s resi-
dents are the biggest reason
for his returning as interim
city manager.

“The best part of the
town, and I’ve told this to
people many times, is the
people,” Erias said. “I’ve
always gotten along great
with the staff. The commu-
nity here has always been
warm and great to work
with.” *

I’m not trying to villain-
ize the Pelican State, but I am
trying to prove a point on this
Independence Day weekend
about the principle of separation
of church and state.

The principle has taken some
hits in recent years.

Opponents make two points.
First, the separation idea is not
in the Constitution. Second, they
say our founding fathers would
have never favored such a split
because they sought to make the
USA into a Christian nation.

The first argument is true.

Separation of church and state
is only an interpretation of
the First Amendment, which
clearly forbids our government
from establishing a religion.
Additionally, it’s interpreted to
mean the government can’t favor
any single religion.

The second point is decidedly
untrue.

Thomas Jefferson, the pri-
mary author of the Declaration
of Independence, was “not a
God-fearing humanitarian but
rather a slaveholding epicurean
deist,” says Tim Alberta in his
latest book, “The Kingdom, the
Power, and the Glory: American
Evangelicals in an Age of
Extremism.”

“Jefferson was not an earnest
follower of Christ but was known
to mock revivalists and rarely
attend church,” Alberta writes.

| gained some understanding
of Jefferson’s view during my
visit to Roger Williams National
Memorial last summer. It’s possi-
ble that Jefferson’s understanding
of the church and state issue was

forged from Williams’.

Living 100 years prior to
Jefferson, Williams was excom-
municated from the Anglican
Church for blasphemy.

Banished from his home in
1636, he was forced on a most
horrendous walkabout through
a blizzard to present-day Rhode
Island. It was there he established
a Baptist community free from
puritanism.

According to a National Park
Service article, Roger Williams
believed government-established
religions were “... responsible
for the death of millions of inno-
cent souls whose only crime
was having their own, unique
conscience.”

Williams added with succinct
clarity, “Forced worship stinks in
God's nostrils.”

Alberta notes that Jesus him-
self “physically ran and hid from
the people who desired to make
Him king. Jesus dismissed his
critics by telling them, ‘Give
back to Caesar the things that are
Caesar’s, and to God the things

that are God's.””

Alberta concludes this thought
with an interpretation from a
modern-day preacher who gained
fame in 1965.

“In other words, pay your
taxes, forget politics, and serve
God with all your heart.”

That man was the late Jerry
Falwell — before he success-
fully revived his failing college
through a political arm called
“The Moral Majority.”

As you approach the voting
booth this fall, let’s keep church
and state separate. But most of
all, beyond Nov., I encourage
people of faith to “Serve God
with all your heart.”

Currently, the Louisiana law is
being legally challenged. In the
end, | suspect Louisianans will
find, as did a dozen other states,
that their law won’t pass “the
sniff test.”

Wow, Kings fans, a busy
week for the NBA, and to
a lesser extent for our own
Sacramento Kings.

The much-anticipated
No. 13 pick consum-
mated in the Kings
choosing a 6°2” guard
from Providence. Devin
Carter by all accounts is a
bona fide first-round pick,
and many pundits had him
going in the top 10. This
may have been the primary
reason the Kings chose to

positions.

Make no mistake about
it, the Sacramento Kings
are not big up front, and
Domantas Sabonis may
be the quintessential
rebounder in the NBA, but
that doesn’t mean he can’t
use some help alongside.
Our forwards are on the
small side, and since we
didn’t address this issue
with the first-round pick,
free agency or a trade will
be the only avenue left for
Sacramento to shore up its
front line.

For me, the player
that 1 believed would
fit the puzzle best was

Jonas Valanciunas, as he
would play nicely along-
side Domantas, allowing
Sabonis to slide into the #4
spot.

That unfortunately will
not happen, since the
Washington Wizards just
signed Valanciunas to a
three-year, $30-million
deal.

I am at a loss to explain
why the Kings weren’t in
the mix and giving it an
all-out effort to sign this
talented big man, but I
remain hopeful that Monte
McNair has a plan in place
to fix the Kings’ ever-pres-
ent needs at power
forward.

In a somewhat surprising

move, the Kings traded
heralded and ever-popular
Davion Mitchell along with
benchman Sasha Vezenkov
to the Toronto Raptors for
Jalen McDaniels. Sadly,
the Kings’ second-round
pick, Jamal Shead, was
included in the deal,
so from the 2024 draft
Sacramento rests its hopes
on Devin Carter.

I am convinced there
is more to come, and |
withhold any grade with
regards to Monte McNair’s
offseason moves at this
point.

Former GMs have done
far worse, and free agency
can be a panacea for a team
that may not have solved
all its needs in the draft.

To be sure, there were
players on the board at No.
13 that fit the mode for the
type of front-line player the

Kings need, but the ques-
tion is whether they had
the skill set to make a dif-
ference and step into the
starting lineup.

In all likelihood Devin
Carter will come off the
bench in much the same
way that Davion Mitchell
did, and I for one am
going to miss Davion’s
fiery spirit and tenacious
defense, but at the same
time | don’t want to dimin-
ish the potential that Devin
Carter brings to the team.

Carter’s 6°9” wingspan
helped him garnish 8.7
rebounds last season for
Providence, while claim-
ing Big East player of the
year honors.

Sacramento, barring
injury, is replete with
talented and multi-dimen-
sional guards, so what
remains is Monte McNair’s

ability to fix the Kings’
undersized front line.

Reportedly, Sacramento
is interested in Brandon
Ingram, and the real ques-
tion is whether they are
willing to pay the high
price he demands. Ingram
is considered one of the
premier forwards in the
NBA coming off a sea-
son in which he scored 20
points per game with five
rebounds and nearly six
assists.

Also, a contender for
the Kings starting lineup
could be Laker forward
Kyle Kuzma, who if signed
would come at a much
more affordable price for
Sacramento.

Stay tuned, all you
Kings fans, because Monte
McNair is not by any
means finished with the
2025 roster. *

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New CIF No Contact Dead Period Begins

GALT, CA (MPG) - Summer is usually a time
for high school athletes to prepare for the
upcoming fall season. Athletes work with
their coaches to condition, learn plays, lift
weights and perfect their skills.

While this is still true, the CIF Sac-
Joaquin League members have voted in a
new mandatory No Contact Dead Period

July 1-July
. CIF SAC-JOAQUIN SECTION 14.

Most
high school
sports do
some kind
of con-
ditioning all year round, and this Dead
Period applies to all sports: Fall, Winter
and Spring. Winter and Spring sports will
have no other Dead Period but this one.

What does this mean? No practice, no
team building, no weightlifting, no condi-
tioning, no meetings of any kind and no
fundraisers. Additionally, outside orga-
nizations, clubs and/or businesses cannot
be used to circumvent the rules of this
no-contact dead period. The CIF stresses
that no member of the school’s athletic
department can have any contact with
athletes. No contact means No contact.
Dead periods will adhere to Bylaw 504.8.
During the dead period no member of the
coaching staff (paid or voluntary) may
have any contact with his/her athletes.

According to Jason Feuerbach with
the CIF Sac-Joaquin section office, the
No-Contact Dead Period was passed
unanimously by the playoff committee
and the executive committee. Section staff
attended all 26 league meetings with prin-
cipals and athletic directors last August to
touch on issues including the dead period.

“The Board of Managers saw the pro-
posal as a first read item in October and

voted on it in January 2024 where it
passed unanimously,” said Feuerbach.
“The new No-Contact Dead Period has
the following benefits: It allows fami-
lies a designated time each summer to go
on vacation, and rest and recover for the
student athletes. There is now a set time
where schools can clean and update facili-
ties, and it is equal for all sports.”

Families will now know in advance
when to plan family activities so their ath-
lete potentially won’t miss practice, and
they can plan very far in advance.

A great majority of high school athletes
also participate in club sports. How does
this No-Contact Dead Period affect club

play? Athletes can still participate in club
sports as long as no person associated with
the high school athletic department is in
attendance.

What if an athlete plays for a regional
club sport team that has multiple ath-
letes from multiple schools on it, but their
high school coach happens to be the club
coach? The CIF says either the athlete or
the coach must not attend practice, games
or any other events/gatherings during the
dead period.

Even if the club has a tournament during
the dead period, the athlete and coach are
not permitted to attend together and only
one can attend the event.

Now, a few coaches are parents or rel-
atives of athletes, and while no athletic
activity is allowed, they can attend family
events during the dead period.

If a high school coach provides sports
training for athletes year-round as a busi-
ness for athletes all over the region, they
can continue to do business but no kids
from the school they coach may attend.

The Sac-Joaquin Section executive
board approved a one-time waiver for
teams that had previously qualified for a
nationally recognized organization’s cul-
minating event during the dead period.

There has been some local scrambling
to either change fundraising dates or ath-
letes having to pull out of fundraisers
like pancake breakfasts. Teams have also
pulled out of participating in our local
Fourth of July parade or helping with the
Kevin Tonn Memorial Run.

What are the consequences of breaking
the rules? According to the CIF, violation
of the no-contact dead period could result
in loss of playoft eligibility, coach sus-
pension, athlete suspension, school fines,
reduction in allowable contacts, loss of
practices and more. *
