Tech Career Academy

MassBay Community College

This grant
will engage students beginning in
grade 9 and continue to support
them through high school gradua-
tion, providing college coursework
during the regular high school day
that aligns with MassBay’s Engi-
neering and Life Sciences degree
programs. This collaboration aims
to equip students with the knowl-
edge and skills needed for college
degrees and careers in high-de-
mand STEM fields.

On Monday, June 17, the pro-
gram kicked off with a visit to
ABI-LAB in Natick. The following
week students will visit the Natick
Soldier Systems Center. These field
trips will provide this first cohort of
scholars with the opportunity to
meet each other and program staff,
tour the facilities, hear from STEM
professionals, and learn about
STEM careers firsthand.

“We are very excited to kick
start the STEM Tech Career Acad-
emy here at Natick High School,”
said Natick High School Science
Department Chair, Dan Hinnen-
kamp. “To provide students with
additional science pathways that
overlap and give college credit, 1s
a very exciting endeavor here at
NHS. This grant has provided ev-
eryone with such great resources, I
am very excited to follow the path
and evolution of this program.”

LANDSCAPE INSIGHTS

I am amazed at how quickly
New England’s weather can
change. In late April, we com-
plained that it was unseason-
ably cold and we were receiving
abundant rain. Now, it is hot and

muggy, and we are in a drought. d.

Summer droughts can signifi-
cantly impact grass, leading to
several visible and physiologi-
cal changes. Here are some key
points to consider:

Effects of Summer Drought on Grass:

. Discoloration: During a

drought, grass often turns
brown or yellow due to a
lack of water. This discol-
oration indicates that the
grass 1s going dormant to
CONSErve resources.

Growth Slowdown: Grass
growth slows significantly
during a drought as the
plant conserves water and
energy. New shoots and
blades may be sparse or ab-
sent.

. Soil Compaction: Dry con-

ditions can lead to soil com-
paction, making it harder
for roots to access water and
nutrients.

Root System: Grass’s root
system can be severely af-
fected. Shallow roots may
dry out quickly, while
deeper roots may struggle
to find sufficient moisture.

Increased Weed Growth:
Weeds often have deeper
root systems and are more
drought-tolerant, causing
them to take over the lawn
during drought conditions.

Management Strategies:

1. Watering: Water deeply
but infrequently to encour-
age more profound and
deeper root growth. Early
morning watering reduces
evaporation losses and pro-
tects against fungus in hot,
humid weather.

2. Mowing: Raise the mow-

ing height to reduce stress
on the grass. Taller grass
shades the soil, reducing
evaporation and promot-
ing more profound/deeper
root growth.

3. Aeration & Overseeding:

In the fall, acrate the lawn
to reduce soil compaction
and improve water infiltra-
tion. Overseed to thicken
the lawn and choke out
weeds and invasive grasses,
introducing newer and
healthier grass to comple-
ment the existing grass.

4. Drought-Tolerant Grass

Species: Consider plant-
ing drought-tolerant grass
varieties better adapted to
survive dry conditions.

How to Mltlgate the Effects of Summer Drought

5. Fertilization: Avoid fertil-
izing during drought con-
ditions, as this can further
stress the grass. Fertilize
during recovery periods
when adequate moisture is

available.

6. Top Dress: In the fall, add
compost to the lawn before
seeding to help thicken it,
along with aeration and
overseeding;

Proper lawn care and manage-
ment practices can help mitigate
the effects of drought and pro-
mote grass recovery once normal
moisture conditions return. No
one likes to see the damaging
effects of drought conditions.
Applying some or all of the strat-

egies above will significantly im-
prove the quality of your grass
over time. Supplemental water
from an irrigation system is an-
other great way to fight the effects
of drought stress on the lawn.

Have a teenager working this
summer?

Did they earn money babysit-
ting or mowing lawns?

How about a W-2 from sell-
Ing ice cream or as a camp coun-
selor?

You can open a Roth IRA for
your child to evolve their finan-
cial knowledge while helping in-
vest for retirement, a first house
and/or qualified educational
expenses.

Kids establishing Roth IRAs.
There is no age minimum, as
long as they earn income. It’s
up to the parent to document to
IRS that their kids had income
earned from work, either W-2 or
self-employment taxable wages.

If under 18, an adult opens
and maintains control of a Cus-

todial Roth IRA with the child
as beneficiary. Once an adult,
usually 18 in most states, the
account 1s transferred to a Roth
IRA 1in their ownership.

After a Custodial Roth IRA
1s opened for 5 years, the advan-
tages of tax-free earnings and
withdrawals are same as Roth
IRA. Recall a Roth IRA’s tax
treatment is most valuable when
time horizons are long and cur-
rent tax rates are low, both true
for kids.

What if your teen spent all
their earnings? After a talk about
budgeting (i.e. 3 Jars - Spend,
Save, Gift), a parent or grand-
parent could fund a Roth IRA
up to the amount of the child’s
reported earned income on tax
returns.

Some parents will make
‘match’ contributions based on
money earned in a summer job.
If a teen earned $3,800 for 2024,
a parent will fund $3,800.

Remember, these contribu-
tions count against the $18,000
tax-free gifts per individual
for 2024. So, if you’ve funded
$18,000 for child’s 529 Plan, find
another individual (i.e. spouse,
relative) who can make the Roth
IRA contribution.

choice and teach how they can
follow. The next year, have them
choose a different investment
with the new contribution. Over
time, they have a mix of invest-
ments, outcomes and lessons
learned. This hands-on experi-
ence lays a foundation for mak-
ing informed financial decisions
of greater magnitude later in life.

Taxation of withdrawals be-
foreage 59 %2. A Roth IRA allows
for 100% of contributions to be
taken out for any reason, with no
taxes or penalties. urthermore,
if a Roth IRA withdrawal is for
qualified education expenses,
you avoid the 10% penalty on
earnings but still pay income
tax on the earnings at the kid’s
tax rate.

Lofty Goals Set For Natick High's Cross-country Team

Coach Matt Miller has set
some lofty goals for the Natick
High boys cross-country team.

The 58-year-old Miller, who
has 22 years with the program
(12 as head coach) lists winning
the Division 1B Meet and the
Bay State Conference Champi-
onship Meet as two of his prime
objectives. Also on his list are to
improve on last year’s result in the
other post-season meet (Meet of
Champions), and to see the Red-
hawks or one of their individuals
invited to the Nike National Meet
in Oregon.

Miller’s goals may be lofty but
he firmly believes they’re realistic.

“Based on last year, our squad
had the best results ever in the Di-
vision 1B and the All-State Meet
(now called the Meet of Cham-
pions),” said Miller, who also
coaches boys indoor and outdoor
track. “We finished third in the
division meet out of 21 teams and
ninth in the Meet of Champions
out of 23 squads. We had a 5-4
dual-meet record in the Bay State
Conference but finished third in
the conference championship
meet.”

Miller has a high degree of
confidence in his 2024 contin-
gent and he knows it’s capable
of surpassing last year’s efforts.
“We've got a talented and ded-
icated group,” he emphasized,
“and they’ve seen what they can
achieve after last year’s post-sea-
son. The boys rose to the oc-
casion. Qualifying for the Nike
Nationals, however, will be hard
but it’s possible.”

The Redhawks have a vari-

ety of other strengths that Miller
likes. “They work hard and do
what’s required for success,” he
said. “They’re young but have
meet experience and rely on grit
and determination. They’re also
confident and have benefitted
from our overall depth.”

Five seniors have graduated
from last year’s team but there are
six returnees with varying degrees
of experience.

Natick has seven captains and
they’re all seniors.

“Joe Vogel, Will Catching and
Jay Hu are quality runners and
respected leaders,” Miller said.
“Joe 1s a natural leader who’s a
distance specialist. He runs the
two-mile in track. Will is a mid-
dle- distance specialist who can
extend out to a 5K race. He runs
the 800-meter event in track. Jay
is the hardest worker on the team.
He’s talented and gives great ef-
fort, which could lead to him be-
coming a top-7 runner.”

Christian Goranson, Mark
Boyajian, Ben Sheidley and
Mateo Gonzalez round out the

well-liked and are strong leaders,”
Miller noted. “They’re commit-
ted to the team and they’re all
dependable and have passion for
cross-country.”

Miller labels junior John Bi-
anchi as “our No. 1 runner” and
says he was the top distance run-
ner in indoor and outdoor track.

“John is strong, physical, fast,
experienced and has a lengthy
stride,” Miller offered. “He rises
to the challenge. He was seventh
at the Meet of Champions last
year and set a school record in the
outdoor mile (4:16.31).”

“Freddie is en-
thusiastic and is committed to
improving,” Miller said. “He has
a good training partner in Bian-
chi.”

Sophomore Callum Doyle
was ranked the 12th best fresh-
man miler in track last spring and
Miller is eager to see him prog-
ress. “Callum is quiet and he’s
emerged as a top-notch miler in
track,” he said. “And, he’s not
afraid to train hard.”

Sophomore Declan Hava is a
runner with a tremendous work
ethic. “He loves running and he
loves being part of the team,”
Miller said. “He’s willing to work
diligently to reach his goals.”

Miller rates Brookline, the de-
fending BSC champion, as the fa-
vorite to again win the conference
meet. “They’re talented and have
some quality returnees,” he said.
“We’ll be in the mix along with
Newton North and Wellesley.”

As Natick gets ready for
pre-season practice that begins
on Aug. 22, Miller will welcome
Hunter Stewart, his “experienced
and knowledgeable assistant
coach.” Stewart also works with
sprinters in indoor and outdoor
track.

A native of St. Louis, Miller
relies on a competitive philosophy
that focuses on reaching one’s po-
tential and enjoying athletics. “If
those things occur, then winning
will be the by-product, he said.
“And, if our runners don’t win,
there’s still lifelong values they
get from competing with their
colleagues and building great re-
lationships.”

Valuable life lessons Miller
hopes his runners learn while
competing are “how to be good
teammates and quality leaders,
how to overcome adversity and
to be resilient.”

dispatch.

“Combining the dispatch
operations of the Framingham
Police and Fire departments
into a unified location and es-
tablishing a regional dispatch
center has long been a goal,”
saild Mayor Charlie Sisitsky.
“The acquisition of a $4.33
million grant from the Com-
monwealth is a significant
step towards equipping and
preparing the Center for op-
eration.
