RANCHO CORDOVA, CA 
(MPG) - Regional lead-
ers celebrated the United 
Sta tes  Depar tment  of 
Transportation’s (DOT) 
allocation of $25 million 
to the Capital SouthEast 
Connector project at a July 
17 news conference held at 
the Teichert Aggregate Plant 
on Grant Line Road.  

The federal grant will 
address long-standing safety 
issues on a three-and-a-
half-mile segment of Grant 
Line Road between White 
Rock and Douglas Road in 
Rancho Cordova by trans-
forming it into a four-lane 
roadway with a separate lane 
for bikes and pedestrians. 

After all segments in 
the 34-mile-long connec-
tor are constructed, it will 

link Interstate 5 at the town 
of Franklin to Highway 50 
in El Dorado Hills by trans-
forming Kammerer, Grant 
Line and White Rock roads 
into an expressway. 

R a n c h o  C o r d o v a 

C o u n c i l m a n  G a r r e t t 
Gatewood, who chairs the 
Capital SouthEast Connector 
Joint Powers Authority 
(JPA) Board of Directors, 
described Congressman Ami 
Bera as the driving force 

behind the grant. 
“This is a huge milestone 

for our region,” Gatewood 
said. “I want to say thank 
you to Ami Bera because 
he really led the effort in 
so many ways. He is such a 
blessing to the city.”

Bera said that he has 
been seeking grants for 
the connector from the 
federal Department of 
Transportation since his 
election in 2012 but he 
“didn’t get any good news” 
until about a month ago. 

“To get this $25 mil-
lion is really a catalyst for 
us to finish the entire proj-
ect,” Bera said.  “We’ve got 
a real opportunity to do this 
right, to grow and really do 
this right.”

RANCHO CORDOVA, CA (MPG) 
- In 2023, Dr. J. Luke 
Wood, 41, left his role as 
vice-president for student 
affairs and campus diver-
sity at San Diego State 
University to become pres-
ident of California State 
University at Sacramento. 

He talked about his first-
year accomplishments 
at the monthly Rancho 
Cordova Luncheon on 
July 19. The luncheons are 
sponsored by the Cordova 
Community Council and 
the Rancho Cordova Area 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Chris Clark, a Folsom 
C o r d o v a  U n i f i e d 
School District Board 
of Supervisors member, 
has had the opportunity 
to work with Wood in 
the Greater Sacramento 
Urban League on ways 
to empower Black and 
other historically margin-
alized people throughout 
the region to at tend 
University of California 
(UCs) and California State 
Universities (CSUs). 

“I think it’s going to be 
good for the California 
S t a t e  U n i v e r s i t y 
Sacramento system . . . I 
feel positive with him com-
ing on board,” Clark said.

Sacramento State is a 
Hispanic-serving insti-
tution, and an Asian 
A m e r i c a n ,  N a t i v e 
American, Pacific Islander-
serving institution.  

“We also happen to 
be the first institution in 
California being declared 
b y  t h e  C a l i f o r n i a 
Legislative Assembly as a 
Black-serving institution . 
. . Out of all 23 campuses, 
no one serves more Blacks 
than we do and we have the 
second highest population 
of Black students in the 
entire state and University 
of California system, too,” 
Wood said.  

Based on a collabora-
tion with the California 
Tribal College, Sacramento 
State will announce in the 
fall that it has the largest

RANCHO CORDOVA, CA (MPG) - Rancho 
Cordova residents are preparing 
for an evening of community bond-
ing and fun as the City of Rancho

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population of Native American students 
inside of California. 

“So basically,” Wood said, “we’re 
the people’s university, we’re there for 
everybody.”

Wood has been reaching out to media 
at the national level and there are 4,000 
more applications this year than last year. 
He has fostered accomplishments of many 
types in his year in the presidency: amaz-
ing athletic teams, AI training, Combat 
Youth, Black Honors College, Next Step, 
Faculty leadership, Guardian Scholars 
for former foster youth, and Carnegie 
Foundation Research 2 designation.

In three years ,  Wood expects 
Sacramento State to be known as the flag-
ship of the California State Universities 
system, based on its proximity to the 
Capitol, the diversity of the students, the 
increasing and skyrocketing graduation 
rate, the dedicated faculty and the caring 
environment.

Someone at the luncheon asked how 
Wood was able to get so much done in 
just his first year.  Wood started attending 
Sacramento State as a student in 2000.  

“By the time I hit 2001, I was obnox-
ious and telling everyone that I was going 
to be the president of Sacramento State,” 
Wood said. “In Sacramento, I’ve been 
here a year, but in my mind, I’ve been here 
since 2000.”  

Wood grew up in the foster system.  He 
was adopted and considers his adopted 
parents as his mother and father.  

He has met his biological mother three 
times, “all very brief interactions and 
mostly not very positive,” Wood said.  
He met his biological father in 2020. 
“The very first time I talked to him, he 
said, ‘I haven’t been in your life for 37 
years but I don’t want to miss a single 
day.’ He has called me nearly every day 
since then.”

How did Wood get here from there?  
He was mentored by Interim Provost 
and VP for Academic Affairs Dr. Carlos 
Nevarez.  They have written books 
together and at least 10 articles.  He 
was also influenced by his sixth-grade 
teacher, Mr. Guggenheimer. 

“My first publication as a writer was 
with him,” Wood said, “and I’m still con-
nected to him to this day.”

Basically, Wood said, “I’m a testament 
to dumb luck, to investment from others 
and to the grace of God.”

Wood’s sister-in-law, Anjeleeca, wife 
of his twin brother, Joshua; attended the 
Rancho Cordova luncheon.  

“I met my husband and his twin in 
2005 at an event in Woodland,” Anjeleeca 
said.  “They were both recently gradu-
ated and had recently served as president 
(Josh) and vice-president (Luke) of stu-
dent government at Sac State.”

Wood had something to say about that.  
“At one point in time, my twin brother 

was the student body president, I was 
the vice-president of the student body 
and it’s a funny story,” Wood said. “We 
were running against one another – basi-
cally I had my team, he had his team, 
and my mom was really upset by it . . . 
Because she’s like, ‘You guys are tearing 
apart the family, you guys should be uni-
fied, you’re brothers, why would you do 
this?’  So . . . I took my team, he took his 
team, and in the evening we met in the 
burger joint on campus and we took out 
a coin, my group standing behind me and 
his group standing behind him, and we 
flipped a coin to see who would run for 
president, and I lost, and it was the last 
time I’ve ever left anything to chance.”�

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - It’s hard to put 
into words my thoughts about the assassina-
tion attempt that occurred (two weeks ago). It 
was not just an attack on a former president‚ 
but on our nation and our American values 
as well. I was grateful to see leaders from 
across the ideological spectrum denounce 
this shameful act of political violence.

Today‚ and every day – before anything 
else – we are all Americans. We cannot allow 
our differences to blind us from that fact.

We have no choice but to collectively turn 
down the rhetoric in this age of hyper-par-
tisanship and remember that our fellow 
Americans are more than just political rivals. 
We are bound together in‚ as George 
Washington once called it‚ the “last great 
experiment for promoting human happiness 
in civil society.”

I am thankful that President Trump is safe, 
and my prayers are with the families whose 
loved ones were lost or critically injured.

This month‚ the U.S. Department of 
Transportation granted $25 million to the 
Capital SouthEast Connector for the Grant 
Line Road Safety Improvements Project via 
the RAISE grant program. I strongly support 
this project and the benefits it will bring to 
our region.

This funding will facilitate the transfor-
mation of 3.6 miles of Grant Line Road into 
a four-lane divided complete street corri-
dor‚ featuring a separated Class I bike path 
in Rancho Cordova and Sacramento County. 
The project aims to link existing bike and 
pedestrian routes at both ends of the corridor.

The Capital SouthEast Connector will 
link the communities of Elk Grove‚ Rancho 

Cordova‚ Folsom and El Dorado Hills via a 
34-mile expressway‚ designed to improve 
road safety and shorten travel times in a 
congested part of the Sacramento area’s 
transportation system that is prone to acci-
dents and flooding.

Last week, my team had the pleasure 
of welcoming local members from the 
California Assisted Living Association 
(CALA) to our office as part of their District 
Day. It was an enriching experience to hear 
firsthand about their dedication and tire-
less advocacy for older adults in our district. 
Their commitment to enhancing the quality 
of life for our senior citizens is truly com-
mendable. We are grateful for their ongoing 
efforts and look forward to continued col-
laboration to support and uplift our elderly 
community.

My team joined the Sacramento Regional 
Transit District for the groundbreaking event 
of the Watt/I-80 Transit Center Improvement 
Project. This project includes widening of 
the Watt Avenue Bridge, construction of an 
open-air stairwell linking Watt Avenue and 
the transit center, a new bus/pedestrian plaza, 
improvements to the I-80 on-ramps, and 
upgrades to the portion of the transit center 
located beneath Watt Avenue. Collectively, 
these implements will help attract more rid-
ers, accommodate additional bus service 
from other regional operators, and enhance 
the overall safety of the transit center.

In addition to Bera and Gatewood, six 
other regional leaders spoke at the cele-
bratory event. They included Sacramento 
County Supervisor Pat Hume, who rep-
resents Rancho Cordova; Construction 
& General Laborers Local 185 Business 
Manager Doyle Radford; Rancho Cordova 
Vice-Mayor Siri Pulipati; Sacramento 
County Sheriff Jim Cooper, who lives 
in Rancho Cordova; Sacramento 
Metropolitan Fire District Assistant Chief 
Jon Rudnicki; and Congressman Kevin 
Kiley. 

During their remarks, the glaring safety 
issues on Grant Line Road and politicians 
working across the aisle were reoccurring 
themes.

Safety
Gatewood said using the grant money to 

make Grant Line Road improvements will 
make Rancho Cordova safer. 

“If you look behind me, this is literally 
the most dangerous road in the region,” 
Gatewood said.  “This road is what we call 
death alley. There are more accidents than 
anywhere else in the region.”

Kiley provided the grim statistics. He 
said that 125 accidents and three fatalities 
had occurred within a four-year time span.

Rancho Cordova Vice-Mayor Pulipati 
shared her personal experience with the 
dangerous conditions on Grant Line Road. 
One day, while driving along the road, 
she saw a wide-bodied truck approaching 
from the opposite direction and moved a 
little to the right. 

“The next thing I know, my tire hits 
the edge of the road. (My vehicle) blew 
through the fence and rolled over a couple 
of times in the middle of a field,” she said. 
“I walked away without any major injuries 
but not everybody got that lucky.”

The grant “is a big step” in mak-
ing Grant Line Road safer, more 
connective and more sustainable, accord-
ing to Pulipati.

Cooper described Grant Line as a criti-
cal route. 

“This is kind of late in coming but we 
need it,” the sheriff said. “It’s a safety 
issue for our motoring public and for 

your first responders.”
Rudnicki, who heads the fire district’s 

emergency medical services, said that 
flooding and frequent wildland fires com-
pound the problems along Grant Line 
Road. 

“What we are celebrating today is an 
engineered solution to solving many prob-
lems,” Rudnicki said.

Political Teamwork
Hume thanked Bera for his extensive 

work securing the grant. 
“He and I may not have the same letter 

in the parentheses behind our names and 
we may disagree on policies from an ideo-
logical standpoint,” the county supervisor 
said. “But I know in my heart of hearts 
that he represents his constituency from 
his heart of hearts.”

Kiley also referred to the political divi-
sions in the country. He said one way to 
overcome them is through regional proj-
ects that tangibly affect people’s lives. 

“That is why I think that ‘Connector’ 
is the perfect name,” Kiley said. “This is 
all about connecting people, connecting 
regions and connecting communities.”

After the ceremony, Messenger 
Publishing Group asked Bera if he had 
thought the funding would come through. 

“It has been a long time coming,” Bera 
said. “It’s my 12th year in Congress. 
Every year, I talked to DOT about it. To 
have a different answer is huge. This will 
build momentum. I hope we hear by Sept. 
30 that we get another $10 million.”

Background
The funding request was submitted 

by the Capital SouthEast Connector Joint 
Powers Authority, the Sacramento County 
Department of Transportation and the City 
of Rancho Cordova.

The Grant Line Road Safety Improvement 
Project was one of 148 different road con-
struction projects that received funds as part 
of the $1.8 billion Federal Administration 
Rebuilding American Infrastructure 
Sustainable and Equity (RAISE) grant pro-
gram. The RAISE program goal is to fund 
eligible surface transportation projects that 
will have a significant local or regional 
impact that advances the federal priorities 
of safety, equity, climate and sustainability, 
and workforce development.� 

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Gotta’ face it, our time on this plain is 
limited. So we all look for ways to pro-
long the time that we have. Well, there are 
ways to keep the ‘ole bod going a little lon-
ger.

My grand-
mother passed away a couple 
of months ago, and her will 
has caused problems for my 
family. I was her only relative 
living in the same town as she 
got older, so I looked in on 
her and helped take care of 
her, because she didn’t want 
to go into a care facility. In 
her will, she left everything—
her house and property, along 
with about $300,000—to 
me. Some of my relatives 
said they deserve something. 
Two have even accused me of 
wanting everything she had 
and turning my grandmother 
against them. I don’t like 
what’s happening, but I’m not 
sure what to do. I never asked 
her for anything.

Dear Jeffrey
I hate it when things get 

ugly between family mem-
bers, especially at a time 
when everyone should be 
pulling together and sup-
porting each other. I’m sorry 
you’re going through all this.

Let me ask you a question. 

Did you love your grand-
mother? It sounds to me 
like you did. A lot! It takes a 
special person to step in and 
help the way you did. I think 
it’s pretty obvious she loved 
you, too.  

When a person dies, they 
can give their belongings to 
anyone they choose. It was 
your grandmother’s stuff, so 
it was her decision. Period. 
She could’ve spread it around 
among you and the rest of 
your family, but she didn’t 
do that. She had her reasons, 
and her final wishes were just 
that—her final wishes. No one 
in your family, even you, de-
served anything from her.

I know this is a hard posi-
tion for you to be in, Jeffrey. 
This has probably crossed 
your mind, so I’ll go ahead 
and say it. Generally speak-
ing, it’s possible to transfer 
part of your inheritance to 
someone else even if it’s not 
specified in the will or trust.

If you go to church, I’d 
advise you spend some time 
talking to your pastor about 
the situation. You’ve got a lot 
of folks mad at you right now, 
and I think you might benefit 
from a few kind words and an 
objective point of view. I’d 
also recommend sitting down 
with a good financial plan-
ner—someone with the heart 
of a teacher—and talk about to 
best handle your newfound in-
heritance. Regardless of your 
decision, it’s always best to 
have a plan and be prepared.

In the meantime, don’t beat 
yourself up over this, son. You 
haven’t done anything wrong.

Should I Retire at 65 or 67? 
And What About Earnings and Taxes?

Dear Rusty:  I’m just try-
ing to figure out how to 
determine whether to retire 
at 65 or 67 and, if I retire, 
approximately how much 
could I make outside of 
my Social Security without 
being overly taxed. Signed: 
Thinking About Retiring 

Dear Thinking: Deciding 
when to retire is serious 
business, because it affects 
your future and what your 
retirement income will be 
going forward. Thus, it’s 
good you are taking the time 
to fully understand your 
options, and we’re happy to 
assist you with that. Here are 
some things which should 
help you decide whether to 
retire at 65 or 67: 

 Social Security bene-
fits are subject to income 
tax (by the IRS) if your 
combined income from all 
sources (which includes your 
Adjusted Gross Income on 
your tax return, plus half of 
the SS benefits you received 
during the tax year) exceeds 
certain thresholds for your 
income tax filing status. If 
you file your income tax as 
“married/jointly” and your 
combined income from 
all sources is more than 
$32,000, then 50% of your 
received SS benefits are sub-
ject to income tax (at your 

normal IRS tax rate). But if 
your combined income as a 
married couple is more than 
$44,000, then 85% of the 
SS benefits you received 
during the tax year becomes 
part of your taxable income. 
FYI, the taxation thresh-
olds are lower for those 
who file taxes as an individ-
ual ($25,000 and $34,000 
respectively). 

Born in 1960 or later, your 
full retirement age (FRA) 
for Social Security’s pur-
poses is 67. If you claim SS 
benefits before your FRA, 
not only will your monthly 
amount be permanently 
reduced but you’ll also be 
subject to Social Security’s 
“earnings test” which lim-
its how much you can earn 
before they take away some 
of your benefits. The earn-
ings limit changes annually, 
but for 2024 it is $22,320 
(future year’s limits will be a 
bit higher each year). If your 
work earnings exceed the 
annual limit, Social Security 
will take away $1 in bene-
fits for every $2 you are over 
the limit. They take away by 
withholding future benefits 
for as many months as nec-
essary for them to recover 
what you owe for exceed-
ing the annual limit. FYI, 
the limit goes up during the 
year you attain FRA, and 
the earnings test no longer 
applies after you reach your 
full retirement age. 

 If you claim SS before 
your FRA, your monthly 
amount will be permanently 
reduced. If you claim at age 
65, you will get about 87% 
of the amount you would get 
by waiting until age 67 to 
claim. If you claim at age 66, 
your monthly amount would 
be about 93% of your FRA 

entitlement and, by claiming 
at 67 you’ll get 100% of the 
benefit you’ve earned from 
a lifetime of working. The 
reductions for early claiming 
are permanent reductions, 
except for the annual cost of 
living adjustments (COLA). 
Note that you can also delay 
longer than your FRA to 
get an even larger benefit 
amount (you can delay up 
to age 70 when your max-
imum benefit is reached). 
Just remember, the earnings 
test (as described above) will 
apply if you claim SS before 
your FRA and you are still 
working. 

If your plan is to continue 
to work full time, be aware 
that if you claim early SS 
and significantly exceed the 
annual earnings limit, you 
may even be temporarily 
ineligible to collect SS ben-
efits. If your work income is 
high enough that the penalty 
for exceeding the earnings 
limit is more than SS can 
recover through withheld 
benefits in one year, they will 
tell you that you’re unable to 
collect benefits at this time 
(until you either earn less or 
reach your FRA). 

So, deciding whether to 
claim Social Security at 
65 or 67 is your personal 
choice and, hopefully, the 
above provides the infor-
mation you need to make 
an informed decision.

Kings Korner

Summer league is drawing to a close, 
and the Kings are putting together the 
pieces that will become the 2024/25 team.

Keon Ellis looks like a man among boys 
as he has thrashed opposing defenses and 
is tearing up the summer league. Keon 
is showing why coach Brown used him 
extensively last season, and fi nally made 
him a Kings starter. Ellis, out of Alabama, 
was undrafted in 2022, and had to pains-
takingly work his way through the G 
League to eventually fi nd favor with coach 
Brown and the Sacramento Kings. His 
tenacity on defense was noted early on, 
and with the departure of Davion Mitchell 
he will undoubtedly be called upon to stop 
some of the top guards in the NBA this 
season.

The maturation of Ellis gives credit to 
coach Brown and his patience with young 
players with promise, and he is hoping 
to see that same maturation in rising star 
Keegan Murray.

The acquisition of DeMar DeRozan has 
hit the team like a thunderbolt, but it’s the 
supporting cast that will need to give the 
Kings quality minutes off  the bench if the 
team is to return to the playoff s.

Monte McNair receives high marks 
in my book and has shown a degree of 
patience rarely seen in young GMs. He 
has refrained from the knee-jerk reac-
tion trades and is showing himself to be 
a tough negotiator. Resisting numerous 
off ers for Keegan Murray needs to pay off  
this season, and I for one am more than 
ready for Keegan to take a leap forward.

Murray’s defense improved last sea-
son, as did his mid-range game, and if he 
can eff ectively use his three-point prow-
ess that compliments his other skills, the 
2024/25 season could be a breakout year 
for Keegan.

Gone is veteran Harrison Barnes, but 
the Kings picked up 6’9” Jalen McDaniels 
in his stead. 

McDaniels, out of San Diego State, 
was drafted 52nd overall by the Charlotte 
Hornets in the 2019 draft, and like Keon 
Ellis has had to prove his mettle by work-
ing his way through the G League, and 
now opportunity has fi nally knocked.

The Kings need someone to fill the 

role left by Harrison Barnes, and the only 
question is whether McDaniels can prove 
to coach Brown that he is that guy.

The summer league has given the Kings 
a glimpse of Drew Timme, and although 
he’s received mixed reviews, Timme is a 
heady player with a big body on a team 
that is short on big bodies. He remains a 
long shot to make the team, but the com-
petition is good to see, and I would love to 
see Timme get some G League opportuni-
ties if he doesn’t make the big club.

First-round draft choice Devin Cater 
underwent successful shoulder surgery 
but won’t be available for the start of 
the season. That means off season acqui-
sition Jordan McLaughlin from the 
Minnesota Timberwolves will likely be 
called on to back up the Kings all-world 
point guard De’Aaron Fox, and with the 
absence of Davion Mitchell, the presence 
of McLaughlin could be vital if the Kings 
want to get off  to a hot start. Like Fox, 
McLaughlin is lightning quick and a com-
petent ball handler.

The starting lineup is anything but cer-
tain at this point, but I am convinced 
Malik Monk needs to be one of the fi ve 
every night.

Trey Lyles has been an underused big 
body for the Kings, and if Sacramento 
is to return to the playoff s, this diamond 
in the rough needs to log considerably 
more minutes than last season, and if this 
occurs, I believe good things will happen. 
The starting lineup could look something 
like this: De’Aaron Fox with Malik Monk 
and Keon Ellis in the back court, with 
Keegan Murray and Domantas Sabonis 
carrying the load down low.

That represents a small lineup, but with 
Trey Lyles and Jalen McDaniels com-
ing off  the bench, and the scoring punch 
of six-time All-Star DeMar DeRozan, I 
expect to see the Kings production return 
to the high temperature we enjoyed two 
seasons ago.

It’s still very early, so let’s wait and see 
if Monte McNair has more surprises in 
store for us.

With the Olympics set to begin today, 
it may be a good time for a Bible study.

No, I’m not going full Jerry Falwell 
on you. I just thought you might be 
interested in the biblical etymology of 
expressions used in the heat of sports 
competition.

According to the Online Etymology 
Dictionary “Etymologies are not defini-
tions; they're explanations of what our 
words meant and how they sounded 600 
or 2,000 years ago.”

However, I’m going to take you a bit 
farther back because, as a spiritual col-
umnist, I’m somewhat amused to hear 
people unwittingly quote the Bible. 

So today, and just for trivial fun, I pres-
ent some biblical sayings which might 
be inadvertently quoted by athletes at the 
Paris games.

For instance, when weightlifters talk 
about their “hard work and sweat” that 
brought them to the Olympics, they are 
making a veiled reference to Genesis 
3:19.

It’s here that God tells Adam and Eve 
that because of their transgression, there 
will be no more free lunch. Their survival 
will require hard work because it’ll only 
be “By the sweat of your brow you will 
eat your food….”

When a gymnast stumbles over his 
answers in a news interview, the reporter 
might suggest a favorable answer to his 
own question. Journalists call those ques-
tions “softballs” and will often add, “I’m 
not trying to put words in your mouth.” 
That news reporter is trying to evoke a 
printable quote as he unknowingly pla-
giarizes 2 Samuel 14:3: “And Joab put 
the words in her mouth.”

In sports competition, a cyclist might 
revel in his rival’s failure by saying his 
competitor “bit the dust.” Those words 

convey the vengeful spirit expressed in 
Psalm 72:9 “…and his enemies will lick 
the dust.”

“Rise and shine!” is an admonition 
a few coaches may use to awaken their 
Olympians for an early morning training 
routine. They do so without realizing they 
are quoting the prophet Isaiah who said, 
“Arise, shine, for your light has come….” 
(60:1).

Or a swimmer in a tight race might 
modestly describe her win “by the skin 
of my teeth.” She is quoting Job 19:20, 
“I have escaped only by the skin of my 
teeth.”

And when a track star tells us they are 
“just going to concentrate and run the 
race before them,” they make a vague ref-
erence to Hebrews 12:1: “Let us run with 
perseverance the race marked out for us.”

When a high diver speaks in resigning 
tones of the poor scores received from 
international judges, they may choose 
their comment from two different verses.

“I have to trust ‘the powers that be’ 
they may say, without thought to Romans 
13:1:“…the powers that be are ordained 
of God.”

Or as the diver looks to his poor 
showing on the scoreboard, he may 
unknowingly quote Daniel 5 as seeing 
“the writing on the wall.”

The humble relay racer knows hers 
is a team competition with no “I” in the 
word “team.” So, when asked about her 
chances in an upcoming race, she resists 
the temptation to brag saying, “Pride 
comes before a fall.” She perhaps knows 
she’s quoting Proverbs 16:18 “Pride goes 
before destruction, a haughty spirit before 
a fall.”

Of course, the one I expect to hear most 
often will be from coaches trying to lift 
the spirits of those athletes going home 
without gold medals. “You can be proud 
to have competed for the USA because 
‘You fought the good fight!’”

Those words should inspire them just 
as they may motivate the rest of us couch 
potatoes to get up and move. After all, 
they are the words that inspired Timothy 
when the Apostle Paul told his co-pastor 
to, “Fight the good fight for the true faith” 
(I Timothy 6:12).

Information is 
also available about year-round free fish-
ing opportunities found on specific piers, 
jetties and breakwaters along the coast. 
Other helpful tools for anglers include 
the fish planting schedule, fishing guide

A variety of offerings is also available 
from California Department of Fish and

which focuses on teaching Californians 
how and where to fish in metropoli-
tan areas.

Children 15 and younger can fish for 
free every day of the year in California but 
Free Fishing Days offer a time when fam-
ilies and friends can experience the hobby 
together for free.

All fishing regulations, such as bag and 
size limits, gear restrictions, report card 
requirements, fishing hours and stream 
closures remain in effect. California 
Department of Fish and Wildlife encour-
ages potential anglers to check rules and 
regulations for each water they plan to fish 
at wildlife.ca.gov/regulations.

For new anglers who get “hooked” on 
fishing, an annual sport fishing license can 
be bought at ca.wildlifelicense.com/inter-
netsales. Revenue generated from license 
sales helps conserve fish populations and 
habitats while supporting California's long-
standing angling opportunities for future 
generations. Annual sport fishing licenses 
are now valid for a full 365 days from 
purchase.

Lady Lancers Golf in Full Swing

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - The Cordova Lady 
Lancers golf team may be heading into the 
2024 fall season with a new head coach, but 
not in the way that you think. 

Enter Brian Botsford, or “coach Bots,” as 
he is affectionately known by former play-
ers during 27 years as a swim coach, athletic 
director and educator at Cordova High School 
and Mitchell Middle School, respectively. 
Botsford, who began his career with the school 
district in 1996, retired in 2023. But that is 
when his latest line of work truly began. 

An avid golfer, Botsford turned his love of 
the links into his latest coaching endeavor as 
he became the head coach of the Lancers boys 
golf team in the spring of 2024. Now with an 
opportunity to coach on the girls’ side as well 
this fall, he looks forward to the challenge. 

The Lady Lancers return two seniors in 
Christiana Laret and Mikayla Sandner. In 
Laret, a player with a 12-handicap and poten-
tially looking to play collegiately, Botsford is 
eager to see her swing when the team takes to 
the course with practices beginning August 5. 

“Knowing that a kid already has an estab-
lished 12-handicap means she’s pretty darn 

good,” he said. “I really look for her to 
increase that, especially with her already 
thinking about going to college and playing. 
That’ll be my goal for her because she wants 
to get under a 12-handicap, and I want to get 
her that experience in order to do that.” 

Sandner meanwhile is a player in the 100-
score range, whom Botsford has high hopes 
for. “My hope is to get her under that range 
and have her be consistent.”

Incoming freshman Kylie Sanderson has 
also made quite the first impression on her 
new coach, as the team began summer con-
ditioning this past week. Traditionally a 
cross-country runner, Sanderson sees athleti-
cism he hopes will carry over to the course. 

The Lady Lancers will be playing their first 
season in the Metro League after realignment, 
and Botsford knows there will be quality 
opponents. 

“I’m looking to be competitive with the 
teams in league,” he said. “After having three 
boys advance to Sectionals last spring and 
play quite well, my goal is to continue that 
with the girls.”

The Lady Lancers open the season at 
home on September 4 with a match against 
McClatchy at Mather Golf Course. � 

56 Arrested in Undercover 
Prostitution Sting on Watt Avenue 
Sacramento County Sheriff’s Office 
News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - A recent oper-
ation to combat prostitution and human 
trafficking within Sacramento County 
was conducted by the Sheriff’s Special 
Investigations Bureau detectives, in col-
laboration with the Sheriff’s North Patrol, 
South Patrol, East Patrol Sheriff’s Special 
Enforcement Detail, Sheriff’s Work Project, 
the Sheriff’s Drone Unit. Assistance was 
provided by the Rancho Cordova Police 
Problem Oriented Policing Team and 
Crime Suppression Unit.  

Detectives coordinated and conducted an 
undercover operation along Watt Avenue, 

in North Highlands with a two-pronged 
approach: Deputies worked undercover 
posing as sex workers and sex buyers.  

This operation resulted in 56 total arrests 
and also yielded the recovery of an unseri-
alized handgun. These types of undercover 
operations are crucial in the fight against 
prostitution and human trafficking, as they 
help identify and rescue victims, disman-
tle criminal networks and bring perpetrators  
to justice. 

Sheriff Cooper has remained steadfast 
in his commitment to fight human traffick-
ing in the region and the Sheriff’s Office 
will continue to conduct these operations 
on a regular basis throughout Sacramento 
County, according to the Sheriff’s Office. �

Once again,  Messenger 
Publishing Group was on the 
scene of another national polit-
ical convention, this time in 
heavily guarded Milwaukee 
in an atmosphere fraught with 
uncertainty as the result of the 
assassination attempt on the 
Republican party’s nominee.

Unlike the unfolding drama of 
the incumbent pulling the plug 
on his campaign, the nomination 
of Donald J. Trump was never in 
doubt, with the only surprise to 
come on the first day being the 
nomination of Ohio Senator JD 
Vance for the vice presidency.

Political conventions draw the 
party activists and volunteers, 
elected officials, and newcomers 
to the convention scene, while 
old guard party hacks seemed 
to be scarce.  Most delegates 
and alternates across several 
states appeared to be first-time 
participants.

Forget the 2020 election sea-
son where the party conventions 
were listless, preordained vir-
tual affairs about as exciting as 
watching paint dry or waiting for 
a load of clothes at a laundromat.  
This Republican convention was 
the most energized in decades, 
and the feeling was palpable 
inside the hall.

It may be easy to overlook 
the underlying tension of the 
2016 convention which nomi-
nated Trump for the first time.  

Remember that Texas Senator 
Ted Cruz, having run in the pri-
maries, could not bring himself 
to endorse Trump in his conven-
tion speech back then.

On Tuesday night, Cruz took 
to the podium and the first thing 
he said was “God Bless Donald 
J. Trump,” and then thanked 
God Almighty for protecting 
Trump during the assassination 
attempt.  This sentiment would 
be expressed by many speakers.

As the senator representing the 
largest state bordering Mexico, 
Cruz delivered a blistering attack 
on the Biden administration for 
allowing “a literal invasion” 
of 11.5 million people illegally 
crossing the border, which he 
noted is larger than the popula-
tion of all but eight states.

Not surprisingly, the immigra-
tion crisis proved to be a pivotal 
issue. Virginia Governor Glenn 
Youngkin addressed a breakfast 
gathering of the California del-
egation, and in regards to the 
immigration issue he said that it 
was “too bad” Texas Governor 
Greg Abbott was not the gover-
nor of the Golden State.

Youngkin pointed out that 
“every state is a border state,” 
and aside from the invasion of 
illegals, the flow of fentanyl is 
unprecedented.  As for people 
crossing the border, the most 
daunting problem is that these 
are people “we know nothing 
about.”  

With “American sovereignty 
and the crisis at the border as 
the top concerns,” Youngkin 
observed that the “top solution 
is leadership,” because just pass-
ing a bill in Congress is “naïve” 
if the rule of law is not restored.  

Echoing a theme that is more 
apparent at this convention as 
opposed to the old establish-
ment way of business, Youngkin 
noted that “we have a giant tent, 
let’s fill it.”  He pushed the idea 
of townhalls that connect with 
people outside the corridors 
of power.

Trump’s former Ambassador 

to the United Nations Nikki 
Haley, a fierce opponent in the 
primaries, offered her “strong 
endorsement” of the former pres-
ident, noting that “you don’t have 
to agree with Trump 100 percent 
of the time to vote for him.”

Long ago, an axiom of politics 
was that “half a loaf was better 
than no bread,” so Haley’s sen-
sible approach is taking the view 
that what’s important is that “we 
agree more than we disagree.”

Perhaps being prescient, Haley 
observed that “a vote for Joe 
Biden is a vote for President 
Kamala Harris.  After the debate, 
everyone knows it is true,” a 
point to which Haley added “for 
the sake of the nation we have to 
go with Donald Trump.”

With her background in for-
eign policy, Haley made astute 
observations that under Obama, 
Putin invaded Crimea, and 
under Biden, Putin invaded 
all of Ukraine.  Most impor-
tantly, Putin “did nothing” 
under Trump. There was no 
invasion and no wars, because 
Putin “knew Donald Trump  
was tough.”

Ronald Reagan’s maxim was 
“Peace Through Strength.”  
Arguably, the corollary to that 
was Haley claiming “a strong 
president doesn’t start wars.  A 
strong president prevents wars.”     

Rounding out the field of 
serious contenders from the pri-
maries, Florida Governor Ron 
DeSantis offered a few wit-
ticisms, as he claimed we 
cannot “afford four more years 
of the Weekend at Bernie’s 
presidency.”

Following up on revelations 
of Biden’s workload, DeSantis 
pointed to national security con-
cerns when observing that “our 
enemies do not confine their 
designs to between 10 a.m. and 
4 p.m.”

Aside from delivering a 
stirring upbeat speech in the con-
vention hall, Vivek Ramaswamy 
spoke to the California dele-
gation’s “Wheels to Victory” 

luncheon at the Harley-Davidson 
Museum.

Vivek offered two tasks for 
the party.  One is to revive our 
national identity by turning 
to the ideals of our founding 
fathers.  The second is to shut 
down the shadow government of 
the administrative state, by “dis-
mantling the nanny state” to save 
the Republic.

“We may not have a coun-
try left if don’t get it right in 
November,” said Vivek, noting 
that “it’s not morning in America 
right now,” as once Ronald 
Reagan was able to proclaim. 
“The American Dream is hang-
ing on by life support.”

The political speeches stirred 
the delegates to enthusiastic 
responses.  But the best may 
have emanated from a variety of 
everyday Americans.  A stand-
ing ovation came for Madeline 
Brame who lost her son to vio-
lent criminals as she attacked 
soft-on-crime prosecutors.

Who could not get teary-eyed 
when the Gold Star families 
expressed their feelings of being 
let down when the Biden-Harris 
administration could not even 
mention the names of their sol-
diers who died during the 
withdrawal from Afghanistan?

Another hero was 98-year-old 
World War II veteran William 
Pekrol who said, “America is 
still worth fighting for,” and 
that if Trump were command-
er-in-chief, also said “I would 
re-enlist today” if asked by 
President Trump.

During an acceptance speech 
unlike any other, Donald Trump 
most notably came across as 
more somber and subdued than 
usual in large part, of course, for 
having survived an assassin’s 
bullet only days earlier.

In a moment that’s never hap-
pened before, speaking about 
the attempt on his life, Trump 
recounted details about the 
shooting, saying “I will tell you 
exactly what happened, and 
you’ll never hear it from me a 

second time because it’s actually 
too painful to tell.”

If there’s an iconic image that 
resonates with the crowd in the 
hall, it has to be the photo that 
captures Trump with a raised 
fist and the American flag flut-
tering above.  The shout of 
“Fight! Fight! Fight!” punctu-
ated speeches many times.

While the national conven-
tion operated smoothly and 
efficient in all facets, the media 
coordination for the California 
delegation was lacking, as we 
made a request to interview 
attendees from Solano County 
and even adjacent counties.

What we ended up with was a 
conversation with Jason Clark, 
the Bay Area Regional Vice 
Chair, based in San Francisco. 
Clark focused on party registra-
tion numbers that don’t favor 
Republicans in California.

According to Clark, the focus 
will be on trying to pick up two 
or three seats if this proves to be 
a good year, while acknowledg-
ing that there will be a challenge 
to hold seats won by slim mar-
gins by Congressmen Ken 
Calvert and John Duarte.

Picking Senator Vance was a 
smart move, as Clark observed 
his working-class background 
and pulling himself up from 
being dirt poor, and then join-
ing the Marines, going to an elite 
law school and being editor of 
the Law Review were admirable 
achievements.

With only two years in the 
Senate, Vance is not unlike other 
politicians who ascended to 
high office.  Keep in mind that 
Barack Obama, once an obscure 
state legislator, only served 
four years in the Senate, while 
Richard Nixon had two years in 
the Senate before his election as 
Vice President.

Next up is the Democratic 
National Convention on Aug. 
19, and we’ll soon see whether 
Kamala Harris is coronated or 
the convention devolves into a 
contentious repeat of 1968. 

On the boys side, sophomore Charli 
Ramirez-Oliva, who finished in fifth place 
in the freshman two-mile race at the Sac 
Joaquin Section Championships a year 
ago, figures to have an impact. As for 

the Lady Lancers, Gonzalez mentioned 
junior Leslie Rojas when asked who he 
expects to be a key member of the team 
this season. Sophomore Sophia Caseres 
is a newcomer to the program who has 
quickly made a good first impression on 

the Lancers’ new coach as well.
It has been so far, so good accord-

ing to Gonzalez, who is excited to get 
the  pro- gram up 

and moving. 
“It’s 

nice,” 
Gonzalez said. 

“The facilities are 
nice, there are trails 
right next to the school. 
It’s been good so far.”

T h i s  s e a s o n 
the team will be 
moving into the 

competitive Metro 
League, which will 

provide a new chal-
lenge for the program. 

Although it is his first sea-
son at Cordova, Gonzalez 

has quickly familiarized him-
self with at least one upcoming
