ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - On Tuesday,
Aug. 6, ElIk Grove will join cit-
ies across the nation in celebrating
National Night Out, an annual event
dedicated to promoting commu-
nity safety and building stronger
bonds between residents and law
enforcement.

Sponsored by the National

Association of Town Watch, National
Night Out aims to raise awareness
about crime and drug prevention
while fostering unity among neigh-
bors. This year’s event in EIk Grove
promises to be a vibrant display of
community spirit from 5 p.m. to 9
p.m.

“We believe this is about neighbors
meeting neighbors and us coming to
them,” said Sgt. Jason Jimenez from

the Elk Grove Police Department.
“We will have staff visiting over 25
neighborhood parties organized by
those neighborhoods.”

The event’s primary objectives
are clear: National Night Out aims
to increase crime prevention by
bringing people together, educating
residents on crime prevention strate-
gies and local safety resources.

CRC Coach Hargrove Named
to Local Sports Hall of Fame

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) -
Harvey Hargrove has loved the game
of baseball for a long time. Now,
after a journey filled with several
twists and turns, the game is loving
him back.

Hargrove, a Cordova High School
1994 graduate and area baseball
standout, is part of the 2024 class
of honorees being inducted into
the Rancho Cordova Sports Hall of
Fame on Sept. 14 at the Mills Station
Arts and Culture Center. The former
Lancers shortstop/pitcher is grateful
to be part of such company.

“It means a lot,” Hargrove said. “I
know some of the names that have
been inducted into the (Cordova
Sports) Hall of Fame and it is an
honor to be named amongst other
Cordova sports legends.”

Hargrove, 48, was a two-time All-
Metro League selection during his
time at Cordova High School under
legendary coach Guy Anderson.
During his senior season, Hargrove
produced a .423 batting average with
18 steals and compiled a 7-3 record
on the mound.

Hargrove played collegiately at
Sacramento State University, where
he was named a Third Team All-
American in 1997 after knocking in
26 home runs and 62 Runs Batted
In (RBIs). His 35 career home runs
as a Hornet tied a school record that
remained intact until this past season
when it was broken by Hornets soph-
omore JP Smith.

Hargrove was drafted by the
Seattle Mariners with the 193rd pick
in the 1997 MLB Draft. After six sea-
sons in the Mariners’ minor league

system and never appearing in a reg-
ular season Major League game,
Hargrove made the decision to for-
mally step away from the game of
baseball in 2007. Hargrove joined the

corporate sector and found it hard to
discuss his professional career after
it didn’t go the way he would have
wanted, according to Hargrove.

UC Davis
Breaks
Ground On
Medical
Tower

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA
(MPG) - UC Davis Health
hosted a groundbreaking
ceremony for the medical
center’s California Tower
on July 22. The expansion
project includes a 14-story
hospital tower and five-
story pavilion that will
deliver superior care for
Northern Californians and
adapt to meet the evolving
needs of the community.
“The addition of the
California Tower to UC
Davis Medical Center is
a testament to our inno-
vative forward thinking
across our health system
and main campus,” said
UC Davis Chancellor Gary
S. May. “This project will
position our research-
ers, students, faculty and
staff to meet and adapt to
regional health care needs
for the next 50 years.”
May spoke in the con-
struction zone to an
energized audience of
UC Regents, university
leaders, elected officials,
project collaborators, and
construction and facilities
management workers.

California Tower
Construction

Approved by the
UC Board of Regents
in January 2022, the
California Tower will be
part of the region’s most
advanced medical cen-
ter. The new hospital and
pavilion will be in addi-
tion to the medical center’s
existing University and
Davis Towers.

The new tower will add
nearly a million square feet
of space to the eastern side
of the existing medical
center. It will include new
operating rooms, an imag-
ing center, leading-edge
facilities for pharmacy and
burn care units, and about
334 private rooms for
patients.

More than 250 of the
rooms are being designed
for greater flexibility in
the event of a patient
surge such as a pan-
demic, massive wildfire
or other disaster. These
will easily convert into
intensive-care-unit rooms
with air isolation to treat
patients of any level of
hospitalization.

“With the California
Tower, we are building a
new paradigm of patient
care, centered around
how a health system can
deliver tomorrow’s health
care today,” said David
Lubarsky, CEO of UC
Davis Health. “We are
building into this new
tower some of the lessons
we learned from the recent
pandemic. As an exam-
ple, three out of four of the
rooms in this new tower

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Address Homeless Camps with
Urgency, Dignity, Governor Says

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) -
Building on California’s
ongoing work and unprec-
edented investments to
address the decades-long
issue of homelessness,
Gov. Gavin Newsom
issued an executive order
on July 25 ordering state
agencies and departments
to adopt clear policies that
urgently address home-
less encampments while
respecting the dignity
and well-being of all
Californians. With the
recent U.S. Supreme Court
decision in Grants Pass
v. Johnson, local govern-
ments now have the tools
and authority to address
dangerous encampments
and help provide those
residing in encampments
with the resources they
need.

“This executive order
directs state agencies to
move urgently to address
dangerous encampments
while supporting and
assisting the individu-
als living in them — and
provides guidance for cit-
ies and counties to do the
same. The state has been
hard at work to address
this crisis on our streets.
There are simply no more
excuses. It’s time for
everyone to do their part,”
Newsom said.

Newsom’s executive
order directs state agen-
cies and departments to
adopt humane and digni-
fied policies to urgently
address encampments on
state property, including by
taking necessary and delib-
erate steps to notify and
support the people inhab-
iting the encampment
prior to removal. Newsom

has made record-level
investments to address
the housing crisis, invest-
ing over $24 billion across
multiple state agencies
and departments, includ-
ing billions of dollars in
funding to assist local
jurisdictions in providing
services and wrap-around
support to people living
in encampments. In Fiscal
Year 2022-2023, these
investments helped lift
more than 165,000 people
out of homelessness and
into interim or permanent
housing.

California Blueprint

Newsom’s order directs
state agencies and depart-
ments to adopt policies and
plans consistent with the
California Department of
Transportation’s (Caltrans)
existing encampment pol-
icy. Since July 2021,
California has resolved
more than 11,000 encamp-
ments, and has removed
248,275 cubic yards of
debris from encampments
along the state right of
way in preparation for
Clean California projects.
Prioritizing encampments
that pose a threat to the
life, health and safety of
the community, Caltrans
provides advance notice of
clearance and works with
local service providers to
support those experienc-
ing homelessness at the
encampment, and stores
personal property collected
at the site for at least 60
days.

The order encourages
local governments to emu-
late the state’s successful
model to adopt local poli-
cies and to use all available
resources, including those
provided by the state’s
historic investments in
housing and intervention

programs, to address
encampments within their
jurisdictions.

Prop. 1 Funding
Available for Local
Governments

Newsom also encourages
local governments to apply
for the newly available
$3.3 billion in competitive
grant funding from Prop.
1 to expand the behavioral
health continuum and pro-
vide appropriate care to
individuals experiencing
mental health conditions
and substance use disor-
ders — with a particular
focus on people who are
most seriously ill, vulner-
able or homeless. Prop.
1 includes two parts: a
$6.4 billion Behavioral
Health Bond for treat-
ment settings and housing
with services, and historic
reform of the Behavioral
Health Services Act
(BHSA) to focus on peo-
ple with the most serious
illnesses, substance disor-
ders and housing needs.
The state also recently
released the Proposition 1
Behavioral Health Services
Act: Housing Supports
Primer (July 2024) for
counties, which explains
how to spend the pro-
jected $950 million annual
BHSA revenue on housing
interventions.

Unprecedented
Investments

Since Newsom took
office, the state has devel-
oped a Statewide Action
Plan for Preventing and
Ending Homelessness and
the governor has demanded
unprecedented accountabil-
ity from local governments
to do their part to end
the homelessness crisis
through regionally coordi-
nated action plans. *

can be easily converted to fully func-
tional 1CUs if needed, tripling our ICU
capacity.”

When the California Tower is open for
patients in 2030, Lubarsky added, it will
continue the hospital’s 150-year legacy of
“caring for those who need it most, deliv-
ering superior patient outcomes while
becoming more sustainable, and keeping
our focus on improving health outcomes
and equity.”

The $3.74 billion tower will replace
parts of the hospital that must close due to
state seismic regulations. Hospitals across
California are in the process of upgrad-
ing their existing facilities or constructing
new buildings that can withstand major
earthquakes.

The current 646-bed hospital, the larg-
est in the Sacramento region, will have a
total of 675 to 700 inpatient beds when
the project is expected to be completed in
2030.

Supporting the Community

The California Tower project is
expected to create hundreds of construc-
tion jobs and thousands of new health care
positions for the surrounding community.
It’s one of many benefits of being home
to an anchor institution such as UC Davis
Medical Center.

Anchor institutions are place-based,
mission-driven entities such as universi-
ties and hospitals that leverage economic
power alongside human and intellec-
tual resources to improve the long-term

health and social welfare of surrounding
communities.

“The hospital tower we’re breaking
ground on today represents another piv-
otal investment in our city by UC Davis,”
said Sacramento Mayor Darrell Steinberg.
“Both this tower and the new Aggie
Square innovation campus will create
thousands of new, high-quality jobs and
expand our ability to meet the health care
needs of our residents.”

UC Davis Health plans to help fuel
the economic health and overall wellbe-
ing of the neighborhoods surrounding
its Sacramento campus by hiring and
developing local workforce talent, pur-
chasing more goods and services from
local vendors, investing in local projects
that support vulnerable communities and
engaging employees to volunteer in local
neighborhoods.

“This project further harnesses the
advantages of UC Davis Medical Center
being Sacramento’s No. 1 hospital and
delivering nationally ranked care,”
Lubarsky said.

“UC Davis Health is Sacramento
County’s second-largest employer, and
we’re making sure we are bringing not
only health care but jobs and commu-
nity wealth-building to our surrounding
neighborhoods.”

“l am so grateful for the collaborative
planning effort that has spanned years and
required so much hard work and coordi-
nation to bring us to this point of breaking
ground for this new hospital tower,”
Lubarsky said. *

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - The
newest addition to the
Delta League is the Laguna
Creek Cardinals, who hav-
en’t played in that league
since 2013.

Cardinals head coach
Ryan Nill, who’s enter-
ing his sixth year at the
helm, is excited to return
to this league as he played
in the Delta during his
time at Laguna Creek as a
student-athlete.

“When I took off to start
my teaching career we
got moved to the Metro,
so when | came back as
the head coach one of our
goals was to make sure we
compete and show that we
can get back in the Delta
League,” Nill said.

The Cardinals are com-
ing off an overall 7-4
record and a 4-2 record
in league play where they
were met with a first-round
exit of playoffs with a loss
to the Del Oro Golden
Eagles by a score of 37-23.

As far as any adjust-
ments that the Cardinals
will make ahead of the
move to the Delta, Nill
said they’ll be trying to do
the same thing that they
always do, yet they will
need to up their game.

“There was a handful of
games last year where we
were able to make mis-
takes and still end up on
the winning side, and that's
just not going to be the
case in the Delta League; if
we make those same mis-
takes they're going to take
advantage of it,” Nill said.

In order to not make
those same mistakes, Nill
said, the Cardinals need to
increase their focus, make
sure the players are disci-
plined and understand the
playbook.

Since Nill has taken
over, football at Laguna
Creek has been on the rise,
and it will look to continue
that as the newest members
of the Delta League.

Team Strengths:
Although this has not nor-
mally been the case while
Nill has been the head
coach of the Cardinals, the
offense is looking to be
their strength, Nill said.

“Normally it has not
been this, but I think offen-
sively, we're looking pretty
good. We got our running
back coming back, we got
our quarterback coming
back and we got our lead-
ing receiver coming back,”
Nill said.

The slated starting quar-
terback for the Cardinals is
senior Mitchell Labrado,
who has had a three-year
plan with him going back
to his sophomore season.

“Year one was we’re
going to keep things very
simple, split the field in
half; he’s only reading one
defender. Second year we
then spread it out a little
bit for him to go through
a progression, but still

telling him these are the
two options we’re look-
ing at when he’s going
into a pass progression for
at least throwing the ball.
And then this year give
him the keys to the car and
let him go,” Nill said.

Nill said he and his staff
think Labrado is very ath-
letic and can run the ball,
and his arm strength has
gotten better while he has
stepped into a leadership
role.

The other offensive
threat that Nill and his staff
are excited about is Armon
Thorntona, who he’s been
working like a “madman”
during the offseason, Nill
said.

“I genuinely think he’s
one of the top backs in the
area,” Nill said. “He’s a
freak of nature. I just think
he is going to really open
some people’s eyes, both
in our community, but also
at the college level,” Nill
said.

“I’m hoping for an out-
standing year for him,
where he’s not only push-
ing to be the best running
back in our league but also
possibly in the history of
our school,” Nill said.

With this offensive duo,
the Cardinals are hop-
ing to be 50-50 with both
Labrado and Thorntona.

“If you decide you want
to be a run-heavy style
defense and stop the run
and stop Armon then we’re
going to be able to put the
ball in the air and hope-
fully we catch that thing,”
Nill said.

Team Unknowns: The
Cardinals graduated key
players to their offensive
line, so Nill said they are in
the process of getting those
stepping in up to speed and
getting them varsity-ready.

“I think the offensive
line is definitely one that
we got to kind of see what
happens as we’re only
returning one starter from
last year’s offensive line,”
Nill said.

That returning player is
Tommy Patenga, a two-
time Metro All-League
player looking to lead the
O-line.

“We do not have the lux-
ury of having guys only
playing one side of the
ball, so Tommy definitely
has to step up and be a
two-way starter, so we’re
gonna have some new
names playing O-line and
some of them are going to
be sophomores,” Nill said.

The Cardinals are not
giving up size, as Nill said
he has some big players
for the Cardinals, and he’s
excited to develop those
players.

“It’s just getting them
to know what to do and
continue to build strength
and kind of have that

offensive-line mentality
that you need to play that
position,” Nill said.

Overall outlook for this
season: As for the outlook,
the Cardinals mindset is
that they are always com-
peting for a championship.

“We have a saying over
at Laguna which is, ‘high
expectations lead to oppor-
tunities for success at the
highest level.” So if we set
ourselves with an expec-
tation of winning the
championship, then one
day we’re going to get the
opportunity to do so,” Nill
said.

Regardless if programs
may have down years, Nill
said they try not to talk that
way and always look for
the upside to each season.

“If we do what we’re
supposed to do as coaches
and our kids truly commit
to the culture of what we
do at Laguna, we think we
have an opportunity to win
every year,” Nill said.

Schedule: The Cardinals
built a tough schedule as
they want that to help them
when it comes time for
playoff seeding.

“We understand that it’s
not automatic for us to
make the playoffs. We’ve
only made playoffs one
year since I’ve been the
head coach but again, the
expectation is to make the
playoffs and compete in the
postseason,” Nill said.

The 7-4 record last sea-
son and being given the
No. 11 seed caused the
Cardinals to move their
preseason around.

“We were one team
away from not even being
in the playoffs and we went
7-3 my first year as a head
coach and didn’t make the
playoffs, and then went 7-3
again and didn’t make the
playoffs,” Nill said.

For this reason, the
Cardinals will play better
teams in preseason includ-
ing the Vista Del Lago
Eagles, the Tokay Tigers,
the Manteca Buffaloes and
the Lodi Flames.

“Win or lose, it should
help us get ready for the
Delta, and hopefully it
helps us with getting some
strength to schedule points
when it comes to seeding
for the playoffs,” Nill said.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - June and July has
been a roller coaster for the former first
round draft pick in 2014 and Elk Grove
High School alumnus Derek Hill.

A few years removed from his depar-
ture from the Detroit Tigers, the team that
drafted him, he has since bounced around
with stints in the Washington Nationals
and Texas Rangers organizations.

Hill signed a minor league deal with the
Rangers this past offseason, but while with
the big league team, he was designated for
assignment, cleared waivers and was sent
to the minors, recalled to the majors again
then designated for assignment again.

He was designated for assignment
on June 7 and was designated again on
July 20, but this allowed for a Northern
California homecoming for the former
Herd outfielder. He was claimed off waiv-
ers by the San Francisco Giants on July
23.

The official Elk Grove Herd Baseball

account on X said, “DHill is coming home
to the west coast!”

His Giants debut would come against
the Los Angeles Dodgers, for which Hill’s
father is a scout, on July 25.

Getting the start in left field, Hill would
go 0-2 in his two plate appearances of the
day before getting pinch-hit for.

His debut at home would be the follow-
ing day on July 26 against the Colorado
Rockies. In his first at-bat he singled to
right field to give him his first hit with his
new team.

After getting a day off, Hill would
record two hits on July 28 against the
Rockies, including an RBI triple into
Oracle Park’s famous “triples alley” and
asingle.

Hill would take to his Instagram sto-
ries as he reposted the video of his RBI
triple in the Giants win over the Rockies
by a score of 5-4 with the caption “God
is good.”

In the postgame interview for NBC
Sports Bay Area, Hill said, “It’s an

absolute blessing, | mean me and my dad
used to come to these games all the time,
sitting down the right field line, so to be
back in this park with him in the stands is
truly incredible.”

Although just a few days with the
Giants, Hill said he’s excited to see where
he and the Giants can go this season.

“The last three days have been quite a
spectacle in there (the clubhouse), to say
the least, and it’s great to be with this
group of guys with unbelievable team-
mates, and I’m really excited to see where
this momentum takes us,” Hill said.

So far this 2024 season, in the time that
he’s been in the majors, Hill is slashing
.245/.275/.429 with three home runs and
five RBIs through 49 at-bats.

With recent struggles from the current
Giants outfielders and some defensive
mishaps, Hill can be a spark they need as
at time of publication they sit at a 53-55
record, being 10.5 games back in the
National League West and 3.5 games back
of a wild card spot. *
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
