GALT, CA (MPG) - A new housing devel-
opment in eastern Galt opened its
model homes to visitors on July 27
with a grand opening event.

Parlin Oaks is located south-
west of the intersection of Carillion
Boulevard and Walnut Avenue.

When construction is completed,
the development will comprise 71
two-story single-family homes, 73
duplex (also known as duet) units
and an 80-unit apartment complex.

GaltHerald.-com

Prices start at about $460,000.

According to developer Blue
Mountain Communities’ website,
the two single-family floor plans are
1,434 square feet and 1,512 square
feet, each with three bedrooms, two-
and-a-half bathrooms and a two-car
garage.

The single-family plans differ in
various ways; the smaller layout has
a porch and the master bedroom is
toward the front of the house, while
the larger one places the master bed-
room at the back of the house and
offers a larger laundry room.

The development had originally
included three-story single-fam-
ily homes. But citing changes in
the housing market, Blue Mountain
last year got permission to instead
build the two-story duplexes. The
homebuilder also changed its
planned architecture to a more tra-
ditional aesthetic, which Galt
Planning Department staff said
will better match the surrounding
neighborhoods.

Jill Wallace, a Blue Mountain
salesperson, was talking with

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA
(MPG) - UC Davis Health
hosted a groundbreaking
ceremony for the medical
center’s California Tower
on July 22. The expansion
project includes a 14-story
hospital tower and five-
story pavilion that will
deliver superior care for
Northern Californians and
adapt to meet the evolving
needs of the community.
“The addition of the
California Tower to UC
Davis Medical Center is
a testament to our inno-
vative forward thinking
across our health system
and main campus,” said
UC Davis Chancellor Gary
S. May. “This project will
position our research-
ers, students, faculty and
staff to meet and adapt to
regional health care needs
for the next 50 years.”
May spoke in the con-
struction zone to an
energized audience of
UC Regents, university
leaders, elected officials,
project collaborators, and
construction and facilities
management workers.

California Tower
Construction

Approved by the
UC Board of Regents
in January 2022, the
California Tower will be
part of the region’s most
advanced medical cen-
ter. The new hospital and
pavilion will be in addi-
tion to the medical center’s
existing University and
Davis Towers.

The new tower will add
nearly a million square feet
of space to the eastern side
of the existing medical
center. It will include new
operating rooms, an imag-
ing center, leading-edge
facilities for pharmacy and
burn care units, and about
334 private rooms for
patients.

More than 250 of the
rooms are being designed
for greater flexibility in
the event of a patient
surge such as a pan-
demic, massive wildfire
or other disaster. These
will easily convert into
intensive-care-unit rooms
with air isolation to treat
patients of any level of
hospitalization.

“With the California
Tower, we are building a
new paradigm of patient
care, centered around
how a health system can
deliver tomorrow’s health
care today,” said David
Lubarsky, CEO of UC
Davis Health. “We are
building into this new
tower some of the lessons
we learned from the recent
pandemic. As an exam-
ple, three out of four of the

can be easily converted to
fully functional ICUs if
needed, tripling our ICU
capacity.”

When the California
Tower is open for patients
in 2030, Lubarsky added,
it will continue the hos-
pital’s 150-year legacy of
“caring for those who need
it most, delivering supe-
rior patient outcomes while
becoming more sustain-
able, and keeping our focus
on improving health out-
comes and equity.”

The $3.74 billion tower
will replace parts of the
hospital that must close
due to state seismic regu-
lations. Hospitals across
California are in the pro-
cess of upgrading their
existing facilities or con-
structing new buildings
that can withstand major
earthquakes.

The current 646-bed

hospital, the largest in the
Sacramento region, will
have a total of 675 to 700
inpatient beds when the
project is expected to be
completed in 2030.

Supporting the
Community

The California Tower
project is expected
to create hundreds of
construction jobs and thou-
sands of new health care
positions for the surround-
ing community. It’s one
of many benefits of being
home to an anchor insti-
tution such as UC Davis
Medical Center.

Anchor institutions
are place-based, mis-
sion-driven entities such
as universities and hospi-
tals that leverage economic
power alongside human
and intellectual resources
to improve the long-term
health and social welfare of
surrounding communities.

“The hospital tower
we’re breaking ground on
today represents another
pivotal investment in our
city by UC Davis,” said
Sacramento Mayor Darrell
Steinberg. “Both this tower
and the new Aggie Square
innovation campus will
create thousands of new,
high-quality jobs and
expand our ability to meet
the health care needs of our
residents.”

UC Davis Health plans
to help fuel the economic
health and overall wellbe-
ing of the neighborhoods
surrounding its Sacramento
campus by hiring and
developing local work-
force talent, purchasing
more goods and services
from local vendors, invest-
ing in local projects that
support vulnerable com-
munities and engaging
employees to volunteer in
local neighborhoods.

“This project further

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Cosumnes CSD Amends
Its Salary Schedule

GALT, CA (MPG) - The
Cosumnes Community
Services District board of
directors at the regular July
17 meeting unanimously
approved changes to the dis-
trict’s salary schedule.

District policy dictates that
a comprehensive classifica-
tion and compensation study
is done every three years to
ensure that the job classifica-
tions and pay remain fair and
competitive.

The last comprehensive
study was in 2019. Human
Resources director Sheena
Newman said a noncompre-
hensive study took place in
2021 but a planned compre-
hensive follow-up the next
year was delayed because
of turnover among “key
stakeholders.”

Peter Backhaus of consult-
ing firm Evergreen Solutions
explained how his company
conducted the study. He said
45 Community Services
District employees partici-
pated in a survey, representing
20 classifications and 98% of
district staff.

Backhaus said the survey
indicated that employees are
proud to serve the commu-
nity, happy with the quality of
their coworkers, and pleased
with the facilities and parks
that the district offers.

Backhaus also noted con-
cerns from respondents,
including that starting pay is
lower than other agencies and
that differences in job com-
plexity aren’t well represented
in compensation. Employees
also wanted a forum in which
to voice their issues.

The consul-
tant recommended
changing some classifications

and job descriptions to bet-
ter reflect those roles’ actual
responsibilities.

The study compared the
district’s roles to those of 13
other comparable districts,
including the cities of Elk
Grove, Folsom, Roseville,
Sacramento and Vacaville;
and multiple parks and rec-
reation districts in the
Sacramento and Bay areas.

Backhaus said the exter-
nal comparisons confirmed
concerns about starting
compensation.

“We saw that in several
areas, and holistically, on
average, when comparing
the median starting salaries,
the district was behind over-
all,” Backhaus said, adding
that the district remains com-
petitive at the upper end of its
salary ranges.

To remedy the shortcom-
ings, Backhaus recommended
adding additional pay grades
to the salary schedule and
changing the pay grades of
some positions.

Newman explained the
recommendations’ imple-
mentation. With the new pay
grades, Newman said, the
salary schedule would have
a consistent 5% difference
between steps, rather than
the current, varying percent-
ages. She also noted changes
to allow for payment based on
job complexity.

To provide a forum for staff
concerns, Newman proposed
creating a committee of non-
union employees to advise
district leadership.

In addition, longevity pay
would provide an additional
$100 per month to employees
with 10 years of service and
$200 per month to those with
15 years of service.

Director Peter Sakaris said
that the district recently hired

for multiple positions, which
he “worried complicated the
study process.” He asked staff
to time classification stud-
ies and hiring so they do not
coincide.

Director Gil Albiani praised
Evergreen Solutions for the
study’s conduct, saying that
past studies have sometimes
been “acrimonious.”

“I haven’t heard any hate
and discontent, although there
might be a little. You’ve prob-
ably done it very well and
I want to commend you for
that,” Albiani said.

Board President Jim
Luttrell asked to see the
full text of the revised job
descriptions, and staff said
they would provide them in
the future.

The salary schedule
changes passed by a 5-0 vote.

Cosumnes Fire Department
Chief Felipe Rodriguez said
that the Firefighters Burn
Institute Boot Drive on June
22 was “very successful.”

The annual fundraiser
supports the Sacramento non-
profit organization, which
provides services for burn
survivors.

During the drive, fire-
fighters, academy recruits,
interns and others approach
motorists stopped at the cor-
ner of Laguna Boulevard and
Bruceville Road with fire-
fighting boots for drivers to
fill with donations. Rodriguez
said the effort raised $28,879
for the burn institute.

Board President Jim
Luttrell, one-time executive
director of the burn institute,
said the fundraiser is “near
and dear” to him.

“These boot drives really
keep things rolling over there
for the Firefighters Burn
Institute,” Luttrell said. *

Address Homeless Camps with
Urgency, Dignity, Governor Says

Office of Governor
Gavin Newsom News
Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) -
Building on California’s
ongoing work and unprec-
edented investments to
address the decades-long
issue of homelessness,
Gov. Gavin Newsom
issued an executive order
on July 25 ordering state
agencies and departments
to adopt clear policies that
urgently address home-
less encampments while
respecting the dignity
and well-being of all
Californians. With the
recent U.S. Supreme Court
decision in Grants Pass
v. Johnson, local govern-
ments now have the tools
and authority to address
dangerous encampments
and help provide those
residing in encampments
with the resources they
need.

“This executive order
directs state agencies to
move urgently to address
dangerous encampments
while supporting and
assisting the individu-
als living in them — and
provides guidance for cit-
ies and counties to do the
same. The state has been
hard at work to address
this crisis on our streets.
There are simply no more
excuses. It’s time for
everyone to do their part,”
Newsom said.

Newsom’s executive
order directs state agen-
cies and departments to
adopt humane and digni-
fied policies to urgently
address encampments on
state property, including by
taking necessary and delib-
erate steps to notify and
support the people inhab-
iting the encampment
prior to removal. Newsom

has made record-level
investments to address
the housing crisis, invest-
ing over $24 billion across
multiple state agencies
and departments, includ-
ing billions of dollars in
funding to assist local
jurisdictions in providing
services and wrap-around
support to people living
in encampments. In Fiscal
Year 2022-2023, these
investments helped lift
more than 165,000 people
out of homelessness and
into interim or permanent
housing.

California Blueprint

Newsom’s order directs
state agencies and depart-
ments to adopt policies and
plans consistent with the
California Department of
Transportation’s (Caltrans)
existing encampment pol-
icy. Since July 2021,
California has resolved
more than 11,000 encamp-
ments, and has removed
248,275 cubic yards of
debris from encampments
along the state right of
way in preparation for
Clean California projects.
Prioritizing encampments
that pose a threat to the
life, health and safety of
the community, Caltrans
provides advance notice of
clearance and works with
local service providers to
support those experienc-
ing homelessness at the
encampment, and stores
personal property collected
at the site for at least 60
days.

The order encourages
local governments to emu-
late the state’s successful
model to adopt local poli-
cies and to use all available
resources, including those
provided by the state’s
historic investments in
housing and intervention

programs, to address
encampments within their
jurisdictions.

Prop. 1 Funding
Available for Local
Governments

Newsom also encourages
local governments to apply
for the newly available
$3.3 billion in competitive
grant funding from Prop.
1 to expand the behavioral
health continuum and pro-
vide appropriate care to
individuals experiencing
mental health conditions
and substance use disor-
ders — with a particular
focus on people who are
most seriously ill, vulner-
able or homeless. Prop.
1 includes two parts: a
$6.4 billion Behavioral
Health Bond for treat-
ment settings and housing
with services, and historic
reform of the Behavioral
Health Services Act
(BHSA) to focus on peo-
ple with the most serious
illnesses, substance disor-
ders and housing needs.
The state also recently
released the Proposition 1
Behavioral Health Services
Act: Housing Supports
Primer (July 2024) for
counties, which explains
how to spend the pro-
jected $950 million annual
BHSA revenue on housing
interventions.

Unprecedented
Investments

Since Newsom took
office, the state has devel-
oped a Statewide Action
Plan for Preventing and
Ending Homelessness and
the governor has demanded
unprecedented accountabil-
ity from local governments
to do their part to end
the homelessness crisis
through regionally coordi-
nated action plans. *

According to the animatronic skull at
Disneyland’s “Pirates of the Caribbean”
ride, “Dead men tell no tales.”

With that, the director approved the plan
and accepted payment.

I agreed and hung up the phone to write
a short sermon outline tailored to what |
expected to be a handful of mourners.

A few days later, the director greeted
me inside the funeral chapel, handing me
a business-size envelope containing an
obituary and my honorarium.

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Penny History More Than Small Change

According to Wikipedia, the Lincoln
cent (sometimes call the Lincoln penny)
is a 1-cent coin that has been struck by the
United States Mint since Aug. 2, 1909.

The obverse or heads side was designed
by Victor Day Brenner, as was an origi-
nal reverse, depicting two stalks of wheat
(thus “wheat pennies,” struck 1909-1958).

The coin has seen several reverses,
or tails, designs and now bears one by
Lyndall Bass depicting a Union shield.

All coins struck by the United States
government with a value of 1/100 of a
dollar are called cents because the United
States has always minted coins using
decimals.

The penny nickname is a carryover
from the coins struck in England, which
went to decimals for coins in 1971.

A little history: In January of 1909, the
mint engaged Brenner to design a cent
depicting the late President Abraham
Lincoln, 1909 being the centennial year

of his birth. It was the first widely circu-
lating design of a United States president
on a coin, an idea that had been seen as
too monarchical in the past, namely by
George Washington.

Nevertheless, Brenner’s design was
eventually approved, and the new coins
were issued to great public interest on
Aug. 2, 19009.

Originally struck in 95% copper, the
cent coin was changed for one year
to zinc-coated steel in 1943, as cop-
per was needed to aid in the war effort.
The mint then reverted to 95% copper
until 1982, when inflation made copper

too expensive, and the composition was
changed to zinc with an outer copper
layer.

Brenner’s wheat reverse was replaced
in 1959 by a depiction of the Lincoln
Memorial designed by Frank Gasparo,
for the sesquicentennial of Lincoln’s birth
year.

The Lincoln Memorial reverse was
itself replaced in 2009 by four commemo-
rative designs marking the bicentennial of
Lincoln’s birth.

The coins were to be emblematic of
Lincoln’s early life in Kentucky, his
formative years in Indiana, his profes-
sional life in Illinois and his presidency.
Beginning in 2010, Lyndall Bass’ shield
design was coined.

A lot of thought went into the design of
the cent.

So, the next time you find a penny,
remember its long history.

Ceramic Creations

GALT, CA (MPG) - A Galt
couple on July 13 and 14
held a showcase of their
ceramic creations, offering
sculpture and household
items featuring their dis-
tinct artistic visions.

Sonya and Bob
Schumacher said it was
just a few years ago that
they began hosting a sum-
mer show at their home
studio on Marengo Road.
The other major show for
their studio, Schumacher
Ceramics, is around
Christmas.

Pieces by the two art-
ists were arranged on
tables around the studio,
with selections of deco-
rative pieces, as well as
functional items like mugs,
plates and teapots.

Bob Schumacher said
his work often focuses on
visual puns: A skillet with
Xs for eyes is a “Dead
Pan,” and a container
shaped like a door means
that “The Door is Ajar.”

He has also done a series
of urns with snaking pat-
terns incised into the
surface.

“Some are figurative,
and some of them are just
abstractions. | just kind of
start with an idea, a basic
idea, and then I fill it in,”
he said.

Sonya Schumacher
draws her ideas from
nature. In recent years, the
Cosumnes River Preserve
and its birds have been a
big influence.

“l like to go to the

preserve and watch the
birds and the cranes come
in,” she said. Sandhill
cranes appeared in several
of her pieces, including
sculptures of cranes flap-
ping their wings. “That is
kind of creating a dialogue
about nature and how we
can just spread that love of
nature in functional pieces
and sculpture.”

Asked about how she
navigates the decora-
tive and practical sides
of ceramics, Sonya
Schumacher said she
sometimes walks “a thin
line.”

“The reason I still throw
functional pieces is | enjoy
throwing and it helps me
explore just form, and then
as I’m doing that, I get the
ideas for the more compli-
cated sculpture,” she said.

Bob Schumacher started
Schumacher Ceramics
in 1985, initially making
sinks, tiles and architec-
tural ceramics.

The Schumachers’
decades-long partner-
ship began when Sonya
was working for a pottery
business in Folsom. The
business commissioned
Bob Schumacher to make

some sinks, the two met,
and “the rest is history,”
as Bob Schumacher put it.
Sonya Schumacher joined
the business in 1995.

Originally based
in Rancho Cordova,
Schumacher Ceramics
moved to a studio in
Clarksburg. In 2017, the
business moved to a gal-
lery on Lincoln Way
in Galt, and in 2018 it
shifted into a home-based
business.

The Schumachers both
have a history in educa-
tion. Sonya Schumacher
recently retired from

teaching ceramics at
Lodi High School, and
Bob Schumacher teaches
ceramics at Sacramento
City College and San
Joaquin Delta College.

Bob Schumacher said he
“always wanted to teach,”
a passion cemented when
he taught ceramics during
graduate school at Indiana
University.

The couple said they
build up relationships with
repeat customers. Bob
Schumacher was working
on a special order of sinks
for a client who he first
worked with in the 1990s.

New visitors are “excited”
to learn about the couple’s
work, Sonya Schumacher
said, and often become
regular customers.

Since Schumacher
Ceramics is a home-
based business, studio
visits between shows are
by appointment only. For
more information, upcom-
ing events and items for
sale, visit the business’s
website, schumacherce-
ramics.com.
