GALT, CA (MPG) - The city of Galt has 
relaunched its GaltConnect app, 
giving a fresh experience for resi-
dents submitting service requests 
or looking for information on city 
operations.

“It has a lot of new features on 
there that are more user-friendly and 
the interface is a lot better to use, 
too,” said Genesis Alegria, the city’s 
community engagement analyst.

The app’s major feature is the abil-
ity to report problems related to park 
maintenance, road repair and graffiti, 
and receive updates as the city han-
dles the issue.

“So, if they go to the park and they 
see a broken swing, that’s where they 
can submit their request to,” Alegria 
said.

She explained that the app provides

department. The app also allows eas-
ier follow-up when the city addresses 
a report, which “gives the user more 
of an understanding of where it’s at 
in the process.”

To use the service request feature, 
a user must create an account. After 
creating an account, a user selects 
from a list of topics, including noise 
complaints, abandoned vehicles, 
graffiti and street repair. The user can 
submit a photo or video of the issue 
and tag its location.

“Once they hit ‘submit,’ it goes 
directly to the department, the

Sacramento 
County is dedicated to 
promoting widespread 
access to Naloxone and 
our amazing providers 
stand ready to assist indi-
viduals on their road to 
recovery from the devastat-
ing impacts of opioid use 
disorders,” said Dr. Ryan 
Quist, Sacramento County 
Director of Behavioral 
Health.

Well Kings fans, the Olympics are over, 
and in no time fans will be talking about 
the start of training camp. Yes, in less than 
60 days the hometown hoopsters will be 
back together, with a team composed of 
explosive offensive talents, and some ques-
tion marks on the defensive side of the ball.

With the re-signing of Malik Monk, 
and the heralded signing of 6-time all-
star DeMar DeRozan, the Kings have an 
offensive nightly threat that will rival any 
opposing team in the NBA. Don’t forget, 
without DeRozan, the Kings led the NBA 
in scoring just 2 seasons ago, and with his 
addition to the lineup, players like Fox, 
Sabonis, Murray and Monk will have bet-
ter looks on a nightly basis. 

Without question, DeRozan will require 
a lot of defensive attention, and three-point 
shooters like Murray and Fox will benefit 
greatly by his presence on the court.

The Kings continue to look for the power 
forward to body-up alongside Domantas 
Sabonis, and last week sought after Lauri 
Markkanen who re-signed with the Utah 
Jazz for a reported $238-million contract 
over five years. His signing after August 6 
means that he cannot be traded for at least 
six months, after the 2025 trade deadline, 
and for all intents and purposes makes Mr. 
Markkanen a name to no longer discuss.

Color announcer Kyle Draper jumped 
in last week with his own thoughts as 
to who might be a good fit at power for-
ward when he expressed his enthusiasm 
for another Utah Jazz standout, in big man 
John Collins. Collins showed a lot of prom-
ise last season putting up 15.1 points per 
game, while securing 8.5 rebounds. This 
while he only garnished 28 minutes of 
playing time per game. Collins is only 26 
years of age and stands 6’9” with a 6’11” 
wingspan. Nice stats for a power forward 
with a bright future in the NBA, so perhaps 
Draper is working two jobs as scout and 
game announcer.

I like hearing from all quarters as it 
relates to players that might improve the 
Sacramento Kings front court, and as high 
as I am on Domantas Sabonis, I know 
this talented big man needs more help on 
the boards.

I am high and guardedly hopeful that the 

recent signing of Orlando Robinson will 
pay dividends this season, and I applaud 
Monte McNair’s search for a diamond in 
the rough.

Every year some player surfaces to the 
top and surprises everyone with a break-
out year, and in many circumstances this 
occurs because they finally found a team to 
give them a true opportunity to shine. 

Keon Ellis made significant strides last 
season because coach Brown built his confi-
dence gradually throughout the season, even 
making him a starter for a lengthy stretch. 
Keon’s best basketball is still in front of 
him, and that is after he endured a stint in 
the G league where he showcased his talents 
and worked his way up to the big club.

I believe that same confidence would do 
wonders for Trey Lyles, and like Ellis I am 
convinced we have not yet seen the top side 
of Mr. Lyles. 

Keep your eyes on Boogie Ellis, who 
like his namesake Keon looked like a man 
among boys in the recent summer league 
games. The Ellis boys could potentially 
play significant minutes for the Kings this 
season, and like Keon, I like the defensive 
effort Boogie brings to the floor to go along 
with his three-point shooting.

Not to be overlooked is our top draft 
choice of two years ago Keegan Murray, 
who had an ambitious rookie season to 
be followed by his sophomore year that 
had mixed reviews. This former NCAA 
Division I leading scorer (822 points, 2021-
22) in the nation may very well surprise 
everyone this year and propel himself into 
an all-star year. Keegan added a mid-range 
game last season that will undoubtedly play 
well alongside newcomer DeMar DeRozan.

I remain convinced that McNair is not 
through tinkering with this lineup, and 
when the Kings break training camp this 
season, look for at least one more power 
forward to join the group we have today.

The Sacramento Kings glass is half full, 
and I can’t wait to see the upcoming season 
in full splendor.

GALT, CA (MPG) - The group tasked with 
managing local groundwater use ques-
tioned Galt officials on Aug. 7 about a well 
project proposed by the city.

While city officials voiced confi-
dence that the project would not harm 
nearby water users, multiple Cosumnes 
Groundwater Authority (CGA) board 
members were skeptical and disagreement 
emerged over the potential effects in dif-
ferent levels of the area’s aquifer.

The item was for informational pur-
poses and the board took no official action.

Cosumnes Groundwater Authority is 
a partnership of several irrigation dis-
tricts and the city of Galt, which all draw 
water from the same groundwater subba-
sin. Cosumnes Groundwater Authority’s 
goal is to make groundwater use more sus-
tainable, balancing the amount of water 
different jurisdictions pull out of the basin 
with the amount that flows in.

Galt City Council in June considered a 
contract for exploratory work to determine 
the feasibility and effects of deepening a 
well near Carillion Boulevard. A structural 

failure put the well out of commission sev-
eral months ago. City staff said the project 
would allow the well to draw on a deeper 
water source with higher water quality; the 
current source needs to be treated for arse-
nic and manganese.

Cosumnes Groundwater Authority Chair 
Lindsey Liebig-Carter said the groundwa-
ter authority had not been properly notified 
and requested more information. City 
Council decided to postpone a decision on 
the item until the city could present to the 
Cosumnes Groundwater Authority board.

Principal hydrogeologist Sean Spaeth 
with consulting firm Wood Rodgers said 
the process would start with the drilling 
of a test well to 1,500 feet, with sampling 
to gather data on the groundwater quality 
and level. The testing and design process 
is projected to last until mid-2025, after 
which the project would go to bid.

A presentation said the well would 
increase the city’s water supply capac-
ity with redundancy to reduce the risks if 
some wells go offline.

Cosumnes Groundwater Authority 
Director Gary Thomas of Amador County 
Groundwater Management Authority 
pointed to housing developments in 

planning and under construction in Galt, 
saying they would increase the city’s 
water demands.

Galt City Manager Chris Erias said 
environmental review for developments 
includes a water element to ensure ground-
water isn’t impacted. He later estimated 
that the city has 3,000 housing units in the 
development pipeline in the next decade.

Alternate director Herb Garms of 
Sloughhouse Resource Conservation 
District said the city pumps water on the 
east side of town and ultimately releases it 
from the water treatment plant on the west 
side, rather than putting the water back 
into the ground it came from. He said this 
would worsen the cone of depression.

“The interesting thing about ag is it 
(water) stays there; it doesn’t go any-
where. Housing pulls it out, sends it 
somewhere else, and you’re impacting,” 
Garms said.

Spaeth said the test well would help 
to predict such effects. He noted that the 
well would target a deeper level of the 
basin, which he said is separate from the 
shallower one that the current well taps. 
Most area wells pull from the shallower 
level and, Spaeth said, the shallower level 

would not be affected by water drawn 
from the deeper one.

Citing similar projects in the region, 
with one well tapping the shallower level 
and another well tapping the deeper one, 
Spaeth said, “We didn’t see any response 
as a result of pumping the other. Right 
now, the current understanding is that, yes, 
they are hydraulically separated.”

A representative of EKI, a consulting 
firm that has helped the city document its 
water resources, disputed that assertion. 
EKI principal hydrogeologist John Fio 
described the two levels as “one unit.”

“I don’t know how to quantify that 
relationship. It can vary. But over time, 
if you’re pulling down water levels in a 
lower aquifer that’s not 100% isolated, 
there’s going to be an impact,” Fio said.

Fio appreciated the plan to drill a test 
well, which he said would yield valuable 
data on how water levels might change.

Liebig-Carter said the board would 
revisit the issue.

“This is the start of the conversation. We 
have met prior to this as well with the city 
and we’ll stay engaged and we’ll keep this 
as a regular update item,” Liebig-Carter 
said. � H

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Three to Vie for Galt Council Seats

GALT, CA (MPG) - With two Galt City 
Council members declining to seek reelec-
tion, three candidates have come forward 
to campaign for the open seats in the 
November general election. In another 
race, high school district trustee Pat Maple 
will face a challenge for his seat.

The candidate filing deadline for most 
positions in the general election passed on 
Aug. 9.

Councilmembers Jay Vandenburg and 
Kevin Papineau are both planning to step 
down at the end of their terms, each hav-
ing served four years on City Council.

The candidates are Mathew Pratton, 
Tim Reed and Bonnie Rodriguez.

Reed previously sought a City Council 
seat in 2022, when he got nearly 16% 
of the vote, coming in last in a five-way 
race. He serves as Disaster Services 
Medical Division chief for the California 
Emergency Medical Services Authority 
and is chair of the Galt Public Safety 
Advisory Committee.

Pratton formerly served on the Planning 
Commission and has held management 
positions at various businesses, mainly in 
tool supply and hospitality.

Rodriguez, a member of the Galt 
Planning Commission, works for Caltrans 
as a contract analyst. She owns Valley Oak 

Press.
Asked about his decision not to seek 

reelection, Papineau said he had planned 
to serve a single term.

“When I was approached by commu-
nity members and leaders to run in 2020, 
I determined that, if elected, I would only 
serve one term,” Papineau said. “I have 
served the Galt community for 14 years on 
the Elementary School Board, Planning 
Commission and City Council. I’m proud 
of what was accomplished but I’m also 
ready to let others step up.”

Vandenburg did not respond by press 
time to a request for comment.

In the Galt Joint Union High School 
District, Herald residents and others 

east of Galt will have a choice of two 
candidates for the Trustee Area 3 seat. 
Incumbent Trustee Pat Maple is seeking 
reelection. Challenging him is business 
owner Karol Messersmith.

Area 5 Trustee Terry Parker is seeking 
reelection unopposed.

While there are no competitive races in 
the Galt Joint Union Elementary School 
District board of education, at least one 
name on the roster will change. Current 
Trustee Traci Skinner is not seeking 
reelection in Trustee Area 4 and civil engi-
neer Matthew Ward is the only candidate 
to replace her. Area Trustee Casey Raboy 
is unopposed for another term on the 
board. � H

NORTHERN CALIFORNIA, CA (MPG) - Utility 
scams have continued at an alarming 
rate during 2024, with Pacific Gas and 
Electric (PG&E) customers reporting over 
$334,000 in losses to scammers. To stop 
this trend, PG&E is committed to helping 
customers recognize the signs of a scam 
and avoid falling victim.

 A typical sign of a scam targeting a 
utility customer includes a caller claim-
ing to be from PG&E and threatening 
disconnection if immediate payment is 
not made via a pre-paid debit card, digi-
tal payment mobile application, or other 
methods of money transfer. As a reminder, 
PG&E will never send a single notifi-
cation to a customer within one hour of 
a service interruption and will never ask 
customers to make payments with a pre-
paid debit card, gift card, any form of 
cryptocurrency, or instant mobile payment 
applications, like Zelle® or Venmo.

 “Scammers seek to create a sense of 
panic, threatening disconnection of util-
ity services if immediate payment is not 
made,” said Matt Foley, lead customer 
scam investigator for PG&E. “If a phone 
call, visit to your home or email doesn’t 
feel right, don’t fall for it. Hang up, shut 
the door or delete it. Remember, PG&E 
will never ask for your financial informa-
tion over the phone or via email, nor will 
we request payment via pre-paid debit 
cards or other methods of money transfer, 

including mobile applications.”
 During 2024, PG&E has received 

nearly 15,000 reports of scams target-
ing residential and business customers 
with customers reporting losses of over 
$334,000. The average scam victim lost 
over $600, and over 500 customers have 
reported falling victim. This number is 
likely just the tip of the iceberg however, 
as many scams go unreported.

 Business customers also are not 
immune from scam attempts. In fact, 
PG&E has received 528 reports of scams 
targeting small and medium-sized busi-
nesses this year, and these attempts 
frequently occur during busy business 
hours when scammers hope to catch 
unsuspecting victims while they are dis-
tracted or stressed.

 Another recent scam trend involves 
scammers creating fake websites which 
provide a fraudulent phone number when 
you search services related to PGE such 
as “bill pay” or “start/stop” service. These 
sites and phone numbers often appear 
when a handheld device is used to search 
for and contact PGE. As a reminder, cus-
tomers looking to contact PG&E should 
either call our customer service number, 
800-743-5000 or by logging into your 
account at www.pge.com.

 Scammers can be convincing and often 
target those who are most vulnerable, 
including senior citizens and low-income 
communities. They also aim their scams 
at small business owners during busy 

customer service hours. However, with the 
right information, customers can learn to 
detect and report these predatory scams by 
visiting www.pge.com/scams or by calling 
1-833-500-SCAM.

 Signs of a  
potential scam

Threat to disconnect: Scammers may 
aggressively demand immediate payment 
for an alleged past due bill.

Request for immediate payment: 
Scammers may instruct the customer to 
purchase a prepaid card, then call them 
back supposedly to make a bill payment.

Request for prepaid card: When the 
customer calls back, the caller asks the 
customer for the prepaid card’s number, 
which grants the scammer instant access 
to the card’s funds.

Refund or rebate offers: Scammers 
may say that your utility company over-
billed you and owes you a refund, or that 
you are entitled to a rebate, and ask you 
for your personal financial information.

Scammers Impersonating Trusted 
Phone Numbers: Scammers are now able 
to create authentic looking 800 numbers 
which appear on your phone display. The 
numbers don’t lead back to PG&E if called 
back, however, so if you have doubts, 
hang up and either log into your account at 
pge.com to confirm your bill details or call 
PG&E at 1-833-500-SCAM. If customers 
ever feel that they are in physical danger, 
they should call 9-1-1.

 How customers can protect 
themselves

Customers should never purchase a pre-
paid card to avoid service disconnection 
or shutoff. PG&E does not specify how 
customers should make a bill payment 
and offers a variety of ways to pay a bill, 
including accepting payments online, by 
phone, automatic bank draft, mail or in 
person.

If a scammer threatens immediate dis-
connection or shutoff of service without 
prior notification, customers should hang 
up the phone, delete the email, or shut the 
door. 

Customers with delinquent accounts 
receive an advance disconnection notifica-
tion, typically by mail and included with 
their regular monthly bill.

 Signing up for an online account at pge.
com is another safeguard. Not only can 
customers log in to check their balance 
and payment history, but they can also 
sign up for recurring payments, paperless 
billing and helpful alerts.

 Customers who suspect that they 
have been victims of fraud, or who feel 
threatened during contact with one of 
these scammers, should contact local 
law enforcement. The Federal Trade 
Commission’s website is also a good 
source of information about how to pro-
tect personal information.

As Scammers Target PG&E Customers,  
Here's What to Know to Not Fall Victim

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) 
- In strong support of 
California’s legal cannabis 
market, Governor Gavin 
Newsom announced that 
since January, California’s 
U n i f i e d  C a n n a b i s 
Enforcement Task Force 
(UCETF) has seized more 
than $120 million worth of 
illegal cannabis, destroyed 
nearly 37 tons of unli-
censed cannabis, including 
122,914 illegal plants. As 
part of these operations, 
state law enforcement offi-
cials have also seized 22 
firearms.

“The legal cannabis 
market brings billions of 
dollars to our state’s econ-
omy, helping to sustain 
California’s position as 
the fifth largest economy 
in the world. We will not 
tolerate illegal operations 
that threaten our econ-
omy and the health and 
well-being of California 

communities,” Gov. Gavin 
Newsom said.

In recent months, the 
task force conducted oper-
ations in 11 California 
c o u n t i e s ,  i n c l u d i n g 
Mendocino, Tuolumne, 
Shasta, Orange, Kern, 
Alameda, Yuba, Trinity, 
Los Angeles, Butte and 
Humboldt.

“UCETF’s efforts are 
continuing to break new 
ground in unlicensed can-
nabis enforcement by 
leveraging the exper-
tise and knowledge of its 
diverse group of partners to 
disrupt the unlicensed mar-
ket,” said Bill Jones, Chief 
of the Law Enforcement 
D i v i s i o n  w i t h  t h e 
Department of Cannabis 
Control.

Taking Down 
 Illicit Cannabis

Governor Newsom has 
directed state agencies 
to aggressively target the 
organized criminal enter-
prises involved in the illicit 
cannabis market. These 

illegal schemes not only 
threaten California’s legal 
cannabis market but the 
use of illegal pesticides 
and unregulated practices 
harm California’s environ-
ment and water quality. 
California is also focused 
on ending the exploitation 
of vulnerable workers at 
these sites, who are often 
victims of labor violations 
and human trafficking. 

“The continued suc-
cess of UCETF is a 
testament to the collabo-
ration between its partner 
agencies. Due to the high 
level  of  engagement 
from each of the agen-
cies involved, we are able 
to move swiftly against 
those who choose to con-
tinue to grow cannabis

“We will continue to 

rely on the individual and 
combined strengths of 
these agencies to support 
those who are cultivating 
legally in a manner that 
is safe for the consumer, 
the general public and the 
environment.” 

A Unified Strategy  
Across California  
In 2022,  Governor 

Newsom created the 
U n i f i e d  C a n n a b i s 
Enforcement Task Force 
to further align state efforts 

and increase cannabis 
enforcement coordination 
between state, local and 
federal partners.  The 
enforcement actions pro-
tect consumer and public 
safety, safeguard the envi-
ronment and deprive 
illegal cannabis operators 
and transnational criminal 
organizations of illicit rev-
enue that harms consumers 
and undercuts the regu-
lated cannabis market in 
California.

Since its inception, 

the Unified Cannabis 
Enforcement Task Force 
has seized over $465 
million in unlicensed can-
nabis by serving 309 
search warrants.

If you’ve already read most of the Bible, 
you might want to mix things up a bit by 
reading A.C. Grayling’s version called 
“The Good Book: A Humanist Bible.” 
Grayling, a British academic, edited an 
anthology of hundreds of philosophers and 
writers organized into chapters and verses.

Now, let me quickly assure religious 
readers that I haven’t gone to “the dark 
side” by endorsing this book. I am sug-
gesting, however, that religious people 
might have something to learn from 
Grayling.

I like Grayling because he doesn’t 
follow the militant anti-religious athe-
ism espoused by some of the louder left. 
Called by some the “Velvet Atheist,” 
Grayling is more comfortable with the 
word “Humanist.”

What’s the difference, you ask, between 
an atheist and a humanist? Well, that’s a 
tricky question. Most atheists, and cer-
tainly all those I know, are humanists. 
Atheism by itself, however, is simply the 

assertion that there is no God.
Humanists, like Grayling, take their 

beliefs beyond that negative assertion of 
no-god and are active in their care of peo-
ple, animals and our planet. Sometimes 
they even sound downright spiritual when 
describing their views.

For instance, Grayling once told CNN 
reporter Jessica Ravitz that “each individ-
ual has to work out the values they live by 
and especially to recognize that the best 
of our good lives revolves around having 
good relationships with people.”

Grayling believes that the only differ-
ence between a religious person and the 
humanist is that “humanist ethics didn’t 
claim to be derived from a deity.”

Wow. Except for that last sentence, the 
teaching sounds much like the lessons of 
the Golden Rule and the Good Samaritan 
parable I learned as a kid in a Baptist 
Sunday school.

Don’t get me wrong. I happen to think 
that looking for your moral compass 
inside yourself is a good way to find your-
self lost in a very deep forest. Nor am I 
endorsing a potluck belief system where 
you are free to believe a little of this and a 
little of that.

Nonetheless, I think humanists are right 
about some things.

A lifetime ago, I took a comparative 
religion class at Baylor University. My 
professor, while decidedly Christian, 
believed that each religion, even human-
ism, has something to teach the Christian.

For instance, the humanist teachings 
about our planet remind me that God 
loves all his creation. His creation is the 
center of his love. 
When religious peo-
ple forget that, they 
become,  as  the 
saying goes, “So 
heavenly minded, 
they are no earthly 
good.”

But if there is 
one lesson I hope 
the humanist and 
Christian alike can 
take away from the 
Christian Bible, it 
would be the story in 
Mark 9:14-29 about a 
father who brings his 
crazed teen to Jesus 
asking Jesus to help 
him if he can.

In the Norris paraphrase, Jesus responds 
incredulously. “What do you mean by, ‘if I 
can?’ Of course I can.”

Or in Jesus’ exact words, “Everything is 
possible for one who believes.”

Then the boy’s father immediately 
exclaimed, “I do believe; help me over-
come my unbelief!”

Like this boy’s father, we all need divine 
help overcoming our unbelief. Whether 
you are religious or atheist, we all strug-

gle with our inability to trust 
in one another.

And it’s during those times 
of mistrust that it becomes 
easy to fall short of our goals 
and fail to do the most human 
thing: believe in each other.

That’s why, at days end, 
we should be working 
together to make all things 
possible. And whether we 
be Christian or humanist or 
atheist, we can say together, 
“Help us all overcome our 
unbelief.”

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According to the National Day calen-
dar website, each year on Aug. 16, people 
flock to amusement parks for a thrill, a 
few exciting screams and to celebrate 
National Roller Coaster Day. Take a ride 
on a roller coaster near you.

The day commemorates the first ver-
tical-loop roller coaster, which was 
patented by Edwin Prescott on this day 
in 1898. A roller coaster consists of one 
or more cars on a track. While they are 
similar to railroad systems in design, the 
inclines and vertical loops incorporated 
in the structures aren’t for transportation. 
These elements boost the thrills roller-
coaster enthusiasts’ seek!

The oldest roller coasters are believed 
to have originated from the so-called 
“Russian mountains.” Built-in the 17th 
century, these specially constructed hills 
of ice located near Saint Petersburg, 
Russia, rose between 70 and 80 feet in 
height. Passengers faced 50-degree drops. 
Wooden supports supplied reinforcement. 

Roller coaster designs have existed 
since at least 1872 when J.G. Taylor 
received one of the earliest patents. He 

called his creation an inclined railway. 
Another patent granted for an inclined-
plane railway was granted to Richard 
Knudsen in 1878.

For years, history has believed the first 
roller coaster in America opened at Coney 
Island on June 26, 1884. However, tracing 
the J.G. Taylor patent and newspaper arti-
cles tells us a different story. According 
to the Providence Evening Press dated 
June 1872, Taylor’s elevated railway at 
Rocky Point, Rhode Island, extended 400 
feet and gave nine passengers a ride. It all 
started with a shove, allowing gravity to 
do the rest.

Meanwhile, Prescott’s patent detailed 
ways to improve upon structures such 
as J.G. Taylor’s and that built at Coney 
Island. It was Prescott’s designs that led 

to the roller coasters we know today. His 
design gave riders a reason to scream 
and keep coming back for the rush of 
excitement.

A little Roller Coaster Day history: 
Since 1986, National Roller Coaster Day 
has been celebrated. Roller coaster enthu-
siasts around the country promote the day 
through amusement parks with events. 
The world’s fastest roller coaster, as of 
2021, is Ferrari World Abu Dhabi in the 
United Ara Emirates, with a speed of up 
to 149 miles per hour. The tallest roller 
coaster is found at Six Flags Golden 
Kingdom in Jackson, New Jersey, at 456 
feet. The roller coaster with the most 
inversions (14) is the Smiler at Alton 
Towers Resort located in Staffordshire, 
United Kingdom. Celebrate the day by 
finding a roller coaster near you and take 
a ride.

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - The 
Non Commissioned Officers Association 
(NCOA), a military service organization 
established in 1960, plays a vital role in 
supporting members across all United 
States Armed Forces branches and their 
families from Rancho Cordova and the 
greater Sacramento area through programs 
and initiatives.

With a mission focused on enhancing 
quality of life and supporting the profes-
sional development of non-commissioned 
officers, the association operates under the 
motto “Strength in Unity.” Throughout the 
year, the organization raises funds through 
various programs and allocates them to 
area veterans in need. 

The Non Commissioned Officers 
Association also collaborates with the 
Rancho Cordova Area Chamber of 
Commerce to promote community recy-
cling events, enhancing environmental 
sustainability efforts.

A cornerstone of the association’s sup-
port is the partnership with Volunteers of 
America for the Sacramento Stand Down, 
a multi-day event providing critical ser-
vices such as legal aid and medical and 
psychological treatments to homeless vet-
erans. The Non Commissioned Officers 
Association contributed more than 500 
towels for veterans in need at the event.

“It’s an opportunity to help those 
veterans to be cared for,” said Non 
Commissioned Officers Association 
International Auxiliary President Tammy 
Sullivan. “It happens all over Sacramento. 
Some of our most recent locations include 
Placer County and Elk Grove.”

Another significant program involves 
the association’s partnership with the 
Veterans Administration (VA), where 
representatives actively assist in secur-
ing homes and furniture for homeless 
veterans. The association operates four 
warehouses in Rancho Cordova for stor-
ing donated items. Members meticulously 
maintain a list of veterans’ needs and 
available resources, ensuring efficient 
matching and furnishing of homes with 
appliances and furniture. Additionally, 
they facilitate direct delivery of these 
essentials to veterans’ residences, further 

enhancing their support efforts.
Association members also plan to 

increase outreach efforts to connect 
with the Veterans Village residents in 
Sacramento.

The Non Commissioned Officers 
Association members had an informa-
tional booth June 20 at the annual Rancho 
Cordova Business Expo & Job Fair.

“As a result of the business expo, we 
were able to start a partnership with 
JumpKing to acquire used, yet func-
tional beds and mattresses for donation,” 
Sullivan said. “We see a huge demand 
for these items when it comes to this 
program.” 

The Non Commissioned Officers 
Association also collaborates with Move 
America Forward, a nonprofit military 
charity based in Sacramento, to assem-
ble and send care packages for troops 
overseas, showcasing the organization’s 
commitment through practical, communi-
ty-driven initiatives.

“I’m proud of our collaboration with 
the Veterans of Foreign Wars where we 
raise money to buy appliances such as 
grills and commercial toasters,” said Scott 
Rodowick, the auxiliary chapter treasurer, 
reflecting on some of the association’s ini-
tiatives. “These items are integral to our 
participation in barbecues, which serve 
as outreach programs aimed at keeping 
everybody connected.” 

Sullivan highlighted unique challenges 
faced by veterans in the region, including 
the need for stronger peer-to-peer connec-
tions due to the absence of active military 
bases nearby. To address this, the Non 
Commissioned Officers Association orga-
nizes events such as the Irreverent Warrior 
Silkie Hike, an annual veteran-only hik-
ing event in Rancho Cordova, fostering 
camaraderie and support among veterans. 
Additionally, members emphasize support 
for post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD) 
treatment and aim to improve coordination 
among veterans’ organizations for more 
effective outreach.

Area residents, businesses and volun-
teers interested in supporting the Non 
Commissioned Officers Association’s 
mission can engage through volunteering 
opportunities listed on the association’s 
website at ncoausa.org or by following its 

social media presence. Sullivan empha-
sized the importance of community 
awareness and involvement in bolstering 
their efforts to assist veterans effectively.

“There are so many ways and vary-
ing levels of degrees to get involved,” 
Rodowick said. “It’s a great group of won-
derful people, and the greatest gift is when 
you are helping others. Especially those 
that put their lives on the line to give us 
the freedoms we enjoy today.”

The Noncommissioned Officers 
Association meets regularly in Rancho 
Cordova and other locations through-
out Sacramento, with monthly gatherings 
aimed at fostering community and sup-
port among members. Two local chapters 
include the Central Valley and the Spirit of 
Sacramento Auxiliary Chapters compris-
ing about 90 members in the Sacramento 
area. 

When asked why residents should 
join the Non Commissioned Officers 
Association, Sullivan emphasized the 
organization’s responsibility to veterans 
and the community.

“We enjoy the freedoms of today 
because of those veterans and sometimes 
this gets lost,” Sullivan said. “We all have 
someone or know someone that has put 
that uniform on, and that uniform rep-
resents this country and everything this 
country stands for. We should honor that.”

Rodowick said that members do 
not have to be connected to the mili-
tary to join. Anyone can be a part of the 
organization. 

Active Noncommissioned Officers 
Association members are throughout the 
greater Sacramento region, according to 
Sullivan, including in Rancho Cordova, 
Citrus Heights, Placerville, Lincoln, 
Plumas Lake and Elverta. 

The Noncommissioned Officers 
Association Central Valley Chapter 
Number 1551 and Spirit of Sacramento 
Auxiliary Chapter Number 270 host meet-
ings at 7 p.m. the first Wednesday of every 
month at Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 
4647, 3300 U St. in Antelope. All are wel-
come to attend.
