MARYSVILLE, CA (MPG) - Stands were
packed Friday night as fans gathered
for a game 15 years in the-making
that pitted crosstown rivals against
each other at Marysville High
School’s “War Field.”

The Marysville Indians hosted the
Yuba City Honkers in the first “Big-
Little Game” to be played in more
than a decade and a half between the
two sister-city high schools.

times,” said Bob Harlan, Executive
Director of Yuba-Sutter-Colusa
United Way.

“The rising costs of food, rent, util-
ities and other daily needs have a
record number of families struggling
to make ends meet each month,”
Harlan added.

YSC United Way is active in pro-
viding funding for food. The annual
Turkey Drive each November in
association with Results Radio
has garnered donations to feed
about 6,000 people with holiday
meals. In addition, for 26 years,
YSC United Way has served as the

local coordinator for the Federal
Emergency Management Agency’s
“Emergency Food and Shelter
Program,” which this year for food
costs of $103,324, with $308,263 in
the past four years.

Multi-Million
Police Fleet

Purchase
Made

YUBA CITY, CA (MPG) - Four
police fleet vehicles total-
ing more than $400,000
are approved.

On Aug. 20, the Yuba
City Council autho-
rized the purchase of
Four Chevrolet Tahoe
Pursuit Vehicles totaling
$404,000. Lt. Brent Slade
told officials the acquisi-
tion aims to enhance the
fleet’s operational capa-
bility to better serve the
community.

Slade gave a three-point
rationale for the four vehi-
cles totaling what they
did: increased demand,
operational efficiency and
safety and reliability.

The lieutenant said
the cost breakdown per
vehicle includes another
$101,000 for Cop Shop
Installations and almost
$39,000 for four Sutter
Buttes Communication
radios.

The new dual-band
radios allow officers to
switch channels easier for
mutual aid in neighboring
counties, making it a “big
safety feature,” according
to Slade.

Officials must purchase
the four vehicles for 2025
now, according to Slade,
who noted increased
demand and post-Covid
supply chain issues.

“Just for council’s
knowledge, we ordered 10
vehicles last year, and we
still do not have one sin-
gle vehicle on the road
yet,” Slade said, noting
they received three of the
10 vehicles.

Two vehicles await
graphics and the third is
still under construction.
Slade told officials time is
of the essence.

“The reason we are
seeing the four vehi-
cles currently is because
each year Chevy controls
when they allocate vehi-
cles,” Slade said. “We
don’t act on this year’s
allocations for next year’s
model for 2025, then we
have to wait another full
year before we can order a
vehicle.”

Regarding operational
efficiency, the new Chevy
Tahoe will provide bet-
ter fuel efficiency, lower
maintenance costs, and
improved performance,
according to Slade, who
said high ratings also
confirm the security and
reliability of the vehi-
cle contract awarded
to Winner Chevrolet,
Sacramento.

“They are equipped
with modern safety fea-
tures and are well suited
for the demanding con-
ditions of the police
department,” Slade said.

Tuleyome Tale - Sate Summer Hiking

WOODLAND, CA (MPG)
- Technology and fast-
paced living are part of
our everyday world, but
spending time in nature
can help neutralize the ten-
sion and flurry that has
become commonplace for
us. Heading outdoors, even
during the heat of sum-
mer, is not only possible
but with a little preparation
it can be safe, enjoyable,
and fulfilling. Although
the summer is ending, tem-
peratures can still be high.
Here are some tips to stay
safe while hiking in high
temperatures.

Keep an eye on the

weather

We are all painfully
aware that our region gets
HOT during the sum-
mer months and although
the forecast doesn’t really
change all that much, in
certain areas it can fluc-
tuate more than at your
house so keeping an eye on
the weather where you’re
headed is important.

Head out early to take
full advantage of the cooler
morning hours. Being at
the trailhead at sunrise not
only avoids some of the
heat of the day, but it will
likely also avoid crowded
parking situations and traf-
fic jams on the trail.

Some areas in our region
may experience more wind
than others and when the
wind is from the north it
is typically hot and dry
which can rapidly increase
the risk of dehydration
while hiking. Along with
the gusty north winds
come “fire weather” which
is often indicated by a Red
Flag Warning, meaning
that there is an increased
risk for fire danger because
of high temperatures, low
humidity and strong winds.

If you smell smoke while
you’re hiking, it’s always
best to immediately evac-
uate the area. Failing to
leave not only puts you at
risk, but it also puts emer-
gency personnel that may
have to come to your aid at
risk as well.

Stay hydrated and

fuel up

Carry and drink plenty
of water during your hike,
in fact, bring more than
you think you’ll need. A
good rule of thumb is to
drink a half to a full liter of
water every hour depend-
ing on the temperature and
your level of exertion. Be
sure to drink often, sipping
water helps you main-
tain hydration much better
than chugging a bunch of
water once or twice during
your hike. You’ll feel a lot
better too. If you get dis-
tracted by the scenery and
forget to sip, set a timer to
remind you to take a drink
about every 20 minutes.
If it’s really hot or you’ll
be working really hard,
pre-hydrate. Drink about
16 ounces of water two
hours before you hit the
trail.

Remember to bring some
snacks even if you’re not
planning on being out on
the trail all day. Finding the
perfect spot to sit and jour-
nal or sketch for a while,
unexpected difficult ter-
rain or even possibly an
injury or getting lost can
keep you out on the trail
longer than expected and
having extra food with
you not only keeps your
energy up but also your
morale. Perspiring causes
your body to lose not only
water but also electrolytes
so packing snacks with
a little extra sodium and
potassium can also help
keep you happy and feel-
ing well. A quick way to

replenish electrolytes is to
drink a sports or recovery
drink.

Know your limits

Pay attention to your
body and any aches and
pains you may be experi-
encing. Consider fatigue,
strained muscles, a cranky
ankle or even blisters and
how those will make you
feel if you continue hik-
ing. The trek out may be
downhill, but it’ll be hot-
ter than when you started.
Turn back or head out
before your water supply
is half gone and don’t hike
beyond your ability.

Hiking is more fun with
company. Having oth-
ers with you to share the
joy and experiences of the
day is fabulous but hav-
ing friends with you also
lets you check on one
another and, if necessary,

help with important deci-
sions should there be an
injury or a need to call for
help. Tuleyome, the Sierra
Club and other “meet up”
groups often offer group
hikes where you can learn
the terrain and meet fellow
hikers.

Make a plan and be
prepared

Check the weather fore-
cast and trail conditions
before you go and bring
appropriate clothing. Be
sure to let someone know
where you are heading and
about how long you expect
to be gone, especially
if you are hiking alone.
There’s a good possibility
that your cell phone may
not have service on the trail
so attaching a whistle to
your pack should you need
to call for help is a smart
idea. Stay on the trail to
help avoid things like poi-
son oak and ticks and keep
in mind that snakes may
also be out enjoying the
day. If you encounter one,
please just allow it to pass,
it doesn’t want to engage

with you either. Wear
sunglasses and a wide
brimmed hat or get a back-
pack umbrella to attach to
your pack to ensure that
you’ll always have shade.
Sunscreen is an absolute
must and should be reap-

plied often, especially after
swimming or excessive
sweating.

Getting a sunburn is
not only miserable and
risky, but it can also add
to the risk of dehydration.
Some essential items to
pack include a headlamp

or flashlight, a knife or
multipurpose tool, and a
first aid kit that includes
duct tape and super glue.
Bonus points for taking a
first aid course before hik-
ing season, especially if
you like to hike alone. If
you’re hiking with your
canine pal, please be sure
to take notice of their phys-
ical ability and demeanor.
Dogs heat up and cool
down differently than peo-
ple and outdoor activity
during the heat of the day
can be extremely uncom-
fortable or even dangerous
for them. Heatstroke can
be life threatening to a dog
and breaks with extra water
and shade are essential
for them; don’t base their
health level on how you’re
feeling.

Hiking can be done
safely in our region any
time of year. Some fore-
thought and precautions
can help avoid unnecessary
calls to our first respond-
ers and help you enjoy the
outdoors.

And as always - if you
pack it in, pack it out!

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‘The Hero of an Incredible Story,” Bridge Coffee Co. Announces Closure

MARYSVILLE, CA (MPG) - Bridge
Coffee Co. has been a beloved
staple of the Yuba-Sutter com-
munity for nearly a decade now.

With humble beginnings
in the garage of Timothy
Styczynski’s home, the com-
pany quickly obtained its first
store front on Clark Avenue in
Yuba City. Here the community
would gather for a selection of
gourmet brews, artisan prod-
ucts, and arguably some of the
best sandwiches in town. Next
came their set up in New Earth
Market in Yuba City and a
roasting warchouse in historic
Marysville.

“It’s hard to describe just
how passionately obsessed I
am about coffee,” Styczynski,
Bridge’s owner said. “When
books come out, or articles, the
Trade magazines, I read them
all. I’ve been following coffee
really closely for thirty years.”

Bridge Coffee Co. can best
be described as a boutique,
small batch, third wave, spe-
cialty craft coffee roaster. Its
name was meant to symbolize
the bridge from “crop to cup”
in obtaining high quality beans
from family farms across the
globe.

In addition to its brick and
mortar, Bridge Coffee Co. had
also established a robust deliv-
ery and subscription service,
and plans were in the works
to expand its Marysville roast-
ing warehouse into another
cafe. But on Wednesday eve-
ning, Aug. 21, the company sent
out a mass notification alerting
its customers to its upcoming
closure.

“Over the years, we have
been fortunate to build a loyal
customer base, and it has been
an honor to serve you all. This

business’s growth and our suc-
cesses were only possible with
your continued patronage and
support,” Bridge Coffee Co
said in a public statement. “As
we close this chapter, we do so
with immense pride in what we
have accomplished together. We
understand that this news may
be difficult, and we share in the
sadness of this closure. While
this is the end of Bridge Coffee
Co. as you know it, we are
excited about what the future
holds and the new opportunities
that await.”

This announcement came
just six days after celebrating
Bridge Coffee Co’s nine-year
anniversary and left a number
of loyal patrons stunned. Those
on social media expressed
their heartfelt condolences
with many congratulating the
business for its impact on the
community and its exceptional
service. Yet the biggest question
still hung in the air - why?

“It’s an economic deci-
sion, simply put,” Styczynski
explained. “We’ve had incred-
ible loyalty and really great
growth, and the business had
been growing month over
month, but our expenses are
going faster than our growth.”

Styczynski said that he and
his wife, Jennifer Styczynski,
who is also the co-owner of
Bridge and the finance director
for the city of Marysville, had
been contemplating the decision
for many months. Their opera-
tions were growing and had
been close to breaking even, but
in July things changed.

“Our insurance increased
overnight, 350 percent, so that
ate up anything we had for prof-
itability,” Styczynski gravely
said. “It went from a half of a
percent of our gross annual
sales to three percent annual

location in Yuba City on Aug. 31 and its New Earth

sales, and we were already at
that margin.”

Over the summer, numerous
publications have been circu-
lating articles on the rise of
insurance across the board in
California. Contributing factors
cited include inflation, crime,
supply chain issues, regula-
tion changes, and catastrophic
events such as wildfires.

“It’s just disgusting, I think
that’s the most appropriate term.
It’s just disgusting,” Styczynski
said.

This insurance hike paired
with stagnating wholesale buy-
ers was the proverbial nail
in Bridge Coffee Co’s coffin.
Styczynski said that the busi-
nesses trajectory had been
going well in 2019 with leads
on supplying hotels, restau-
rants, and high-scale offices, but
this momentum was put on hold
during the 2020 pandemic shut
downs. What they found after
was that the demand for gour-
met coffee dropped in favor of
saving costs.

“Everyone is being squeezed
by the economy and inflation,
no one is going for a more
expensive product, they’re
looking for less expensive
ones,” Styczynski said.

Besides closing, Styczynski
said his only option would have
been to compromise on his
customer service and quality,
slash its labor force, and charge
around $15 a cup.

“Then, truthfully, I would
have been continuing to support
a sustainability problem that our
globe has that we were helping
to correct,” Styczynski added.

Styczynski has been very
vocal both in person and online
about his desire to connect peo-
ple with quality coffee and
ensure that the families and
communities supplying this
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product are equally supported.
The company even made a
pledge with Transparency, a
group working to help reveal
the pricing of coffee negotia-
tions with the goal of setting an
example for the coffee industry
and ensuring producers earn a
living wage.

“An increasing number of
actors in the coffee industry
have recognized that the only
way to secure the production
of great coffee is to increase its
sustainability along the value
chain,” Transparency stated on
its website.

This value chain references
an intricate web of the labor
force from the farmers and har-
vesters to those that process,
package, deliver, and ultimately
serve the coffee.

While Styczynski’s journey
with Bridge Coffee Co may be
coming to an end, he will con-
tinue as “Head Roaster” at the
University of California, Davis.
There he helps not only with
brewing and roasting but also
with courses such as The Design
of Coffee through the chemical
engineering department.

“It’s a really fun way of being
able to teach some of the com-
plex mechanics in chemical
engineering,” Styczynski said.

With more than 2,090 stu-
dents reported to be enrolled
in this course last year, it has
quickly established itself as one

of the most popular classes on
campus. Styczynski also serves
as a resident Q Grader, eval-
uating coffees based on the
expectations and practices cre-
ated by the Coffee Quality
Institute. Currently, there are
only about 600 Q Graders in
the United States and less than
8,000 globally.

Bridge Coffee Co. will cease
its operations at its Clark
Avenue location in Yuba City on
Aug. 31 and its New Earth loca-
tion along with deliveries will
end on Sept. 30. Coffee will still
be offered at New Earth’s coffee
bar however it will not be from
Bridge Coffee Co. Likewise, a
new cafe will be taking over the
Clark Avenue location under the
leadership of Denise Landis of
Edible Memories in Marysville.

“It’s heartbreaking not seeing
what I had dreamed for Bridge
to be fulfilled, but I’'m looking
forward to the other dreams that
I have and the new dreams to
come,” Styczynski said. “Our
customers have been the hero
of an incredible story. They’ve
made it possible to connect
with the community and I can
tell personal relationships with
coffee producers who have ben-
efited from the love and support
from our community and their
community also thrived. Many
years of experiencing that is
something very special to me
that I will always hold dear.” *

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This Month In Your Garden

September is here and that means
fall is right around the corner. We
will start getting some cooling tem-
peratures and the days get shorter
so even if we have some heat, it’s
shorter periods of it. There are defi-
nitely things to be done in the garden.
Watering and weeding are still need-
ing done. Later in September is a
good time to start your winter veg-
etable garden. Usually towards the
end of the month is best after it is
starting to cool down so that the win-
ter vegetables don’t bolt. If you are
using the same beds as the summer
vegetables, you’ll need to start pull-
ing out the summer vegetables. Start
with the plants that are obviously
showing signs of slowing produc-
tion and go from there — tomatoes are
usually what we have to give up last.
Where ever the new winter garden
is to go, the soil needs to be worked
up and readied. The winter veggies
will begin to be available soon. They
will do better if they are planted in
cooler weather than we have been
experiencing this summer. We get
requests for winter vegetables in the
heat of August, but we usually wait
until middle of September to offer
them. If it’s too warm, they bolt, so
we watch the forecasts.

September is an important month
for fertilizing trees and shrubs. They
store nutrients within the trunks and
limbs to carry them through the win-
ter, and help them leaf out, bloom
and set fruit in the coming spring
season. This has to be done while
there are still healthy green and
working leaves on them. There is no
specific time for the leaves to start
showing the fall color change, but we
all know it is in fall. Keep an eye
on them and don’t miss the oppor-
tunity to get the fertilizing done. It
will benefit your shrubs and trees.
As usual, there are exceptions — any
plant that has already set buds for
spring bloom, such as rhododendrons
and camellias should not be fertil-
ized now, do them soon after they
finish their bloom cycle. The rea-
son being, is that they will likely
respond to the fertilizer and start put-
ting on new growth which can push
the buds off the plant. Just wait until
they have finished their bloom cycle

to fertilize them. That is when they
normally start putting on new growth
and the fertilizer is very beneficial
for that process.

Fall is the best time for planting
trees, shrubs, grass. It is a good time
to dig up some perennials and divide
them to enlarge a bed, create a new
bed, or share them with other garden-
ers. This is routine for many garden
clubs at this time of the year. Think
about any trees or shrubs that you
might want to plant this fall. Fall is
the best time for planting trees and
shrubs. They will slowly develop
roots during the winter, giving them
an advantage over the same thing
planted next spring. A fall planted
tree will develop roots through the
fall and winter and leaf out next
spring ready to grow and be well
established to grow through the sum-
mer without any stress. September
and October are the best months for
tree planting, so start thinking about
the trees you would consider. Pick
out your tree or plant, take it home
in the container, put it in a place that
can’t be missed and water it well
daily, until you are able to get it
planted. Once planted, they should
be kept moist. Most newly planted
trees need 15 to 20 gallons of water
a week during September and 10 gal-
lons per week or so during October
unless it gets warm. Water should be
given 2-3 times a week depending on
the weather.

Using pre-emergent now will
help to reduce the growth of winter
weeds, keeping in mind that it will
keep any good seeds you may have
planted from sprouting as well, so be
careful with it. Remember that all
those leaves that will be falling soon
make great compost. If you have a
compost pile add them. If you mow
them into your lawn they really help
to build the soil.

Enjoy the coming seasonal
changes. Fall, to me, is the best time
of the year.

Why Winner Chevrolet?
“At the direction of

the council last year, we

opted to contract an orga-
nization, which is Winner

Chevrolet,” Slade said.

“They specialize in the

Chevrolet Tahoe vehi-

cle, and there is a state

contract for vehicle pro-
curements, which offers
overall cost savings.”

Last year, Slade said
they had a bid upwards of
$10,000 more per vehicle,
which is why the depart-
ment “opted to use them

again.”
Why Cop Shop
Installations?

“Traditionally, they have

been the cheapest because
their labor rates are the
cheapest,” Slade said, not-
ing competing companies
are also not near.

Slade gave three options
after his presentation:
do not purchase the four
vehicles, but if approved,
seek another installation
company, and not buy the
dual-band radios.

Councilmember
Michael Pasquale asked
if the four new APX 8500
all-band radios would be
the only of its kind in the
department if purchased.

Answer: yes.

“The goal is as we start
to switch over into new
vehicles from this point

on, regarding the mobile
radios in the vehicle is to
ask for these radios each
time,” Slade said, not-
ing funding now supports
half of the officers having
portable radios, but only
granted enough to do half
of that.

“So, the officers will
have portables that have
all-band capabilities, and
then as we slowly start to
replace vehicles, we will
replace them with these
radios,” Slade said, fol-
lowed by Councilmember
Wade Kircher motioning
the item forward, award-
ing the police a safer fleet
of vehicles and radio com-
munications. *

Proposed Local Route Changes

Launch of on-demand micro transit ser-
vices to replace local fixed Routes 2 and 5.

Streamlining of Route 1 to provide
quicker cross-service area travel.

Extension of weekday service hours to
8 p.m. for the local fixed route and new
on-demand services.

Elimination of the underutilized weekday
evening Dial-A-Ride service.

Proposed Fare Changes

Introduction of a single ride fare of $1.50
for the general public and $0.75 for the
discounted fare for the new on-demand
service.

Increase of the daily cap from $3 to $4.50
for local route general fare, and from $1.50
to $2.25 for discounted fare.

Increase in monthly pass prices from $30
to $40 for general fare, and from $15 to $20
for discounted fare. However, these prices
will be subsidized in the short term to $20
for general fare and $10 for discounted fare,
as grant funds are available.

Dear Dave,

I was talking to some
friends the other day about
wills and trusts. They seemed
to have a variety of opinions,
so can you straighten things
out for me? I don’t have a
will or a trust, and my finan-
cial situation is pretty sim-
ple. I just want to make sure
I do the right thing.

Dear William,

This is a great question.
I’'m sure your friends are
smart folks, but I'm glad
you’re looking for more an-
swers. I’'m not a lawyer, so
I'm just going to give you
a few simple things to think
about. Also, I’d strongly sug-
gest you talk to an experi-
enced will and trust lawyer,
one with the heart of a teach-
er, who will give you all the
facts and put your best inter-
ests first.

Basically, a will is a legal
document that explains what
you want to happen with
your stuff when you die and
puts it all in writing. There
are many different types of
wills, but for most people a

simple will is all you need to
establish a solid estate plan
that protects your family if
something happens to you.

Trusts tend to be geared
toward people with more as-
sets and unique or complex
estate issues. They also come
in lots of different forms
like, living trusts, revocable
and irrevocable trusts and
special needs trusts, just to
name a few. In my mind, if
you have less than $1 million
in assets—and your financial
world is pretty simple and
straightforward—a will gets
the job done just fine.

One of the most important
differences between wills
and trusts is the ability to
name a guardian for your mi-
nor children. You can name
a legal guardian in your will,
but you cant in a trust. So,
even if you have a trust,
you’ll still need a will to
make sure your kids are tak-
en care of after you die.

Another important distinc-
tion between the two is that
a trust lets you skip probate
court—a will doesn’t. Pro-
bate court cases can drag on
forever. Plus, they can be ex-
pensive. If your estate gets
mixed up in probate court
because someone challenges
the will, it could mean your
family has to spend months
in court while grieving. No
one wants to go through that.

While we’re on the subject
of probate court, let’s talk
about another sticky subject.

There’s a little bit of crazy
in every family. You prob-
ably know who they are in
your family, but if you don’t,
it might be you. Seriously,
though, we all know some
families that seem to have
more than their fair share of
crazy and drama, and wills
are best for families that
struggle with these issues
and tension between family
members. Probate court can
resolve those problems. On
the other hand, families who
can handle healthy conflict,
and who trust each other, are
better off with a trust, since
they don’t need a probate
court to babysit them.

And if you’re wondering if
you can have both a trust and
a will, the answer is yes. In
fact, most people who have a
trust have a will, too.

Climate Concerns are Inspiring

Innovation in California Wine Regions

Winegrape growers are embracing inno-
vations to monitor vineyard conditions
amid California’s hotter, drier climate.
In Napa Valley, growers are testing sen-
sor technology designed by Agrology, a
company that promotes regenerative farm-
ing and data tools to help farmers reduce
their carbon footprint. Growers are also
partnering with researchers working on
developing new rootstocks and scions
for warmer conditions. And the Sonoma
County Winegrowers group is deploying a
greenhouse emissions and carbon-seques-
tration accounting system.

Farmers Evaluate Demands, Benefits

of Organic Certification

With assumptions about high fees and
onerous paperwork and inspections, some
farmers have eschewed becoming certi-
fied organic even though they may already
be farming organically or want to tran-
sition to earn higher prices. But those
who have gone through the process sug-
gest such perceptions may be overblown,
with some saying the benefits of certifi-
cation are worth the extra cost and work.
Vasken Hauri of Country Nerd Farm in
Mariposa County, said being able to label
his specialty mushrooms with the certified
organic logo is “a huge trust builder.”

Rare Tomato Disease Detected in
Sacramento Valley Fields

Spurred by moisture and warm soil tem-
peratures, the fungal disease southern
blight is typically a perennial problem of
processing tomatoes in the southern San
Joaquin Valley. But for the past two years,
growers and pest control advisors have
seen it in scattered Sacramento Valley
fields where it’s been rare historically. Kurt
Richter, who grows processing tomatoes,
rice and other row crops in Colusa County,
is among those who found southern blight
in tomato fields for the first time this sea-
son. “It’s been tough this year,” he said.

Research on Wild Carrots Seeks
to Improve Stress Tolerance
in Commercial Varieties

Researchers at University of California,
Davis, have received $1 million in fund-
ing to study the genetic diversity of wild
carrots in hopes of breeding resistance in
commercial carrots to a fungal disease,
Alternaria, and enhance farmers’ ability to
grow carrots in water-deficient conditions.
The Foundation for Food & Agriculture
Research awarded a $500,000 grant for
the research, and the FFAR’s Crops of the
Future Collaborative partners, Bayer, Bejo
Zaden, Enza Zaden, Rijk Zwaan, Takii
Seed, and Vilmorin Mikado, are providing
$500,000 in matching funds. *

The Harris Economic Plan

Vice President Kamala Harris last
week revealed a rough draft of her eco-
nomic plan should she be elected to
President. She promised to prioritize the
proposal in her first 100 days in office.

This is the first economic focused
address since she moved into the can-
didacy and it aims at reducing costs
to the American consumer. The out-
line includes a ban on corporate price
gouging to lower the cost of groceries
and prescription drugs. These propos-
als sound good on at the outset but if it
was that easy to convince corporations
to lower prices, how come Harris and
Biden don’t do it now. I mean, why wait,
right? My opinion is that this might be
an exercise in futility but it sounds good.

Affordable housing is on the ticket.
That again is a large free market and
large free markets can’t be bent eas-
ily. Lowering interest rates will help
lower payments so she could jawbone
the Federal Reserve to lower them but
the Fed is supposed to be independent.
Both she and I know of course it is far
from that so as President, she could
definitely put the screws to Fed Chief
Jerome Powell. Her plan is looking at a
first time buyer home credit. This strat-
egy has been tried a few times in the
past and may have contributed to the
real estate bust, but if you want to get
people into their first home, these cred-
its would definitely help. I would add
to make sure those getting those credits
have good credit themselves and Harris
had mentioned that in her proposal.

On food prices, contrary to popular
belief, food companies and the stores
that sell food operate on very thin mar-
gins. They basically make their profits
on volume. Not sure there is much to
be done there. Drug prices are definitely
expensive and the Biden administration
just came out with a new edict lower-
ing prices on some popular and much
needed medications. Harris could con-
tinue down those lines.

Tax code changes are on the menu.
Tax code changes require house cooper-
ation so that could be a sticky wicket.
Expanding child credits and the like do

go through a little easier so Harris could
push for even more help in that arena.

Of course, much of this requires more
spending. That means more borrow-
ing by Uncle Sam and higher taxes for
some. Without seeing specific proposals
and their details it’s difficult to comment
on the ability of the government to fund
some of these programs. Like all on the
campaign trail however, it’s easy to say
what you are going to do, but it’s not as
easy doing it.

One thing we can be sure of, whoever
gets the nod for President, both sides
plan on, or will end up spending a ton
more money we Americans just don’t
have. With the U.S. 33 trillion in the
debt hole and climbing (no one really
knows for sure), more social programs
will run up deficits and thereby run up
the interest payments the U.S. has to pay
on that debt.

And of course, more money flowing
out of Washington means more inflation,
and don’t we have enough of that now?

The jury is still out on the Harris plan
at this point in time. We just don’t know
the details on how she would accom-
plish her economic goals. Many of the
talking points from both candidates are
vague and unspecific and designed to
garner votes. It’s the way elections work
nowadays.

What I do know however, is that both
candidates will probably use the pub-
lic checkbook way more than what this
analyst thinks is prudent, and that will
cost us all more money in the long run.

Resolution Condemning Trump Shooting
and Political Violence Passes Unanimously

Assembly Republicans
News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA
(MPG) - On Aug. 15,

the California State
Assembly unanimously
passed HR 116, a resolu-
tion condemning political
violence and the assassi-
nation attempt on former
President Donald Trump
that took place July 13,
in Butler, Pennsylvania.
The resolution, coau-
thored by 64 members
of the Assembly, was
introduced by Assembly
Republican Leader James
Gallagher (Yuba City)
and represents a strong

bipartisan stand against
the disturbing trend of
violence in American
politics.

“Violence has no place
in our democracy,” said
Gallagher.

“This resolution reaf-
firms our commitment to
resolving political differ-
ences through dialogue
and respect, rather than
through acts of violence.”

On July 13, President
Trump was wounded by
gunfire while addressing
a crowd at a campaign
rally. The attack also
tragically claimed the life
of Corey Comperatore, a
decorated firefighter and

veteran who was protect-
ing his family and left
two other rallygoers criti-
cally injured.

HR 116 underscores
the Assembly’s dedica-
tion to promoting civil
discourse and condemns
all forms of political vio-
lence. The resolution also
acknowledges the bipar-
tisan calls for unity from
both President Trump
and President Biden fol-
lowing the incident.

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Yuba City Council District Elections in Full Swing

YUBA CITY, CA (MPG) - This
November is the final transition to
a district-based election.

The Yuba City Council seats
are divided into five districts,
with Districts 4 and 5 seats up for
election.

Incumbent Wade Kircher runs
unopposed for the open District
4 seat and three candidates are
vying for District 5.

Vincenzo Corazza, Toni Cole
and John Buckland face off for a
seat on the dais.

The transition from at-large

representation to district repre-
sentation for Districts 1, 2 and
3 was in 2022. Districts 4 and
5 complete the changeover this
November.

“Under a district-based system
of elections, the city is divided into
districts, candidates may only run
for the seat representing the dis-
trict in which they are registered
to vote, and voters may only vote
for a candidate from their district,”
said Diana Langley, city manager.

Why do district elections
matter?

With the transition to dis-
trict-based elections, Yuba City

residents will only be able to vote
on City Council representation
within their district. This means
that rather than all residents vot-
ing on open councilmember seats
every election year, they will only
vote every four years for a candi-
date who represents their district.

“One of the reasons for the
transition is that district elections
are consistent with the California
Voting Rights Act (CVRA), which
encourages district elections for
communities with a significant
population of minority groups,”
Langley said.

However, changing voting

demographics is a long process.
The city held five public hear-
ings between September 2021 and
February 2022, with the final one
in February 2022.

“You have finally reached the
last hearing required by law,”
Chaffin said then.

Chaffin made it clear that the
public had the opportunity to
comment at any time during the
five hearings.

Councilmember Marc
Boomgaarden agreed with the
city attorney, saying the coun-
cil remained transparent during
districting.

Additionally, the city attor-
ney explained that in 2022,
professional demographics dis-
trict-mapping tools were made
available to the public “to sub-
mit maps if they thought the maps
that were being submitted were
not sufficient.”

Voter demographics do not
matter for two more elected offi-
cials: the city clerk and treasurer.
Yuba City accounting manager
Diona Pope runs unopposed for
the open city treasurer position.

Yuba City Clerk Administration
Ciara Wakefield runs unopposed
for the open city clerk position. *

Recording Studio to Launch in Marysville

MARYSVILLE, CA (MPG) - Since
opening its doors last year, the
Institute of Rock has been march-
ing to the beat of its own drum
and paving the way in alternative
music education for the residents
of Marysville and beyond.

In addition to offering les-
sons, Stevie Bogan, the school’s
owner, has orchestrated a num-
ber of unique events including
Rock Star Summer camps, street
festivals, and collaborations with
like-minded musicians and local
charter schools.

“The whole point of this is
I want it to be a one stop shop
where kids and other people can
come and create,” said Bogan.

“My intention is to be the
bridge, from start to finish,
connecting the idea to the profes-
sional release, all in one building.”

In pursuing this vision, and
navigating the needs of both

his students and the local music
scene, Bogan recently announced
the launch of Studio 10 Creation
Lab. The studio has already had
its “soft opening” with equip-
ment being tested by colleagues
and members of Bogan’s second
annual Rock Star Summer camp.
Finishing touches are still in the
works and Bogan anticipates
being up in full by mid-September.

“I’m just kind of going with the
flow,” said Bogan.

“I wanted to do the lessons,
then it became a thing where I
wanted to be able to record the
kids and share it with their fam-
ilies. ...I recently had my whole
discography sent to me and being
able to hear my progression over
the years, from my youth till now,
has been incredible. I want to be
able to do that for others.”

The new studio and recording
room have been professionally
designed, gleaning from Bogan’s
extensive experience in the music

industry. Separate classes will also
be added that cater specifically to
music production and mixing.

“The Institute of Rock lives
up to its name and Stevie does
a really good job of inspiring
the students,” said Gwenhwyfar
Buckley, one of the institute’s res-
ident teachers.

“I got to help him paint and see
the progress being done. He has
definitely poured his heart and
soul into it, it’s his work but also
his passion project. The best part
is the look on the kids’ faces when
they do something they are proud
of and feel boundless.”

Bogan also plans to offer ser-
vices such as live streaming and
podcast rentals with all the editing
done in house. Reservations are
already in the works for this space
and more announcements are soon
to come.

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Marysville Business Owners Maintain Steady Business Despite Obstacles

MARYSVILLE, CA (MPG)
- It’s not that simple to
blame lack of business, if
any, on the June 15 Hotel
Marysville Fire and its sur-
rounding traffic issues.
There are many other vari-
ables that are cause for
concern for Marysville
business owners, such as
the rising price of commer-
cial insurance and PG&E
rates that have nearly dou-
bled and even tripled,
according to one business
owner.

The recent heat waves
have produced a steady
90- to 104-degree weather
pattern, and many owners
on D Street close shops at
3 p.m. to save on electricity
bills. Additionally, infla-
tion, taxes, groceries, gas,
rents, clothing, prescrip-
tions, medical insurance
and property taxes have all
increased steadily, adding
to the consistent decline in
profits compared to a year
ago.

“July and August are
the worst months. There’s
back-to-school, vacations,
heat and high grocery
costs,” said Sue Doven of
Sissy’s Attic.

Some good news:

Hotel Marysville is still standing and poses a safety hazard.

According to Doven,
mid-July’s Peach Festival
pulled in 25,000 people
and increased her business
by 62%, which proves that
these community events
help to drive business and
increase foot traffic.

Many owners have
invested entire savings into
these mom-and-pop inde-
pendent businesses and
failure is not an option.

“I’'m not a quitter. I
really want D Street to
work,” said Verna Henry,
owner of The Antique Mall
in Marysville. Henry offers
some of the most unique
antiques in the area and she
sells silver online to sup-
plement her income.
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Around the corner on 4th
Street, Elvy’s Thrift Shop
owner Loren Corona used
the Hotel Marysville traffic
diversion to her advantage.
While drivers were sit-
ting in traffic, they couldn’t
help but notice the many
propped-up balloons and
loud music to capture their
attention and lure them
into the store. Corona is
active on social media, uti-
lizing both Facebook and
Instagram, which brings in
new clients.

Another tech-savvy
owner is Justin Bryner
of Clockwork Games,
which opened on Aug. 1.
Bryner runs a niche Harry
Potter meets steampunk
styled tabletop game store.
Uniquely positioned, he
also uses social media to
draw in business and sell
merchandise. Weekends are
busy and he’s open late.

A few doors down,
Silva’s Collectibles own-
ers, John and Angelina
Silva, have a “boutiqued”
business of comic books,
videos, collectibles and
toys. Silva’s Collectibles
has a built-in customer base
and services a very distinct
clientele.

“Since the fire, our busi-
ness really hasn’t changed,”
Angelina Silva said.
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Chris Marin, owner and
professional barber of The
Lighthouse Barber Parlour,
said, “I’ve seen problems
with traffic and there’s lots
of accidents.”

Marin moved in one
month ago and has seen
and heard people angry
over diverted roadways. He
had a good business before
opening and has kept his
clients. He also has parking
spots in front of his busi-
ness, which is located on
4th Street.

On Aug. 25, Caltrans
District 3 public informa-
tion officer Megan Reese
gave an update on the
existing downtown road
conditions.

“Caltrans still has
diverted traffic and can-
not proceed until the city’s
engineer gives the OK to
clear,” Reese said.

On the south side of
town, business owners
Zach and Taylor Zapata of
Wood Butcher on C Street
took over a month ago and
are building upon an exist-
ing book of business. They
do plenty on social media
and find that traffic is not
a problem since it has been
diverted directly in front of
their store. Obviously, this
is visual marketing in their
favor.

“We have home-grown
meats: beef, pork, lamb,
chicken and offer a place
to shop locally,” Taylor
Zapata said.

Although there have
been roadblocks to suc-
cess for these downtown
businesses, they are finding
workarounds and creative
solutions. Following the
city’s emergency decla-
ration, low-interest loans
are being offered to those
affected by the Hotel
Marysville Fire through
the U.S. Small Business
Administration.

Brynda Stranix of

Yuba-Sutter Economic
Development Corporation
has met with business own-
ers to provide additional
information on disaster
assistance in the form of
these low interest federal
disaster loans.

The City of Marysville
via Charles Smith, Sutter
County public informa-
tion officer, administered
the latest Hotel Marysville
update.

city issued a notice of
non-compliance requir-
ing immediate measures to
prevent asbestos contam-
ination from entering the
storm drain system. The
notice allows 10 days for
compliance before con-
sidering further actions,
including potential demo-
lition. The owners have yet
to comply,” Smith said.
