Officer Grewal’s Memory Lives On

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt 
Police Department held a 
wreath-laying ceremony on 
Aug. 26, marking the third 
anniversary of the death of 
Officer Harminder Grewal.

The remembrance at the 
Officer Kevin Tonn Fallen 
Heroes Memorial outside 
City Hall included remarks 

from Galt Mayor Paul 
Sandhu and Grewal’s sis-
ter, Navdeep Sidhu. Galt 
residents, police officers, 
Cosumnes firefighters and 
the Grewal family gathered 
to witness the proceedings. 
Also attending were family 
members of Officer Kevin 
Tonn, the first Galt Police 
officer to die in the line of 
duty.

Sidhu said her brother’s 

bravery and kindness 
remain  a  source  of 
inspiration.

“Every day … he put 
on his uniform with 
unwavering dedication, 
knowing that his duty was 
as a servant to protect oth-
ers,” Sidhu said. “Even 
at great personal risk, his 
commitment to justice and 
his courage in the face of 
danger were a reflection 

of his strong character and 
the deep sense of respon-
sibility he felt toward his 
community.”

S idhu  remembered 
Grewal’s smile and read-
iness to help others and 
took comfort in knowing 
that “his memory and the 
impact he made will live 
forever.”

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - The new Elk 
Grove Macy’s opened with a rib-
bon-cutting Aug. 23 in the Laguna 
Crossroads shopping center at Laguna 
Boulevard and Bruceville Road.

While the Elk Grove Chamber of 
Commerce staged the ribbon-cut-
ting, early visitors browsed the store 
the day before its grand opening. 
The 31,000-square-foot store offers 
scaled-down departments for men’s 
and women’s clothing and shoes, 
children’s wear and toys. 

The space, formerly the home of 
Buy Buy Baby, is the fourth of the 
new, smaller Macy’s but the first in 
the area. The store offers well-known 
market brands and Macy’s private

GALT, CA (MPG) - Galt City 
Council left fees for city 
sports programs unchanged 
at its Aug. 20 regular meet-
ing, citing concerns about 
affordability.

City staff presented 
about the municipal sports 
programs’ fees. In June, 
staff had proposed increas-
ing fees for some sports 
but City Council chose 
to keep them unchanged 
until it could get more 
information.

Under the staff pro-
posal, the registration for 
T-ball would rise from $75 
to $100. Youth basketball 
registration would increase 
from a range of $75 to 
$103 up to $100 to $130.

Recreation supervisor 
Monica Lopez said the fees 
account for factors such 
as personnel costs, equip-
ment costs, registration 
fees and central services. 
The fees intentionally do 
not recover all costs.

Parks and Recreation 
Director Armando Solis 
said that if the increases are 
not implemented, the city 
will forgo about $11,700 in 
revenue. Making the T-ball 
program free would cost 
more than $20,000.

During public comment, 
Galt residents Tim Reed 
and Chris Brossman asked 
not to raise the fees in 
order to assist low-income 
families.

“Some of the kids that I 
coached in basketball, they 
love basketball; they strive 
to be an NBA basketball 
player. But if we up these 
fees to the point that their 
parents can’t afford to have 
them in these programs, we 
are doing them a disser-
vice,” Reed said.

Councilmember Shawn 
Farmer supported freezing 
the fees, agreeing on the 
benefits for low-income 
residents.

Councilmember Kevin 
Papineau said the sports 
programs should have a 
participation cost to reflect 
their value.

“On the other hand, I 
don’t want to ask for any 
more money right because 
… we’re on the heels of 
Measure Q and we’ve got 
something to prove, that 
we’re going to do what 
we promised with that. It 
has not been done yet,” 
Papineau said.

With the support of 
Mayor Paul Sandhu, City

Fees 
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Californians: Your Rent May Go Up 
Because of Rising Insurance Rates

CALIFORNIA (MPG) - Like 
single-family homeown-
ers in California, landlords 
are facing higher insurance 
premiums, too. And they’re 
passing along some of 
those costs to their tenants.

Many insurance compa-
nies have stopped writing 
policies in the state because 
of increased wildfire risks, 
but that’s not the only rea-
son. They say in the case of 
any catastrophe, the poten-
tial costs of replacing any 
residential or commer-
cial property, from labor 
to material costs, is just 
plain more expensive now. 
So even owners of proper-
ties in areas that are not at 
high risk for wildfires have 
had their policies canceled 
because their buildings 
may need repairs or 
improvements. Landlords 
are having to find other 
insurers, or having to turn 
to the ever-growing and 
more expensive FAIR Plan, 
the insurance industry-run 
plan that is mandated under 
California law to be the 
insurer of last resort. 

This is where the insur-
ance crisis could worsen 
the housing crisis, accord-
ing to some experts. 
Increased insurance costs 
for properties other than 
single-family homes are 
starting to affect the rental 
market — in a state where 
almost half of residents are 
renters — and could com-
pound the state’s housing 
problems, they say. 

Josh Hoover, an insur-
ance broker in the Los 
A n g e l e s  a r e a ,  h a n -
dles mostly commercial 
accounts and said “it’s 
almost impossible” to find 
coverage for any large 
structure. In late 2022, 
Allstate said it would 
stop writing new prop-
erty insurance in the state, 
including commercial pol-
icies. Then State Farm, the 
biggest insurer in the state, 
recently canceled policies 
for tens of thousands of 
homes, residential commu-
nity associations, business 
owners and commercial 
apartment properties. 

“Even buildings made 
in the ‘80s are now con-
sidered old, which is 
ridiculous,” Hoover said. 
“Most carriers want every-
thing updated in the last 
30 years. They want a new 
roof, electrical redone, 
plumbing redone — they 
want you to have copper 
pipes.”

For Landlords, ‘Death 
by a Thousand Cuts’
Earlier this year, Farmers 

canceled the policy on a 
33-unit apartment building 

in San Bernardino that was 
built in the 1960s, said its 
co-owner, Uwe Karbenk. 
Karbenk found an out-
of-state insurer instead of 
going with the more expen-
sive FAIR Plan, but his 
premium has still increased 
by $28,000 to more than 
$41,000 a year.

Combined with state 
laws that limit how much 
he is allowed to raise the 
rent each year — 5% plus 
inflation, or up to 10% in 
some cases, with possibly 
other rent-control measures 
on the way — Karbenk 
said being a landlord in 
California is “a little bit 
like death by a thousand 
cuts.” He added that if his 
profit margin continues 
to shrink, he would rather 
invest in something else 
besides real estate.

“One of these mea-
sures, it’s not a big deal,” 
Karbenk said. “But over 
the years, it’s really diffi-
cult for mom-and-pops.”

Mike Placido and his 
wife are definitely a mom-
and-pop. They own two 
rental properties, a four-
unit  building in San 
Gabriel and a duplex in 
Alhambra. He said they 
bought the properties as 
a way to supplement their 
retirement income when 
the time comes in a few 
years.

When State Farm can-
celed the policy on their 
San Gabriel property, 
Placido got a quote from 
the FAIR Plan for $8,600, 
much higher than their old 
$2,600 premium. Instead, 
he was able to cobble 
together three different pol-
icies from a Florida-based 
insurer to get the coverage 
the old policy provided for 
$6,500, a 150% increase. 
So he said he plans to raise 
rents in January.

“It’s not like I’m some 
land baron,” Placido said. 

“I’ll pass along as much 
as I possibly can, as much 
as the market can bear, and 
I’ll shoulder the rest. I have 
no choice.”

Yet Another Worry 
for Renters

A b o u t  4 4 %  o f 
Californians are rent-
ers, according to the U.S. 
Census .  The median 
monthly rent in the state is 
$2,850, a third higher than 
the national figure, accord-
ing to online real estate 
marketer Zillow.  About 
30% of the state’s rent-
ers are considered severely 
cost-burdened, meaning 
they spend at least half of 
their income on housing, 
according to an analysis by 
the Public Policy Institute 
of California. Now their 
rents could rise to even 
more burdensome levels. 

Shanti Singh, legisla-
tive director for statewide 
renters’ rights organiza-
tion Tenants Together, 
said “it’s still kind of an 
unknown how common it 
is” that tenants’ rents are 
rising along with insurance 
costs, partly because not all 
landlords say why they’re 
raising rents. 

“It depends on the land-
lords,” Singh said. “Some 
are transparent; a lot of 
them aren’t.”

Any significant rent 
increases have not yet 
shown up in Zillow’s data, 
which shows California’s 
median rent is actually 
down about $100 com-
pared with last year, though 
it has climbed higher since 
the beginning of the year. 

In the Bay Area, two 
renters who didn’t want 
to be named out of fear of 
retaliation from their land-
lord said the rents at their 
live-work complex jumped 
earlier this year, and the 
reason was spelled out to 
them in an email that had 

“insurance costs” in the 
subject line. 

Singh said she fears 
things will only get worse 
for renters as the effects 
of climate change, such 
as wildfires, continue to 
weigh on the affordability 
of insurance, and in turn, 
housing.

“Tenants are going to 
have the least recourse,” 
Singh said. They “always 

end up bearing a dispropor-
tionate brunt of what they 
can afford.”

Housing and Climate 
Change

Singh and others who 
deal with California’s 
lack of affordable housing 
expressed concern about 
whether certain parts of 
the state will eventually be 

uninhabitable and uninsur-
able — whichever comes 
first.

Sarah Karlinsky, direc-
tor of research at the 
Terner Center for Housing 
Innovation at UC Berkeley, 
said the lack of enough 
housing within already 
developed cities means 
more building “at the 
fringe of regions, in places 
that are more dangerous,” 

also known as the wild-
land urban interface, or the 
WUI, in wildfire speak. 

“If we don’t want to 
continue down this road, 
we have to fundamentally 
rethink our development 
patterns,” Karlinsky added.

Laurie Johnson, an 
urban planner and former 
chief catastrophe response 
and resiliency officer for 
the California Earthquake 
Authority, pointed out 
that some property own-
ers in the state who own 
their buildings and have no 
mortgages might choose 
not to insure their proper-
ties because of the rising 
costs. That’s worrisome, 
she said.

“It feels like we want to 
keep our multifamily stock 
insured and don’t want to 
take the risk of losing it,” 
Johnson said. Hoover, the 
insurance broker, agreed 
and said he has had some 
clients tell him they plan to 
forgo insurance. 

Johnson added that just 
as jurisdictions have been 
requiring seismic retrofit-
ting in case of earthquakes, 
protection against fires and 
other catastrophes — and 
the ability to replace what-
ever might be lost — is 
vital: “You would be dis-
placing so many people.” 

The growing risks of 

climate change make 
it more important than 
ever for renters to have 
their own insurance, said 
Emily Rogan, senior pro-
gram officer for United 
Policyholders, a consumer 
advocacy group. 

Renters insurance would 
cover the costs for tenants 
to stay “somewhere else 
as you figure out where 
to live in case of a severe 
weather event,” Rogan 
said.

Effects on 
Commercial 

Properties and 
Businesses

Small businesses that 
rent their space will be 
affected by their landlords’ 
rising premiums, too.

John Reed owns a 
mixed-use commercial 
property in Oakhurst, out-
side Yosemite — an area 
that has seen its share 
of fires in the past sev-
eral years. Last year, his 
fire insurance cost about 
$2,800, but Berkshire 
Hathaway canceled his 
policy. He got three differ-
ent quotes from the FAIR 
Plan, with the highest 
being $24,000. Then, he 
found a plan from Lloyd’s 
of London for about 
$14,000.

Reed said he will have 

to pass on his increased 
costs to his six tenants. 
“As a landlord, I can’t hit 
them with the whole bur-
den all at once,” he said. 
“If I’m able to afford it, I 
will try to spread that out 
over a two- or three-year 
period.”

California’s insurance 
commissioner, Ricardo 
Lara, has unveiled a multi-
part plan to address the 
state’s insurance woes, 
mainly focused on wild-
f i res .  For  example , 
insurers will be allowed 
to use catastrophe models 
if they agree to write pol-
icies in certain areas of 
the state. But Insurance 
Department spokesper-
son Michael Soller pointed 
out that Lara also recently 
announced a deal with the 
FAIR Plan that creates a 
high-value commercial 
coverage option.

“The reforms will have 
broad benefits for the 
availability of insurance,” 
Soller said.

GALT, CA (MPG) - A six-episode TV series, 
soon to be released, had its start right here 
in Galt. “These Stones” is based on a book 
written by Galt’s Tim Stevenson, senior 
pastor of Horizon Community Church for 
the past 28 years.

The original concept came to Stevenson 
several years ago. 

“The Bible says in Matthew Chapter 27 
that after Jesus Christ died on the cross, 
three things happened: a great earthquake, 
the temple veil was torn in two, and many 
‘Holy Ones’ came out of their graves and 
went into the city,” said Stevenson. “That 
passage has always amazed me, and the 
Bible never says what happened to those 
people who became alive again.”

Stevenson, who has written other plays, 
stories and many poems, started to write a 
play about his idea that the “risen” people 
could still be here. The story is based in 
modern times and deals with many issues 
that people face.

“What if they are still around? What if 
they are still helping people and sharing 
God’s message, the hope that we are never 
alone?” Stevenson said.

Along the way, Stevenson invited friend 
Peggy Porter of Galt to come alongside 
with her writing skills to add to it, and she 
became co-writer of the play, which grew 
so long that it became a book.

“It has been fun, and such an adventure 
and privilege, to be a part of this from the 
beginning, and right up to now,” Porter 
said. “I’m so anxious to watch all that God 
is doing and going to do through ‘These 
Stones.’”

After the book was finished, Stevenson 
had friend and published author Jeanette 
Towne read the manuscript. Towne was so 
impressed that she passed it on to another 
friend.

“Without Tim’s unique and intriguing 
idea, we would not have a series,” said 
Towne, now the CEO and executive pro-
ducer of Stone Impact Media and “These 
Stones.”

“I’m super excited to be a founding part 
of this three-year-long project,” Towne 
added. 

Towne’s friend is Cheryl McCay Price, 
an author and screenwriter in Georgia.

Price liked the concept so much that she 
wrote a screenplay, which was produced 
as a series of six episodes.

Filming took place in the fall of 2022 

in Atlanta.  
Stevenson traveled to Georgia to watch 

some of the filming, accompanied by his 
wife Gwen, Towne and husband Sam, 
David Hesseltine of Wallace, Wayne and 
Michelle Weisz of Acampo, Porter’s two 
sons and one daughter-in-law. 

The group also served as extras in a few 
episodes. Towne spent the six weeks of 
filming time in Georgia.

“These Stones” has won 12 awards 
at film festivals in the U.S. and 
internationally.    

It was recently picked up by a stream-
ing service, Up Faith & Family. The first 
episode will be released on Thursday, 
Sept. 5, followed by a new episode every 
Thursday until Oct. 10.  

Up Faith & Family costs $5.99 per 
month, with a seven-day free-trial period. 
It also offers a 30% discount for new sub-
scribers by using the code STONE30. 

For more information about the actors,

There will be a free local showing of 
the premiere episode on Thursday Sept. 5 

starting at 6 p.m. at Horizon Community 
Church in Galt. All are welcome.

“What started right here in Galt, as a 
play, then a book, and now a TV series, 
has been pretty awesome to see,” said 
Stevenson. “It’s all about the hope that 
people can have, that the scriptures are 
true, and now ‘These Stones’ can share 
that hope, that you are never alone, and 
that there’s always help on the way.” � H

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officer to die in the line of 
duty, Grewal was gravely 
injured in a vehicle col-
lision on Highway 99, 
as he and fellow officer 
Kapri Herrera were driv-
ing to assist with wildfire 
response. He died of his 
injuries several days later 
on Aug. 26, 2021. He was 
27 years old.

Herrera, who suffered 
serious injuries in the 
crash, recently returned to 
full-time duty. She served 
on the honor guard that car-
ried out the wreath-laying.

Galt Police Chief Brian 
Kalinowski paused to 
gather his thoughts before 
making his remarks.

“As you can see, the 
loss of an officer is a hell 
we walk through as an 
organization and a fam-
ily,” Kalinowski said. 
Kalinowski said that he 
and the Grewal family 
would soon view the final 
rendering for a memo-
rial bust in honor of 
Grewal. It will be installed 
in  February  ou ts ide 
Galt Police Department 

headquarters.
S p e a k i n g  t o  t h e 

Herald, Sandhu voiced 
gratitude for the atten-
dance of Cosumnes Fire 
Department and elected 
officials, including Galt 
City Council members 
and Sacramento County 
Supervisor Pat Hume.

Hume attended to keep 
Grewal’s memory alive.

“When you have a sit-
uation where someone 
gave their life for the ser-
vice of their community, 
that needs to be honored. 
And there’s a saying that 
people are still remem-
bered as long as their name 
is spoken, so it’s import-
ant that we continue to 
speak Harminder’s name, 
and recognize his sacrifice 
and his family’s sacrifice,” 
Hume said.

Speaking after the cer-
emony, Kalinowski said 
“there’s no sugar-coating” 
the grief that an officer’s 
death causes their col-
leagues. When he speaks at 
such events, “it takes all I 
can to hold it together” in 
order to support the family.

H e r r e r a ’ s  r e c o v -
ery is “incredible” for 
Kalinowski, who remarked 
on the many obstacles she 
overcame to return to duty.

“Kapri knew what she 
wanted and she fought to 
get what she wanted, and 
it was ultimately coming 
back to full duty and work-
ing with the organization. 
So I’m excited for Kapri, 
the future she has with the 
organization and every-
thing she’s going to be able 
to contribute to us and the 
community,” Kalinowski 
said.

The police chief said 
remembrances for fallen 
police officers ensure 
that the community does 
not forget those officers’ 
sacrifices.

“When the Grewal fam-
ily doesn’t have their son 
or brother with them today, 
we carry that pain and 
that burden with them,” 
Kalinowski said. “And 
so the fact that we could 
come here, see everybody, 
pay appropriate respect to 
Harminder, I think it’s part 
of the healing process.” �H

Back when flip phones were on the 

cutting edge, I was a police reporter, pho-
tographer and religion-page editor for The 
Cañon City Daily Record newspaper in 
Colorado. Life was never boring.

But I wanted to be a novelist.
Writing feature stories assuaged my 

longing to push a more creative pen, and 
my newspaper’s Back in Time section 
often had me mining treasures at the local 
history museum for all sorts of fascinating 
facts.

Like the account of Utes in the 1860s 
who made off with a settler’s child. Mom 
quickly retrieved her son, trading him for 
a pan of freshly baked biscuits. Another 
settler camping along the Arkansas River 

dropped his sidearm on a rock in his firepit 
and shot himself to death.

Who needs fiction?
Evidently, I did, because all those sto-

ries from the 1800s primed the pump of 
my author’s heart. I began incubating the 
historical-fiction series, The Cañon City 
Chronicles.

Gold was never found in Cañon City, 
but the fertile fields and orchards fed 
miners at Cripple Creek, Leadville and 
elsewhere. And the gold that mattered 
most trickled down mountain ravines in 
yellow aspen and shone in the character of 
hearty souls who peopled the town.

Such background details made it into 
my first book in the series, “Loving the 
Horseman.” So did the bit about the guy 
who shot himself.

Over time, the fictional Hutton family 
developed against the backdrop of actual 
local events like the Royal Gorge Wars 
and the Bone Wars. One book mentions 
Old Mose, a famous rogue grizzly, and 
focuses on moving pictures, or flickers, 
filmed in the area in the early 1900s.

Most of the characters in these books 
are people I’ve cooked up on my own. 
But others sneak up on me when I’m 

not looking, leaving me with the sense 
that I’ve met them before and just can’t 
remember when or where.

One such character fits the latter cate-
gory: a little cowboy named Kip. 

He’s the youngest of three brothers, the 
tag-along. The one who gets left out more 
often than not.

Recently, I realized where I’d met Kip, 
though that wasn’t his real name. He was a 
student from my other life as a sixth-grade 
teacher: my Dandelion Cowboy.

Each morning he’d line up in front of 
my classroom with the rest of the first-pe-
riod students. Except he wasn’t much like 
the rest of the students.

In his Wranglers and scuffed cowboy 
boots, he didn’t dress like the others. 

A towhead among dark-haired children, 
he quietly stuck out in spite of how much 
he tried not to.

But in the spring when the dandelions 
sprouted, he was often at the front of the 
line with a short-stemmed bouquet and a 
shy smile.

The little cowboy was a loner. A throw-
back, perhaps, from a long line of those 
who prefer the company of their horse and 
a good view of the herd.

I didn’t realize he was Kip until after the 
fact. After he’d become a favorite second-
ary character in books 4, 5 and 6 of my 
series. 

Today when I see a patch of what most 
people call weeds, I wonder about my 
Dandelion Cowboy, if he stuck to his ways 
in spite of the crowd.

I like to think he embodies a verse from 
the New Testament that says, “Obviously, 
I’m not trying to win the approval of peo-
ple, but of God” (Galatians 1:10 NLT).

And maybe there’s a little bit of me in 
Grace Hutton, the main character from 
Book 6, when she says of her favorite 
nephew Kip, “That boy could smile the 
sun right out of the sky.”

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA 
(MPG) - After six months 
of new home sales that 
were well above average, 
sales returned to a histori-
cally normal level in July, 
the North State Building 
Indus t ry  Associa t ion 
reported Aug. 7.

BIA-member builders 
reported selling 433 homes 
during July, 6% above the 
monthly average of 409 
recorded during July since 
1997. Sales were down 
15% from June and down 
13% from July 2023.

 BIA President and CEO 
Tim Murphy suggested the 
region’s heat wave might 
have been a factor.

 “Sales were noticeably 
lower than they have been 
this year during the first 

two weeks of the month 
when the Sacramento 
region was suffering 
through a historically hot 
heat wave,” he noted. 
“During eight of those 
days, temperatures were 
above 105 and reached 110 
or above on three days.

 “Temperatures dropped 
off a bit during the third 
week of the month and 
were in the 70s and 80s 
during the last weekend 
of the month. It’s probably 
no coincidence that sales 
climbed during the third 
week and that the last week 
of the month was the best 
week out of the four. 

Still, despite the heat, 
overall it was a solid month 
for our members.”

 Murphy said it was also 
possible that talk of the 
Federal Reserve finally 
lowering interest rates next 
month may be causing 

some people to hold off on 
buying, although a quar-
ter-point drop in rates 
would not be substan-
tial enough to make much 
difference in monthly 
payments.

 New home communi-
ties in Rancho Cordova 
saw the most sales during 
the month (95), followed 
by Elk Grove (77) and 
perennial market leader 
Roseville, which recorded 
just 62 sales. Sacramento 
(excluding Natomas) was 
next with 48 and Folsom 
rounded out the top five 
with 42 sales. 

The next five were 
Plumas Lake (20), Rocklin 
(17), Lincoln (14), Galt 
(13) and Natomas (12).

 BIA statistics include 
sales by members in 
Amador,  El  Dorado, 
Placer, Sacramento, Sutter, 
Yolo and Yuba counties. �H

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According to nationalbeachday.com, 
National Beach Day was founded by 
Colleen Paige in 2014 to celebrate the 
place where she spent most of her child-
hood summer days: sunny Southern 
California.

One day in 2009, she came across a 
baby pelican that was starving to death 
because of fishing line wrapped around 
its wing and beak. After freeing the bird 
from its death trap, she knew she needed 
to create a day to highlight the plight of 
sea birds and ocean mammals due to the 
deadly trash left on the beaches around 
the globe.

Paige is urging everyone who loves 
their beach to plan a beach barbecue 
cleanup on Aug. 30 and tag their photos 
with #nationalbeachday. 

Apart from celebrating our favorite 
beaches, the goal of National Beach Day 
is to encourage beach lovers to clean up 
trash left behind by others on the beach. 
Thousands of sea birds, seals, pelicans 
and other marine animals are killed and 
injured every day by discarded fishing 
line, plastic bags, aluminum cans, oil 

spills and other debris. These items poi-
son animals and get tangled in wings, 
beaks and intestines, causing pain, starva-
tion and the slow painful death of these 
innocent animals.

Organize a group to clean up your 
favorite beach. Since it is near the end of 
the season, it will be much appreciated 
and may inspire others to keep the beach 
clean.

In 1929, the Knights of Columbus out 
of Milwaukee, Wisconsin launched a 
National Beach Day as part of their con-
vention plans. However, it never took 
root. Then, in 2014, Paige reignited the 
flame to keep our beaches clean.

The question needs to be asked: “What 
is the best day to go to the beach?” Most 
people pick the weekend, with Sunday 

being the best. (Get it? Sun+day?) 
However, getting an early start on Friday 
can be advantageous to having the beach 
to yourself, as most people use Friday as 
a travel day.
