GALT, CA (MPG) - The typ-
ically bustling traffic on 
C Street has slowed to a 
one-way trickle in recent 
weeks as drivers avoid 
construction work on the 
thoroughfare.

Business owner Tami 
Tatar is keeping her spirits 
up despite the partial clo-
sure, which has blocked 
the two driveways clos-
est to her store, Vintage 
Antiques & Uniques.

“I have a good, pos-
itive outlook because I 
can’t wait until it’s done,” 
she told the Herald while 

running the register.
Looking forward to com-

pletion of the revamped 
C Street, Tatar and nearby 
store owners want locals 
to know that they are still 
open for business.

Long in the works, the 

C Street Enhancements 
Project is intended to 
update and beautify the 
road, with a landscaped 
median, improved lighting, 
pedestrian and bike fea-
tures, and other changes. 
The plans cover the section 

of road from Civic Drive to 
Sixth Street.

Phase 1 of the road work 
began about a month ago, 
allowing only westbound 
traffic, which moves on 
the south side of the street.

GALT, CA (MPG) - A reported 
national trend of threats 
against schools found 
its way to Galt, with 
police on Sept. 17 arrest-
ing a teenager on charges 
of threatening area high 
schools.

Police Chief  Brian 
Kalinowski reported the 
arrest in a statement, say-
ing that the 15-year-old 
boy had been booked 
into Sacramento County 
Juvenile Hall on felony 
charges. The police did 
not identify the teenager 
because of his age and the 
ongoing investigation.

T h e  d e p a r t m e n t 
acknowledged “multiple 
social media posts threat-
ening local high schools” 
in a statement on Sept. 16.

“Based on the facts sur-
rounding this investigation, 
none of the social media 
threats have been deemed 
credible,” the department 
said.

Schools around the 
region and across the 
country have seen threats 
in recent days, includ-
ing in Sacramento, Lodi, 
Stockton and Manteca.

“We understand the con-
cern these threats have 
caused for members of 
our community, espe-
cially the students, parents 
and staff of our local 
schools,” Kalinowski said 
in announcing the arrest. 
Kalinowski committed to 
working with Galt’s school 
districts to ensure student 
safety. “Over the past two 
days we have provided 
increased security at many 
of our local schools and 
will continue to do so as 
needed.

“We encourage parents 
and caregivers of all local 
students to take this oppor-
tunity to have important 
conversations about school 
and online safety as well as 
appropriate use of social 
media,” Kalinowski said. 
He thanked community 
members who shared infor-
mation that helped lead to 
the arrest, as well as Galt 
Police Department staff for 
their dedication.

In a separate incident, 
on Sept. 16 at Galt High 
School, police arrested 
three minors. The depart-
ment said these arrests are 
unconnected to the social 
media threats. � H

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - With tears spilling 
over her eyelids and down 
her cheeks, Falisha recalled 
buried details of her rocky 
childhood – responsibil-
ities no child should’ve 
shouldered, experiences no 
child should’ve had. One 
poignant memory that sur-
faces is her, standing on a 
milk crate at five years old, 
leaning too close to the hot 
stove, trying to cook dinner 
for her two younger sib-
lings, one just a baby, as 
her mother had yet again 
left them alone for hours 
with virtually no food in 
the house and no promise 
that she’d be back. 

Falisha cannot remember 
a time in her life when she 
wasn’t responsible – for 
her own wellbeing, mak-
ing sure others were taken 
care of. She never had the 
childhood most imagine 
– carefree, fun and full of 
joy. Even with her eyes full 
of tears, you can see the 
determination in her eyes, 
“it is going to be differ-
ent for my kids," she said. 
"They deserve a better life 
than I had.”

Homelessness wasn’t 
a slow burn for Falisha, 
it happened all at once 
– in one day, with one 
l i f e - chang ing  even t . 
Falisha and her two kids, 
just seven and one at the 
time, lived with her grand-
father. She was his fulltime 
caretaker – an In-Home 
Suppor t i ve  Se rv i ce s 
(IHSS) worker. 

Not only was she able 
to provide care for her 
grandfather, but through 
the In-Home Supportive 

Services program, was able 
to get paid as his caretaker 
and provide for her family.

In 2022, her grandfather 
passed away, somewhat 
unexpectedly, despite his 
prolonged illness. While 
spiraling from the emo-
tional trauma of losing her 
grandfather, Falisha lost a 
lot more – her income, her 
housing and every other 
pillar of stability she had in 
one fell swoop. 

'They Came 
Knocking'

Falisha moved herself 
and her small children into 
her car, doing everything 
she could to get them safe, 
fed, clean, get her oldest to 
school, find a new job, find 
daycare for her youngest 
all while making sure her 
car didn’t get towed. “The 
police would come knock 
on our window and tell 
us we couldn’t stay where 
we were parked. It was so 
stressful, constantly mov-
ing the car.”

F a l i s h a  u s e d  h e r 
phone to google every 
possible resource she 
could find to help her. 
She  found Women’s 
Empowerment  (WE). 
Women’s Empowerment 
is a local organization, 
run by women, created 
to provide counseling, 
educat ion,  resources, 
services and empower-
ment to women escaping 
domestic violence, expe-
riencing homelessness or 
dealing with extreme pov-
erty. The goal is to break 
generational cycles of 
homelessness, violence 
and poverty and gradu-
ate to stability, growth, 
educat ion and hous-
ing. Sacramento County 
invested $1.45 million in 

American Rescue Plan 
Act (ARPA) funds into 
Women’s Empowerment to 
help support its mission. 

'I Put in Twice as 
Many Applications'
Women’s Empowerment 

served lunch every day, 
Falisha stopped by and col-
lected the food to keep for 
her kid’s dinner that night. 
Falisha started braiding 
hair to make money while 
she looked for a job.

Falisha and her kids 
had lived in her car for 
nearly four months when 
Women’s Empowerment 
was able to get her into 
shelter. Falisha started 
a series of programs 
offered by Women’s 
Empowerment to help with 
job readiness and training, 
education on renting hous-
ing, finding childcare and 
more. Falisha graduated 
from Carrington College 
and put in dozens of appli-
cations. The job training 
kit provided by Women’s 
Empowerment had a rec-
ommended number of 
applications applicants 
should aim for every week; 
Falisha put in twice as 
many applications. 

Because of her techni-
cal and hands-on training 
at college, Falisha was 
able to get a job as a phar-
macy technician at a local 
drug store. Through con-
sistent hard work, Falisha 
has promoted and been at 
her job the past two years. 
With the slow increase 
in  income,  Women’s 
Empowerment was able 
to place Falisha and her 
kids at Trellis Gardens 
– a transitional work-
force housing program 
that provides subsidized 

housing and support to 
working graduates of 
Women’s Empowerment’s 
J o b - R e a d i n e s s  & 
Empowerment Program 
and their children who can-
not yet achieve market-rate 
rent.

'I Am Going to 
Leave My Kids 

Something, They 
Deserve That'

Falisha’s goal isn’t to 
work as a pharmacy tech 
forever. Her hands-on work 
in the science and technol-
ogy field has given her a 
love of compounding and 
in her very scant spare 
time, she has been experi-
menting with sugar scrubs. 
She has perfected her rec-
ipe, secured her own LLC, 
designed the packaging 
and thought through how 
to ship product. Now she 
needs to learn how to cre-
ate her very own website!

But finding the time 
to run a side business 
while still scrapping just 
to make ends meet is her 
daily struggle. “It is so 
hard to do it all as a sin-
gle mom. I get up early to 
make sure everything gets 
done. Making breakfast, 
getting the kids clean, get-
ting my son to daycare, 
my daughter to school, I 
work until 5 p.m., then it's 
dinner, homework, show-
ers, cleaning, bedtime. If 
I am lucky, I find time to 
exercise to keep myself 
healthy and then start all 
over again the next day.” 
Falisha looks away as her 
eyes fill with tears. “But 
my kids are worth it. I am 
going to leave them some-
thing – a piece of land, 
some inheritance of some 
kind – something. I will 
keep fighting for that.”

The Blessing of 
Trellis Gardens

“Trellis Gardens has 
been amazing. It is like our 
own little house, but we 
didn’t have to pay our full 
rent at first, just a little bit. 
And the house came with 
everything we needed.”

Trellis Gardens fully 
furnishes the cottages, 
and provides all hous-
ing wares like pots/pans, 
sheets, furniture and more 
for incoming residents. 
Every household has chil-
dren. Staffing includes 
specialists in employ-
ment, housing, increasing 
income, schooling, a case 
manager, safety moni-
tor and admin staff. The 
National Council of Jewish 
Women fills the food pan-
try weekly, as well as helps 
with car repairs to keep 
residents’ cars running to 
avoid the high cost of car 
payments for newer cars. 

Residents can stay for 
up to 24 months, with their 
rent slowly increasing as 
they prepare to enter the 
rental market at market 
rate prices. When they exit, 
their first three months of 
paid rent at Trellis Gardens 

are returned to them. 

Ready to Fly Soon
Falisha and her kids will 

be ready to leave Trellis 
Gardens soon. It is bit-
tersweet – it means she 
has graduated from all 
the programs, grown her 
income and is ready to rent 
a place of her own. But it 
also means she is respon-
sible for herself and her 
kids – by herself. Her case 
workers have all the faith 
in the world in her ability 
to succeed. 

She knows she likely 
won’t stay in Sacramento 
forever – it is too expen-
sive to live here. To reach 
her ultimate goals, she 
needs a better balance for 
herself and her kids, but for 
now, Sacramento is home.

“I am just so grateful to 
be here – I shouldn’t be 
here after everything I’ve 
been through. I have come 
so far. I’ve reached every 
goal I ever set for myself. 
I graduated from college. I 
got my job as a pharmacy 
tech. I lost 100 lbs. I’ll be a 
millionaire one day, I know 
it. I am going to get there – 
just wait.” � H

Farm to Fork Starts Year for FFA Chapter

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When Phase 2 begins, work will move to 
the other side of the street but traffic will 
remain westbound only.

Kat Seabolt, community relations man-
ager for the Galt District Chamber of 
Commerce, said businesses on C Street 
saw an initial drop in patronage when the 
closure started.

“We know that the construction proj-
ect has caused a little bit of turbulence 
down there, but we want people to remem-
ber that those restaurants, shops, different 
businesses from insurance to banking, 
they all depend on our customers and for 
people to still continue to support them, 
especially during this construction sea-
son,” Seabolt said. Although the direct 
routes to many businesses are closed off 
or will be in the next phase, all of them 
are accessible from other streets, such as 
A Street, South Lincoln Way and Caroline 
Avenue.

To promote that idea, the city of Galt 
partnered with the chamber to launch the 
Shop, Drink, and Eat on C Street cam-
paign, which offers prizes to those who 
support the area’s businesses. Participants 
who collect 15 receipts from eligible 
businesses can present them at the cham-
ber office at 400 Fourth St., Suite 130, to 
receive a tote bag with the “Shop, Drink, 
and Eat on C Street” logo.

They will also be entered in a drawing 
to win one of 20 Stanley drink tumblers 
with the C Street branding.

Interim Community Development direc-
tor Amie Mendes said city staff and the 
firm handling outreach for the project saw 
that the current street arrangement, with 
one-way traffic on the left side of the road, 
was discouraging visitors.

“Driving the wrong way down the road 
doesn’t really come naturally to them and 
so people were just avoiding C Street alto-
gether,” Mendes said. 

Stores on nearby roads were also 
affected. So receipts can come from mer-
chants along C Street, Fairway Drive, 
Market Street, South Lincoln Way and 
Fourth Street.

The city hopes a popular item such as a 
customized Stanley cup will motivate indi-
viduals to patronize the businesses. Local 
printers Express Type & Graphics devel-
oped the campaign logo. The city is also 
using its social media accounts to promote 
events and sales at affected businesses.

The local Ace Hardware on Sept. 14 
held a party celebrating the company’s 
centennial, featuring a barbecue, a sale in 
the parking lot, face-painting and an adop-
tion event with Wilton Animal Rescue.

Mary Lawrence, one of the Ace fran-
chise owners, said her business has 
avoided major effects because of its loca-
tion in view of the C Street-Civic Drive 
intersection.

“It has not impacted sales, which I’m 
really lucky for because the other busi-
nesses on C Street have been impacted,” 
Lawrence said.

Deputy Public Works director Trung 
Trinh provided an update on the road 
work.

Weather permitting, workers are on 
track to transition to Phase 2 in October, 
Trinh said. The contractor is installing 
underground infrastructure, as well as 
sidewalks, driveways and storm drains on 
the north side of C Street. 

Trinh said that, in the coming weeks, 
passersby will see pipe and concrete 
installation.

“Our project schedule is highly depen-
dent on weather.  But I hope at the least 
to open traffic on both sides of C Street by 
the middle of December,” Trinh said.

Officials and business owners inter-
viewed by the Herald were optimistic 
about the long-term effects of an updated 
C Street.

“Long term, we’re doing a lot to 
increase tourism and foot traffic into Galt 
and I think that once this project is com-
pleted, it’s going to do great, not just for 

the aesthetics but also the infrastructure 
that needed to be updated. It’s going to be 
a great improvement to our city,” Seabolt 
said.

Tatar of Vintage Antiques & Uniques 
said that the construction has impacted 
her business, but she commended the road 
workers, some of whom have visited her 
business to buy items.

Tatar has plans to spruce up her build-
ing to match the new look on C Street and 
she expressed gratitude for her patrons’ 
support.

“The customers have been excellent. 
The community has been excellent,” Tatar 
said.

assessments, and diagno-
ses; and care coordination 
including partnerships with 
emergency rooms, law 
enforcement, and veter-
ans’ groups.

However, the fullest 
potential of the CCBHC 
model is only accessi-
ble with additional state 
action to unlock the 
Medicaid demonstration. 
The Medicaid demonstra-
tion is an extension of the 
CCBHC model that allows 
clinics to receive a flexible 
prospective payment sys-
tem (PPS) that supports 
clinics’ costs of expand-
ing services and increasing 
the number of clients 
they serve, while improv-
ing clinics’ flexibility to 
deliver client-centered 
care. In states that partici-
pate in the demonstration, 
CCBHCs have increased 
their capacity by an aver-
age of 33%, and increased 
their staff by a median of 
22 positions. In addition, 
Medicaid status allows 
CCBHCs to expand their 
services – for example, 
87% of Medicaid CCBHCs 
offer MOUD, compared to 
64% of substance use dis-
order facilities nationwide.

We  b e l i e v e  t h a t 
California opting into the 
Medicaid demonstration 
would significantly ben-
efit not only the existing 
CCBHCs, but the future 
of behavioral health access 
in California, and comple-
ment the current efforts 
of the Administration to 
enhance behavioral health 
care in the state.

CCBHCs can support 
the Proposition 1 goals 
to expand the behav-
ioral health continuum, 
with a particular focus on 
people who are most seri-
ously ill, vulnerable, or 
homeless. As a require-
ment, CCBHCs must serve 
everyone who walks in the 
door, regardless of their 
mental health diagnoses 
or ability to pay – and the 
PPS payment supports that 

cross-cutting care without 
siloing payment for differ-
ent populations. This can 
complement the current 
Medi-Cal payment sys-
tem for individuals with 
mental illness or substance 
use disorder. CCBHCs 
are also required to have 
formal agreements and 
partnerships with commu-
nity-based organizations 
offering social services. 
Many CCBHCs specifi-
cally target outreach and 
supportive services to indi-
viduals experiencing or 
at risk of homelessness 
– 91% of CCBHCs pro-
actively assist clients with 
finding or maintaining sta-
ble housing.

In addition, the CCBHC 
payment supports many of 
the activities California is 
pursing through CalAIM 
and other behavioral 
health reform initiatives. 
The PPS can adequately 
and flexibly cover care 
coordination; care man-
agement; transition of 
care; and Community 
Supports targeting social 
determinants of health 
i n c l u d i n g  H o u s i n g 
Transition Navigation 
Services, Housing Tenancy 
and Sustaining Services, 
Respite Services, Day 
Habilitation Programs, 
Community Transition 
S e r v i c e s ,  P e r s o n a l 
Care and Homemaker 
Services, Environmental 
Accessibility Adaptations, 
and Sobering Centers.

Finally, as California 
works to address the 
behavioral health work-
force crisis, as mentioned, 
CCBHCs – especially 
those in the Medicaid 
demonstration – have 
inc reased  workfo rce 
capacity. CCBHCs lever-
age the PPS to support a 
range of staffing positions, 
including nontraditional 
paraprofessionals and 
non-billable support staff. 
These staffing positions, 
not traditionally supported 
by Medicaid fee-for-ser-
vice billing, can perform 
essential roles to support 
patients such as outreach 
and peer-to-peer counsel-
ing while freeing capacity 

for licensed clinicians.
Currently, the CCBHC 

Planning Grant opportu-
nity is available to states 
to help them prepare an 
application to participate 
in a four-year CCBHC 
Demonstration program. 
While California is not 
required to receive a plan-
ning grant in this cycle to 
be eligible to apply for the 
demonstration, we believe 
that given the state’s 
budgetary constraints, 
the infusion of targeted 
resources to support such 
a planning process may 
be beneficial. In addition, 
state associations repre-
senting CCBHCs such as 
the California Council of 
Community Behavioral 
Health Agencies (CBHA) 
and California Primary 
Care Association (CPCA) 
are ready and willing to 
support the state’s efforts 
to plan the demonstration.

Even if California does 
not apply for the Planning 
Grant opportunity, we 
encourage the state to con-
tinue its evaluation of the 
Medicaid demonstration in 
advance of the next appli-
cation opportunity.

We appreciate your 
attention to behavioral 
health in the state and con-
tinued efforts to innovate 
and improve care delivery 
for Californians.

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - On Sept. 13, 119 
new officers took their oath to serve and 
protect the people of California during a 
graduation ceremony at the California 
Highway Patrol (CHP) Academy in West 
Sacramento. 

This latest class represents a significant 
step forward in the CHP’s ongoing effort 
to hire 1,000 officers as part of a statewide 
recruitment initiative to attract diverse and 
qualified candidates.

“I am grateful to these officers for their 
service and commitment to protecting 
Californians and our neighborhoods. As 
this class advances to posts throughout 
the Golden State, they should do so with 
pride, knowing that they represent the 
best of California as public servants ded-
icated to making a positive difference in 
their communities,” said Governor Gavin 
Newsom.

“These individuals have chosen a 
path of public service and have under-
gone months of intense training to 
prepare,” said CHP Commissioner Sean 
Duryee. “This career is one of the biggest 

challenges they will ever undertake, but 
it is by far the most rewarding. We are 
honored to welcome them into the CHP 
family.”

The swearing-in ceremony marks the 
conclusion of a rigorous 26-week train-
ing program at the CHP Academy. The 
new officers will soon begin their assign-
ments at one of California's 102 CHP Area 
offices, serving communities throughout 

the state.
Training at the CHP Academy is com-

prehensive, beginning with a foundation 
in nobility in policing, leadership, ethics, 
and cultural diversity. Cadets also receive 
specialized instruction in responding to 
mental health crises, vehicle patrol, crash 
investigation, first aid, and apprehending 
impaired drivers. Additional training cov-
ers traffic control, report writing, stolen 

vehicle recovery, assisting motorists, 
emergency scene management, and mas-
tery of the California Vehicle Code, Penal 
Code, and Health and Safety Code.

The CHP has seen an outpouring of 
interest in joining the ranks since the 
onset of a multiyear recruitment cam-
paign in June 2022. Last year, more than 
19,500 applications were submitted to 
the Department by people interested in 
a career serving the public as an officer. 
With more than 16,000 applications sub-
mitted in the first eight months of 2024, 
the CHP is on track to surpass the total 
from last year. 

To accommodate the increased number 
of applicants, the CHP began conduct-
ing three concurrent cadet classes at our 
live-in training facility, resulting in six 
classes graduating per year. The next cadet 
graduation from the CHP Academy is 
scheduled for Nov. 15.

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The United States observes National 
POW/MIA Recognition Day is observed 
on the third Friday in September, accord-
ing to Wikipedia. The day honors 
prisoners of war (POWs) and those who 
are missing in action (MIA). It is most 
associated with those who were POWs 
during the Vietnam War.

National Vietnam War Veterans Day is 
March 29, the date in 1973 when the last 
United States combat troops departed the 
Republic of Vietnam. The POW/MIA flag 
was first recognized on Aug. 10, 1990, 
which marked Sept. 21 of that year for 
commemoration.

The flag should fly below, and not be 
larger than, the United States flag. It is 
generally flown immediately below or 
adjacent to the United States flag as sec-
ond in order of precedence. According to 
the website Awareness Days, the flag is 
flown on the grounds of the major military 
installations, veterans memorials, govern-
ment agencies, and national cemeteries.

In the armed forces, a single table and 
chair draped with the POW/MIA flag is 
displayed in mess halls and dining halls. 
Such an installation symbolizes the hope 

for the return of those who are missing in 
action. This commemoration is set aside 
to honor the commitment and sacrifices 
made by this nation’s prisoners of war and 
those who are still missing in action, as 
well as their families.

As part of the day of recognition, 
Americans are asked to pause and reflect 
on the sacrifices made by the military men 
and women who are imprisoned or unac-
counted for as a result of their military 
service. Individuals and businesses should 
also fly their POW/MIA flags.

The American Legion is committed 
to achieving a full accounting of United 
States servicemembers from all war eras 
who are either imprisoned or listed as 
missing in action. As part of this com-
mitment, it encourages a return of living 
POWs, repatriation of the remains of the 

fallen from war zones abroad, or a deter-
mination through convincing evidence 
that neither is possible, as per Resolution 
22 from the Legion’s 99th National 
Convention.
