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Continued traditions
Natick Artist Open Studios: Oct. 19 & 21

The Natick Art Association 
will hold its annual Open Stu-
dios weekend on Oct. 19 and 20. 
This more than two decades old 
tradition is an opportunity for 
residents and neighbors to meet 
Natick’s artists in an informal 
setting to learn about the art-
ists’ work and have the opportu-

nity to buy art directly from the 
artists. Open Studio hours will 
be 11am-5pmboth days.

This town-wide event takes 
place at home studios and group 
studio locations across town and 
in the Natick Cultural District. 
The participating artists work in 
a broad array of  media, includ-

ing painting, sculpture, photog-
raphy, pottery, jewelry making, 
mosaics, mixed media, wood-
working, and more.

Natick Art Association’s mem-
bers are busy with their creative 
work throughout the year, with 
many artists showing their work 
in regional juried shows as well

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as participating in and leading 
workshops in their mediums. 
This past summer, several mem-
bers had artwork selected for the 
Danforth Art Museum’s annual 
juried show.

One of  the artists juried into 
the Danforth Show is Liliana 
Glenn who makes lampwork 
art glass beads used for making 
jewelry and other work. Liliana’s 
artwork has also been selected 
for the “Fire & Water” show at 
Worcester State University, and 
she frequently teaches workshops 
at the Snow Farm craft center in 
Williamsburg, MA. Liliana’s stu-
dio is located at a group location 
at 43 Main Street. Other artists 
at 43 Main include jewelry maker 
Deb Sayre and sterling silver 
craftsman John Holz.

Ceramic sculptor Suzanne 
Stumpf  also had a work fea-
tured in the Danforth exhibit. 
Suzanne is a widely acclaimed, 
prize-winning artist who recently 
was awarded third place at the 
Marblehead Arts Association’s 
national juried show this past 
May. She has a special interest in 

creating multi-component sculp-
tures that can be rearranged for 
different experiences of  the art-
work. Open Studio visitors are 
encouraged to explore and rear-
range her sculptures when they 
visit her historic Barn Showroom 
at  62 Farwell Street, one mile 
south of  Natick center. In addi-
tion to sculpture, Suzanne makes 
one-of-a-kind porcelain pottery 
pieces.

Painter Ryan Black also has a 
solo studio. He has been in res-
idence for 12 years at  57 Eliot 
Street  in picturesque South 
Natick center. In addition to his 
work as a painter, Ryan has also 
been managing the Page Water-
man Gallery for 17 years, most 
recently overseeing the business’s 
move from Wellesley to South 
Natick. His current ongoing proj-

ect is painting scenes which fea-
ture weathervanes.

Mosaic artist Carol Krentz-
man will be a guest presenter 
at the 3 Adams Street Studio in 
Natick Center for the weekend. 
She recently had three of  her 
pieces accepted into juried exhib-
its of  the New England Mosaic 
Society. She is familiar to Natick 

residents due 
to her multiple 
public mosaic 
ins ta l lat ions 
in downtown 
Natick, espe-
cially on Court 
Street. During 
Open Stu-
dio weekend, 
Carol will once 
again provide 
artistic partici-
pation oppor-

tunities for visitors.
In addition to experiencing 

Carol’s mosaic work, visitors to 
the large group studio at 3 Adams 
Street can sample a broad variety 
of  other artistic genres, including 
painting, pottery, photography, 
fused art glass, jewelry, among 
others. Jewelry maker Jo LaFalce 
is a resident artist there, and she 
especially enjoys helping clients 

to refashion inherited jewelry into 
new original pieces.  

The Natick Art Association’s 
President Ginger McEachern’s 
studio is also at 3 Adams Street. 
Ginger works in diverse medi-
ums, including watercolor paint-
ing, handmade boxes, journals, 
and jewelry pieces. Photographer 
Conrad Gees, painter Carolyn 
Williams,  fabric artist Helen Bel-
lomo, multi media artist Denise 
Girardin, and glass artist Steve 
Levinsky are among the several 
other artists at that lively location.

Some of  the many other art-
ists participating in Open Stu-
dio weekend include sculptor 
Jeff Olsen, watercolorist Nancy 
Levin, vessel maker Martha 
Gold, woodworker Steve Strout, 
and photographers Corinne 
Rhode and Rolf  Larson.

Concurrently on the weekend, 
the Oldtown Calendar Competi-
tion will take place once again at 
the Eliot Street Church in South 
Natick  on Sunday October 20 
from 11am-3pm.

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Nina Sable helps reduce the stress for seniors selling 
their homes

For anyone who has lived in 
their home a long time and is 
considering a transition - perhaps 
to a condominium, assisted living 
community, or with family - the 
process of  preparing and selling 
their home may feel overwhelm-
ing. Nina Sable, a realtor with 
William Raveis in Natick, has the 
experience to help make the pro-
cess manageable.

“It can be stressful,” said 
Sable. “Some of  that comes from 
not starting early enough. We can 
help by explaining the timeframe. 
And we aren’t pushy. We prac-
tice old-fashioned kindness and 
patience as a homeowner works 
through this change.

“Some people are concerned 
about privacy. Realtors are bound 
by a code of  ethics and won’t re-
veal information about you or 
your home without your consent. 
Other people think once they 
call us we’ll hound them, but we 
definitely won’t. Still other sellers 
worry where they’ll go during a 
suddenly scheduled showing – 
they can stay in the home for it.”

As for the timeframe, Sable 
recommends allowing 45 to 60 
or even 90 days from first call-
ing her until the sale closes. The 
range comes from the amount of  
preparation to be done.

“You have choices,” explained 
Sable, “either selling your home 
with little preparation, all the up 

way to doing some renovations. 
The upfront effort affects the sales 
price. So if  you just want to clear 
out some items and take pictures, 
that’s minimal time and money. 
Or you can stage the home be-
fore listing it, requiring a little 
more time and up-front expense. 
Some people even want to fix up 
rooms or a roof  before selling. 
While a home in better condition 
and primed to look good will sell 
for more, we can advise you on 
what to do, given your needs for 
upfront expenses, expected sales 
price, and desired timeframe.”

Some people see postings on 
telephone poles offering to buy 

their home instantly, but Sable 
cautions, “You’ll get far less 
money that way.” Those types of  
buyers offer a much lower price 
because they plan to renovate the 
home and sell it for profit.

Every home, though, needs 
some clearing out and that isn’t 
free. Town dumps now charge 
fees to dispose of  large items. 
Sable suggests it might be more 

cost effective to hire a junk hauler. 
“It’s challenging to choose what 
to keep and figure out what to do 
with the rest,” said Sable. “First, 
know that if  you’re moving out of  
state, take only items of  import-
ant sentimental value because the 
cost to move furniture and other 
large things is usually more than 
to replace them with new items at 
your new place. You can sell un-
needed things online, or we can 
recommend an auction house to 
sell them for you. We know of  
services to help you sort through 
it all, removing what you won’t 
keep.

“Don’t think you need to clear 
out things or do renovations be-
fore you contact us. What your 
home looks like now won’t affect 
how we determine the listing 
price. We’ll advice you on the 

options and the expected selling 
price, depending on what you 
choose.”

Sable encourages someone 
thinking about selling their home 
to contact her early. She said, 
“It’s not too late to complete 
a sale this year. And it’s not too 
early to begin working on a sale 
for next year – the season starts in 
mid-January. By starting sooner 
rather than later, you’ll minimize 
stress from rushing. And because 
we understand the complexities, 
we make it simpler for you and 
less stressful all around.”

It may sound strange, but 
some clients say “My favorite room 
at home isn’t inside my house.” They 
just love their green spaces. But 
creating the perfect outdoor liv-
ing spot doesn’t just happen. It 
takes planning. And now’s the 
perfect time of  year to be think-

ing about designing a spectacu-
lar outdoor space for the Spring. 
Here’s some things to keep in 
mind as you start to plan.

1) Ask questions 
When you look at the green 

space you want to transform 
ask “what do I want from this 
space” — to entertain, relax, let 
kids and pets play freely, grow 
fruit or vegetables, or host cozy 
gatherings…a green space can 
do many things, but it helps to 
prioritize. What’s the primary 
use and what’s a “nice to have”? 

2) Talk to friends, neigh-
bors, and the pros

Ask friends or neighbors 
about outdoor spaces you ad-
mire. Talk about the process, 
how their plans evolved as they 
built. Don’t be afraid to ask 
about what they’d do differently. 
Remember, building an outdoor 
greenspace is just like renovat-
ing a space in your house —it 
should include planning and 
might require town permits.

3) Create an idea board
Outdoor living spaces come 

in all shapes and sizes. Before 
you finalize your plans, it helps 
to know exactly what you want 
— not just how the space will be 
used, but what style you want. 
Think English country garden 
vs modern minimalist. Do some 
research online and save images 
of  green spaces you like. Social 
media is a great place to brain-
storm and create a Pinterest 
board.

4) Set a budget
Finalizing your budget will 

keep your project on track. The 
last two years have seen prices 
go up. So, when you talk to 
friends or neighbors about re-
cent projects ask them about 
their final cost. You’ll find the 
estimate and the final total may 
vary based on how the proj-
ect evolved during the build. 
Remember a change in the 
original design or a problem 
uncovered means a change in 
price. Allow a 15% to 20% buf-
fer (over and above your bud-

get) just in case of  hiccups. And 
don’t be tempted to use a low-
ball price as it will probably in-
volve cutting corners or worse. 

5) Work with a professional
You’ve got your vision and a 

rough budget, now you can talk 
to a professional landscape con-
tractor. 

Here are some questions 
you’ll want to ask before hiring:

• Have they completed a proj-
ect like yours—size and bud-
get?

• References— can you talk to 
previous clients or suppliers?

• Discuss contract details, in-

cluding: payment schedule; 
proof  of  liability insurance 
and worker’s compensation 
payments; a start date and 
projected completion date. 
Good contracts insure no 
misunderstandings.

From iguanas and agouti, 
to birds like the keeled billed tou-
can and colorful parrots, learn 
about the wide variety of  ani-
mals found in this part of  Me-
soamerica, and how the Maya 
incorporated many of  them 
into their stories and intricate 
carvings. Ancient sites, and pro-
tected forests around them, still 
provide homes for many jungle 
species, such as howler monkeys, 
that can often be seen and heard 
while experiencing the wonders 
of  the Maya.

Family-run Affordable Junk Removal

Whether it’s one old fridge 
in the garage or an entire home 
of  unwanted goods, the team at 
Affordable Junk Removal offers a 
cost-efficient, stress-free approach 
to waste management. “You 
don’t lift a finger,” says owner 
Jason Schadler, who started the 
company along with his wife 
Christine in 2005.

“We have four kids 
and sustainability is extremely 
important to us.”

During the business’s early 
days, Schadler provided junk re-
moval on nights and weekends 
when he wasn’t busy working at 
a machine shop. Eventually, the 
business grew into a full-time 
endeavor, and the Schadlers in-
vested back into the company 
with new equipment and tech-
niques. “When I first started, 
for example, we didn’t have any 
tarps. I’m driving around and 
things are flying out of  my truck,” 
Schadler laughs. “I’m like, ‘Oh 
my god, I need a tarp.’”

Schadler says his wife Chris-
tine “was equally as involved” 
in getting the business off the 
ground. “She handled the back-
end while I did the heavy lift-
ing, all while she was working at 
EMC,” he says. “Fast forward 17 
years, and we both work full time 
managing the company as well as 
other endeavors. Business is doing 
great; it has grown tremendously 
to a fleet of  trucks and dumpsters, 
and we’ve also been able to buy a 
pizza place, The Corner Market 
in Holliston.”

In addition to delivering an 
in-demand service to the com-
munity, Schadler is appreciative 
that Affordable Junk Removal 

has helped provide a work-life 
balance that suits his family. “It 
allows me to be able to do what 
I like doing and spend time with 
my kids,” he says. “I’m home to 
see my babies play softball and 
do all that stuff. We are also able 
to give back to the communities 
we serve.”

As for Natick in particular, the 
Schadlers say they are proud to 
have many repeat customers and 
friends in the area. Christine was 
born in Natick, and Jason grew 
up next door in Framingham 
and spent much of  his youth in 
Natick.

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NHS Girls Soccer: New Coaches And Still Winning
Trubiano, Daley Guided Jayvee Teams

The Natick High girls soccer 
team is acutely aware of  the ex-
pectations for the 2024 season 
and it’s fully cognizant of  the 
change in leadership the program 
has undergone.

Last year, the Redhawks de-
feated Bishop Feehan of  Attle-
boro, 2-0, for its second Division 
1 state title in the last three years. 
And, during the last six seasons, 
Natick has played for a state 
championship three times. 

Winning the 2023 state title 
was no easy task, considering the 
playoff  opponents. Natick de-
feated Boston Latin, Weymouth 
and Concord-Carlisle before 
getting even with Brookline, the 
only team to leave a blemish on 
the Redhawks’ overall record of  
21-1-1. In the state final, Natick 
“pitched a shutout’’ against Fee-
han and 14 players in that match 
are Redhawk returnees. That’s 
why expectations are high.

The architect for the program’s 
past success — coach Dave Wain-
wright — now is coaching the 
Wellesley High girls varsity, and 
his departure no doubt will cre-
ate some adjustments because the 
transition involves two new head 
coaches. 

Natick’s new co-head coaches 
are not only familiar with the 
players and the program, but 
they’ve both coached the Red-
hawks jayvees. Denise Trubiano 
spent 12 years at the JV level 
and Kari-Ann Daley has been 
Natick’s freshman coach for seven 
years and the JV coach for the last 
five.

They’re both very knowledge-
able about soccer but they also 
know there’s pressure — on the 
players and the coaches.

“We’ve got a good core group 
with experience but we’re the 
reigning champs and any team 
that beats us will have a feather 
in their cap,’’ said Trubiano, who 
coached as an assistant for the 
Millis girls for the last three years. 
“The players and the coaches will 
have to be prepared every day.’’

Daley admits the pressure will 
be huge because “the girls have a 
target on their backs.’’ But, she’s 

optimistic in Natick’s approach. 
“The girls know what’s been 
achieved in the past and that 
success isn’t lost on them or the 
coaches,’’ she emphasized. “We 
have to take one game at a time 
and the players have to focus on 
their roles.’’

The new coaches are definitely 
focused on their goals for this sea-
son.

“We want to qualify for the 
tourney, go deep and have some 
luck along the way,’’ they said. 
“We also want to strive to im-
prove daily, in terms of  develop-
ment and leadership, continue 
to develop our skills, build team 
chemistry and stay healthy.’’

The coaches are in a positive 
place so far, primarily because 
of  the team’s strengths and the 
early returns in Natick’s first four 
matches. The girls have compiled 
a 4-0 record by taming Brookline, 
Framingham, Newton North and 
Weymouth.

“We’ve got solid senior lead-
ership, the girls have a high soc-
cer IQ, they’re instinctive and 
have speed and quickness,’’ said 
Trubiano and Daley, who both 
are on Natick High’s faculty. 
“They’re also skilled, have natu-
ral talent and know the value of  
team chemistry.’’

The Redhawks’ captains — 
seniors Olivia Penn (midfielder), 
Cassidy Moriarity (midfielder/
defender) and Kendall Hacker 
(defender) — “all lead by exam-
ple, are communicative and sup-
portive.’’

“Olivia has great field vision, 
is very good in transition and has 
endurance,’’ the coaches said. 
“An adept passer, she gets great 
touches and is skilled with the 
ball. Cassidy is powerful, strong 
and fearless. Tenacious on de-
fense, she’s great in the air, han-
dles transition well, her technique 
is solid and her soccer IQ is high. 
Kendall is solid on the back line. 
A smart player, she’s the heart 
and soul of  our defense. Con-
fident and strategic, there’s no 
panic in  her game.’’

Two senior defenders — Stella 
Boggis and Kira Henderson — 
play key roles. “They had break-
out seasons last year,’’ Trubiano 

and Daley noted. “They round 
out the defensive line, have great 
work habits, are very skilled and 
are hungry for more success.’’

Seniors Allegra Gagnon 
(midfielder) and forward Megan 
Mela are top-notch in their 
roles. “Allegra is a workhorse 
and she’s tough in the midfield,’’ 
the coaches said. “Her instincts 
and endurance are outstanding. 
Megan provides a nice touch, 
she’s a capable scorer and she 
knows the game.’’

Two juniors who provide 
goaltender depth are Katie Mc-
Mahon and Leisl Niedermeyer. 
“They give us experience and 
depth and they’re well-skilled,’’ 
the coaches said. “Their reactions 
are quick and they’re able to ef-
fectively direct the defense.’’

Three other juniors the 
coaches are counting on are twins 
Lydia and Nicole Proia at striker, 
and Abby McCauley in the mid-

field. “Lydia and Nicole are phe-
nomenal, fast and skilled,’’ they 
offered. “They also have good 
field vision and are prolific scor-
ers. Abby is scrappy and fearless 
in pursuit of  the ball. She’s also 
a capable passer and strong in 
transition.’’

Trubiano and Daley will com-
plement one another well but 
they’ll get input from volunteer 
coach Erik Hacker who’ll in-
struct the jayvees. He’s had three 
daughters who’ve played soccer at 
NHS.

Both Trubiano and Daley 
have a similar coaching philoso-
phy, which emphasizes reaching 
one’s potential. “If  our players 
are reaching their potential and 
having fun competing, then win-

ning will be the 
by-product,’’ 
they concurred. 

“We also believe that athletics 
mirror real life. Some valuable 
life lessons that can be learned 
in sports are how to lead and be 
a good teammate, how to learn 
from mistakes and how to over-
come adversity and be resilient.’’

Trubiano and Daley are 
both 47 and have strong links to 
Natick.

Trubiano graduated from 
NHS in 1995, was a captain and 
a Bay State Conference all-star 
in soccer. She played one varsity 
season at Lafayette College where 
she majored in Spanish and eco-
nomics. She earned her masters 
from Framingham State in edu-
cation and Spanish, has been on 
the Natick High faculty for 25 
years and is the chairman of  the 

language department.
Daley is a 1995 graduate of  

East Bridgewater High where 
she ran track and played soccer. 
A four-year varsity competitor in 
both sports, she was a captain in 
track and soccer and was a South 
Shore League all-star in soccer 
for two seasons. She’s been on the 
NHS faculty for 22 years, teach-
ing psychology and also is an as-
sistant coach for the girls lacrosse 
team.

The coaches and the players 
know and understand the chal-
lenges of  the 2024 campaign. 
They also know about the expec-
tations, and both the players and 
the coaches are aware of  the ad-
justments that come when transi-
tioning to a new leadership team.

So far, after four matches, the 
girls soccer team at NHS is off to 
a dynamic start.

Joseph Eager To Keep Elevating NHS Boys Soccer
New Coach Is Natick High Alumnus

The Natick High boys soccer 
team has a new varsity coach but 
he’s no stranger to the players or 
the program.

Danny Joseph, who worked as 
the varsity assistant for Alex Mio-
duszewski, has taken the reins 
and hopes to build on the success 
the Redhawks had last year when 
they compiled a 6-7-3 record and 
were ranked No. 14 in the Di-
vision 1 playoffs. Mioduszewski 
stepped down to focus on getting 
his masters degree.

Natick split a pair of  games in 
the state tourney, defeating Cam-
bridge Rindge & Latin before 
losing to Belmont in the second 
round

“My first goal is to continue 
to build on the momentum of  
last year,’’ said Joseph, who grad-
uated from NHS in 2013. “Our 
record fell short of  .500 but a No. 
14 rank showed that our rebuild-
ing plan is on the right track. My 
other goals are to develop our 
younger players, look to our se-
niors for leadership, and qualify 
for the tournament again.’’

Joseph’s transition to varsity 
coach should be smooth after 
three years as a varsity assistant. 

“I learned a lot from Alex,’’ 
Joseph said. “There will definitely 
be a transition for me and the 
players because of  the late change 
in coaches. I’m excited for what’s 
to come. We have a strong, young 
core, balanced with a group of  
seniors who are leaders.  

“Alex bonded really well with 
the players, and the trust he built 
with them, especially last season, 
paid off.  I hope to do the same 
thing —build a ‘brotherhood’ 
with this team early on so that 
team chemistry helps from the 
start. Alex prepared me well to 
take over this role. I’ll keep a lot 
of  the things he did but I’m also 
excited to add my own personal 
touches to building this squad.’’

The 29-year-old Joseph is con-
fident his goals will be reached in 
his rookie year. “I’m confident we 
can achieve our objectives and 
I’m impressed with our team’s 
talent and ability.’’

Joseph, who competed in soc-
cer and volleyball and ran track 
at NHS, is optimistic about his 
Redhawks because of  a plethora 
of  vital strengths.

“We’ve got skilled players 
who are athletic, instinctive and 
coachable,’’ he offered. “And, 
our team chemistry is good, the 
players have a high soccer IQ and 
they’ve got passion for the game.’’

That passion had helped 
Natick start this season above 
.500, posting a 3-2 record at 
Local Town Pages deadline.

The Redhawks lost 11 seniors 
from last year’s team but Joseph 
has 10 returnees with varying de-
grees of  experience.

Two top-notch competitors 
are the senior captains — Matty 
Gordon (midfielder) and Devin 
Owens (center back).

“Matty and Devin are leaders 
by example and they’re commu-
nicative and supportive,’’ Joseph 
noted. “Matty controls the mid-
field with ease, is solid in transi-
tion and has great endurance. A 
high soccer IQ player, he’s got 
speed and quickness and is an 
excellent passer. Devin, who’s tall 
and strong, is a stalwart on the 
back line. He communicates with 
his teammates and is dynamic 
and tenacious on defense.’’

Senior Theo Paxton is a 
6-foot-2 center back/striker 
who’s versatile. “Theo is flexible, 
able to adapt to all situations,’’ 
Joseph said. “He’s fast, plays at a 
high level and is capable of  being 
a prolific scorer.’’

A trio of  juniors will be key 
contributors. They include for-
ward Luke Dougherty and twins 
Austin and Brady Dubeshter. 
Austin plays left midfield and 
Brady is a right fullback.

“They complement one an-
other well, they’re skilled, tall and 
fast,’’ Joseph said. “They get ter-
rific touches on the ball, they’re 
strong dribblers and very coach-
able. Their soccer IQs are high 
and they understand their roles.’’

Seniors Richie Moulton and 
Eddie Anniballi are defenders 
who get high praise. “Excellent 
on defense, they’re terrific in pur-
suit of  our opponents’ offensive 

players,’’ Joseph said. “They’re 
skilled and their endurance is 
great. Going up for 50-50 balls, 
their headers are effective and 
they win a majority of  those ef-
forts.’’

Senior midfielders Colby 
Ciavarro and Joel Duarte are 
intelligent competitors who have  
great field vision. “They’re super 
technical with their possessions,’’ 
Joseph said. “They’re also very 
good in transition, quick, well-
skilled and coachable.’’

Senior Jadon Connors was a 
back-up last year but Joseph said 
“I’m happy to have him as our 
starting goaltender this season.’’ 
The coach also believes Connors 
has a great opportunity to show-
case his skills and instinctive abil-
ity. “He cuts the angles well and is 
very athletic,’’ Joseph added.

Sophomore Luca Tavilla plays 
midfield but can also fulfill mul-
tiple roles at either forward or as 
a defender. “He’s young but his 
maturity level is high,’’ Joseph 
said. “His skill level is through the 
roof, he’s solid in transition and 
has very good endurance. His 
versatility is a plus.’’

New additions to the varsity 
include Cole Boggis (sophomore, 
midfield), Owen Ford (junior, 
forward), Kallon Masse (junior, 
midfield), Emmett Bradley (se-
nior, defense), Ethan Chambers 
(senior, forward), Lukas Barreto 
(senior, defense), Cathal Condon 
(senior, defense),  Collin Meisner 
(injured senior, team manager)

“I’m excited to welcome these 
players to our team,’’ Joseph 
said. “They vary in the positions 
they play, but all of  them are 
looking forward to contributing 
immediately.  We’ve had a chal-
lenging start this season, so these 
players are going to get some 
great experience right away but 
they’re ready for the challenge.’’

A native of  Natick, Joseph con-
siders himself  a defensive-minded 
coach but that doesn’t mean he 
dismisses the value of  offense. “I 
played center back in high school 
but I know the importance of  of-
fense,’’ he said. “Depending on 
our personnel, I plan to blend 
both aspects into our attack.’’

Joseph’s assistants will include 
Bryce Nardizzi at the varsity level 
and Ivor Ford as junior varsity 
coach. “Both know the game 
and I’m pleased to have both on 
board,’’ he emphasized.

	 Joseph’s athletic phi-
losophy focuses on developing 
character, building team chem-
istry, and making sure his players 
reach their potential. “If  those 
things are in place, then winning 
will follow,’’ he said.

Life lessons can be learned 
in sports and Joseph lists several 
that he believes can be valuable 
after high school. “Overcoming 
adversity and developing resil-
ience are important,’’ he noted. 
“And, sports can also teach how 
to be a quality leader and a good 
teammate. Other key lessons are 
setting goals and a willingness to 
be accountable.’’

After graduating from Natick 
High, Joseph enrolled at Fairfield 
University where he played vol-
leyball for four years and majored 
in political science and history. A 
captain in volleyball as a senior, 
he also was a New England Col-
legiate League all-star.

Joseph, who has a masters de-
gree from Boston College in ed-
ucation, has been on the Natick 
High faculty for six years, teach-
ing history and philosophy.

Danny Joseph’s enthusiasm 
and energy coupled with his 
knowledge of  soccer should make 
him successful sooner rather than 
later. The NHS alum looks like a 
good fit for his alma mater.
