and 95838. Applicants 
must be either the par-
ent or legal guardian of a 
Black/African American, 
American Indian, or Alaska 
Native child and have a 
child who is between the 
ages of 0 and 5. Applicants 
must have an annual 
household income of less 
than 200% of the federal 
poverty line. To qualify, 
the families cannot be part 
of any other Guaranteed 
Income Pilot/Program. 

Applications can be 
completed online at https://
ffesp.org. 

The purpose of the 
Family First Economic 
Support Pilot is to offer 
addit ional  income to 
help eligible families 
in the focus zip codes. 
Data shows that African 
Amer ican /B lack  and 
American Indian/Alaska 
Native children experi-
ence higher rates of contact 
with the child welfare sys-
tem compared to other 
ethnicities.  

T h e  F a m i l y  F i r s t 
Economic Support Pilot 
i s  p r imar i ly  funded 
th rough  s t a t e  g ran t 
m o n e y.  S a c r a m e n t o 
County Department of

It 
also allows the sighted per-
son to recognize that the 
user is visually impaired,” 
reads the Lions Club 
International website.

Show will also have a 
food and toy drive, which 
aims to benefit the Ruby’s 
Christmas Basket program 
that the Lions Club has 
been doing for more than 
60 years. During the holi-
day season, the Lions Club 
annually gives gift bas-
kets abundant with food 
and toys to about 120 local 
families in need. Car show 
attendees are encouraged 
to bring food and/or toys to 
donate to the cause. 

According to Kypke, 
there will be live music at 
the show, as well as multi-
ple vendors. Attendees can 
expect to see Kypke and 
his fellow Lions clad in 
Oktoberfest fashion. There 
will not be a swap meet at 
this year’s show.

Board Revises Approved 2024-25 Budget
Sacramento County News Release

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - The 
Sacramento County Board of Supervisors 
voted unanimously Sept. 4 to revise the 
Approved Budget for the 2024-25 fiscal year.

The $9.2 billion Revised Recommended 
Budget included an increase of $340 million 
in total appropriations from the $8.8 billion 
Recommended Budget the Board approved 
in June. The increases included $68 million in 
General Fund appropriations, $272 million in 
other funds: $249 million base budget changes 
resulting primarily from re-budgeting of capi-
tal projects and other contractual expenditures 
and $23 million in non-General Fund growth. 

The following prioritized General Fund 
growth identified in June is funded in the 
Revised Recommended Budget: $20 mil-
lion General Fund contribution to the Roads 
Fund for roadway rehabilitation and mainte-
nance, approximately $300,000 for upgrades 
to the County’s Emergency Operations 
Center and approximately $17,000 to reallo-
cate a position within Animal Care Services.

Additional recommended growth in the 
Revised Recommended Budget included 
$900,000 to the Sheriff’s Office to fund four 

Deputy Sheriff positions responsible for 
escorting inmates and medical staff to health 
appointments in compliance with the Mays 
consent decree, $200,000 to Probation to 
restore one full-time equivalent position to 
maintain service levels in Treatment Courts, 
in compliance with the Mays consent decree, 
$500,000 to restore positions in Probation 
and the Public Defender’s office to main-
tain service levels associated with SB 823 
Juvenile Justice Realignment and $400,000 
to Human Assistance to fund the County’s 
required cost of the California Statewide 
Automated Welfare System (CalSAWS). 

The Board of Supervisors approved 
the following growth during the hear-
ings: $62,500 to Human Assistance to fund 
CalFresh operations at the Florin Certified 
Farmers’ Market. 

The Board is scheduled to formally adopt 
the Budget Recommended for Adoption on 
Sept. 24.

For the true basketball fan this time of year 
is challenging. There are only so many reruns 
or NBA classics you can watch, and other 
sports can be a sober replacement if you’re 
anticipating the upcoming Kings season.

With the acquisition of DeMar DeRozan, 
many fans are already drawing comparisons of 
this year’s team from those of the past.

The 2001/2002 Sacramento Kings will 
never be forgotten, and many believe it was 
the best overall in Sacramento Kings history.

Names like Mike Bibby, Chris Webber 
and Vlade Divac come to mind and were the 
cornerstone players from a team that won a 
franchise record 61 games. Great players for 
sure, but how do the big three from that storied 
team compare with those from our current ros-
ter. Let’s see if the stats can shed some light.

In the post, Vlade Divac, albeit a shade 
past his prime at age 32, turned in 30 min-
utes per game, scored 11.1 points, grabbed 8.3 
rebounds and added 2.9 assists. 

Our current big man is none other than 
Domantas Sabonis, in his prime at age 28. 
Domantas was on the hardwood for an average 
of 35 minutes per game, scored 19.4 points, 
led the NBA in rebounding with 13.7 boards 
per game, and added a team high 8.2 assists. 
All this is in addition to leading the league 
in double-double and triple-doubles for the 
season. 

No comparison here. Sabonis wins in a 
landslide.

Chris Webber becomes the most diffi-
cult matchup for the current Kings as he 
represents the missing piece that the cur-
rent team has been looking for, a true power 
forward.

Chris’ stats are largely why the 2001/2002 
team garnished 61 wins.

Chris was on the court each game for just 
over 38 minutes, scored 24.5 points, secured 
10.1 rebounds, and added 4.8 assists. Seasons 
like this and gaudy stats like these would go on 
to put Chris Webber in the NBA hall of fame.

Without a true power forward, the current 
team would have to pose Keegan Murray as 
the comparison player. 

In his second season Keegan logged just 
under 34 minutes per game. He averaged 
15.2 points per game, 5.5 rebounds and 1.7 
assists.

No contest here, Chris Webber wins 

going away.
So, let’s examine the point guards. From 

the past the 2001/2002 team was led by fan 
favorite Mike Bibby.

Mike turned in 33 minutes per game, 
scored 13.7 points on average each contest, 
secured 2.8 rebounds, and added fi ve assists.

The current Sacramento Kings are led by 
De’Aaron Fox. Last season De’Aaron led the 
team in scoring with 26.6 points per game, 
pulled down a career high 4.6 rebounds, and 
dished out 5.6 assists per contest.

Not even close, and as much as I loved 
Mike Bibby, De’Aaron wins this comparison 
hands down.

It can be argued that the 2001/2002 team 
had one of the most potent benches of all-time, 
and few would argue that Bobby Jackson, 
Doug Christie and Scot Pollard represented a 
bench any coach would be proud of. 

Their combined bench stats were 29.5 
point per game, 14.8 rebounds, and 6.9 
assists.

The current team would counter with 
Malik Monk, Trey Lyles, and Davion 
Mitchell.

The 2023/2024 team produced 27.9 points 
per game, 8.6 rebounds, and 8.2 assists per 
contest. 

The edge goes to the 2001/2002 Kings 
team, but the stats were closer than I 
expected. 

Last season Kevin Huerter was a starter, 
but with the addition of De’Mar De’Rozan, 
it is likely that Kevin will be relegated to 
the bench where I expect to see him add 
some scoring power that will undoubtedly 
strengthen the bench overall.

I hope you enjoyed this walk down mem-
ory lane and comparing stats. 

As much as I thoroughly enjoyed the team 
from yesteryear, I am excited beyond mea-
sure for what the Kings are about to present 
this season. Just a few short weeks from pre-
season games and then the real fun begins.

As with every season, health will be a key 
component, but as you consider what the 
2001/2002 team did in winning 61 games, 
we should all be imagining what the win total 
will look like this year!

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Should my Husband File and 
then Suspend His Benefits?

Dear Rusty: My finan-
cial  advisor  used a 
computer program which 
told my husband to take 
his SS at age 68, then sus-
pend it after a few months. 
What I understood was if 
my husband started and 
then stopped taking dis-
tributions, he would earn 
delayed retirement cred-
its and thus get more at 
age 70. I know waiting 
increases SS amounts, by 
8% a year, but does pur-
posely starting and then 
stopping SS increase dis-
tributions even more? 
Signed: Confused 

D e a r  C o n f u s e d : 
Suspend ing  r ece ip t 
of one’s SS benefits 
after their FRA (as in 
your husband’s case) 
does result in him earn-
ing Delayed Retirement 
Credits (DRCs), but the 
DRCs earned accumu-
late at the same rate as 

if he simply waited lon-
ger to claim his SS benefit 
in the first place. DRCs 
are earned up to 70 years 
of age, at which point 
your husband’s maxi-
mum SS benefit is attained 
(FYI, DRCs earn .667% 
of additional benefit for 
each month benefits are 
delayed or suspended, 
or 8% per year). But I 
see no advantage to your 
husband starting his ben-
efits now (at 68) and then 
suspending them sev-
eral months later to earn 
DRCs – the number of 
DRCs earned are the same 
in either case, so he could 
simply wait to apply for 
his Social Security bene-
fits until he is 70 to get his 
maximum amount. 

The only rationale I can 
think of to claim and then 
suspend after doing so is 
to get a few months of his 
benefit payments before 
suspending. But the few 
months he received ben-
efits before suspending 
will be considered when 
he later unsuspends his 
benefit, so that his total 
payment amount will be a 
bit less at 70 than it would 
otherwise be if he simply 
waits longer to claim SS. 
And, just for information, 
he can’t “file and suspend” 
his benefits so that you can 
receive a spousal benefit 

from him. That option (to 
file and suspend, enabling 
a spouse to receive ben-
efits) was eliminated by 
the Bipartisan Budget 
Act of 2015 - while your 
husband’s benefits are 
suspended, you cannot 
receive a spousal benefit 
from him. 

So, frankly, I see no 
advantage to your hus-
band claiming his benefit 
now and then suspending 
them a few months later. 
If his goal is to maximize 
his SS benefit, then the 
best way to do that is sim-
ply wait longer to claim.

Dave Ramsey Says 

Dear Dave,
We’ve been following 

your plan for a while. 
We’re debt-free, except 
for our home, and we have 
six months of expenses 
set aside in our emergen-
cy fund. Recently, I lost 
my job. I’m luckier than 
some, because received a 
generous severance pack-
age from my previous 
employer, plus my wife 
still has a good job. My 
parents always raised me 
to take care of things my-
self and not rely on others. 
I suppose it’s because of 
this I feel a little guilty 
about filing for unem-
ployment compensation. 
Do you think there’s any-
thing morally wrong with 
accepting unemployment 
benefits?

– Brandt
Dear Brandt,
I really appreciate your 

self-sufficient attitude. 
I don’t know what hap-
pened at your last job, but 
I’ve got a feeling you’re 
a hard worker and a de-
cent guy. I’m sorry you 

and your wife are having 
to deal with this kind of 
situation.

The Social Security 
system in this country is 
a mathematical failure. 
But that doesn’t mean I’m 
not going to take my mon-
ey when I deserve it. The 
government took it from 
me in the first place, so I 
don’t have a problem with 
accepting something I’ve 
already paid into.

Now, I’ll throw out a 
warning here. Sometimes 
when people start receiv-
ing unemployment bene-
fits, it causes them to take 
their foot off the gas. The 
idea that “free” money is 
coming in can help them 
rationalize sitting at home 
on the couch, instead of 
working hard to find an-
other job and being extra 
careful with their financ-
es. I’m not hearing that 
kind of mentality from 
you, though. And it’s ob-
vious you and your wife 
have been pretty smart 
with your finances.

One more thing I’d 
suggest is making sure 
you look at your sever-
ance package as survival 
money only. Make a strict 
budget and stick to it. Cut 
out all excess spending. 
That means no eating out, 
vacations or anything like 

that until you’re working 
again and everything’s 
back on solid ground. 
Right now, focus on cov-
ering your Four Walls. By 
that, I mean food, utilities, 
shelter and transportation. 
Feed your family, keep 
the electricity on, pay the 
mortgage and put enough 
gas in the car to get where 
you need to go.

Everyone hits a rough 
stretch of road in life from 
time to time, Brandt. But 
you two are in a position 
to handle it better than 
most. Just remember what 
got you to such a good 
place with your finances 
in the first place. The dis-
cipline muscle is already 
there, and it’s strong. Just 
flex it, and it’ll help get 
you through this and back 
on your feet again!

You’ve Already Paid for It

During the two years I was stationed 
in Izmir, Turkey, I made several visits to 
the nearby ancient ruins in the seaport of 
Ephesus. In the Christian world, this city is 
famous for the letter the Apostle Paul wrote 
to the fledgling church.

However, in all the years I’ve preached 
from this letter, I can tell you that there are 
no ruins more disastrous than when hus-
bands misuse the words Paul wrote in the 
fifth chapter of that letter we call the book 
of Ephesians.

In fact, I suspect that there is no verse in 
the entire Bible that has given marriages 
more trouble than Ephesians 5:22. Spoken 
by a seemingly clueless bachelor, Paul 
urged, “Wives submit yourselves to your 
husbands.”

(Warning Husbands: DO NOT try this 
verse at home without chaplain supervision.)

My first run-in with the mandate came 
in the home of a deacon who’d invited his 
26-year-old pastor and wife for dinner after 
church.

Our deacon, Dan, was a 40ish-year-old 
family man with three daughters who hung 
on his every word. But a few hours into our 
meal, it was his wife, Joanne, who was mak-
ing the biggest impression on us.

Joanne was an incredibly personable 
woman who exuded confidence in every-
thing she did. Nevertheless, with Dan she 
seemed almost subservient. She waited on 
him hand-and-foot, bringing him what he 
needed before he’d ask.

As Joanne served dessert, Becky dared 
a nervous laugh at how Joanne fawned 
over Dan. The deacon’s wife responded 
to Becky’s ribbing with the submission 
verse, telling us it was her Christian duty 
to serve Dan. With lips pursed, we nodded 
in feigned agreement, even though our first 
impressions told us that the arrangement 
seemed more like servile compliance than a 

Christian marriage.
On our drive home to the parsonage, my 

young bride made a few declarations. “I 
hope you’re not expecting our marriage to 
be like that. I’ll be your wife, but I won’t be 
your maid or your waitress.”

Of course, this was no major develop-
ment. On our wedding day, Becky veered 
away from traditional roles by refusing 
to be “given away” by her father. Instead, 
both our parents began the ceremony by 
announcing their affirmation of our mar-
riage. After our wedding, Becky spent the 
next four years supporting us through my 
seminary education.

Now that she was ready to start her teach-
ing career and plan our family, she wanted 
to be sure I knew that I was expected to do 
an equal share of home upkeep, diaper duty 
and cooking included.

Of course I wanted to keep this girl, so I 
always nodded in perfect agreement.

We remained with that church for 4½ 
years, just long enough to realize that 
Joanne wasn’t the mousy subservient wife 
we first mistook her for. Their marriage 
wasn’t so easily judged.

Actually, I was privileged to witness 
how they’d built a marriage of great love 
and mutual respect. I saw many moments 
in which Dan also submitted to Joanne’s 
wishes and lavished her with every bit of 
love he could muster.

Bottom line was that their marriage 
worked for them and I had no call to judge 
that.

I met up with Dan and Joanne a few years 
back and I can tell you that Dan achieved a 
wonderful life — not by misusing the verse 
to domineer Joanne, but by cherishing her. 
Joanne achieved a wonderful marriage, not 
by losing who she was in Dan’s shadow, but 
by honoring the man God made Dan to be.

Together, they found the secret that 
precedes the noisy verse about wives sub-
mitting. Ephesians 5:21 makes it clear that 
both the husband and wife must “submit to 
one another.”

That simply means that couples must 
work it out. Usually, a good marriage 
involves the couple taking turns in leading 
in their relationship. Typically, healthy cou-
ples lead together.

Izmir was a very short tour of duty, just 
a temporary home. Fortunately, my assign-
ment with Becky has been a permanent one.

I don’t think she’ll tell you that our mar-
riage has always been equal because I 
know it hasn’t. But I also know that, as we 
near the 45-year mark, submitting to one 
another continues to work for us. 

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Disorganization, City-County Feuds Impede 
California’s Efforts to Reduce Homelessness

Over the last five years, 
the state government has 
spent some $24 billion to 
ameliorate homelessness, 
which, according to polls, 
is California’s most trouble-
some issue.

Despite that immense 
financial commitment —and 
billions more in spending 
by local governments and 
philanthropic organizations 
— the number of homeless 
people continues to grow.

The latest federal home-
lessness count found 186,000 
Californians living on the 
streets or in shelters, up 5,000 
from the previous year and 
36,000 since 2019, the year 
Gavin Newsom became gov-
ernor. California has the 
highest homelessness rate 
of any state and more than a 
quarter of the nation’s home-
less population.

Despite the crisis, we have 
no hard data telling us how 
the money was spent, much 
less which programs, if any, 
have been successful. Not 
surprisingly, given the evident 
lack of results, official and 
private agencies that adminis-
ter the programs are reluctant 
to disclose such information.

In fact, Calmatters.org and 
other groups have resorted 
to lawsuits to compel home-
lessness agencies to release 
information on what they 
have done with the funds.

Despite the shameful 
secrecy, it’s apparent that one 
factor in the expanding crisis 

is a lack of coordination and 
cooperation among the public 
and private agencies.

Earlier this year, State 
Auditor Grant Parks issued 
a sharply worded critique of 
the California Interagency 
Council on Homelessness, 
the Newsom administration’s 
tool for coordinating home-
lessness programs.

“The state lacks current 
information on the ongo-
ing costs and outcomes of 
its homelessness programs, 
because (the council) has not 
consistently tracked and eval-
uated the state’s efforts to 
prevent and end homeless-
ness,” Parks wrote.

State-level disorganiza-
tion is compounded by a 
structural choke point at the 
local level. Overwhelmingly, 
unsightly encampments of 
homeless people are located 
within cities, but the social 
and medical services central 
to closing those camps are 
administered by counties, and 
in highly politicized urban 
areas, city and county offi-
cials tend to be rivals rather 
than partners.

While Newsom period-
ically issues demands that 
local officials do a bet-
ter job of eliminating the 
camps — notwithstanding 
disorganization in his own 
administration — the lack of 
local cooperation and coordi-
nation is a major impediment.

A situation in Sacramento, 
within earshot of the state 
Capitol and detailed by 
Sacramento Bee columnists 
Tom Philp and Robin Epley, 
illustrates the conflict.

Sacramento’s city and 
county officials have feuded 
for years over homelessness, 
not only for the usual reasons 
but because the American 
River Parkway, which runs 
through the city and has been 
a favorite camping site for 
homeless people, is managed 

by the county.
Two years ago, faced with 

a business-backed ballot 
measure to crack down on 
encampments, the city fash-
ioned a less harsh alternative 
that anticipated an agree-
ment with county officials to 
provide services for people 
losing their camping sites.

However, instead of join-
ing the city, county officials 
banned camps in the parkway 
and ordered law enforcement 
to clear them.

City officials complained 
that people removed from 
the parkway simply set up 
new camps inside the city 
limits. When a local legis-
lator, Assemblyman Kevin 
McCarty, obtained a $25 mil-
lion state grant to the county 
for homeless programs, 
county supervisors decided 
how to spend it, mostly on 
a few dozen shelter beds or 
housing slots, without agree-
ment from city officials.

C i t y  C o u n c i l w o m a n 
Karina Talamantes showed 
up at a meeting of county 
supervisors to complain 
about their unilateral actions.

“All the people living on 
the American River Parkway 
moved across the street into 
our neighborhoods north of 
the river,” Talamantes told 
the board. “I’ve been asking 
about these funds for the last 
two years.”

Supervisors fired back 
in a press release accus-
ing Talamantes of shading 
the facts about the situation. 
McCarty, now a candidate for 
mayor, is caught in the mid-
dle of the feud.

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Nature Parades a Feast

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - Birds, 
reptiles and marsupials will be among edu-
cators during an open day at the Effie Yeaw 
Nature Center on Oct. 6. Staged annually, 
NatureFest is the center’s largest educa-
tional event.

Visiting presenters are scheduled. 
Hundreds of TV and school presentations 
have featured rescued animals from Gabe 
Kerschner’s Placer County sanctuary and 
some of these critters will take center stage 
at the Carmichael event. Kerschner’s “Wild 
Things” cast includes an alligator, a lemur, 
a kangaroo and a kinkajou. Nature Fest vis-
itors will also experience Kerschner’s more 
regional menagerie.

Save the Snakes, a non-profit that cham-
pions one of nature’s most misunderstood 
species, will offer slithering serpents for 
supervised handling. Volunteers from 
Sacramento Splash will detail microscopic 
species found in wetlands. Microscopes 
will be on hand for close examination.

Visiting “Mad Science” demonstrators 
will animate natural phenomenon like vol-
canic eruptions, cyclones and how hot air 
sends balloons up, up and away. They will 
also explain how optical illusions work; 

they will create chemical reactions and 
launch model rockets. Cotton candy is the 
product of one of their demonstrations.

If serious hunger results, lunch and 
snacks will be available from food trucks.

Resident Nature Center animals, includ-
ing Einstein the tortoise and crowd-pleasing 
raptors, will emerge for admiration. Hosted 
walks through the center’s 100-acre pre-
serve are certain to include deer, wild 
turkey and possibly even coyote sightings.

At the center is a hub for Native 
American studies. Maidu basketry and 
doll-making are among other NatureFest 
demonstrations. Hands-on activities will be 
offered at many exhibition booths. Event 
organizers welcome youth groups.

North State Building Industry 
Association News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - New home sales 
in the greater Sacramento area rebounded 
sharply in August to the second-high-
est total in 20 years after a July lull likely 
caused in part by the historic heat wave 
that month, the North State Building 
Industry Association reported Sept. 11.

Building Industry Association (BIA) 
members reported selling 605 homes 
during the month in the region. That was 
up 40% from the 433 sales reported in July 
and 6% higher than the unusually high 573 
homes sold in August 2023. The average 
number of sales for the month regionwide 
is just 406. This year’s monthly sales were 
the most during an August since 633 sold 
during the pandemic year of 2020 and 
were the second highest since 874 were 
sold in 2004 during the height of the turn-
of-the-century housing boom.

North State President and CEO Tim 
Murphy said the rebound in sales was due 
to the continued demand for new homes, 
the continued scarcity of resale homes and 
the fact mortgage interest rates have been 
trending lower in anticipation that the 

Federal Reserve will begin cutting interest 
rates later this month.

“Mortgage rates last week dropped to 
their lowest levels since April 2023 and 
continue to inch down,” Murphy noted. 
“As there are signs of a cooling national 
economy, it could well be that the Fed 
might cut the Fed Fund rates by a full half-
point when they meet again next week.

“And while the number of resale homes 
on the local market is increasing, it’s still 
well below normal levels, meaning that 
new homes continue to provide the wid-
est selection along with the latest features. 
With 180 new home communities in the 
region, there’s a new home that meets vir-
tually every need.”

Sacramento County again saw the most 
sales (372) followed by Placer County 
with 151. Sales in Roseville rebounded 
nicely to 114 from just 62 the previous 
month to regain the lead. Rancho Cordova 
was just behind at 112, followed by Elk 
Grove (77), Sacramento (74) and Folsom 
(56).

Building Industry Association statis-
tics include sales by members in Amador, 
El Dorado, Placer, Sutter, Yolo and Yuba 
counties.� 
