ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - A local church
will bring Greece to ElIk Grove over
the next few days with its annual
Weekend in Greece celebration.

The festival will take place Sept.
28 and 29 at St. Katherine Greek
Orthodox Church. Parking and entry
are free of charge.

Organizer Demos Papadopoulos
told the Citizen this will be the
church’s 29th year hosting the Greek
cultural event since it moved to its
location in Laguna.

Weekend in Greece will showcase
culture through dance, music and

religious art. Organizers said that one
of the biggest draws will be the ban-
quet of Greek food on offer.

“We take pride in the food that
we serve here. Everything’s cooked
onsite. We only buy natural ingre-
dients and healthy (ingredients),”
Papadopoulos said.

Some of the dishes include gyros,
as well as pastitsio, which is similar
to lasagna with macaroni, meat and
bechamel sauce. Pork kebabs called
souvlaki will be on the grill.

Vegetarian options will be avail-
able, such as moussaka, an eggplant
casserole, and spanokopita, a spinach
pie. Dolmades, stuffed grape leaves,
will come with or without meat.

Visitors will also find “Greek
fries,” the church’s “own little con-
coction.” The specialty consists of
walffle fries topped with a mix of feta,
mizithra and parmesan cheeses.

For dessert, the most popular
choice is baklava, made with layers
of flaky pastry, often sweetened with
honey and filled with nuts.

The Rev. Dino Pappademos said
that Weekend in Greece creates an
authentic “village atmosphere” at the
church.

“We offer people in Elk Grove and
Sacramento the opportunity to visit
Greece without buying an airplane
ticket and packing suitcases and

Grove successfully hosted its third
annual Pitch Elk Grove competi-
tion on Sept. 19, uniting the brightest
minds and most innovative startups
from across the Sacramento region.
Held at ElIk Grove’s community
center, District56, the event awarded
$20,000 in prizes to the most prom-
ising ventures, while celebrating the
collaborative spirit that drives the

region’s entrepreneurial ecosystem.

This year’s competition featured 10
cutting-edge startups representing the
best of innovation in the Sacramento
region. These startups presented
groundbreaking ideas addressing
pressing challenges and significant
market opportunities.

Each team pitched to a distin-
guished panel of judges, competing
for this year’s top awards: $10,000
for the best startup, $5,000 for the

best Elk Grove startup.

Elk Grove Mayor Bobbie
Singh-Allen, joined by first-place
sponsor representative Jesus Tarango,
Chairman of Wilton Rancheria,
awarded the $10,000 grand prize to
LogRx from Sacramento. Their rev-
olutionary application, which enables
first responders to track controlled
substances, impressed the judges
with its potential to transform the

ing launch of the Triage
to Alternate Destination
(TAD) program, follow-
ing approval from the
California Emergency
Medical Services Authority
(EMSA) on Aug. 16, 2024,

This innovative program
is set to transform local
emergency medical ser-
vices by improving patient
care, optimizing resource
use and easing the burden
on emergency rooms.

“Our goal is to get
the patient to the right
place for their medical
needs the first time,” said
Sacramento County EMS
Agency Medical Director
Dr. Gregory Kann.

Starting Jan. 1, 2025,
the TAD program will
direct patients in need of
behavioral health services,
sobering services and
mental health support to
specialized facilities rather
than conventional emer-
gency departments.

This will ensure that they
receive timely and appro-
priate care tailored to their
specific needs.

A robust training pro-
gram scheduled to
commence in mid-Novem-
ber will help prepare local
EMS providers for the suc-
cessful implementation of
the TAD program.

Participating agen-
cies include Folsom
City Fire Department,
Sacramento City Fire
Department, Cosumnes
CSD Fire Department,
Alpha One Ambulance
Medical Services, Medic
Ambulance Service and
potentially Sacramento
Metro Fire Department.

Three approved alter-
nate care locations will
serve as destinations
for redirected patients
including Sacramento
County Behavioral Health
Treatment Center (behav-
ioral health services),
Sierra Vista Hospital (men-
tal health services) and
Wellspace (sobering center
and addiction services).

The TAD program is
expected to deliver sub-
stantial benefits, including:

things like that, because

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - To honor
the remarkable food safety efforts of local
restaurants and food facilities that protect
the public from foodborne illnesses, and
to celebrate National Food Safety Month,
the Sacramento County Environmental
Management Department recognized
Sacramento County operators during the
Board of Supervisors meeting on Sept. 10.

The recipients of the 19th Annual
Environmental Management Food Safety
Award of Excellence all achieved three
consecutive health inspections without
major violations.

The Centers for Disease Control (CDC)
estimate that 48 million people get sick,
128,000 people are hospitalized, and 3,000
people die from foodborne diseases in the
U.S. each year.

With the help of Environmental
Management Department's (EMD) food
protection program and free food safety
classes, Sacramento County food facility
operators are trained that most foodborne
illnesses are preventable, by teaching the

principles of food safety and focusing on
preventing food contamination and learn-
ing facility sanitation, time/temperature
control and personal hygiene.

Of those 673 food facilities recognized,
one establishment from each of the five
Sacramento County supervisorial districts
was chosen to receive their award from
their respective county supervisor.

For the true basketball fan this time of year
is challenging. There are only so many reruns
or NBA classics you can watch, and other
sports can be a sober replacement if you’re
anticipating the upcoming Kings season.

With the acquisition of DeMar DeRozan,
many fans are already drawing comparisons of
this year’s team from those of the past.

The 2001/2002 Sacramento Kings will
never be forgotten, and many believe it was
the best overall in Sacramento Kings history.

Names like Mike Bibby, Chris Webber
and Vlade Divac come to mind and were the
cornerstone players from a team that won a
franchise record 61 games. Great players for
sure, but how do the big three from that storied
team compare with those from our current ros-
ter. Let’s see if the stats can shed some light.

In the post, Vlade Divac, albeit a shade
past his prime at age 32, turned in 30 min-
utes per game, scored 11.1 points, grabbed 8.3
rebounds and added 2.9 assists.

Our current big man is none other than
Domantas Sabonis, in his prime at age 28.
Domantas was on the hardwood for an average
of 35 minutes per game, scored 19.4 points,
led the NBA in rebounding with 13.7 boards
per game, and added a team high 8.2 assists.
All this is in addition to leading the league
in double-double and triple-doubles for the
season.

No comparison here. Sabonis wins in a
landslide.

Chris Webber becomes the most diffi-
cult matchup for the current Kings as he
represents the missing piece that the cur-
rent team has been looking for, a true power
forward.

Chris’ stats are largely why the 2001/2002
team garnished 61 wins.

Chris was on the court each game for just
over 38 minutes, scored 24.5 points, secured
10.1 rebounds, and added 4.8 assists. Seasons
like this and gaudy stats like these would go on
to put Chris Webber in the NBA hall of fame.

Without a true power forward, the current
team would have to pose Keegan Murray as
the comparison player.

In his second season Keegan logged just
under 34 minutes per game. He averaged
15.2 points per game, 5.5 rebounds and 1.7
assists.

No contest here, Chris Webber wins

going away.

So, let’s examine the point guards. From
the past the 2001/2002 team was led by fan
favorite Mike Bibby.

Mike turned in 33 minutes per game,
scored 13.7 points on average each contest,
secured 2.8 rebounds, and added five assists.

The current Sacramento Kings are led by
De’ Aaron Fox. Last season De’Aaron led the
team in scoring with 26.6 points per game,
pulled down a career high 4.6 rebounds, and
dished out 5.6 assists per contest.

Not even close, and as much as | loved
Mike Bibby, De’Aaron wins this comparison
hands down.

It can be argued that the 2001/2002 team
had one of the most potent benches of all-time,
and few would argue that Bobby Jackson,
Doug Christie and Scot Pollard represented a
bench any coach would be proud of.

Their combined bench stats were 29.5
point per game, 14.8 rebounds, and 6.9
assists.

The current team would counter with
Malik Monk, Trey Lyles, and Davion
Mitchell.

The 2023/2024 team produced 27.9 points
per game, 8.6 rebounds, and 8.2 assists per
contest.

The edge goes to the 2001/2002 Kings
team, but the stats were closer than |
expected.

Last season Kevin Huerter was a starter,
but with the addition of De’Mar De’Rozan,
it is likely that Kevin will be relegated to
the bench where | expect to see him add
some scoring power that will undoubtedly
strengthen the bench overall.

I hope you enjoyed this walk down mem-
ory lane and comparing stats.

As much as | thoroughly enjoyed the team
from yesteryear, | am excited beyond mea-
sure for what the Kings are about to present
this season. Just a few short weeks from pre-
season games and then the real fun begins.

As with every season, health will be a key
component, but as you consider what the
2001/2002 team did in winning 61 games,
we should all be imagining what the win total
will look like this year!

North State Building Industry

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - New home sales
in the greater Sacramento area rebounded
sharply in August to the second-high-
est total in 20 years after a July lull likely
caused in part by the historic heat wave
that month, the North State Building
Industry Association reported Sept. 11.

Building Industry Association (BIA)
members reported selling 605 homes
during the month in the region. That was
up 40% from the 433 sales reported in July
and 6% higher than the unusually high 573
homes sold in August 2023. The average
number of sales for the month regionwide
is just 406. This year’s monthly sales were
the most during an August since 633 sold
during the pandemic year of 2020 and
were the second highest since 874 were
sold in 2004 during the height of the turn-
of-the-century housing boom.

North State President and CEO Tim

New homes continue to provide the widest selection along with the latest features, said Tim

Murphy of the North State Building Industry Association. Image by Paul Brennan/Pixabay

Murphy said the rebound in sales was due
to the continued demand for new homes,
the continued scarcity of resale homes and
the fact that mortgage interest rates have
been trending lower in anticipation that
the Federal Reserve would begin cutting
interest rates.

“While the number of resale homes
on the local market is increasing, it’s
still well below normal levels, meaning
that new homes continue to provide the
widest selection along with the latest fea-
tures,” Murphy said. “With 180 new home

communities in the region, there’s a new
home that meets virtually every need.”

Sacramento County again saw the most
sales (372) followed by Placer County
with 151,

Sales in Roseville rebounded nicely
to 114 from just 62 the previous month
to regain the lead. Rancho Cordova was
just behind at 112, followed by Elk Grove
(77), Sacramento (74) and Folsom (56).

Statistics include sales by members in
Amador, El Dorado, Placer, Sutter, Yolo
and Yuba counties. *

During the two years | was stationed
in Izmir, Turkey, | made several visits to
the nearby ancient ruins in the seaport of
Ephesus. In the Christian world, this city
is famous for the letter the Apostle Paul
wrote to the fledgling church.

However, in all the years I’ve preached

from this letter, | can tell you that there are
no ruins more disastrous than when hus-
bands misuse the words Paul wrote in the
fifth chapter of that letter we call the book
of Ephesians.

In fact, | suspect that there is no verse in
the entire Bible that has given marriages
more trouble than Ephesians 5:22. Spoken
by a seemingly clueless bachelor, Paul
urged, “Wives submit yourselves to your
husbands.”

(Warning, husbands: DO NOT try
this verse at home without chaplain

Don'’t Try This Verse at Home

supervision.)

My first run-in with the mandate came
in the home of a deacon who’d invited
his 26-year-old pastor and wife for dinner
after church.

Our deacon, Dan, was a 40ish-year-
old family man with three daughters who
hung on his every word. But a few hours
into our meal, it was his wife, Joanne, who
was making the biggest impression on us.

Joanne was an incredibly personable
woman who exuded confidence in every-
thing she did. Nevertheless, with Dan she
seemed almost subservient. She waited on
him hand and foot, bringing him what he
needed before he’d ask.

As Joanne served dessert, Becky dared
a nervous laugh at how Joanne fawned
over Dan. The deacon’s wife responded
to Becky’s ribbing with the submission
verse, telling us it was her Christian duty
to serve Dan.

With lips pursed, we nodded in feigned
agreement, even though our first impres-
sions told us that the arrangement seemed
more like servile compliance than a
Christian marriage.

On our drive home to the parsonage, my
young bride made a few declarations.

“l hope you’re not expecting our mar-
riage to be like that. I’ll be your wife, but |
won’t be your maid or your waitress.”

Of course, this was no major develop-
ment. On our wedding day, Becky veered
away from traditional roles by refusing to
be “given away” by her father. Instead,
both our parents began the ceremony by
announcing their affirmation of our mar-
riage. After our wedding, Becky spent the
next four years supporting us through my
seminary education.

Now that she was ready to start her
teaching career and plan our family,
she wanted to be sure | knew that | was
expected to do an equal share of home
upkeep, diaper duty and cooking included.

Of course | wanted to keep this girl, so |
always nodded in perfect agreement.

We remained with that church for 4%
years, just long enough to realize that
Joanne wasn’t the mousy, subservient wife
we first mistook her for. Their marriage
wasn’t so easily judged.

Actually, | was privileged to witness
how they’d built a marriage of great love
and mutual respect. | saw many moments
in which Dan also submitted to Joanne’s
wishes and lavished her with every bit of
love he could muster.

Bottom line was that their marriage
worked for them and I had no call to judge
that.

I met up with Dan and Joanne a few
years back and | can tell you that Dan

achieved a wonderful life — not by mis-
using the verse to domineer Joanne, but by
cherishing her. Joanne achieved a wonder-
ful marriage, not by losing who she was
in Dan’s shadow, but by honoring the man
God made Dan to be.

Together, they found the secret that
precedes the noisy verse about wives sub-
mitting. Ephesians 5:21 makes it clear that
both the husband and wife must “submit to
one another.”

That simply means that couples must
work it out. Usually, a good marriage
involves the couple taking turns in lead-
ing in their relationship. Typically, healthy
couples lead together.

Izmir was a very short tour of duty,
just a temporary home. Fortunately, my
assignment with Becky has been a perma-
nent one.

I don’t think she’ll tell you that our mar-
riage has always been equal because |
know it hasn’t. But | also know that, as we
near the 45-year mark, submitting to one
another continues to work for us.

Herd Dominates Wildcats
for 11th Consecutive Year

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - The dominance of
the Elk Grove Thundering Herd over the
Franklin Wildcats continues after their
69-22 win on Friday, Sept. 21, to make it
11 seasons since the Wildcats last defeated
the Herd.

Although the Herd won by a differ-
ence of 47 points, Herd head coach John
Heffernan acknowledged the Wildcats as a
“scary team” and thinks this 11-year run is
due to their styles of football not match-
ing up.

“I don’t know. Maybe our style of foot-
ball doesn’t match up well with them
yet, but I’d watch out for them. They’re
going to be pretty good,” Heffernan said.
“Honestly to me, they’re a scary foot-
ball team. They are young, they got some
really good skill players, their quarterback
is outstanding and so even when we were
up by three scores it was not comfortable.”

Keeping the ball on the ground was the
Herd’s strategy as they ran the ball time
and time again for a team total of 513
rushing yards in their opening game in the
Delta League, according to MaxPreps.

“I love the kids’ effort and their energy,
and they played really hard tonight and
took advantage of some opportunities so
we’re pleased with that tonight and then
we’ll build on it and try to get ready for
next week,” Heffernan said.

A big part of the Herd’s 513 rushing
yards was the offensive line dubbed “the
Hammerheads.”

“That’s what we do. We run the ball
and the guys up front tonight did a fantas-
tic job getting off the ball, walking their
assignments, making it tough for Franklin
to get any penetration and if we could stop
them from getting any penetration then we
would have an opportunity to move the
ball,” Heffernan said.

The leader in rushing yards on the night
for the Herd was senior quarterback David

Hale with 209 rushing yards including
three touchdowns. He now has a total of
513 rushing yards through four games this
season.

“He knows the systems so he knows
when to give it, when to pull it, when to
pitch it, when to check the opposite or
change the play. So his intelligence is what
really separates him, and his ability to run
the ball. He runs the ball hard, which is
great. It gives us an opportunity to be suc-
cessful,” Heffernan said.

Hale was not the only one generat-
ing offense as Daniel Tejada, Alphonso
Moore Jr., Brandon Desouza and Jeremiah
Williams all had rushing touchdowns.

Behind Hale for the leading rushers
of the game is Williams with 81 rushing
yards while Moore Jr. and Tejada each had
two rushing touchdowns with 36 rushing
yards and 76 rushing yards, respectively.

“Tejada and AJ Moore both rotating at
that back position because they’re both
playing defense, so those guys ran the ball
really hard for us and that’s what we need
out of that position,” Heffernan said. “We
need somebody to get going, to get down-
hill and run the ball hard and those two
guys did a great job tonight.”

The Wildcats were undefeated coming
into their first league game as they dom-
inated teams, each win being won by a
difference of double digits, but they were
given a taste of that by the Herd.

“We needed to see some physicality so
I think we saw it tonight, so now we can
bounce back and we can lick our wounds
and get ready for next week,” Wildcats
head coach Joseph McCray said. “So we’ll
go back, we’ll regroup, we’ll connect on
all the things that we did and we can do
better.”

The physicality that McCray references
is reflected in the Herd’s four sacks on the
night thanks to Lucan Amituanai, Sam
Niemeyer, Makhai Barrett and Moore Jr.

Right before the end of the first half, the

be able to find a target to attempt a come-
back when the ball was knocked loose for
Niemeyer to pick up and run back into
the endzone to put a nail in the coffin for
McCray’s team.

Many were ecstatic that the defensive
lineman was able to take it to the house,
which led to a penalty for unsportsmanlike
conduct, a theme throughout the night for
the Herd.

“It was great. The only thing | was upset
about was our team running down to go
celebrate getting us a penalty. That’s what
the message was to our boys after it was
like, ‘Hey, like you guys got to act like
we’ve been there before,” like those are
great plays, but we can’t in a close game,”
Heffernan said.

Outside of the excessive celebration,
there were penalties committed on the
field for the Herd’s play as well as a scuf-
fle that occurred between Wildcats and
Herd players.

“There’s an opportunity for them to
get out of hand a little bit when we had
the scuffle and our kids did a really good
job keeping their composure and not get-
ting wrapped up and all that excitement,
so | was really proud of them for that,”
Heffernan said.

Sophomore quarterback for the Wildcats
Braylon Robinson was constantly running

in and out of the pocket looking for targets
to throw to or a hole to be able to pick up
yards for his offense.

“He’s young, but he’s a football player.
We got to see a little bit of life out of our
offense, which we’ve struggled with in the
past,” McCray said. “Given how young he
is | think he’s gonna build his tenacity, as
the people that he has around him. How to
keep fighting through, I think everybody
did that. It’s just a matter of how we keep
doing that.”

Despite the loss, Robinson had 15
completions for 197 yards with three
touchdowns and did throw an interception.

Robinson’s biggest targets were Jovan
Harper and Caden Bowers for 73 yards
with two touchdowns and 36 yards with a
touchdown, respectively.

The next opponent for the Herd is the
Cosumnes Oaks Wolfpack, who had a bye
week and will play their first league game.

“We got Cosumnes Oaks and we know
they’re super athletic, they’re going to be
well coached, they’re very athletic, so we
gotta definitely clean up some of our mis-
takes and messes and then we got to just
keep working.

“Just keep working on our system and
our plays and make sure our guys are
comfortable with what we’re doing,”
Heffernan said. *
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
