Board Revises
Approved
2024-25

Budget

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA
(MPG) - The Sacramento
County Board of
Supervisors voted unani-
mously Sept. 4 to revise the
Approved Budget for the
2024-25 fiscal year.

The $9.2 billion Revised
Recommended Budget
included an increase of $340
million in total appropria-
tions from the $8.8 billion
Recommended Budget the
Board approved in June.
The increases included $68
million in General Fund
appropriations, $272 mil-
lion in other funds: $249
million base budget changes
resulting primarily from
re-budgeting of capital proj-
ects and other contractual
expenditures and $23 mil-
lion in non-General Fund
growth.

The following prioritized
General Fund growth iden-
tified in June is funded in
the Revised Recommended
Budget: $20 million General
Fund contribution to the
Roads Fund for roadway
rehabilitation and main-
tenance, approximately
$300,000 for upgrades to
the County’s Emergency
Operations Center and
approximately $17,000 to
reallocate a position within
Animal Care Services.

Additional recommended
growth in the Revised
Recommended Budget
included $900,000 to the
Sheriff’s Office to fund four
Deputy Sheriff positions
responsible for escorting
inmates and medical staff
to health appointments in
compliance with the Mays
consent decree, $200,000
to Probation to restore one
full-time equivalent position
to maintain service lev-
els in Treatment Courts, in
compliance with the Mays
consent decree, $500,000
to restore positions in
Probation and the Public
Defender’s office to main-
tain service levels associated
with SB 823 Juvenile Justice
Realignment and $400,000
to Human Assistance to fund
the County’s required cost
of the California Statewide
Automated Welfare System
(CalSAWS).

The Board of Supervisors
approved the follow-
ing growth during the
hearings: $62,500 to Human
Assistance to fund CalFresh
operations at the Florin
Certified Farmers’ Market.

The Board is scheduled to
formally adopt the Budget
Recommended for Adoption
on Sept. 24.

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - The
dedicated efforts of Sacramento County’s
Division of Behavioral Health Services
(BHS), in partnership with community-based
providers, continue to positively impact
youth with High Fidelity Wraparound (HFW)
Services. Zavion and Serenity are two inspir-
ing teens whose stories exemplify how
support services can positively change lives.

Think of Sacramento County’s High
Fidelity Wraparound Services, more com-
monly referred to as the Wraparound
Program, as a personalized support sys-
tem that helps kids and families when they
are most vulnerable. It’s a team of car-
ing professionals who “wrap” around
these youth and their families during
tough times.

Whether it’s to help foster youth or youth
who have been involved with law enforce-
ment, or providing a family with the tools
they need to stay together, the Wraparound
Program makes a real difference.

For Zavion, he faced more challenges than
many could even imagine. He frequently
encountered obstacles that left him feel-
ing lost and uncertain about his future at a
young age. With the help of the Wraparound
Program, he found the strength to turn his life
around.

“You know, I've been through some really
rough times, but I got through it by chal-
lenging myself,” said Zavion with a sense of
accomplishment while reflecting on his jour-
ney. “It's been rough, but I’ve accomplished
something.”

Zavion completed his high school cred-
its, graduated and was recently offered an
internship at a wellness center where he now
supports other young people in his com-
munity. This fall, he’s preparing for a new
milestone — starting community college.

Serenity's story is equally inspir-
ing. She was initially referred to the
Wraparound Program with significant
challenges, including a difficult home envi-
ronment and struggles with aggression
but embraced the help offered to her. She
quickly dove deep into therapy and learned
new ways to cope, and her hard work
paid off.

Serenity graduated from high school
early and earned a scholarship to a college
in Vermont. She has volunteered her time

at a wellness center, traveled to Africa and
is writing a book about her experiences to
share with others who might be facing sim-
ilar challenges.

“It is gratifying to watch these kids get
the opportunity to change the trajectory of
their futures,” said Brian Olden, Wraparound
Program Monitor for Sacramento County.
“Zavion and Serenity illustrate the combined
effort of clients who make good use of ser-
vices, as well as the dedication, persistence,
and hard work of the providers who stead-
fastly adhere to the HFW principles.”

Much of the success seen with Sacramento
County’s High Fidelity Wraparound services
comes from its focus on giving families a
voice in their care, working collaboratively
with other services and supporting children
in stable, loving environments. To help keep
kids from bouncing around from home to
home, the Wraparound Program’s primary
objective is stability and permanency, which
reduces the need for group home placements
and institutional care.

Sacramento County partners with,
and funds contracts for, three local non-
profit agencies to provide High Fidelity
Wraparound Services — River Oak Center for
Children, Sacramento Children’s Home and
Stanford Sierra Youth and Families.

In addition to Probation and Child Welfare,
Behavioral Health Services and wraparound
provider agencies collaborate with vari-
ous child-serving systems and individuals
including schools, regional centers and health
care providers.

Child Protective Services (CPS) and
Sacramento Probation departments refer
youth to the Wraparound Program. With the
referral, Behavioral Health Services County
staff coordinate the implementation of care
and together all agencies work to ensure
every child has a chance to thrive.

An estimated 90% of youth are referred by
Child Protective Services and 10% by proba-
tion. Not all families and youth referred are
ready to engage but the impact of Sacramento
County’s High Fidelity Wraparound Services
remains clear. In the last quarter of Fiscal
Year 2023 - 2024, 80% of the youth who
completed the program were able to suc-
cessfully move forward, ready to embrace a
brighter future.

14 years now, is that it’s about the people
you meet and you talk to that inspire you and
show you how to find your way.”

California Capital Airshow aims to pro-
vide education, exposure and access through
engaging, year-round events focused on
STEM, aviation and aerospace, all designed
to empower the region’s future workforce, as
stated on its website at californiacapitalair-
show.com.

The day featured a panel discussion with
some of the nation’s leading professionals in
the aviation and aerospace sectors. Panelists
included Lt. Col. Merryl Tengesdal, the first
Black female U-2 Dragon Lady pilot in the
U.S. Air Force; Elizabeth Lewis, PhD, a
space engineer at X-bow Systems; Manu
Mann, an artificial intelligence expert at
Micron; and Ryan Bankerd, who specializes
in sustainable fuels at UPS.

“We have a truly incredible panel here
today,” said Bankerd. “One thing we all have
in common is the efforts we put into doing
what we love.”

The event included more than a dozen
hands-on STEM exhibits from organiza-
tions such as the Aerospace Museum of
California, Sacramento City College, and the
U.S. Air Force ROTC where youth explored
various career opportunities, engaged with
professionals in those fields and discovered
the latest technological innovations.

“It’s about getting kids involved in
something fun and exciting that encour-
ages aviation,” said Anthony FElder, the
co-Founder of Red Tail Drone Academy

and Sports, one of the exhibits present at the
event where youth had the opportunity to
explore “drone soccer”.

Attendees also enjoyed a Mad Science
show and a display of various aircraft and
vehicles. Winners of an essay contest also
had the chance to experience an introductory
flight before the main event.

“Today was so cool,” said attendee Ava
Chang. “I want to be an astronaut when I
grow up and I learned so much today.”

Tengesdal highlighted the significance of
representation, saying, “I think events like
this are great for people that are likeminded
to meet people that have been there and done
that. To show kids the diverse backgrounds
we bring to the table helps them see that they
can do it too.”

Lewis stressed the importance of hands-on
learning, stating, “Any kind of STEM event
is really good, especially ones like this with
hands-on activities. It gives kids a chance to
discover something new and fosters a one-
on-one connection.”

Offering advice to aspiring young profes-
sionals, Lewis said, “Be determined, don’t
give up. It’s hard work getting into these
fields, but if you are willing to be determined
and not give up, that spark of innovation and
curiosity will lead you to success.”

The California Capital Airshow continues
to make strides in inspiring the next gen-
eration, showing that with education and
exposure, the sky is truly the limit.

CHP Swears in Largest Class
of New Officers in Over Two Years

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - On Sept. 13, 119
new officers took their oath to serve and
protect the people of California during
a graduation ceremony at the California
Highway Patrol (CHP) Academy in West
Sacramento.

This latest class represents a signifi-
cant step forward in the CHP’s ongoing
effort to hire 1,000 officers as part of a
statewide recruitment initiative to attract
diverse and qualified candidates.

“I am grateful to these officers for
their service and commitment to protect-
ing Californians and our neighborhoods.
As this class advances to posts through-
out the Golden State, they should do so
with pride, knowing that they represent
the best of California as public servants
dedicated to making a positive difference
in their communities,” said Governor
Gavin Newsom.

“These individuals have chosen a path
of public service and have undergone
months of intense training to prepare,”
said CHP Commissioner Sean Duryee.
“This career is one of the biggest chal-
lenges they will ever undertake, but it is
by far the most rewarding. We are hon-
ored to welcome them into the CHP
family.”

The swearing-in ceremony marks
the conclusion of a rigorous 26-week
training program at the CHP Academy.
The new officers will soon begin their
assignments at one of California’s 102
CHP Area offices, serving communities

throughout the state.

Training at the CHP Academy is
comprehensive, beginning with a foun-
dation in nobility in policing, leadership,
ethics, and cultural diversity. Cadets
also receive specialized instruction
in responding to mental health crises,
vehicle patrol, crash investigation, first
aid, and apprehending impaired driv-
ers. Additional training covers traffic
control, report writing, stolen vehicle
recovery, assisting motorists, emergency
scene management, and mastery of the
California Vehicle Code, Penal Code,
and Health and Safety Code.

The CHP has seen an outpouring of
interest in joining the ranks since the
onset of a multiyear recruitment cam-
paign in June 2022. Last year, more than
19,500 applications were submitted to
the Department by people interested in
a career serving the public as an officer.
With more than 16,000 applications sub-
mitted in the first eight months of 2024,
the CHP is on track to surpass the total
from last year. To accommodate the
increased number of applicants, the CHP
began conducting three concurrent cadet
classes at our live-in training facility,
resulting in six classes graduating per
year. The next cadet graduation from the
CHP Academy is scheduled for Nov. 15.

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Sacramento Woman Indicted for
Fraudulent Investment Scheme

United States Attorney’s Office,
Eastern District of California

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - A federal grand
jury returned a 32-count indictment
against Maria Dickerson, also known
as Dulce Pino, 47, of Sacramento,
charging her with 24 counts of wire
fraud, one count of securities fraud, and
seven counts of money laundering, U.S.
Attorney Phillip A. Talbert announced.
The indictment was unsealed following
her arrest.

According to the indictment, from
2020 through 2024, Dickerson created
an investment scheme, selling interest
in her illusory shell company, Creative
Legal Fundings of California, to inves-
tors. Dickerson promised investors that
their investments were safe and secure
and backed by substantial starting capi-
tal. Dickerson promised approximately
140 investors a fixed percent of return per
month on their principal investment with
additional compounding monthly interest
if they left their money invested with her.

In reality, Dickerson used new inves-
tor money to pay off prior investors, to
fund a lavish lifestyle, and to purchase
Mercedes-Benz vehicles and a home
in Sacramento. Dickerson did not reg-
ister the sale of her securities with the
Securities and Exchange Commission.
Dickerson took money from inves-
tors and collected millions of dollars in

investment funds solicited with her false
promises and representations.

This case is the product of an investiga-
tion by the Federal Bureau of Investigation
and IRS Criminal Investigation, with
assistance from the Alabama Securities
Commission. Assistant U.S. Attorneys
Kristin F. Scott and Rosanne L. Rust are
prosecuting the case.

The Securities and Exchange
Commission is filing a parallel action
against Dickerson. The Business,
Consumer Services and Housing Agency
of the California Department of Financial
Protection and Innovation previously
filed a Desist and Refrain Order against
Dickerson.

If convicted, Dickerson faces a max-
imum statutory penalty of 20 years in
prison and a $250,000 fine for each count
of wire fraud. Additionally, she faces a
maximum statutory penalty of 10 years
in prison and a fine of $250,000 for each
count of money laundering. On the secu-
rities fraud charge, Dickerson faces a
statutory maximum penalty of 20 years in
prison and a fine of up to $5 million. Any
sentence, however, would be determined
at the discretion of the court after consid-
eration of any applicable statutory factors
and the Federal Sentencing Guidelines,
which take into account a number of vari-
ables. The charges are only allegations;
the defendant is presumed innocent until
and unless proven guilty beyond a reason-
able doubt. *

Should my Husband File and
then Suspend His Benefits?

Dear Rusty: My finan-
cial advisor used a
computer program which
told my husband to take
his SS at age 68, then sus-
pend it after a few months.
What I understood was if
my husband started and
then stopped taking dis-
tributions, he would earn
delayed retirement cred-
its and thus get more at
age 70. I know waiting
increases SS amounts, by
8% a year, but does pur-
posely starting and then
stopping SS increase dis-
tributions even more?
Signed: Confused

Dear Confused:
Suspending receipt
of one’s SS benefits
after their FRA (as in
your husband’s case)
does result in him earn-
ing Delayed Retirement
Credits (DRCs), but the
DRCs earned accumu-
late at the same rate as

if he simply waited lon-
ger to claim his SS benefit
in the first place. DRCs
are earned up to 70 years
of age, at which point
your husband’s maxi-
mum SS benefit is attained
(FYI, DRCs earn .667%
of additional benefit for
each month benefits are
delayed or suspended,
or 8% per year). But I
see no advantage to your
husband starting his ben-
efits now (at 68) and then
suspending them sev-
eral months later to earn
DRCs — the number of
DRCs earned are the same
in either case, so he could
simply wait to apply for
his Social Security bene-
fits until he is 70 to get his
maximum amount.

The only rationale I can
think of to claim and then
suspend after doing so is
to get a few months of his
benefit payments before
suspending. But the few
months he received ben-
efits before suspending
will be considered when
he later unsuspends his
benefit, so that his total
payment amount will be a
bit less at 70 than it would
otherwise be if he simply
waits longer to claim SS.
And, just for information,
he can’t “file and suspend”
his benefits so that you can
receive a spousal benefit

from him. That option (to
file and suspend, enabling
a spouse to receive ben-
efits) was eliminated by
the Bipartisan Budget
Act of 2015 - while your
husband’s benefits are
suspended, you cannot
receive a spousal benefit
from him.

So, frankly, I see no
advantage to your hus-
band claiming his benefit
now and then suspending
them a few months later.
If his goal is to maximize
his SS benefit, then the
best way to do that is sim-
ply wait longer to claim.

The
government took it from
me in the first place, so I
don’t have a problem with
accepting something I’ve
already paid into.

Now, I'll throw out a
warning here. Sometimes
when people start receiv-
ing unemployment bene-
fits, it causes them to take
their foot off the gas. The
idea that “free” money is
coming in can help them
rationalize sitting at home
on the couch, instead of
working hard to find an-
other job and being extra
careful with their financ-
es. I'm not hearing that
kind of mentality from
you, though. And it’s ob-
vious you and your wife
have been pretty smart
with your finances.

One more thing I’d
suggest is making sure
you look at your sever-
ance package as survival
money only. Make a strict
budget and stick to it. Cut
out all excess spending.
That means no eating out,

By
that, I mean food, utilities,
shelter and transportation.
Feed your family, keep
the electricity on, pay the
mortgage and put enough
gas in the car to get where
you need to go.

But
you two are in a position
to handle it better than
most. Just remember what
got you to such a good
place with your finances
in the first place. The dis-
cipline muscle is already
there, and it’s strong. Just
flex it, and it’ll help get
you through this and back
on your feet again!

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Disorganization, City-County Feuds Impede

Over the last five years,
the state government has
spent some $24 billion to
ameliorate homelessness,
which, according to polls,
is California’s most trouble-
some issue.

Despite that immense
financial commitment —and
billions more in spending
by local governments and
philanthropic organizations
— the number of homeless
people continues to grow.

The latest federal home-
lessness count found 186,000
Californians living on the
streets or in shelters, up 5,000
from the previous year and
36,000 since 2019, the year
Gavin Newsom became gov-
ernor. California has the
highest homelessness rate
of any state and more than a
quarter of the nation’s home-
less population.

Despite the crisis, we have
no hard data telling us how
the money was spent, much
less which programs, if any,
have been successful. Not
surprisingly, given the evident
lack of results, official and
private agencies that adminis-
ter the programs are reluctant
to disclose such information.

In fact, Calmatters.org and
other groups have resorted
to lawsuits to compel home-
lessness agencies to release
information on what they
have done with the funds.

Despite the shameful
secrecy, it’s apparent that one
factor in the expanding crisis

California’s Eff

is a lack of coordination and
cooperation among the public
and private agencies.

Earlier this year, State
Auditor Grant Parks issued
a sharply worded critique of
the California Interagency
Council on Homelessness,
the Newsom administration’s
tool for coordinating home-
lessness programs.

“The state lacks current
information on the ongo-
ing costs and outcomes of
its homelessness programs,
because (the council) has not
consistently tracked and eval-
uated the state’s efforts to
prevent and end homeless-
ness,” Parks wrote.

State-level disorganiza-
tion is compounded by a
structural choke point at the
local level. Overwhelmingly,
unsightly encampments of
homeless people are located
within cities, but the social
and medical services central
to closing those camps are
administered by counties, and
in highly politicized urban
areas, city and county offi-
cials tend to be rivals rather
than partners.

While Newsom period-
ically issues demands that
local officials do a bet-
ter job of eliminating the
camps — notwithstanding
disorganization in his own
administration — the lack of
local cooperation and coordi-
nation is a major impediment.

A situation in Sacramento,
within earshot of the state
Capitol and detailed by
Sacramento Bee columnists
Tom Philp and Robin Epley,
illustrates the conflict.

Sacramento’s city and
county officials have feuded
for years over homelessness,
not only for the usual reasons
but because the American
River Parkway, which runs
through the city and has been
a favorite camping site for
homeless people, is managed

orts to Reduce Homelessness

by the county.

Two years ago, faced with
a business-backed ballot
measure to crack down on
encampments, the city fash-
ioned a less harsh alternative
that anticipated an agree-
ment with county officials to
provide services for people
losing their camping sites.

However, instead of join-
ing the city, county officials
banned camps in the parkway
and ordered law enforcement
to clear them.

City officials complained
that people removed from
the parkway simply set up
new camps inside the city
limits. When a local legis-
lator, Assemblyman Kevin
McCarty, obtained a $25 mil-
lion state grant to the county
for homeless programs,
county supervisors decided
how to spend it, mostly on
a few dozen shelter beds or
housing slots, without agree-
ment from city officials.

City Councilwoman
Karina Talamantes showed
up at a meeting of county
supervisors to complain
about their unilateral actions.

“All the people living on
the American River Parkway
moved across the street into
our neighborhoods north of
the river,” Talamantes told
the board. “I’ve been asking
about these funds for the last
two years.”

Supervisors fired back
in a press release accus-
ing Talamantes of shading
the facts about the situation.
McCarty, now a candidate for
mayor, is caught in the mid-
dle of the feud.

For the true basketball fan this time of year
is challenging. There are only so many reruns
or NBA classics you can watch, and other
sports can be a sober replacement if you’re
anticipating the upcoming Kings season.

With the acquisition of DeMar DeRozan,
many fans are already drawing comparisons of
this year’s team from those of the past.

The 2001/2002 Sacramento Kings will
never be forgotten, and many believe it was
the best overall in Sacramento Kings history.

Names like Mike Bibby, Chris Webber
and Vlade Divac come to mind and were the
cornerstone players from a team that won a
franchise record 61 games. Great players for
sure, but how do the big three from that storied
team compare with those from our current ros-
ter. Let’s see if the stats can shed some light.

In the post, Vlade Divac, albeit a shade
past his prime at age 32, turned in 30 min-
utes per game, scored 11.1 points, grabbed 8.3
rebounds and added 2.9 assists.

Our current big man is none other than
Domantas Sabonis, in his prime at age 28.
Domantas was on the hardwood for an average
of 35 minutes per game, scored 19.4 points,
led the NBA in rebounding with 13.7 boards
per game, and added a team high 8.2 assists.
All this is in addition to leading the league
in double-double and triple-doubles for the
season.

No comparison here. Sabonis wins in a
landslide.

Chris Webber becomes the most diffi-
cult matchup for the current Kings as he
represents the missing piece that the cur-
rent team has been looking for, a true power
forward.

So, let’s examine the point guards. From
the past the 2001/2002 team was led by fan
favorite Mike Bibby.

Mike turned in 33 minutes per game,
scored 13.7 points on average each contest,
secured 2.8 rebounds, and added five assists.

The current Sacramento Kings are led by
De’ Aaron Fox. Last season De’ Aaron led the
team in scoring with 26.6 points per game,
pulled down a career high 4.6 rebounds, and
dished out 5.6 assists per contest.

County Clarifies Facts on Homeless Housing Plan

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) - The Sacramento
County Board of Supervisors approved, at its Sept.
10 meeting, the staff recommendation to spend $19.4
million on two new, innovative projects designed to
shelter and house people exiting homelessness directly
off the American River Parkway.

The Department of Homeless Services and Housing
originally announced the plans for the $25 million
granted by the state of California last Thursday, and
since the announcement, there has been mislead-
ing information circulated by an opinion writer and
a city council member about the projects, the pro-
cess and how the money is being used. Consequently,
the County must take action to correct the record and
misinformation.

Is the County spending $19.4 million on 82 beds?

No, this is an oversimplification that is misleading
and reflects the opinion writer's confusion about the
differences between shelter and housing. The County
is using $19.4 million to invest in both affordable
housing, as well as subsidize rent for 10 years and
increase shelter beds through the county’s scattered
site shelter model by 50 beds.

$8 million to help in the capital cost to pur-
chase 32 beds of the 176 beds at the Residence Inn
for Supportive Housing, $5.9 million in capital-
ized operating reserve (COSR) for 32 units, ensuring
affordability at 30% area median income and $5.5 mil-
lion to expand 50 new beds of scattered site shelter,
dedicated to Parkway efforts. Focus on housing assess-
ment and readiness.

Did the County “sit” on this money
for 2 1/2 years?

The County has been diligently working on a mean-
ingful plan for this funding since it was awarded.
The County was thoughtful in its decisions about this
important project. We heard from the community,
including the unsheltered community, that more shel-
ter beds and more affordable housing were a priority.
These new projects directly address both these needs.

While the state granted these funds in April of 2022,
the County received the money in April 2023. During
that time, the County pursued land acquisition adja-
cent to the American River Parkway. After months of
negotiations, the seller sold the land to another buyer.

The County then released a Request for
Qualifications for an outside entity to stand up a

Safe Stay Community. The County received three
responses, none of which were determined to be via-
ble to move forward with the money available and the
parameters outlined by the submitters.

Is the County spending this money on units that
are only 80% of the Area Median Income (AMI)
— serving people that probably aren’t
even homeless?

No. While the totality of the Residence Inn project
that Sutter Capital is investing in does include “work-
force housing” that caps rent at 80% of Area Median
Income, those units are being funded through the pri-
vate funding and debt equity brought by Sutter Capital
Group.

The $8 million the County is providing is funding
the 32 units that will have rent capped at 30% Area
Median Income and are utilized exclusively for exit-
ing homelessness.

Why didn’t the County use SHRA for this project?

While the County has many important projects with
the Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency
(SHRA), the funding and projects they support are
driven by competitive public funding. This is a mar-
ket-driven project, primarily using private dollars and
seeking a small contribution from the County to buy
down a portion of the units.

This is a different kind of development housing proj-
ect than the Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment
Agency does and doesn’t take away from the work
they do. Rather, it adds housing to the market with-
out using $32 million in public dollars. Sutter Capital
Group is a locally owned and run group with a long
history of successful housing development projects in
the Sacramento area.

Doesn’t this project cost more “per bed”
than other affordable housing projects?

No, building affordable housing from scratch can
cost up to $500-$600,000 per unit, particularly for
units that require supportive services and rented to
tenants who make no more than 30% Area Median
Income. By leveraging an existing hotel that has bed-
rooms, bathrooms and kitchens in unit, Sutter Capital
Group can transform these units for far less - at less
than $250k per unit.

Is it true that once people move into the 32 units,
they’ll stay there "forever?"

While it’s possible that some of the residents mov-
ing into the permanent supportive housing (PSH) units
may need rental subsidies in this housing option in the
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future, there is an average 15 percent turnover rate in
permanent supportive housing. At that rate, over 10
years, these units will serve far more than 32 house-
holds. The overall goal is to graduate households out of
the supportive units, into workforce units at higher rates
than traditional permanent supportive housing units.
Did the County sweep all of the people off
the Parkway in the last two years?

No. The County of Sacramento Department of
Homeless Services and Housing and the Department
of Regional Parks have partnerships that include 10
dedicated community health workers (CoHeWo) that
provide outreach and rehousing services and case
management to people living unsheltered along the
parkway. Rangers often alert community health work-
ers staff to encampments that need support.

If there is imminent danger threatening encamp-
ments, such as fire or floods, campers are relocated out
of harm's way, often at the encouragement or direction
of local first responders such as the City of Sacramento
Fire Department.

Should the County have consulted with the City of
Sacramento before moving forward with this project?

The State legislature granted $25 million to the
County of Sacramento, specifically to support people
coming off the American River Parkway, a jurisdic-
tion managed by the County of Sacramento Regional
Parks. The American River Parkway is a valuable
natural resource, and this funding not only supports
efforts to help individuals transition out of home-
lessness, but also safeguards the environment by
reducing the impact of homelessness on the parkway.
The Residence Inn project is in the unincorporated
county.

How is the County going to use
the unspent $5.6 million?

County staff will come to the Board with a plan for
the remaining $5.6 million. The County welcomes cre-
ative and innovative partnerships that bring solutions
and additional resources to the table to stretch exist-
ing resources, while still addressing the purpose of the
funding — supporting folks exiting homelessness on
the American River Parkway.

Accuracy is important, and words matter. The
County of Sacramento appreciates the majority of
local news outlets and jurisdictional partners who
invest time in understanding and conveying the facts
as they are, without resorting to misleading claims or
omitting key information. *
