ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Do you suffer
from glossophobia?

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Elk
Grove City Council unani-
mously approved a contract
to create a year-round
homeless shelter in the city.
With the decision at the
Sept. 25 regular meeting,
the shelter is planned to
open at Calvery Christian
Center on Nov. 1. Also at
the meeting, City Council
advanced a proposal to
increase councilmembers’
salaries.

City staff proposed locat-
ing the shelter at Calvary
Christian Center at 9499
E. Stockton Blvd. The city
has leased part of the facil-
ity through October 2028,
although it would not be
the shelter’s long-term
home.

In a partnership with
shelter services non-
profit The Gathering Inn
(TGI), the shelter would
serve up to 35 adults per
night, with 30 regular beds
and five for use in emer-
gencies. It would open
Nov. 1 for 24-hour opera-
tions. Housing and Public
Services manager Sarah
Bontrager said the all-day
operations would allow
clients to come and go as
needed and prevent lines
outside the shelter.

The year-round shel-
ter is a permanent version
of the Enhanced Winter
Sanctuary that the city held
last winter.

The Gathering Inn oper-
ated the winter sanctuary
from November 2023 to
this past April at the for-
mer Rite Aid building in
Old Town Elk Grove. It
served 62 people over that
season.

To operate the year-
round shelter, the city staff
proposed a contract last-
ing up to three years, with
a cost of up to $4.58 mil-
lion. The agreement begins
as a one-year contract for a
payment of $1.53 million,
with the option of two one-
year extensions.

Additionally, the Calvary
Christian lease will cost
$89,000 in the first year
and the city plans to spend
$200,000 to $300,000 on
building improvements.

Homelessness in Elk
Grove

According to the snap-
shot of homelessness
produced earlier this year
by Sacramento Steps
Forward, 83 homeless peo-
ple were without access to

shelter in EIk Grove. City
staff noted that the win-
ter sanctuary sheltered
about 25 people around
the time of the count, giv-
ing a total of just more than
100 for the city’s homeless
population.

Two surveys conducted
by the city indicated that
58% of Elk Grove residents
consider homelessness a
major or moderate prob-
lem in the city. When
asked what measures they
support to address home-
lessness, the majority
supported social services
and temporary shelters, as
well as affordable housing
initiatives and permanent
supportive housing.

Despite their support for
having the measures some-
where in the city, most
respondents were less open
to having them in their
neighborhood; only 37%
of respondents supported
having temporary shelter
in their neighborhood com-
pared to 62% in the city
generally.

The city will soon have
stricter limits on homeless
encampments; effective
Oct. 11, a recently-passed
ordinance bans sleeping
in most public places and
camping on public prop-
erty. The ordinance follows
a recent U.S. Supreme
Court case, Grants Pass v.
Johnson, that allows such
rules, along with an execu-
tive order from Gov. Gavin
Newsom encouraging
removal of encampments.

Bontrager detailed the
proposed shelter’s opera-
tions and admission rules,
noting that it would allow
pets and provide bins to
store possessions.

Access would be only
through a referral from
a city homeless services

navigator or from the Elk
Grove Police Department.

“Everyone is vetted.
It’s very important to us.
We are paying for this.
We want our residents to
benefit from this. Our nav-
igators are great at vetting
that,” Bontrager said.

The shelter would not
serve registered sex offend-
ers or those with “serious
behavioral health chal-
lenges,” according to
Bontrager’s presentation.
It would also prohibit drug
and alcohol use on-site.

Security measures would
include a system of cam-
eras, a Police Department
security plan, minimum
staffing levels and a nightly
curfew.

The city held open
houses on Sept. 12 and
Sept. 16 to inform resi-
dents on the project and
gather feedback.

Commenters Favor
Shelter

Public comment was
largely in favor of the
sanctuary. One commenter
criticized the councilmem-
bers for not participating in
public engagement.

Leigh Cobb, program
manager for Elk Grove
Food Bank Services, sup-
ported the proposal. The
food bank provided meals
at the winter sanctuary and
would continue the service
with the new facility.

“We had, honestly, no
issues at the food bank
with any of the guests
that we helped with food,
clothing (and) CalFresh
services. It was a great
experience for us,” Cobb
said.

Cobb spoke about the

emotional benefits of
providing kindness and
support.

Debbie Schoeneschoefer,

r
w
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a board member of
Elk Grove Homeless
Assistance Resource Team
(HART), said the winter
sanctuary helped 21 people
find permanent housing.
Other HART board mem-
bers shared positive
experiences at the shelter.

Elk Grove mayoral
candidate Lynn Wheat
anticipated that the shelter
would be a good addition
to the community and
contribute to economic
diversity.

The Gathering Inn CEO
Keith Diederich com-
mended the proposal,
saying that Elk Grove’s
response to the Supreme
Court ruling is unusual.

“Not very many munic-
ipalities in this country,
given that Grants Pass
decision, are opening a
new shelter for people to
go to,” Diederich said.

Diederich promised that
his organization would
“repeat and do better than
we did the first time.”

Christina Aubrey,
who lives near Calvary
Christian, said the coun-
cilmembers have not
shown a “commitment” to
getting public input, not-
ing that she did not see
any of them at the commu-
nity open houses. Aubrey
also said the city made
the plans “in secrecy” and
without full details.

Shelter Gets
Unanimous Vote

Councilmember Sergio
Robles said the shelter
would be a move in the
right direction.

“I want to make sure
folks understand we’re tak-
ing a step forward as Elk
Grove in this region when
others will throw a large
amount of money and not
see any change in their

streets,” Robles said.

While the city can-
not solve homelessness,
it can manage homeless-
ness, Councilmember
Kevin Spease said. He said
Calvary Christian was cho-
sen so the shelter could
open this winter and is not
an ideal long-term location
for the shelter. So, Spease
continued, the city should
begin looking for another
location as soon as possi-
ble. Speace said that the
shelter is consistent with
his Catholic faith and he
voiced confidence in the
program’s success.

Vice-Mayor Rod Brewer
looked forward to work-
ing with the various
organizations involved in
the shelter, calling the pro-
gram an “opportunity to
lift each other up.”

Councilmember Darren
Suen “wholeheartedly”
supported the shelter and
commended The Gathering
Inn for its work on the win-
ter sanctuary.

Mayor Bobbie Singh-
Allen said that the outreach
process for the year-round
shelter has been compara-
ble to that for the winter
sanctuary. She gave assur-
ances that the search for a
permanent location would
involve an “exhaustive
community outreach pro-
cess.” Singh-Allen said
that EIk Grove residents
would see the benefits of
the shelter, inviting those
with concerns to volunteer
at the facility.

“This is the compassion-
ate and right thing to do.
It is to step up and help,”
Singh-Allen said. “It is the
job of us as the city to step
up and help, and our part-
ners and our residents.”

The five City
Councilmembers unan-
imously approved the
contract.

Council Advances
Salary Raise

City Council took the
second step toward a salary
increase for councilmem-
bers, setting the potential
raise to $2,550 per month,
or $30,600 per year, the
maximum a new law
allows. The current pay-
ment, last raised in 2012, is
$800 per month, or $9,600
annually.

Councilmembers also
receive benefits augment-
ing their base salaries.
Singh-Allen receives a
total of about $42,800 per
year in salary and benefits.
The other councilmem-
bers receive between about
$22,100 and $24,200.

California Senate Bill
329 raised the salary cap
for City Councils, based on
those cities’ populations.
In Elk Grove’s bracket of
150,000 to 250,000 people,
the maximum is $2,550.
The current $800 pay is
lower than the new max-
imum for cities of fewer
than 35,000 people.

During public comment,
Wheat again requested that

councilmember salaries.

Brewer and Robles said
the increase is a measure
for future councilmembers.

“As people go into the
role, folks will want to see
that they’re stepping into
a duty of public service
but something that will
allow them to help make
ends meet,” Brewer said.
The vice-mayor added
that a councilmember has
the option to donate the
money.

Spease expressed con-
cern that the city was not
following the same metric
that it uses for employee
salaries, which it aims to
place in the 80th percen-
tile, or higher than 80%, of
comparable agencies. He
opposed the full allowed
raise but supported institut-
ing a smaller raise to match
inflation since 2012 or cre-
ating a salary commission.

The high inflation of the
past few years was Suen’s
major reason to back an
increase.

Singh-Allen said that
prior City Councils
delayed discussions of
salaries. Responding to
the idea of a commission
to decide pay, she said,
“Elections are evaluations
of our performance and
I’'m comfortable with that
being the process.”

Suen, Brewer and
Robles supported a raise to
$2,550, forming a consen-
sus. It will receive a second
reading for final approval

Sacramento Kings fans will be watch-
ing with great interest, as training camp
begins Oct. 1, and there will be long
shots looking to make the team. Names
like Terry Taylor, Skal Labissiere, Jalen
McDaniels, Colby Jones, Boogie Ellis
and recent invitee Justin Powell are but
a few of the players with aspirations of
making the big club roster.

Add Orlando Robinson’s name to the
list, but Orlando could potentially have
a good chance of making the opening
day roster because of his NBA experi-
ence with the Miami Heat, and his size.
Robinson at 6’10 represents the type of
front court player the Kings are in desper-
ate need of, and he showed flashes with
Miami that give the Kings hope that this
aspiring 24-year-old may be able to pro-
vide some valuable minutes off the bench.

Without question Sacramento will be
leaning on the talents of power forward
Trey Lyles, who at 28 is in his prime,
and showed Kings fans last year that
even coming off the bench, Trey can be
an impact player. Like his teammates
De’Aaron Fox and Malik Monk, Lyles
came to the NBA from the Kentucky
Wildcats and was drafted twelfth overall
in the 2015 NBA draft by the Utah Jazz.
Trey spent time with the Denver Nuggets,
San Antonio Spurs and Detroit Pistons,
before being acquired by the Sacramento
Kings in February of 2022.

Lyles found a home in Sacramento, and
his production immediately took a jump,
as the Kings gave their young big man an
average of nearly 23 minutes per game.
Showing this kind of confidence led to
Lyles most productive season as a pro,
and in 2022 Trey averaged 10.6 points
per game.

The last two seasons, for reasons that
are difficult to understand, Lyle’s time
on the hardwood has diminished, and
with it his scoring as well. Averaging
seven points per game, Lyles has strug-
gled to get the consistent playing time
he needs to be a double-digit contribu-
tor, and I am hopeful, that coming into
his prime and going into his fourth sea-
son as a Sacramento King, coach Brown
will give this talented forward more

south Sacramento. This was the second fatal scooter accident in Sacramento in less than a week.
The previous fatal crash involved a U.C. Davis physician in the downtown area.

Officers responded to a report of a crash in the Valley Hi area near Franklin Boulevard and Cos-
umnes River Boulevard just after 6:15 p.m., less than a mile from Cosumnes River College. The
woman riding the scooter was transported to a hospital and later died, according to Officer Anthony
Gamble, a spokesman for the Sacramento Police Department. The driver of the vehicle stayed at the
scene and cooperated with investigators. A police spokesman said they didn’t believe the driver
was under the influence of drugs or alcohol and the area was temporarily closed to cars while the
major collision investigation unit and crime scene investigators processed the scene.

The previous fatal collision involving a scooter rider occurred Aug. 29, six days prior, in the 1200
block of Alhambra Boulevard near Folsom Boulevard in East Sacramento. Dr. Geohaira Sosa, a
32-year-old first-year psychiatry resident at UC Davis, was tragically struck and killed while riding
an electric scooter in downtown Sacramento. This accident occurred at approximately 10:30 a.m.
near the intersection of Alhambra Boulevard and Folsom Boulevard.

Earlier this week, Sacramento police conducted a public safety awareness operation as part of
Pedestrian Safety Month in California. The goal for police was to remind drivers to slow down and
be alert for people walking on roads. Police said the operation resulted in 54 traffic stops and 49
citations.

“Every step we take towards greater pedestrian safety is a step towards saving lives,” Sacramento
police Sgt. Kenneth Collier said in a news release. “We want to remind everyone that safety begins
with you, whether you're behind the wheel or on foot. Small actions, like slowing down, putting
away distractions and yielding at crosswalks, can make a life-saving difference.”

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG)
- Sacramento County
Elections Office will soon
send out mail-in ballots for
the general election,and
Elk Grove residents have
multiple ways of returning
the ballots or voting in per-
son. Election Day is Nov.
5. Here are your options:

Vote by Mail,
Ballot Drop Boxes
Starting Oct. 7, you can

send in your completed
mail-in ballot by drop-
ping it off either at the Post
Office or at one of the drop
boxes set up in ElIk Grove
and the rest of Sacramento
County.

In order to be counted,
ballots sent through the
mail must be postmarked
no later than Election
Day and received by
the Sacramento County
Elections Office within
seven days after Election
Day.

The county has set up
dozens of ballot drop
boxes. You can submit your
ballot at any of the drop
boxes in the county, includ-
ing the five in Elk Grove,
on or before Election Day.

The drop boxes are
accessible during those
locations’’business hours.
The library locations will
be closed on Oct. 9. On
Election Day, the box at
City Hall will be available
until 5 p.m. and the oth-
ers will be available until
8 p.m.

Before returning your
mail-in ballot, remember
to put it into the pink return
envelope, sign and date the
envelope. No postage is
necessary.

If you want to be noti-
fied when your ballot is
received and counted, the
BallotTrax system is avail-
able as a free service. Users
register or log in using
public-record informa-
tion (name, birth date, ZIP
code), and they can choose
to receive notifications via
email, text or voice call. To
sign up, visit ballottrax.net.

For the past 23 years, ’ve written this
syndicated column about my adventures,
misadventures and philanthropic ventures.

“Your column is no longer fit to line my
bird cage,” he wrote. I wanted to tell him
that birdcage is a single word, not two, but
I thought better of it.

Life Advice

But it has been the tragic emails that
have broken my heart. Those from readers

seeking solace over their lost child or
spouse, or their broken marriage. Victims
seeking escape from abuse at home or at
church, both sexual and psychological.

Many other readers are lonely, like the
elderly or terminally ill or the imprisoned
population.

How could I possibly give so many peo-
ple the specific help they seek?

First of all, the only advice I give is to
refer people to their local clergy or thera-
pist. I can’t give advice by email any more
than I can discuss theology by email.

However, I have been known to respond
with a few guiding principles.

When readers share their life tragedies,
it feels empty to promise “thoughts and
prayers.” These readers aren’t seeking a
fix, but rather to make their hurt known to
someone who cares. So I begin with, “I’ve
read your email, and I hear your unimag-
inable pain.”

In relationship issues, it’s impossible to
know all the sides, so I ask them to con-
sider two things.

Listen to understand before insist-
ing that you be understood. Identify the
emotions. Fear? Hurt? Embarrassment?
Proverbs 18:13 says, “A person who
answers without listening first is foolish
and disgraceful"(ICB).

I challenge them to consider what
part they may have played in the hurt. I

try to avoid prescribing a one-size-fits-all
Bible verse, but I do hear wisdom in the
Psalmist’s prayer, "Search me, O God, and
examine my heart. Test me and know my
anxious thoughts" (139:23-24 NIV).

Finally, there is a little piece of advice
I admittedly pass on from the Lord’s
prayer: “Forgive us our trespasses, as we
forgive those who trespass against us.”
Forgiveness is the most powerful force
in the world. But we must do it first for
ourselves.

Sadly, I can’t satisfy all my readers,
such as the professor from a prestigious
New York seminary. She had nearly the
entire alphabet following her name, yet
saw nothing socially redeeming in my
writing.

“Your columns are nothing but drivel!”
she told me.

I’m grateful for her comment, because
ever since I looked up the word drivel, 1
take great delight in including a little bit of
“hogwash” or “gibberish” in my columns
now and then.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG)
- Despite starting the sea-
son 0-4, the Mustangs
are now 2-0 in the Delta
League after their home
game win over the Sheldon
Huskies on Friday, Sept.

The tone was set early
with two turnovers on the
Huskies’ first two offen-
sive drives that led to the
Mustangs getting on the
board early with a field
goal and safety.

The first turnover
allowed the Huskies’
defense to keep the
Mustangs to a field goal,
but on the second drive, a
snap went flying through
the Huskies quarterback’s
hands and went past the
endzone for a safety to
go down 5-0 in the first
quarter.

“That was it,” head
coach of the Huskies Chris
Nixon said about the turn-
overs. “We want to make
sure that we don’t create
turnovers, and we did that
and a good team like this is
going to take advantage of
that.”

The Mustangs took
advantage of these

mistakes and then relied
on the Mustangs’ run
game to rack up points.

“It’s gratifying for the
players; these kids work
really hard.

It wasn’t just the ground
game, as quarterback
Christian Coronado aired
it out for 110 passing yards
including a 71-yard touch-
down to Denzell Butler to
put the Mustangs up 26-0
right before halftime.

“We want to throw the
football but it’s timing, it’s
rhythm, investing into the
pass game in terms of the
talent on both sides with
the quarterback and the
receivers and it takes two
to tango,” Ewing said.

The offense kept scoring
while the defense reacted
accordingly in order to
keep the shutout, Ewing

said.

“Guys reacting faster;
kids were tackling lower
instead of up on top of the
shoulders and our prepara-
tion is better,” Ewing said.

Ulijah Usher had seven
total tackles including two
tackles for losses with a
fumble recovery. Elijah
Folau had nine total tack-
les including one tackle for
a loss while causing two
fumbles and one fumble
recovery.

Interceptions were

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Pirates Release Elk Grove High Alum Tellez

ELK GROVE CA, (MPG) - The
Pittsburgh Pirates released
Rowdy Tellez before
their game against the
Milwaukee Brewers on
Tuesday, Sept. 24. An Elk
Grove High School alum-
nus, Tellez had played for
the Pirates for the entirety
of the 2024 season.

According to his con-
tract, Tellez was due a
$200,000 bonus from the
Pirates if he reached 425
total plate appearances for
the season.

The Pirates released
Tellez with 421 plate
appearances, just four shy
of the plate appearances
needed to get his bonus
paid.

The general manager of
the Pittsburgh Pirates, Ben
Cherington, told report-

game that the bonus was
not influential in the team's
decision to cut ties with
Tellez.

“To his credit, he fought
through some difficult
times earlier in the year
and fought his way out
of it. (Tellez) had peri-
ods of success and periods
of frustration. This is just
where we got to in the sea-
son,” Cherington said.

The decision came with
SiXx games remaining in
the season and the team
eliminated from playoff
contention, but Tellez had
been one of the few offen-
sive bright spots for the
team.

As of Sept. 25, Tellez
ranks fourth among all
Pirates in hits with 93, tied
for fourth in doubles with
18, tied for fourth in home
runs with 13 and third in

From the beginning of
June to the end of July,
Tellez was one of the hot-
test hitters in baseball.

On July 25, Tellez was
hitting for a .328 aver-
age with 39 hits, scored 18
runs, eight home runs, 28
RBIs and a .952 OPS since
June 1.

Although he continued
to produce offensively in
August with a slash line
of .300/.325/.488, in 15
games in September he
had five hits and slashed
.116/.255/.209.

Regardless, in the early
months of the season
Tellez was getting booed
by the Pittsburgh faithful
and was still able to pick
himself up and put up elite
offensive numbers.

Jeff Frye, a former MLB
player and agent, said in
a video on X, “I can tell

agent that the people in the
front office know about the
incentive bonuses, they
know about the days they
need to release you by,
they know all that stuff.
It’s their job to know that
stuff.”

Frye goes on to say that
with the team out of play-
off contention and a week
left in the season, it is not
true that this decision to
release Tellez has nothing
to do with the bonus.

Although Frye does
not know Tellez person-
ally, he knows people who
are close to Tellez and
describes him as a great
guy and a team player
and references Tellez’s
three pitching appearances
during the team’s rough
stretches.

Tellez appeared in three
games as a pitcher this sea-

pitched, surrendering five
hits and two earned runs in
15 batters faced.

Something that the front
office cannot measure
through stats that will be
missing from the Pirates
clubhouse to end this sea-
son is his leadership.

A week into the season
Tellez defended all-star
closer David Bednar after a
series of blown saves.

“We don’t do that around
here; we’re a good team,
we’re winning for a rea-
son and we’re going to
get back on track but what
happened today is unac-
ceptable. We as a group in
Pittsburgh have to be bet-
ter; he’s an all-star for a
reason,” Tellez said.

After a game on Aug. 1
where the Pirates’ 25-year-
old phenom shortstop
Oneil Cruz made three

Houston Astros, Tellez had
a heart-to-heart with him
after the game that went
viral on social media.

Although the dialogue
was not revealed by either
player, analysts with the
Pirates praised Tellez for
talking to Cruz after he
was visibly upset.

“Guys understand
where we are,” Cherington
said. “In the old days of
expanded rosters, we prob-
ably wouldn't be sitting
here having this conversa-
tion, but there are 28 spots,
and 14 are going to go to
position players. We feel
like we have to get the 14
guys on the team, wher-
ever we can, who have the
best chance to contribute
past this year. I think our
players understand that.

The Sacramento Area
Council of Governments
(SACOG) has plans for a
regional bike and pedes-
trian trail that links people
to parks, schools, busi-
ness employment centers,
retail outlets, mass tran-
sit hubs, entertainment
venues and residential
developments throughout
the region.

“The Sacramento
Regional Trail Network
will spark a new wave of
walking, biking, and roll-
ing to daily destinations
throughout the region,”
SACOG says on its web-
site. “Imagine a network
of trails that makes it easy
for families to ride to their
favorite park, provides a
safe route for children to
get to school, and offers a
simple way for residents
to explore new corners of
their neighborhoods and
cities...(providing) reli-
able routes to the best

places around the region
for all ages and abilities.”

The plan envisions over
1,000 miles of connected
trails serving portions of
six counties. The goal is
to provide trail connec-
tions that make walking
or biking to destinations
a top choice for people of
all ages and abilities.

Sacramento is already
home to some of the
nation’s most scenic
trails, like the Jedediah
Smith Memorial Trail--a
32-mile route along the
American River that
attracts around 5 million
visitors annually.

The Capital SouthEast
Connector bike trail will
build on this legacy by
adding 34 paved miles

to the regional trail net-
work. The Connector
trail will traverse south-
ern Sacramento County’s
diverse landscapes, con-
necting users to small
communities and sce-
nic views along the way.
Many new developments
near the bike trail route
have incorporated the trail
into their design plans,
giving residents the abil-
ity to go shopping or visit
friends in nearby com-
munities without using
their cars.

What is the Capital SouthEast
Connector Expressway?

The Connector is a planned

expressway that links I-5 and
Hwy 99 near Elk Grove to Hwy
50in El Dorado County. The new
expressway will relieve conges-
tion by directing commuter and
commercial traffic around central
Sacramento. Travelers to and
from areas south of Sacramento
will no longer need to go through
the city to get to their destina-
tions. The Capital SouthEast Con-
nector Expressway also features
a separated, parallel paved bike
and pedestrian trail.

How much of the transporta-
Qtion sales tax funds are spent
on maintaining our current roads?
They are extremely worn out.
Potholes and cracks are constant-
ly banging our vehicles. ..Why
spend more money on another
road when we need to have our
current roadways repaired for
safer travel.

At least $545.5 million of the

Economically, a 2022 study

Who will benefit from the
SouthEast Connector Express-
way when completed?

Connector’s 34-mile span
is too long to constructina
single phase, and transportation
sales tax revenue allocated for
the project does not begin to
cover overall construction costs.
Building in segments allows the
project to tap into various state
and federal road programs over
time to help finance the effort.
While more than $2 billion has
been generated by the county’s
transportation sales tax since
2004, less than $60 million has
been allocated to the

Connector project.
