ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) -
Oct. 5, as per tradition for
every year since the event’s
inception, the Elk Grove
Giant Pumpkin Festival
hosted the much-antic-
ipated giant pumpkin
weigh-off.

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG)
- Sacramento County is making tre-
mendous progress in its goal to
achieve a shorter ambulance patient
offload time (APOT), according to
county officials.

APOT is defined as “the time
between when an ambulance arrives
at a hospital and when the patient is
transferred to an emergency depart-
ment for care. The time does not stop

recording until the emergency depart-
ment fully assumes responsibility of
care for the patient,” according to
Sacramento County Public Health
officials.

On Oct. 3, Sacramento County
Public Health hosted the second
Ambulance Patient Offload Time
Summit, following the first summit
on Feb. 13.

The reason for these meetings
is the 2023 passage of Assembly
Bill 40, which stated that local

emergency medical services (EMS)
agencies needed to establish an off-
load threshold that did not exceed
30 minutes and required a report to
the California Emergency Medical
Services Authority by July 1 of this
year. Additionally, the bill mandated
that hospitals submit ambulance
patient offload time plans to the
authority by Sept. 1 of this year.

The Oct. 3 meeting highlighted the
region’s overall performance,

Changes
Coming
to SMF
Airport

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA
- Effective Oct. 1 and with-
out much ceremony, the
Sacramento International
Airport (SMF) hourly
parking lot was closed,
according to the airport
website.

This was the closest
parking lot to Terminal B,
had more than 600 parking
spaces available and was
ideal for short visits to the
airport to meet or drop off
travelers using Terminal B.

Terminal B accom-
modates the following
airlines: Aeromexico,
Alaska Airlines, Frontier,
Hawaiian Airlines,
Horizon, JetBlue,
Southwest, Spirit and
\Volaris.

The Sacramento

International Airport’s
website indicates the
hourly lot will be per-
manently closed to make
way for a new park-
ing garage that will boast
more than 5,500 spaces
when completed. This new
development is part of a
larger capital improve-
ment project ongoing at
the airport. The project,
dubbed SMF Foreword by
Sacramento County lead-
ers, is expected to cost $1.3
billion when completed.

According to a
September airport news
release, project funding is
coming from the sale of
General Airport Revenue
Bonds.

“Increasing close-in
garage parking capacity is
the number one opportu-
nity we have to improve
the guest experience at
SMF,” said Cindy Nichol,
director of airports for
the Sacramento County
Department of Airports,
in an April 2024 news
release.

Indeed, a day after the
hourly lot was closed, air-
port officials were joined
by local dignitaries to
break ground on the new
Terminal B parking garage.

“Today’s groundbreak-
ing is another important
step to realize the SMF
Forward vision and
deliver tangible improve-
ments for our community,”
said Rep. Doris Matsui,
D-Sacramento, at the
groundbreaking event.
“This new parking garage
will greatly expand capac-
ity while going above and
beyond to make the facility
convenient and technolog-
ically cutting edge. I’'m
proud to champion the
work of our airport and we
are only continuing to push
the envelope to keep it the
national gold standard for
years to come.”

According to a
Sacramento County news
release on the ground-
breaking, the parking

Book Sale Recalls Legacy
of Jane Austen, Raises $873

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - It was a most
unusual book sale, held in a private home
with the merchandise centered completely
on the works, times, life and writings of
Jane Austen, 18th-century England and a
complimentary tasting menu of a teatime
in that era.

The works of legendary English author
Jane Austen continue to thrive among
readers who are drawn to an elegant place
and time.

The Jane Austen Society of North
America (JASNA), a nonprofit organiza-
tion founded 45 years ago, has more than
5,000 members.

Count readers in EIk Grove among them
in the Austentacious Study Group, who
are active in learning more about a time
gone by.

On Sept. 28, the Elk Grove chapter
staged a tribute and sale of Austen’s books
in an invitation-only event hosted by Mary
Adams-Wiley and Joy Prevost at Adams-
Wiley’s home. More than 230 books by
or about Austen, annotated versions of
Austen’s six novels and her work com-
pleted by others were for sale from the
collection of Bonnie Mischo-Allinger, a
longtime Wilton resident. The “Book to
Fork Cooking Club” books were donated
by Joy Prevost, who created them and
leads that study group. Proceeds go to
benefit the Jane Austen Society of North

America Greater Sacramento Region Tea
to celebrate Austen’s 250th birthday in late
2025.

The Austentacious Study Group meets
monthly by Zoom for discussion about the
English novelist and her work.

“You don’t read Jane Austen,” Adams-
Wiley said. “You re-read her.”

Of Austen’s six novels, the most pop-
ular are “Pride and Prejudice” (1813),
“Sense and Sensibility” (1811) and
“Emma”(1815).

“The stories are about ordinary people,
basically middle-class,” Adams-Wiley
said. “We discuss the social structure,
class status and accepted behavior in
18th-century England. Many of us have
favorite characters.”

The Jane Austen Society lists 80 mem-
bers in this region and continues to grow
internationally.

“We will be celebrating Jane Austen’s
250th birthday in 2025 with a Big Tea
event at the end of the year,” Adams-
Wiley said.

Twenty-four shoppers attended the
September book sale and $873 was raised.
All earnings will go to the Jane Austen
Society of North America’s Greater
Sacramento Region for the Tea to cele-
brate Austen’s birthday.

“We sold 155 books in six hours,”
Adams-Wiley said. “We still have 75 if
anyone is interested.”

CSD Saw Surplus
of $9 Million in
Fiscal Year 2023-24

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - The
Cosumnes Community
Services District (CSD)
netted a General Fund sur-
plus of nearly $9 million in
the previous fiscal year, the
board of directors heard at
its Oct. 2 regular meeting.

Cosumnes Community
Services District Budget
Manager Jillian Chavez
presented the preliminary
report on the budget per-
formance in fiscal year
2023-24, saying the results
were boosted in large
part by strong investment
returns. The unaudited
results cover the period
from July 2023 through
June 2024.

Chavez highlighted sev-
eral bright spots in the
report, including roughly
5% growth in property
tax revenue, and annex-
ations to its community
facilities districts to sup-
port the Mello-Roos tax
base. High interest rates
caused a short-term boost
in the district’s investment
gains, and income from
the Measure E sales tax is
beating expectations.

The district faces various
challenges as well, Chavez
said. Despite having some
benefits, the high inter-
est rates have discouraged
people from selling their
houses, and the reduced
housing market churn lim-
ited the rise in property
tax income. Chavez said
Elk Grove Unified School
District has begun provid-
ing free preschool, which
outcompetes the district’s
offerings. Administrative
requirements, supply chain
delays and employee reten-
tion also pose problems.

Higher-than-expected
revenue and lower-than-ex-
pected expenses meant that
the General Fund balance
after quarter 4 was $8.8
million higher than pre-
dicted. The majority of the
extra revenue is due to his-
torically high interest rates,
which Chavez emphasized
is a volatile fund source.

Expenditures were
$5 million lower than
expected. This was largely
because the district had
a lower retirement liabil-
ity payment because of
good investment returns,
and it saw the results of a
cost-saving program in the
Recreation Division.

Funds from Measure
E, received from the city
of Elk Grove, exceeded
expectations by $1.9 mil-
lion, reaching a total of
$10.3 million. Spending
from the fund was below
projections by about $3.3
million, which Chavez
said was due to previously
approved purchases being
delayed by supply chain
issues. The district is set-
ting that savings aside to
eventually complete the
purchases.

Director Gil Albiani
asked whether the district
could reach an agreement
to receive reimburse-
ment from EGUSD for
the preschool students that
Cosumnes serves.

“We already have a sym-
biotic relationship. Just
seems like this is another
area that somebody ought
to explore,” Albiani said.
Chavez said district staff
had a meeting planned with
the school district to dis-
cuss options.

Albiani also praised the
district’s financial footing
and quality of its services.

Director Peter Sakaris
asked whether the district
could allocate some funds
to the CORE recreation
center under construction,
something Chavez called
possible. The board did not
act on the suggestion.

The board approved the
report by a 3-0 vote. Board
President Jim Luttrell and
Sakaris abstained.

Assistant Fire Chief
Robert Kasparian spoke
about the launch of an
emergency medical ser-
vices unit, EMS 71.

Implemented on Oct.
1, the program converted
day-shift EMS personnel
to a 24-hour schedule that
will allow round-the-clock
service.

A staff member on
this schedule serves two
24-hour shifts followed by
four days off.

With the new schedule,
the unit will respond more
quickly to EMS equip-
ment needs and provide
additional support during
emergency responses,
Kasparian said.

The unit will be able to
visit any hospital in the
county to assist crews
waiting for a patient to be
admitted, such as by bring-
ing food and helping with
the admission process.

Kasparian said the unit
would allow the depart-
ment to provide EMS
education at fire stations,
rather than bringing crews
to a central training center,
and the unit may eventu-
ally help with transporting
patients to destinations
besides hospitals, such as
mental-health facilities.

The board voted to can-
cel its Oct. 16 regular
meeting. The next meeting
is scheduled for Nov. 6. *

Mobile Health Pilot Program Set

Cosumnes Fire Department will soon
expand its health care services with a
mobile integrated health pilot program.
The Cosumnes Community Services
District board of directors approved the
pilot at its previous meeting on Sept. 18.

Funded with $100,000 from Sacramento
County, the district will contract with
a physician assistant to give in-per-
son medical services to people who call
911. The physician assistant could write

prescriptions and have a patient admitted
to a health care facility.

Assistant Fire Chief Robert Kasparian
said the mobile-health pilot would
improve hospital admission times for
patients and help address issues that cause
some residents to make excessive 911
calls. If the program continues, it may hire
nurse practitioners in addition to physician
assistants.

Stay Current on Your Vaccines This Fall

California Department of Public
Health News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - Limiting the
spread of respiratory viruses helps every-
one, especially vulnerable members of our
community such as children, older adults
and those who are immunocompromised.

The California Department of Public
Health (CDPH) is encouraging all
Californians to get vaccinated this sea-
son to protect themselves and their loved
ones from respiratory viruses. Respiratory
infections, such as flu, COVID-19 and
Respiratory Syncytial Virus (RSV), are
common during the fall and winter sea-
sons, and getting immunized against these
diseases has been proven safe and effec-
tive in preventing serious illness and death
in children and adults.

“It’s time to start preparing for the fall
and winter virus season, and that means
getting immunized against flu, COVID-
19 and RSV,” said Dr. Tomas J. Aragon,
California Department of Public Health
Director and State Public Health Officer.
“Taking this step means fewer sick days
and more time with your loved ones. We
are stronger when we are all protected
against respiratory diseases."

Recommended Vaccines
Updated 2024-2025 flu and COVID-19
vaccines are recommended for everyone 6
months and older. RSV immunizations are

recommended for eligible pregnant peo-
ple, older adults, infants and toddlers. As
always, talk to your healthcare provider
about which vaccines are right for you and
your family.

Flu: Everyone 6 months and older
should get vaccinated against the flu annu-
ally, ideally before the end of October.

COVID-19: The updated 2024-2025
COVID-19 vaccine will be increasingly
available throughout California beginning
in September for everyone 6 months and
older.

The updated vaccine is expected to pro-
tect against circulating variants throughout
the winter.

RSV: RSV most often spreads between
October through March. The follow-
ing groups should get immunized: Adults
aged 75 and older; and adults aged 60-74
at increased risk; Pregnant people who are
32 to 36 weeks pregnant from September
through January; Babies younger than 8
months and children 8 to 19 months old
who are at high risk for severe RSV.

The RSV vaccine is not currently
an annual vaccine, so adults who have
already received a dose do not need
another dose.

Scheduling
Flu, COVID-19 and RSV vaccines can
all be administered during the same visit.
Schedule a vaccine appointment by vis-
iting MyTurn.ca.gov or contacting your

local pharmacy or health care provider.

Cost

Flu, COVID-19, and RSV vaccines will
be covered for most people through their
health insurance plans, including Medi-
Cal and regular health care providers.
Those having difficulty obtaining vaccines
can contact their health care provider or
local health department for help finding a
place to get immunized.

Vaccines For Children (VFC) program
is a federally funded program that pro-
vides vaccines at no cost to children (18
and younger) who might not otherwise be
vaccinated because of an inability to pay.
Contact your doctor to learn if they are
enrolled in Vaccines For Children or visit
MyTurn to find a location based on your
eligibility.

Additional Layers of Virus
Prevention

In addition to vaccines, people can fol-
low simple actions to prevent viruses from
spreading.

Stay home when sick: Staying home
when you’re sick prevents the spread of
flu, COVID-19, RSV and even the com-
mon cold.

Test and treat: Test for COVID-19 and
flu if you have symptoms (like fever,
chills, runny nose, cough, sore throat,
loss of taste or smell, stomach issues). If
you test positive, contact your health care

provider, and ask about prescription med-
ications, which work best when started
right after symptoms begin. Learn more
about treatments for both COVID-19 and
flu.

Wear a high-quality mask in indoor pub-
lic places: Wearing a high-quality mask
(N95, KN95) significantly reduces the
spread of respiratory viruses, especially in
crowded or poorly ventilated spaces.

Wash hands: Wash hands throughout
the day with soap and warm water for at
least 20 seconds. If soap and water are not
available, use hand sanitizer with at least
60% alcohol.

Cover coughs and sneezes: Remember
to cough or sneeze into your elbow, your
arm, or a disposable tissue to help prevent
the spread of viruses. Wash or sanitize
your hands and dispose of your tissue
after.

Ventilate indoor spaces: Good ventila-
tion helps reduce the spread of viruses. If
it is safe to do so, open doors and windows
as much as possible to bring in fresh out-
door air. This can help keep virus particles
from building up indoors.

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Laguna Creek Spoils Cosumnes Oaks' Comeback

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) -
It’s fourth down and six
for the Cosumnes Oaks
Wolfpack at the Laguna
Creek Cardinals' 14-yard
line as the Cardinals hold
on to their 35-34 lead in
the dying minutes of this
league matchup.

It was a muggy night at
the Cardinal's home field at
Cosumnes River College
as the Cardinals looked to
hold on to the slim lead and
improve to a Delta League
record of 2-1, while the
Wolfpack looked to win
their first league game.

The Cardinals were
up at one point 21-0,
until the Wolfpack came
storming back with their
defense coming up with
stops and turnovers from
the Cardinals, and the
offense using the crowd
and momentum to their
advantage.

The Wolfpack’s quar-
terback, Joshua Garcia,
dropped back and saw
Tristan Jackson in the cor-
ner of the endzone and
decided to let it fly.

If caught, the Wolfpack
would lead for the first
time in this game with all
the momentum on their
side and would come back
from a 28-12 halftime
deficit.

If not, the Wolfpack
would wait another week
to try and win their first
league game of the sea-
son as they come short on
a thriller comeback.

Before this sce-
nario could be set up,
the Cardinals and the
Wolfpack started with a
clean slate as the Cardinals
received the opening kick.

The Cardinals went qui-
etly three and out, but so

did the Wolfpack.

The unexpected hap-
pened when a high snap to
their punter caused a fum-
ble, which Donny Cartmill
of the Cardinals recov-
ered to put his team on the
Wolfpack's one-yard line.

The Cardinals senior
running back, Armon
Thorntona, who is logging
his first few games of the
season due to injury ran
into the endzone to eventu-
ally go up 7-0.

“He’s extremely special
and I’m bummed out that
this is only his third game
of the year. He makes us
go. This is a guy that our
kids look up to since we
have a young group, so
they want to move the
sticks,” said Cardinals’
head coach Ryan Nill.

Thorntona went on to
rush for 195 yards on 31
carries which included
three touchdowns.

The Cardinals went up
21-0 early after a 53-yard
punt return for a touch-
down from Saxton Rogers
Jr.. 1t seemed his team was
going to run away with this
game.

Part of the reason the
Cardinals were able to go
up 21-0 before the end
of the first quarter was
thanks to another senior in
Mitchell Labrado, who’s
also logging his first few
games after an injury in the
first game of their season.

“It is great to have a guy
that makes things happen.
Mitchell’s a guy where if it
breaks down, he can make
plays with his feet and he
can make acrobatic throws
if he needs to,” Nill said.

Labrado had 71 pass-
ing yards as he completed
eight of 14 passing
attempts which resulted
in a touchdown to Dereus
Counts right before half to

go up 28-6.

The Wolfpack would
go three and out on their
first two drives but were
not going down quietly
though, as they would go
into halftime 28-12 as the
extra-point was blocked on
the first score then failed
a two-point conversion on
the following score.

This is where the interim
coach, as coach Billings is
away dealing with health
issues, Chris Lewis talked
to the Wolfpack to come
together as a team.

“Whether it was special
teams, defense or offense
we asked them to come
together and play as a team
and they came out and did
that,” Lewis said.

Even while being down,
Lewis said that he knew
the team was going to be
in the game going into the
second half.

This was reflected in
their play as they stormed
back after two receiv-
ing touchdowns to Tristan
Jackson and Kayleb Gerard
with a two-point conver-
sion failed on the first
score of the half but was
converted on the second
score of the half to close
the deficit at 35-26.

All the momentum

seemed to be on the

The Cardinals seemed
to have everything under
control as they stormed
downfield the follow-
ing drive with Thorntona
and seemed to have the
Wolfpack on the ropes as
we approached the dying
minutes of the game and
put to bed the comeback.

It seemed like only
a matter of time when
Thorntona got the first
down on the Wolfpack’s
42-yard line but suddenly
a snap was fumbled by
Labrado on the following
play and was recovered
by the Wolfpack that sent

the visiting sidelines and
bleachers into a frenzy.

“The fumble is the play
that changed everything
again,” Lewis said. “I was
like “Yes, we’re about to
go make a touchdown,’”
Lewis said.

Given the momentum of
the Wolfpack and the heads
of the Cardinals players
going down in disbelief of
the fumble, now it seemed
like only a matter of time
before the Wolfpack com-
pleted the comeback for
their first league win.

This looked certain
after Jackson ran from
his 42-yard line to the
Cardinals' 18-yard line
to set up first and 10 with
most of the Wolfpack fans
not in their seats but on the
railing that separates them
from the playing field.

That frenzy was halted
the following play when
the Cardinals Kaden Harris
got the sack to set up sec-
ond and 16, which fired
up his team's sidelines, but
they remained reserved
as the Wolfpack were still
within 24 yards of com-
pleting this comeback.

Eventually, the Wolfpack
set up the fourth and six,
not before the Cardinals
used all of their timeouts
during this sequence, that
was make or break while
down just one point to win
the game.

The Wolfpack sideline
was yelling out toward the
referees confirming that
the Cardinals used their
final timeout as if looking
ahead after they scored that
they’ll not be able to call
timeout to stop the clock
with two minutes left in the
game.

The ball is in flight
towards Jackson in the
corner of the endzone and
he looks to be open as

Cosumnes River College
Stadium sits silent to the
point you could hear a pin
drop and everyone sitting
still.

Suddenly, Julien Grady
came into the frame to
tackle Jackson with his
arms up over his head to
receive Garcia’s pass.

The referees waved
their arms, no good, as
the ball went sailing past
the endzone and Jackson
went down due to Grady’s
tackle.

“I feel like we had it in
our grasp, it was right there
for us,” Lewis said. “This
is probably the best game
we’ve played all season.”

For the Cardinals, Nill
did not think it was a pos-
sibility for an attempt at a
comeback by the Wolfpack
but recognized the athletes
from his opposition.

“CO’s got athletes. |
felt like our guys almost
respected their athletic
ability too much. So we
just let them back in the
game,” Nill said.

The Cardinals need to
play better team football,
Nill said, as he was vocal
throughout the game while
the Wolfpack were getting
back into the game.

“We make little deci-
sions or decisions that are
sometimes selfish,” Nill
said about some unsports-
manlike conduct penalties.
“Then we gave CO a short-
field and two scores in the
first half came after both of
those penalties. We don’t
do that, what happens?
Maybe they don’t score.”

The Wolfpack came
up just short of their
first league win and the
Cardinals took the 35-34
win to move to 2-1 in
league while the Wolfpack
fell to 0-2 in league. *

Last Sunday, | admitted to my Nevada
City congregation that | sometimes feel
like the man who had had enough with
life’s difficulties, so he went to live in a
monastery.

The abbot restricted the man’s spoken
words to only two words every year.

After his first year, he reported to the
abbot to share his first two words: “Bed
hard.”

On his second annual opportunity, he
pronounced, “Food bad.”

Finally, on his third year, he came to the
abbot’s office to proclaim, “I quit.”

“I’m not surprised,” said the abbot.
“You’ve done nothing but complain since
the day you arrived.”

Well, | don’t want you to think | com-
plain too much, but I once spent a few
days fretting over lost keys, car repairs
and my daughter’s somewhat risky inter-
national travel to Honduras.

On those occasions, “Mrs. Chaplain,”

(that’s what | call her when she’s not
around) asked, “Have you prayed about

it?”

“At this point,” | said, “honestly,
my prayers would sound more like
complaining.”

“What’s wrong with that?” she asked.

| took a few minutes to think about
her challenge when | remembered a guy
who did a fair bit of complaining himself:
Moses.

You remember Moses. He’s the one who
bugged, literally bugged, the Egyptian
Pharoah to free the Jewish people from
slavery. Once the people were liberated,
Moses ran his egress route through the
oppressive heat of the Sinai Desert.

The people quickly forgot their wonder-
ful freedom and started whining about the
lack of good Chinese takeout. (OK, maybe
they weren’t that picky, but they were a
bit famished. Read the complete story in
Numbers 11.)

So Moses, also resenting his situation,
asked God, “Why are you treating me this
way? What did | ever to do to deserve
this? Where am | supposed to get meat for
all these people?”

He continued. “If this is how you intend
to treat me, do me a favor and kill me. I’ve
had enough.”

Just an observation here: | don’t rec-
ommend daring God to kill you; it’s not a
prayer for the faint of heart.

Nevertheless, God threw down a chal-
lenge of his own and said to Moses,
“Gather together 70 men from among the
leaders of Israel, men whom you know
to be respected and responsible ... (and)
you won’t have to carry the whole thing
alone.”

In the end, Moses wasn’t struck dead for
his audacious request. Quite the opposite.
God answered the prayer — providing a lit-
tle help from Moses’ friends.

Now, | don’t pretend to know how
prayer works, but | think Moses’ prayer
was effective for two reasons.

First, the prayer was simple and direct.

It wasn’t a flowery prayer packed with
analogies, metaphors or obtuse tangents.

God likes direct words. (He also dislikes
dictionary words like “obtuse.”)

Whenever | encounter someone com-
plaining about their raw deal, I’ve always
told them: Stop gossiping about God. Talk
to God directly, not behind his back.

Go right up to God (wherever you talk
to God) and say, “Hey, God! My life
stinks!”

Then turn it into the prayers Anne
Lamott describes in her book, “Traveling
Mercies.”

“Here are the two best prayers | know:
‘Help me, help me, help me’ and ‘Thank
you, thank you, thank you.””

Moses’ simple prayer worked because
God heard the heart of the prayer: honesty.

In the midst of the griping, God heard a
confession known by anyone in a 12-step
recovery process.

It’s a prayer that has various wordings,
but the gist is, “I’m powerless to do any-
thing by myself. | need help.”

It was the same kind of prayer my wife
was challenging me to pray.

A little later, she asked, “Find your keys
yet?”

“No, but I think God’s given me a plan
to find them.”

“Really?”

“Yeah. How do you feel about having
70 readers come over and help me look for
my keys?”

“Really? After 23 years of column writ-
ing, do you still claim to have at least 70
readers?”

I think I’ll start calling her “Mrs.
Moses.”

Just not to her face.

PROJECT LOCATION AND SETTING

The approximately 27.6-acre Project site (site) is located immediately northeast of the Waterman
Road/Rancho Drive intersection, within the East EIk Grove Sub-Area of the Eastern Elk Grove
Community Plan, in the City of Elk Grove, California. The site, comprised of three parcels identified by
Assessor's Parcel Numbers (APNs) 127-0150-001, -002, and -009, is bounded by Waterman Road
along the site’s western boundary. The City of EIk Grove General Plan designates the site as Low
Density Residential (LDR) and Resource Management and Conservation (RMC). The site is zoned
Low Density Residential — Maximum Four Dwelling Units per Acre (RD-4) and Open Space (O).

The site currently consists of flat to gently sloping grassland, with an elevation ranging from 50 to
65 feet above mean sea level (amsl). Within the grassland are depressions that allow for pooling.
Aboveground distribution power lines and utility poles, as well as barbed wire fencing, proceed in a
north-to-south direction along Waterman Road, parallel to the site’s western boundary. In addition,
transmission towers and overhead power lines extend through the site in a north-to-south direction
within easements located in the eastern half of the site. Although the interior of the site is devoid of
trees, three trees occur along the western boundary.

The proposed project would consist of a subdivided single-unit residential community, comprised
of 120 residential lots, as well as new internal roadways and frontage improvements, associated
utility improvements, 14.7 acres of open space, an open space trail and pedestrian paseo, and
new landscaping (see Exhibit 1).

celebrated the successes of the county,
showed status reports and enhancements,
and included presentations from regional
hospital representatives who explained
how they were making the changes and
improvements.

According to Sacramento County pub-
lic information officer Casey Camacho,
Sacramento County entered 2024 with
a 64-minute offload time, which was the
worst in the state. Sacramento County
managed to decrease that to 39 min-
utes halfway through September. The
California Emergency Medical Services
Commission received a county prog-
ress report on Sept. 19, which highlighted
Sacramento County as having the most
improved APOT times statewide.

The summit opened and closed with
remarks from Greg Kann M.D., the
Sacramento County Emergency Medical
Services Agency (SCEMSA) medical
director.

Kann acknowledged how the county
has made a “phenomenal change” in the

decrease in its offload times. He noted that
the number of patients has stayed consis-
tent, even with the changes in the way the
hospitals are operating.

“Our hospital partners are doing the
things they need to do,” Kann said.

Beyond decreasing offload time, Kann
said, Sacramento County is working to use
telemedicine to “offload low acuity patient
volumes,” meaning telemedicine could
help the less-severe medical cases, taking
down the volume of ambulance offloads.

“The folks down in Elk Grove and Galt
have really doubled down on their com-
mitment to making telemedicine work,”
Kann said.

Next, Sac Metro Fire EMS Director
Jon Rudnicki spoke primarily about
how the patient is always the priority.
Rudnicki showed two videos of two dif-
ferent patients whose lives were saved due
to the speed and timing of the process of
Sacramento emergency medical services,
one being a toddler who was revived.

Rudnicki ended with a challenge to
his fellow emergency medical services

workers: “Why would we not aim for
greater? Why should we settle for the
benchmark?”

Following Rudnicki were presenta-
tions from both Mercy San Juan officials
and Kaiser Roseville officials, who spoke
about effective changes they made to bring
their ambulance patient offload time down.

Kimberly Adams and Chris Britton of
Kaiser Roseville highlighted their strat-
egy, which included creating an APOT
task force and utilizing hospital hallways
to serve patients. According to Britton,
Kaiser Roseville is the second busiest
emergency room in the state, and they
see around 144,000 patients in a year,
with 10-15,000 seen each month. Adams
referred to APOT as a “team sport,” and
Britton cited “such good collaboration” as
one of their successes.

Amelia Hart of Mercy San Juan was
inspired by what Kaiser Roseville was
doing and said her team took simi-
lar steps. According to Hart, Mercy San
Juan receives the most ambulances in
Sacramento County, so it was a large effort

to cut ambulance patient offload time.

“Everyone is aligned and invested in
this,” Hart said.

District 5 Supervisor Pat Hume briefly
spoke about the progress that the county
is making and applauded the dramatic
change in ambulance patient offload time.

“The energy in this room is palpable
compared to where we were in February,”
Hume said, stressing the “magnitude, the
importance, the impact” of what emer-
gency medical services workers are doing.

Next, Sacramento State assistant pro-
fessor Dale Ainsworth, Ph.D, gave insight
into how changes in processes, especially
in an organization, can be difficult and
gave tips on how to make them “stick.”

Sacramento County Behavioral Health
Director Ryan Quist touched on more
changes the county is facing regarding
Senate Bill 43, which changes who can
be on involuntary hold in an emergency
room, another factor in determining ambu-
lance patient offload time.

Monique Brown of the Growth Factory
said they are working on a database called
At Orchid, which will boost hospitals’
ability to track data and timing of emer-
gency room patients.

We
also recommend arriv-
ing two-and-a-half hours
before a flight and using

rideshare options instead
of driving.”

“SMF is seeing an
average of one million pas-
sengers per month and is
expected to surpass 13 mil-
lion in 2024, which would
be a record-breaking year
for the airport, ” Johnston
added, explaining the need
for the expanded parking
facilities.

“Teacher preparation programs are
available and can be affordable, but too
many prospective teachers are unaware of
the pathways available into teacher educa-
tion. We have come together to increase
awareness of those pathways and to give
teacher candidates the information they
need to select the pathway that’s best for
them,” said commissioners and higher
education representatives, Annamarie
Francois, University of California,
Shireen Pavri, California State University,
and Kimberly White-Smith, Association
of Independent California Colleges and
Universities.

A new state law allows for individuals
who hold a qualifying bachelor’s degree
or higher in any subject to be considered
for admission to most teacher preparation
programs.

"Teacher shortages are a nationwide
issue that must be addressed by tack-
ling barriers to equitable access and the

affordability of teacher preparation pro-
grams,” said Daisy Gonzales, executive
director of the California Student Aid
Commission. “These new tools will not
only help prospective teachers identify
high-quality teacher preparation programs,
but also allow them and higher education
institutions to participate in designing
regional educational pathways to meet
California’s urgent need for teachers.”

The resources were created through the
State Educator Workforce Collaborative —
a collaboration between state agencies and
teacher preparation programs including
the Commission on Teacher Credentialing,
California State Board of Education,
California Department of Education,
California Student Aid Commission,
California State University Chancellor’s
Office, University of California Office
of the President, California Community
College Chancellor’s Office, Association
of Independent California Colleges and
Universities, and Department of Finance
and Office of the Governor — with research
and support from WestEd.

SACRAMENTO

The wait is finally over and once again
a frenetic group of nearly 20,000 fans will
hear the introduction, “and now running
the point for the Sacramento Kings from
the Kentucky Wildcats, De’Aaron Fox!”

On Wednesday night for the very first
time Sacramento fans will hear the intro-
duction of newcomer DeMar DeRozan out
of the University of Southern California.
DeRozan, like many of his comrade’s,
chose to bolt to the NBA after just one
year in college, and the ninth overall pick
in the 2009 draft has been an overwhelm-
ing success ever since.

Drafted by the Toronto Raptors,
DeRozan spent nine years in Canada
before a short stint in San Antonio, and
then on to Chicago. Traded for Kawhi
Leonard, DeRozan had to watch from San
Antonio as the Raptors captured the NBA
title in 2019.

Many pundits were wildly surprised that
of all the destinations and the high interest
in his service, DeRozan chose Sacramento
as his next home. Since then, he has said
all the right things, and like many NBA
fans, I believe he will fit in extremely well
alongside De’Aaron Fox and Domantas
Sabonis. Great players are replete, but
great people and

great players are a scarce commod-
ity. Mr. DeRozan brings both qualities to
a team that is replete with team chemis-
try, and like most Kings fans, | want to see
what Monte McNair’s standout acquisition
can do.

It is entirely possible that amid all the
hype, Kings fans may have to be patient
while the big three learn to play alongside
one another, but I firmly believe that this
six-time all-star will make the transition
quickly.

Able to play guard or small forward,
much has been reported about the uptick
we are likely to see with regards to bet-
ter looks for Fox, Sabonis, and three-point
shooter Keegan Murray.

Lost to some degree in all the uproar
of the signing of DeRozan, is how third
year hoopster Murray will use DeRozan’s
talents to get better looks, and more oppor-
tunities to drive the lane.

I was impressed with Keegan’s intro-
duction of a true mid-range game last

season, and along with some notable
shooting inside the three-point line, like
former teammate Harrison Barnes, Murray
became a threat driving to the basket.

The combination of Murray’s three-
point shooting, mid-range game, and
ability to go to the hole, will have a pos-
itive impact on DeRozan as well, and |
expect to see this career 21 points per
game player, potentially pad that number
in the upcoming season.

Not to be overshadowed, Domantas
Sabonis could elevate his game even more
with the myriad of scoring ability around
him, and a return to the high octane
offense that led the NBA two years ago
may well be in the offing.

It remains to be seen what the loss of
defensive minded Jordi Fernandez will do
to the Kings, and without question assis-
tant head coach Jay Triano will have big
shoes to fill.

Fitting that Sacramento’s first opponent
of the preseason will be archrival, The
Golden State Warriors, and like the Kings,
the Warriors will bring a vaunted offensive
into Golden One.

Notably missing Wednesday night
will be perennial three-point shooter and
other half of the splash brothers, Klay
Thompson, who has now donned royal
blue colors of the Dallas Mavericks.

Joining all-stars Luka Doncic and Kyrie
Irving, Thompson hopes to reignite a
career that took a two-and-a-half-year hia-
tus after suffering back-to-back injuries to
his ACL and Achilles.

It’s important to note that Thompson
helped the Warriors to an NBA title in his
comeback season of 2022, but the past two
years have seen Klay a step slower, and
his offense not as reliable as it once was.
At age 34 the 6°6” Thompson may still
have more in the tank, but we won’t wit-
ness that until the Mavericks come to town
on Dec. 30.

Hitch up your britches Kings fans. We
are in for a different look than perhaps this
team has ever presented, and it’s going to
be a fun ride.

May the Beam shine brighter than ever!

Immadisetty said that
this was his fourth year
growing a pumpkin. His
very first one weighed
585 pounds, and his
most recent one weighed
1,034 pounds prior to this
contest. Despite his lat-
est pumpkin being more
than half its weight,
Immadisetty said he was
satisfied.

“We had a hard year as
the heat and the storms,
along with being involved
in other activities were fac-
tors, but I was still happy

Although Frias’ pump-
kin won the competition,
this wasn’t his heaviest
pumpkin. Frias said his
heaviest weighed 2,118
pounds when he took part
in a competition in 2009.

Frias said the growing
process started in April
when he planted the seed
and used a lot of fertilizer
and water for the growth.

“It’s a lot of work,”
Frias said. “I used 15,000

gallons of water for the
pumpkin to grow.”
Brandon Dawson of
Sonoma County had
his pumpkin clock in at
1,713 pounds. He was the
third-place winner over-
all. Dawson said he had
planted the seeds in his
backyard in March and
pollinated the pumpkin in
June. It took 120 days to
grow, and he just recently
harvested it, he said.
