ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Elk Grove 
Planning Commission on Oct. 17 
signed off on initial approvals for a 
new building at the Sutter Health 
campus on Laguna Boulevard.

The 57,411-square-foot, two-
story medical office building would 
be constructed to the south of the 

existing surgery center. Sutter owns 
40 acres of land in the area south 
of Laguna and east of Big Horn 
Boulevard; the new building and 
associated parking lots would take up 
about 4 acres of that.

As part of the project, Sutter Health 
has offered to do a full improvement 
on a trail adjacent to the project, pav-
ing it and adding new benches and 
trash cans, with pathways connecting 

to the new project. The city’s Trails 
Committee supported the plans.

Senior planner Kyra Killingsworth 
described the history of the site, for 
which Sutter Health previously had 
different plans.

In 2008, Planning Commission 
approved entitlements for a medi-
cal complex consisting of a hospital 
and eight associated medical office

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Many 
people gathered for the 
celebration of Día de los 
Muertos (Day of the Dead) 
at Old Town Plaza on Oct.

Adan Gutierrez, event 
organizer and captain of 
Kalpulli Xihuacoatl, said 
that this was the fourth 

year that his group part-
nered with ARTners to do 
this event. Gutierrez said 
that he enjoyed how open 
it was to do this event out-
doors compared to the 
confines of District 56 
and that with its visibil-
ity from the street, it drew 
more people to come to the 
event.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - A 
local Elk Grove citizen is 
making noise as a world-
class music teacher and 
entrepreneur. Michael 
Hemsworth was raised 
and educated in Elk Grove 
and operates the popu-
lar NewSongs School of 
Music.

Even as a young man, 
Hemsworth seemed to be 
in a hurry to get important 
life achievements done. He 
graduated early from high 
school and got his college 
degree at 18. He started his 
own business as a piano 
teacher at 18 and married 
at 19. He has three chil-
dren, ranging in ages from 
12 to 21.

An early put-down by 
a band instructor helped 
shape Hemsworth’s philos-
ophy about how students 
should be treated. On a 
wall in his business are 
the words, “This is a safe 
place where mistakes are 
allowed.”

Bright thank-you notes 
from students, hanging 
on another wall, prove 
this is more than just a 
slogan. Morgan, one of 
Hemsworth’s students, 
wrote, “Thank you for 
being so patient with me 
and being a great teacher.”

The school’s motto 
echoes this sentiment 
of individual progress: 
“NewSongs-Find Your 
Voice.”

Hemsworth said, “I 
never expected my busi-
ness to grow so rapidly, but 
part of what has happened 
is due to my inability to 
say no.”

As a result, the total 
number of students cur-
rently being served is 
1,100, plus more students 
on public school cam-
puses. NewSongs School 
of Music has four locations 
in total: two in Elk Grove, 
one in Sacramento and one 
in Citrus Heights. 

Seventy-five employees 
in total staff these facilities.

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music teachers specialize 
in multiple instruments. 
Some company employees 
have been with NewSongs 
for a long time, like Nancy 
Smith, NewSongs’ book-
keeper for seven years. 

At NewSongs you can 
learn to play almost any 
instrument, get singing 
lessons and perform at 
recitals. 

All abilities are wel-
come. This opportunity is 
open to young ones, start-
ing at the early age of 18 
months, toddlers, teens and 
adults. 

Home-schooled kids 
can round out their music 
education by attending 
NewSongs.

Special Needs Center that 
provides a recreational 
outlet for special educa-
tion students.

Incentives are given to 
students to produce even 
more homegrown success 
stories.

But as with every busi-
ness, there were obstacles 

along the way. 
“When COVID hit we 

geared up with Zoom and 
that took quite a bit of 
adjustment,” Hemsworth 
said. “But I’m proud to say 
we retained all our employ-
ees during that time.”

Now back on board, and 
in-person with multiple 
practice rooms for differ-
ent instruments, enclosed 
areas for one-on-one les-
sons and a recital stage 
with room for an audience, 
the business is thriving and 
contributing new songs to 
our community.

LAND PARK, CA (MPG) - A 
Sacramento Zoo visitor 
was bitten by a skunk on 
Oct. 15. The skunk was 
behaving aggressively. 
Sacramento Zoo officials 
captured and euthanized 
three skunks within the 
area after the incident 
and submitted them to the 
Sacramento County Public 
Health Laboratory for 
rabies testing. On Oct. 17, 
confirmation was received 
that two of the three skunks 
tested positive for rabies.

Sacramento Zoo officials 
captured and euthanized a 
fourth skunk on Oct. 17. 
That skunk will be sent for 
rabies testing. 

 Rabies is a severe 

infection of the nervous 
system caused by a virus 
that is most often transmit-
ted through the bite from 
an infected animal. 

Rabies can infect all 
mammals ,  i nc lud ing 
humans.  Preventat ive 
treatment is available for 
humans after exposure but 
must be started promptly. 
Once clinical signs of 
rabies are seen, the dis-
ease is almost always fatal. 
If you are bitten by an 
animal believed to have 
rabies, contact Sacramento 
County at 3-1-1 or (916) 
875-4311.

 In California, rabies is 
identified in about 200 ani-
mals every year, most often 
in wildlife like bats and 
skunks. Domestic animals 
such as dogs, cats, and 

horses can also get rabies, 
but this is not as common 
due to legal requirements 
for rabies vaccination. 

With Land Park hav-
ing popular destinations 
for families, such as the 
Sacramento Zoo, visitors 
should take these steps 
to minimize exposure to 
rabies:

Avoid contact with wild 
animals; call animal con-
trol if you see sick or 
injured wildlife.

Report unusual behav-
ior of wildlife or domestic 
animals (e.g., stumbling, 
seizures, aggressiveness) 
to local animal control.

Immediately wash all 
animal bites with soap and 
water and seek medical 
attention. � H

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - More 
than 100 people gathered 
to run and get powdered 
in the inaugural Dreams in 
Motion Color Run on the 
morning of Sunday, Oct. 
20.

This event was a fund-
raiser to help raise funds 
for youth sports and 
scholarships for gradu-
ating seniors in the Elk 
Grove Unified School 
District. It was organized 
by RISE Women of Elk 
Grove. RISE stands for 
“Refer, Inspire, Serve and 
Empower.”

The color run was held 
at Elk Grove High School. 
Although many of the run-
ners gathered on the track 
surrounding the football 
field, the main course was 
held on the field adjacent 
to the stadium where there 
were people shooting out 
the colored powder. An 
obstacle course and a bub-
ble machine also awaited 
runners. 

Jill Johnson, one of 
the co-founders of RISE 
Women of Elk Grove, said 
that for its first year, this 
event had a great turnout.

“I thought it was amaz-
ing,” Johnson said. “It was 
our first year doing it and 
I didn’t see anything go 
wrong. Everybody was 
having a good time and 
cheering everybody on. 
I thought it was a great 
turnout.”

Johnson said that two 
days prior to the event, 
funds raised had reached 
$9,000, and with some 
people having registered 
at the last minute, the 
numbers likely exceeded 
$10,000.

Many people ended the 
run covered in colored 
powder. Some who took 
part in this event were 
from other cities. Elizabeth 
Penaloza of Stockton 
said she had heard about 
the event online and that 
she had fun participat-
ing. Penaloza took her 
baby on a stroller through 
the course, but said she 

was well-prepared by put-
ting some plastic over the 
stroller.

“It’s great, it’s kid-
friendly, so I was able to 
take my time with it and 
it was very fun,” Penaloza 
said.

Although the main run 
was completed at a certain 
time, the festivities were 
far from over. Many ven-
dor booths were set up on 
the football field and some 
of them provided games 
for people to win prizes. 
There were also a couple 
of bounce houses set up for 
children.

Joe Kelley, owner of 
Golden Bray Mortgage 
Group, one of the event’s 
sponsors, said that this 

event supported a great 
cause to help raise money 
for the community.

“I think it’s a fantastic 
event for a great cause,” 
Kelley said. “RISE Women 
of Elk Grove getting and 
raising money for the 

community and highlight-
ing women’s organizations, 
it’s fantastic and they pro-
vided a great community 
event.”

Brittany Davis, one of 
the co-founders of RISE 
Women of Elk Grove, said 

that for it being the first 
color run in Elk Grove, it 
was successful. She said 
there was great feedback 
and it was great to see peo-
ple covered in color and 
with smiles on their faces. 

Davis said that although 
she was eager to count how 
much money was raised, 
this event was really about 
testing the market to see if 
people want this kind of 
event in Elk Grove.

buildings. Out of the original plans, only 
an ambulatory surgery center has been 
built, and the remaining parcels remain 
vacant.

Sutter Health asked the commission 
to revoke the entitlements for the uncon-
structed buildings, including the hospital, 
which Killingsworth said would grant 
Sutter more flexibility.

Staff also supported a deviation from 
city code, allowing some of the building’s 
parking lots to not have islands, given that 
they will have solar-panel shade struc-
tures. Further, staff proposed setting the 
stage to remove a nearby floodway ease-
ment, saying it is out of date.

Landscape architect Thais Del Castillo 
said the new building would house 30 
additional health care providers and 80 
support staff, offering the following ser-
vices: cardiology, dermatology and Mohs 
surgery, gastroenterology, general surgery, 
neurology, OB-GYN, orthopedics, physi-
cal medicine and rehabilitation, urology, 
and a lab.

Asked how Sutter Health would handle 
the construction traffic with patients at the 
existing building, Del Castillo said Sutter 
Health is working out the logistics with its 
contractor, helped by the fact that it owns 
the site.

Commissioner Sandra Poole and 
Commission Chair Suman Singha com-
mended staff for the detail in the report, 
with Poole noting the project is “certainly 
needed in Elk Grove.”

The commission approved the item with 
a 5-0 vote.

Old Town Use Permits
Planning unanimously approved an 

increase to Old Town Elk Grove’s cap on 
permits for bars, breweries, wineries and 
brew pubs, raising it from three permits to 
six.

City Council at its Sept. 11 meeting 
instructed staff to draw up the amendment 
to the Old Town Special Planning Area, 
as the city has already granted the three 
allowed permits.

Planning Manager Antonio Ablog said 
the recipients of the permits are Coatza 
Brewing Co., Dust Bowl Brewing Co. and, 
most recently, the planned Elk Grove Pub 
to the west of the Union Pacific tracks.

Bob’s Club operates with city approval 
but does not count toward the cap. Other 
businesses, such as restaurants, may sell 
alcohol under different licenses.

The city is aware of interest in open-
ing businesses such as wine tasting rooms, 
Ablog said, but it could not consider such 

projects due to the permit cap.
Ablog addressed concerns that he said 

the city has heard about additional liquor 
permits. Ablog said the hours of opera-
tion of any applicant would be limited by 
a conditional use permit based on the busi-
ness’ requests and effects such as excess 
noise on surrounding properties. 

The Planning Commission’s decision 
allows the city to consider new permit 
applications but any proposed permit 
will need individual approval from the 
commission.

Ablog added that Elk Grove Police 
Department did not see a particular 
increase in crime associated with the orig-
inal three permits and the department 
raised no objection to raising the cap.

Ablog said staff considers permit appli-
cations on a first-come-first-served basis.

Poole noted concerns about the safety 
of the nearby railroad crossing for pedes-
trians. Ablog said the city does not have 
specific plans for improvements to the 
crossing but is “aware of the safety aspect 
and (has) looked into what options could 
be available as we look to implement addi-
tional safety measures at the crossing.”

During public comment, Historical 
Preservation Committee member Peggy 
Forseth-Andrew requested that her com-
mittee have an opportunity to review the 
proposal. She said that “anything that 
takes place within the historic district 
affects the historic district.”

Ablog later told commissioners that 
comprehensive updates to the special plan-
ning area will be brought to the Historical 
Preservation Committee; however, he 
said the permit cap is solely a “land-use 
question” that expands an existing use. 
If a future application concerns a historic 
property, Ablog said, that matter would 
first go to the Historical Preservation 
Committee.

Three Old Town residents voiced wor-
ries that new permits would harm the 
quality of life in Old Town. The three res-
idents said they have repeatedly called the 
police over noise complaints and intoxi-
cated patrons from existing businesses.

Commissioner Juan Fernandez said he 
has heard similar noise complaints and 
asked if the city can measure sound levels 
in the area. Development Services direc-
tor Christopher Jordan said staff planned 
to work with the public commenters to 
assess the issue.

Commissioner Oscar O’con said he 
spoke to Old Town business owners and 
“heard a lot of support.”

The commissioners voted 5-0 to 
increase the liquor permit cap. � H

“We’re thinking about 
building our own altar, so 
I wanted to bring out the 
girls to see about the tra-
dition and to get inspired,” 

Sissom said.
Teresa Gutierrez, presi-

dent of ARTners, said the 
move to Old Town Plaza 
gave this event a more 
“earthy feel” because this 
event is “spiritual” and 
helps draw more people 
to come than in an indoor 
venue.

California Is Banning Artificial Food Dyes in School 
Snacks and Drinks. Here’s What the Science Says

Many brightly colored kids’ 
snacks and beverages will dis-
appear from California schools 
under a new law Gov. Gavin 
Newsom signed on Sunday that 
bans certain artificial food dyes 
from K-12 campuses.

Starting in 2028, six com-
mon food dyes will no longer be 
allowed in food sold at schools 
because of concerns that they 
cause behavior and attention 
problems in some children. The 
banned dyes are: Blue 1, Blue 2, 
Green 3, Red 40, Yellow 5 and 
Yellow 6.

Artificial food coloring pro-
duction in the U.S. has increased 
more than six-fold since the 
Food and Drug Administration 
first issued safety regulations in 
the 1930s. Although initial stud-
ies indicated that artificial colors 
were nontoxic, recent research 
has linked eating foods contain-
ing synthetic dyes to hyperactivity 
and trouble concentrating, partic-
ularly among children.

This legislation builds on a 
first-in-the-nation law Newsom 
signed last year to ban the sale of 
food containing four food addi-
tives common in candies and 
baked goods, and are thought to 
be harmful. That law applies to 
food sold anywhere in California, 
while this year’s legislation 
focuses solely on school nutrition.

“The reason it makes sense 
to focus on schools is because 
that’s where a lot of those 
behavioral and hyperactivity 
issues are going to compound,” 
Melanie Benesh, vice presi-
dent for government affairs with 
Environmental Working Group, 
a national advocacy group that 
co-sponsored the legislation. “If 
you know there are kids in these 

schools that have a sensitivity to 
these dyes, and it makes it harder 
for them to concentrate, then you 
are not creating the most condu-
cive learning environment for 
those kids.”

Several state legislatures 
are considering bills similar to 
California’s. The federal govern-
ment, however, has not updated 
its safety standards.

“California is once again lead-
ing the nation when it comes to 
protecting our kids from dan-
gerous chemicals that can harm 
their bodies and interfere with 
their ability to learn,” said 
Assemblymember Jesse Gabriel, 
the Democrat from Encino who 
authored the law.

Packaged food manufacturers 
opposed the food dye restric-
tions, saying that the FDA — not 
California — is the appropriate 
food safety regulator. 

“The approach taken by 
California politicians ignores 
our science and risk based pro-
cess and is not the precedent 
we should be setting when it 
comes to feeding our families,” 
said John Hewitt, a senior vice 
president at Consumer Brands 
Association, which opposed 
the measure. The organization 
represents major food manufac-
turers, such as Coca Cola and 
J.M. Smucker.

What does the science say on
food dyes?

Managing risk of harmful 
chemicals can be tricky, and 
California is no stranger to con-
sidering controversial legislation 
that attempts to reduce exposure. 

An early version of the law 
Newsom signed last year to 
ban certain food additives was 
derided by critics as a “Skittles 
ban” before lawmakers amended 
it in a way that excluded the dye 
in the popular candy. Meanwhile, 

cancer warnings that  are 
required by a 1986 law known 
as Proposition 65 are often crit-
icized for creating consumer 
confusion and spurious lawsuits. 

But advocates say federal reg-
ulations don’t move as quickly as 
science, requiring state lawmak-
ers to take initiative.

California’s environmental 
hazard research agency published 
a 300-page report assessing the 
risk of synthetic food dyes in 
2021. The conclusion: The stud-
ies used by the FDA to develop 
safety standards did not assess 
neurological outcomes that have 
since been associated with food 
coloring. Those papers, which 
are between 35 to 70 years old, 
instead looked for physiologi-
cal toxic effects, such as weight 
gain or decreased liver function 
in animals.

More  r ecen t  r e sea rch , 

including clinical trials, show 
links between eating dye and 
behavioral problems in children 
at much lower doses than the 
FDA’s current allowable limit.

“We all agreed that the weight 
of evidence supported an asso-
ciation, and that the current 
acceptable daily intakes for some 
of the dyes set by FDA may 
not adequately protect against 
behavioral or neurobehavioral 
outcomes,” said Asa Bradman, 
a public health professor at UC 
Merced who worked on the 
state’s risk assessment. “And 
you know, that’s kind of a 
bombshell.”

Hewitt from the Consumer 
Brands Association said pack-
aged food manufacturers stand 
by the FDA guidelines.

“It’s unfortunate the scientif-
ically proven, safe ingredients 
have been demonized without a 

scientific basis,” Hewitt said.
But Bradman said the industry 

hasn’t been able to discredit any 
of the newer research — it has 
only pointed to the original stud-
ies, which are outdated and not 
appropriate for assessing behav-
ioral changes.

Dyes in juice, soda and 
ice cream

Children are the most vul-
nerable to the adverse effects 
associated with food coloring, in 
part, because they’re more likely 
to eat foods and beverages that 
are dyed. Even medications for 
children, such as cough syrup 
and vitamins, are manufactured 
with synthetic dyes. Kids are 
also more susceptible because 
their brains are still developing, 
and their body weight is smaller 
compared to the amount of dye 
consumed, research shows.

Juice, soda, icing and ice 
cream cones are major sources of 
exposure among kids. 

Poverty and race also increase 
exposure risk, the state’s report 
found. Black children and 
women of childbearing age 
ingested significantly more food 
coloring than other ethnic groups.

The foods that contain the most 
dye are “poor quality junk food,” 
Bradman said. Most schools 
already have healthy food pro-
grams aimed at reducing them on 
campus. This legislation would 
help encourage schools to serve 
even healthier foods, he said.

See and Be Seen
Pick out costumes that don’t interfere 

with vision, add reflective tape on the 
front, back and sides and use accessories 
that are soft or flexible. 

Before Going Out  
to Trick-Or-Treat

If your child has food allergies, it’s 
important to remind teachers and super-
vising adults about what they cannot eat. 
Just before going trick-or-treating, give 
your kids a healthy snack or light meal. 
On your way out the door, bring a flash-
light, take safe routes, use sidewalks and 
crosswalks and have children look both 
ways before crossing the street. If you are 
driving in residential areas on Halloween, 
slow down and be extra alert for children 
crossing the street. 

When You Get Home
Inspect treats for tampering, unusual 

appearance or discoloration, tiny pin-
holes, or tears in wrappers – throw away 
anything suspicious and do not eat any

Halloween Safety Tips
Sacramento County 
News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - 
The Sacramento County 
Department of Health 
Serv ices  (DHS)  has 
received an $8 million 
grant from the California 
Board  of  Sta te  and 
Community Corrections, 
funded through Proposition 
47, to launch a new pro-
gram focused on helping 
formerly incarcerated 
individuals reintegrate 
into society. The Reentry 
Opportunities and Access 
to Resources (ROAR) pro-
gram will address core 
challenges like recidivism, 
homelessness and unem-
ployment for individuals 
reentering the community 
after incarceration. The 
grant, which was awarded 
in October 2024 will fund 
efforts through June 1, 
2028.

ROAR aims to reduce 
recidivism rates by 35% 
by connecting individu-
als with community-based 
resources and support 

before they are released. 
The program plans to 
expand eligibility for reen-
try services and establish 
partnerships with correc-
tional facilities to provide 
“warm handoffs” for those 
reentering the community. 
By connecting individuals 
with community provid-
ers who can help them find 
housing, job training or 
mental health services, 
DHS hopes to offer a fresh 
start for those reintegrating 
into society.

Homelessness  is  a 
significant barrier for 
individuals leaving incar-
ceration, and ROAR is set 
to address this challenge 
with re-housing funds and 
access to shelter beds. 
The program’s objective 
is to reduce homeless-
ness among its participants 
by 60% and lower unem-
ployment by 50%, with 
job training and workforce 
development as core com-
ponents of the strategy. 
Data from the Homeless 
Management Information 
System and reports from 

community-based orga-
nizations will be used to 
track these efforts.

Substance use and 
mental  heal th issues 
a re  common among 
justice-involved individ-
uals, with nearly 25% of 
Sacramento’s incarcer-
ated population affected 
by substance use disor-
ders alone. ROAR will 
work to increase partic-
ipation in mental health 
and substance use treat-
ment programs by 50%, 
helping participants build 
a foundation for stability. 
By recruiting more service 
providers and strength-
ening referral networks, 
ROAR seeks to offer tar-
geted, timely support to 
those in need.

With funding secured, 
Sacramento County will 
begin developing an imple-
mentation plan and budget 
for ROAR and 

is aiming to create last-
ing change and reduce the 
barriers faced by formerly 
incarcerated individuals in 
Sacramento. � H

Kings Korner

Preseason games don’t matter. No one 
cares about preseason games. Preseason 
games are just about getting the players in 
shape. Coaches and fans don’t care about 
wins and losses in preseason games.

Wrong! Wrong! Wrong!
The truth is losing matters, and unfor-

tunately it creates a tone and can be 
contagious.

Preseason games show teams what they 
have, and winning creates positive habits 
that more often and not carry over into the 
regular season.

So, if I’m right, what do Kings fans 
make of a zero-win preseason record?

You should be concerned, but not wor-
ried. There’s a diff erence, so don’t wring 
your hands just yet.

The good news is the Kings starters 
overall looked pretty good. In the first 
two preseason games against the Golden 
State Warriors, the Kings starters played 
the Warriors to a standstill for the fi rst half 
of both games. 

The starters did not participate in the 
second half of either game, and the Kings 
were forced to take a long look at their 
bench strength. 

I’m not certain how deep coach Brown 
intends to go as it relates to bench players, 
but my guess with the recent signing of 
Doug McDermott, he will probably play 
10 or even 11 players.

What we know is that due to injuries to 
Trey Lyles and Kevin Huerter, the Kings 
have yet to see a true picture of what their 
regular season bench will look like.

Both Lyles and Huerter are experienced 
NBA players, and both can have an imme-
diate impact when they enter a game. 
Both are good passers, can drive eff ec-
tively to the hoop and have a better than 
average three-point game.

What we also know is that Malik Monk 
is likely to be the first player off the 
bench, so when Lyles and Huerter return, 
we can see with some certainty who the 
fi rst three off  the bench will undoubtedly 
be.

Although in a pinch Lyles can play the 
fi ve, it is more likely that veteran Alex 
Len will be called on to give Domantas 
Sabonis a blow every game, and at times 

in the preseason Len has been a bright 
spot. I have long believed that Len may 
have another level to his game, and I’m 
hopeful that if he sees consistent playing 
time, his game will demonstrate the kind 
of NBA confi dence the Kings have longed 
for. Seven footers with skills are in short 
supply, so giving Len every opportunity to 
shine just makes lots of sense. At age 31 
Len is still in his prime, and with every 
season he brings much needed veteran 
experience to the lineup and represents 
a rim protector when Sabonis is off  the 
fl oor.

So, with Huerter, Lyles, Monk, and 
Len coach Brown is nine deep, so who 
do the Kings have that could also make a 
contribution?

I would hope that the signing of Doug 
McDermott is not just ceremonial, so this 
veteran sharpshooter should be seeing 10 
to 15 minutes nightly.

If last season proved anything to me it 
was that coach Brown is anything but pre-
dictable as it relates to his bench rotation, 
and I believe his frenetic experiments last 
year were a contributor to the Kings miss-
ing the fi rst round of the playoff s.

Settling into a bench rotation builds 
confi dence in players and gives the team 
an opportunity to gel. I’m crossing my 
fingers that any experiments have con-
cluded in the preseason, and the regular 
season will bring a level on continuity that 
was missing last year.

Do I think the preseason matters? 
Of course I do. But I also know the 
Sacramento Kings have yet to lose a game 
in the regular season, and I believe in the 
players we have.

I hope you will all join me in applaud-
ing our gladiators as they step on the 
hardwood for the fi rst time on Thursday 
night (Oct. 24) and open the regular sea-
son against the Minnesota Timberwolves. 

The NBA schedulers did the Kings no 
favors as they will face the number one 
ranked defensive team in the NBA, but I 
say bring them on. 

Put a smile on your faces Kings fans, 
and let’s celebrate on Thursday night!

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Nine Commission-Supported Bills Signed into Law
Little Hoover Commission 
News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - Nine 
bills supported by the Little 
Hoover Commission were signed 
into law this year, including four 
measures that will strengthen 
efforts against intimate partner 
violence and other legislation to 
address labor trafficking, organic 
waste disposal, and customer-cen-
tric government.

“Seeing our recommenda-
tions embraced by the legislature 
and Governor Newsom and 
then turned into concrete pol-
icy improvements speaks to the 
Little Hoover Commission's 
bi-partisan approach to solving 
California's complex challenges,” 
said Commission Chair Pedro 
Nava. “We are honored that our 
work is helping to protect many of 
California's most vulnerable.” 

The Commission is a nonpar-
tisan 13-member body appointed 
by the Governor and legislative 
leadership, and charged with mak-
ing recommendations for policy 
changes that will foster efficiency, 
economy, and improved ser-
vice in state government. The 
Commission supports legislation 
and other actions that implement 
its recommendations.

The four bills addressing inti-
mate partner violence implement 
recommendations stemming from 
Commission reports. Among 
other reforms, those reports urged 
a focus on prevention and early 
intervention, accompanied by ade-
quate funding.

Three of the bills address pre-
vention and early intervention:

AB 2308 (Davies) extends from 
10 to 15 years the maximum dura-
tion of a protective order issued 
against people convicted of cer-
tain domestic violence offenses.

SB 1394 (Min) creates new 
ways for survivors to stop a 

domestic abuser from tracking 
their car.

SB 989 (Ashby) enhances 
investigation procedures in cases 
involving domestic violence-re-
lated deaths.

AB 2432 (Gabriel, Cervantes, 
Reyes), establishes a California 
Crime Victims Fund, which will 
disburse fines paid by corpora-
tions convicted of illegal activity, 
to assist victims, including survi-
vors of intimate partner violence.

“These new laws will make a 
real impact in the lives of people 
who experience intimate part-
ner violence,” said Commissioner 
Janna Sidley, the Commission’s on 
IPV subcommittee chair “We want 
to congratulate Assemblymembers 
Davies, Gabriel, Cervantes and 
Reyes and Senator Min, for their 
important work in getting these 
bills passed, and the Governor for 
signing them.”

Two approved bills further 
the goals of recommendations 
from three Commission reports 
on labor trafficking. Detecting 
labor trafficking is difficult as 
few understand the nature of the 
crime, and implementation of 
state human trafficking laws has 
focused on sex trafficking. 

Even when these crimes are 
successfully identified, cases that 
bring traffickers to justice remain 
rare. The Commission recom-
mended that the state empower 
state agencies to investigate labor 
trafficking crimes and conduct 
public education and outreach 
campaigns to increase awareness 
of all forms of human trafficking.

AB 1888 (Arambula and 
Ramos) establishes a dedicated 
labor trafficking unit within the 
California Department of Justice 
to receive labor trafficking reports 
from law enforcement agencies 
and other entities and refer those 
reports to appropriate agencies for 
action. AB 1966 (Davies) requires 

ticket sellers to include infor-
mation and resources for human 
trafficking victims with all ticket 
purchases for events at an enter-
tainment venue.

“These reforms will help 
California serve those victimized 
by labor trafficking, an often-hid-
den crime,” said Commission 
Vice Chair Anthony Cannella. 
“Assemblymembers Arambula, 
Ramos and Davies should be 
very proud of this important 
milestone.”

In a 2023 report, Reducing 
California’s Landfill Emissions: 
SB 1383 Implementation, the 
Commission determined that 
California is falling short in the 
fight against harmful landfill 
emissions, a major contributor to 
climate change. The report fea-
tured recommendations that would 
help further the state’s efforts to 
curb methane emission, including:

Build as much flexibility as 
possible for local governments to 
recycle their organic waste.

Expand the list of compliance 
pathways and products eligible to 
count toward a jurisdiction’s pro-
curement requirements.

Plan for the necessary infra-
structure to achieve the state’s 
environmental goals, facilitate 
community composting, speed 
up the permitting process, and 
make any necessary changes to 
the relationship between state and 
local governments to better reflect 
shared responsibility for waste 
management.

Two approved bills will further 
the goals of these recommenda-
tions. AB 2346 (Lee) provides 
flexibility to local governments 
in how they comply with procure-
ment requirements for recovered 
organic material. SB 1046 (Laird) 
requires a Program Environmental 
Impact Report for small and 
medium composts facilities to 
streamline permitting and help the 

state meet its climate goals.
AB 2455 (Gabriel) modern-

izes whistleblower laws and add 
protections to prevent the mis-
use of state funds and is in line 
with numerous Commission rec-
ommendations through the years 
regarding fiscal accountability.

Here are details of the nine 
bills that were supported by the 
Commission and that were signed 
into law this year.

Intimate Partner Violence
SB 989 (Ashby) expands law 

enforcement and coroners’ duties 
when a deceased person has a 
history as victim of domestic vio-
lence. Allows additional access to 
coroner records for family mem-
bers when litigating a victim’s 
death.

AB 2432 (Gabriel, Cervantes, 
Reyes) establishes the California 
Crime Victims Fund in the State 
Treasury and would require that 
moneys deposited in the fund be 
continuously appropriated to the 
Office of Emergency Services to 
support crime victims’ services.

AB 2308 (Davies) authorizes a 
court to issue a protective order 
for up to 15 years. Authorizes the 
issuing court, upon a written peti-
tion by the prosecuting attorney, 
defendant, or victim, to modify or 
terminate the protective order for 
good cause if the parties receive 
notice at least 15 days before the 
hearing on the petition. Expands 
the scope of a crime to create a 
state-mandated local program.

SB 1394 (Min) establishes a 
process for the rapid termina-
tion of a domestic abuser’s access 
to app-connected, remote, and 
GPS-based vehicle technol-
ogy. Requires car manufacturers 
to disable an abuser’s access to 
remote vehicle technology within 
two business days of a survi-
vor’s request provided sufficient 
documentation, such as proof of 
legal possession of the vehicle or 

a domestic violence restraining 
order that awards possession of 
the vehicle in question.

Labor Trafficking
AB 1966 (Davies) requires a 

primary ticket seller to include 
information regarding nonprofit 
organizations that provide ser-
vices or support in the elimination 
of slavery and human trafficking.

AB 1888 (Arambula and 
Ramos) establishes the Labor 
Trafficking Unit within the 
Depar tment  o f  Indus t r i a l 
Relations to receive, investigate, 
and prosecute complaints alleg-
ing labor trafficking and take 
steps to prevent it. The Unit will 
also coordinate with the Labor 
Enforcement Task Force, the 
Criminal Investigation Unit, the 
Department of Justice, and the 
Civil Rights Department to com-
bat labor trafficking.

Organic Waste Disposal
AB 2346 (Lee) authorizes 

local jurisdictions to be credited 
for the procurement of recovered 
organic waste products through 
an agreement with a direct service 
provider. Recovered organic waste 
that local jurisdictions procure 
from specified compost operations 
also count towards the local juris-
diction’s procurement target.

SB 1046 (Laird) requires 
CalRecycle to prepare and certify 
completion of an environmen-
tal impact report that would 
streamline the process for juris-
dictions to develop small and 
medium organic waste compost-
ing facilities.
Customer-Centric Government

AB 2455 (Gabriel) modern-
izes local and state whistleblower 
hotline laws and add protections 
to prevent the misuse of state 
funds. These changes are meant to 
improve accountability, increase 
public trust, and ensure govern-
ment actions and transactions are 
transparent. 

Taxpayer-Funded Political 
Advocacy is Illegal

As the November election gets closer, 
there are increasing complaints from voters 
over local governments openly supporting 
tax hikes. While local government officials 
are free to support or oppose ballot mea-
sures, they may not authorize the use of 
public funds on any election matter – be it 
for or against a candidate or initiative.

Despite the illegality of taxpayer funded 
advocacy, officials have an incentive to try 
it anyway because the potential ROI (the 
return on investment) of millions – if not bil-
lions – in new tax revenue would dwarf any 
fine or other punishment they might face.

That must change. The same First 
Amendment rights that allow individuals to 
speak on ballot issues also prohibits the use 
of taxpayer funds for political advocacy. In 
1976, the California Supreme Court ruled, 
“The use of the public treasury to mount an 
election campaign which attempts to influ-
ence the resolution of issues which our 
Constitution leaves to the ‘free election’ of 
the people (see Const., art. II, § 2) … pres-
ents a serious threat to the integrity of the 
electoral process.” Stanson v. Mott (1976) 
17 Cal.3d 206, 218.

Such a “serious threat” deserves a 
response of imposing real penalties on bad 
actors including large fines, personal liabil-
ity on the part of those authorizing those 
expenditures and, yes, even jail time.

The agency charged with policing cam-
paign finance violations is the Fair Political 
Practices Commission, which can be an 
aggressive enforcer against these expen-
ditures. For example, the FPPC imposed 
a $1.3 million fine against Los Angeles 
County for using taxpayer funds for polit-
ical ads touting Measure H, a sales tax 
increase on the ballot in 2017. It was the 
largest fine ever imposed by the FPPC.

The fine against L.A. County was precip-
itated by a complaint filed by the Howard 
Jarvis Taxpayers Association. It was 
hoped that the fine levied by FPPC would 
serve as a warning to government enti-
ties in California that they must obey all 
state laws and regulations relating to both 
reporting campaign expenditures as well as 
providing disclosures on campaign adver-
tising. And, to some extent, it has.

However, as noted earlier, the ROI for 
violations can overcome the deterrent effect 
of a large fine. Sure, a $1.3 million dollar 
fine imposed on the County of Los Angeles 
seems big. But because the Measure H tax 

has generated more than $2.4 billion since 
its passage, L.A. politicians could easily 
conclude, “it was worth it.”

That’s why stiffer penalties are needed to 
ensure that no amount of ROI would lead 
a politician to conclude “it was worth it.”

So, what can voters do if they see a tax-
payer-funded political ad that crosses the 
line from “informational” material to out-
right “advocacy?”

At a minimum, voters may forward 
a copy or screen shot of the question-
able ad and send it directly to the FPPC’s 
“ad-watch” program, where citizens can 
report government-financed communi-
cations that they suspect cross the line 
into political advocacy. According to the 
FPPC’s website, its rules on reporting and 
disclosures “also apply to communications 
from public entities when their activity 
meets the thresholds to qualify as a ‘com-
mittee.’ This happens when a state or local 
governmental agency pays public mon-
eys for a communication to the public and 
the communication expressly advocates 
the election or defeat of a clearly identi-
fied candidate or the qualification, passage, 
or defeat of a clearly identified measure, 
or, taken as a whole and in context, unam-
biguously urges a particular result in an 
election.”

In addition to FPPC engagement, vot-
ers have alternative remedies. While the 
FPPC’s jurisdiction is limited to enforcing 
the disclosure of campaign spending and 
the timely reporting of those expenditures, 
the courts – both federal and state – are not 
so limited. Taxpayers have the right to pro-
ceed directly to Superior Court for claims 
asserted under the First Amendment of 
both the U.S. and California Constitutions.

Finally, voters can always contact the 
Howard Jarvis Taxpayers Association 
which has created a Public Integrity Project 
under the auspices of HJTA’s affiliated 
Foundation. HJTF’s Public Integrity Project 
has already proven to be an additional 
enforcement tool against illegal expendi-
tures of public funds and other violations of 
law that hurt taxpayers and voters.

It’s bad enough when local politicians 
work to raise taxes when Californians are 
already paying one of the highest tax bur-
dens in America. But it’s adding insult to 
injury to have those efforts supported with 
the same public funds that could be spent 
on legitimate government services.

Record Uncertainty Hanging 
Over Nation’s Main Streets

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - A double dose of 
bad news sprung from the latest Optimism 
Index released by the National Federation 
of Independent Business (NFIB). The 
Index showed a 33rd consecutive month 
below its 50-year average but its uncer-
tainty component raised more than a few 
eyebrows, rising 11 points to 103.

“Small business owners are desperate to 
cling to any good news they can and find-
ing nothing to grasp,” said John Kabateck, 
state director for the National Federation 
of Independent Business in California.

“Small business owners are feeling 
more uncertain than ever. Uncertainty 
makes owners hesitant to invest in cap-
ital spending and inventory, especially 
as inflation and financing costs con-
tinue to put pressure on their bottom 
lines,” said the National Federation of 
Independent Business Chief Economist 
Bill Dunkelberg. 

The average rate paid on short maturity 
loans was 10.1%, up 0.6 of a point from 
August.

Thirty-four percent (seasonally 
adjusted) of owners reported job openings 
they could not fill in the current period, 
down six points from August.

Seasonally adjusted, a net 32% reported 
raising compensation, down one point 
from August and remaining the lowest 
reading since April 2021.

Twenty-three percent of owners reported 
that inflation was their single most import-
ant problem in operating their business 
(higher input and labor costs), down one 
point from August but remaining the top 
issue. 

Long before the 1986 movie “Ferris 
Bueller’s Day Off,” I, too, imagined a day 
off work of fun and frivolity.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that pursuant to California Government Code Section 53322, the 
Board will hold a public hearing at 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday, November 6, 2024, at the meeting 
place of the Board, 8820 Elk Grove Blvd, Elk Grove, California, to consider:

 A. A summary of the text of Resolution 2024-33 A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF 
DIRECTORS OF THE COSUMNES COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT DECLARING 
INTENTION TO ANNEX TERRITORY TO COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICT NO. 1 
AND TO AUTHORIZE THE LEVY OF THE SPECIAL TAX THEREIN is as follows:

The Board has conducted proceedings to establish Community Facilities District No. 1 
(Elk Grove Fire Protection) (the "CFD") pursuant to the Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act 
of 1982, as amended (the "Act"), Chapter 2.5 of Part 1 of Division 2 of Title 5, commencing at 
Section 53311, of the California Government Code and The Board hereby finds and determines 
that public convenience and necessity require that territory be added to the CFD. The name of 
the existing CFD is “Cosumnes Community Services District Community Facilities District No. 1 
(Elk Grove Fire Protection).” The territory included in the existing CFD is set forth in the map of 
the CFD recorded in the office of the County Recorder of the County of Sacramento in Book 116 
at Page 1580 of Maps of Assessment and Community Facilities Districts, to which map reference 
is hereby made. The territory now proposed to be annexed to the CFD is as shown on Annexation 
Map No. 54 to the CFD, on file with the Clerk of the Board (“Board Clerk”). The services and 
facilities to be financed by the CFD (the “Services and Facilities") and pursuant to the Act are 
described in Exhibit A of Resolution No. 2012-25 of the District, adopted on June 6, 2012 (the 
“Resolution of Formation”) which is incorporated herein by reference. The Resolution, Description 
of Facilities, Rate, and Method of Apportionment of Special Tax, and the proposed boundaries of 
the Community Facilities District No. 1 Annexation No. 54 are on file with Nou Vang, Cosumnes 
Community Services District, 8820 Elk Grove Blvd., Elk Grove, California, and are available for 
review there during business hours by any interested persons.

On Wednesday, November 6, 2024, at the meeting place of the Board, 8820 Elk Grove Blvd.,  
Elk Grove, California, this Board, as the legislative body for the CFD, will conduct a public hearing 
on the annexation of the territory to the CFD and consider and finally determine whether the public 
interest, convenience, and necessity require the annexation of the Property to the CFD and the 
levy of the Special Tax thereon.

At the public hearing, the testimony of all interested persons or taxpayers for or against the 
proposed annexation will be heard. If owners of one-half or more of the area of land in the existing 
CFD and not exempt from the Special Tax, or if the owners of one-half or more of the area of land 
in the territory proposed to be annexed and not exempt from the Special Tax, file written protests 
against the proposed annexation, and protests are not withdrawn so as to reduce the protests to 
less than a majority, no further proceedings to annex the same territory shall be undertaken for a 
period of one year from the date of the decision of the District Board on the issues discussed at 
the hearing.

ELK GROVE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT
PRE-QUALIFICATION PROCEDURES

Notice is hereby given that all contractors required to pre-qualify for Elk Grove Unified School District 
(“District”) projects must adhere to the following procedures, submit the following documentation 
and information at least annually, with quarterly certifications or updates, and must be found by the 
District on a quarterly basis to pre-qualify, as a condition of bidding the District project during any 
quarterly period.  The District is required to have a pre-qualification process pursuant to applicable 
California law (in particular Public Contracts Code sections 20111.5 and 20111.6) for any projects 
projected to cost $1,000,000 or more.  Any General Contractors (GCs) and Mechanical, Electrical 
and Plumbing (MEP) Subcontractors bidding on projects projected to cost $1,000,000 or more are 
required to participate in the District’s pre-qualification process.  MEP is defined as subcontractors 
holding the following license classifications:  C-4, C-7, C-10, C-16, C-20, C-34, C-36, C-38, C-42, 
C-43 and/or C-46.  Pre-qualification application packages are available on our website at http://
www.egusd.net/about/divisions-departments/business-services-and-facilities/facilities-
and-planning/, www.egusdplans.com, or via email at facilitiesbids@egusd.net 

It is mandatory that all GCs and MEP Subs who intend to submit bids fully complete the pre-
qualification questionnaire, provide all materials requested herein, and be approved by the 
District.  No bid will be accepted from a GC that has failed to comply with these requirements, or 
submits a bid that lists MEP Subs that have failed to comply with these requirements.  If two or 
more business entities submit a bid on a project as a Joint Venture, or expect to submit a bid as 
part of a Joint Venture, each entity within the Joint Venture must be separately qualified to bid.

Pursuant to Labor Code section 1725.5, no contractor or subcontractor may be listed on a bid 
proposal for a public works project unless registered with the Department of Industrial Relations.

The pre-qualification packet includes, in part, a questionnaire and financial statement, to be 
verified under oath.  The District will use the information and documentation required herein, as 
the basis for rating contractors in respect to the size and scope of contracts upon which each 
contractor is qualified to bid. The District reserves the right to check other sources available.  
The District’s decision will be based, in part, on its uniform rating system, including, among other 
things, objective evaluation criteria and references.

While it is the intent of the pre-qualification questionnaire and documents required therewith to 
assist the District in determining bidder responsibility prior to the submission of bids and to aid 
the District in selecting the lowest responsible bidder, neither the fact of pre-qualification, nor any 
pre-qualification rating, will preclude the District  from a post-bid consideration and determination 
on a specific project of whether a bidder has the  quality, fitness, capacity and experience to 
satisfactorily perform the proposed work, and has demonstrated the requisite trustworthiness.  
Contractors are encouraged to submit pre-qualification packages as soon as possible, so that they 
may be notified of pre-qualification status well in advance of the bid process. 

If the bidder, within the last calendar year, has submitted to the District a completed 
Pre-Qualification Application and the District has determined that the bidder is prequalified, the 
bidder must submit a Quarterly Update in each calendar quarter after the calendar quarter 
in which the initial Pre-Qualification Application was filed, certifying that nothing has changed 
in the interim period to make the Pre-Qualification Application materially untrue, inaccurate or 
misleading.  If the bidder has been deemed prequalified by the District within the last calendar 
year but has failed to submit a Quarterly Update in order to maintain pre-qualification, the bidder 
will be automatically disqualified and must submit a full Pre-Qualification Application in order to be 
considered for pre-qualification.

The pre-qualification packages should be sealed, marked “CONFIDENTIAL PREQUALIFICATION”, 
and delivered to: Facilities and Planning Department, Elk Grove Unified School District, 
9510 Elk Grove-Florin Road, Room 206, Elk Grove, CA 95624, Attention: Pre-Qualification, 
by 5:00 p.m. on December 31, 2024.
The questionnaire answers and financial statements included in the pre-qualification packages 
submitted by contractors are not public records and are not open to public inspection.  All such 
information provided will be kept confidential to the extent permitted by law, although the contents 
may be disclosed to third parties for the purpose of verification, investigation of substantial 
allegations, and in the process of any applicable appeal.  State law requires that the names of 
contractors applying for pre-qualification status shall be public records subject to disclosure, and 
the first page of the questionnaire will be used for that purpose.

Each questionnaire must be signed under penalty of perjury in the manner designated at the end 
of the form, by an individual who has the legal authority to bind the contractor on whose behalf that 
person is signing.  If any information provided by a contractor becomes inaccurate, the contractor 
must immediately notify the District and provide updated accurate information in writing, under 
penalty of perjury.

Some teams will con-
clude their season this 
week while others have 
two matchups left with the 
regular season wrapping up 
on Nov. 1.

Three teams in the area 
remain undefeated in 
league play, with two of 
them fighting for first place 
in the Delta League. 

Bradshaw Christian

 The Pride continue to 
roll on their undefeated 
season after beating the 
Hawks by a score of 49-9. 

With a total of four 
touchdowns and 149 rush-
ing yards, Brandon Burden 
led the charge offensively 
to put a crooked number 
on the board for his team, 
according to MaxPreps. 

On the ground, Devin 
Hatcher and Mateo Mojica 
also rushed for a touch-
down with Mojica rushing 
for 146 yards. 

Quar te rback  E than 
Rickert completed four of 
his nine attempted passes 
for 49 yards and a pass-
ing touchdown to Max 
Wolf who had 23 receiving 
yards for his only reception 
of the night. 

The defense for the 
Pride limited the Hawks to 
nine points thanks to per-
formances from Samuel 
Danilyuk who had 13 
tackles. 

O the r  con t r ibu to r s 
on defense were Myles 
Damallie with a total of 10 
tackles, Mojica with nine 
tackles and Mason Pisarski 
with eight total tackles. 

Looking to continue 
undefeated at 8-0 overall 
and 5-0 in the Sierra Valley 
Conference, the Pride

The dominance  of 
quarterback David Hale 
continues along with the 
Herd’s running game as 
Hale had 43 rushing yards 
and three touchdowns, 
according to MaxPreps. 

Hale now has 884 
rushing yards with 19 
touchdowns and 121 
passing yards with three 
touchdowns this season. 

The other touchdown 
came courtesy of Alphonso 
Moore Jr. who had a total 
of 61 rushing yards on 14 
carries. 

As for the Huskies 
offense, quarterback Gavin 
Wo r k m a n  c o n n e c t e d 

with Zion Johnson for 
a touchdown pass as he 
completed all three of his 
seven attempted passes to 
Johnson for a total of 19 
passing yards. 

They couldn’t hold on to 
the football as there were 
a total of four fumbles on 
offense but only one was a 
turnover, while Workman 
threw an interception to the 
Herd’s Austin Maze. 

The Huskies had a total 
of 99 offensive yards when 
combining passing and 
rushing.

 Along with the blun-
ders from the Huskies’ 
offense, the Herd was able 
to play lockdown defense 
with players like Lucan 
Amituanai who had four 
total tackles, a sack for a 
loss of 10 yards and caused 
a fumble. 

The leader in tackles 
was Sam Niemeyer and 
Rio Baltazar with six along 
with Maze who had five. 

The Huskies will look to 
improve to a .500 record 
as they currently sit at a 
4-5 overall record and a 
2-3 record in the Delta 
League, which is good for 
fifth place, as they will 
take on the Laguna Creek 
Cardinals for their last 
game of the season.

As  fo r  the  Herd , 
they sit in second place 
behind newcomers into 
the league the Monterey 
Trail Mustangs who are 
also undefeated but have 
their sights set on their 

next matchup against the 
Pleasant Grove Eagles.

 The third team in the 
area that remains unde-
feated in league are the 
Mustangs who were able 
to dominate the Wildcats 
which moved them to a 1-4 
league record. 

The ground game dom-
inated for the Mustangs 
with D’Adrien Sanders 
leading the way with 208 
rushing yards which were 
good for four touchdowns. 
Along with his receiving 
yards, Sanders had 239 
total yards, according to 
MaxPreps. 

Odie Jefferson also con-
tributed with two rushing 
touchdowns on 129 rush-
ing yards and Christian 
Coronado who rushed for 
50 yards and scored once. 

The Mustangs had a 
total of 399 rushing yards 
against the Wildcats. 

The sophomore quar-
terback for the Wildcats 
completed 13 of his 23 
attempted passes which 
included a touchdown pass 
to senior Tyler Cody for his 

single catch of the game 
for 27 yards. 

The Wildcats went for 
the two-point conver-
sion where Allan Rogers 
II rushed in to put up the 
eight points on the night 
for the Wildcats in the sec-
ond quarter. 

B y  h a l f t i m e ,  t h e 
Mustangs were up 22-8 
and in the fourth quarter 
they really ran away with it 
by putting up 20 points. 

The Mustangs shut out 
the Wildcats for three 
of the four quarters of 
the game thanks to their 
defense stepping up. 

Xavier Collins had 
1.5 sacks with Subhan 
Barakzai having .5 sacks 
while Kharter Turk and 
Elijah Folau each had a 
sack. 

The leaders of total 
tackles for the Mustangs 
were Gabe Coronado and 
Turk with seven while 
Ian Guerrero, Barakzai 
and Collins each had six 
tackles. 

Turk also had an inter-
ception and caused a 
fumble while Collins also 
caused a fumble and they 
were recovered by Folau 
and Gabe Coronado. 

The Mustangs never lost 
a Metro League game and 
have two matchups left 
before saying they are also 
undefeated in their new 
stint in the Delta League. 
They are currently 4-0. 

The las t  t ime the 
Mustangs lost a league 

game was Nov. 9, 2018. 
Their next game is 

against the Cosumnes 
Oaks Wolfpack while 
the Wildcats will have a 
bye week and close their 
season out against the 
Wolfpack on Nov. 1.

 The Wolfpack have not 

been able to put it together 
this season and fall to 0-4 
this season after falling to 
the Eagles by a score of 
24-0. 

Both rushing and pass-
ing were effective for the 
Eagles with quarterback 
Cole Davis completing 18 
passes for 159 yards and 
a touchdown while Bobby 
Mitchell and Davis each 
rushed for a touchdown, 
according to MaxPreps. 

Mitchell had 83 rush-
ing yards on 19 carries 
while Davis had 14 on four 
carries. 

The touchdown recep-
tion went to Jacob Beals 
who had six catches in the 
game for 79 total yards. 

On defense, Lamarcus 
Taylor and Luke Twining 
each had half a sack while 
Taylor led the team with 
seven total tackles. The 
other two leaders for total 
tackles were Erik Clark 
and Maddox Ali with six. 

The Wolfpack threw four 
interceptions which were 
picked off by Ali, Roman 
Patterson and Holden 
MacPherson. Patterson 
also had a fumble recovery. 

The  Wolfpack  d id 
not enter any stats into 
MaxPreps at time of 
publication. 

They sit at the bottom of 
the league standings at 0-4 
and will look to get their 
first league win of the sea-
son against the Monterey 
Trail Mustangs who are 
currently undefeated in 
league. 

As for the Eagles, they 
will also take on an unde-
feated team in the Elk 
Grove Thundering Herd in 
their penultimate matchup 
of the regular season.�  H
