SACRAMENTO, CA
(MPG) - The Bureau of
Reclamation on Oct. 17
announced the availabil-
ity of $25 million from
the Inflation Reduction
Act for fish habitat and
facility improvements
in the Sacramento River
Valley. This funding will
complement the State
of California’s Healthy
Rivers and Landscapes
program, which is work-
ing to increase river flows,
restore ecosystems and
strengthen water supply
reliability across the state.
The rivers of the central
valley support popula-
tions of fall-run Chinook,
spring-run Chinook, win-
ter-run Chinook salmon
and steelhead trout. Due
to water resources devel-
opment, stream channel
changes and other recent
actions, historical salmon
habitats have been reduced
and modified. To address
these challenges, President
Biden’s Investing in

America agenda and
America the Beautiful
Challenge are helping
to restore the river and

What is the average giv-
ing per person in church?

Studies show that
churches of different sizes
see different per-person
giving rates. The larger
the church, the smaller the
rate of per-person giving
both weekly and annual
donations.

For example,
ChurchSalary found that
churches of 50 people saw

$2,589 as average annual
per-person giving, while
churches of 5,000 in atten-
dance reported an average
annual per-person giving of
$2,340. For a more detailed
breakdown of their find-
ings, see the image below:

Lower rates of giving
at larger churches make
sense when you keep in
mind that 37% of church-
goers do not give money to
their church. As attendance
increases at a church, the
number of people who do
not give to that church will
also increase.

Giving USA™Key find-
ings from Giving USA
2024: The Annual Report
on Philanthropy for the
Year 2023, reports that
individuals, bequests,
foundations and corpora-
tions gave an estimated
$557.16 billion to U.S.
charities in 2023.

Average charitable dona-
tions by income: The
average charitable donation
is $2,588 for those mak-
ing less than $50,000 per
year, $3,305 for those mak-
ing $100,000 to $500,000
annually.

Americans don’t give
more than what they have.
They give out of what
they have. Churches and
non-profits are expected to
do their work on what they
receive from donations and
or from the work they con-
duct. When their money is
spent then they are on their
own until more is received.

Many Americans give
what they can based on the
need and their emotional
connection to the church or
charity. People give based
on what they see as the
need for their response. If
there is no emotional feel-
ing for the entity or the
cause, there is most likely
very little to no financial
support.

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West Sacramento Fire Department Brush Fire
Response Results in a Death and an Injury

WEST SACRAMENTO,
CA (MPG) - At approxi-
mately 11 a.m. Oct. 18,
a West Sacramento Fire
Department fire truck and
wildland fire engine, also
known as a “brush rig,”
responded to a report of a
brush fire along the railroad
tracks on the 500 block of
Jefferson Boulevard.

As the brush rig accessed
the scene, a firefighter
“spotter” was in front of
the truck to guide access
through a debris-strewn
area. While passing along
a dirt trail, the brush truck
drove over a carpet, where
two people were later

found. This incident is
believed to have resulted
in the death of a male sub-
ject and serious injuries to a
female subject, according to
the West Sacramento Police
Department. Their iden-
tities are being withheld
while family is notified.

The California Highway
Patrol (CHP) is con-
ducting the collision
investigation and the Yolo
County Sheriff’s Office
Coroner Section responded
to the scene to remove the
male’s body. The female
was being treated at the UC
Davis Medical Center.

The West Sacramento
Fire Department person-
nel involved in the accident
will be providing infor-
mation to the CHP and are

now on paid administrative
leave, per city administra-
tive policy.

“We are grieved any
time that an emergency
response results in a death
or injury of someone we
are sworn to assist,” said
West Sacramento Fire
Chief Steve Binns. “We
will fully cooperate with
the CHP to help determine
exactly what happened. We
provide exceptional train-
ing and resources to our fire
fighters and will assist each
fire fighter who responded
through this tragic situa-
tion, including with grief
counseling.”

No additional informa-
tion will be available until
the CHP investigation is
completed. *

Pedestrian Safety
Starts with You

WOODLAND, CA (MPG) -
During the recent National
Pedestrian Safety Month,
the Yolo County Health
and Human Services
Agency’s (HHSA) Traffic
Safety Program empha-
sized the importance of
vigilance and caution
among local drivers to
enhance pedestrian safety.

By taking extra pre-
cautions, motorists can
significantly reduce the
risk of crashes and inju-
ries, ensuring that walking
remains a safe and viable
option for traveling about
the community.

The urgency of this mes-
sage is underscored by
alarming statistics from
the National Highway
Traffic Safety

Administration, which
reported 7,522 pedestrian
fatalities in traffic crashes
across the United States in
2022. In California alone,
1,158 pedestrians lost
their lives in traffic inci-
dents that year, accounting
for 26 percent of all

traffic-related fatalities
statewide. These figures
highlight the critical need
for heightened awareness
and robust safety measures
for pedestrians.

To promote safer roads
for everyone, the Traffic
Safety Program offers
essential tips for both
drivers and pedestri-
ans. Drivers are advised
to adhere to speed limits,
particularly at intersec-
tions, where they should
be prepared to stop for
pedestrians at marked and
unmarked crosswalks. It is
crucial to avoid blocking
crosswalks while wait-
ing to make a right turn
and to never drive under
the influence.

For pedestrians, predict-
ability is key. Utilizing
signalized crosswalks
allows drivers to antic-
ipate foot traffic more
effectively. Pedestrians
should always be cau-
tious when crossing
streets, remaining aware
of oncoming vehicles.
At a speed of 30 mph, a
driver needs at least 90
feet to come to a complete

stop. To enhance visibil-
ity, especially at night,
wearing bright colors
or reflective materials
is advisable and using a
flashlight can also help.
Extra care should be taken
when navigating cross-
walks or busy streets with
higher speed limits, partic-
ularly during nighttime.

The Yolo County Health
and Human Services
Agency encourages res-
idents to engage in the
ongoing conversation
about pedestrian safety
by participating in the Go
Safely Movement, a traf-
fic safety survey initiated
by the California Office of
Traffic Safety. Interested
individuals can contribute
their insights by visiting
GoSafelyCA.org.

This initiative is sup-
ported by funding from
a grant provided by the
California Office of
Traffic Safety, in collab-
oration with the National
Highway Traffic Safety
Administration. Together,

The Yolo County Tax
Collector’s Office reminds
taxpayers who own prop-
erty in Yolo County that
the first installment of
2024-25 Secured Property
Tax, due Nov. 1, 2024, will
be delinquent if not paid
by Dec. 10.

To avoid a penalty, prop-
erty taxes must be paid
by 5 p.m. on Tuesday,
Dec. 10, after which a 10
percent penalty must be
added. Envelopes must
be postmarked no later
than Dec. 10 if taxes are
paid by mail. It is sug-
gested that payments be
mailed a few days before
the Dec. 10 deadline to
ensure that the envelope
will have the proper post-
mark. The only acceptable
postmark for deadline pay-
ments is a U.S. Postal
Service postmark.

Taxpayers have the

option of paying property
taxes by credit or debit
card (plus a 2.34 percent
convenience fee) or elec-
tronic check (no charge).
These payments can be
made via www.yolocounty.
gov (select Pay Property
Tax icon) or by phone at
(877) 590-0714. Payments
made using either of these
two systems must be com-
pleted by 5:00 p.m. on
December 10, 2024, to
avoid penalties.

The current law does not
relieve property owners
of payment responsibility
or the imposition of pen-
alties because of failure
to receive a tax bill. If
you own property in Yolo
County and did not receive
a tax bill, please contact

For
example, more than half
of property taxes received
go to local school districts
while the property tax por-
tion that rural fire districts
receive help fund over
90% of their revenue for
the entire year. The County
receives about 9% of prop-
erty taxes, which is 9 cents
of every dollar. *

Settlement Contractors and
the State of California to
increase river flows and
strengthen water supply
reliability.”

This funding also builds
upon an $81 million invest-
ment announced in May
for water conservation and
drought resilience south
of Sacramento in the San
Joaquin Valley. The Inflation
Reduction Act includes an

overall $550 million for

domestic water supply proj-
ects and $4 billion for water
conservation and ecosys-
tem projects in the Colorado
River Basin and other areas
experiencing similar lev-
els of long-term drought.
To date, Reclamation has
announced 222 drought mit-
igation and 16 domestic
water supply projects from
Inflation Reduction Act
funding for a total of more
than $2.5 billion.

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Over $900,000 Distributed in Healthy Social Security Matters
Food Access to Yolo County Households

WOODLAND, CA (MPG) -
Yolo County’s Health and
Human Services Agency
(HHSA) is pleased to
announce the success-
ful completion of its third
round of the Yolo Bonus
Bucks (YBB) program,
which has distributed over
$900,000 in healthy food
access and incentives to
Yolo County residents in
need.

Launched in July 2022
and set to conclude in
November 2024, the Yolo
Bonus Bucks program
has been available to all
CalFresh-enrolled house-
holds in Yolo County,
offering an immediate
50% discount on fruits and
vegetables at participat-
ing retailers. The program
is designed to test inno-
vative, promising, and
scalable strategies which
are intended to increase the
purchase and consumption
of fruits and vegetables
among low-income house-
holds. In doing so, the
program not only enhances
food access but also pro-
motes healthier eating
habits among residents of
Yolo County.

Numerous studies have

established a link between
income levels and obesity,
resulting in poorer health
outcomes for low-in-
come housecholds. The
Yolo Bonus Bucks pro-
gram specifically targeted
barriers to nutrition and
healthy eating education,
while also addressing con-
sumers’ ability to afford
healthier options. This ini-
tiative was made possible
through a grant from the
United States Department
of Agriculture (USDA),
as well as available pub-
lic health funds, local
American Rescue Plan
funds, and both financial
and non-financial contribu-
tions from private entities.

“The Yolo Bonus Bucks
program has been inte-
gral in combatting rising
food prices in recent years
for the Yolo County res-
idents who are most
likely to struggle with
food insecurity,” empha-
sized Health and Human
Services Agency Public
Health Branch Director
Brian Vaughn. “In doing
so, this program has helped
low-income households
buy and consume more
fruits and vegetables,
which we know contribute
to better health outcomes.”

During the Yolo Bonus

Bucks program, the Health
and Human Services
Agency established the
following findings: 71%
of program participants
reported being food inse-
cure, the largest age group
of participants was 18-24,
comprising 26%, indi-
cating high usage among
students, 57% of respon-
dents reported that the
program helped inform
them of the health benefits
of eating fruits and vegeta-
bles, 67% of respondents
indicated that the program
helped them purchase more
fruits and vegetables and
65% of respondents stated
that the program helped
them consume more fruits
and vegetables.

The Yolo County Health
and Human Services
Agency’s CalFresh pro-
gram provides monthly
food benefits to low-in-
come individuals and
families in Yolo County.
CalFresh benefits are
issued on an Electronic
Benefits Transfer (EBT)
card, which functions sim-
ilarly to a debit card and
can be used at any retailer
that accepts CalFresh.

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About Taxation of
Social Security Benefits

Dear Rusty: I am past
my Social Security full
retirement age, and [ am
still working. I am mar-
ried and we file our income
tax jointly. My husband is
64 and is not working now,
but he may, or may not, be
able to work in the next
year or so. At what point
will my Social Security
benefits be taxed, if I
decide to take them now?
Signed: Worried About
Taxes

Dear Worried: Many
Social Security recipients
are surprised to find that
their benefits may be con-
sidered taxable by the IRS,
so I welcome the opportu-
nity to clarify this topic for
you.

Whether or not your
Social Security benefits
are taxable depends on
your overall combined tax-
able income for your IRS
tax filing status. Taxation
of Social Security bene-
fits for a married couple
(filing jointly) depends on
your combined income as

a couple, which is called
your “Modified Adjusted
Gross Income” (MAGI)
by the IRS. Your MAGI
consists of your normal
Adjusted Gross Income
(AGI) on your IRS tax
return, plus 50% of the
SS benefits you received
during the tax year, plus
any non-taxable interest
you may have had.

If your MAGI (filing
jointly) exceeds $32,000,
then 50% of the SS bene-
fits you received during the
tax year becomes taxable,
but if your MAGI as a cou-
ple exceeds $44,000 then
up to 85% of your received
SS benefits becomes tax-
able (at your standard IRS
tax rate). Note that these
tax thresholds are less for
those who file their taxes
as a single — e.g., for some-
one whose IRS filing
status is “single,” half of
their Social Security ben-
efits become part of their
taxable income if their
personal MAGI is over
$25,000, and up to 85%
of their SS benefits are
taxable if their individual
MAGI is over $34,000.

Another factor often
misunderstood is that only
a portion of SS benefits
are added to your income
amount taxed by the IRS.
The amount added — some-
where between 50% and
85% of the SS benefits
received during the tax
year (depending on your
MAGTI) — becomes taxable

income at your normal IRS
tax rate.

So, in your case, if you
claim your SS benefits
now, and your combined
income (your MAGI)
exceeds the above levels
for a married couple, then
a portion (either 50% or up
to 85%) of your SS ben-
efits received during the
tax year will be included
in your income taxable by
the IRS. Note, too, that it is
possible to have income tax
withheld from your Social
Security benefits by sub-
mitting IRS form W-4V to
your local Social Security
office. You can download
this IRS form at www.irs.
gov/pub/irs-pdf/fwév.pdf.

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Woodland Man Sentenced in

CHP Receives Native-Tnibal

Domestic Violence Stalking Case Traffic Education Program Grant

WOODLAND, CA (MPG) -
On Oct. 18, Judge Tom
Dyer sentenced Omar
Rodriguez, a 42-year-
old Woodland resident, to
seven years in prison.

The sentence came after
a jury found Rodriguez
guilty of numerous domes-
tic violence-related
charges including felony
counts of Dissuading a
Witness, Criminal Threats,
Infliction of Corporal
Injury, False Imprisonment
with Violence, Illegal
Possession of a Firearm
and Stalking in Violation
of Restraining Order.
Rodriguez was also con-
victed of nine separate
misdemeanor counts
of Violation of a Court
Order. Supervising Deputy
District Attorney Michelle
Serafin prosecuted and pre-
sented the case to the jury.

The victim and
Rodriguez were in a dating
relationship and had chil-
dren together. On Feb. 7,
2022, Rodriguez became
upset with the victim
due to her having dinner
with one of her children.
Upon seeing her at home,
Rodriguez punched the
victim with a closed fist,
pushed her to the floor, and
then continued to punch
and kick the victim while
she was lying on the floor.
He also placed her in a
choke hold and began to
squeeze on her neck.

Rodriguez told the vic-
tim to be quiet, yelled at
her and stated that if law
enforcement were called,
he would kill the victim
and himself or he would
go out with a fight with

law enforcement. The vic-
tim also reported that
Rodriguez had a shotgun
that was left out in the liv-
ing room. Possession of
the shotgun was illegal as
Rodriguez had a prior con-
viction from 2017, which
prohibited possession of
any firearm.

After this specific inci-
dent, the victim obtained
a restraining order and
wanted no further contact
with Rodriguez. Contrary
to the restraining order,
Rodriguez continued to
send texts and emails to
the victim and was seen
in the same areas as the
victim in violation of the
restraining order. After
being arrested on June
20, 2022 and posting bail,
Rodriguez continued to
violate the restraining
order. He continued to
send emails harassing the
victim and showed up in
places where the victim
was located, leading the
victim to believe she was
being tracked.

She searched her car
and located two sepa-
rate GPS devices that had
been placed in her vehi-
cle in January 2023. Law
enforcement, as part
of their investigation,
obtained search warrants

that revealed both GPS
devices had been pur-
chased and activated by
Rodriguez. The victim
also located three separate
motion-activated cam-
eras outside her apartment.
Search warrants obtained
records showing at least
two of these cameras was
purchased by Rodriguez.

Rodriguez had a prior
misdemeanor domestic
violence conviction with a
separate victim.

At the sentencing,
Judge Dyer heard the vic-
tim, who described her
experience including the
fear she had from sev-
eral years of harassment
despite the existence of
criminal restraining orders.
At the conclusion of the
hearing, Judge Dyer sen-
tenced Rodriguez to a
total of seven years in the
California Department of
Corrections. Dyer cited
the public safety risk
Rodriguez posed to the
victim specifically and the
community at large.

Yolo County District
Attorney Jeff Reisig com-
mented that “Rodriguez’
sentencing serves as a
reminder of the continu-
ing and ongoing crisis of
domestic violence and
stalking that contin-
ues to plague many
victims. But for the brav-
ery and resilience of the
victim in this case, Mr.
Rodriguez, despite arrests
and a restraining order,
would have continued to
stalk, harass and terrorize
the victim.”

October is Domestic
Violence Awareness
Month; this case is a
reminder of the continuing
dangers posed to victims of
domestic violence. *

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Preparing for Extreme Weather Swings as New Water Year Approaches

California Department of Water
Resources News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - The Department
of Water Resources (DWR) on Sept. 26 pre-
viewed the new Water Year, which started on
Oct. 1, by highlighting preparations for more
extreme weather events this season following
arecord hot summer across much of California
and a looming La Nifla pattern.

Over the past decade, climate extremes
have posed significant challenges to water
managers, especially the extreme hot and dry
conditions that frequently persist well past
summer months and into the fall. California
is seeing that right now with above-average
temperatures forecast into October and no rain
in the current forecast. At the same time, the
water that California does receive will arrive
from more powerful storms, and hotter tem-
peratures will mean less winter precipitation
falls as snow and more will arrive as rain,
increasing flood risk.

“California has experienced the full range
of climate challenges in recent years from
extreme drought to severe flooding and we
will be seeing more of that in the future,”
said Department of Water Resources Director
Karla Nemeth. “To meet these dramatic chal-
lenges, California is starting this water year
with more accurate forecasting and additional
investments in flood protection and groundwa-
ter recharge.”

The Department of Water Resources and
partner agencies are making California more
climate resilient, taking actions to protect
and boost California’s water supplies by tak-

resilient water supply in the face of a chang-
ing climate.

Investments in Forecast Informed
Reservoir Operations and improved data col-
lection on hydrological conditions across
the state through the Department of Water
Resources’ $7 million California Stream Gage
Improvement Program (CalSIP) will allow
California to incorporate the best available
science and data into its water management
decisions.

California is also investing in protecting
Californians from extreme weather events.
Floodplain restoration and flood infrastruc-
ture projects such as the Lookout Slough Tidal
Habitat Restoration and Flood Improvement
Project and the Lower Elkhorn Basin Levee
Setback Project will work with nature to
improve wildlife habitat while reducing flood

California is also starting this water year
with significant progress in bringing ground-
water basins across the state closer to
long-term sustainability, protecting drinking
water supplies against the impacts of climate
change. Last winter, the Department of Water
Resources launched the Flood Diversion and
Recharge Enhancement Initiative, which sup-
ports local groundwater recharge efforts that
increase the volume of flood flows diverted
from local waterways to recharge areas and
expand local capacity to divert and receive
future flood flows. The Department of Water
Resources has invested over $100 million
in groundwater recharge projects since the
Sustainable Groundwater Management Act
was signed into law in 2014.

While Lake Oroville, the State Water
Project’s largest reservoir, is currently 101 per-

from NOAA’s Climate Predication Center
shows a 71 percent chance of La Nifia con-
ditions emerging this fall. While seven of the
10 La Nifia events this century resulted in dry
years, research also suggests that even as the
climate grows hotter and drier overall, the pre-
cipitation that California does receive will
arrive in stronger storms, increasing the risk
from flooding.

“California experienced record heat and
dry conditions this summer, drying out the
landscape and putting our hydrology behind
before the water year even starts,” said State
Climatologist Dr. Michael Anderson. “While
there is still a lot of uncertainty around how
La Nifia could impact the state this year, we
know we can count on it to include extreme
conditions.”

The record dry conditions this summer
broke multiple records across the state for con-
secutive days of triple digit temperatures. In
the critically important Sierra Nevada water-
sheds, precipitation this fall will be vitally
important to ensure the winter snowpack can
translate into runoff that fills our reservoirs,
which provides a third of the water used in
California.

In addition to today’s preview of the
new Water Year, the Department of Water
Resources released the 2024 Annual Water
Supply and Demand Assessment Summary
Report on Monday, Sept. 30. The summary
report, which includes water shortage informa-
tion at the supplier level, as well as regional
and statewide analyses of water supply con-
ditions, finds that all suppliers have assessed
that they will have adequate supplies to meet

Ford Champion II, president and CEO
of the California News Publishers
Association. “While we had some
important legislative wins this year,
including AB 224, we are disap-
pointed with the Governor’s decision
to not see the urgency and importance

of this vital bill. We want to thank
our bill author, Assemblymember
Maienschein for this commitment to
news publishers and local communi-
ties statewide.”

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - The
California Governor’s Advisory
Council on Physical Fitness
and Mental Well-being is team-
ing up with the Susan Crown
Exchange’s Million Coaches
Challenge (MCC) to launch
25x25: The California Coaches
Challenge. This initiative aims
to train 25,000 coaches in pos-
itive youth coaching across
California by the end of 2025.
Physical activity and sports
participation rates are declin-
ing nationally, and California
is no exception. Today, many
children in California are not
meeting daily physical activ-
ity recommendations, and only
half of California’s youth par-
ticipate in sports. With around
70% of children discontinuing
organized sports before reach-

Through the Council’s Move
Your Body, Calm Your Mind
campaign, Million Coaches
Challenge partners Positive
Coaching Alliance (PCA) and
the Center for Healing and
Justice through Sport (CHIS)
will spearhead a statewide
effort to instill the principles
of positive youth development,
social-emotional learning, heal-
ing-centered practices, and
culturally responsive coaching
in youth coaches. Coaches will
learn a range of youth-centered
strategies, including creating
safe spaces for all young people,
fostering a sense of belonging,
and coaching with empathy. The
American Institutes for Research
(AIR), who leads the multi-
year implementation study of
the Million Coaches Challenge,
will provide research support for
the 25x25 California Coaches
Challenge.

“A positive and empowering
youth sports culture is critical

to the mental health and over-
all well-being of our children,”
said First Partner Jennifer Siebel
Newsom. “When coaches are
trained to prioritize character
development, teamwork, grit,
and emotional resilience, young
people are more likely to stay
engaged in sports and build
essential life skills. The part-
nership between the Governor’s
Advisory Council on Physical
Fitness and Mental Well-being
and Million Coaches Challenge
will ensure that our youth not
only experience the physical
benefits of sports but also gain
the social and emotional support
they need to thrive on and off
the field.”

Through existing relationships
with parks and recreation sys-
tems, schools, community-based
organizations, and club teams,
Positive Coaching Alliance and
Center for Healing and Justice
through Sport will provide train-
ing to at least 25,000 coaches
across California by December
2025. The Governor’s Advisory
Council will promote the

initiative statewide, reaching
communities with significant
need and underrepresentation
in youth sports. The Center for
Healing and Justice through
Sport has existing coach training
partnerships across the state.
Notable examples include the
Dodgers Foundation, the Los
Angeles Clippers, the YMCA
of Greater Los Angeles, and,
together with Nike, the Los
Angeles Recreation and Parks
Department. Positive Coaching
Alliance, with its robust state-
wide infrastructure, also has
planned trainings this fall with
the LA Jr. Clippers, USTA
Southern California, Boys and
Girls Club of Burbank, Irvine
Ice Foundation, Santa Maria
Swim Club, and numerous high
schools across the state.
“California is setting a pow-
erful example for the country,”
said Kevin Connors, Managing
Director of the Susan Crown
Exchange, funder of the Million
Coaches Challenge. “This ini-
tiative will help ensure that
hundreds of thousands of young

athletes experience sports
in ways that promote phys-
ical, emotional, and mental
well-being.”

Cohen Announces Opening of the Property
Tax Postponement Program Filing Period

New Resources Help Promote
Teacher Prep Programs

California State Controller’s Office

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - State Controller
Malia M. Cohen announced Oct. 7 that the
filing period for applications for property
tax deferment are now being processed.

California’s Property Tax Postponement
(PTP) Program, administered by
Controller Cohen, allows homeowners
who are seniors, are blind, or have a dis-
ability, and who meet income and other
requirements to postpone payment of
property taxes on their primary residence.

In the 2023-24 tax year, California
homeowners were able to postpone over
$6.2 million in residential property taxes.
Over the last few years, eligibility for
tax deferment has been expanded sev-
eral times by the addition of manufactured
homes and adjustments to the income
limit. This year, the household income
limit has been raised to $53,574, making
Property Tax Postponement available to
even more seniors and Californians with
disabilities. Household income for the
upcoming Property Tax Postponement
cycle will be based on the 2023 calendar
year.

Funding for Property Tax Postponement
is limited, and applications will be

processed beginning Oct. 1 in the order
they are received. The final filing deadline
for the current tax year is Feb. 10, 2025.
Participants must reapply each year and
demonstrate they continue to meet eligi-
bility requirements. When an applicant
is approved, a lien will be placed on the
real property or a security agreement be
filed with the Department of Housing and
Community Development for a manufac-
tured home, until the account is paid in
full.

As the chief fiscal officer of California,
Controller Cohen is responsible for
accountability and disbursement of the
state’s financial resources. The Controller
has independent auditing authority
over government agencies that spend
state funds.

California Commission on Teacher
Credentialing News Release

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) -The State
Collaborative for California’s Educator
Workforce has released a new suite of
tools to make high quality teacher prepa-
ration programs more accessible and
affordable to prospective teachers across
the state.

California faces persistent teacher
shortages that force many districts to
hire substitutes or teachers who have not
completed a preparation program. These
shortages are greatest for early childhood
educators as well as those who specialize
in teaching students with disabilities and
who are multi-language learners.

Despite the state’s unprecedented
investments to strengthen the teacher pipe-
line, high quality preparation programs
are often inaccessible or unaffordable for
many prospective teachers.

To address this challenge, education
leaders from state agencies, public, and
private teacher preparation programs
developed a suite of resources to help
prospective teachers identify preparation
pathways that best meet their needs given
their individual experience and education,
as well as guidance on available financial
resources to make preparation affordable.

“All students need and deserve well-pre-
pared, credentialed teachers. This resource
toolkit will help California attract, grow,
and retain the number of talented teach-
ers needed to educate the next generation,”
said Mary Vixie Sandy, Collaborative lead
and executive director of the California
Commission on Teacher Credentialing
along with Commission Chair Marquita
Grenot-Scheyer.

The toolkit, available on the
Commission on Teacher Credentialing’s
Roadmap to Teaching website, features:

Funding Your Future in Teaching, which
offers financial planning steps for every
aspiring educator along with sample fund-
ing packages for those considering a
California-based teacher residency pro-
gram; and

A Teacher Candidate Funding Explorer
database of resources to help prospective
teachers offset the cost of earning a teach-
ing credential.

In addition, the site includes a set of
similar resources for teacher preparation
program leaders that provide guidance on
funding programs that pay teacher candi-
dates a living wage while they earn their
credential. The resources include:

A Teacher Preparation Program Funding

Explorer, a searchable database of federal
and state funding sources that can be used
to improve teacher preparation programs;
and

A series of Teacher Residency Program
Funding Scenarios that describe strategies
for combining funding to develop and sus-
tain a teacher residency program.

“Teacher preparation programs are
available and can be affordable, but too
many prospective teachers are unaware of
the pathways available into teacher educa-
tion. We have come together to increase
awareness of those pathways and to give
teacher candidates the information they
need to select the pathway that’s best for
them,” said commissioners and higher
education representatives, Annamarie
Francois, University of California, Shireen
Pavri, California State University, and
Kimberly White-Smith, Association of
Independent California Colleges and
Universities.

A new state law allows for individuals
who hold a qualifying bachelor’s degree
or higher in any subject to be considered
for admission to most teacher preparation
programs.

“Teacher shortages are a nationwide
issue that must be addressed by tackling
barriers to equitable access and the afford-
ability of teacher preparation programs,”
said Daisy Gonzales, executive director of
the California Student Aid Commission.
“These new tools will not only help pro-
spective teachers identify high-quality
teacher preparation programs, but also
allow them and higher education institu-
tions to participate in designing regional
educational pathways to meet California’s
urgent need for teachers.”

The resources were created through the
State Educator Workforce Collaborative —
a collaboration between state agencies and
teacher preparation programs including
the Commission on Teacher Credentialing,
California State Board of Education,
California Department of Education,
California Student Aid Commission,
California State University Chancellor’s
Office, University of California Office
of the President, California Community
College Chancellor’s Office, Association
of Independent California Colleges and
Universities, and Department of Finance
and Office of the Governor — with research
and support from WestEd.

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Addressing Suicides Among Our Veterans

By Scott Knight, The
Jason Foundation

The United States will
celebrate Veterans Day on
Nov. 11. It is dedicated to
American veterans of wars.
It became a federal holiday
in our country on Nov. 11,
1938, called Armistice Day.
In the aftermath of World
War II and the Korean
War, it became known as
Veterans Day.

As we honor our veter-
ans, we need to recognize
that many struggle with
their mental health.
According to the 2023
National Veteran Suicide
Prevention Annual Report,
there were 6,392 veteran
suicide deaths in 2021, and
it was the 2nd leading cause
of death among Veterans
under age 45-years-old.
American Indian or Alaska
Native Veterans have the
highest suicide rate among
all Veterans followed by
Whites, Asians, and African

Americans. Of all Veteran
suicides in 2021, 72% were
by firearms. The firearm
suicide rate among Veteran
women was 281% higher
than non-Veteran women,
and the firearm suicide
rate among Veteran men
was 62% higher than for
non-Veteran men in 2021.

The Veterans
Administration found a
variety of factors that may
increase the risk of sui-
cide. Some of these are:
substance abuse, PTSD,
traumatic brain injury,
depression, anxiety, insom-
nia, higher doses of opioid
medications for pain con-
trol and acute psychosocial
stressors. Veterans who
misuse drugs and alco-
hol are more than twice as
likely to die by suicide than
other Veterans.

The Veterans
Administration has men-
tal health resources. A
good place to start would
be to visit www.vetcenter.

va.gov or you can call
the Veterans Crisis Line
by dialing 988 and press-
ing 1. You can also text
838255. For people with
hearing loss, they can call

revenues may be pledged to
payment of bonds issued by the
district.

The City authorized and estab-
lished the IFD to finance the

generated within the EIFD and
allocated by the City to the EIFD,
to finance the vital community
facilities and projects identified
in the IFP. Through Resolution
No. 24-4, the Authority, in part:
(a) authorized the EIFD to issue
bonds in the aggregate principal
amount of up to $686,180,000
(being an amount equal to the
value of $535,000,000 in 2017
dollars, the amount authorized
in the IFP, adjusted for inflation
to July of 2024 (the “Bonds”);
(b) approved the Fiscal Agent
Agreement, between a fiscal
agent and the EIFD (or by the
Authority on behalf of the EIFD),
pursuant to which the Bonds
will be issued; (c) prescribed
the terms and provisions of the
Bonds, the application of the
proceeds of the Bonds, and the
pledge and use of property tax
increment revenues to the re-
payment of the Bonds; and (d)
authorized the execution and de-
livery of the Fiscal Agent Agree-
ment.

To facilitate these efforts, and
as authorized by Resolution No.
24-4, Plaintiffs filed this valida-
tion action seeking a judicial de-
cree confirming and validating
that all proceedings by and for
the Authority, EIFD and City, as
set forth in Resolution No. 24-4,
were, and are, in the best inter-
ests of the Authority, the EIFD,
the City and all other interested
parties, and were, and are, valid
and in conformity with the provi-
sions of all controlling laws and
enactments including provisions
of EIFD Law.

The proposed judgment would
decree that Resolution No. 24-
4, its provisions, the issuance
of the Bonds as contemplated
thereby, and the City’s pledge of
property tax increment revenues
to repayment of the Bonds, were
and are valid and authorized by
law. Such judgment would be
binding on the respective parties
and would enjoin future challeng-
es to the validity of the issues as
to which the judgment is binding.
The specific terms of the pro-
posed judgment are set forth in
the Complaint.

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A Film and TV Review

“SATURDAY NIGHT” Rated R

For a column that writes about film
and television, it would be almost inde-
fensible to forego a critical look at the
film “Saturday Night,” the story of the
tumultuous start to a late-night tele-
vision show now just a year shy of
reaching the half-century mark.

The sketch comedy variety show
“Saturday Night Live,” now in its fif-
tieth season, has had its own turbulent
history over the years as cast members,
some shooting up to considerable star-
dom and success in films and television,
would sometimes run afoul of NBC’s
corporate culture.

Even Lorne Michaels, creator and
producer and occasionally appearing
on his own show, stepped away early
on for five seasons, but remains a force
behind the scenes to this day as execu-
tive producer.

The original title for the late-night
program, which debuted on October
11, 1975, was “NBC’s Saturday Night,”
a reference overlooked in “Saturday
Night” because that is a piece of trivia
irrelevant to the premise of the movie.

The film, at a running time approx-
imating the time frame of a dress
rehearsal, centers on the madcap count-
down to the premiere episode going
live from Studio 8H at New York’s
Rockefeller Center.

All eyes are on the 11:30 p.m. launch,
as studio executives and other honchos,
most notably an anxious Dave Tebet
(Willem Dafoe) telling Lorne Michaels
(Gabriel LaBelle) “your crew is in open
rebellion,” indicate that the ninety min-
utes preceding the broadcast looms as a
potential disaster of epic proportions.

The very same NBC executive is only
inches away from pulling the plug, and
the angry voice of Johnny Carson, host
of NBC’s “The Tonight Show,” on a
phone call to Michaels, is upset that a
bunch of nobodies could sabotage his
late-night show, even though he would
benefit from their failure.

The staging of the chaotic buildup to
showtime is likely exaggerated for the
purpose of dramatization, and in the
compressed period leading up to the
show going live, the enterprise becomes
of mix of fact, fiction and myth rolled
into a big ball of irreverent, wacky
moments.

With a rather large cast of charac-
ters, from actors and network executives
to the production crew and security,
even some of the notable cast members
get short-shrift, but above all the focus
is truly on Michaels trying to corral his
counter-culture performers.

Alternately appearing energetic and
at times flummoxed, Michaels is per-
forming a juggling act, getting help from
his then-wife Rosie Shuster (Rachel

Sennott), a contributor to many of the
sketches.

Looming over the fast-approaching
launch time, Michaels has his challenges
in dealing with comedians and inexperi-
enced actors, particularly with an erratic
John Belushi (Matt Wood) who avoids
signing his contract until right up to the
moment that the putative curtain rises.

Bad enough having to wrangle the
crew, Michaels and Shuster are not only
scrambling for rewrites on the fly, but
also have to deal with mechanical fail-
ures, power outages, and the set catching
fire, while trying to maintain a sense of
sanity and calm.

An on-the-set NBC censor struggles
with some objectionable material, lead-
ing to the acerbic staff writer Michael
O’Donoghue (Tommy Dewey) uttering
profane contempt that might have eas-
ily come from George Carlin (Matthew
Rhys) who appears as a host and drops a
few F-bombs.

Even a scorecard on the cast members
may not prove helpful because, unless
you are familiar with the original per-
formers, not everyone is immediately
recognizable in filling a certain role.

However, Chevy Chase (Cory Michael
Smith) stands out, if for no other reason
than famously uttering the “Live from
New York, It’s Saturday Night” opening
line, even though the actor bears enough
to the genuine article along with the
delivery of his signature pratfall.

Lamorne Morris does such a great
job of being the only Black cast mem-
ber as Garret Morris that you might
wonder if he’s the actual offspring of
the actor who later created the fictional
character of Dominican baseball player
Chico Escuela, speaking only in broken
English.

In this large ensemble cast, there are
plenty of characters reduced to cameo
roles, some of them expanded. J.K.
Simmons does a great turn as veteran
comedian Milton Berle paying a visit to
the set and unable to contain his antipa-
thy to anarchic comedy.

While the character of Andy Kaufman
(Nicholas Braun) is immediately recog-
nizable for his unique style, the notable
female cast members Jane Curtin (Kim
Matula), Gilda Radner (Ella Hunt), and
Laraine Newman (Emily Fairn) are
regrettably underused.

One thought about “Saturday Night” is
what did the filmmakers believe would
be the target audience for this film? It
would appear tailored to those who
remember the early years, rather than a
younger generation not even knowing the
genesis of the “Blues Brothers” created
by Belushi and Dan Aykroyd.

The selling point for “Saturday Night” is the
sheer lunacy of a revolutionary turn in tele-
vision history where the satirical skewering
of culture and politics was a novel concept.
More than anything, it’s a trip down memory
lane and plenty of messy, unruly fun. *

Farms Face Ruin as Groundwater
Law Takes its Toll

Implementation of California’s
Sustainable Groundwater Management
Act, or SGMA, has left farmers in some
areas of the San Joaquin Valley in dire
financial straits as they confront ground-
water pumping restrictions that limit their
ability to irrigate their crops. Arshdeep
Singh, director of the Punjabi American
Growers Group, said he has worked this
year with 10 farmers facing bankruptcy.
Researchers have estimated the pumping
reductions needed to stabilize the region’s
aquifers could result in farm revenue
losses of more than $7 billion a year in
the valley.

State to Consider Scott and Shasta
River Flows Rules

California water officials last week
directed staff to create a report that out-
lines the scientific basis for development
of permanent instream flow requirements
on the Scott and Shasta rivers in Siskiyou
County to aid salmon and steelhead trout.
In addition to developing the scientific
basis report, the California State Water
Resources Control Board asked staff to
assess the economic impacts of baseline
minimum flows and to continue model-
ing and developing information that could
be used in the future to evaluate water
year-specific minimum instream flows.

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California Reservoirs Are Flush, But Water
May Trump Hydrology

Most of us operate on
the calendar year — the 12
months that begin on January
1 and end on December 31.

Many governments and
major corporations use
the fiscal year — typically
beginning on July 1 and run-
ning until June 30 of the
following year.

However the federal gov-
ernment’s fiscal year, which
began on July 1 for 132
years, was shifted in 1974 to
an October 1 start to accom-
modate federal officials’
insistence on a month-long
escape from Washington’s
steamy summer weather.

In California, the most
important calendar may be
the “water year,” which also
begins on October 1, because
how much the state’s res-
ervoirs have in storage and
how much nature provides
in the form of rain and snow
are existential factors in the
lives of nearly 40 million
people.

The water year begins on
October 1 because histor-
ically, the state’s roughly
six-month-long rainy season
begins in the fall.

Federal and state manag-
ers of California’s extensive
system of dams, reservoirs
and canals that capture, store
and distribute water count
how many acre-feet (each
one 326,000 gallons) they
have in the water bank. They
then project how much more
they can anticipate over the

next half-year and plan on
how much and when they
will deliver water to dozens
of local agencies, especially
those serving agriculture.

The current water year
begins with healthy water
savings. After two relatively
wet winters, including the
blockbuster 2022-23 sea-
son that ended several years
of drought, major reser-
voirs have close to 100%, or
above, of historic October
levels.

Shasta Lake, the largest
federal reservoir, has 107%
of historic October stor-
age this week, while Lake
Oroville, the state’s biggest,
is at 96%.

That should be enough
to carry the state through
a relatively dry 2024-25
winter, which is possible
because meteorologists see
a 71% chance that the sea-
son will be dominated by
a La Nifa condition in the
Pacific Ocean. It often —
but not always — tends to
push the jetstream to the
north, bringing heavier pre-
cipitation to the Pacific
Northwest but reducing rain
and snow to the south, mean-
ing California.

“California experienced
record heat and dry condi-
tions this summer, drying
out the landscape and putting
our hydrology behind before
the water year even starts,”
state climatologist Michael
Anderson said in a statement
issued by the Department
of Water Resources to mark
the 2024-25 water year’s
onset. “While there is still
a lot of uncertainty around
how La Nifia could impact
the state this year, we know
we can count on it to include
extreme conditions.”

California’s weather is
notoriously difficult to fore-
cast more than a week or
two in advance, so the only

certainty about the new
water year is that it begins
with strong storage numbers.
That said, how much water is
actually delivered to down-
stream users will depend not
only on storage and precip-
itation but on California’s
ever-shifting regulatory
climate.

Official state water policy
is to become more resilient
to the long-term effects of
climate change, assumed to
be less precipitation in the
form of snow and more in
rain. That indicates a need
for more storage to cap-
ture winter rains, such as
the pending construction of
Sites Reservoir on the west-
ern side of the Sacramento
Valley.

However, the state also
wants San Joaquin Valley
farmers, who receive the
bulk of water deliveries
from federal and state res-
ervoirs, to take less, thus
providing more water for
wildlife in the Sacramento-
San Joaquin Delta.

Meanwhile, Donald
Trump is promising that
if he returns to the White
House, he’ll help farmers
resist reductions that the
state wants.

In California, tricky
water politics are as import-
ant as hydrological factors
such as precipitation and
storage.

That would have been a
far more important topic
for the nothingburger spe-
cial legislative session that
Gov. Gavin Newsom called
on gas prices.
