At a Vote Center, any 
Sacramento County resi-
dent can register to vote, 
request a replacement bal-
lot, vote their ballot in 
person or use the assis-
tive ballot-marking device. 
Operation times vary prior 
to Election Day, so check 
the times and location 
details carefully.

Voters wishing to return 
their mail ballot still have 
time to use a Ballot Drop 
Box. Visit the Ballot Drop 
Box page on the county 
website at elections.sac-
county.gov under the How 
To Vote dropdown menu 
for more information on 
locations and times. 

Each Ballot Drop Box 
location has specific hours 
of operation. Those prefer-
ring to mail their ballot can 
use their pink postage-paid 
envelope that came with 
their ballot. Mailed bal-
lots must be postmarked 
on or before Election Day 
and received by 5 p.m. on 
Tuesday, Nov. 12. Voters 
must sign their ballot enve-
lope for their ballot to be 
counted.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Want 
to fall in love? It’s hap-
pening at the Elk Grove 
Animal Shelter. Who could 
resist those pleading puppy 
dog eyes? Or that kitty’s 

meow that translates to 
“Please take me home.”

 On Oct.17, there were 
46 dogs, 28 cats, a rabbit, a 
guinea pig and a cockatiel 
that wanted to meet all you 
pet lovers out there.

Sarah Humlie, who is the 
animal services manager at 
the shelter, said, “We’ve 

had hamsters, mice, liz-
ards, turtles and even a 
baby ostrich here.”

In two-hour shifts, vol-
unteers – 250 in total – see 
that these animals are fed, 
kept clean, walked, petted 
and played with. In addi-
tion, the volunteers greet 
customers, answer phones 

and emails, and organize 
and restock all areas of the 
shelter.

A new program that vol-
unteers can apply for is 
dog training. Stacy Davis, 
a qualified training instruc-
tor, teaches a six-week 
course. Volunteers learn

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - Over 
the summer, Franklin High 
School started to reno-
vate several of its science, 
technology, engineer-
ing, arts and mathematics 
(STEAM) classrooms. 

The revamp, which was 
funded by the Elk Grove 
Unified School District, 
resulted in new and signif-
icant technology updates 
for Franklin’s animation 
and engineering class-
rooms, including a switch 
from Mac and Z1 comput-
ers to Windows PCs and 
revamping the classroom 
setups.

The school’s principal, 
Adam Wood, said the new 
additions to the STEAM 
classrooms are “state-of-
the-art technology.”

“You can’t get access to 
this equipment and tech-
nology anywhere else 
when you’re 16 years 
old,” Wood said. “It’s an 
incredible opportunity of 
state-of-the-art equipment, 
3D printers and quali-
fied instructors that gets 
our students excited to be 
here.”

Wood said one of his 
goals is to get students 
connected to the many 
opportunities available to 
them at Franklin.

“My biggest thing as a 
principal is I want some-
thing here at school that 
our students get excited to 
be here for, ” Wood said. 
“For a lot of the students in 
STEAM, it’s the projects 
they do and some of the 
opportunities they have.”

Wood said he strongly 
bel ieves  that  “ those 
resources are well spent, 
and that class is so import-
ant because it’s learning 
what these kids can use 
after high school, and it’s 
also engaging them about 
being at Franklin.”

Brad Clark, an animation 
teacher, said the upgrade 
from Macs to Wacom 
Cintiq Pro 17 computers 
in his classroom has been a 

long time coming. 
“This was something 

that was in the works for 
about a year,” Clark said. 
“It was a major investment 
from the district with the 
goal of putting in students’ 
hands the actual tools that 
are used in the real-world 
industry.”

Clark said the techno-
logical advances in his 
classroom will give stu-
dents better tools to work 
with.

“What we received were 
a major upgrade in technol-
ogy, with Wacom tablets 
that permit students to 
directly draw right on the 
monitors and new powerful 
Windows PCs that replaced 
computers that would have 
been 7 years old this year,” 
Clark said.

Compared to the new 
computer tools, Clark 
said the old Macs “did not 
allow students to draw as 
expressly with broader 
strokes and had a very 
small drawing space for 
students,” whereas the new 
computers are “much eas-
ier for (district techs) to 
maintain these computers 
remotely and will require 
less hours in our lab taking 
care of issues that come up 

with them.” 
Julia Kurudimov, a 

senior and advanced ani-
mation student, said using 
the Wacom Cintiq Pro 17 is 
better than using the older 
Macs.

“The Macs were easy 
to work with, consider-
ing how old they were, 
but we ran into issues 
when it came to upload-
ing some programs,” she 
said. “An example of this 
would be our 3D software, 
Maya, which would regu-
larly crash and generally 
make you lose all of your 
progress if you did not hit 
save.”

Kurudimov said the 
Macs constantly over-
heated and were “difficult 
to negotiate.” 

“For the Macs, we had 
to plug in our tablets every 
single time that we would 
come in, and sometimes 
those cords would rip and 
were very fragile and could 
ruin your whole station,” 
she said. “Now with these 
new ones, everything’s 
plugged in already.”

In addition, Kurudimov 
said there were “tablets 
that we’d have to stand up 
by group, and it was very 
time consuming. Now we 

can come in, we can log 
in and get started on our 
work.” 

Chris Alburn, an engi-
neering and architecture 
teacher, said his class-
room is still in the process 
of being renovated, but the 
Z1 computers have been 
replaced by ThinkStation 
P360 Windows computers. 

The entire classroom 
is being renovated, along 
with new lab stations, elec-
trical and data outlets, 3D 
mills and printers, and new 
ceiling tiles and lighting.

“Our previous classroom 
was 20 years old and out-
dated with students just 
facing forward as a lecture 
hall,” Alburn said. “What 
this new setup allows is 
students to collaborate and 
share their ideas and com-
municate their thoughts 
with their peers, to get 
feedback.”

Alburn said the differ-
ences in performance are 
palpable.

“The graphics (on the 
new ThinkStation P360s) 
are incredible,” Alburn 
said, “so when rendering in 
Revit, the students’ work is 
a lot faster and quicker.”

Alburn said he’s excited 
about his students being 
able to use better resources 
that are faster and more 
engaging.

“I’m really looking for-
ward to students being 
able to have tangible 
objects in their hands,” he 
said. “Previously, we only 
designed computers, and 
you can then see your parts 

on the computer screen or 
on a print on a piece of 
paper. Now, the students 
will be able to see it in 3D 
printing or professionally 
with the mills.”

Laney Garbarino, a 
junior and engineering stu-
dent in Alburn’s class, said 
she especially appreciates 
the new layout in the ren-
ovated classroom.

“Before the renovations 
started, our classroom was 
organized in four rows, 
each with six to 10 stu-
dents in each row, which 
hindered my ability to see 
the whiteboard,” Garbarino 
said. “And the rows made 
it difficult to navigate the 
classroom.”

Garbarino said she’s 
thrilled with the new class-
room setup and revamp.

“We no longer sit in 
rows, but rather triangular 
tables that allow the stu-
dents to face each other 
and better interact with one 
another,” Garbarino said. 
“With the new addition of 
the 3D printers and mills, 
the students in this course 
are now able to physi-
cally create the objects 
that they are designing. It 
is also really rewarding to 
see your work in the online 
programs translated into 
tangible objects because it 
simulates real engineers’ 
process of designing, man-
ufacturing and testing it 
to make any changes, if 
necessary.”

And, Garbarino said, 
the changes are still com-
ing, and they’ll bring even 

more positive changes.
“Even though the class-

room isn’t complete,” she 
said, “my classmates and I 
can already see the benefits 
of the new classroom.”

Franklin High’s com-
puter training and support 
specialist, Dave Dhanda, 
said it was clear the 
STEAM classroom layouts 
needed to change.

One major problem in 
Alburn’s classroom was 
the “concern that the cur-
rent layout of the students’ 
desks wasn’t working 
and needed to change for 
collaboration among stu-
dents,” Dhanda said.

Dhanda said the recon-
figuration process in 
STEAM classrooms was 
challenging but worth it.

“Installation … took 
over three days, and it 
was somewhat hectic due 
to construction not being 
completed until the last 
week of summer,” he said. 
“(The systems in Clark’s 
classroom) were completed 
during the summer in one 
day without any serious 
issues arising.”

Dhanda said the reno-
vations will help teachers 
emphasize more engage-
ment for students.

It will “open engaging 
opportunities for collab-
oration among students,” 
he said, and “having 
touchscreen Wacom dis-
plays will offer students 
advanced opportunities to 
learn and experience work-
ing with media graphic 
applications.” � H

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - The 
Elk Grove Water District 
(EGWD) invites custom-
ers to apply for the 2025 
Citizens Water Academy, 
a free educational pro-
gram that offers residents 
a behind-the-scenes look 
at how the district deliv-
ers safe, reliable water to 
the community. The acad-
emy, which will run from 
January to April 2025, is 
designed to inform and 
engage participants on key 
water management top-
ics, including where the 
region’s water comes from, 
how it’s treated, and the 

various challenges facing 
the district today. The pro-
gram is open to all EGWD 
customers aged 18 and 
over, and space is limited 
to 30 participants.

The Citizens Water 
Academy offers four ses-
sions spread over four 
months. Participants will 
learn about the water treat-
ment process, the district’s 
infrastructure, and the 
financial and policy deci-
sions that impact water 
delivery in Elk Grove. The 
sessions also include a VIP 
tour of the Railroad Water 
Treatment Plant, offering 
participants an opportunity 
to see the district’s opera-
tions firsthand. 

“The Citizens Water 
Academy is a great way for 
customers to gain a deeper 
understanding of how we 
manage one of the region’s 
most critical resources,” 
said Elk Grove Water 
District General Manager 
Bruce Kamilos. “It’s also 
an opportunity for resi-
dents to become advocates 
for water-efficient and sus-
tainable practices.”

The sessions are as 
follows:
— Session 1: Wednesday, 
Jan. 8, 2025 – Introduction 
to Water Management
— Session 2: Wednesday, 
Feb. 5, 2025 – Water 
System Operations
— Session 3: Wednesday, 

March 5, 2025 – Financial 
Management and Customer 
Service
— Session 4: Saturday, 
April 5, 2025 – Policy, 
Governance, and Water 
Treatment Plant Tour

All sessions will be held 
from 6 to 8 p.m. at the 
Elk Grove Water District 
Administration Building, 
except for the final ses-
sion, which will take place 
at the Railroad Water 
Treatment Plant from 9 to 
11 a.m. April 5. To receive 
a certificate of completion, 
participants must attend all 
four sessions.

The Citizens Water 
Academy provides valu-
able knowledge about 

water issues and gives 
participants the chance to 
engage with industry pro-
fessionals, ask questions 
and explore roles in public 
service. 

“We encourage anyone 
interested in water pol-
icy or who simply wants 
to learn more about where 
their water comes from 
to apply,” Kamilos said. 
“This program is espe-
cially beneficial for those 
considering serving on the 
Elk Grove Water District’s 
Board of Directors.”

A year ago, a ballot 
measure to raise the state-
wide minimum wage to 
$18 seemed poised for an 
easy win in California, 
where costs have sky-
rocketed, affordability is a 
key concern and many of 
the state’s biggest cities 
already require businesses 
to pay close to that much.

Bu t  weeks  be fo re 
California decides on a 
measure that would do 
that, voter support appears 
to have fallen signifi-
cantly amid heightened 
concerns about the econ-
omy that opponents are 
stressing, and a relatively 
quiet campaign in favor of 
Proposition 32.

A p o l l  r e l e a s e d 
Wednesday night by the 
Public Policy Institute of 
California shows just 44% 
of likely voters backing 
the measure, which would 
raise the minimum wage in 
January from the scheduled 
$16.50 to $18, with a delay 
for small employers. That’s 
a decline from 50% of 
those polled in September, 
and more than two-thirds 
surveyed last November 
who said they supported 
raising the minimum wage 
until it reaches $18.

The change in voter 
sentiment could reflect 
broader concerns about the 
state’s economy and the 
jump in costs for housing 
and food that hammered 
households over the past 
three years. 

Despite signs of a 
resilient economy that 
continues to add jobs and 
falling inflation, Americans 
continue to remember 

lower prices from before 
the pandemic, and have 
consistently reported feel-
ing pessimistic about the 
economy this year in a mis-
match experts have dubbed 
a “vibecession.” 

Californians are no dif-
ferent: In the new poll, the 
economy is by far the issue 
that respondents said is the 
most important facing the 
state, with a solid majority 
of likely voters saying they 
expect bad economic times 
in the next year.

Business groups opposed 
to raising the minimum 
wage, which include the 
California Chamber of 
Commerce, restaurant and 
grocers’ groups, and the 
agricultural industry, are 
seizing on the concerns. 
A digital ad released by 
opponents this week shows 
a shopper at a grocery store 
saying the measure would 
cause prices to increase, 
while another says she 
“can’t take it anymore.”

The National Federation 
of Independent Business, 
another opponent of min-
imum wage hikes, also 
is running radio ads say-
ing the measure would 
worsen inflation, “hurt 
small businesses and harm 
their ability to grow and 
add jobs.” In response 
to questions about infla-
tion falling, spokesperson 
Anthony Malandra said the 
group’s members still list 
inflation as a top concern.

Proponents of the wage 
hike dismissed the ads’ 
claims, but acknowledged 
it’s a powerful message 
this election year. The 
pro-Prop. 32 campaign, 
said spokesperson Angelo 
Greco, is also running dig-
ital ads and sending text 

blasts to turn out voters 
in big cities that are more 
likely to reliably support 
the measure. 

Proponents say the mea-
sure could give raises 
to about two million 
California workers, at a 
time when costs are so high 
even single Californians 
with no children need to 
earn at least $27 an hour to 
be self-sufficient, accord-
ing to researchers at MIT.

“While it’s the same 
argument that we have 
always heard (from busi-
nesses) the last 20 years, 
it resonates more when 
people have seen the cost 
of goods and services go 
up,” said Jane Kim, state 
director for the Working 
Families Party, a progres-
sive group supporting the 
ballot measure. “That’s the 
softening in support that 
you’re seeing. We are con-
cerned, and that’s why we 
are reaching out to voters 
that we think naturally will 
support an increase to the 
minimum wage.”

Proponents pointed to 
recent studies showing the 
state’s $20 fast-food min-
imum wage, which began 
in April, had little effect on 
employment in that indus-
try, and only raised menu 
prices by about 3.7%. 

California did have 
slower growth than the 
nation this year, but Jerry 
Nickelsburg, an econo-
mist who directs the UCLA 
Anderson Forecast, said 
that’s unusual and he’s pre-
dicted the state’s economy 
will again grow faster next 
year.

The  s ta te ’s  unem-
ployment rate is 5.3%, 
higher than the nation’s 
4.1%. Nickelsburg says 

that’s only in small part 
influenced by recent 
minimum wage hikes. 
U n e m p l o y m e n t  i n 
California, he said, is 
driven mostly by down-
s i z ing  in  t ech  and 
entertainment,  higher 
wages and reduced reli-
ance on delivery drivers 
since the pandemic-era 
peak of online ordering and 
two stormy winters that put 
many farm laborers out of 
work. 

“All of those (factors) 
will dissipate over time,” 
he said. 

Mark Baldassare, state-
wide survey director for 
the Public Policy Institute, 
said he suspects likely vot-
ers who were surveyed are 
confused by the relative 
lack of a vocal campaign 
for the measure.

After pouring $10 mil-
lion into qualifying the 
measure for the ballot in 
2022, the measure’s author 
Joe Sanberg, a startup 
investor and anti-poverty 
advocate, resisted some 
labor advocates’ calls to 
withdraw the measure this 
year. But he still appeared 
to take a step back from 
formal campaigning, tell-
ing CalMatters in August 
that the message of work-
ers needing higher pay to 
afford living in California 

would sell itself naturally.
He closed the proposi-

tion’s campaign account 
earlier this year. Aside 
from money in a campaign 
account tied to Los Angeles 
Ci ty  Counci lmember 
Kevin de León, who sup-
ports the proposition 
along with two other mea-
sures, the measure hardly 
raised any funds this year 
until Sanberg donated 
about $100,000 this week. 
(Groups opposing the mea-
sure have raised more than 
$700,000 this year.)

The ballot, which for 
the first time this year 
lists supporters and oppo-
nents of propositions, does 
not include the name of 
any organizations push-
ing for Prop. 32. The state 
Chamber of Commerce, 
Restaurant Association and 
Grocers Association are 
listed as opponents. 

“Here’s the thing about 
ballot propositions and 
initiatives in particular: 
People are cautious about 
voting ‘yes’ on them,” 
Baldassare said. “If it’s on 
the ballot, the question is, 
why? Who put it there? 
Who’s supporting it?”

A spokesperson for 
the Secretary of State’s 
office told CalMatters that 
Sanberg declined to list 
himself or another group as 

the supporters. Sanberg did 
not respond to a request for 
comment. 

Greco called the cam-
paign “more of a grassroots 
effort.” But the quiet cam-
paign drew cri t icism 
from a statewide union 
group. In 2016, unions 
were instrumental in mus-
cling political support 
for a series of minimum 
wage increases that made 
California the first state in 
the nation to require $15 an 
hour. 

“We support an increase 
in the minimum wage,” 
said Lorena Gonzalez, 
leader of the California 
Labor Federation, which 
endorsed the measure. “We 
still support Prop. 32. But 
we’re disappointed there’s 
been very little activity 
from the campaign.” � H

DO YOU KNOW THESE GUYS?
What To Do If You’re Involved in a Hit & Run Crash

“Hit & Run” accidents are on the rise statewide and the issue has become severe in Los Angeles, Ba-
kersfield, Oakland and Sacramento. Hit & Run is a crime that can be charged as a misdemeanor or may 
be charged as a felony depending on the facts.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - 
Demand for local hotel 
rooms is  reaching a 
more normal level after a 
post-pandemic boost, the 
director of tourism agency 
Explore Elk Grove said at 
the Oct. 23 Elk Grove City 
Council meeting.

In Explore Elk Grove’s 
annual report on its per-
formance in fiscal year 
2 0 2 3 - 2 4 ,  E x e c u t i v e 
Director Aaryn Val also 
announced that her agency 
had helped secure a major 
swimming competition to 
be held next year.

The city of Elk Grove 
created Explore  Elk 
Grove and the associ-
ated Elk Grove Tourism 
and Marketing District in 
2015. The marketing dis-
trict assesses a fee on hotel 
room charges, which funds 
Explore Elk Grove’s pro-
motional efforts.

“Year over year, our 
team collaborates closely 
with the community, 
small-business owners, 
event producers, tourna-
ment directors and so many 
more, and together we 
unveil Elk Grove’s unique 
story (and) generate hotel 
revenue, tax dollars and 
economic impact that 

benefits our community as 
a whole,” Val said.

Hotel occupancy rates in 
Elk Grove “are still strong 
but they have been normal-
izing,” following trends 
seen across the state, Val 
said. She attributed this 
trend to economic pres-
sures, changing travel 
patterns and a fall-off 
in “revenge travel” that 
occurred after the end of 
COVID-19 restrictions.

In 2023-24, the city’s 
hotel occupancy was at 
77%, and the average daily 
room rate was about $146. 
Room revenue reached 
$27.8 million, and the rev-
enue per occupied room 
was nearly $114.

The visitor statistics 
showed that the vast major-
ity of Elk Grove guests 
are from California, with 
Nevada as a distant sec-
ond. Nearly 59% are repeat 
visitors.

Val said visitors to Elk 
Grove spent $94.6 million. 
According to credit report-
ing agency TransUnion, 

credit card users spent 
an average of $183 per 
cardholder.

Much midweek travel 
is for business, Val said, 
while “a lot of travel on 
weekends is for sports 
tournaments.” She said 
the business travel “really 
drives hotels and the reve-
nues high.”

Val highlighted a future 
s w i m m i n g  c o m p e t i -
tion that is returning to 
the city after three years. 
The Western Zones Age 
Group Championship 
will be held in 2025 at 
District56 through a part-
nership between Explore 
Elk Grove and Elk Grove 
Aquatics Club.

Explore Elk Grove has 
raised engagement with its 
online marketing materi-
als, Val said, citing an 88% 
increase in website ses-
sions and a 79% increase 
in website users. Its list-
ings for local businesses 
received nearly 14,500 
clicks.

“Thank you for all of 

the great work that you 
continue to do in elevat-
ing Elk Grove’s brand to a 
wider audience. I sincerely 
appreciate it,” Mayor 
Bobbie Singh-Allen said.

Local Transit  
Usage Rebounds

Local bus ridership 
fully recovered from the 
pandemic in fiscal year 
2022-23,  Sacramento 
Regional Transit District 
(SacRT) Director  of 
Planning Anthony Adams 
told City Council.

He said that local bus 
ridership from July 2022 to 
June 2023 was 16% higher 
than it was in Fiscal Year 
2018-19.

Much of that recovery 
came from the district’s 
program offering free rides 
to students, which dou-
bled student ridership from 
2018-19 to 2022-23.

While local buses are 
doing well, other SacRT 
services in Elk Grove have 
lost ridership compared to 
2019 levels, despite some 

gains since the depths 
of the pandemic. For 
example, commuter bus 
ridership dropped from 
nearly 372,100 in 2018-
19 to 75,600 in 2022-23. 
In the same period, over-
all ridership went from 
about 754,900 to 512,600, 
a decrease of 32%. While 
transit within Elk Grove is 
relatively available, Adams 
said, it is harder to get tran-
sit out of Elk Grove.

Adams said SacRT is 
discontinuing its SmaRT 
Ride ride-sharing service 
due to high costs, with 
plans to replace it with 
a program called SacRT 
Flex, focused on vulnera-
ble populations.

Looking to the future, 
Adams said Elk Grove will 
be a major focus as SacRT 
performs a comprehen-
sive review of operations. 
Adams also raised the pos-
sibility of extending light 
rail into the city from 
Cosumnes River College; 
a feasibility study on the 
topic will be completed in 
early 2026.

Councilmember Darren 
Suen appreciated the light 
rail plans, bringing up 
the concept of an express 
line bypassing the college 
on the way to Elk Grove. 
Adams replied that SacRT 
is looking at ways of 

increasing its speed.
Vice-Mayor Rod Brewer 

asked how the district is 
transitioning to SacRT 
Flex. Adams said that 
SacRT has already held 
two open houses on the 
change, with a virtual out-
reach event planned for 
Nov. 6. (For more infor-
mation, visit sacrt.com/
visual-composer-13850). 
Adams added that SacRT 
would work to ensure that 
eligible riders are aware of 
the change.

Singh-Allen, who is a 
SacRT board member, said 
she appreciates the dis-
trict’s focus on Elk Grove 
and acknowledged the 
room to improve transit 
options out of the city.

In other business, City 
Council voted 5-0 to add 
five new properties to the 
Elk Grove Register of 
Historic Resources. These 
properties join 49 other 
properties on the register.

Four of the proper-
ties are maintained by Elk 
Grove Historical Society at 
Elk Grove Regional Park, 
including Rhoads School. 
The fifth is the Kunsting 
Residence on Bilby Road, 
a 19th-century home that 
“embodies the distinc-
tive characteristics” of its 
Queen Anne architectural 
style. � H

Kings Korner

Is there panic in Sactown? Angry fans? 
How about just plain dismay?

My response would be no one should 
panic two games into the regular season.

Do you have the right to be angry? Of 
course you do, but dismay is probably better 
and it’s a practical emotion when you con-
sider that the hometown ballers lost every 
preseason game and have now opened the 
season with a dismal 0-2 record.

More puzzling than the zero-win Kings, 
however, is trying to figure out what is 
going through the mind of former coach of 
the year Mike Brown.

After losing to the Timberwolves in a 
game that, by my estimation, the Kings 
should have won, coach Brown relegated 
his protégé Keon Ellis to the end of the 
bench. Arguably the Kings best defender 
sat out the entire game with no explanation 
from the head coach.

While the Lakers ran off 21 unanswered 
points to start the fourth quarter, and the 
Kings allowed Lebron James to literally 
take over the game by himself, defensive 
standout Keon Ellis cooled his heels and 
watched Lebron show the Kings how to 
shoot 3-point baskets.

From a fans perspective it was hard 
to watch, but by all accounts, the game 
was ostensibly over. But no, the Sactown 
boys came roaring back to make the game 
a dogfight, and with less than a minute 
remaining, Sacramento needed only a stop, 
and a 2-point shot to tie the score.

Sadly, as in the Minnesota game, this 
one would slip away too, but the question 
remains, why was Keon Ellis conspicuously 
absent when defense was so sorely needed.

After being awarded coach of the year 
two seasons ago, Mike Brown had arguably 
one of his worst coaching performances last 
season, as the Kings were eliminated in the 
play-in series. 

What contributed to the abrupt ending 
was in large part the frenetic way coach 
Brown managed his bench all season. 

Previously much heralded Davion 
Mitchell never received consistent minutes 
off the bench, and like Keon Ellis just dis-
covered, was listed as did-not-play (DNP) 
in the box score too many times.

This should be perplexing for any fan, 

but in fairness to coach Brown, I sim-
ply want to hear from him the reasoning 
behind these moves.

Surely there is a cogent reason for start-
ing Keon Ellis in the first game of the 
season, and then putting him on the bench 
for the entire game against the Lakers.

It was obvious the Kings had no answer 
for defending Lebron James, so why not 
let Mr. defense Keon Ellis have a try? 

In the past I have given coach Brown a 
lot of credit for bringing Ellis along, and 
certainly taking a player from the G league 
to starting on an NBA squad is worthy 
of praise.

But please answer the question. Why is 
Keon out, completely! 

This is exactly what happened to fan 
favorite Davion Mitchell, and now he 
plays for another NBA team.

I don’t expect coach Brown to reveal 
every element of his coaching strategy, 
but lineup changes make for obvious 
questions.

At the end of the day, the fans are poised 
to forgive it all for a win Monday night 
over the Portland Trail Blazers.

As I said before, this is not the time to 
panic, but it is time for the coaching team 
to make some practical decisions, which 
should include playing the best players 
we have.

Inserting newcomer Doug McDermott 
into the Minnesota game to start the fourth 
quarter was a real head scratcher, and 
although like most Kings fans, I’m curi-
ous to see what he can do, bringing in a 
new player in the heat of the fourth quarter 
seemed questionable at best.

I would love to see McDermott get some 
minutes off the bench but getting him some 
playing time earlier in the game seems like 
a more practical approach, so let’s keep our 
fingers crossed that we’ll see Doug on the 
hardwood sometime soon.

King’s fans let’s bring our A game to the 
arena Monday night (after press time) and 
root our gladiators onto their first win of 
the season. Positivity is the name of the 
game, so let’s enjoy this one together!

Tell me, did you have a frightening 
Halloween? Were you visited by a slew of 
goblins and ghosts?

If you thought that day was frighten-
ing, brace yourselves for the election next 
Tuesday.  A good many of us are abso-
lutely terrified who might win. I’ll admit, 
I’m scared, too.

Fortunately, I found some clarity about 
our elected power in an incident recorded 
in the eleventh chapter of Mark’s Gospel, 
v. 31 and following.

In the account, you read that Jesus leads 
his parade of followers toward Jerusalem, 
when he decides to share with them a pre-
diction of absolute terror.

Jesus prophesizes, he’s about to be 
mocked, flogged and killed. And three 
days later he will rise.

What follows is a request from two 

of his main men, James and John. The 
request seems to be the perfect example 
of a non sequitur speech – a conclusion 
or statement that does not logically follow 
from the previous argument or statement.

James and John interrupt Jesus’ ghoul-
ish talk with, “Can we get a seat in your 
Kingdom cabinet, one on the left of you 
and the other on the right?”

These guys are all about me. Me. Me. 
Can’t it be me in power with you?

Jesus is like, sure, you’ll get a piece 
of this, too. For following me, you’ll be 
“drinking out of the same cup.”

Jesus wasn’t talking about happy hour 
here. He was saying, following me has a 
cost you might not want to pay.

But here’s where Jesus speaks the truth 
to James and John as they seem to seek the 
power then being held by only the influen-
tial rulers and religious leaders.

Jesus gets in his disciples’ faces and 
tells them. “You’ve observed how godless 
rulers throw their weight around,” he said, 
“and when people get a little power how 

quickly it goes to their heads.”
He points out that Christ-followers have 

to be different. “It can’t be the same with 
you. Whoever wants to be great must 
become a servant.

“That’s what I’ve done,” he explains, “I 
came to serve, not to be served.”

Power is not the model we follow. 
Instead, Jesus is showing we wield ulti-
mate power only when we set ourselves 
aside.

We employ true power by serving. But 
if we serve only to climb a ladder, we will 
fall. We must serve only for the sake of 
service — even to the point of giving our 
lives away.

Jesus was patient with James and John 
in their misguided search for power. And 
as one who sometimes follows the fame, I 
count his patience as good news for me. I 
just might have a chance as well.

So, if you count yourself as a ser-
vant this election day, let your ballot fall 
silently into the ballot box and return to 
service.

And, I must point out, if you’re voting 
to bring Jesus into power, he doesn’t want 
that power. If all we seek in this election is 
a shortcut to Christian power, we only do 
damage to ourselves or those around us.

The winners this election year will be 
the ones who serve. Not the ones who 
demand they be served.

That’s not how Christians roll. We don’t 
roll with power; we roll with Jesus.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - 
On Friday, Oct. 25, the 
Pleasant Grove High 
School Eagles hosted the 
Elk Grove Thundering 
Herd at Sheldon-Pleasant 
G r o v e  C o m m u n i t y 
Stadium. The two high 
school campuses are a 
mere 3.5 miles apart but 
the two approaches to the 
game plan were worlds 
apart.  The Herd fea-
tured a punishing ground 
attack led by senior quar-
terback David Hale while 
the Eagles relied on the 
passing arm and decision 
making of senior quarter-
back Cole Davis.

The Herd and Eagles 
entered the game ranked 
No. 2 and No. 3 in the 
Delta League, respectively. 
The Eagles came out with 
a hard-fought victory, 
winning 31-14 and avoid-
ing a decade-long losing 
streak against the Herd. 
The Eagles victory also 
snapped Elk Grove’s six-
game win streak.

The first half of the 
game saw a see-saw scor-
ing affair with each team 
taking advantage of an 
opponent’s fumble to score 
a touchdown plus an extra 
point. Then the Herd put 
together an impressive run-
laden drive that took up 
almost the entire first quar-
ter and resulted in seven 
points. With eight minutes 
left in the second quarter 
the Eagles embarked on a 
drive that started on their 
own 25-yard line and fea-
tured a balance of passes 
and runs. The drive was 

aided by two separate 
penalties on the defense 
and included a success-
ful fourth and 10 play. The 
Eagles’ drive was capped 
off by a touchdown pass by 
Davis. The successful extra 
point brought the score to 
14-14. That score would 
hold through the rest of the 
second quarter.

The third quarter started 
with the Herd kicking off 
to the Eagles. The Eagles’ 
offense started at their 
own 33-yard line and put 
together an impressive 
drive, picking through the 
Herd defense with a pre-
cise passing attack. The 
drive resulted in a 19-yard 
touchdown pass. The extra 
point was good, bringing 
the score to 21-14. 

The Herd got the ball 
back on the ensuing kickoff 
and turned to their pow-
erful running game. The 
Herd’s series of hard runs 
advanced the ball deep into 

Eagles territory but they 
were ultimately stopped on 
a fourth down attempt and 
turned the ball back over to 
the Eagles.

Both teams then traded 
possessions ending in 
punts as the game clock 
crept into the fourth quar-
ter. With six minutes 
remaining in the game, the 
Eagles took advantage of 
good field position, driving 
into the Herd red zone with 

an array of passes. Faced 
with a fourth and goal from 
the Herd 6-yard line, the 
Eagles elected for a suc-
cessful field goal attempt, 
making the score 24-14.

With three minutes 
remaining, the Herd took 
over but had their drive 
derailed by an intercep-
tion. The Eagles chose not 
to run time off the clock, 
but instead go for a long 
pass from Cole that was 

successful for a touch-
down. An extra point 
sealed the deal for the 
Eagles. Cole ended the 
day with three touchdown 
passes to three different 
receivers.

After the game, Pleasant 
Grove Head Coach Josh 
Crabtree reflected on the 
big win over cross-town 
rival Elk Grove High. 

“They are the gold stan-
dard for football in this 

community.” Crabtree said, 
pointing to the Elk Grove 
sideline. 

“It’s not about me; it’s 
not about the old men in 
khaki pants and polo shirts; 
it’s about these kids,” 
Crabtree went on to say. 
“These kids decided to 
believe in themselves. I’ve 
been blessed to have a seat 
and watch all of this this 
stuff happen.”

“Emotionally and phys-
iologically, to beat that 
team in gold helmets 
means everything to these 
kids.” Crabtree added.

Crabtree spoke about 
some of the special plays 
and players from the game. 

“Cole Davis at quar-
terback made a couple 
really, really big throws. 
Our defense all year, this 
is our sixth win with four 
shutouts defensively; they 
made Elk Grove earn every 
inch tonight,” Crabtree 
explained. “Our defense is 
going to keep us in every 
game: Roman Patterson, 
Maddox Ali, Erik Clark. 
I could go down the list 
of these guys who have 
made a commitment to not 
accept anything less than 
their best.”

“It’s good to see them 
smile; it’s good to see them 
validated; it’s good to see 
them get that paycheck. 
… This is one that these 
kids will remember until 
the day they die.” Crabtree 
concluded.

Next up, Elk Grove will 
host Monterey Trail at 5 
p.m. Friday, Nov. 1, while 
Pleasant Grove will wel-
come Laguna Creek at 
7:15 p.m. Friday, Nov.1, 
after press time. � H

E lk  Grove  Mayor 
Bobbie Singh-Allen, Vice-
Mayor Rod Brewer and 
Ci ty  Counci lmember 
Darren Suen read out a 
proclamation for Filipino 
American Heritage Month.

M u r r a y  N a v a r r o , 
president of Fil ipino 
Community of Sacramento 
and Vicinity, described 
plans to build a Filipino 
community center at the 
corner of 66th Avenue and 
East Southgate Drive.

The first of the story-
tellers, Cheena Moslen, 
encouraged listeners to 
take off the “masks” they 
present to hide their trou-
bles. Moslen serves as an 
educational equity coach 
for Elk Grove Unified 
School District and for-
merly taught theater and 
English.

“I want to live an 
authentic life, I want to live 
where I can be exactly who 
I want to be, and I want to 
encourage the next gen-
eration of folks to not be 
afraid,” Moslen said.

Community organizer 
Megan Sapigao recalled 
watching Elk Grove evolve 
demographically; her fam-
ily moved to the city when 
she was in high school.

“I saw when Elk Grove 
became a city and I saw it 
became diverse,” Sapigao 
said.

Sapigao serves as a 
board member on the 
Sac ramen to  F i l ip ino 
Political Action Committee 
and has taken leadership 
roles in multiple other 
Filipino groups.

During the COVID-19 
pandemic, Sapigao helped 
form the Sacramento API 
Regional Network, aiding 
area Asian Americans and 
Pacific Islanders.

“When the pandemic 
hit, it was a scary time for 
Filipinos, No. 1, because 
we were on the front lines 
as nurses and essential 
workers,” Sapigao said. 
“No. 2, we’re an aging 

population.”
Sapigao was involved in 

programs to get COVID-
19 testing, vaccines and 
resources in Filipino lan-
guages, which she said 
promoted equity.

“Equity is meeting folks 
that are closest to the pain 
where they need to be 
met,” Sapigao said.

The final speaker of the 
night was Melissa Javinar, 

middle school princi-
pal at Sol Aureus College 
Preparatory, who described 
the challenges of growing 
up Filipino American in 
Southern California in the 
1980s.

“I always felt like I was 
balancing two worlds at 
home because my par-
ents spoke to us in English 
but they also spoke to us 
in Tagalog,” Javinar said, 

adding that she didn’t 
know the English names of 
some vegetables until third 
grade. 

“I was never fully 
Filipino, and I was never 
fully American, and it 
wasn’t until I became an 
adult and moved away 
from home that I learned 
that I didn’t need to be one 

or the other. That was the 
beauty of being Fil-Am.”

She concluded her talk 
by calling on elders to 
reach out to youth, and 
vice versa.

“Let’s make sure that 
this culture continues, not 
for ourselves but for our 
kids and our future gener-
ations,” Javinar said. � H

Bring the 
feral cats in for free spay, 
neutering, vaccination and 
an ear tip, which shows 
these procedures have been 
done. Then you return the 
feral cat to where it was 
picked up.

Yes, there is a charge for 

scooping up your darling 
new pets and taking them 
home. Look online at elk-
grovecity.org under Animal 
Services to find the differ-
ent fees depending on what 
type of animal you adopt. 

Watch for special sales. 
If an animal is not adopted 
in 60 days, often the fees 
are waived altogether.

However, this new mem-
ber of your family likely 
will give you hours of 
priceless pleasure. Your 
dog runs to enthusiastically 

greet you the minute you 
step in the door and will 
help you get lots of walk-
ing exercise. Your kitten 
curls up on your lap as you 
watch the evening news.
