ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - We all need 
life essentials: food, clothing and 
shelter. The Elk Grove Food Bank 
helps to care for two of those basic 
needs, food and clothing. They serve 
low-income families, homeless and 
disabled people, migrant workers, 
seniors and children. 

“Each month, an average of 8,000 
people receive help from the food 
bank,” said Valerie Erwin, commu-
nity outreach manager for the Elk 
Grove Food Bank. “In October, the 
center assisted 8,985 people.”

Where does the money come from 
for funding a large project like this? 
The nonprofit organization annually 
applies for a grant from the City of 
Elk Grove. Generous private donors 
in the community help fund the 
operation. Sponsorship from indi-
viduals, businesses, corporate and 
private foundations, civic and reli-
gious groups help as well.

Grocery stores Safeway, Trader 
Joe’s, Nugget, Sprouts, Walmart, 
Sam’s Club and Save Mart donate 
fresh produce, foodstuffs, paper tow-
els and toilet paper.

“We look at the ‘sell by’ date. We 
make sure all of the food we dispense 

is the same quality we would put on 
our own table,” Erwin said.

Of the increased need for help 
during COVID-19, Erwin said, “It 
was like the floodgates opened. 
People lost their jobs and were strug-
gling to survive. We thought once the 
epidemic was over we would slow 
down, but now many people were 
behind and became the working poor. 
Receiving free food and clothing 
helps to relieve some of their finan-
cial burden.”

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CALIFORNIA (MPG) - Due to 
the requirements outlined 
in Assembly Bill 3184, the 
Nov. 5 General Election 
results cannot be certified 
in California until Dec. 3, 
at the earliest. AB 3184 
establishes specific time-
lines and procedures for 
certifying election results 
in California. 

Certification for the 
Nov. 5 general election is 
expected to be completed 
Dec. 3.

While the first release of 
results happened just after 
8 p.m. Nov. 5 (Election 
Day), those results are in 
no way final. 

The county Elections 
Office has been tabulat-
ing ballots since two weeks 
ago and the first release of 
results will only be inclu-
sive of Vote by Mail and 
Vote Center ballots that 
are returned and processed 
through Nov. 4.

The second repor t 
includes results from the 
Vote Centers on Election 
Day and is issued shortly 
after 10 p.m. Nov. 5, after 
press time, with subsequent 
updates approximately 
every two hours, if needed, 
until all Vote Centers have 
reported. 

California allows for 28 
days after elections to cer-
tify the election, in addition 
to seven days after Election 
Day to receive a mail ballot 
postmarked by Nov. 5. 

The second report on 
Nov. 5 will include results 
from the Vote Centers 
on Election Day and will 
be issued by 10 p.m., 
with subsequent updates 
approximately every two 
hours, if needed, until all 
Vote Centers have reported 
(Elections Code 15151(b)).  

The first interim report 
will be posted by 4:15 p.m. 
on Nov. 8 and will contain 
results from Vote by Mail 
ballots and provisional bal-
lots received timely. 

Subsequent reports will 
be updated every Tuesday 
and Friday until certifica-
tion is complete, which is 
expected to be Dec. 3.

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, 
CA (MPG) - Sacramento 
Regional Transit (SacRT) 
recently announced several 
grant awards, totaling more 
than $105 million, that will 
benefit Sacramento com-
muters, public transit riders 
and the environment.

  First, on Oct. 23, 
SacRT announced that 
the  Cal i fornia  Sta te 

Transportation Agency 
has awarded SacRT $29 
million in grant fund-
ing through the Transit 
and Intercity Rail Capital 
Program. The grant fund-
ing will be used for several 
high priority light rail 
projects. Funding for the 
program comes from the 
federal Greenhouse Gas 
Reduction Fund which was 
created and funded through 
the Inflation Reduction Act 
of 2022.

According to SacRT, the 
projects, once complete, 

will offer significant bene-
fits, including a reduction 
of 78,032 metric tons of 
CO2 equivalent in green-
house gases, a decrease of 
250 million vehicle miles 
traveled, $160,722,974 in 
passenger travel cost sav-
ings and the support of 984 
full-time equivalent jobs. 

“This funding will allow 
us to continue advancing 
our vision of a more con-
nected, accessible, and 
sustainable transit system 
for all Sacramento res-
idents,” said Henry Li, 

SacRT General Manager/
CEO. “We are excited to 
work with our partners to 
bring these projects to life, 
and we look forward to 
seeing the positive impact 
on our community.” 

Light rail projects sup-
ported through this grant 
funding include:

New Low-Floor  
Light Rail Vehicles 
SacRT will  replace 

aging high-floor light 
rail vehicles with new

SacRT Receives More Than $105 Million in Grants

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state-of-the-art S700 low-floor light rail 
vehicles from Siemens Mobility. SacRT 
previously ordered 45 of these new light 
rail cars, with the first 20 already in ser-
vice on the Gold Line. This new grant 
funding will assist with the purchase of 10 
additional new low-floor light rail vehi-
cles, bringing the total to 55. 

Light Rail Station Conversions 
on the Blue Line 

SacRT is converting 17 of the 19 light 
rail stations along the Blue Line to accom-
modate the height requirement of the new 
low-floor light rail vehicles, making the 
system more accessible by eliminating the 
need to climb stairs to board the vehicles. 
With this new grant funding, SacRT will 
be able to complete station conversions 
at all light rail stations. Learn more about 
this project at sacrt.com/modernization.  

New Dos Rios Light Rail Station 
A partnership between SacRT, the 

City of Sacramento and the Sacramento 
Housing and Redevelopment Agency 
(SHRA), the new Dos Rios Station on the 
Blue Line will serve as a key part of the 
Twin Rivers-River District transformation. 
This project aims to provide connectivity 
to the historically isolated area, integrat-
ing transit access with Mirasol Village, a 
new development offering 427 low-in-
come units and market-rate housing. The 
vision for the River District includes 
increased access to jobs, services and cul-
tural amenities, creating a vibrant gateway 

to downtown Sacramento. Learn more 
about the project at sacrt.com/dosrios. 

Horn Road Light Rail 
Station and Complete Streets 

Improvements 
SacRT is working with the City of 

Rancho Cordova and Sacramento County 
on “complete streets” projects along 
Folsom Boulevard, creating safer and 
more accessible routes for bicyclists and 
pedestrians near the future Horn Road 
Station. Rancho Cordova’s streetscape 
work and the design of a new Class IV 
Bike Trail will further connect the station 
to regional bike paths like the American 
River Bike Trail. 

Transition to Digital Fare 
Technology 

SacRT is transitioning to a digital fare 
system through the Cal-ITP Platform 
Validator and Smart Fare Vending 
Machine, in partnership with the CCJPA. 
This will streamline fare payments and 
transfers between SacRT services and 
Capitol Corridor trains, providing a 
more seamless experience for riders. 
SacRT plans to extend this template to 
other regional rail services, such as ACE 
and San Joaquins trains, making travel 
throughout Northern California easier and 
more efficient. 

Then on Oct. 30, SacRT announced the 
Federal Transit Administration’s award 
of approximately $76 million in Capital 
Investment funds. The federally funded 
Capital Investment grant program funds 

transit capital investments, including 
heavy rail, commuter rail, light rail, street-
cars and bus rapid transit. 

The grant award will enable SacRT to 
purchase new hydrogen fuel cell buses, 
replace aging fleet vehicles, construct a 
permanent hydrogen fueling station, mod-
ernize a key bus maintenance facility and 
establish a workforce development pro-
gram to train local workers in maintaining 
and operating the advanced zero-emission 
buses. 

As part of the grant award announce-
ment, SacRT hosted a ceremonial 
ribbon-cutting event at the site of the new 
bus facility to be funded through the grant. 
Several local elected officials and digni-
taries attended the event and shared their 
thoughts.

“This investment solidifies SacRT’s 

commitment to a greener, more sustainable 
future,” said SacRT General Manager/
CEO Henry Li. “The new hydrogen fuel 
cell buses and modernized facilities will 
significantly reduce our carbon footprint 
while enhancing service for our riders. We 
are grateful for the federal partnership and 
the strong support from our congressional 
representatives.” 

SacRT acknowledged the bus ser-
vice improvement projects are made 
possible through strong partnerships 
with the California Air Resources 
Board, Sacramento Area Council of 
Governments, Sacramento Metropolitan 
Air Quality Management District, Center 
for Transportation and the Environment, 
New Flyer of America, American River 
College, Clean Cities Coalition and the 
County and City of Sacramento. � H

is offering a Certified 
Cal i fornia  Natura l i s t 
course in early 2025. 
Instruction focuses on the 
Berryessa Snow Mountain 
National Monument region 
while providing partic-
ipants with skills and 

resources that are applica-
ble anywhere to increase 
their knowledge, under-
standing and enjoyment of 
the natural world. 

The Certified California 
Naturalist course is pre-
sented by Tuleyome 
in partnership with the 
University of California 
extension program. 

This 10-week course is 
offered from January to 
March 2025, with classes 
occurring on 10 consecu-
tive Fridays plus at least 

three field trips. Friday 
classes will be held at the 
UC Davis campus. 

No advanced degrees or 
previous naturalist experi-
ence is required. 

The UC California 
Naturalist Program intro-
duces Californians to the 
wonders of our unique 
ecology and engages the 
public in study and stew-
ardship of California’s 
natural  communit ies .  
The program uses a sci-
ence curriculum, hands-on 

learning, problem-solving, 
citizen science and com-
munity service to instill a 
deep appreciation for the 
natural communities of the 
state and to inspire individ-
uals to become stewards of 
their local resources. 

In addition to in-per-
son instruction, students 
are required to attend 
field trips in the Berryessa 
Snow Mountain National 
Monument region. 

Field trips consist of 
low-impact walking trips 

and auto-tours, so they are 
suitable for all fitness lev-
els. Impromptu walks are 
also often provided by the 
instructors as time permits 
to give participants even 

more experience in the 
field.

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limit is set on commodities 
according to how much is 
available. Then, as peo-
ple come in, they can pick 
out the items they need and 
can use.

At the facility, there is 
also a free clothes closet. 
Again, volunteers sort by 
size and type of clothing. 
The Food Bank partners 
with the schools and pro-
vides, for example, a coat 
when the weather gets 
colder. The clothes closet 
also provides interview 
clothes for adults.

Two shifts work each 
day, rotating the hundreds 
of volunteers in the ware-
house. This doesn’t include 
the volunteers at The 
Clothes Closet, offsite pro-
grams and special events.

An outreach to low-in-
come seniors housing 
brings food each month 
to various facilities in Elk 
Grove. 

On Oct. 24, the loaded 
van pulled up at Arborview 
Senior apartments and 
residents were greeted 
by Vanessa Brown, Elk 
Grove Food Bank program 
coordinator.

Brown reminded resi-
dents, “Your Thanksgiving 
turkey and the trim-
mings will be delivered on 
Saturday, Nov. 23rd. Also, 
there’s a cooking class at 
11:30, so you know how to 
use some of these things.”

Included in shopping 
carts that day were edi-
bles such as eggs, cheese, 
chicken, apple juice, car-
rots, zucchini, spinach, 
walnuts, whole wheat 
bread and more, plus paper 
towels and toilet paper.

Volunteers such as Joe 
and Kelly Allen take on 
two- to three-and-a-half-
hour shifts to transport, set 
up supplies and help dis-
pense items at low-income 
senior properties. Those 

who can’t make it down 
to the meeting room have 
their supplies delivered to 
their apartments.

“My job at Blue Shield 
allows me to take off time 
during the day to help with 
this service,” Kelly said.

If you would like to vol-
unteer, register at https//
www.signupgenius.com 
and attend an orientation 
session to qualify. All you 
need is a willing spirit, be 
ambulatory and in good 
health.

The food bank especially 
needs volunteers this time 
of the year to help distrib-
ute turkeys and trimmings 
to households in need.

Another way to help is 
by donating food. The food 

bank has a goal of giv-
ing out 1,000 turkeys this 
year. Other needed items 
are listed on its website. 
Donations are accepted 
8:30 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
Mondays through Fridays 
and 8:30 a.m. to noon 
Saturdays.

Cash, check or credit 
card donations can be 
taken to the office on Kent 
Street from 10 a.m. to 3 
p.m. Mondays through 
Fridays. Or you can mail 
a check to P.O. Box 1447 
Elk Grove, CA, 95759.

What a difference a week makes. 
Entering last week, the Sacramento Kings 
had lost all of their preseason games, and 
the first two games of the regular season.

Enter the Portland Trailblazers on Oct. 
28 and the home crowd was treated to 
what everyone had envisioned the new 
and improved Sacramento Kings would 
look like.

DeMar DeRozan carved up the defen-
sive of the Trailblazers along with point 
guard DeAaron Fox for 23 and 24 points 
respectively, but the real key was the way 
DeRozan got to his spots and made his 
mid-range game look easy.

Combined with the lightning quick-
ness of Fox, this tandem poses a threat to 
opposing defenses every night, and other 
teams had better bring their “A” game 
when they come to Sac Town.

Finally breaking into the win column 
and lighting the beam for the first time in 
the 2024/2025 campaign, lifted a heavy 
weight off the shoulders of the Kings 
players and fans alike, but the week was 
not over. Convincing victories on the road 
over Utah and the Atlanta Hawks gave the 
Kings a three-game winning streak and 
lifted the team over 500.

DeRozan looked like a natural fit as the 
Kings made victories over the Jazz and 
Hawks look pedestrian, and had the Kings 
been able to shoot a little better from 
the charity stripe, it’s entirely possible 
the overtime loss to the Toronto Raptors 
could have been the Kings 4th win 
in a row.

Sacramento will wrap up their road 
trip Monday night against the formida-
ble Miami Heat (after press time), but 
it’s obvious that some of the swagger has 
returned to the team.

I’m impressed with DeMar DeRozan 
in nearly every facet of his game, and 
like Malik Monk, DeRozan will be an 
asset and a role model as it relates to free 
throw shooting. An 84% career free throw 
shooter, DeMar has proven his reliabil-
ity at the charity strip, and with the Kings 
coming off the 2023/2024 campaign in the 
cellar of the NBA in free throw shooting, 
adding a 6-time all-star that can shoot free 
throws at a consistently high level, is just 

what the doctor ordered for the Kings.
Big man and double-double king 

Domantas Sabonis, like Fox, has strug-
gled in the past from the free throw line, 
but has looked better so far this season, 
and has raised his average. It’s still early, 
but if both Fox and Sabonis can get to 
80% or better at the line consistently, look 
for Sacramento to be lighting the beam 
with increased regularity.

At 3-3 the Kings may not have a gawdy 
win-loss record, but the last four games 
have given all the fans a positive look at 
what the season can look like.

Although DeRozan has already shown 
he can connect from long range when 
called upon, he consistently passes up 
3-point opportunities for mid-range looks, 
and he is deadly from the 10 to 15-foot 
range. DeMar looks so comfortable in 
mid-range, his stroke is almost effortless, 
and with that kind of confidence, he poses 
a serious late game option to go along 
with Fox and Sabonis.

Shout out to Kevin Huerter who after a 
subpar start in game one, has returned to 
what fans have expected to see, and once 
again, Huerter has shown his acumen 
both beyond the 3-point line, and driving 
to the hoop.

Huerter’s defense has taken a step for-
ward as well, so we’ll give some atta-boys 
to coach Brown for putting Huerter back 
in the starting lineup and sticking with 
him. If we can keep Kevin off the injury 
list, the 2024/2025 season could be a 
breakout year for a popular player with a 
big upside.

More than anything, the recent wins, 
particularly on the road, are spurring a 
higher volume of optimism, and look for 
an already loud arena to get even louder.

For any naysayers that felt it would 
take a long time for newcomer DeMar 
DeRozan to fit in, he is well ahead of 
schedule, and the way he and Fox are 
sharing the ball is a pleasure to watch.

Stay tuned Kings fans. This is what 
you’ve been waiting for, and the best is 
yet to come!

This Veterans Day, I want you to do 
more than just thank a veteran for his or 
her service.

As a veteran of 28 years, I want to chal-
lenge you to go beyond patriotic rhetoric 
by asking some specific questions of the 
veterans you encounter.

First, ask us what we did in military ser-
vice. Don’t worry; our stories aren’t just 
about bombs and bullets and boats. 

For instance, most of us would love to 
tell you about how we deployed on more 
than a few humanitarian missions.

If you ask, we’ll tell about operations 
like “New Horizon,” where we built 
schools, clinics and playgrounds all over 
South America.

Some of us can tell you about cleaning 
up New Orleans after Hurricane Katrina, 
while others will tell you about flying into 
countries devastated by earthquakes or 

tsunamis. 
Ask us what we did, and we might rec-

ollect building runways in the desert, 
pitching tents in the jungle, hot-loading 
a plane, setting up communications links 
in the Australian outback and launching a 
satellite that gave you the cable TV you 
enjoy. 

Get us talking and we’ll tell you 
about fixing planes, loading planes, fly-
ing planes, jumping from planes, fueling 
planes in flight.

As a chaplain, I can tell you about the 
blessings I prayed over planes as well as 
the blessing I had of walking away from a 
plane crash. 

This generation of service members 
might lose you in their technical talk, but I 
assure you they are proud to talk about the 
satellites they control, the drones they fly 
and the cyber warfare they engage. 

After you ask them about what they did, 
ask them where they’ve been.

They’ll likely share their version 
of Johnny Cash’s song, “I’ve Been 
Everywhere.” 

They’ve fil led passports doing 

temporary duty in places like Antigua, 
Ukraine and Djibouti on the Horn of 
Africa.

They’ve flown planes over the North 
Pole, landed them on the South Pole and 
navigated submarines under both.

And yes, they’ve even spent some time 
in “dark sites” that don’t exist. 

They shivered with their families on 
assignment in Minot, N.D., and spent a 
few sweltering years in Fort Huachuca, 
AZ.

My family loved the two years they 
spent in Izmir, Turkey, while other mili-
tary families enjoyed the island seclusion 
of Guam or the Azores.

A few lucky ducks will regale you with 
stories of embassy duty in Paris, London 
or Madrid. 

But if you want to go deep, ask them 
what it means to have served.

If you listen well and they think you’re 
interested, they just might tell you. 

But it’s just as likely they won’t be able 
to tell you. It’s just as likely that there will 
be a hitch in their voice, a mist will form 
in their eyes and they’ll turn away from 

that question.
Don’t get me wrong. They’re proud of 

the things they’ve done and they want to 
share them with you.

But I caution you: There are some 
things they won’t share.

Taking an oath to obey the legal orders 
of those appointed over them meant that 
they also did the unimaginable and for 
some the unspeakable.

I know because they told their chaplain.
They told me about the lives they 

couldn’t save and the lives they had to 
take. They’ve shown me their physical 
wounds and they’ve bared their moral 
wounds. 

Thankfully, the stories of most service-
members run the course of everyday life; 
albeit a life of transfers every two or three 
years, endless inspections and exercises, 
family separations and making ends meet 
on military pay. 

It was a life of long ago, but it was life 
from only yesterday.

ELK GROVE, CA (MPG) - With 
their win over the Pleasant 
Grove Eagles in a wet and 
slippery game at Sheldon-
Pleasant Grove Stadium, 
on Friday, Nov. 1, the 
Laguna Creek Cardinals 
came out victorious by a 
score of 34-19.

Both teams came into 
this ballgame with a 3-3 
Delta League record and 
looking for a win to place 
higher in the seeding for 
the playoffs.

“We’ve talked about 
it all year, about how we 
believe we are a very good 
football team, and our kids 
believe it, our coaching 
staff believes it and I’m 
proud of everybody in this 
group right now because 
we showed up and showed 
out,” head coach of the 
Cardinals Ryan Nill said.

The Cardinals did not 
start on the right foot as the 
Eagles scored quickly on 
their first drive to go up 8-0 
after a touchdown catch 
for senior Jacob Beals, 
who also rushed into the 
endzone for the two-point 
conversion.

“I’ve coached this team 
for a couple of years now 
and just when you think 
things are going to go one 
way, they’re going to go 
another,” head coach of the 
Eagles Josh Crabtree said. 
“It was a great start, but I 
know that team too, that 
team’s got character, they 
got tough kids and they had 
a lot on the line tonight.”

As for the Cardinals, Nill 
said that the motto for his 
team is to persevere despite 
going down early.

“We’ve had a lot of ups 
and downs this year with 
our starting quarterback 
goes down, starting run-
ning back going down, 
we fall behind against this 
team but they don’t quit,” 
Nill said.

The Cardinals responded 
by moving downfield 
resulting in senior quar-
terback Mitchell Labrado 
connecting with junior 
Ryan Eddy for a touch-
down catch to put the game 
within reach at 8-7 after 
the extra point.

Labrado went on to 
complete six of his seven 
attempted passes for 86 
yards and a touchdown. 
Of those six passes, four 
went to Eddy which com-
bined for 58 yards and that 
touchdown.

At this point, the condi-
tions were dry and did not 
affect the running game 
which allowed one of the 
Cardinals biggest offensive 
threats to run loose.

Senior Armon Thorntona 
rushed for 286 yards 

on 36 carries for four 
touchdowns.

He missed a few games 
at the beginning of the 
season due to injury yet 
finished the regular season 
second in rushing yards 
in the Delta League with 
1,065, led the league in 
touchdowns with 21 and 
fifth in total yards with 
1,178.

“I think he’s (Thorntona) 
learned from the peo-
ple before him.” Nill said. 
“He’s watched these guys 
over the years, and he 
learned from those guys 
and then it’s his job to pay 
it forward and be a leader 
for our guys now.”

Thorntona gets a lot of 
credit for his success, but 
Nill made sure to credit his 
offensive line as the reason 

they won the game.
The only offense that the 

Eagles were able to gener-
ate was a field goal in the 
dying seconds of the first 
half to put the game at 
27-11.

The third quarter was 
a mess for both teams, as 
the pouring rain caused 
the ball to slip and fall out 
everywhere. The Cardinals 
and Eagles were not able to 
sustain offensive drives.

“It’s really hard to rep-
licate playing in these 
conditions,” Crabtree said. 
“It’s a factor but here’s my 
thing, it wasn’t raining on 
our side and not on theirs. 
They adjusted to it better.”

The fourth quarter 
brought some adjustments 
and momentum for the 
Eagles as  a  rushing 

touchdown from senior 
Bobby Mitchell put the 
game at 27-19 which 
brought the crowd alive 
with many believing 
that this could create a 
comeback.

“We went into halftime 
today and we were down 
16 points, and I told them I 
want to see fight,” Crabtree 
said. “They competed in 
the second half and I’m 
proud of them and that’s 
the character that this team 
has demonstrated for ten 
weeks.”

With two minutes left 
in the game, this come-
back was put to bed after 
another Thorntona	
touchdown put the game 
out of reach as well as an 
interception by senior Elias 
Cooley, his second of the 

game, ended it with 47 sec-
onds left.

The Cardinals clutched 
up and won four of their 
last five games to clinch 
their spot in the playoffs 
and for Nill it doesn’t mat-
ter who they play in the 
postseason.

“We just want to play, 
we want an opportunity to 
compete in the postseason 
and we secured that oppor-
tunity tonight,” Nill said.

The No. 11 seed means 
they will travel to take on 
the No. 6 seed Turlock 
Bulldogs on Nov. 8 (after 
press time), a team who 
finished their season 7-3 
overall and 5-0 in their 
league.

L a s t  s e a s o n ,  t h e 
Cardinals played postsea-
son football in the Division 
II bracket of the CIF San 
Joaquin Section where they 
were bounced in the first 
round by Del Oro.

This season they have a 
chance at redemption in the 
Division I bracket.

“I think this was a big 
game not just for this year 
but the future of our pro-
gram,” Nill said. “We 
want to continue a win-
ning culture, and we want 
to continue to push.”

As for the Eagles, this 
loss dropped them to a 6-4 
overall record and a 3-3 
league record which led to 
the No. 12 seed for them.

They will travel to take 
on the No. 5 seed Granite 
Bay Grizzlies in the 
Division I bracket on Nov. 
8 (after press time), a team 
who finished with a 7-3 
overall record and a 4-3 
league record.

Last season the Eagles 
also had a first-round exit 
in the playoffs and will 
look to improve on this.

“I’m glad we get an 
eleventh week of foot-
ball because I love them to 
death,” Crabtree said. � H

The  S ie r ra  Va l ley 
Conference champion was 
crowned in the last week of 
the regular season with the 
Pride finishing with a per-
fect 10-0 overall record. 

The run game contin-
ues to put absurd numbers 
on the board, as the Pride 
combined for 356 yards,  
125 from senior Mateo 
Mojica, which was good 
for a touchdown, accord-
ing to MaxPreps. 

Bradshaw Christian's 
other rushing touchdowns 
came courtesy of junior 
Devin Hatcher, senior 
Andrew Love, senior Miles 
McFarland and senior 
Ethan Rickert. 

Although he doesn’t 
throw the ball all too 

often, Ethan Rickert com-
pleted five passes of his 
six attempts for 132 yards 
which resulted in two 
touchdowns. 

Those touchdown passes 
were completed to senior 
Brandon Burden and to 
sophomore Evan Rickert 
for each of their lone 
receptions of the game. 

Mojica also had two 
receptions for 30 yards 
while on defense he had an 
interception and nine total 
tackles. 

The leader in total tack-
les for the game was junior 
Samuel Danilyuk with 
11, while junior Myles 
Damallie had nine. 

Damallie also had a sack 
and so did Evan Rickert 
and Gavin Bloomstine 
which led to the Pride’s 
defense to shut out the 
Wolverines.

The scoring was opened 
by Elk Grove when senior 
quarterback David Hale hit 
sophomore Lance Lewis 
for his only reception of 
the night for a 78-yard 
touchdown to go up 7-0 in 
the first quarter, according 
to MaxPreps. 

Hale would complete 
three of his 11 attempted 
passes for a total of 87 
passing yards, as he was 
the leading rusher for the 
Thundering Herd with 72 
yards on 16 carries. 

In the second quarter, a 
yard-rushing touchdown 
from Austin Maze put the 
Mustangs down 14 points 
with three minutes before 
the half. 

In the dying minute of 
the first half, the Mustangs 
were able to get on the 
board thanks to a four-yard 
rushing touchdown from 
senior D’Adrien Sanders to 
go to halftime at 14-7. 

Sanders would go on to 
rush for 164 yards on 15 
carries and solidify him-
self as the rushing leader 
of the Delta League with a 
total of 1,159 rushing yards 
during the regular season 
with 16 touchdowns.

The Jaguars finished 
with an overall 7-3 record 
and will travel to Elk 
Grove on Nov. 8 for their 
first-round matchup.

The winner of this game 
will take on the No. 1 seed 
Rocklin (after press time). 

The Herd will try to 
improve on their first-
round exit from last season. 

As for the Mustangs, 
they enter the Division I 
CIF Sac-Joaquin Section 
as the No. 7 seed and will 
take on the No. 10 seed 
Lincoln Trojans, who fin-
ished their season with an 
overall 4-6 record, on Nov.

Imagine driving on a 
partially flooded roadway, 
where last year, drivers 
in southern Sacramento 
County experienced this 
life-threatening situation 
firsthand as floodwaters 
engulfed their cars. Or 
fleeing a fast- moving 
wildfire, as hundreds of 
others did, bottlenecked 
on narrow two-lane roads 
with little to no shoulders, 
while emergency respond-
ers struggled to reach 
them.

These scenarios are not 
hypothetical. They con-
tinue to occur in southern 
Sacramento  County, 
where existing roads—
designed decades ago for 
far fewer residents—now 
represent a clear danger. 
Last year,

Sacramento  Metro 
Fire reported perform-
ing over 30 flood rescues 
along area roads due to 
poorly designed drainage 
systems.

When ful ly  bui l t , 

the Capital SouthEast 
Connector will solve 
those problems in south-
ern Sacramento County. 
This modern roadway 
will connect I-5 and Hwy 
99 near Elk Grove to Hwy 
50 in Folsom and the El 
Dorado Hills, providing 
a safer and more reliable 
transportation network.

As our region faces 
the dual dangers of sum-
mer wildfires and winter 
storm flooding, the impor-
tance of this project 
becomes even more evi-
dent. Roadways play a 
huge role in the safety and 
well-being of our com-
munity. The Connector 
is designed to ease traffic 
congestion while forming 
part of a resilient trans-
portation network that 

protects lives, enables 
s w i f t  e m e r g e n c y 
responses, and ensures 
safe evacuations during 
disasters.

Sheriff Jim Cooper 
emphasized the critical 
need for quicker response 
times in emergencies: 
“It’s a safety issue for our 
motoring public and also 
for your first responders. 
We’ve got to get there to 
service those people, and 
those minutes are critical. 
Time is of the essence.”

Sacramento Metro-
politan Fire District 
Assistant Chief John 
Rudnicki echoed this 
concern, noting the impor-
tance of the Connector’s 
Grant Line Road improve-
ments: “When we look at 
the number of fatalities 
and incidents that have 
affected this roadway, we 
can clearly see why it is 
so crucial to make this 
improvement an engi-
neered solution to prevent 
future problems.”

Every second counts in 
an emergency. Whether it 
is a medical crisis, a fire, 
or a flood, first respond-
ers need reliable, safe, 

and efficient routes to 
reach people in need. 
The Capital SouthEast 
Connector will be a cru-
cial thoroughfare for 
emergency vehicles , 
reducing response times 
and ensuring that help 
arrives as quickly as 
possible.

B e y o n d  d a y - t o -
day emergencies, the 
Connector will play a 
pivotal role in regional 
emergency preparedness. 
During disasters like wild-
fires, its wide lanes and 
better access will allow 

for smoother evacuations 
and faster movement of 
emergency personnel 
and heavy equipment. 
Rudnicki recalled the 
devastating Camp Fire in 
Paradise, where poor road 
access severely hindered 
evacuation efforts. “On a 
roadway, we’re worried 
about the smoke, we’re 
worried about the shoul-
der. How do you turn your 
vehicle around if the road 
is narrowing from four 
lanes down to two and 
there’s nowhere to go?” 
he asked.

Winter brings its own 
set of challenges, with 
flooding posing a signif-
icant danger to residents 
and first responders in 
southern Sacramento 
County. As Cooper noted, 
drivers often misjudge the 
depth of floodwaters or 
fail to see warning signs, 
trapping themselves in 
dangerous situations. The 
Connector’s design will 
address these issues with 
improved drainage sys-
tems and clearer signage, 
ensuring that emergency 
vehicles can navigate the 
region safely, regardless 

of weather conditions.
This project has been 

a long time coming, but 
it is now gaining real 
momentum thanks to 
recent federal support. 
“It’s been going on for a 
long time… trickle here, 
trickle there, and never a 
lot of money,”

Cooper reflected, add-
ing, “Finally, we get a lot 
of money.” This much-
needed funding will allow 
us to address the most 
dangerous stretches of 
road and create a safer, 
more resilient network for 
all.

The Capital SouthEast 
Connector is not just a 
transportation project; it 
is a lifeline for our com-
munity. By building a 
roadway that can with-
stand the challenges of 
flooding and wildfires, we 
are ensuring that our res-
idents remain safe and 
connected—no matter 
what challenges lie ahead.

Q What is the Capital 
SouthEast Connector 

Expressway?

A The planned Connector is 
an expressway that will 

link Interstate 5 and Highway 
99 near Elk Grove to Highway 
50 in El Dorado County. The 
new expressway will relieve 
congestion by directing 
commuter and commercial 
traffic around the city on a 
safe expressway. Travelers 
to and from areas south of 
Sacramento will no longer 
need to go through the city to 
get to their destinations. The 
Capital SouthEast Connector 
Expressway also features a 
parallel bike and pedestrian 
trail.

Q Who will benefit from 
the SouthEast Connector 

Expressway when completed?

A The entire region will 
benefit from reduced 

congestion on area highways, 
particularly Hwy 50, and from 
fewer toxic fumes spewing 
from thousands of vehicles 
stuck in traffic. Southeastern 
Sacramento County residents 
will have a safe new route 
to avoid Hwy 50 congestion 
and bypass downtown 
traffic. Businesses, companies, 
farmers, and ranchers will also 
be able to receive supplies 
and send products to market 

more safely and quickly. Most 
importantly, the modernized 
roadway will be safe to travel, 
unlike current conditions that 
endanger lives.

Q Who approved building 
the SouthEast Connector 

Expressway?

A In 2004, by a 3-1 margin, 
voters agreed to tax 

themselves for 30 years for 
transportation maintenance, 
road improvements, mass 
transit, mobility for seniors 
and people with disabilities, 
and specifically to construct a 
new expressway connecting 
I-5 and Hwy 99 in the Elk 
Grove area to Hwy 50 in El 
Dorado County, now known 
as the Capital SouthEast 
Connector. Since the vote, the 
tax has generated about $2 
billion. To date, the Capital 
SouthEast Connector has 
received about $58 million 
of those funds, which were 
paired with federal and state 
funds to complete 11 miles of 
the 34-mile project.

Q Where have the transpor-
tation tax funds not allo-

cated to the Capital SouthEast 
Connector been used?

A The transportation sales 
tax funds are allocated 

according to a formula voters 
approved when they approved 
the tax. The largest single 

recipient of the funds since 
the tax began is the Regional 
Transit Authority (38%, 
amounting to $709 million) 
for operating and maintaining 
light rail and bus services; 
and providing transporta-
tion options to seniors and 
individuals with disabilities. 
Street and road maintenance 
projects have received 29.4%, 
amounting to $545.5 million. 
Overall, capital improvement 
projects have received 20.4%, 
amounting to $377.4 million. 
The rest of the funds went to 
smaller projects, and less than 
¾ of one percent is spent on 
program administration.

Q What has the Sacramento 
Area Council of Gov-

ernments’ role been in the 
Capital SouthEast Connector’s 
construction.

A The Capital SouthEast 
Connector is part of the 

“Sacramento Blueprint,” 
adopted over 20 years ago by 
SACOG’s board of directors 
and still consulted today. The 
Blueprint’s goal is to integrate 
land use and transportation 
planning to improve the 
region’s quality of life. It was 
SACOG’s idea to create the 
Capital SouthEast Connector 
Joint Powers Authority to 
manage the design and 
construction of the express-
way. Over the years, SACOG 

has been mostly supportive of 
efforts to advance the project, 
but in 2016 the organization 
decided to remove a portion 
of the Connector in its MTP 
update, introducing notable 
funding challenges for the 
project. More recently, SACOG 
determined that constructing 
a segment of the project 
was the region’s number 
one transportation priority, 
greatly enhancing a successful 
project application for federal 
funding.

Q What environmental 
impacts will the South-

East Connector Expressway 
create, and how will they be 
mitigated?

A Like any road project, 
the Capital SouthEast 

Connector will affect the 
environment during and after 
construction, but all federal, 
state, and local regulations 
to protect the environment 
are being followed. After 
construction, the environment 
will be greatly enhanced due 
to a design that controls and 
channels damaging ground-
water that currently floods 
the roadway and adjacent 
lands. The Connector Joint 
Powers Authority is a member 
of the South Sacramento 
Conservation Agency (SCCA) 
that oversees compliance 
with the South Sacramento 
Habitat Conservation Plan and 
its rules for road construction. 
The Connector project has 
obtained environmental 
permits and has also agreed 

to purchase lands to replace 
impacted agricultural land 
or vernal pools in accordance 
with the conservation plan’s 
vision.

Q How will the Capital 
SouthEast Connector affect 

bike and pedestrian traffic in 
the area?

A Bicyclists and pedestrians 
who currently face grave 

danger will be able to avoid 
traffic entirely by using a 
paved, Class 1 bike trail that 
will be built separate from 
the expressway along its 
entire length.  The bike trail is 
designed to enable residents 
to walk or ride their bikes to 
visit friends in neighboring 
communities; or peddle to 
work, local restaurants, stores, 
parks, and entertainment 
venues; or simply to exercise 
and enjoy the outdoors.

Q How can residents support 
construction of the Capital 

SouthEast Connector?
