SACRAMENTO REGION, 
CA (MPG) - Californians 
accused of certain drug 
and retail theft crimes may 
already be facing stiffer 
penalties under an ini-
tiative voters passed this 
year, alongside related 
bills Gov. Gavin Newsom 
signed into law. 

Voters this November 
overwhelmingly approved 
Proposition 36, which both 
modifies and adds key 
changes to California law.  

That includes pros-
ecutors being able to 
charge people convicted 
of various third-time drug 
offenses with a so-called 
treatment-mandated fel-
ony, which would direct 
them to substance use dis-
order or mental health 
treatment in lieu of up to 
three years in jail or prison.

Under the new law, 
courts are also obligated 
to warn people convicted 
of selling or providing 
certain drugs, such as fen-
tanyl, that they could face 
murder charges for later 
distributing illegal drugs 
that kill someone. 

And heavier conse-
quences may also extend 
to petty theft and shoplift-
ing offenses, including the 
possibility of up to three 
years in jail or prison if a 
person has already been 
twice convicted for certain 
theft offenses. 

Several district attorneys 
and police departments 
announced arrests this 
month that they planned 
to charge under the new 
law, including in San 
Francisco, Solano and 
Shasta counties.

The measure partially 
reversed a different ini-
tiative voters approved a 
decade ago, which reduced 
penalties for certain low-
er-level drug and petty 
theft offenses from felo-
nies to misdemeanors.

 T h e  i n i t i a t i v e , 
Proposi t ion 47,  was 
intended to develop new 
public safety strategies 
and reduce incarceration 
after the state’s prison pop-
ulation exploded due to 
tough-on-crime policies 
dating back to the 1980s. 

But prosecutors, law 
enforcement and large 
retailers who rallied in 
favor of Prop. 36 said

X Games Set to Celebrate  
30th Anniversary in Sacramento

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - Sacramento County 
Public Health has officially 
earned national accred-
itation from the Public 
Health Accreditation Board 
(PHAB), recognizing its 
commitment to high-qual-
ity public health services 
that improve the health 
and well-being of County 
residents.

“This  ach ievement 
affirms our commitment to 
meeting the highest stan-
dards in public health,” 
said Sacramento County 
Public Health Officer Dr. 
Olivia Kasirye. “It demon-
strates our division has the 
systems, processes and 
capacity in place to deliver 
essential public health ser-
vices that directly benefit 
our community. It strength-
ens our ability to address 
health disparities, respond 
to emerging public health 
threats and ensure bet-
ter health outcomes for 
all Sacramento County 
residents.”

The accreditation pro-
cess is a rigorous and 
voluntary  review in 
which health depart-
ments must demonstrate 
that they meet or exceed 
national standards of 
public health service devel-
oped by the Public Health 
Accreditation Board, an 
organization supported by 
the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention 
and Robert Wood Johnson 
Foundation. These stan-
dards are based on the 
Centers  for  Disease 
Control and Prevention’s 
10 Essential Public Health 

Services that guide public 
health practices across the 
country. 

Sacramento County 
Public Health’s accred-
i t a t i o n  r e q u i r e d  a 
comprehensive review of 
its systems, policies and 
procedures, including the 
submission of over 200 
documents and a two-day 
site visit. The county’s 
accreditation efforts began 
in 2018, were put on hold 
during the pandemic and 
reinitiated in 2022. 

“The value of becom-
ing nationally accredited 
through PHAB extends 
far beyond the walls of 
the health department,” 
said the Public Health 
Accred i t a t ion  Board 
President and CEO Paul 
Kuehnert ,  DNP, RN, 
FAAN. “People living 
and working in communi-
ties served by these health 
departments can be assured 
that their health department 
is strong and has the capac-
ity to protect and promote 
their health. Going through 
the accreditation process 
itself helps health depart-
ments pinpoint the areas 
that are critical to improv-
ing the work they do for 
their communities.”  

The Sacramento County 
Public Health accredita-
tion team developed core 
accreditation components 
to meet the Public Health 
Accreditation Board’s 
requirements, including:

Community Health 
Assessment  (CHA): 
Completed in October 
2023, this assessment iden-
tified Sacramento County’s 
key health priorities.

Community Health 
I m p ro v e m e n t  P l a n 
(CHIP): Built on the 

C o m m u n i t y  H e a l t h 
Assessment findings, this 
plan addresses the pressing 
health issues through com-
munity collaboration.

S t r a t e g i c  P l a n : 
Sacramento County Public 
Health updated its mission, 
vision, values and iden-
tified strategic priorities 
to guide its public health 
efforts.

Workforce Develop-
ment Plan: This plan 
e n s u r e s  S a c r a m e n t o 
County Public Health staff 
have the necessary skills 
and training to meet public 
health demands.

Quality Improvement 
Plan: Focuses on con-
tinuous improvement of 
Public Health’s services 
to achieve better health 
outcomes.

Emergency Operations 
Plan: This plan facilitates 
preparedness for, response 
to and recovery from pub-
lic health emergencies.

Health and Racial Equity 
Action Plan: Published 
in June 2024, this plan 
shows Sacramento County 
Public Health’s intentional 
approach to address factors 
that contribute to specific 
populations’ higher health 
risks and poorer health out-
comes, or health inequities. 

Accreditation strength-
ens  Publ ic  Hea l th ’s 
capacity to secure funding, 
improve service delivery 
and drive innovation. The 
department will maintain 
its accreditation for five 
years, submitting annual 
reports and preparing for 
reaccreditation throughout. 

This achievement signi-
fies an investment that will 
bolster the department’s 
ability to respond to evolv-
ing community needs. � H

Sac County Public Health  
Awarded National Accreditation 
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As we step into 2025, it's a time to reflect on cherished memories, learn  
from past experiences, and greet the New Year with hope, joy, and open hearts.

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - Much like the 
ancient organs from third-century Greeks 
that were powered by displacing water 
into airtight containers to push wind 
needed to play notes, today’s church 
organs are quickly becoming obsolete. 

Still, two Elks Lodges in the seven 
lodge Central District of California have 
the honor and rare privilege of enjoying 
organ music at their meetings and ritual 
ceremonies.

Chuck Shumate of Carmichael Elks 
Lodge #2103 and Dan Baldassari of 

Sacramento Elks Lodge #6 are unique 
among musicians who have mastered the 
complex art of playing the organ. 

Shumate is 101 years old. He has been 
an Elk for 39 years and is a U.S. Army 
veteran. 

Baldassari is half Shumate’s age at 50 
years old. He has only been an Elk for 
two years. Baldassari started his musical 
training by playing the trumpet in high 
school. Baldassari’s music teacher, fel-
low trumpet player Tom Thompson, was 
a former international concert artist for the 
Hammond Organ Co. 

Among Thompson’s many students is 

Stu Boyer, the retired organist of Pizza 
and Pipes that was located on Arden Way 
in Sacramento.

Shumate and Baldassari met recently 
after Shumate’s Elks Lodge performance. 
Shumate is probably the oldest organist 
in Northern California. Baldassari is an 
anomaly among young artists. Mastering 
the complex skills required to play an 
organ takes years. It requires concentra-
tion and coordination of both hands and 
feet, eyes and ears.

The decline of organists can be 
attributed to many factors. There is a lack 
of interest due to the incredible patience 

required to play proficiently. There are 
less-costly options such as keyboards and 
small home organs. 

Music teachers with the expertise to 
teach organs are rare. Finding organ repair 
people is even rarer. 

Additionally, there are very limited 
career or financial opportunities for pro-
fessional organists. 

As a result, churches and fraternal orga-
nizations struggle to keep the traditions of 
organ accompaniment for their choirs and 
ritual ceremonies. 

Sadly, the king of instruments may be 
nearing the end of its reign. � H

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performance live and “in 
person” instead of just on 
a video screen. “That was 
such a great opportunity 
for RoRo to experience 
something like that.”

Before the performance 
and on stage, Sacramento 
Ballet Artistic/Executive 
D i r e c t o r  A n t h o n y 
Krutzkamp welcomed 
and recognized the Bigs 
and Littles attending the 
performance.

“Sharing the magic of 
this holiday tradition with 
the youth of Sacramento is 
an incredible opportunity 
to inspire and ignite a love 
for the arts,” Krutzkamp 
says. “I can’t say thank you 
enough to SAFE, to buy 
those tickets. Those were 
amazing, authentic, won-
derful, tickets. I can’t say 
thank you enough.”

Big Sister Stephanie 
Allen of Penryn thought 
it was wonderful for her 
Little Sister Saliyah to 
watch the story of the 
Nutcracker unfold with 
no dialogue and through 
music and movement from 
the dancers.

What a difference a week makes! 
Yes, a lot can happen in a week, and the 
Sacramento Kings are living proof.

Gone is former coach of the year, 
Mike Brown, and interim head coach 
Doug Christie not only is riding a season 
high 4-game winning streak, he’s riding 
a basketball juggernaut as well.

Wins over injury depleted Dallas 
Mavericks and Philadelphia 76ers were 
welcome wins, but to handily defeat the 
Memphis Grizzlies and archrival Golden 
State Warriors back-to-back was a sign that 
the Kings were truly on the road to recovery.

A horrid 6-game losing streak was the 
undoing of Mike Brown, and every pun-
dit, newscaster and fan had a diff erent 
opinion. The general consensus was that 
coach Brown had lost the locker room, 
and after a meltdown loss to the Detroit 
Pistons in which collectively the Kings 
and in particular DeAaron Fox guarded 
no one, the Pistons came away with an 
improbable 1-point win. 4-point plays to 
win a game are a rarity, and it’s no fun to 
be on the losing end, but that’s precisely 
where the Kings found themselves.

Whether coach Brown had truly lost 
his voice with the team is still open to 
conjecture, but from this writer’s per-
spective, his lack of any consistency as it 
relates to playing time for players off  the 
bench, led to overall sub-par productiv-
ity. Players from Keon Ellis, Alex Len, 
to Trey Lyles never knew from one game 
to the next if they would see signifi cant 
minutes or no minutes at all.

Doug Christie was tapped on the 
shoulder and asked to take over the head 
coaching reigns, and so far, he’s been a 
welcome addition to the head seat.

Some players have commented that 
Christie brings the mindset of a for-
mer player to the table, and thus far his 
voice is being heard. In particular the 
defensive end of the court has seen sig-
nifi cant improvement, and the past four 
games have featured some of the best 
defensive basketball that fans have seen
in memory.

A wire-to-wire victory over the Golden 
State Warriors in which Sacramento 
never allowed the Warriors any breath-
ing room, was a glimpse of what the 

Sactown boys are capable of, and Malik 
Monk had perhaps his finest game of 
the season. Malik matched Steph Curry 
with 26 points and added a season high 
12 assists, but his defense was equally 
impressive. Domantas Sabonis had his 
usual stellar performance, adding 22 
points and 13 rebounds while playing 
only three quarters.

Does coaching make a diff erence? You 
bet it does. Does that mean that winning 
four of fi ve games since Mike Brown’s 
departure, the Kings are headed to the 
playoff s.

Too early to tell Kings fans but take 
solace in seeing what your hometown 
boys are capable of doing. Not just 
playing tough teams and winning, but 
actually accomplishing blow-out wins. 

Keon Ellis has returned to form and 
did a yeoman’s job in fi lling in for an 
injured DeAaron Fox in the win over 
the Warriors. Keon has a big upside, 
as does Trey Lyles who is also show-
ing signs of looking like his former self, 
playing solid basketball on both ends of 
the court.

Say hello to Devin Carter Kings fans, 
and this young rookie has game! Playing 
in just his 2nd NBA game, Devin broke 
into the scoring column with 13 points 
while adding an impressive seven 
rebounds. This youngster has been on 
the sidelines all season recovering from 
off -season shoulder surgery, and he looks 
eager to impress his fans and teammates 
alike. I like what I see in Devin, and his 
defense in particular on Stephon Curry 
was impressive to see. His debut has 
been a long time coming, and it could 
not have come at a more auspicious time. 
I look for coach Christie to give him all 
the playing time he can handle, and with 
the unfortunate departure of Davion 
Mitchell, another guard that can play 
ferocious defense is a welcome sight.

Stay tuned Kings fans and stay away 
from ugly trade rumors. Trades will 
invariably come, but let’s just hope it 
doesn’t involve the core members we’ve 
come to love!

S e r v i c e s - S c r e e n i n g  a n d 
Coordination Call Center simpli-
fies access to mental health and 
substance use treatment services 
by combining multiple phone 
numbers into one centralized line 
at 916-875-1055. This new ser-
vice integrates the Mental Health 
Access Team and the Substance 
Use Prevention and Treatment 
System of Care under one num-
ber. By doing so, Sacramento 
County ensures that individuals 
in need can receive timely coor-
dination among providers and 
improve health outcomes for those 
struggling with mental health and 

substance use challenges.
“The BHS-SAC Call Center 

is a game-changer for our com-
munity,” said Dr. Ryan Quist, 
the Behavioral Health director. 
“By centralizing these essential 
services, we’re breaking down 
barriers to care and simplifying 
how our community can receive 
mental health and substance use 
resources.”

Implementation of 
Senate Bill 43 (SB 43)

Sacramento County will imple-
ment the state’s modernized law 
for involuntary psychiatric holds, 
which expands the definition of 

“gravely disabled.” This new defi-
nition includes individuals unable 
to care for their basic needs for 
health and safety due to a severe 
substance use disorder or a co-oc-
curring mental health disorder and 
severe substance use disorder.

Senate Bill 43 also broadens 
the definition of “basic needs” to 
include a person's ability to obtain 
necessary medical care, personal 
safety, food, weather-appropriate 
clothing and/or shelter.

The updated law will expand 
access to acute and long-term care 
for our most vulnerable community 
members who meet the definition 

of gravely disabled and are suffer-
ing from a severe substance use 
disorder.

These efforts are part of a broader 
initiative in California to address 
homelessness, mental health cri-
ses and substance abuse treatment. 
The efforts implemented reflect the 
county’s dedication to providing 
comprehensive care and fostering 
collaboration between health ser-
vices and community partners. For

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - Home 
heating costs this winter will remain unaf-
fordable for millions of lower income 
families, according to the National Energy 
Assistance Directors Association.

The National Energy Assistance 
Directors Association, representing the 
state directors of the Low Income Home 
Energy Assistance Program, released 
its end-of-the-year projections of home 
heating costs for the winter heating sea-
son. Prices for home heating this winter 
on average are estimated to increase by 
about 8.7% to $941 from last year’s win-
ter heating season average of $866, due 
to expected colder winter weather in the 
Northeast and Midwest states. 

The largest change is for families using 
electricity to heat their homes increasing 

by 14.2% from $1,040 to $1,189. Electric 
prices are increasing due to continued 
high cost of maintaining and upgrad-
ing the grid and colder weather leading 
to increased consumption. In fact, elec-
tricity as reported by the November 2024 
Consumer Price Index is rising faster than 
the overall rate of inflation. 

In addition, the National Energy 
Assistance Directors Association pre-
dicts higher prices for natural gas, one of 
the main fuels used in electricity produc-
tion, primarily due to increased exports of 
liquified natural gas with the average cost 
increasing from $615 to $634. 

For those using heating oil, expendi-
tures are estimated to decrease by 2.7% 
from $1,560 to $1,518. Households heat-
ing with propane can expect a 4.4 % 
increase in expenditures, from $1,179 last 
winter to $1,231 this year due to colder 
temperatures forecasted in the Midwest 
and Northeast. � H

Internal demolition is 
now underway.

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - With temperatures 
staying cool this season, 
it’s a great time to review 
cold weather tips. 

Check on elderly fam-
ily members, friends and 
neighbors. Seniors and 
those with serious medi-
cal conditions are at risk. 
Check on community 
members who might be 
vulnerable to ensure they 
are safely keeping warm. 

Bring your pets inside 
when temperatures start to 
dip near freezing. A dog or 
cat left outside in severe 
cold weather can quickly 
die from exposure. Except 
for exercise and walks, 
all dogs and cats are safer 
indoors during the winter. 

Make sure your pets 
have a warm, draft-free 
place indoors with a dry 

mat or blanket that they 
can lie on. For additional 
winter weather tips for 
animals, check out the 
Bradshaw Animal Shelter’s 
website at animalcare.sac-
county.gov. 

Heat your home safely; 
carbon monoxide is a silent 
killer. It is not OK to heat 
the inside of your home 
with any kind of barbecue, 
propane heater or any other 
fuel-fired equipment, due 
to the risk of carbon mon-
oxide poisoning. Only use 
heaters installed with your 
home and those designed 
to be used indoors. Make 
sure that your natural gas 
furnaces and other appli-
ances are in good, clean 
working order. 

Insulate outdoor pipes 
that lead into your home to 
prevent freezing. Seal with 
caulk around the pipes that 
lead into and out of your 
home. Inside your home, 

leave the bathroom and 
under-sink cabinets open 
to help warm the water. If 
your pipes freeze, leave 
your tap on and call a 
plumber. You can defrost 
your pipes using a hair-
dryer on a low setting, 
working your way slowly 
from the faucet to where 
your pipe enters the wall. 
County residents who need 
to have their water turned 
off in order to make repairs 
to their lines can go online 
or call 311 (or 916-875-
4311 if calling from out of 
the area).  

Ensure proper drain-
age by scooping up leaves 
and debris. Keeping storm 
drains clear can prevent 
street flooding and black 
ice from forming. 

When it is raining, 
reduce your vehicle speed. 
Wet roads increase the dis-
tance and time needed to 
stop your vehicle. Be extra 

cautious on roads, bridges 
and overpasses when tem-
peratures are 32 degrees or 
below because of black ice; 
slow down and give your-
self extra spacing between 
vehicles in front of you. 

Watch for tree limbs. 
As temperatures dip, 
trees become vulnera-
ble to limbs snapping. For 
downed trees or branches 
in the roadway, county res-
idents can go online or call 
311 (or 916-875-4311 from 
out of the area).  

Prepare for wind. Secure 
yard items that could blow 
around and be prepared for 
the possibility of loss of 
power. For downed power 
lines, stay away and imme-
diately call 9-1-1.

WEST SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - The 
Athletics agreed to terms with infielder 
Gio Urshela on a one-year contract for 
the 2025 season, the club announced on 
Dec. 22.

Urshela began the 2024 season at Detroit 
and was hitting .243 with five home runs 
and 37 RBI in 92 games when he was 
released in mid-August. He signed with 
Atlanta and batted .265 with four home 
runs and 15 RBI in 36 games with the 
Braves. The 33-year-old right-handed hit-
ter combined for a .250 batting average in 
128 games overall, making 102 starts at 
third base and 15 at first base. Urshela also 
went 0-for-6 in two postseason games for 
Atlanta, his fifth season with postseason 
experience.

Urshela is a .273 career hitter with 73 
home runs, 332 RBI and a .729 OPS in 
792 games over nine seasons in the majors 
with Cleveland (2015, 17), Toronto (2018), 
New York-AL (2019-21), Minnesota 
(2022), Los Angeles-AL (2023), Detroit 
(2024) and Atlanta (2024). He batted 
.299 in 62 games with the Angels in 2023 
before a fractured pelvis ended his season 
in mid-June. The native of Colombia had 

his best season with the Yankees in 2019 
when he hit .314 with 21 home runs and 
74 RBI in 132 games. Urshela led Major 
League third basemen with a .992 fielding 
percentage in 2020 and has made 614 of 
his 700 career starts at third base. 

Over four quarters and 
overtime of the 2024-25 
Peach Bowl, the 22-year-
old racked up 284 total 
yards, 143 rushing, 99 
receiving, and 42 pass-
ing. Skattebo’s Peach Bowl 

performance included two 
rushing touchdowns, a 
passing touchdown, and a 
two-point conversion. A 
herculean effort from the 
5-foot, 11-inch, 215-pound 
senior running back.

S k a t t e b o ՚ s  p e r f o r -
mance was so great that 
despite being on the los-
ing end of the game, he 
was named the Offensive 
Most Valuable Player of 
the Peach Bowl. It's the 
first time in 26 years that 
a member of the losing 
team has won the game's 
Offensive Most Valuable 
Player award.

Prior to the Peach Bowl, 
Skattebo had foreshadowed 
his game performance in 
his media day comments 
on Dec. 30. 

“There՚s nobody out 
there that can stop me,” 
Skattebo said. “If they՚re 
studying hard, there՚s a rea-
son. I have full respect for 
them, because they under-
stand what they՚re playing 
against, and that՚s why I 
love playing in games like 
this, because they con-
stantly look at me as a 

threat, and that՚s some-
thing I՚ve always wanted 
to be. And if I՚m a threat 
on the football field against 
an SEC team that was the 
runner-up to win their con-
ference, then I think I՚m in 
a pretty good position.”

In 2024, Skattebo had a 

breakthrough senior sea-
son, rushing for 1,568 
yards and 19 touchdowns 
while catching 37 passes 
for 506 yards and three 
touchdowns. Making him 
the first Big 12 player ever 
to have at least 1500 rush-
ing yards and 500 receiving 

yards in the same season 
and the first FBS player 
to do it since Christian 
McCaffrey in 2015. The star 
running back finished fifth 
in Heisman Trophy voting.

While Skattebo and the 
Arizona State University 
Wildcats would have 

preferred to beat the 
Longhorns in the Peach

An All-Big West first-team selection 
in 2024, Sessoms put together one of the 
finest offensive seasons in school his-
tory, finishing with a team-high 10 goals 
and 20 points for the year, both ranking 
among the top 10 in single-season his-
tory. Half of those 10 scored went for 
game-winning goals, ranking tied for fifth 
in the nation.

Among his Big West Conference breth-
ren, Sessoms ranked third in the Big West 
in shot attempts (48) and led the league 
with 2.67 shots per match.

Athletics’ President Resigns

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - Dave 
Kaval, President of the Athletics for the 
past eight years, announced today that he 
is resigning to pursue new business oppor-
tunities in California. His last day with the 
team, which is in the process of building a 
new ballpark in Las Vegas, was Dec. 31, 
2024.

“We are grateful for Dave’s contribu-
tions and leadership over the past eight 
years. He guided our organization through 
a period of significant transition, and we 
sincerely thank him for his unwavering 
commitment to the team,” said A’s Owner 
John Fisher. “As we look ahead to the 
next chapter of our franchise, the team 
will continue to grow under new lead-
ership, driving the organization toward 
success during our interim years in West 
Sacramento and at our new home in Las 
Vegas.”

Sandy Dean, a longtime business part-
ner with the Fisher family, will serve as 
Interim President. Dean has worked with 
the A’s since John and his family became 

owners in 2005. The club will begin a 
search for a new leader in the new year.

Kaval said that, given the substantial 
progress toward the team’s move to a new, 
state-of-the-art ballpark in Las Vegas, “I 
will be staying in California to explore 
new opportunities at the crossroads of 
business and government. I am grateful to 
A’s ownership for the opportunities they 
have given me.”

Kaval, 49, served as the seventh pres-
ident of the Athletics in the franchise’s 
123-year history. The franchise was 
founded in Philadelphia in 1901.

Prior to his role with the A’s, Kaval 
served as president of the San Jose 
Earthquakes, where he played a pivotal 
role in the development of PayPal Park, 
home of the Earthquakes and Bay FC.

Kaval has also served as vice chair-
man of the San Jose Sports Commission, 
board member of the San Jose Chamber 
of Commerce, member of the San Mateo 
County Workforce Investment Board, and 
Executive Committee member of the Bay 
Area Council. He has also taught Sports 
Management at the Stanford Graduate 
School of Business for the past decade. 
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those sentencing reforms 
went too far and created 
a revolving door for peo-
ple to repeatedly commit 
crimes without being held 
accountable. 

“I t’s  a  clear  man-
date from the public that 
we need to take a new 
approach on public safety 
issues, specifically hard 
drugs, retail theft and fen-
tanyl,” said Jeff Reisig, 
Yolo County District 
Attorney. 

Those who opposed the 
measure warned that it 
will worsen homelessness, 
drug use and crime by cut-
ting funding for treatment 
programs and increasing 

court and prison costs in 
the hundreds of millions of 
dollars.

B e h a v i o r a l  h e a l t h 
experts across the state 
have voiced concern over 
the efficacy of a treat-
ment-mandated felony, 
given that most California 
counties lack the resources 
needed to provide ‘mass 
treatment’ that has been 
promised by the measure’s 
proponents.

“I believe that (propo-
nents) have also received a 
mandate to embrace prob-
lem solving and supportive 
services for people who are 
struggling,” said Cristine 
Soto DeBerry, executive 
director of the Prosecutors 

Alliance of California, a 
nonprofit organization that 
opposed Prop. 36. 

“I don’t believe the man-
date was (to) put more 
people in prison. It was not 
what people believed they 
were voting for. I hope that 
people with the discretion 
to enforce this law will 
think very carefully about 
the communities they serve 
and what they were asking 
for in this moment,” she 
said. 

Gov. Gavin Newsom 
tried to keep Prop. 36 off 
of the fall ballot and for a 
time considered putting a 
competing crime measure 
before voters.

Instead, he signed a 

package of 10 bills in 
August that will make it 
easier to prosecute retail 
and vehicle theft. Those 
laws go into effect Jan. 1. 

Although Gov. Newsom 
didn’t put any money 
into fighting Prop. 36, he 
referred to the initiative 
as an “unfunded mandate” 

that will take California 
back to the war on drugs. 
Indeed,  the  measure 
included no new funding 
streams.

 But supporters like 
Reisig voiced optimism 
that funding opportunities 
already exist in the law, 
pointing to a $6.4 billion 

from the mental health 
bond voters approved in 
March.

“I hope that lawmakers 
and the governor embrace 
the mandate and work col-
laboratively to make sure 
that we’re successful in 
delivering the promise of 
Prop. 36,” Reisig said. �  H
