(MPG) - New home sales 
in the Greater Sacramento 
region saw their typical 
January surge as buyers 
returned to new home 
communities after the 
holiday lull, the North 
State Building Industry 
Assoc ia t ion  r epo r t ed 
Feb. 11.

B u i l d i n g  I n d u s t r y 
Assoc ia t ion  members 
reported selling 598 homes 
during the month, a 50% 
increase from December, 
3% more than January 
2024 and 30% higher than 
the monthly average dating 
back to 1997.

Tim Murphy, the Building 
Industry Association’s pres-
ident and CEO, said the 
stronger-than-average sales 
figures bode well for robust 
sales during 2025 despite 
stubbornly high mortgage 
interest rates.

“There remains a strong 
demand for new homes 
in the region, driven by 
the constrained amount 
of existing homes for sale 
and the fact that most 
homebuilders are able to 
provide incentives that 
make buying new more 
affordable,” Murphy said. 
“In addition, the regional 
economy remains solid and 
Sacramento remains a great 
place to live and work. The 
BIA will continue work-
ing closely with local 
governments in the region 
to reduce regulatory barriers 
to new housing and help our 
members provide additional 
homeownership opportuni-
ties in 2025.”

Roseville (Placer County) 
recorded the highest number 
of sales during the month 
(127), narrowly edging out 
Rancho Cordova where 
123 sales were reported. 
Sacramento and Elk Grove 
tied for third-place with 65 
sales each and Folsom saw 
31 sales.

Plumas Lake reported 30 
sales, followed by Natomas 
and Lincoln (Placer County) 
with 29 each, Rocklin 
(Placer County) with 28 and 
El Dorado Hills with 18.

On a county-by-county 
basis, new home communi-
ties in Sacramento County 
reported 324 sales, followed 
by Placer (188), Yuba (39), 
El Dorado (24), Yolo (19), 
Sutter (3) and Amador (1) 
counties.

Remembering Delores ‘Dolly’ M. ‘Dee’ Rouse-Huth

SACRAMENTO REGION, CA (MPG) - 
Simply “Dee” lightful. 

Delores “Dolly” M. “Dee” 
Rouse-Huth might have been 
flattered by the reference to 
the famous Cole Porter tune 
to describe the remarkable life 
she lived.

In personal remembrances, 
Rouse-Huth is described with 
love and fondness by her chil-
dren and surviving spouse 
Mel Huth, as a devoted wife, 
a “soulmate,” a wonderful 
mother, grandmother and a pio-
neering entrepreneur in the 
field of jewelry appraisal, who 
created an internationally rec-
ognized master value (MV) 
program. That program is still 
widely used today.

She died last Aug. 14.
To her three surviving chil-

dren, Robyn Kleinhans, Raina 
Palombi and Ryan Rouse and 
Cheryl Rouse Demetre, widow 
of Rip Rouse, Rouse-Huth’s 
deceased son, all affection-
ately remember Rouse-Huth as 
“a force of nature, full of love, 
laughter and generosity.”

“I miss my very best friend. 
We enjoyed quite a life together 
and I feel her with me every 
day,” said Huth, her husband. 
“She was an absolute joy to 
be with.”

Rouse-Huth’s love for her 
family was immense and 
she found her greatest joy 
as a grandmother, where she 
was affectionately known as 
“Gramma Dee,” “Dolly” or 
“Grandma Barbie.” She cher-
ished her 11 grandchildren, 
six great-grandchildren and 
so many others she embraced 
as family.

“My mom had a remarkable 
ability to bring out the best in 
everyone around her,” said her 
daughter, Raina Palombi. “She 
had a relentless, passionate 
energy for living.”

Faith, joy, love and purpose 
were qualities that helped her 
mother live her life to the full-
est, Palombi said.

One of Rouse-Huth’s grand-
daughters described “Gramma 
Dee” in her eulogy this way: 
“Grandma’s house was a spe-
cial place because she made 
it that way, she welcomed us 
with open arms and loved us 
unconditionally, and where she 
made her home a safe space 
for everyone. For that, I am so 
very grateful.”

“It was always a comfort-
ing house where world of make 
believe could come to life,” 
she continued.

In her eulogy the grand-
daughter fondly remembered 
“hundreds of sleepovers, and 
so many birthdays celebrated, 
where lasting, cherished family 
memories were made.”

R o u s e - H u t h ’s  l e a d e r -
ship in the community also 
extended to her service as 
the first woman president of 
both the Carmichael Chamber 
of Commerce and as president 
of the Sacramento Chamber 
of Commerce.

Born in Hannaford, North 
Dakota, on Oct. 9, 1936, the 
eldest of 10 children, Rouse-
Huth was a natural leader who 
inspired those around her from 
an early age. Rouse-Huth’s 
strong work ethic was evident 
from her youth, earning her an 
honors scholarship to Western 
Montana College of Education 
in Dillon.

In 1956, she married Donald 
Rouse, and together they moved 
between Anaconda, Montana 
and various cities in Idaho and 
Utah, chasing their dreams and 
building a future. 

Rouse-Huth held leadership 
positions throughout her career, 
including deputy county trea-
surer in Anaconda, Montana. 
She also achieved professional 
success in sales for several large 
jewelry companies.

She and Rouse’s adventur-
ous spirit led them to manage 
a property in Nevada, where 
Rouse-Huth honed her skills 
as an independent business 
owner. She bought and sold 
land and raw materials for fine 
jewelry, all while hosting events 
for local families and chil-
dren. The couple later settled 

in Sacramento.
Here, Rouse-Huth opened 

several businesses, including D’s 
Jewelry Supply in Carmichael 
and Nighthorse Studios in Old 
Sacramento. 

After separating from Rouse 
in 1976, Rouse-Huth met U.S. 
Army Lt. Col. Mel Huth at the 
Officer’s Club at the former 
Presidio of San Francisco in 
1987. The two married in 1990. 

Rouse -Huth  then  pur-
chased Bramble’s Fine Jewelry 
and the couple opened the 
Arden Town Mail & Business 
Center together.

Rouse-Huth and Huth owned 
the California Institute of 
Jewelry Training (CIJT) in Fair 
Oaks, until their retirement, 
which trained more than 3,500 
students from across the globe in 
jewelry design, manufacture and 
repair before retiring and shift-
ing to an online certification.

Rouse-Huth created one of 
the first in the industry’s gem 
and jewelry appraising home 
study courses. Her work grew to 
include a substantial amount of 
global travel, helping to estab-
lish jewelry trade schools and 
offering Master Valuer (MV) 
workshops in multiple countries.

This comprehensive appraisal 
program which Rouse-Huth cre-
ated includes learning appraisal 
methodology for  wri t ing 
appraisals of all types: insur-
ance, estate, donation and 
probate. Huth said he remains 
busy evaluating the work of stu-
dents now enrolled in the course.

The course is recognized 
by leading gem and jewelry 
organizations, including the 
American Society of Appraisers 
and the International Society 

of Appraisers which give 
professional development 
(re-certification) credits to their 
members who take the program.

“She was an exceptional 
teacher,” Huth said.

Huth said his late wife’s 
memory will continue to be 
felt in the many lives in the 
greater Carmichael commu-
nity whom they have met and 

professionally mentored.
Rouse-Huth is survived by 

her loving husband, Huth; her 
children, Robyn Kleinhans 
(Steven),  Raina Palombi 
(Michael), Ryan Rouse (Cara), 
and Cheryl Demetre (Greg); 
her grandchildren, Hailey 
Kleinhans (Bryan),  Kole 
Kleinhans (Jessica), Jennifer 
Spinner (Brandon), Tyler Rouse 
(Kayla), Jason Rouse (Kamryn), 

Charles Palombi (Kyra), 
Andrew Palombi, Samantha 
Palombi, Claire Rouse, Anna 
Rouse, Grace Rouse; her 
great-grandchildren,  Jack 
Spinner, Cole Spinner, Maya 
Rouse, Roman Rouse, Liam 
Zablotny, Waylon Kleinhans, 
and Kayce Rouse; and her sib-
lings, Lorraine Martin (George), 
Richard Ohman (Brenda), and 
Sandi Duncan (David).

Baby with Spina Bifida Has Promising Future After Surgery

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - Lindsey 
was 18 weeks pregnant with 
her fifth child when she got a 
life-changing phone call. Her 
blood work was abnormal. She 
and husband, Jared, went in for 
an ultrasound and got news that 
they never expected: their devel-
oping baby had spina bifida.

“They took us in a room and 
said things like paralysis and brain 
abnormalities,” Lindsey said, 
tearfully. “It was absolutely dev-
astating. We were mourning this 
life we had hoped for our baby.”

Spina bifida, called myelome-
ningocele, occurs when spinal 
tissue fails to fuse properly during 
the early stages of pregnancy. The 
birth defect can lead to a range of 
lifelong cognitive, mobility, uri-
nary and bowel disabilities. It 
affects 1,500 to 2,000 children in 
the U.S. every year. Spina bifida 
can range from mild to severe and 
the couple’s developing baby, a 
boy to be named Nixon, had the 
most severe form.

The couple panicked.
“I am telling everybody it’s 

going to be OK,” Jared said. “But 
at that moment, I wasn’t sure it 
was going to be OK.”

But they were determined.
Jared began Googling. He found 

UC Davis Children’s Hospital and 
learned about a landmark clinical 
trial at UC Davis Health, known 
formally as the “CuRe Trial: 
Cellular Therapy for In Utero 
Repair of Myelomeningocele.” 
It is the world’s first spina bifida 
treatment combining fetal surgery 
with stem cells.   

“When we found out about it, 
we were super hopeful,” Lindsey 
said. “Jared made a phone call, 
hoping we would be able to get 
into the trial.”

They made an appoint-
m e n t  a n d  c r o s s e d  
their fingers.

“We met with Dr. Farmer, Dr. 
Hirose and the fetal care team. 
They answered all our questions 
and were super informative,” 

Lindsey said. “They offered us the 
hope we were looking for. It was 
incredible. Truly a miracle.”

Lindsey and Jared signed the 
papers and committed to being 
part of the CuRe Trial. Lindsey 
would be patient number six. A 
surgery date was set.

“The surgery had to be before 
25 weeks. We got diagnosed in 
November, so they scheduled a 
surgery date for Dec. 21, 2023,” 
Lindsey said.    

In this first-of-its-kind fetal sur-
gery for spina bifida, UC Davis 
surgeons apply a special stem 
cell patch to the spinal cord of the 
developing baby.

“I was willing to do the sur-
gery to give Nixon the best chance 
but I had never had a major sur-
gery in my life,” Lindsey said. 
“When they explained it to me, 
I said, ‘Can you explain it one 
more time? What exactly are you 
doing? How is this even scientifi-
cally possible?’ It was a lot to take 
in.”

They wheeled Lindsey back 
to the operating room. She said 
goodbye to her husband.

“Walking Lindsey into surgery, 
I had complete confidence in the 
care. I researched the CuRe Trial 
but I researched the doctors as 
well,” Jared said. “I came to real-
ize that I was among the brightest 
minds on the planet. You have sci-
entists behind this. You have Dr. 
Farmer and Dr. Hirose who are 
pioneers in their field. The team is 
phenomenal.”

Despite their confidence, 
Lindsey was scared, still trying to 
wrap her mind around what was 
about to happen.

“They took me to the operat-
ing room that was full of doctors 
and nurses and staff. It was very 
intimidating. But then the sweet-
est thing happened,” Lindsey said. 
“Dr. Farmer, she’s amazing, a bril-
liant mind but also compassionate 
and caring, came and stood at my 
side and held my hand as I drifted 
off. That is how she’s been on this 

whole journey for us. She’s there 
for you and cares so much about 
these kids.”

After the fetal repair surgery, 
Lindsey had weekly ultrasounds 
to monitor her baby’s movements. 
She did that for four weeks until 
her water broke at 29 weeks. She 
was hospitalized for the rest of 
her pregnancy. She made it to 34 
weeks.

“It was so much relief. We got 
him here. Finally,” Lindsey said. 
“I felt like, ‘I did my job, he’s 
here.’ Let the professionals take 
over.”

Nixon, now 1 year old, loves 
playing catch, wrestling his broth-
ers and especially loves being 
outside.

Jared and Lindsey say their 
son is an absolute miracle. He’s 
doing well, taking steps with help. 
They’re waiting for him to let go 
of the furniture and walk on his 
own.

“He is cruising around and gets 
where he wants to go,” Lindsey 

said. “Nixon is a little fighter. He’s 
determined and I know there are 
great things in store for him.”

Jared agrees.
“It’s hard to put into words but 

there’s something really special 
about Nixon,” Jared said. “It’s 
amazing, considering what he’s 
gone through.”

Nixon’s favorite activities now 
include taking walks together and 
going to the park.

“Every milestone is a reminder. 
He works so hard for it. You cele-
brate it that much more,” Lindsey 
said. “Every day, we are so grate-
ful for modern medicine.”

Nixon has follow-up appoint-
ments to gauge his progress as 
part of the clinical trial but does 
not require any other treatment. 
His parents are thrilled with his 
progress.

“We are hopeful,” Jared 
said. “The CuRe Trial is a 
gamechanger. We are so grate-
ful to have found UC Davis 
Children’s Hospital.”� 

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About Claiming Social Security when 
I have a Health Savings Account (HSA)

Dear Rusty: I have 
reached my full retire-
ment age (66 plus 8 
months) and plan to apply 
for Social Security this 
month, but I’ve seen arti-
cles which say that when 
I apply, I must also take 
Medicare Part A. This, 
even though I am con-
tinuing to work and am 
covered by my employ-
er’s health insurance (a 
high deductible plan). I 
contribute bi-weekly into 
an HSA (Heath Savings 
Account). I’ve read that 
Medicare back dates Part 
A coverage by 6 months, 
which suggests I would 
have had to stop con-
tributing to my HSA six 
months ago. If this is 
true, will I need to pay 
penalties and such to the 
IRS? I’m not able to find 
anything else about this 
topic, and I’m wonder-
ing what you might have 
to say. I have my wife 
and two children on my 
employer’s HDHP. We 
contribute $6,000 annu-
ally to our HSA and my 
employer contributes 
$1,250 on January 1st 
each year. We can live 

without the HSA, but 
the taxes and IRS penal-
ties concern me. Signed: 
Wanting to Claim SS (but 
concerned)

Dear  Want ing  to 
Claim: I’m afraid that 
what you’ve read is cor-
rect – it is mandatory 
for you to take Medicare 
Part A (inpatient hospital-
ization coverage) when 
receiving Social Security 
benefits after age 65. 
Medicare Part A is free to 
you, and even though you 
are still covered under 
your employer’s cred-
itable high deductible 
healthcare plan and can 
delay taking Medicare 
Part B, you must take 
Medicare Part A to col-
lect Social Security after 
65. Medicare and your 
employer ’s plan will 
coordinate healthcare 
benefit payments. 

That does, however, 
also mean your Health 
Savings Account (HSA) 
will be affected because, 
as you have found, 
Medicare will backdate 
your Part A coverage by 6 
months. And because Part 
A is not a high deductible 
plan (a requirement for 
HSA), any contributions 
you make after the effec-
tive date of Part A will be 
subject to an IRS penalty, 
and your HSA contribu-
tions won’t be considered 
tax-exempt. This will 
mean the IRS will likely 
assess a 6% excise tax on 
any contributions made 
after your Part A effective 
date, and you’ll need to 
pay income tax on those 

contributions. 
What you may wish 

to consider is stopping 
your HSA contributions 
now and waiting an addi-
tional six months or so 
to claim your Social 
Security benefits (to get 
beyond the HSA penalty 
phase). This would have 
the advantage of avoid-
ing the IRS penalty on 
your HSA contributions 
and would also increase 
your Social Security 
benefit due to Delayed 
Re t i r emen t  C red i t s 
(DRCs). You earn DRCs 
at the rate of .677% for 
each month beyond 
your FRA that you wait 
to claim, which means 
an SS benefit about 4% 
higher if you wait six 
months longer to claim 
SS.

A 1995 California Court Ruling That Restored 
Immigrant Rights Could Backfire Now

California has the nation’s 
largest population of undoc-
umented immigrants with 
roughly 1.8 million people. 
Over the last three decades, 
Californians’ attitudes about 
that fact have undergone an 
astonishing swing.

Hostility reached a peak in 
the early 1990s, demonstrated 
by passage of Proposition 
187 in 1994 by a 3-2 mar-
gin. The measure would have 
required police to check the 
legal status of people they 
encountered and barred public 
services, including education, 
to those who could not prove 
citizenship or legal residency.

It was the centerpiece 
of Republican Gov. Pete 
Wilson’s campaign for a sec-
ond term, contending that 
undocumented people were 
overwhelming the state’s 
budget.

However, support for a 
crackdown was not confined 
to GOP voters. Not only did 
many Democrats — then as 
now the largest bloc of vot-
ers — vote for the measure, 
but a Legislature dominated 
by Democrats passed anti-im-
migrant laws, such banning 
driver’s licenses.

Soon, however, public 
sentiment and the political 
atmosphere began to change. 
Undocumented immigrants 
and their advocates scored 
a big win a year after Prop. 
187’s passage when fed-
eral Judge Marianna Pfaelzer 

ruled that the measure vio-
lated the federal government’s 
exclusive power to regulate 
immigration.

“The California voters’ 
overwhelming approval of 
Proposition 187 reflects their 
justifiable frustration with the 
federal government’s inabil-
ity to enforce the immigration 
laws effectively,” she wrote 
at the time. “No matter how 
serious the problem may be, 
however, the authority to reg-
ulate immigration belongs 
exclusively to the federal gov-
ernment and state agencies are 
not permitted to assume that 
authority. The state is power-
less to enact its own scheme 
to regulate immigration or to 
devise immigration regula-
tions which run parallel to or 
purport to supplement the fed-
eral immigration laws.”

A few years later, after 
Democrat Gray Davis suc-
ceeded Wilson, the state 
abandoned an appeal of 
Pfaelzer’s ruling. In subse-
quent years the Legislature 
repealed other laws, such as 
the one on driver’s licenses, 
and has done whatever it could 
to treat undocumented immi-
grants as if they were legal 
residents, such as expanding 
health care benefits.

When Donald Trump was 
elected president in 2016 and 
promised a crackdown on ille-
gal immigration, California 
reacted with legislation to 
make it more difficult for fed-
eral immigration authorities 
to capture and deport undocu-
mented Californians.

The most important was 
Senate Bill 54, introduced 
a month after Trump won 
the election. Dubbed the 
California Values Act, it 
essentially bars California 
police from aiding in any 
way federal efforts to iden-
tify and deport undocumented 
immigrants.

SB 54 survived one court 
challenge but Trump is once 
again in the White House, 
declaring his intention to rid 
the nation of undocumented 
immigrants, and is taking aim 
at California and other states 
with sanctuary laws.

The U.S. Department of 
Justice has filed suit to over-
turn Illinois laws quite similar 
to California’s SB 54, and its 
contention in the Illinois suit 
could — with great irony 
— convert the federal court 
decision against Prop. 187 
three decades ago ago into 
a hammer to smash SB 54. 
If California was illegally 
interfering with the fed-
eral government’s exclusive 
power over immigration in 
Prop. 187, the suit implies, 
sanctuary laws also interfere 
with that power.

The 23-page complaint, 
filed in federal court in 
Chicago, alleges that Illinois 
laws “have the purpose and 
effect of making it more dif-
ficult for, and deliberately 
impeding, federal immigra-
tion officers’ ability to carry 
out their responsibilities in 
those jurisdictions.”

California officials are 
aware that the Illinois suit 
will not be the only challenge 
to local and state laws meant 
to protect undocumented 
immigrants.

Were the Illinois suit’s argu-
ment to prevail, the situation 
in California could come full 
circle. A legal principle that 
protected California’s immi-
grants from Prop. 187 in 1995 
might make identifying and 
deporting them easier in 2025.

Bike and Pedestrian Safety Grant Awarded to County
Sacramento County 
Office of Education 
News Release 

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - Thanks to a new 
$188,000 grant awarded to 
the Prevention and Early 
Intervention Department at 
the Sacramento County 
Office of Education by the 
California Office of Traffic 
Safety, students at seven 
middle school campuses 
across Sacramento County 
will lead program activi-
ties to increase bicycle and 
pedestrian safety.

“The safety of peo-
ple walking and biking 
on our roads is a top pri-
ority for our office,” 
California Office of 
Traffic Safety Director 
Stephanie Dougherty said. 
“Everyone moves, and not 
always by car. It’s import-
ant that we invest in efforts 
to protect people walking, 

biking, and rolling that 
help establish a strong 
traffic safety culture where 
everyone on California 
roads can travel to and 
from places safely.” 

The Sacramento County 
Office of Education has 
been a recipient of this 
grant since 2015 and looks 
forward to continuing the 
important countywide 
project. The goal is to 
help middle school youth 
develop attitudes and 
habits that promote life-
long traffic safety values, 
building a foundation 
that helps students make 
safe decisions when 
they become teen driv-
ers. Working with Safety 
Center Incorporated and 
other community part-
ners, the county Office 
of Education will use the 
grant to increase bicy-
cle helmet compliance 
for youth (ages 5 to 18). 

Funding for the grant 
comes from the National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration and runs 
through this September.

Students will com-
p l e t e  a  p r e -  a n d 

post-observational sur-
vey,  ident i fy  safe ty 
concerns in their school 
community and advocate 
for changes to be made. 
They will also educate 
their peers and families 

about bicycle and pedes-
trian safety and helmet 
use through school-based 
activities, contests, public 
service announcements, 
social media posts, news-
letters and the distribution 
of safety equipment. 

School sites will also 
receive crossing guard kits, 
including stop signs, elec-
tronic whistles, sandwich 
board signs and reflective 
vests.

The Sacramento County 
Office of Education’s 
Bicycle and Pedestrian 
Safety Program is a com-
prehensive safety program 
that teaches valuable skills 
for all types of road users. 
It includes classroom edu-
cation, community-based 
presentations and work-
shops, plus the distribution 
and proper fitting of bicy-
cle helmets for students and 
families in need. 

Bike “rodeos” and family 

events at Safety Center in 
Sacramento will encourage 
safe riding skills. Walking 
field trips and on-foot 
safety trainings will also 
be conducted, allowing stu-
dents to practice safe habits 
with adult supervision.

The Sacramento County 
Office of Education and 
its partners have seen pos-
itive results from the safety 
education efforts. Last 
school year, classroom and 
community presentations 
reached more than 900 
individuals. The program 
distributed more than 225 
helmets at seven participat-
ing schools and community 
events, and more than 100 
students participated in 
on-foot safety trainings. 
Survey results also demon-
strated that the number 
of students wearing bicy-
cle helmets at school sites 
increased as did safe walk-
ing practices. 

The Sacramento County Office of Education received grant 
funding to provide middle schoolers with program activities 
to increase bicycle and pedestrian safety.

Bike and Pedestrian Safety Grant Awarded to County
Sacramento County 
Office of Education 
News Release 

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - Thanks to a new 
$188,000 grant awarded to 
the Prevention and Early 
Intervention Department at 
the Sacramento County 
Office of Education by the 
California Office of Traffic 
Safety, students at seven 
middle school campuses 
across Sacramento County 
will lead program activi-
ties to increase bicycle and 
pedestrian safety.

“The safety of peo-
ple walking and biking 
on our roads is a top pri-
ority for our office,” 
California Office of 
Traffic Safety Director 
Stephanie Dougherty said. 
“Everyone moves, and not 
always by car. It’s import-
ant that we invest in efforts 
to protect people walking, 

biking, and rolling that 
help establish a strong 
traffic safety culture where 
everyone on California 
roads can travel to and 
from places safely.” 

The Sacramento County 
Office of Education has 
been a recipient of this 
grant since 2015 and looks 
forward to continuing the 
important countywide 
project. The goal is to 
help middle school youth 
develop attitudes and 
habits that promote life-
long traffic safety values, 
building a foundation 
that helps students make 
safe decisions when 
they become teen driv-
ers. Working with Safety 
Center Incorporated and 
other community part-
ners, the county Office 
of Education will use the 
grant to increase bicy-
cle helmet compliance 
for youth (ages 5 to 18). 

Funding for the grant 
comes from the National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration and runs 
through this September.

Students will com-
p l e t e  a  p r e -  a n d 

post-observational sur-
vey,  ident i fy  safe ty 
concerns in their school 
community and advocate 
for changes to be made. 
They will also educate 
their peers and families 

about bicycle and pedes-
trian safety and helmet 
use through school-based 
activities, contests, public 
service announcements, 
social media posts, news-
letters and the distribution 
of safety equipment. 

School sites will also 
receive crossing guard kits, 
including stop signs, elec-
tronic whistles, sandwich 
board signs and reflective 
vests.

The Sacramento County 
Office of Education’s 
Bicycle and Pedestrian 
Safety Program is a com-
prehensive safety program 
that teaches valuable skills 
for all types of road users. 
It includes classroom edu-
cation, community-based 
presentations and work-
shops, plus the distribution 
and proper fitting of bicy-
cle helmets for students and 
families in need. 

Bike “rodeos” and family 

events at Safety Center in 
Sacramento will encourage 
safe riding skills. Walking 
field trips and on-foot 
safety trainings will also 
be conducted, allowing stu-
dents to practice safe habits 
with adult supervision.

The Sacramento County 
Office of Education and 
its partners have seen pos-
itive results from the safety 
education efforts. Last 
school year, classroom and 
community presentations 
reached more than 900 
individuals. The program 
distributed more than 225 
helmets at seven participat-
ing schools and community 
events, and more than 100 
students participated in 
on-foot safety trainings. 
Survey results also demon-
strated that the number 
of students wearing bicy-
cle helmets at school sites 
increased as did safe walk-
ing practices. 

Dear Dave,
My mom is 76, and the 

only debt she has is about 
$60,000 left on her mort-
gage. She has $600,000 in 
retirement accounts, plus 
a long-term care insurance 
policy. But she has just 
$25,000 in a money market 
account with check-writ-
ing privileges for every-
day bills and purchases. 
To be honest, this worries 
me. She has always lived 
within her means, so am 
I wrong to be concerned? 
She has also been talking 
about paying off her mort-
gage, and I’m not sure how 
I feel about that, either. I’d 
love your opinion.

Dear Kelly,
You sound surprised 

that she’d still be in the 
stock market at her age. 
In my mind, that’s not a 
bad thing at all. It might 
not be what the typical fi-
nancial planner would tell 
you to do, because for the 
most part they’ll try to get 
you to be super-conserva-
tive with your money as 
you get older. But from 
the way you’ve described 
things, it sounds like she’s 
not planning on using this 
money, but using the in-
come from the money. If 

that’s the case, she won’t 
whittle it all down to noth-
ing. So, if she’s in good 
mutual funds—not single 
stocks—I think she’ll be 
just fine. 

Now, let’s talk about the 
mortgage. I would abso-
lutely recommend she go 
ahead a pay it off. If she 
can do that at age 76 and 
still have $540,000 left, 
that’s the way to go. Let’s 
pay off the house, and 
then she can start taking 
her income off a percent-
age of the remainder. She 
won’t need much with the 
house payment out of the 
way, because she won’t 
be sending money to the 
bank to pay the anymore.
