2025-26 Budget

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA 
(MPG) - The Sacramento 
C o u n t y  B o a r d  o f 
Supervisors voted unan-
imously on Sept. 3 to 
r e v i s e  t h e  a p p r o v e d 
 budget for the 2025-26 
fiscal year.

The $9.2 billion Revised 
Recommended Budget 
included an increase of $239 
million in total appropria-
tions from the $8.9 billion 
Recommended Budget that 
the board approved in June. 

The increases included 
a $16-million increase in 
General Fund appropria-
tions and a $223-million 
increase in appropriations 
in other funds, resulting pri-
marily from re-budgeting of 
capital projects and other 
contractual expenditures 
and including $529,000 in 
non-General Fund growth.

Additional growth in 
the revised recommended 
budget includes total appro-
priations of $4 million in 
Net County Cost and 16 full-
time equivalent positions.

R e  t h e  S h e r i f f ’ s 
Department’s Intensive 
Outpatient Program (IOP) 
Expansion, $0.5 million 
Net County Cost is rec-
ommended to fund one 
full-time equivalent Sheriff 
Sergeant and four full-time 
equivalent Deputy Sheriff 
positions needed for the 
expansion of the IOP pro-
gram to comply with the 
Mays consent decree.

Re the Correctional 
Health Services – IOP 
Expansion, $1.8 million 
Net County Cost is recom-
mended to increase the UC 
Davis mental health services 
contract for five months of 
expanded IOP operations 
during Fiscal Year 2025-
26 and to provide funding 
required Fiscal Year 2025-
26 Revised Recommended 
Budget for one-time capital 
improvements needed at the 
Rio Consumnes Correctional 
Center.

Re Health Services - 
Behavioral Health Services 
Act, $1.4 million of state 
funding will add nine full-
time equivalent positions to 
provide administrative sup-
port for Behavioral Health 
Services Act mandates.

Re Public Defender - 
State Prison Unit, $0.5 
million of state funding 
will add two limited term 
full-time equivalent posi-
tions in the department's 
state prison unit.

During the hearings, 
the Board of Supervisors 
approved  a  one- t ime 
General Fund contribution 
of $10 million to the Roads 
Fund from Service Stability 
Reserves and a one-time 
General Fund contribu-
tion of $17,980 to Regional 
Parks from Service Stability 
Reserves and $7,020 from 
Parks Revenues for a 
Zodiac Boat.� 

RANCHO CORDOVA, CA (MPG) 
- The Rancho Cordova 
City Council on Sept. 
2 discussed the future 
of the Mills Crossing 
Project, a mixed-use 
development designed to 
revitalize the city’s Folsom 

Boulevard corridor. 
A presentation from 

Housing manager Stefan 
Heisler and senior civil 
engineer Kristine Courdy 
out l ined four  poten-
tial scenarios for the 
project’s implementation, 
each reflecting different 
levels of investment and 

development timelines.
The Mills Crossing 

Project, which received 
key entitlements in mid-
2025, was designed to 
include a community com-
mercial and health and 
wellness building, an arts 
center, retail spaces, pub-
lic plazas and residential 

units. The goal has been 
to transform the Folsom 
Boulevard area into a 
modern, vibrant hub but 
the scale and cost of the 
project have prompted con-
cerns from both the public 
and City Council members.

MATHER AIRPORT, CA (MPG) - Exciting 
changes are on the horizon at Mather 
Airport, where the EVA Flight 
Training Academy has broken ground 
on its newest project: a four-story 
student dormitory.

The new facility will feature 87 
studio apartments and six guest 
suites, designed to provide on-site 
housing for international students 
pursuing their pilot certificates. 

Along with modern living spaces, 
students will enjoy amenities such as 
a gym, library, discussion rooms and 
a café, making Mather Airport a true 

home base during their training.
For Sacramento County Supervisor 

Pat Hume, who represents the dis-
trict that includes Mather Airport, the 
project is about more than just bricks 
and mortar. 

“It is exciting to see the investment 
by EVA Flight Training Academy to 
expand their operations to include a 
dormitory where aspiring pilots from 
all over the world can stay while they 
learn,” Hume said. “This underscores 
Mather’s role as a regional economic 
hub.”

EVA Flight Training Academy has 
steadily expanded its presence at 
Mather since 2014, when it opened 
its office and classroom building. A 

maintenance hangar soon followed, 
allowing the academy to service its 
training aircraft locally. The dormi-
tory, expected to be complete by late 
2026, represents the final phase of 
this growth.

“This project is a major asset 
to Sacramento County,” said 
Sacramento County Department 
of Airports Director Cindy Nichol. 
“By bringing students here from 
around the world, EVA is not only 
building careers in aviation but also 
contributing to our region’s long-
term economic vitality through 
jobs, investment and international 
connections.”

presented with four potential options, 
ranging from full project buildout to defer-
ring the project entirely.

Scenario one, the full buildout, would 
cost an estimated $120 million. This option 
includes a medical office building, arts cen-
ter and event hall, along with infrastructure 
work such as roads, utilities and parking, 
set for a groundbreaking in late 2026.

Scenario two suggests a scaled-back ver-
sion of the project, costing $105 million, 
eliminating the event hall but retaining the 
medical office and arts center. A similar 
infrastructure plan would be included, with 
the same late 2026 groundbreaking.

Scenario three, the most cost-efficient at 
$10 million, would use only the $9.6 mil-
lion available in Sacramento Area Council 
of Governments Green Means Go (SACOG 
GMG) grant funds. This scenario focuses 
on grading, utility installation and creat-
ing housing parcels, while deferring the 
development of community spaces and com-
mercial components. Under this plan, the 
city would forfeit $7 million in Behavioral 
Health Continuum Infrastructure Program 
grant funding but the focus would shift 
toward residential development. The site 
work groundbreaking for this project would 
be in summer 2026.

Scenario four proposes putting the project 
on hold entirely and land-banking the enti-
tled property. This would forfeit both the 
$7 million Behavioral Health Continuum 
Infrastructure Program and $9.6 million 
Green Means Go grant funds but would 
give the city time to reassess its strategy.

The council also heard public comments 
on the project’s future. Resident James 
Garcia expressed opposition to continuing 
the project in any form, advocating for sce-
nario four, which would halt the project’s 
progress.

“I’m in favor of option four, pausing 
the whole entire thing,” Garcia said. “It’s 
a money pit and we’ve never been given a 
financial feasibility study. Everything was 
limited and I’d rather see the money gone 
than spend another $120 million.”

Helen Beshaw, another resident, echoed 
Garcia’s sentiments, emphasizing the proj-
ect’s lack of support for existing community 
needs.

“You don’t build a street of dreams and 
hope people are going to come in,” Beshaw 
said. “Option four is the only way to go. 
Any of the other scenarios won’t help the 
people who currently live in that area.”

City Council members expressed mixed 
feelings about the future of Mills Crossing. 
Vice Mayor Garrett Gatewood voiced 
strong concerns about spending large sums 
on the project.

“I think we need to put it on pause,” 
Gatewood said. “When we first started, we 
were super excited but I don’t feel like we 
have the same energy anymore. I’m OK 
with giving back the grants because we’re 
not going to use it for what we want.”

Councilmember David Sander, Ph.D. 
stressed the need to refocus on the goal of 
revitalizing Folsom Boulevard. 

“The theory was that if you invest 
enough in the infrastructure, private sec-
tor business would come along and invest,” 
Sander said. “But this project didn’t get us 
there and I can’t vote in favor of spending 
literally 20 years of savings on something 
that may not spark the change we wanted.”

Councilmember Joe Little was more 
open to scenario three, which emphasizes 
housing development but he cautioned 
against entirely abandoning the project. 

“I’m hesitant about option four,” Little 
said. “It seems like it prevents anything 
from happening and just kicks the can 
down the road. I like scenario three, where 
we explore more housing uses. That’s prob-
ably the only thing we can get built there.”

Councilmember Linda Budge also sup-
ported scenario three, proposing that 
housing development be prioritized to 
attract future private investment. 

“What if we focused on building the 
housing first and then perhaps others would 
come build things on the front of the boule-
vard?” Budge said.

Mayor Siri Pulipati, while preferring 
the full buildout in scenario one, acknowl-
edged that the changing landscape of the 
project’s planning might make that option 
unfeasible.

“The key for this project is to revitalize 
Folsom Boulevard,” Pulipati said. “I would 
prefer scenario one but at this time, that 
doesn’t seem to be an option, given that 
we’ve started this 10 years ago and condi-
tions have changed.”

After a lengthy discussion, City Council 
agreed to move forward with scenario 
three, with further deliberations planned 
for future implementation details. The 
focus will be on utilizing available grants 
to improve the site infrastructure and 
explore housing development opportuni-
ties, while keeping options open for other 
future developments.� 

And Another Thing

A neighbor of ours 
talked to us about what 
she has seen in differ-
ent neighborhoods as she 
walks. Many of those 
areas have different 
pieces of trash or other 
items that haven’t been 
picked up by anyone. Not 
by someone who lives 
there or someone in busi-
ness there but pieces were 
not picked up by anyone. 

When Ken Cooley 
was mayor in 2010, he 
started the mayor’s walk 
each month. When I was 
mayor in 2011, I liked the 
mayor’s walk that Ken 
started. I had the oppor-
tunity to meet new people 
and when we were walk-
ing, we had bags and 
gloves that were given to 
the people who walked 
with me. They took the 
opportunity of helping 
different neighbors by 
picking up as we went.

And thousands of cus-
tomers in the Rancho 
Cordova area lost power, 
due to downed trees and 
power lines. We had a big 
tree in our backyard and 
the wind ripped our tree 
in half. That part of the 
tree was in our swimming 
pool. I called SMUD 
because part of the tree 
was over the power 
lines in our back yard. A 
SMUD crew arrived and 
cut down some of the tree 
hanging on the power 
lines. They got that done, 
then they had to go to 
other areas where people 
were out of power. 

It made quite a mess 
for us and the SMUD 
crew came back the next 
day, helping us get some 
of the tree cleaned up. 

The next day, we hired a 
tree company to remove 
the rest of the tree and 
pile the branches out in 
front to be picked up. On 
Thursday, my wife and 
I and one of our grand-
sons got it all organized 
for Atlas Disposal to pick 
up the mess. We hope 
our next storms won’t be 
like that. Fortunately, our 
house wasn’t damaged 
and no one was injured. 

Something that is roll-
ing around from many 
people is about COVID-
19 vaccines. There are 
many people who are 
deciding to give the vac-
cines. The U.S. Food 
and Drug Administration 
recently approved the 
updated COVID vaccines 
for the 2025-2026 sea-
son with new restrictions 
around who is eligible 
to get the shots. It’s cur-
rently limited to “high 
risk” individuals, includ-
ing people over 65 or 
with certain underlying 
conditions. Personally, I 
believe what doctors are 
saying rather than waiting 
for a political administra-
tion to decide who it will 
allow to live or die.

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New California Law to Make Housing 
Projects Easier, Cost More

Two months ago, Gov. 
Gavin Newsom and leg-
islators from both parties 
celebrated enacting land-
mark legislation to remove 
the California Environmental 
Quality Act as an impediment 
to new housing construction.

Lopsided votes in the 
Legislature for Assembly Bill 
130 and Newsom’s imme-
diate signature seemingly 
ended decades of debate 
over how the environmen-
tal law, signed by then-Gov. 
Ronald Reagan more than 
50 years ago, was being used 
to delay or kill residential 
developments.

“Saying ‘no’ to housing in 
my community will no lon-
ger be state sanctioned,” 
said Assemblymember Buffy 
Wicks, an Oakland Democrat 
who has long advocated for 
CEQA reform. “This isn’t 
going to solve all of our hous-
ing problems in the state, but 
it is going to remove the sin-
gle biggest impediment to 
building environmentally 
friendly housing.”

Newsom took obvious 
pleasure in achieving what 
had eluded other governors, 
including predecessor Jerry 
Brown, who once described 
overhauling CEQA as “the 
lord’s work.”

As Newsom signed the 
measure into law he thanked 
legislators and housing, labor 
and environmental leaders 
“who heeded my call and 

came together around a com-
mon goal — to build more 
housing faster and create 
strong, affordable pathways 
for every Californian.

“Today’s bill is a game 
changer which will be felt 
for generations to come,”  
he said.

While AB130 does remove 
CEQA as a weapon for labor 
unions and opponents of 
high-density projects to stall 
construction, there’s a pro-
vision buried in the lengthy 
bill that could create a new 
impediment.

Two sections, 137 pages 
in, declare that if a residen-
tial project has “significant 
transportation impact,” local 
governments or regional 
agencies can impose fees to 
“mitigate the transportation 
impact to a less than signifi-
cant level by helping to fund 
or otherwise facilitating vehi-
cle miles traveled-efficient 
affordable housing or related 
infrastructure projects….”

The so-called vehicle miles 
traveled, or VMT, fees are 
“a new housing tax families 
simply cannot afford,” the 
California Building Industry 
Association publicly com-
plained, adding that impact 
fees are already major factors 
in housing costs.

Local traffic impact 
fees are not new. In fact, a 
dispute over a $23,420 traffic 
mitigation fee imposed nine 
years ago for a factory-built 
house in El Dorado County 
is still pending after going all 
the way to the U.S. Supreme 
Court.

However,  AB 130 
appears to broaden the 
potential use of these 
fees not only for roadway 
improvements, but also to 
pay for low-income housing 
projects throughout the state 
by contributing to the state’s 
Transit-Oriented Development 

Implementation Fund.
Drafting AB 130’s CEQA 

language was a com-
plex process involving 
multiple stakeholders, not 
only housing advocates but 
environmental groups that 
often employ CEQA to slow 
or kill major public and pri-
vate developments and labor 
unions, which have used the 
threat of CEQA lawsuits to 
compel developers to use 
union workers. The latter 
issue was a major hang-up 
that required last-minute 
amendments to the measure.

The language about traf-
fic fees was never mentioned 
in analyses of the bill nor in 
the debates that preceded leg-
islative passage. It’s another 
example of how such budget 
trailer bills are used by gov-
ernors and legislators to enact 
major legislation on the sly, 
with little or no public airing 
of the issues.

Trailer bills often contain 
language that has little or 
nothing to do with the bud-
get and are often fleshed out 
just hours before enactment. 
Under the guise of being bud-
get-related, the bills can be 
passed with simple majority 
floor votes, take effect imme-
diately upon being signed 
by the governor and can-
not be taken to voters via 
referendum.

Those factors make trailer 
bills convenient vehicles for 
legislation that might not sur-
vive close scrutiny. Newsom 
has been especially willing to 
utilize them for his legislative 
priorities.
