April 20, 2026, will mark Russell 

Becker’s 14th Boston Marathon. 
But for Becker, the 26.2 miles from 
Hopkinton to Boston represent 
much more than a historic athletic 
challenge.

His motivation is 
personal—multiple members of  
his family have battled the disease 
across generations.
