CITRUS HEIGHTS, CA (MPG) - The pur-
chase of Sunrise Mall from Namdar 
Realty Group of Long Island, N.Y., 
by Tallen Capital Partners of Mill 
Valley is expected to be finalized in 
2027, according to CEO Terry Tallen 
in a telephone interview last week.

His firm is in escrow to purchase 
about 50 acres of Sunrise Mall which 
is owned by the Namdar Realty 
Group, with plans to then sell about 
14 acres to the Mettle Shop for con-
struction of the Sunrise Sports 
Complex which will be built facing 
Greenback Lane.

Namdar currently owns the 25-acre 
parcel where the core Sunrise Mall 
building stands and two 12-acre par-
cels home to Goodyear Tires, and 
the buildings which formerly housed 

Macy’s Men’s and Macy’s Women’s.
The Sunrise Mall property spans 

nearly 100 acres in Citrus Heights 
and is currently divided into seven 

separate parcels owned by five differ-
ent entities.

Once the sale is complete, Tallen 
Capital Partners, LLC will assume 
the role of majority owner and devel-
oper for the Sunrise Mall project.

“It’s very early in the process 
to say how quickly that transac-
tion with Namdar Realty Group will 
close, given all the details which are 
involved,” Tallen said.

Tallen said he is especially excited 
about the project, pointing to produc-
tive talks with Citrus Heights city 
officials since its public announce-
ment, the infrastructure requirements 
and how construction will unfold 
once demolition begins.

Donors can also search and 
filter nonprofits by loca-
tion, mission, budget size 
and populations served.

The Foundation works 
year-round to support non-
profits with everything 
from setting fundraising 
goals to developing mar-
keting plans.

Generous and devoted 

to family, Kendall Edward 
Kinyon 85 left us with 
hearts full of gratitude and 
sorrow when he passed 
on December 11, 2025, in 
Petaluma, California.

Born to Guy Edward 
Kinyon and Eleanor Marie 
Kinyon on Jue 26, 1940 
in Castleford, Idaho, Ken 
grew up farming, cattle 
ranching and sheep herd-
ing to the west of Twin 
Falls area in the sage-
brush south of the Snake 
River.  He then pursued a 
career as an accountant 
and lawyer before raising 
a family on his own farm in 
Orangevale, California.

Raised partially by his 
grandmother Grace after 
his mother passed when 
he was 8, he was always 
ready to take in family 
when they suffered their 
own hardship and loss; 
a generosity that never 
ceased wherever  he  
called home.

As a man of good 
humor and wry wit, he 
would have chuckled at 
this quote in his obitu-
ary with the certainty of a 
career “tax man”:

He attended Boise Jr. 

College and University 
o f  M o n t a n a  w h e r e 
he received a B.A. in 
Business Administration 
and a CPA certif icate 
which led to ten years of 
work as an agent of the 
Internal Revenue Service 
in Northern California.

He met and married 
MaryAnn Rita Kinyon (nee 
Gilson) in Sacramento, 
California in 1966. While 
raising two boys with 
MaryAnn, providing a 
home to his brother-in-law, 

and working as a tax 
agent, he earned his law 
degree from the University 
of the Pacific (McGeorge 
School of Law, where he 
later taught) before joining 
the California State Bar  
in 1972.

Soon after that, he was 
hired by the California 
Franchise Tax Board, 
where his career as a 
managing attorney spe-
c ia l i z ing  in  tax  law 
eventually spanned three 
decades until retiring as 
Assistant Chief Counsel. 
The fami ly moved to 
Orangevale to live closer 
to his new office. Later that 
year, the boys welcomed 
a baby sister, who arrived 
home on Christmas Day.

Through the farm and 
many camping trips, the 
three kids were instilled 
with his love for the out-
doors and a were shaped 
by the nurturing respon-
sibilities of cows, horses, 
s h e e p ,  g o a t s ,  r a b -
bits, chickens, geese, 
ducks and the family  
cat and dog.

Kendall and MaryAnn 
enjoyed 40 years of mar-
riage, and after ushering 
three kids off to their own 
careers and families they 
traveled during their retire-
ment, unti l  her death  
in 2006.

In  Sacramento,  he

Schneckloth, also a child 
of Idaho and a retiree 
of The Franchise Tax 
Board.  They bought a 
house along the Moyie 
River north of Bonners 
Ferry, Idaho near the 
Canada border.  They 
kept busy traveling, water-
color painting and Model 
T excursions, living there 
in the summer while win-
tering in Orangevale until 
Sue passed away in 2021.

Kendall is survived by 
his son Joseph Kinyon and 
his wife Jennifer Stock, 
daughter in law Kristin 
Kovack, and his beloved 
grandchildren Christopher 
Kinyon, Ashley Kinyon, 
Nathan Kovack and Owen 
Kinyon--as well as many 
nieces and nephews who 
loved him as Uncle Ken. 
He is preceded in death by

subsidiary companies. He leads the com-
pany’s multi-disciplinary approach in the 
acquisition, financing, entitlement and 
redevelopment of value-add retail, multi-
family and mixed-use real estate projects 
such as Sunrise Mall

“Our firm has redeveloped other sub-
stantial mall and retail properties, but 
Sunrise Mall is very different in its 
scope,” Tallen said. “We fully share the 
city’s vision for what it wants to see in its 
Sunrise Tomorrow plan.”

Tallen Capital Partners, LLC is part-
nering with the Mettle Shop to build a 
state-of-the-art, 160,000-square-foot 
sports facility on an 11-acre anchor site. 
At its core is a 4,000-seat multi-use arena 
designed to host sporting events, concerts 
and more. 

The center will feature two NHL-sized 
ice sheets and multi-use turf fields, estab-
lishing a premier destination for athletes, 
families and visitors, and offering a wide 
range of recreational and entertainment 
opportunities.

“It’s going to be a considerable 
regional draw for the city of Citrus 
Heights and for the region” Tallen said. 
“(Redevelopment of Sunrise Mall) cre-
ates its own momentum, and with it, a 
demand for higher end retail and good 
restaurants surround it.”

Tallen said he commuted to recent 
meetings with Citrus Heights city offi-
cials from Roseville since a hotel in close 
proximately wasn’t readily available.

“There is demand for quality hotel 
space surrounding the sports complex, 
and we’ll be working to meet that.”

A 2.8-acre parcel at the prominent cor-
ner of Sunrise Boulevard and Greenback 
Lane, owned by Antioch Street LP, has 
been subdivided to allow for a future 
hotel.

Tallen said he was pleased to learn that 
the city of Citrus Heights has already 
completed an environmental impact 
report (EIR) for Sunrise Mall and has 
obtained California Environmental 
Quality Act (CEQA) approval for the 
redevelopment of Sunrise Mall.

“That’s a very decisive action on the 
part of the city,” he said.

The Citrus Heights City Council has 
recently unanimously approved a profes-
sional services agreement for the Sunrise 
Tomorrow Frontage Project with Mark 
Thomas and Company, a professional 
engineering firm, to assist with frontage 
improvements along Sunrise Boulevard 
and Greenback Lane for a Sunrise 
Tomorrow Specific Plan Frontage 
Improvement Project.

Design elements include a separated 
multi-use “green loop” path, the instal-
lation of a new traffic signal on Sunrise 
Boulevard and the development of a 
transit center designed to support both 
conventional bus service and future bus 
rapid transit operations. 

Those elements are especially import-
ant as the redevelopment of Sunrise Mall 

includes the construction of approxi-
mately 250 residential units situated 
around the planned sports complex.

Tallen said his firm will soon partner 
with a residential builder/broker to build 
and market those units. Mixed commer-
cial use, including construction of office 
space is also visualized for the mall prop-
erty, he said. So too is the inclusion of a 
retail grocery store which may serve the 
new residential community, he said.

Tallen confirmed that both former 
Macy’s Men’s and Women’s stores 
would be demolished first, but that’s not 
likely until 2028, or 2029.

“We also will be talking to those busi-
nesses who want to remain in business 
in the mall well before demolition does 
begin (in 2028 or later) to give them the 
opportunity to renegotiate their leases at 
a fair market value,” he said.

The remaining portions of the Sunrise 
Mall property are controlled by Ethan 
Conrad Properties, JCPenney, Red Robin 
and Antioch Street LP.

Since the sale of the mall from Namdar 
Realty Group was publicly reported, 
Tallen said he has spoken to Ethan 
Conrad, CEO of Ethan Conrad Properties 
of Sacramento which bought the former 
Sears site in 2022 and corporate repre-
sentatives of JCPenney which is the last 
remaining anchor retail store in Sunrise 
Mall and also owns 18 acres of the 
property.

“We’re interested in hearing their plans 
and ideas,” he said. “It’s a bit early to say 
more.”

The first steps to market specific par-
cels of Sunrise Mall have already begun 
with the publication of a marketing bro-
chure by Retail Pacific, a commercial 
real estate brokerage in Walnut Creek 
retained by Tallen Capital Partners to 
market lease specific parcels along 
Sunrise Boulevard, he said.

Retail Pacific and Tallen Capital 
Partners, LLC list between 82,000 to 
172,000 square feet of the former com-
bined Macy’s retail stores in Sunrise 
Mall area available redevelopment.

Two portions of a combined 23.98-acre 
parcel located at 6063 Sunrise Blvd. fac-
ing the MarketPlace at Birdcage, which 
are currently used for parking space, are 
available for ground lease.

The planned Sunrise Sports Complex 
should attract a good mix of retail and 
better restaurants there, Tallen said.

The former 8,000-square-foot location 
of the shuttered Elephant Bar Restaurant 
which faces the MarketPlace at Birdcage 
is expected to be reutilized rather than 
demolished, Tallen said.

“We’ve been in talks with Benihana 
which has expressed a desire to return 
to Citrus Heights. The popular Japanese 
restaurant had been a long-time fixture 
in the Sunrise Village Shopping cen-
ter in Citrus Heights near the corner of 
Sunrise Boulevard and Madison Avenue 
before closing when the center was 
remodeled.”� 

DSW to Open in Birdcage

CITRUS HEIGHTS, CA (MPG) - Designer Shoe 
Warehouse (DSW) has signed a lease to fill 
an 18,168-square-foot space formerly occu-
pied by Off Broadway Shoe Warehouse 
which closed in January in the MarketPlace 
in Birdcage after 20 years in business.

Construction crews are preparing the retail 
space for new construction. Representatives 
from DSW's parent company, Designer 
Brands Inc., did not respond to an email seek-
ing comment about a likely opening date. 

DSW is based in Columbus, OH and is 
owned by Designers Brands, Inc., selling 
name brand shoes and fashion accessories.

DSW sells an assortment of shoes for 
men, women and children. The retailer has at 
least four other locations in the Sacramento 
area, including Arden Way, the Fountains 

at Roseville and in the Folsom Gateway in 
Folsom.

Two other construction projects are cur-
rently underway within the MarketPlace at 

Birdcage. A major renovation of the Walmart 
Neighborhood Market grocery store which 
faces Sunrise Boulevard has started with a 
reported mid-July completion date, according 

to the company signage.
A new luxury nail and beauty lounge, Rose 

Nail Lounge, is also expected to open this 
summer in the shopping plaza, according to 
the salon’s owner.

Rose Nail Lounge, which is currently 
undergoing construction and build-out at 
5925 Birdcage Centre Lane, will take over 
the space previously occupied by Black Sails 
Coffee Lounge, an independent specialty 
brew coffee shop which operated as a tenant 
on a temporary lease from July 2025 through 
most of December 2025.

Construction crews were recently onsite 
completing trenches for piping that will run 
beneath the floor of the salon.

Owner Vinh Nguyen said the tentative 
mid-July opening date may shift depending 
on the progress of construction and approval 
of necessary inspections.� 

Sacramento’s First Integrated Healthcare Campus 
for Medi-Cal and Uninsured Residents Breaks Ground

SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CA (MPG) 
- Sacramento County and 
WellSpace Health leaders marked 
a significant step forward in 
expanding access to behavioral 
health services April 7, break-
ing ground on a new Community 
Wellness Campus in South 
Sacramento.

The 13-acre campus, located 
in the Little Saigon community, 
represents a major investment 
in addressing the growing need 
for behavioral, dental and physi-
cal health care across the region, 
especially for residents who rely 
on Medi-Cal or remain uninsured. 
County leaders joined project 
partners and community members 
for a ceremonial groundbreaking, 
highlighting the continued focus 
on building a more connected and 
accessible system of care.

“ T h i s  p r o j e c t  r e f l e c t s 
Sacramento County’s commit-
ment to meeting people where 

they are and expanding access 
to critical behavioral health 
services,” said District Two 
Supervisor, Patrick Kennedy. 
“As the need continues to grow, 
investments like this help ensure 
our community members can get 
the care and support they need.”

The first phase of the proj-
ect includes a 32-bed Mental 
Health Rehabilitation Center 
(MHRC), designed to provide 
24-hour residential treatment for 

adults who need a higher level 
of behavioral health care. The 
facility will include residen-
tial living spaces, treatment and 
group rooms and outdoor areas to 
support recovery in a stable, sup-
portive environment. The 24,700 
square foot facility will also pro-
vide residential treatment for 
adults who require mental health-
care beyond what is currently 
offered at WellSpace Health’s 
Co-Occur r ing  Behav io ra l 

Health Continuum.
The $23.57 million needed for 

the construction of the MHRC 
comes from round 3 of the 
State of California’s Behavioral 
Health Continuum Infrastructure 
Program (BHCIP) grant. In 
addition, the County will pro-
vide a required grant match of 
$1.98 million.

Once complete, WellSpace 
Health will operate the facil-
ity, with Sacramento County 

maintaining priority access to 
available beds. This partnership 
will help streamline how individu-
als are connected to care, reducing 
barriers and improving outcomes 
for those in need of services.

“ T h e  M e n t a l  H e a l t h 
Rehabilitation Center is essential 
to Sacramento County’s com-
mitment to improving behavioral 
health services and addressing 
the growing need for behavioral 
healthcare across the region,” said 
Dr. Ryan Quist, Behavioral Health 
Services Director for Sacramento 
County. “This stable and sup-
portive living environment for 
individuals in recovery will help 
break down the traditional barri-
ers to behavioral health treatment 
and support. With their history 
in behavioral health services, 
WellSpace Health will be a great 
partner for this resource.”

‘Belonging by Design, Powered by STEAM’

SACRAMENTO, CA (MPG) - High-
quality early learning experiences 
matter deeply because they help 
lay the foundation for children’s 
lifelong learning, development and 
sense of belonging. Events like the 
annual Early Learning conference 
create important space for educa-
tors to learn together, share ideas 
and strengthen the practices that 
help all young children thrive.

On Saturday, March 21, the 
Sacramento County Office of 
Education (SCOE) Early Learning 

department proudly hosted the 4th 
Annual Early Learning: At the 
Heart of It All conference, bring-
ing together more than 250 early 
learning and care professionals 
who serve children from infancy 
through kindergarten. This year’s 
theme, “Belonging by Design. 
Powered by STEAM,” highlighted 
the powerful role science, tech-
nology, engineering, art and math 
can play in creating learning envi-
ronments where all children feel 
included, engaged and supported. 
The conference offered a full day 
of learning, connection and joyful 
exploration, featuring a keynote 

and masterclass by UC Irvine 
Professor Dr. Andres Bustamante. 
His presentations helped set the 
tone for the day by emphasizing 
the value of meaningful, interactive 
learning experiences that nurture 
both curiosity and belonging.

Participants also attended one 
of two breakout sessions focused 
on hands-on, interactive learn-
ing. Together, these sessions 
demonstrated how STEAM can 
naturally support inclusion by 
offering multiple ways for chil-
dren with different strengths, 
interests and learning needs to 
participate, express themselves 

and thrive. All were excited to 
bring back new ideas to imple-
ment in a wide variety of settings, 
such as family childcare homes, 
preschool centers, district class-
rooms and after-school programs. 
State partners from the California 
Department of Education and 
Department of Social Services 
joined the fun.

A special highlight of the con-
ference was the Count, Play, 
Explore STEAM Room, designed 
and facilitated by the SCOE Early 
Learning team. In this interactive 
space, participants explored mate-

The room gave 
educators a chance to experience 
the kind of playful, engaging and 
inclusive learning environment 
that helps young children feel a 
true sense of belonging.

From inspiring presentations 
and interactive sessions to shared 
meals, playful learning and mean-
ingful connections, the day 
reflected SCOE Early Learning’s 
commitment to supporting edu-
cators and advancing high-quality 
early learning experiences for 
all children. 
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So much for journalis-
tic objectivity. 

The BBC science ed-
itor covering the launch 
of Artemis II couldn’t 
contain her enthusiasm 
when the first plumes of 
smoke spread out from 
the launch pad. “Oh, my 
goodness! Oh, my good-
ness!” she exclaimed, 
clapping like a schoolgirl. 

As the rocket lifted off, 
she got visibly emotional: 
“It’s not just what you see 
and you hear as the rock-
et lifts off. You can feel 
the force of it through 
your body. This is the 
most powerful rocket that 
NASA has ever built!” 

Rebecca Morelle can 
be forgiven for falling in 
love with the subject of 
her story. A rocket launch 
is an awe-inspiring event 
-- a controlled explosion 
hurling a gigantic projec-
tile into the ether. There’s 
the sheer power, the un-
avoidable risk, the quest-
ing spirit. A rocket feels 
and looks like the future, 
and there’s something 
very human about gazing 
into the sky in wonder.

NASA hasn’t been 
glamorous in decades. 
Once upon a time, kids 
were putting up glossy 
photos of Apollo rock-
ets and astronauts on 
their bedroom walls. But 
the Apollo program was 
killed long ago -- civ-
il-rights activists were 
among those mobilizing 
against it, oddly enough 
-- and nothing has cap-
tured the imagination the 
same way since. 

The space shuttle made 
space flight routine and 

boring, and there was 
nothing particularly am-
bitious about the Inter-
national Space Station. 
Rovers and telescopes 
were worthy endeavors, 
but not thrilling. 

There is no substitute 
for manned space flight. 
The Artemis project is 
not exactly boldly going 
where no man has gone 
before, since it seeks to 
return to the moon af-
ter we were there half a 
century ago. But sending 
astronauts 250,000 miles 
from Earth as part of a 
project to eventually set 
up a base on the moon 
is the most enterpris-
ing NASA project since 
Apollo. 

This is all to the good, 
but Artemis has been 
plagued by delays and 
cost overruns. NASA 
hasn’t been able to rep-
licate the urgent, mis-
sion-driven approach that 
characterized the Apollo 
program. It took eight 
years to get to the moon 
the first time, while Ar-
temis has been going for 
nine years and we still ar-
en’t back.

NASA projects tend 
to get caught in a cycle: 
One president proposes 
a big new initiative, only 
for it to get canceled by 
his successor, who pro-
poses his own initiative 
that is canceled in turn. 
The worst case scenario 
is that a Democratic pres-
ident elected in 2028 nix-
es Artemis because Presi-
dent Trump favored it. 

That said, the space ex-
pert Robert Zubrin notes 
that space is particularly 
appealing to Americans 
as a people defined, in 
part, by the frontier. JFK 
talked of “the New Fron-
tier,” and the famous 

open of the TV show 
“Star Trek” called space 
“the final frontier.”

Certainly, the Amer-
ican space program is 
a marked contrast with 
that of the Europeans, the 
European Space Agency. 
NASA’s budget is sev-
eral times larger. We’ve 
sent men to the moon, 
whereas they haven’t. 
And we’ve sent multiple 
successful landers and 
rovers to Mars (the first 
lander in 1976, the first 
rover in 1997), whereas 
the ESA has only man-
aged two unsuccessful 
landers. 

Getting back to the 
moon is nice, but it is a 
manned mission to Mars 
that should be our ulti-
mate objective. It would 
truly be another giant leap 
for mankind, opening up 
a vista of homo sapiens 
as a multi-planetary spe-
cies. The technological 
challenge would be sig-
nificant, requiring Apol-
lo-like exertions, while 
there’s much of scientific 
importance to be learned 
on the Red Planet.

Right now, the most 
popular movie in Ameri-
ca is “Project Hail Mary,” 
a sci-fi thriller about a 
desperate mission into 
space. The film plays 
to our inherent interest 
in journeys into the un-
known, and to our admi-
ration for those who have 
the courage to explore 
new worlds, from Francis 
Drake to Neil Armstrong. 

Artemis II tapped into 
the same thing, which is 
why that BBC reporter -- 
and so many of the rest of 
us -- were so moved.

Yes, Boldly Go

California Voters Will Face Dueling Ballot 
Propositions This Fall. Confusion is Likely

When California voters 
approved Proposition 13 in 
1978, they forced a massive 
change in how government 
services are financed that 
continues to reverberate 
nearly a half-century later.

Prop. 13’s limits on prop-
erty taxes that had financed 
public schools and other 
units of local government for 
many decades forced fun-
damental changes in fiscal 
responsibilities — the state 
assuming education costs 
being just one example.

California media exten-
sively covered Prop. 13’s 
financial impacts at the time, 
and countless academic 
and journalistic analyses 
have done so since. But one 
aspect of its passage has 
been largely ignored.

California’s political lead-
ership in 1978 — Gov. Jerry 
Brown and a Legislature 
controlled by his fellow 
Democrats — did their best 
to torpedo Prop. 13 by plac-
ing a rival measure on the 
same primary election ballot. 
The alternative, Proposition 
8, promised property tax 
relief for owner-occupied 
homes but denied it to com-
mercial property.

Prop. 13 passed over-
whelmingly but Prop. 8 lost 
narrowly. The failed counter-
play was quickly forgotten 
as politicians — Brown most 
obviously — rushed to 
embrace the tax revolt. 
Brown even called himself a 

“born-again tax cutter.”
Prop. 13 sparked an explo-

sion of ballot initiatives that 
continues today. Although 
the practice of allowing ini-
tiatives to make law while 
bypassing the Legislature 
had been in place since 
1912, it was scantly used 
until Prop. 13 demonstrated 
its power. Hundreds of ini-
tiatives have been proposed 
since — nearly a thousand 
just in the last 20 years.

And while the rates of 
qualification and passage 
are relatively tiny, voters 
can anticipate facing about 
a dozen ballot proposi-
tions every two years. Most 
faintly resemble, if at all, 
truly grassroots movements. 
The vast majority are spon-
sored by narrow economic or 
ideological interests seeking 
to gain financial or political 
advantages.

Backers will spend mil-
lions of dollars to draft and 
qualify their measures using 
paid signature-gathers to 
fill their petitions and many 
more millions to sell them 
to voters. Swing Strategies, 
a Sacramento political con-
sulting firm that specializes 
in ballot measures, says plac-
ing a measure on the ballot 
can cost more than $10 mil-
lion, and campaigns can hit 
the $100 million mark.

During a webinar on the 
2026 initiative picture this 
week, Swing Strategies said 
48 measures were originally 
proposed, 36 of them tried to 
make the ballot by collecting 
the required number of valid 
voter signatures and 17 are 
true contenders as the April 
17 deadline for submitting 
petitions draws near.

The 17 contenders fit the 
mold of reflecting narrow 
interests. Many harken back to 
1978, when politicians placed 
a rival measure on the ballot in 
hopes of killing Prop. 13.

For example, Service 
Employees International 
Union-United Healthcare 
Workers West ( or SEIU-
UHW), a huge health care 
worker union, has a mea-
sure to limit health care 
executives’ compensation, 
and the California Hospital 
Association countered with a 
proposition to compel health 
care unions to tell mem-
bers how much money they 
spend on politics.

A n o t h e r  e x a m p l e : 
Personal injury lawyers 
have a measure to hold ride-
share companies liable for 
sexual assaults by drivers, 
while Uber has one to limit 
lawyers’ fees in auto crash 
lawsuits.

There’s also a quadruple 
play on taxes.

SEIU-UHW is sponsor-
ing a 5% tax on the wealth 
of California billionaires to 
provide more health care 
money, and the California 
Teachers Association wants 
to make a temporary surtax 
on high-income Californians 
permanent.

Meanwhile, business and 
anti-tax groups propose 
making local government 
tax increases more diffi-
cult by increasing their 
vote thresholds — paying 
homage to Prop. 13. But a 
measure placed on the ballot 
by the Legislature would tor-
pedo it by requiring a higher 
vote threshold for measures 
that raise tax increase vote 
thresholds.

That’s a clone of the Prop. 
13 duel 48 years ago. Some 
things never change.

Kings Korner

The NBA season has finally come to a 
close, and the Sacramento Kings face an 
uncertain future in many ways. Their coach-
ing position is not among them however, with 
the announcement that Doug Christie will be 
retained for next season to mentor this group 
of veterans and youngsters one more time.

That decision comes with more than a 
few lifted eyebrows, as Christie came into 
question frequently this season with his deci-
sion making as it relates to rotations and
much more.

Case in point was Doug McDermott who 
literally sat out the fi rst half of the season, 
while fi nally getting playing time when half of 
the team went on the injured list. McDermott 
fi nished the season with 48 3-pointers on 39 
percent shooting from beyond the arc.

Yes, the Sacramento Kings and their fan 
base have endured a gut-wrenching season as 
they managed a paltry 22 wins, making the 
2025-26 season one of the worst since they 
landed in Sacramento over 40 years ago. 

But the anemic 22 wins in all fairness 
doesn’t tell the full story. 

Injuries to key players like Domantas 
Sabonis and Keegan Murray robbed 
Sacramento of having any legitimate run at 
the playoff s, and as a result coach Christie and 
his staff  had an unfettered opportunity to get 
a close look at the young talent on this team.

Players like Precious Achiuwa, Dylan 
Cardwell, Nique Cliff ord, Maxime Raynaud, 
Daequon Plowden, and even latecomer Killiam 
Hayes, made people sit up and take notice as 
they experienced NBA action under fi re.

All acquitted themselves admirably 
although truth be told they are likely to 
become effi  cient bench players, as opposed to 
bonafi de NBA starters. 

That is not all bad, as Domantas Sabonis, 
Keegan Murray, De’Andre Hunter, Russell 
Westbrook, DeMar DeRozan and Zach Lavine 
represent a core of starters that have a proven 
track record.

The question is, what will the upcoming 
draft bring the Kings, and will the draft lottery 
be kind to them?

Sacramento finished with the fourth-
worst record in the NBA tied with the 
Utah Jazz, so the likelihood of a high 
round draft choice although not a sure bet, 

is a defi nite possibility.
Someone of the caliber of a Cameron 

boozer, or A.J. Dybantsa would help cement 
the front court that the Kings have been in 
need of for many years.

Sacramento is banking that they made a 
good decision in trading for De’Andre Hunter, 
and by adding another big body to the front 
court in the upcoming draft, the Kings could 
take on an entirely diff erent look.

Domantas Sabonis remains the player that 
brings legitimacy to the starting unit, but 
question marks remain as to whether Russell 
Westbrook and Zach Lavine will return for a 
second season.

Westbrook continues to defy mother 
nature, averaging 15 points, five boards 
and 6.7 assists while logging an average 
of 29 minutes per game. His leadership and
eff ervescent attitude were unmistakable, and 
many are looking at him as a future coach in 
some capacity. 

Are we disappointed in the 22-win season? 
Of course we are. But the handwriting is on 
the wall, and all eyes turn to G.M. Scott Perry 
as the Sacramento fan base pause in unison to 
see what skills he can bring to this team in the 
upcoming draft.

Last season brought the Kings Nique 
Cliff ord and Maxime Raynaud, and although 
solid role players, the Sacramento Kings are 
in dire need of an impact player.

Will Scott Perry become the GM that every-
one wants to believe is the game changer for 
the Kings or will it be business as usual.

Another question mark for next season is 
much heralded Keegan Murray. While many 
considered this season to be likely his coming 
out year, injuries put that opportunity on the 
back burner, and that question will need to be 
answered next year.

I sat courtside and watched this former 
NCAA scoring champ drain 11 3-pointers in 
a row in his rookie season, fi nally ending the 
game with 12, setting an all-time Sacramento 
record for 3-pointers in a game. It was a mag-
ical night but left every fan wondering what 
the possible was.

Cross your fingers and say your prayers 
Sacramento fans, because answers to many 
questions are less than a month away!

The Season Is in the Books

If Either of us Die, Will the other 
Get a Social Security Survivor Benefit?

Dear Rusty: I am 79. 
My husband is also 79 and 
we both receive Social 
Security benefits. We were 
both married before, and 
we married each other 
at the age of 58. Am I to 
understand correctly that 
when either of us dies, 
the surviving spouse is 
not eligible to collect the 
deceased spouse’s Social 
Security benefits? Please 
correct me if I am wrong. 
Signed: Curious Spouse

Dear Curious Spouse: 
A surviving spouse only 
gets one benefit - either 
their own SS retirement 
amount, or their deceased 
spouse’s amount, which-
ever is more. So, the 
Social Security bene-
fit that the deceased was 
receiving at death will 
be paid to the surviv-
ing spouse, replacing any 
smaller SS payment the 
survivor was already col-
lecting. To be sure you 

are aware, the surviving 
spouse will also be eligi-
ble for a one-time lump 
sum death benefit of $255 
(I know it isn’t much, 
but it should be claimed 
anyway). 

Also, unless the surviv-
ing spouse was already 
receiving a spousal ben-
efit while both partners 
were living, the surviv-
ing spouse will need to 
contact Social Security 
at 1-800-772-1213 (or at 
the local SS field office) 
to make an appointment 
to apply for their survivor 
benefit.

One other thing to be 
aware of since you were 
both married before: if 
either of you die, and 
your first marriage lasted 
at least 10 years and your 
ex-spouse has also died, 
the surviving spouse will 
have a choice to collect 
a survivor benefit from 
either the ex-spouse, 
or the most recently 
deceased spouse, which-
ever amount is more. 
But, again, you can only 
collect one benefit pay-
ment as  a  surviving 
spouse – either from your 
ex-spouse or from your 
recently deceased spouse, 
whichever benefi t  is 
higher.

FYI, survivor bene-
fits are a confusing area 
of Social Security, so you 

might also find informa-
tive this article I recently 
published, as it goes more 
deeply into surviving 
spouse benefits (includ-
ing benefits for surviving 
minor children and sur-
viving adult disabled 
children). Read the arti-
cle titled “Demystifying 
Social Security Survivor 
B e n e f i t s ”  a t  w w w.

Council Hears Annual Police Report with Crime at Historic Lows

CITRUS HEIGHTS, CA (MPG) - At 
the April 8 meeting of the 
Citrus Heights City Council, 
Police Chief Alex Turcotte pre-
sented the Citrus Heights Police 
Department’s (CHPD) annual 
report. 

Turcotte said that proactive 
policing activities are making 
an impact, with crime down in 
2025 in every major crime cat-
egory: crimes against persons 
down 7 percent, crimes against 
property down 8 percent and 
crimes against society down 1.7 
percent. 2025 had the lowest 
crimes rates in the department’s 
history. 

Looking back at data starting 
in 2007, there has been a 54.5 
percent decrease in crime since 
the CHPD was established 20 
years ago. “That is an unheard of 
drop in crime,” said Turcotte. 

The case clearance rate has 
also been increasing, up 19 per-
cent from 2023 and up another 6 
percent over 2024. And in 2025, 
more than $800,000 worth of 
narcotics were seized. 

Mayor MariJane Lopez-Taff 
thanked the CHPD for work-
ing so effectively. Vice Mayor 
Porsche Middleton said, “Your 
team is doing an exceptional 
job.”

The council also heard the 
2025 annual report from the 
Sunrise MarketPlace Property-
Based Improvement District 

(SMP PBID), which collects 
assessments from commercial 
parcels within their boundaries 
in order to provide marketing, 
branding, economic develop-
ment and advocacy services for 
those businesses. 

For 2025, the total assess-
ment income was 
$961,348,  plus 
$87,797 in grants 
a n d  s p o n s o r -
ships, for a total of 
$1,045,145. 

Actual expenses 
were $128,901 
for administrative 
and operational 
costs (14.9 per-
cent), $46,265 for 
economic develop-
ment (5.3 percent), 
$318,530 for market-
ing and events (36.8 
percent), and $369,777 
for the clean and safe 
program (42.8 percent). 
Expenses totaled $863,473, 
leaving $181,672 to carryover 
to 2026.

The SMP PBID board 
approved a 5 percent consumer 
price index (CPI) increase to 
the 2026 assessment to keep up 
with rising prices. Retail-zoned 
parcels will now be assessed 
at 0.735 cents (up from 0.07 
cents), per square foot of land 
per year. Office/Professional-
zoned parcels will be assessed 
at 0.047 cents (up from $0.045 
cents).

For 2026, they expect to have 
a total of $1,155,741, with plans 
to expend $933,341, leaving 
$224,400 carryover for the fol-
lowing year.

SMP PBID Execu t ive 
Director Kathilynn Carpenter 
highlighted district events, 
such as holiday events, a laser 
light show, movie night, skate 
party and social media out-
reach and contests. SMP PBID 
also supports the community 
by partnering with the Sunrise 

Chrisitan Food Ministry for the 
Fall Food Drive and support-
ing the CHPD in the Big Day of 
Service.

Carpenter also outlined the 
results of the clean and safe pro-
gram, stating, “The numbers are 

good this year.” They saw a 
decrease in home-
less and transient 
activity within 
the district due to 
constant patrols. 
Maintaining a pro-
active and visible 
presence helps 
deter that activ-
ity, although they 
still have a lot of 
interactions. But 
“it’s a big decrease 

this year,” she said, 
around 80 per month 

down from 250-300 
per month. 
Unfortunately, 

Carpenter said trash and 
graffiti are still problems in 

the district, which remain the 
biggest maintenance issues. She 
said juveniles loitering, trespass-
ing and breaking into vacant 
buildings is currently the most 
significant security problem. 

Vice Mayor Middleton hopes 
that redevelopment at the mall 
will help curb this behavior by 
decreasing the number of vacant 
buildings. 

C o u n c i l m e m b e r  J a y n a 
Karpinski-Costa said she 
was sorry they continue to 

experience issues with trash and 
vandalism, and Councilmember 
Kelsey Nelson encouraged SMP 
PBID to keep reporting incidents 
to the police department.

Vice Mayor Middleton said 
despite the challenges, “the 
financials look good. You guys 
have done a really great job 
of keeping the community 
engaged.” 

The council voted unani-
mously to approve and accept 
the annual report. 

The council also approved 
a policy to address potential 
disruptions to the remote par-
ticipation options for council 
meetings. 

Updated state law requires 
options for remote public partic-
ipation so residents can call in or 
attend online. If the city’s phone 
or internet service is disrupted 
during a meeting, the updated 
law requires the meeting be 
recessed to try to restore the 
service. If it can’t be restored, 
then after an hour’s recess, the 
council could adjourn to a later 
time or vote to continue since a 
good faith effort was made. This 
updated policy will ensure the 
city is aligned with state law. 

The April 22 meeting will be 
cancelled due to a conflicting 
date with a statewide Cap-to-
Cap program meeting that some 
members will be attending. 
The next Citrus Heights City 
Council meeting is scheduled for 
May 13. � 
