Ac-
cording to the renovation 
experts at HomeAdvisor, 
homeowners typically pay 
between $6 and $12 per 
square foot for new con-
crete walkway installation. 
Homeowners working on 
a budget can target spots 
where walkways have al-
ready cracked and fix those 
areas first before continuing 
the project piecemeal until 
all the old walkways have 
been replaced.

• Plant to create privacy. 
Homeowners spent more 
time at home than ever be-
fore during the pandemic, 
and some might have grown 
tired of  seeing what their 

neighbors are up to. Fencing 
might be the first solution 
homeowners consider when 
looking to make their land-
scapes more private. But 
new fencing installation can 
be expensive, costing home-
owners between $1,667 and 
$4,075 on average, accord-
ing to BobVila.com. A more 
costly and natural solution 
is to plant trees around the 
perimeter. Speak with a 

local landscaping profes-
sional, who can survey the 
property to see which trees 
might thrive and provide the 
privacy homeowners want.

Quick and simple ways to make a front door pop

neglect. Container plants 
and carefully curated shrubs 
can create a neat and inviting 
aura.

• Highlight the address. Make 
sure the home can be found 
easily with bold and decora-
tive house numbers. Consider 
two different address signs: 
one illuminated and easily 
viewed from the curb, and an-
other closer to the front door.

• 	Utilize high-end materials. 
The relatively small area of  
real estate by the front door 
enables homeowners to 
splurge on more opulent ma-
terials that can really add a 

feeling of  luxury. These can 
include colorful tiles, ornate 
planters, decorative wooden 
doors, or elaborate knobs and 
lighting fixtures.

• 	Add architectural details. 
Find out which architectural 
elements will meld with the 
style of  the home and then 
incorporate them. Moldings, 
columns, shutters, and trim 
are areas to consider.

When it can be smart to 
hire a painting pro

Few things can revitalize a 
home more readily than a fresh 
coat of  paint. 

Thanks in part to the afford-
ability of  paint and its ease of  
application, painting is some-
thing that even novice DIYers can 
typically handle. According to the 
marketing advice guru Brandon 
Gaille, it is estimated that residen-
tial interior paint only lasts around 
three years before it needs to be 
updated. Exterior paint can fade, 
chip and peel due to various en-
vironmental factors. As a result, 
many homes can likely use a fresh 
coat of  paint in at least one room. 

As DIY-friendly as painting 
can be, when attempting to paint 
the interior or exterior of  their 
homes, homeowners may learn 
that some painting projects are 
best left to the professionals. Paint-
ing requires skill, patience and a 
knowledge of  how various paints 
— including finishes for particular 
applications — will hold up. Nov-
ice painters may do more harm 
than good by dripping paint on 

expensive carpeting or floors or 
fail to recognize the nuances that 
indicate a spot-on painting job.

Professional painters have 
spent hours upon hours learning 
the ropes of  what works — and 

what does not. Painters often un-
derstand that painstaking prepa-
ratory work is crucial to getting 
pristine finished results. Walls and 
ceilings must be properly repaired 
and prepared even before a base 
coat is applied.

Professional painters also have 
an eye for details. And because 
professional painters make a busi-
ness out of  doing interior and ex-
terior surfaces, they understand 
which techniques can improve 

efficiency. That means a profes-
sional job can typically be com-
pleted much more quickly than a 
DIY project.

Even though some people 
think they’ll save money by paint-
ing their own homes, that’s not 
necessarily true. Professionals al-
ready have all the equipment nec-
essary, unlike novices who may 
need to make repeated and poten-
tially costly trips to the hardware 
store for supplies. Plus, if  mistakes 
happen, DIYers have to spend ad-
ditional time and money fixing 
them. 

Safety can be a large motiva-
tor for turning painting over to a 
pro. Navigating exterior areas or 
tall interior ceilings can be chal-
lenging and may require scaffold-
ing or tall ladders DIYers do not 
have. Risk of  falls or other injuries 
increase with lack of  experience.

Painting can give a home a 
facelift, and oftentimes it is smart 
to turn the work over to profes-
sionals to ensure the job is done 
just right. 

Why do painters wear white? 
The sight of professional painters decked out in white overalls is a 

familiar one to many people. Perhaps you’ve pondered just why painters 
wear white? The reasons behind painters’ sartorial choices is not easily 
verifiable, but it’s fun to explore nonetheless.

The actual name for a painting professionals wardrobe is “painter’s 
whites.” White canvas or denim pants, white t-shirt, overalls, and a white 
cap are often worn by painters. The idea of wearing white may date back 
to the 1700s, when there were not a variety of house colors available. As 
a result, white was the primary choice of paint at this time. If white paint 
were to be dripped on a white uniform, it wouldn’t be readily noticed 
before laundering. 

Painters also used to mix 50 pounds of “white lead powder” with a can 
of paint paste to make about two gallons of paint. The mixing process 
produced large amounts of white dust. To hide the dust, the painters 
wore white. 

It is also believed that some painters crafted clothing from the white 
sails from ships. 

Another theory behind painters’ preference for white work gear traces 
its origins to 19th century union painters. Those in the union adopted the 
all-white uniform to differentiate themselves from non-union painters. 
Sometimes a black bow tie was added to complete the professional 
presentation.

There are some practical reasons for painters to wear white. White 
clothing tends to be cooler when working outdoors or in sunny locations. 
Should painter’s whites become dirty, they’re easily bleachable without 
the color fading. Also, white is a pristine color that will present the 
appearance of cleanliness. Homeowners may readily invite and trust a 
clean worker into their homes to get the job done. 

Painters often find that their business logo stands out sharply against 
the white of a uniform, which can be another practical reason to don 
some white overalls. White clothing also can be less expensive to replace.

Today, because there are many other paint hues available, painter’s 
whites may not be so pristine. But those variously shaded specks and 
splatters may be indicative of a seasoned professional who has put in 
many hours on the job. 

Painters have long worn white as their unofficial uniform. The theories 
as to why vary, but the tradition is likely here to stay.

owner of  Under Pressure Power 
Washing, Inc., which has been 
providing residential and com-
mercial cleaning services in the 
Eastern and Central Massachu-
setts areas for 23 years. 

“One of  the things we’re 
proudest of  is helping home-
owners fall in love with their 
house again -- especially in the 
last couple of  years [during the 
pandemic] when people have 
been homebound, they’ve real-

-- that’s the core of  what we do, 
bring them that joy.” 

Mercer uses the example of  
a newly-detailed car. “When 
the car is fully detailed, it’s clean 
and spotless, you see it and think 
‘Wow, this is my car, I’m proud 
to drive this.’ It’s the same with 
cleaning a home for a customer. 
They think ‘Wow, this is my 
house, I’m proud of  it again!’” 

Under Pressure offers many 
services for both residential or 
commercial properties including 
house soft washing, gentle roof

business, there was very little 
information about which chemi-
cals and techniques were best 
for the environment and our 
company has made great strides 
in that area,” says Mercer. “The 
biggest thing for me is water use. 
Fifteen years ago, we might have 
used triple what 
we use today, and 
we take pride in 
that. We’re so fast 
at what we do so, 
by being quick 
and using biode-
gradable chemi-
cals, we’re doing 
our part.” 

At the Under 
Pressure facility 
in Hopkinton, to 
which the com-
pany recently 
relocated from 
Fr a m i n g h a m , 
they have a water 
harvesting sys-
tem that captures 
12,000 gallons of  rain water 
which is then pumped into the 
trucks for use in the field. They 
also use electric power when 

possible “so we don’t have gas 
burning all day long.” 

The Under Pressure staff in-
cludes 20 to 25 employees dur-
ing the busy season, and some of  
those employees have been with 
the company for more than 10 
years. 

Mercer and his family live in 
Hopkinton where his company 
has been giving back to the com-
munity since they moved there 

in 2011. “We just love the town, 
it’s been really good to my fam-
ily and the business. It’s a great 
place to raise kids and has been 
really supportive of  us.” 

Under Pressure also has a 
focus on community service and 
often donates time and talent to 

help local efforts such

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Fun ways to celebrate 
the arrival of spring

Spring is a season of  rebirth 
in more ways than one. Spring 
is when certain animals emerge 
from hibernation, while many 
species lay eggs or give birth this 
time of  year. Flowers and trees 
also bloom in spring, providing 
spectacular foliage and awe-in-
spiring color. 

People also may feel like they 
have a new lease on life as they 
shake away the doldrums of  win-
ter and embrace longer hours 
of  sunlight and warmer tem-
peratures. The arrival of  spring is 
worthy of  celebration, and these 
activities and ideas can be enjoy-
able ways to spend the first day 
of  spring.

• Spend time outdoors. One is 
never too old for a picnic in 
a park or a bike ride along 
the trails.

Grab an 
inexpensive canvas and paint 
a landscape that is in full 
bloom. Use quick-set plas-
ter to create stepping stones 
embedded with mosaic glass 
pieces for color that can be 
added to the backyard.

• Host a spring potluck. Put 
fresh spring vegetables and 
fruits on display. Options in-
clude artichokes, apricots, 
asparagus, carrots, dandelion 
greens, and radishes. Put to-
gether a pasta primavera, 
which essentially is a spring 
pasta dish laden with fresh 
vegetables.

• Decorate with flowers. Bring 
fresh flowers indoors and put 
them on display in vases or 
table centerpieces. Cut stems 
on a 45-degree angle under-
water to help flowers last lon-
ger. In addition, choose floral 
themed curtains and throw 
pillows to add some spring 
decor.

• Create a water feature. The 
sound and sights of  cascad-
ing water can be both relax-
ing and picturesque. A water 
feature can be something as 
simple as a small fountain 
or more elaborate like a koi 
pond.

7 things to consider when buying a shed
Backyard sheds can be useful 

assets. Sheds can create storage 
space in the garage, basement or 
other areas of  the house that have 
become gathering spots for gear 
typically used outdoors. Sheds 
are ideal for housing mowers, 
tools and even pool-care equip-
ment. But they can be put to 
other uses as well, such as being 
key spots to engage in hobbies or 
even as a child’s clubhouse.

Various factors should be 
considered before building or 
buying a shed. A storage shed 
can be a significant investment. 
Once placed, sheds may remain 
in their dedicated spots for years 
to come. That means careful 
thought should go into the plan-
ning process.

1. Check your local building 
codes first. Before you ac-
cumulate building materi-
als or order a shed, be sure 
to know the ins and outs 
of  shed codes. The codes 
may impact the shed’s 
placement, construction, 
the materials used, size, 
and numerous other fac-

tors. It’s much easier to 
amend plans beforehand 
than to face the hassle and 
expense after learning you 
did things incorrectly.

2. Choose placement wisely. 
Spend several days assess-
ing the yard and thinking 
about the uses for the shed. 
If  you plan to store pool 
floats and chemicals in-
side of  the shed, it should 
be located close enough to 
the pool to be convenient. 
Look at the lay of  the land. 
If  there is a soggy patch of  
land that can turn swampy 
under the shed’s founda-
tion, that is a poor location 
choice. If  you need access 
to electricity, placing it far 
away from the house could 
necessitate running expen-
sive wiring. 

3. Consider the design. Just 
because a shed is for stor-
age doesn’t mean aesthet-
ics should be overlooked. 
Choose a shed style that 

complements your home. 
You may also want to 
match certain architectural 
features, like arched door-
ways or dormers. Design 
also may relate to practi-
cality. For instance, storing 
a riding mower inside may 
necessitate dual doors that 
open widely.

4. Invest in quality materials. 
Spending a little more and 
using quality materials can 
ensure it lasts long enough 
to be cost-effective. The 
right materials will be re-
sistant to splitting, crack-
ing, decay, and insect dam-
age.

5. Prepare the site well. A 
proper foundation for the 
shed is almost as impor-
tant as the shed itself. You 
cannot just drop the shed 
on the lawn and leave it, as 
the shed can sink or struc-
tural issues may arise if  it is 
placed on a weak base. 

6. Blend into the environ-
ment. Surround the shed 
with shrubs or plants so 
that it blends into the yard 
and complements the 
space.

7. Deck out the interior. Use 
every storage tool at your 
disposal to maximize floor, 
wall and even rafter space 
for storage. Plan where 
items will be kept and cus-
tomize the storage options 
around those locations.

Sheds can be an asset and 
improve storage capability in the 
backyard. 
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House powerwashing tips 

Powerwashing, also known 
as pressure-washing, utilizes a 
high-velocity water spray to re-
move dirt and residue from the 
exterior surfaces of  a home. It is 

frequently used on vinyl siding, 
concrete and sometimes wood 
decks to treat mildew and other 
growth that accumulates over 
time. 

Powerwashing can be a great 
way to remove grime without 
having to scrub by hand. But it 
requires a delicate touch to get 
it right. Sometimes it is best to 
leave the job to professionals. 
But homeowners willing to give 
it a go can try powerwashing 
themselves, as various stores rent 
power washers.

The home improvement web-
site ImproveNet says that, until 
very recently, pressure washers 
were almost exclusively commer-
cial machines sold to profession-
als or rented to do-it-yourselfers. 
Lately manufacturers have tar-
geted homeowners looking to 
buy with lightweight options. For 
those who see powerwashing as 

a routine venture, purchasing 
a unit may be worth the invest-
ment.

It is important to exercise 
caution when operating a pow-
erwashing machine. The high-
velocity spray can tear through 
skin. It is key to get a feel for the 
washer, and try less pressure first 
to get a handle on the magnitude 
of  the tool.

Don safety gear prior to using 
a pressure washer. Gloves, eye 
protection and ear protection 
can be handy. Most units will 
connect to a standard garden 
hose. Choose old clothing and 
expect to get wet. Never point 
a powerwasher hose at anyone 
and do not attempt to rinse feet 
or hands in the spray. 

The renovation resource The 
Family Handyman suggests start-
ing with a wide-degree nozzle to 
test out the spray on the surface 

that needs to be cleaned. A 15- 
or 25-degree nozzle is usually the 
wand for general cleaning and 
paint stripping without damag-
ing the surface of  the home. 
Experiment with an optimal dis-
tance of  the washer wand to get 
the desired cleaning effects with-
out causing any damage. Work 
using a horizontal and slightly 
downward angle to avoid driv-
ing water up under the siding of  
a home.

Avoid spraying any electric 
wires or components on the 
home. Also, try not to spray up-
ward, and angle the spray away 
from doors, windows and vents.

Some washers have reservoirs 
that will hold a detergent solu-
tion. Choose the right detergent 
for the job. Keep in mind that 
cleansers containing bleach can 
damage surrounding plants, so 
they may need to be covered 
while the washing takes place.

Avoid the use of  ladders when 
operating a powerwasher. The 
push-back from the wand can 
cause falls. Instead, opt for an 
extension wand to address the 
upper reaches of  a home.

Powerwashing a home is an 
effective way to remove stubborn 
grime and refresh the look of  a 
home’s exterior.  

How to prepare a garden 
for spring planting 

The final weeks of  winter, and 
even the first few weeks of  spring, 
are still chilly in many parts of  
the world. Despite those last ves-
tiges of  winter chills, late winter 
is a great time to begin preparing 
gardens for the coming planting 
season.

Gardens may have to with-
stand months of  harsh weather 
each winter, and such conditions 
can take a toll. Gardeners can 
consider the following tips as they 
try to restore their gardens and get 
them ready for spring planting. 

• Disinfect your tools. It’s com-
mon to clean tools in late fall 
or whenever they’re typically 
placed in storage for the win-
ter. But cleaning and disin-
fecting are not necessarily the 
same thing. If  tools were not 
disinfected at the end of  the 
previous gardening season, 
disinfect them before doing 
any work on the garden. 
Doing so can ensure any lin-
gering bacteria or fungi on 
tool surfaces are killed prior 
to the beginning of  garden-
ing season. According to the 
University of  Minnesota Ex-
tension, plant pathogens, in-
cluding bacteria and viruses, 

can be transferred to and 
infect plants through bits of  
soil and plant debris left on 
shovels and pruner blades. 
Thoroughly disinfecting such 
tools prior to using them in 
the spring is a great way to 
reduce the risk of  disease in 
your garden.

• Clear debris from garden 
beds. Leaves, twigs, sticks, 
and other debris may have 
gathered in the garden over 
the winter. Such debris can in-
hibit the growth of  plants and 
vegetables, so make sure all of  
it is removed prior to planting. 
Weeds might even begin to 
sprout up in late winter and 
early spring, so remove them 
before they go to seed.

• Test the soil. Testing the soil 
prior to planting can help gar-
deners determine what their 
gardens will need to thrive in 
the coming months. Garden 
centers and home improve-
ment stores sell home testing 
kits that are effective and easy 
to use. Once the results are 
in, speak with a professional 
at your local garden center 
about the best time to amend 
the soil.

• Loosen compacted soil. Soil 
can become compacted over 
winter. If  compacted soil is 
not loosened prior to plant-
ing, plants will have a hard 
time getting the water and 
nutrients they need to thrive. 
Loosening the soil also pro-
vides another opportunity to 
inspect the garden for any un-
derlying issues, such as fungi 
or weed growth, that you may 
have missed when clearing 
debris or testing the soil. 
Late winter is a good time to 

assess a garden and address any 
issues that developed over the 
winter so plants and vegetables 
can thrive come the spring plant-
ing season.

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Popular insect 
repellant plants

Homeowners choose plants 
for their properties based on a 
number of  variables. Some may 
be into growing their own foods, 
while others desire their gardens 
to be an awe-inspiring mélange 
of  bright colors and alluring 
scents. There’s no wrong reason 
to plant a fresh garden, but some 
plants offer extra benefits, such as 
repelling insects. 

Insects can be a nuisance and 
a threat to individuals’ overall 
health. According to the Ameri-
can Academy of  Family Physi-
cians, insect-borne diseases are 
viral and bacterial illnesses that 
develop from insect bites. Mos-
quitoes, sand flies and fleas are 
some examples of  insects that 
can pass on disease. Fever, chills, 
headache, and muscle soreness 
are just a few of  the more com-
mon symptoms linked to insect-
borne diseases. 

The good news for avid gar-
deners is that certain plants can 
help repel insects and provide 
the additional benefits like fresh 
food and aesthetic appeal that so 
many people love.

• Basil: The aroma of  fresh 
basil is enough to compel 
any gardener to make a 
place for it in their garden. 
But there’s more to fresh 
basil than its scent, as the 
Farmers Almanac notes it 
can be used to repel mos-
quitoes and moths.

• Lavender: Fleas, flies, mos-
quitoes, and moths are not 
fans of  this aromatic and 
colorful member of  the 
mint family. Bees tend to 
be drawn to lavender, a du-
rable plant that many gar-
den centers recommend in 
areas prone to drought or 
hot summers without much 
precipitation.

• Mint: Mint is another plant 
that is instantly recognizable 
for its aroma. But mint lov-
ers may not realize that it’s 
also great for keeping ants at 
bay. Mint also can be used 
to repel mosquitoes, but 
gardeners with no experi-
ence planting mint should 
plant it in pots. That’s be-
cause the Farmers Almanac 
notes mint is an especially 
aggressive spreader that can 
quickly take over a garden. 
Separating mint in pots can 
prevent it from bullying its 
way into other plants’ do-
mains.

• Lemongrass: Lemongrass 
is a tropical grass that’s so 
fragrant it’s often used in 
perfumes. Lemongrass con-
tains citronella, which many 
people associate with repel-
ling mosquitoes. A potted 
lemongrass plant can re-
pel these unwanted guests, 
keeping them away from 
decks, porches and/or pa-
tios all summer long.

• Chrysanthemums: The 
Farmers’ Almanac® recom-
mends using chrysanthe-
mums, which repel a range 
of  insects from bedbugs 
to fleas to ants, as border 
plants around a home. 
That’s because they con-
tain the natural insecticide 
pyrethrin, which can serve 
as something of  an insect-
repelling boundary around 
a home.

Insects are unwanted guests 
around a home each spring, sum-
mer and fall. Certain plants can 
help repel insects and serve as an 
eco-friendly alternative to insec-
ticides.
